Abizaid's “Sun and Moon Dial” Wlustrates Principle That Reverts to the
|dea of the Fixed Earth

Almost 400 years ago Copernicus concluded, after a life time of study, that the sun
and stars are stationary; the moon alone revolves about the earth: the earth is a planet that
ravolves about the sun, and the apperent revolution of the heavens is caused by the rotation
of the earth on its exis.

To contemporary observers who had wrestled wearily with the Ptolemale system, which
describes the earth as the fixed centre of the uinverse about which the sun and the stars
revolved, the Copernican theory came as sun throught fog. Astronomers were ftortured in
oil, yet clung to the heliccentric theory of the universe.

SAYS EARTH IS FLAT

Prof. John G. Abizaid of Malden Street, once president of the Univerzal Zetetic Society,
“enekers of knowledge,” today raised his standard for the thesis that the earth is as flat as
the proverbial pancake cemented to an undetermined foundation.

To illustrate his principle, that reverts to the idea of the fixed garth, he has invented
a dise which he calls the "sun and moon dial."

In the dead centre is a point identified as the north pole. -The smallest circle which
circumscribes this point is known as the first zene. A slightly larger circle marks the second,
or north temperate zone, The third covers the equator; the fowrth, the south femperate
and the last the south circle

At the south circle the earth comes to an end, Prof. Abizaid explained.

ASKS AID OF BYRD

“Beyond this is an impassable barrier of ice which no man can cross. Admiral Byrd
attempted to find what lay bayond this obstacle but was forced to tum back en his last
expedition.

“| have written him a letter,” the professor continued, “and asked him to find out
about the sun’s shadow, whether it is day all the time and if he could see the sun.

“The sun, which is 3000 miles from the earth and 30 miles in diameter, casts its
rays about 5,500 miles in each directicn. For six months of the year it moves in a circle
around the teémperate zone, making a complete revolution in 24 hours. The ather six months
of the year the sun moves in the fourth circle. When the sun is near we have summer and
when it is farther away we have winter.

Do we have darkness because the earth turns away from the sun? Mo/ it is because
the sun is too far away to reach us with its light.”

What makes the sun move back and forth from zone to zone? Why, its is the sun
itself that does it. In the same way, it is not gravity that makes a ball fall to earth when
you throw it up.....lt is the ball itself."

COMSTANT DARKMESS

Prof. Abizaid fixes the sun's speed at 1042 miles per hotur and that of the moon
at 1000 per hour. The moon and the stars also move above the surface of the earth, he
believes. The distance from the north pole to the outer rim of the earth is 15,000 miles,
he explained, which causes the farthest reaches of our earth to remain in constant darkness.

Prof. Abizaid rejects the globular conception of the earth's shape illustrating his
point with an orange.  In the same way water rolls of an orange. So it would roll off the
garth if it were round, he declared.

Ha feels that if people were taught his interpretation of solar motion they would soon
be convinced of its truth. His dial has been submitted to Harvard, Yazle and the Washington
observatories for testing.
