Number of Rooms - This ifem was divided into two groups,

the first group was the count of rooms in the structure
used exclusively for industrial or commercial purposes
while the second group related to rooms used for residential
purposes (even though they may have been used also for
commercial or indastrial purposes). Bathrooms were never
included in the count of rooms nor were closets, basements
or garages not finished off for dwelling purposes. However
if attics, basements and garages were used for habitation
or about to be used for dwelling purposes they were
counted as rooms. Kitchens, dining rooms, halls, corridors
(13 meters or more in width), finished verandas, bedrooms
and the like were counted as rooms. Also counted as
rooms were shops, offices and storage rooms if they were
ordinarily used for sleeping purposes.

Household — A household was defined as a group of persons,

living together in the same dwelling and participating in
the same cooking usrrangement. Lodgers, servants, and
domestic servants living and eating with the family occupy-
ing the dwelling were considered as part of the household.
A family consisted of two or more persons related by
blood, marriage, or adoption A single person living in a
structure with a household or family but taking his meal
elsewhere was considered as a separate household. Two
families living in the same structure and faking their meals
together were considered as members of one household.

Number of Persons — The enumerator was instructed to

enter the total number of males and females living in the
household. The following instructions w-re followed as to
whom to enumerate :-

‘“ Whom to Enumerate
a. Inciude persons, who are temporarily away, but
will return to their usual place of residence in
your enumeration area. Ineclude all pligillle resi-
dents in special places, such as monasteries,

convents, home for the aged, a house for the needy,
etc, that are within your enumeration area

b. Include - persons who are usual res dents of the
structure.
e, Do not include casual or temporary guests staying

for short periods and have homes elsewhere. Do
not include foreign persons visiting in your coun-
try; foreign persons working for a Legation,
Consulate, ete,

d. Do not include persons away on military assignment.

e. Do not jinclude persons away from the family in
special types of living facilities, where they stay a
long time, such as a sanatorium, home for the
aged, convents, monastries, ete., (These persons
will be euumerated at those special places)”.

Treatment of “Not reported” - Foc certain of the schedule

items the enumerators did not make entries. In most
cases these were treated as “Not reported” and this category
is shown separately in certain of the tables. For other
items the ““Not reported” group was combined with one of
the reporting groups. In “Use of Structure”, table 4, the
“Not reported” group is included with the category ‘‘For
residential and other use.” In ‘‘Ownership”, table 5, the
“Not reported” is included in the last category in the
distribution In table 10, the “Not reported” is always
included in the category “Other” in the three distributions.

Data for Small Areas - Users of data for the smaller areas

should bear in mind that the data for such areas represent
the work of a very small number of enumerators (often
only one or two). The misinterpretation by an enumerator
of the instructions for a particular item may, therefore, have
an appreciable effect on the statistics for a small community,
even though it would have a negligible effect upon the
figures for a large area.

DEFINITIONS AND EXPLANATIONS
Administrative Divisions — In the Hashemite Kingdom of

Jordan there are three levels of administrative divisions.
The highest level is the district (Liwa) of which there are
eight. Districts are sub-divided into sub-districts (Qada)
and there are nineteen such sub-districts in the Kingdom
(although two of the Sub-districts are co-extensive with
the districts). Certian sub-districts have a further sub-
division called a nahiya (Nahiya) and there are ten nahiyas.
The boundaries of these three types of administrative
boundaries are shown on the map on page V.

Structure — The following definition was used for the
enumeration :-

“A structure, for the purposes of this census, is any
shelter used for human habitation. Any type of dwelling
is a structure even though it be temporary, movable or
fixed, such as tents, caves, leantos, etc ol Rk
A Structure shall be considered an individual unit,
although it be joined to other structures in a line or in a
courtyard, provided it has its own separate entrance to
a street or a courtyard.”

In applying this definition the enumerator was instructed
to include all residential structures as well as those structures
part residential and part commercial or industrial in which
people were living. Also vacant structures, structures under
construction and temporarily abandoned structures were ineluded
if they were used or were intended for use as human habitations,

A separate line was filled on the schedule for each
structure. However if the structure was an institution or the
like a separate schedule was used.

Permanent and Other Structures — In the tables that follow
separate data are presented for permanent and other
structures. Permanent stractures are all structures that
are not Bedouin tents, other tents, caves or of wood
construction (the first four categories of item 9). Other
structures comprise these first four categories.

Type of Construction of Walls — The nine types of wall
construction represent the entire range of building materials
in use. In cases where the walls were of mixed material
the enumerator was instructed to enter the code for the
principal type of wall construction used throughout the walls,

Number of Floors — The enumerator was instructed to report
the number of floors in whole numbers. Thus 14 floors
was reported as two floors, 24 floors as three floors.
A basement was counted as a floor. For tents and caves
the item was not asked and these types of quarters were
coded as having one floor.

Ownership — This item was not asked for tents, caves, vacant
structures, community dwellings and institutions. The
definitions for the categories are as follows :-

a. Inhabited by the owner - A structure occupied by
only one household which owns the structure
(but not necessarily the land upon which it stands)
either by one of its members or jointly by several
members of the single household.

b. Partly inhabited by the owner and partly rented-
A structure occupied by two or more households,
one of which owns the structure. The other
households may pay rent or live in the quarters
rent-free.

i Rented - A structure occupied by one or more
households each of which pay rent. The rent may
be paid in cash, in produce, or in labor.

d. Rent-free - A structure which is occupied free of
rent. These are usually structures occupied by
individuals of religious communities living, outside
their community houses, free of charge. Also
structures, except tents and caves, occupied by
refugees were included in this category.

Water Supply, Toilet Facilities and Lighting Equipment -
The enumerator was instructed to enter the one code that
described each of the types of facilities available. In each
item if more than one type of facility, for example if both
“Piped water inside”” and ‘“Private well”, was available to
a structure, the enumerator reported the most important
facility which in this case was ‘“Piped water”. In “Toilet
Facilities” a non-flush toilet inside the structure was
reported as “Other”.

This report presents basic statistics relating to practically all
subjects for which information was collected in the Census of
Housing taken in the early fall of 1952. The structure is the
reporting unit in this report.

Statistics are presented for the Kingdom and for each district
(Liwa), Sub-district (Qada), and Nahiya (Nahiya) and for each
of the principal towns. A map of the Kingdom showing the
administrative divisions and the location of the principal towns
is included in this report.

This report is the first of a series of reports to be issued,
based on the 1952 Census of Housing. The second report in
the series is in preparation and will present less detailed data
for each of the individual towns and villages in the Kingdom.
Separate sections will be issued for each district and the towns
and villages will be presented alphabetically within districts.
This report is scheduled for publication this fall. A third report
is planned and will present the technical material describing
the procedures and methods used in the Census and will include
copies of the instructions, schedules and forms used.

METHOD OF ENUMERATION

The enumeration of the Housing Census began in August 1952
and was completed late in September. For purposes of enume-
ration, the Kingdom was divided into enumeration areas. Each
town or village consisted of one or more enumeration areas.

The enumerators were supplied with a
package of serially numbered schedules
sufficient to enumerate all of the structures *e
in the enumeration area. A numbering
clerk accompanied each enumerator and
after it was determined that a given strue-
ture was to be enumerated, the numbering
clerk painted a serial number, in a cons- \\/Y
picuous place, on the structure. This
serial number was also entered by the bR

enumerator on the schedule line used to [ ON EACHSTRUCTIRE
enumerate the structure. When the enum-
erator had completed the enumeration of the structure he affixed
a red label near the front door to signify to the Controller that
he had completed the enumeration.

The enumerator was instructed to enumerate every structure
in his enumeration area that was used for human habitation.
This included all residential structures and those commercial
and industrial structures where people were living. With one
major exception all of the structures used for human habitation
were enumerated. Because of security restrictions the quarters
of military personnel and their families residing in Arab Legion
encampments and installations were excluded from the enume-
ration. Thus the data on structures and number of persons
excludes these groups. However, private quarters occupied by
Arab Legion personnel were included in the enumeration and
such persons are included in the count of the number of persons.
In addition, a limited number of police posts and small isolated
military installations were included in the enumeration.

In order to assure completeness of enumeration after the
Census was completed, the Department of Statistics corresponded
with the District Governors and asked them to verify that all
of the towns and villages in their districts were enumerated.
On the basis of their replies a field check was made in the
spring of 1953. It was found that out of the more than nine-
hundred towns and villages in the Kingdom less than ten of

them had not been enumerated. These were very small, isolated
villages and it was decided not to re-enumerate them since
there inclusion would delay the processing of the Census and
their exclusion could not affect the Census results.

THE SCHEDULE

The schedule was a line-type schedule containing 20 lines.
Each line was used to enumerate a single structore. The reverse
ot the schedule contained the general instructions to the enu-
merator. The schedule, as well as the instructions and related
material, was printed in Arabic.

In addition to the identification items the schedule contained
ten items relating to the characteristics of each structure.
Each part of most of the items was given a specific code and
the enumerator entered this code in the appropriate column.

PREEACE

This report presents statistics on the general characteristics of dwellings for the Hashemite Kingdom of
Jordan, its districts, sub-districts, nahiyas and principal towns. The data are based on tabulations from the
1952 Census of Housing taken in the early fall of 1952. The 1952 Census of Housing was a joint project of
the Department of Statistics of the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan and the United States Technical Coaperation
Service for Jordan. It was conducted by the Department of Statistics as authorized by Law No. 24 of 1950
and pursuant to the General Agreement between the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan and the Government of
the United States of America dated February 27, 1951 ; the Program Agreement between the said Governments
dated February 12, 1952, as amended; and Project Agreement No. EDF-1 (TCS-J-1) of the Special Services
Division of the Economic Development Fund.

The materials presented here were prepared under the direction of Mohammed Ali Rida, Director,
Department of Statistics, and Jamil Mu’asher, Assistant Director with the assistance of Robert C. Hamer, U.S.
Census Consultant. The compilation of the data was under the supervision of Haig Bedevian, Chief, Mechanical
Tabulation Section. George Ammari was in charge of the publication of this report. The collection of the
information on which these statistics were based was under the direction of Jamil Mu’asher.

Three census consultants of the United States Bureau of Census have served on this project. Newton
Booth Knox was in Jordan from April to June, 1952 and was instrumental in establishing the project and
planning the enumeration phases.
