For other
items the ““Not reported” gronp was combined with one of
the reporting groups. In “Use of Structure™, table & the
“Not reported” group is included with the category “‘For
residential and other use.” Io “Ownership”, table 5, the
“Not reported” is incloded in the last category in the
distribution In table 40, the “Not reported” is alwavs
included in the category “Other” in the thiee distributions.

Data for Small Areas - Users of data for the smaller areas

should bear in mind that the data for guch areas represant
the work of a very small number of enumerators {(olten
only one or two). The misinterpretation by an enumsrator
of the instructions (or a particalar item may, therefore, have
an appreciable effect on the statisties for a small commuunity
even though it would have a neglipible elfect upon the

figures for a large area.

DEFINITIONS AND EXPLANATIONS
Administrative Divisicns — In the Hashemite Kingdom of

lordan there are three levels of administrative divisions.
The highest level is the district (Liwa) of which there are
eight. Districts are suh-divided into sub-districts (Qada)
and there are nineteen such sub-districts in the Kingdom
(although two of the Sub-districts are co-extensive with
the districts). Certian sub-districts have a forther sub-
division called a nahiya (Nahiya) and there are ten nahiyas.
The boundaries of these three types of administrative
boundaries are shown on the map on page V.

Structure — The following definilion was used for the
enpmeration :=

“A structure, for the purposes of this census, is any
shelter used for human habitation. Any type of dwelling
is a straclure even though it be lemporary, movable ar
fixed, such as tents, caves, Jeanlos, ele F .
A Structure shall be considered an individual umit,
althoogh it be joined to other structures in a line or ina
courtyard, provided it has ils own separate enirance to
a slreel or a cuurl:.':ard."

To applying this definition the enumerator was instructed
to include all residential structures as well as those structures
part residential and part commercial or industrial in which
people were living. Also vacant struciures, structures under
constroction and temporarily abandoved structures were included
if they were used or were intended for uge as human habitations,

A separate line was filled on the schedule for each
structure. However if the siructure was an institution or the
like a separate schedule was used.

Permanent and Other Structures — In the tables that follow
separate data are presented for permanent and other
structures. Permanent siructures are all stroctures that
are not Bedonin tenis, other tents, caves or of wood
construction (the first four categories of item 9). Other
structures comprise these first loor categories,

Type of Construction of Walls — The nine types of wall
construction represent the entire range of building materials
in vse. In cases where the walls were of mixed material
the enumerator wasz instrucled lo enter the code for the
principal type of wall construoction used throughout the walls,

MNumber of Floors — The enumerator was instructed Lo report
the number of floors in whole numbers. Thus 12 floors
was reported as two floors, 2§ floors as three floors.
A basement was counted as a fMloor. For tents and caves
the item was not asked and theze Ivpes of quarters wers
coded as having one {loor.

Ownership — Thiz item wus not asked for lents, eaves, vacant
structures, community dwellings and iustitotions.

Separate sections will be izsued for each district and the towns
and villages will be presented alphabetically within districts,
This report is scheduled for publication this fall. A third report
is planned and will present the technical material describing
the procedures and methods vsed in the Census and will inelude

copies of the ipstroctions, schedules and forms used.

METHOD OF EXUMERATION

The enumeration of the Housing Census began in August 1852
and was completed late in September. For purposes of enume-
ration, the Kingdom was divided into enumeration areas. Each

town or village consisied of one or more enumeration areas.

clerk accompanied each enumeérator and
after ‘it was determined that a given strue-
ture was to be enumerated, the nnmbering
clerk painted a serial number, 11 a cons-
picuous place, on the structure. This
sirial number was also entered |I}' the

enumerator on the schedule line used to

enumerite the structure. When the enum-
erator had completed the enumeration of the siructure he affived
a red lsbel near the front door to signify to the Controller that
he had completed the enumeration.

The enumerator was instrocted to enumerate every siroclure
in his enumcration area that was used for human habitation.
Thiz included all residential structures and those commercial
and industrial structures where people were living. With one
major exception all of the structures used for human habitation
were epumerated. Because of :1'1'|‘Ii|'i1.:|-' restrictions the quarters
of military personnel and their families residing in Arab Legion
encampments and installations were excluded from the enume-
ration. Thus the data on stroctures and nuomber of persons
excludes these groups. However, private gquarters occupied by
Arab Legion personnel were included in the enumeration and
such persons are included in the count of the number of persons.
In addition, a limited number of police posts and small isolated
military installations were included in the enumeration.

In order to assure compleleness of enumeration afler the
Census was completed, the Department of Siatistics corresponded
with the District Governors and asked them to verify that all
of the towns and villages in their districts were enumerated.
On the basis of their replies a field check was made in the
spring of 4853. It was found that oul of the more than nine-
hundred towns and villages in the Kingdom less than ten of

them had not been enumerated. These were very small, isolated
villages and it was decided not to re-enumerate them since
there inelusion would delay the processing of the Census and
their exclusien could not affect the Census resulis.

THE SCHEDULE

The schedule was a line-type schedole containing 20 lines.
Each line was used to enumerate a single structure. The reverse
ol the schedule contained the general instructioms to the enu-
merator. The schedule, as well as the instructions and related
material, was printed in Arabie.

In addition to the identification ilems the schedule contained
ten items relating to the characteristics of each strocture.
Each part of most of the ilems was given a specilic code and
the enumerator entered this code in the appropriate column.

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PREFACE

This report presents statistics on the general characleristics of dwellings for the Hashemite Kingdom of
Jordan, its districts, sub-districts, nahiyas and principal towns. The data are based on tabulations from the
1952 Census of Housing taken in the early fall of 1952, The 1952 Census of Housing was a joint project of
the Department of Statistics of the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan and the United States Technical Cooperation
Service for Jordan. It was conducted by the Department of Statistics as authorized by Law No. 24 of 1950
and pursuant to the General Agreement between the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan and the Government of
the United States of America dated February 27, 1951 ; the Program Agreement between the said Governments
dated February 12, 1952, as amended ; and Project Agreement No. EDF-1 (TCS-J1) of the Special Services
Divigion of the Economic Development Fund.

The materials presented here were prepared under the direction of Mohammed Ali Rida, Director,
Department of Statistics, and Jamil Mu'asher, Assistant Director with the assistance of Robert C. Hamer, UU.5.
Census Consultant. The compilation of the data was under the supervision of Haig Bedevian, Chief, Mechanical
Tabulation Section. George Ammari was in charge of the publication of this report. The collection of the
information on which these statistics were based was under the direction of Jamil Mu'asher.

Three census consultants of the United States Bureau of Census have served on this project. Newton
Booth Knox was in Jordan from April to June, 1952 and was instrumental in establishing the project and
planning the enumeration phases. Lawrence A. Marzetti was in Jordan from August to October, 1952 and
served as the technical consultant for the training and field enumeration phases of the Census. Robert C.
