N. Amrican Algonquin, Athabasecan,
Eskimo, Iroquoin, Muskhogean, Pawnee, Pueblo, Salish,
Shoshone, Siouan: 2. Central America- Cuna, Leucan, Maya-
Quiche, Mixtec, Hashuan, Opara-Pima; 3. S. America-Antisuyu,
Araucan, Arawak, Ayamara, Bororo, Botocudo, Carib, Chibu-
cha, Chiguito, Choeo, Chuncho, Fuegian, Jivaro, Mataco, Pano,
Payagua, Puelche, Quichus, Ticuna, Techuelche, Toba, Tupi-
Gurarani, Warrau, Zaparo. The largest remaining tribes are
the Sioux, Cherokees, Choctaws, and Greeks and they honor
their Gods according to their own customs. But the people in
Mexico who believe in the true God are not free like the Indians
in their temples. The clergy has the best and finest churches
which will be ruined by being closed. They _have left their
parishes, have gone into exile and become like the wanderers.
As you bear the name of Lazarro whom Christ opened the
tobz raised from the dead and brought out of the tomb in Be-
thania so I beg you to open the churches in Mexico and bring

Exarch John Haddad one of the famous Oriental writers
was born in Beit1Chabab in Lebanon, in the year 1872. He
began his studies in the elementary school, in the city of his
birth. From here he went to Saint John's seminery where he
completed his studies. He -supervised the construction of the
Oriental University at Zahleh in Lebanon. Upon the completion
of this building he was appointed supervisor of one division
of boys and taught school at the same time and he was appoint-
ed viear Patriarchal of the Archdiocese of Homs, Hamah, and
Yab-Yabroud. From there he came with his uncle General Mi-
chael Haddad to Beit-Chabab He studied the following langua-
ges: Arabie, Greek, Latin, French, Turkish, and English, he
came to the United States in 1902 and he served in different
states. In 1904 he ha dbeen selected to dedicate the exhibit of
Jerusalem city in the world’s Fair in St. Louis, his works on
various topics follow. Grammer, Syntax, Literature, Poetry in
14 volumes, containing a description of the universe, and celeb-
rated men and women, Logic, Natural Philosophy, and Meta-
physics, two volumes, Geography, and history in 30 volumes,
sermons, Heredity, conversation, French and Arabie, four co-
medies, one of them about the angels and devils, second comedy
of the Greek Royal Empire, Third comedy about Russian King-
dom, fourth about Mofti of Palestine and English people; Se-
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Chicago. Before we left the University you asked me to give
you my opinion about the Jews in ancient and modern times,
so I am fulfilling your request.

According to my knowledge the Jews are the smartest
people in commerce. They have good imagination, but they are
not inventors.

When you speak in a synagogue, club, or a ta meeting, re-
‘member them by the Kingdom of Israel and let them bring it
back to its standard during the time of David and his son So-
lomon. Let their flag wave over land and sea through com-
merce carried on by land and sea. The Japanese have the sun
on their flag, the Turks have the crescent, the Jews should
have their own star of David. Remember them to rebuild the
Temple of Solomon which was built of cut stone on the outside
and finished with gold, silver and precious stones on the inside.
The Jews are the richest people in the owrld.

Why don’t they build their own hospitals, their own libra-
ries, their own universities teaching the following sciences:
Grammar, Syntax, Mathematies, Literature, Logic, Philosophy,
Theology, Exegesis and Astronomy.

In spite of their persecution by the Egyptians, Babylon-
lans, Assyrians, Macedonians, Romans, Arabians and Turks,
the Jews remain united in different countries by their nation-
ality and their religion. They are driven out from one country
to another and no matter where they go they obtain high posi-
tions and surpass the natives by their commerce.

Make every effort to renew Jerusalem as it was and
teach them to love other nations with whom they deal, especial-
ly the Christians from whom they got their science.

The astronomy is most ancient science among the Chald-
eans, Egyptians, Indians and Chinese. The Chinese boast of a
series of eclipses, recorded in the annals of the nation, extend-
ing over a period of 3858 years. The origin of astronomy in
Greese founded by Thales who was born at Miletus 640 years
before our era, and the Metonic cycle form an era in the history
of 'the astronomy in Greece. The first of the Alexandrian astro-
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ing generally well cultivated and densely populated.

~ In the middle of the 3rd century B.C. the Peninsula was
divided into the Three States known as three Hans. ut after
various changes there arose in their stedd the three Kingdoms
of Sinla, Paickche, and Kokoli, which flourished between 100
E.C. and 700 A.D. After the downfall of the powerful Sinla, "
which succeeded with the aid of China a subjugating the rival
kingdoms, the Kingdom of Korea (Koli) was founded in 818
A.D. at Kaijo, unifying the whole Peninsula under a single gov- -
ernment. For five centuries this dyternal peace and civilization,
Buddhism at this time making a great advance.

At the close of the 14th century, the last king of Koli was
overthrown by his most powerful general, Li-sung-kyoi (1932

A.D.), who founded a new dynasty of his own at Hang-yang,
the present Keijo. The new king paid tribute to the Ming reign
of'the fourth king, ‘Sei-chong (1419-1450) was the golden era
of the Li, dynasty. Under the fourteenth king, the country was
invaded by Hideyoshi, the Napoleon of Japan, whose armies
conquered nearly the whole country.

During this expedi-
tion he successively visited Tahiti, New Zealand, discovered New
South Wales, and returned by the Cape of Good Hope to Britain
in 1771. On this voyage he explored the western coast of North
America, and discovered the Sandwich Islands, on one of which,
Hawaii, he was killed by the natives, February 14, 1779.

ALASKA. Historical. — First permanent Russian settle-
ment on Kodiak Island, 1784; settlement on present site of
Sitka, 1799. Alaska purchased by United States, March 20,
1867, for $7,200,000. Governed by War Department, 1867-77;
then for 2 years by Treasury Department, with Collector of
Customs as chief executive; but, on account of disorders, con-
trol passed to Navy Department, till «Organic Act> of 1834
made Alaska a Civil and Judicial District, under a Governor
(4-yr. term) appointed by President of United States.

PORTO RICO. Historical. — Discovered by Columbus, 1463,
and named by him Porto Rico; invaded and conquered by Spa-
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from Greenwich. It fronts east, and stands on a plateau eighty-
eight feet above the level of the Potomac. The entire length
of the building from north to south is 751 feet 4 inches, and its
greatest dimension from east to west 350 feet.

DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA, a territory of sixty miles area
between Maryland and Virginia, occupied by the city of
Washington. The district is governed by three commissioners
appointed by the president and approved by the senate.

Historical. — Discovery of North America by Norsemen
about 1000, under Leif Ericson, and temporary settlement of
Vinland. Rediscovery by Columbus, who reached the Baha-
mas Oct. 12, 1492. Northern coast of North America dis-
covered by Cabots 1497; coast of Labrador explored by Corte-
real 1500; southeastern coast — Florida — discovered by Ponce
de Leon 1513; eastern coast explored by Verrazano 1524. M..-
xico conquered by Cortez 1519-21. California coast exploredd
by Cabrillo 1542; by Drake 1578-79. French settlements at-
tempted in Canada 1540, permanent French settlement began
1605; Einglish colonies on Atlantic coast early in 17th century
in 1763 Canada passed under government of British; colonies
declared independence in 1776, and at close of War of Revolu-
tion — 1775-1783 — established the Republic of the United
States. In 1821 Mexico threw off the Spanish yoke and became
a republic. Confederation of Central American States 1823;
dissolved 1839. Cuba declared independent of Spain 1898,
Panama seceded from Colombia 1903.
