Statement by Mr. Eden to Egyptian ;Journalists
in the British Embassy in Cairo (February 15, 1940)

“The central position of Hgypt makes her friendly
collaboration of great value to her Ally.........

* It has been a great pleasure for me to see for myself
the effort which Egypt is making for the furtherance of
the Allied aims and to note the cordiality of her collabora-
tion with my own country in every measure necessary
for the prosecution of the war.

¥ ..c..Great Britain is deeply grateful to Egypt for
her friendship and for her loyalty to the engagements
upon which we have both entered. Together we can
face the future without fear.”

Declaration made by Mr. Casey in London
on the 27th December 1942

“ Greographical conditions have rendered it necessary
to direct military operations from Cairo. It has been
necessary to create a vast but flexible organisation for the
direction of the war, and a great part of the success ob-
tained by this organisation has been due to the cooperation
and comprehension of the authorities and the people of
Kgypt, and of all the Middle Hast countries. The fact
that they have undesrtood our difficulties and have re-
mained loyal at the moment when the enemy has crossed
the Egyptian frontier has been extremely important for
the suecess of the Allied cause, and the British nation
has duly appreciated this attitude. ”

Extract from the Speech of M. Churchill in the
House of Commons on the 27th February, 1945,
after his return from the Yalta Conference and
his interviews in Egypt with the Heads of the
Middle East States,

“The Egyptian Government has, we believe, acted
justly and wisely in deciding to declare war on Germany
and Japan and in signing the declaration of the Umited
Nations. Never at any moment have we pressed the
Egyptian Government to come into the war. In point
of fact our advice on more than one occzsion in the past
was against such a course. There were evident advantages
to be gained by sparing the famous and populous city
of Cairo from mass bombing, and we have been fully
satisfied with the attitude of Egypt as a co-belligerent,
During the war the Egyptian troops played an important
part. It was they who maintained ordrer throughout the
Delta, who guarded numerouns fortified points and stores
and who in every respect assisted our war effort, which
succeeded in victoriously defending the fertile land of the
Delta from the attacks of the foreign invader. Its suc-
cessive prime ministers and their governments have afforded
us their support in a manner we considered most effectual.
Egypt is an associated power, who should take the place
that iz due to her, when the moment comes, at San Fran-
cisco, in the capacity of a future member of the World
Organisation and one of the founder states. ™

DEeLrcaTE orF THE UniteEp Kmnepo :

“ Egypt has a special knowledge of affording assistance,
and of being placed during this war in an exceptionally
essential position, being involved in the operations, and
as has been pointed out, it took a good share to the utmost
of her resources in doing so.”

DeErecaTE oF THE Sovier Uxiox:

“ I must also, of course, recognise the great contributions
that Egypt has made in this war. ”

Derecare or France (ENGLISH VERSION AS DELIVERED
BY THE INTERPRETER):

“I cannot let this occasion go by without associating
myself most warmly with the homage paid to Egypt,
in this war. As a matter of fact, I believe all of the United
Nations appreciate the importance of the contributions
of Egypt to this war, by lending the use of its territory,
and acting, in general, as a cornerstone in the struggle. ”

DELEGATE oF GREECE :

“I have special reasons to associate myself to this
tribute paid to Egypt at this meeting. I should like
to mention that for the entire period of the occupation
of Greece from the entering of the Germans into my country,
to the final liberation of my country, my countrymen
have reiceved ample and great hospitality in Egypt. *
