COMMENTS OF THE NATIONAL NUTRITION INSTITUTE
ON THE SURVEY

On the request of the Directorate Geeneral of Statistics in the Ministry of Planning, the
National Nutrition Institute of the Ministry of Health has rearranged the classification
of the food consumed in the survey conducted in Baghdad city by the directorate of statisties.
Foods were classified into major food groups according to nutrition standards. The results
which are shown in table (1) express the average dally food consumed per person of these
major food groups both by families belonging to ‘‘serifa’ and brick house dwellers. The
Institute has similarly took the opportunity of calculating the calories as well as the
nutrients supplied by “the foods consumed per person per dey of the above two groups. End
results of the calculation are shown in table (2).

The average daily per person calorie consumption of both groups seems to be adequate
taking into conmlemhon that the average daily calorie requirement per person for the
1)01}11[{111011 of Iraq is around 2,000 r“linnes This figure was calculated as suggested by
F. A. O. report on calorie requirement (1957). The reference man and woman for Iraq were
considered to be 65 and 55 Kgs. respectively, The mean annual external temperature was
taken as 22°C. In caleculating the calorie requirement the 1957 census classification of Iraq
population by sex and age classes was used.

The average daily intake of total protein per person was adequate in both groups. The
percentage of animal protein consumed by ‘‘serifa’” dwellers was rather low representing
14.69, of the total protein. The brick house dwellers consumed on the average more of
animal protein representing 26.39, of the total protein.

The daily calcium intake by both groups was noticeably low amounting to 282 mg. and
355 mg. for the “serifa’” and brick house dwellers respectively. The low levels of calcium
intake were due chiefly to inadequate consumption of milk and its produets.

The intake of Thiamine, Niacin and Iron was adequate in both groups. The ‘‘serifa’’
dwellers have a little higher intake of the above three nutrients due to fortunate wuse of
whole wheat bread and less use of rice.

The intake of vitamin A by brick house dwellers amounting to 3619 i.u. could be
considered as close to adequate level since the recommended allowance per person
per day for the population of Iraq is around 4100 i.u. (calculation based on recommended
daily dietary allowances, revised 1958 of Food and Nutrition Board, National Research
Council U.S.A., and on the sex and age class distribution of the population of Iraq according
to 1957 census). However the intake of this vitamin by families of ‘‘serifa’ dwellers
amounting to 1539 i.u. was low due to inadequate consumption of green and yellow vegetables
as well as fruits.

Riboflavin intake of both groups was low due primarilly to inadequate consumption
of milk, meat and poultry produects.

The intake of vitamin C by brick house dwellers which amounted to 71.2mg. per day
was adequate due to mnsump’rion of fruits and vegetables (citrus fruits were available at
the sea‘son) The “‘serifa’ dwellers consumed 21. 4 mg. of vitamin C per person per day
which is considered rather low if vitamin C requlrement is based on N.R.C. recommended
allowances.

On the whole the results of the survey seem to be quite reasonable and reliable since
they reflect a true picture of the difference in income on the diet of the two groups. The
“serifa’ dwellers who are of the low income group consumed naturally less food of animal
origin as well as less fruits which are expensive items. On the other hand they used in
their diet more cereals and dates than the brick house dwellers as these items are less
expensive. These seems to be no exaggeration in the data collected as the daily calorie intake
by both groups is quite close to requirement. Recent surveys conducted by the Imstitute
(requltq not yet pubhqhed) on families of brick industry workers showed ne‘mrly the same
dietary paﬁern as the ‘‘serifa’’ dwellers. Both diets are mnoticeably lacking in Calcium
Riboflavin, vitamin (! and vitamin A.

3. HKzpenditures : -

Table (18) consists the distribution of households in built-up area according to the
total monthly expenditure per consumer unit, average size of household and average
expenditure per household. From this table it is noted that the average gize per household

equals to (4 8) consumer units, and that the average expenditure per household amounts
to I.D. 57/185.

Table (14) includes similar data relating to households in serifa-camp. It shows that
the average size per household equals (3.8) consumer units, and that the average monthly
expenditure equals 1.1, 19/342.

Table (15) shows that the average monthly expenditure per ome individual in both of
the built-up area and the serifa-camp equals 1. D. 7/692 and I.D. 3/335 respectively. The
table consists also an average of one individual in Baghdad city and its environs (the
households in built-up area and serifa-camp) which equals to I.D. 6/966. This figure
was calculated on the assumption that in the areas covered by the enquiry, the number of
inhabitants in the built-up area equals fivefold the number of the inhabitants of the
serifa-camp. This ratio was employed in calculating all the weighted averages in our tables.

Table (16) shows that in the built-up area the average monthly expenditure per house-
hold on food amounts to I.D. 27/342, i.e., 48.8 per cent of total monthly expenditure; on
rent I.1. 5/048, 1.e. 8.8 per cent of total expenditure; on medical treatment I.D. 4/936,
i.e., 8.6 per cent of total expenditure; on clothing I.D). 4/839, i.e. 8.5 per cent of total
expenditure; on furniture I.1D. 4/829, i.e., 8.5 per cent of total expenditure; on tramsport
I.D. 1/753, i.e., 3.1 per cent of total expenditure and on fuel I.D. 1/445, i.e., 2.5 per cent
of total expenditure.

The average monthly expenditure per household in serifa-camp on food amounts to I.D.
11/887, i.e., 61.4 per cent of total expenditure; on medical treatment I.D. 1/610, i.e., 8.3
per cent of total expenditure; on clothing I.D. 1/312, i.e., 6.8 per cent of total expenditure
on furniture Fils 712, 1.e., 3.7 per cent of total expenditure; on transport Fils 502, i.e. 2.6
per cent of total e\pendlture and on fuel T.D. 1/452, i.e. 7.5 per cent of total expenditure.

The average monthly expenditure of both of the above types of household, i.e., the
households in built-up area and in serifa-camp was on food I.D. 24/766, i.e., 48.7 per cent
of total expenditure; on medu al treatment I.D. 4/381, 1 8.6 per cent of total expendi-
’run,, on rent I.D. 4/209, 1 8.3 per cent of total eipen(hture on clothing I.D. 4/251,

8.4 per cent of total expendlture on furnmiture I.D. 4/143, i.e., 8.1 per cent of total
e\pemhfuro on ’rrdnqpor‘r I.D. 1/544, i.e. 3.0 per cent of total e\,penditure and on fuel
1.1, 1/446, i.e., 2.8 per cent of total expenditure.

Table (17) consists of the average monthly expenditure per household in built-up area
classified according to the types of expenditure and for each class separately.

Table (18) consists similar data relating to households in the serif&.omnp.

Table (19) consists the average monthly expenditure of households on various kinds of

foodstutts and their percentage for the inhabitants in both of the built-up area and the
serifa-camp.

Tables (20) and (21) contain detailed information of the average expenditures on various
kinds of foodstuffs for each class.

Tables (22) and (23) contain the expenditures on furnitures and clothing respectively
classified according to their kinds.

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2. Households Covered by the Enquiry :

In addition to the (756) houses in the built-up area, (126) families in serifa-camp were

also covered by the enquiry.

Table (8) shows that (43.1%) of the individuals living in the built-up area are below
(14) years of age, while they comprise (47%) in the serifa-camp.

The households were classified also according to the number of persons (see table 9).

The wage earners comprise about (20%) of the total persons of the households covered
by the enquiry in both of the built-up area and the serifa-camp.

The average number of wage earners per family in the built-up area is (1.5) and in the
serifa-camp (1.2) (Table 10).

The latter is lower than the former because of smaller average size of households in
gerifa-camp compared with that in the built-up area.

Table (11) shows the distribution of wage earners according to their occupations. From
this table, it is noted that the persons in built-up area who occupy governmental posts
(except labourers) comprise (369%) of the total wage earners, while they equal to (31.5%) of
those who live in serifa-camp.

Industrial craftsmen and labourers equal to (14.99) of the total wage earners in the
built-up area and to (6.29) in the serifa-camp respectively.

On the contrary, services labourers (such as labourers in coffee-shops, restaurants, hotels,
etc.) do not exceed (14.49,) of the total wage earners in the built-up area while they equal
to (359) among those of the serifa-camp.

Table (12) shows the earnings of the families covered by the enquiry classified according
to their sources.

Tt also shows that (84.49) of the total earnings of families living in the built-up area
is derived from work, while it equal to (989) of the total earnings of families living in the
serifa-camp.

At the same time it had to fill up a questionnaire form for each selected
household.

6. The enumeration process started on the morning of the 12th. of December and ended
on the 19th. of the same month.

7. As to Serifa Camps, the selected families were enumerated by the staff of the Central
Bureau of Statistics during the following week.

8. The enumeration process was completed successfully as a result of the efforts spent by
all who participated in it,

Tabulation of the Results : -

1. The Bureau prepared three sets of tables : the first is connected with the households in
in Built-up Areas; the second for the Serifa-Camps; and the third for both.

2. Households in Built-up areas as well as in Serifa-Camps were classified according to
their total expenditures per consumer unit. This classification was followed because the
information concerning expenditures that had been secured through this survey, was
found to be more reliable than that concerning income.

The Oxford scale(l) was adopted by this Bureau for calculating consumers units of the
household ; according to this scale one consumer unit is given for the first adult in the
household; (0.7) consumer unit for every other adult and (0.5) unit for each child under

14 years. Thus, a household composed of three adults and four children would comprise
(4.4) units.

3. Expenditures of each household were calculated on a monthly basis as the questionnaire
form consists information relating to expenditures for different periods (some of these
expenditures are weekly, monthly or yearly).

4. In order to classify the households according to their total expenditure per ome consumer
unit, the monthly total expenditures of each household is devided by the number of its
consumer units.

RESULTS OF THE ENQUIRY
L. Description of the Houses Covered by the Enquiry : -

The number of houses covered by the enquiry was (756) occupied by (1656) families.
The average number of the faimilies per house was (2.2)

It must be mentioned here that the number of families covered by the enquiry was
(V96) only, i.e., one family from each house, which represents the chosen families as
mentioned before.

The houses were classified by type (Table No. 2) and by source of water supply (Table
No. 3). They were also calssified according to the number of families occupying them
(Table No. 5). From this table, it appears that (60.7%) of the houses are occupied by one
family only, (16.7%) are occupied by two families and that the remaining houses are
occupied by three or more families.

Table (6) shows that (41.79,) of the families covered by the enquiry occupied houses

which they own, (38.19) resided in rented houses, (9.99%) resided in rented rooms and the
remaining reside in other types of houses.

Table (7) shows that the average monthly rent per house amounts I.D). 12/167 and that
per room is I.D. 3/121.

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4. The Questionnaire and the Instructions : -

The Questionnaire Form was a detailed one (see appendix A). Tt contained questl_ons
concerning expenditures on rent, fuel, electricity, clothing, furniture, transportation,
e 3 g ; 8 m WLHTER
cigarettes, cinemas, coffee shops, medical treatment and drugs, ete. _l he quantities a;nd
ralues of the foodstuffs consumed by the household were collected daily and f('n' seven
successive days. Besides, the Form contained question on the type and ownership of the
house, rent paid, no. of households living in the house, size of the selected households, their

educational level, ages and sex, ete.

A detailed instructions for the questionnaire form were prepared explaining each
question contained therein in order to secure accurate information (see appendix B).

9. Publicity . : -

Seeking the cooperation of the selected households, the Bureau explained the nature
and aims of the enquiry to the citizens by the following means :—

1. A personal letter was sent to each selected household e;p]uining the mnature (313. the
equiry and urging them to supply the required information accurately (see appendix ().

2. A personal letter was sent to the Mukhtars (Mayors) of the various quarters explai‘ning
the aims of the enquiry and calling them to the Bureau’s headquarters to get acquainted
with their duties. TFurthermore, the Bureau informed the Mukhtars that it will pay
each of them I.Ds. 3/000 for their assistance in this matter.

3. Two programmes on the enquiry were broadcasted from Baghdad Broadcasting
Station. Some of the Bureau’s staff with some of the staff of Tahreer College
participated in both of them. :

4. One Television programme was held, in which some of the Bureau’s staff with some of
the staff of Tahreer College participated.

5. Many short articles on the enquiry were published in the press and some of them were
zroadcasted from the Baghdad Broadcasting Station.

6. The public relations section in the Ministry of Planning published three separate
newspaper articles on the enquiry.

6.  Organization of the Field Work : -

L. The Bureau supplied each Mukhtar with a list of the selected familjes residing in his
quarter. These lists contained the names of the heads of families and their house number.
In addition to this, the Director General of the Central Bureau of Statistics met the
Mukhtars and explained to them the purpose of the enquiry and asked them to meet
the heads of the families to urge them to cooperate with the Bureau and to prepare in
advance some of the required information (information concerning clothing and furni-
ture) in order to supply them to the enumerators when they visit them.

2. The Director General himself explained the aims and the plan of the enquiry to the
students of Tahreer College and all the staff who participated in collecting the informa-
tion. He also explained the questions contained in the Form in detail

THE HOUSEHOLD BUDGET ENQUIRY IN THE CITY
OF BAGHDAD AND ITS ENVIRONS

:0:

1. [Iatroduction : -

The Central Bureau of Statistics in the Ministry of Planning decided to undertake an
enquiry into household Budget in the City of Baghdad and its environs on the 12th. of
December 1961. All students in the department of Social Works and the fourth year
students in the department of Home Fconomics of Al-Tahreer College participated as
enumerators. Also, the National Institute of Nutrition assisted the Bureau by providing
some of its staff as enumerators. Thus, the following numbers of enumerators were employed
in collecting the required information:

(109) girls students from Tahreer College; (4) girls officials from the National Institute
of Nutrition; and (59) officials from the Central Bureau of Statistics and the
Ministry of Planning.

It is apparant from above that without the participation of the Tahreer College it would
be very difficult to secure the number or girls enumerators required for collecting the data.
Hence the Bureau thanks all the girls students who collected the information, Dr. Rose
Khadouri, the Dean of Tahreer College, Professor Abdul Jabbar Araim the Head of the
Social Works department, Professor Alia Gayara, the head of the Home Kconomiecs Depart-
ment and Miss Suad Kandirian and Miss Najla Hikari, the instructors in the department
of Social Work for their valuable assistance and cooperation. The Bureau has to thank also
Dr. Rifat Ali the Director of the National Institute of Nutrition and Dr. M. Demarki for
their help.

2. The Purposes of the Enquiry : -

“

The Central Bureau of Statisties, by undertaking this enquiry, aimed at the followings:-

a. To get the required information for calculating a new Consumer’s Price Index for the
city of Baghdad and its environs.

b. To provide basic data on income and expenditure of the households.

c. To provide statistical information concerning the quantities of food consumed by the
households for those interested in studying conditions of nutrition.

d. To provide some other useful data such as the type of dwellings, average No. of
households occupying them, average size of the household, ete.

B e ope. of the Enquiry :

The Central Bureau of Statistics approached the Directorate General of population of
the Ministry of Interior with a view to getting permission for the Bureau’s staff to use its
register of the results of 1957 population census as a statistical frame for selecting the
required number of households. The Directorate General of Population, having agreed to
grant such a permission, this Bureau sent its staff to select at random and syst ematically one
h()use]m]d from every 150 households. Then a list for the selected households was ])191):11%‘(1
containing name of the head of the family, the house number and the name of the quarter
they I‘G‘S]d(—' in. In addition, the Bureau covered the new residence quarters which had been
built since the census in 1957, Thus (756) households were selected from the various parts
of the city of Baghdad and its environs.
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
