These verses allude to the chemical laws and the atomic
weights and that every thing in nature has carefully set measures
(weights, distances etc. ) which when increased or decreased,

This verse denotes that oxygen decreases as we go up into the air,
so that we feel it is very difficult to breathe . This feeling of suffoca-
tion increases as we go up.

This verse points out how vast the sky is — a vastness which
cannot be imagined. This fact was discovered recntly afler the
discovery of comets whose tails were discovered to be so long
that they need an unimagihable space.

These two verses point to the Possibility of seeing the inner
parts of the humae body - which is now a fact proved after the
recent discovery of electvicity and X - ray.

This verse shows how wide is science, and how deep are

Lo ! of lhe covenant it will
be asked ¥ (VXIL-72)

These three verses assert the necessity of vespecting interna-
lional treaties, and they forbid a Moslem group to help another
Moslem group againt a non - Moslem party if the first Moslem
group ( whos help is asked for) has concluded a treaty with the
non Moslem party. What a great difference there is between these
noble Islamic principles and the modern European political imn-
morality that consider treaties as mere pieces of paper.

£ God doth not forbed you to deal with Ikinduess
and fairness toward those who have not made war
upon you on account of your religion , or driven you
forth from your homes .

These three verses state that religions freedom should be
granied to all, and that no one has the right to force any
other one to believe in a certain religion. only very recently
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modern nations has put this principle into action aftér the loss
of millions of people ( including Moslems and free - minded -scie
ntists ) who were killed as a resnlt of the Jack of this religious

liberty .
The great relihion of Islam, not only grants this religious

liberty: to all cilizens, but also cxhorls Moslems lo treat non -
Moslems well and be kind to them as long as the laiter behave

peacefully .
Earlier moslems put this principle into practice when they
were the strongest nation in the world, when the christains in

the East were weak aud helpless ., Their servival in the East up
Till now, and even their increase in number, is a great proof

of this fact .
Compare this generous Islamic indoulgenece with the wicked

treatment that the Moslems and liberals in Europ suffered
during the middle ages, when the horrible Inquisition murdered

millions of victims .

This verse points to the treasures of the earth and the- na-
tural laws. It hints also to the existence of ether in the vac-
cum between the earth and the skies, as well as it points to
the treasures buried beneath the soil such as minerals, petro-
leum, coal... etc.

And verily, God is my Lord and your Lord ;
adore Him then : that is the right way. But the
Sects have fallen to variance among themselves :
but woe unto the disbelievers from the wmeeting of

These verses tell the story of the birth of Jesus the Christ,
and they deny the idea that he is the son of God, or that he
is one of the three God - Eads (which is a pagan assumption ),
God warns those who maintain such false ideas of severe pu-
nishment. These verses, too, show great respect to Virgin Mary
(who is considered as a chasle saint) and her son, the Christ -
which is a retorting reply on those who claim that Islam is an
enemy to Christ and Christianity,
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28 — & Then because of their breaking of their
breaking of their covenant, and their disbelieving
wm the revelations of God, and their slaying of
the prophets wrongfully, and their saying : « Qur
hearts are hardened » — nay, but God hath set a
seal upon them for their disbelief, so that they
believe not save a few — and because of their
disbelief and of thewr speaking against Mary a
tremendous calnmny ; and because of their saying:
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« We slew the Messiah Jesus son of Mary, God’s
Messenger — but they slew him not nor crucified
although it appeared so wunto them : verily those
who disagree concerning it are in doubt thereof ;
they have no sure knowledge about hvm, but fol-
lowed only an opinion, and they did mnot really
slay him, but God took him wup to Himself. God
was ever Mighty, Wise. (1V-155-158)

These verses assure the falsity of the belief in the crucifica-
tion of Jesus Christ and state that it was someone else who
was crucified, The belief in Crucification and Redemption is not
reasonable nor lawful; recent historical researches prove that

“such beliefs were borrowed from pagan beliefs such as old Per-
sian and Egyptian beliefs.

These verses describe God as One, having no partners ; only
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His help is to be sought; He has no che'dren nor parents
( which is one of the beliefs of many Christians ); there isno
one like God .

How far is this pure belief from that of the present
Christians who consider God as a human being (1), and they

also draw pictures of him in their books and in their churches
which is exactly like the beliefs of ancient pagans .
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(1) Jesus ( God bless him.) never tought such pagao beliefs .

These verses show the great importance the koran attaches
to mind and thinking. They invite man to think and meditate
in the laws and secreis of the skies and earth. In many verses
the koran considers those who do not use their minds as ani-
mals and even worse, ridiculing blind imitatioh .

This rule of Islam is quite different from what other religions

teach, that is, man must believe in religion blindly and must

not argue nor consult mind csncerning religious matters Other
religions consider .



Mind and Religion as contradictory, which hindered the
progress of civilization aud caused the degradation of humanity
during the mtddle ages .

The Egyption writer kamil kilani wrote :

[ was with Mr Finckle one of the grealest American Orientalists ,
when he asked me, ( Do you really believe that the Quran
is a rhelorical miracle, or do you sayit merely to get on with
your fellow - Moslems ) He said that making an expressive smile

that everyboy can understand the meaning of , and thinklng that

he had shot an arrow the wound of which could never be cured,

I answered, ( To judge the eloquence of a certain style ,
we have to try to imilate it.

We took pens and wrote down about twenty sentences to

express this meaning :

repented and God forgave them , and secondly, in case some nations
helped them . This second case is happening now, thirteen
centuries after this prophecy was revealed, for the Big Powers
have helped the Jews to establish their so -called Israel state

in Palestine .

These verses were revealed on the following occasion : a man
called Tuma stole from bhis neighbour Katada a shield which

was in a sack of flour. the flour leaked from a hole in the
sack. katada hid the shield in the house of a Jew called Zaid .

Katada searched for his shield in toma’s house, but he did not
find it, and Tuma swore that he had never stolen it nor known
of it, So Katada left him and followed the track made by the
flour, which led him to Zaid’s house, where he found and
restored his own shield . The Jew said that Tuma had put the
shield in his house. Some Jews gave evidence in favour of their
fellow - Jew .

Now Tuma’s tribe were afraid of the exposure of this

action and of Katada’s revenge; so they said, < Let us go to
the prophet Muhammad and ask him to help us in this affair,

They went to him and said, < if you do not help us, then
Tuma will lose his life and his bad reputation will spread all
over the country, and the Jew will be declared innocent. » the
Prephet was going to defend Tuma because he did not know
the truth, when this verse was revealed to him by God to keep
justice and to show that the Jew was innocent, and that Tuma,
the Moslem, was thief, How just and humane is Islam !

This verse says that Jesus Christ told his people that prophet
Mubhammed would come after him. But Christians denied this
great prophet in spite of the great proofs he gave ( of which
the Holy koran is a chief proof ) and in spite of scores of

prophecies in the Scriptures announcing the Prophet Muhammed,
which have survived miscontruction made by the Christian clergy.
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37 -4 And a'fd?-zy of the idolaters seeketh they protec.
tion, O Muhammad ), then protect him so that he
may hear the word of God, and afterwards convey
lem to his place of safety. That is becanse they
are a foll who know not. ¥ (1X-6)

This verse describes the humaneness of Islam, The
meaning of this verse is: If an idolater asks for your prolection,
give him protection so that he may hear God’s words and think

them over and discover the truth, and if he does not embrace

Islam, then convey him to a safe place .
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38 - & And the Jews say: Hera is the son of
God and the christians say : The Messiah is the
son of God . That is their saying with their mou-
ths. They imitate the saying of those who disbeli-
cved of old. God himself fighteth against them .
How perverse are they ! ¥ (1X-30)

This verse points to the fact that the claim of Christians
that the Messiah is the son of God is a wrong old belief which
the ancient Christians took from old nations like the Persians,
the Indians and the Romans who had said that God is composed
of three persons. Morris says in his book , « The Indian Relics -

part 1, page 35 :-« Most of the pagan natiops had religious
instructions preaching that God is composed of three persons
( Father, Son and the Holy Spirit., )

Professor Doin wrote, - If we study old religions carefully

we find that their most famous and fundimental belief is that
God is composed of three persons » (1)

The same thing can be said concerning the belief in Cruci-
fication and Redemption , The Church took these beliefs from

(1) « Superstitions in the old and New Testaments and
Similar Superstitions in other Religions - P, 366.
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the old pagan nations So Christians of {o-day are invited fo
know all these facls and to gel rid of those pagan beliefs. The
Quran purified the belief in God and restored it fo its former

frue shape.
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29 - £ Forbidden unto you (for food) are carrion
and blood and swineflesh, and that which hath
been dedicated unto any other than God, and the
strangled, and the dead through beating, and the dead
through falling from a height , and that which hath
been Lilled by ( the goring) of horns. (V-3)

Islam forbade the carricn, blood, swine - 1lesh and wine.,

Modern medical researches support this prohibition; for it was
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proved that ealing carrion causes stomach ache and disorders,
and may poison the body . It was proved also that blood is a
suifable place for harmful germs to live in. The stomach cannot
digest blood or get use of it. Mixing human blood with animal
blood raises the temperature of the body. It was declared in a
report of the Medical Institute of the United States of America

that 5to 35 per cent of the total deaths in U.S.A. are due to
the worms found in swine - flesh .
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40 - £ So let man consider from what he is
created . He is created from a gushing fluid that
tssued from between the loins and ribs. (LXXXVI-5.7 )

This verse tells about an internal anatomical secret which
was unknown, and which was scientifically discovered only
lately . So who, do yon think, taught the Prophet Muhammad
(God bless him) that man’s sperms come out from his loin,
and that women’s ovules come out from a certain place in the
ribs ? No doubt it is God that revealed that to him.
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41 -4 Verily we created man of fine clay . Then
we placed him, a moist germ, tn a safe abode; then
made We the moist germ a clot of blood : then made
the elotted blood into a piece of flesh ; then made
the piece of flesh into bones: and We clothed the
bones with flesh : then brought forth man of yet
another creationC) - Blessed therefore be God, the
most excellent of creators . (XXIIL-12-14)

These verses deseribe the embryo’s development before birth,
the stages which it passes by, from a drop to a clot, to a
lump, which is then changed into bones which are then covered

(1) that is, a perfect man at last , composed of soul
and body .



with flesh , and at last the spirit is added inlo it. Very lately
Medicine has proved the correctness of these stages of the
embryo’s creation. What a miracle of the Quran is this !.
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42 - & And of whose wealth there is a due and
stated portion for the beggar and the destitute ¥
(LXX -24)

This verse imposes on the rich a certain tax to be

distributed among the Poor who have insufficient or no income,
A rich man has to pay a minimum tax of 2,5 per cent of his

capifal, in order to keep the different social classes in equilibrinm,
This ordinance was quite efficient in exterminating poverty in

the Islamic World when the Islamic Law was dominant, Islam
was wise to decree this tax that saved the Moslems from the
radical Left principles which are the offspring of the unfair
capitalistic sociely where the poor are unjustly persecuted and
neglected, and so are obliged to break order and spread terror
and disorder in the world,
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43 - € And give unto the women ( whom ye marry )
their dowry freely ; but if of themselves they give up
aught thereof to you, then enjoy it as convement,
and profitable % (IV-4)
This verse states the rule of marriage portions which should
be paid by man to woman. This Islamic rule is far better

than the rule followed in Western contries where woman pays
the dot to man, which makes the woman leave her house and

face immoral situalions and temptations, in order to gather the
necessary money to pay as a dot to the husband .
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44- % Verily , Jesus is as Adam in the sight of
God. He created him of dust: He then said to him,

«Be»- and he was 3 (1-59)



This verse repiies to those Christians who say that Jesus
is God or the Son of God, because he was created without a
father . Adam was created in a more miraculous way: he was
created of wet earth, even wihout futher nor mother ! lf creation
without one parent is a reason for concidering the created
as God, then Adam is more deserving to be a God than

Jesus 1!
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45 - € They question thee ( O Muhammad )
concerning menstruation . say : It is a pollution. So
let women alone at such times and go not in unio
them till they arve cleaned. And when they have
purified themselves, then go in unto them as God
hath ordained for you . Truly God loveth those who
turn unto Him, and loveth those who have a care for

cleanness . ¥ (11-222)
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This verse warns men not lo have sexual intercourse with
their wives during the menstration period . Modern Medicine has
confirmed this; it was found that the mensiruation blood is
composed of a poisonous material which harms the body if it
remains inside it, just like sweat and urine. That is why the
Glorious Quran say that it is a poltution . Modern Medicine says
also that woman’s sexual organs become in a state of congestion
and disorder during the menstruotion period . Having a sexual
intercourse with such a woman hurts her and sometimes stops
the flow of Llood .
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46 -4 There cometh forth from thewr bellies a
drink of diverse hues , wherein is healing for mankind.

Lo hereinis indeed a portent for people who ref lect y
( XVI-69)

This verse tells about the uses of bee honey in curing the
sick . Physicians say that honey contains 4L per cent glucose .
They are using it more and more nowadays in medicine , Honey
is given against liver diseases, stomach and intestines disorders.

It is given also in cases of fevers aud many other dangerous
diseases ,
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47 - £ O ye who believe! When ye rise up for
prayer wash yowr faces, and your hands wup to
the elbows, and lghtly rub your heads and ( wash )

your feet up to the ankles » (V-6)
This verse describes how a Moslem should cleanse himself

for prayer. Dr. Abdel Aziz pasha Ismail says in his book - Islam
and Modern Medicine » that washing the mouth fivstimes aday
is one of the most important ways of protecting the teeth and
mouth against illness. Washing the nose from inside by cold

water keeps one safe against colds. Washing the face, hands,
ears and feet protects them against skin diseases and iuflammations,
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(1) Inctuding the mouth and the inside of the nose.



18 - £ Have nought to do with adultery ; for it
s a foul thing and evil way ¥ (XVII-23)

This verse warns against adultery because it hurts health

and social life of the nation. It has been discovered lately that
the diseases resulting from adultery weaken the mind and of ten
cause blindness and paralysis; these diseases, moreover, can be

transmitted by heredily to a great extent,
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49 - £ O belicvers ! retaliation for bloodshedding

is prescribed to you: the free man for the free,

and the slave for the slave, and the woman for the

woman ; but he to whom his brother shall make any

remission , 1s to be dealth with equitably ; and to him
should he pay a fine with liberality .( 11-178)
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In odern criminal legislation there are two theories: The
first says that the miirderer should be condemned to death,
while the other theory maintains that death - sentence should be
abolished . Both of these theories have bad points. This verse
offers a new theory which is a middle solution between the
previous two theories . This theory saysthat the murderer should
be sentenced to death unless the family or tribe ( 6nly one
member of them is sufficient ) of the murdered forgive the
murderer . In this case the murderer should pay to the family
of the miirdered a certain amount 6f money . This verse makes
a person think a thousand times before coOmmitling murder,

for the family of the murdered may not forgive the murderer .
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50 - £ And the sunrunneth on unto a resting place
( or restlessly ) ) . That is the measuring of the

Mighty, the Wise ¥ .( XXXVI/38 )

(1) These are two possible readings.
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This verse alludes to the latest astronomical discoveries con-
cerning the sun, which bas been discovered to have two motions:
first, it turns round on itself just like the earth ,and secondly,

it sweeps through space towards the east in a great curve round
a huge star,

It is to be noted here that the two apparently contradictory
readings of the verse are not really contradictory, for each rea-

ding alludes to one of the motions of the sun. For the «resting
place » is the huge huge star which the sun goes round, and

« restlessly » means that the sun is not standing still but turns
round on itself.
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- & There is not an amimal in the earth, nor

a flying creature flying on two wings, but they are

peoples like unto you. We have neglected nothing in

the Book (of Our Decrees). Then unto thewr Lord
they will be gathered. ¥ (XI,38)

In this verse God speaks of groups of animals and birds as
« peoples » or nations which is a truth proved nowadays by
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zoologists who say that the groups of animals are nations which
have social bounds, and that some of them live in the form of
kingdoms that submit to fixed systms, such as bees and ants.
They have languages by which they undersiand one another.
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52 - & Read In the name of thy Lord who crea-

teth ; Createth man from a leech ¥ . (XCVL 1,2)

Modern science has proved that man’s semen contains mi-
croscopical creatures each of which has a head, a neck and a

tail, resembling a leech!

Is not this a miraculous prophecy of the Quran which told
this truth many centuries before the invention of microscopes !?
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33 - £ And not an atom’s weight in the earth or
in the sky escapeth your Lord, nor what is less than
that or greater than that, but it is ( written ) in a

clear Book ¥ . (X, 61)

This holy verse alludes to the possibility of disintegration
of the atom - which has been recently discovered by scientists
who believed for a long period before this discovery that an
atom could never be disintegrated owing to its minute construction.

This discovery forms a destructive blow to Materialism which
is adopted by Communism that believes in the eternity of matter
and the impossibility of changing it. But it does change into
energy and electricity .
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o4 - € See not they how We come to the Earth,

reducing it of its outlaying Parts % ? (XL 41)
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The FEarth has a spherical shape, but it is not perfectly
spherical, for it is oblate at the Poles and swelling at the
Equator. All of this was a result of the centrifugal force which
resulted from the axial motion of the Earth when it was liquid.
The abore - mentioned verse alludes to this when it states that

the Earth is reduced at its out laying paris, which science pro-
ved only three centiiries ago.
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95 - & O company of jinn and men if ye have
LPower to overpass the bounds of the Heavens and
the Harth, then overpass ( them )! Ye will never
nRoverpass them save with sanction ¥ . (LV,33)
This verse alludes to the possibility of travel to the planets

by sanction of science. Altempts are being made today to ac-
chieve this end, twelve centuries after it was told in the Quran,
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56 - £ But of knowledge, only a little to you is
gtven ¥ . (XVII, 85)

This verse tells of man’s disability to perceive this Universe.
The philosopher Herbert Spencer came to the same conclusion;
he analysed human knowledge concluding that man is utterly

lacking in comprehension.
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57 - £ And by the fiery Sea ¥ . (11, 6)

In this verse God swears by the Fiery Sea, or burning sea.
Where is this Fiery Sea ? The verse may be alluding to the

fiery liquid within the Earth the existence of which has been
recently proved by Geologists, This interpretation is supported
by the saying of the Prophet Mubammad ( Peace be on him ):

« Surely under the sea there is fire, and under the fire thereis sea. »
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98 . & He created you from one being, then from
that being He made its mate y. (XXXIX, 6)

£ Surely We created man of the best stature ¥
( XQV, 4) 1

% Verily We have honowred the children of Adam
We carry them on the land and the sea, and have
made provision of good things for them, and have
preferred them above wmany of those whom We
created with a marked proferment ¥%. (XVIL70)

% God has created every animal of water. Of
them is a kind that goes upon its belly and a Fkind
that goes upon two leys and a kind that goes upon

four. God creates what He wills. Verily God is Able
to do all things ¥ . (XXIV,45)

These verses state that God has honoured Man and created
him of the best stature. Contrary tfo the theory of Evolution
introduced by Darwin and Lamark, these verses state that species
of animals were created independently. Darwin, however. believed

that evolution was carried on by God.
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The theory of Evolution remained to be considered true for

a long period, and caused disbelief in religion to many people
who believed in self-creation, out of ignorance and misguidance,

Nowadays the greatest scientists have disproved this theory
and proved the independent creation of species, just as the
Quran stated.

Johans Horther the Swiss atom scientist, published in March
10th, 1956 a statement in which he ecriticized Darwin’s theory,
He said that there was no proof that man was a descendant of
the ape. The numerous experiments he had made showed that
man had lived for ten million years as a far different creature
from the ape. He said that the skeletons he had studied asser-
ted his theory. He offered the Natural Museum in Basl a piece
of coal which contained a piece of a human jaw which was
estimated to be ten million years old .

In March 31 st, 1956 Dr. Dawter, supervisor of researches in
the Colombia University supported Professor Horthler’s opinion,
saying that Darwin’s theory is supported by no proof, and that
living creatures were originally created as completely indepen-
dent species, One species of them is Man who goes on his two
legs, other species goon four legs, still others, like reptiles, go
on their bellies, just as the Quran says in one ofthe afore —
mentioned verses .

Professor De Quatre Fage says that there was no historical
relation between man and the ape, since the man of the fourth
prehistoric age has been found much similar to us in shape,
though he must be more similar tn his ape ancestors as it is
claimed .

Then he says that we cannot consider the development
of man from the ape or any other animal a scientific truth,
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59 — £ O ye who believe ! Fasting is prescribed
for you, as vt was prescribed for those before you,
that ye may fear God. Fast a certain number of

days ¥ (11-183)

Dr. Robert Partolo says that fasting is, dotbtless an efficient
means for getting rid of microbes, incliding syphilis microbes,
since it results in the destruction of cells then rebuilding them

Dr. Abdul Aziz Suleiman says: - Fasting is used as a remedy
in many cases , and as a protective measire even in more
cases, It is used in cases of chronic intestinal disturbances
accompanied by fermentation. It is used also against heavy weight
of the body arising from over - feeding, and against high blood
pressure and diabetes. Fasting is considered a remedy for acute,
chronic kidney inflammation and heart diseases. My children
and I once caught np whooping - cough . Ramadan, the Fasting
month, came, and I fasted while they cou;d not fast because of
their young age. I recovered alone, while they continued to
suffer whooping - cough for many days. -

Dr, Muhammad s
Al - Zawahiri says that Fasting is usefuj for skin diseases, and
especially fatty skin diseases.

So it is clsar that fasting is a protective measure and even
aremedy for diseases known to spread as a result of civilization
and luxury. That is the reason why the [slamic Fasting is more
severe and more organized than fasting in the former religions;
for Islam, which is the last revealed religion came in a time
when protection against diseases which accompany liury, was
necessary.
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Fasting has many moral and social advantages, fo1 it is
compulsory poverty meant to bring down the rich to the level
of the poor, so that the former might sympathise with the latter,
be kind to them, and get rid of their revolutionary inclinations,
God truly said, « To fast is better for you if you knew it, »
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GO - 4 And We have enjoined upon man concerming
his pavents - His mother beareth him in weakness

upon weakness, and his weaning is in two years. ¥
(XXXI, 14)
The first conference of the Scientific Cancer Society was held

in Cairo in May 1958 to discuss cancer and the related subjects
of protection and remedy. The conference declared the wisdom
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in letting a baby suck his mother's breast for two full years.
It stated that suckling the baby continuously for this period was
often a protection against breast cancer. So the decision of this
conference coincides with the wise teaching of the Quran that
extends the sucking period to two full years (1)
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6G1- %€ When the Heaven is cleft asunder, W hen
the planets are dispersed ¥ (LXXXII, 1,2)

This verse is supported by the declaration of Dr. Walter,
Professor of Astronomy ot the Cansas University, which he
published after observihg planets and stars fo fifteen years. He
was certain that the stars, the sun, the moon and the earth will
cleave and scatter, and that our solar system will vanish in the
infinite space.

(1)The same conference declared also that circumcising boys
protects against the foreskin cancer. ( The foreskin is the piece
of skin at the end of the penis, which is cut off through
circumcision, ) It was proved that the dirts and secretions that
gather inside this foreskin might lead to cancer, thatis why Islam
called his followers by his Messenger Muhammad ( God bless him )
to practice circumcision., How great are the principles of this
Religion !

% Verily, Jesus is as Adam in the sight of God.
He created him of dust: He then said to him « Be»

These two verses state that man was created of dust, Modern
~science has supported this view by discovering that both have
similar construction, for both are composed of carbon, oxygen,

hydrogen, phosphorus, sodium, nitrogen, calcium, iron, copper,
iodine, cobalt, zinc, aluminium, fluorine and silicon.
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63 - § We create man from a mixed sperm to

test him, then We make him hearing and seeing 3%
(LXXVI, 2)

This verse states that a human embrio cannot be created
of the male sperm only, but there must be a mixture of the male

sperm and the female,s ovum.
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G4 - & Verily We created man from a product
of wet earth; then We placed him as a sperm un a
safe lodging % (XX, 12)

Dr. Salim Muhamad said concerning the « safe lodging »
mentioned in this veree, where the sperm settles : « If westudy
the anatomy of the womb and its safe, secure position in the
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lower part of woman’s abdomen, and see that vessel with thick,
wide sides, then see these broad cords, round cords and those parts
of the peritoneum, which fasten it to the bladder and colon (all of
which keep the womb in equilibrium, support it and protect it
against falling or inclining, extending as the womb swells with
the progress of conception, and shrinking to its natural length
_ gradually after giving birth ) - if we study all this and know the
construcltion of the pelvis, we clearly understand the truth in
Gods’ saying : « Then We placed him as a sperm in a safe
lodging, »
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65 - £ And women have rights similar to those
of men over them in all fairness 3 (11, 228 )

This verse clearly shows that women are active members in
this life, enjoying the same rights and bearing the same duties
as men. ‘[hus Islam highly esteemed women, while before Islam
they had been treated as animals The Prophet Muhammad
announced equality between men and women by saying : « Women
are sisters of men. »

Also Islam made men higher than women only one degree.
This higher position of man is necessary for protecting the woman

and taking care of her and for safe conducting of the family since
man is more experienced in matters of life. Man is not given

this higher degree for practising dictatorship over woman.
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66 -£ The Quran’s Miraculous Eloquence Y .

‘The Quran’s defiance is one of the greatest proofs that itis
a divine revelation The Arabs used to challenge one anothoer
in poetry and oratory. So God challenged them to compose
something similar to any part of the Quran , in order to show
the disability of those who were famous for their eloquence .

The infidels were perplexed by this defiance, for how could
they imitate the miraculous Quranic eloquence ? God described
their disability saying: « Say: Verily, though mankind and Jinn
should assemble to produce the like of this Quran, they cou'd
not produce the like thereof though they help one another, )
(XVII, 88)

When the infidels showed complete failure, God challenged
them to compose only ten chapters : ( If they shall say, « the
Quran is his own device » , say : « Then bring ten suras like
it of your devising, and call whom ye can 1o your aid beside
God, if ye are men of truth) (XI, 14)

When they still failed to compose ten chapters , God challen-
ged them to compose only one chapter : ( And if ye be in doubt
as to that which We have sent down to our servant, then pro-
duce a sura like it, and summon your witnesses, beside God,
if ye are men of truth. But if ye do it not, and never shall
ye do it, then fear the fire prepared for the infidels, whose fuel
is men and stonmes.) (Il 23,24)

And so the Arab infidels failed to stand before this challenge
which caused many of them to embrace Islam, for they were
certain that it was a revelation of God .

Many Western writers have acknowledged the high literary
and religious degree of the Quran, Dirmingham says in his book
« The Life of Muhammad » ( p.762) : « The Quran is the mira-
cle of muhammad, for its high literary beauty and brilliance

are still an unsolved riddle; they put those jwho recite it, how-
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ever impious they were, into a special state of enthusiasm.
Muhammad did challenge men and jinn to compose a book
similar to it, but they failed, which is the perfect proof of the
truth of his proophet hood. »
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67 - € In the wombs of your mothers did He
credte you, creation after creation in a threefold

gloom ¥ (XXXIX6)
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£ For He it ws who hath formed ye by successive
steps . (LXXI,14)

These two verses denote two wonderful secrets which have
been only recently disclosed as a result of the progress of medi-
cine, anatomy and embryologh .

Embryologists say that the embryo, at the beginning of its
formation , resembles a monocellular creature ; then as conception
progresses, it becomes like a creature of many cells; then it
develops into another step by taking the shape of aquatic crea-
tures, then mammals, and at last takes the human shape in
which it is born . :

Margaret Gilbert says in her book « The Story of The
Embryo » which is introduced by Dr. Alexis Carel, « The
embryo in its mother’s womb is surrounded with three strong
membranes which cannot be penetrated by water, light nor
heat, and which have technical names in medicine. The
Quranic verse described them as - threefold gloom > (literaly,
three darknesses ) , because they are impene¢trable by light . These
facts have been discovered only recently after the progress of
science and means of study such as microscopes, telescopes.
Is there any doubt, then, that the Quran is God’s revelation
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68 - Tl they reached the valley of Ants. Said
an ant, « Oye ants, enter your dwellings, lest Solo-

mon and his army crush you and know it not . ¥

( XXVIT, 18)

God tells us in this verse that ants have a special language.
Other kinds of animals must have languages also. Modern science
has proved this truoth.

Lord Evebry once wanted to examine the thinking faculty
in ants and to discover how individual ants understood one
another . For this purpose he observed one day an ant going
alone out of its hole. He catight a fly, pinned it to a cork,
and threw it in the way of the ant. N6 soomer had it felt the
dead fly than it grasped it with its mouth and legs trying to
draw it. After more than twenty minutes it was certain of its
disability to draw it. So it went back io its hole. After a few
seconds the ant went out again leading about twelve of its fellow
ants. It lead them to the dead fly, which was soon torn to6
pieces by the ants. How could the ant make its fellow - ants
understand the story of the fly . Doubtless ants must have a
special language .

Similar studies enabled scienttsts to know the languages of
many other animals .
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69 - £ And we had sought the sky, but had
found it filled with strong warders and meteors . ¥
(LXXII, 8)
# And we have made the sky a warded roof. Yet
they turn away from its portents. ¥ (XXI,32)

The Quran says here that the jinn went about the sky and
found it full of strong warders and meteors. what are these
warders .

Scientific circles declared in in Octobre 20 th 1955 that the
Atomic Energy Committee had announced that Dr. Ernest
Lawrence had discovered the secret of the atomic giant that
had frighlened scientists for the last twenty -five years . The
Committee stated that our earth issurrounded with this atomic
giant,i.e, the negative protons. Is not this the [strong warder
that fills the sky.
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THEMOST IMPORTANT

Principles of Islam

We mention here the most important principles of Islam so
that you can have an idea of its beauty and simplicity, hoping
that God may open your heart to this religion : -

1 - Bringing men out of the worship of creatures into the
worship of the One God who bas no father nor mother nor
children It is evident that the worship of more than one God
kills the human personality, humiliates the soul, and is in itself
denial of the real fact; for the order dominaling the earth and
heavens proves that the creator is one . The Quran says that if
there were more than one God then the earth and heavens
would be torn astinder.

2 - The declaration of Human Rights, especially religious
liberty and equality among nations, so that racial discrimination
must cease to exist; esteem should be paid only on the basis
of obedience to God and usefulness to humanity.

3 - Regarding cleanliness and bodily exercises as important
diities that should never be neglected. The Islamic system of

ablution and prayer, which contains very nseful bodily exercises
as well as spiritnal communication with God, is an example of
Islam’s sipport to this prineiple.



4 - Making the rich behave fairly towards the poor, by
imposing a compulsory tax on ths rich to be paid to those who
have little or no income. Thus social Justice and peace can
be kept .

5- Fasting for one month ( from dawn till sunset ) every
year as a means for strengthening will, aud helping the bedy
to get rid of its poisons, and asserting the domination of the
human soul over materialistic desires and pleasures.

6 - Pilgrimage to Mecca ( only for those who are able to
journey thither ) only once during lifetime. Pilgrimage is a great
Islamic conference held in Mecca every year, which results in
spiritual, political and economical advantages,

7 - Admonishing that the present life is only a preliminary
stage for another life which is sure jto come and where every
person will be rewarded or punished according to his actions
in the previous earthly life . This instigates man to do good and
avoid evil, and to feel responsible, for his own actions.

8 - Exorting Moslems to progress wisely in the fields of
civilization and glorious life,

9 - Keeping Peace on the earth, Imperialistic wars, agression,
“envy and corruption should be eliminated.

10 - Meditation in this great uuiverse and thinking over its
miraculous constriiction, so that one is convinced to telieve in
its One Creator, and one’s mind is open to research and ear-
nest to make use of the earth and the skies which, lslam proc-
laimes, God has put «t man’s disposal. This instigales man to
make use of Nature whether in the earth or in the sky.
