PEOPLE FREE BROTHER

Two weeks ago, on the corner of
lith and Madison, a fight broke out
between two brothers who had been
hanging out on the block. One of them
ran down towards lI2th and Park, and the
other brother chased after him. It was a
warm day; and a lot of people were out
on the street, and they all ran around the
corner to watch the fight. When they got
to La Marqueta, a food market on the
corner of 1l12th and Park, two plainclothes
pigs and two pigs in blue were chasing a
“suspect’’ down the street. One pig had
his gun out and was waving it around.
They captured their ‘‘prisoner” and started
dragging him towards their patrol car.
Sister Iris and | had gone around the
corner to see what was happening, and
when we got there the people had
surrounded the pigs and were demanding
that the pigs let the brother go. When

they asked what the “‘prisoner” had done,
one of the pigs said they had caught him
trying to get into a patrol car, which
sounds pretty strange. The pigs dragged
their captive into La Marqueta and tried
to block the doors to the people. The
crowd yelled “The Market belongs to the
people” and went in another door and
ripped off the prisoner from the pigs.

All of this happened in about seven
minutes; and before reinforcements of pigs
could arrive, the people were on their
way home. Point 5 of the YOUNG
LORDS ORGANIZATION 13-Point
Program says that ““We want community
control of our institutions and our land,”
and this was an example of the
community beginning to control the pigs.

T-hie YOUNG LORDS
ORGANIZATION had instituted a policy
of supervising arrests in the community to
make sure that our people are not busted
on false or trumped up charges. The
people have watched us and dug what we
are doing and have followed our example.
They have proved that we don’t need pigs
around to patrol us; and they have shown
the police department that they can’t just
come into our community and bust

people for no reason--'cause if they do,
the people will rip off the prisoners!!!

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Friday, April 24th at midnight, the
YOUNG LORDS ORGANIZATION
sponsored a benefit at the Apollo Theater
in Harlem for Rafael Viera and the
National Lawyers Guild. Rafael, Health
Cadre in the YLO and a Citizen of the
Republic of .New Africa (RNA), is
standing trial right now in Detroit for
allegedly killing a policeman at ‘last year's
RNA convention, and needs $6000 for his
transcripts. The National Lawyers Guild is
a body of radical lawyers who represent
the LORDS in court, without charging
fees.

Denise Oliver, Communications
Secretary of the New York State YLO,
hosted the show, which featured the Latin
sounds of Joe Bataan, rock by the Young
Rascals, La Preferida, Elaine Yarborough
and the Truth & Soul Ensemble, and the
United Elephant Fund, a Latin avant-garde
band. Also on hand was the Harley Four,
a family of four Karate act that featured
a six year old Brother, and the poetry of
Pedro Pietri. Kain, once part of the Last
Poets with Chairman Felipe and David
Nelson brought a new dimension into the
art of poetry. A solidarity telegram from
Betty Shabazz, widow of Malcolm X, was
read. In keeping with the spirit of the
evening, all the artists performed for free,
showing people what it could be like in a
socialist society.

Dharuba of the Black Panther; Party
(NY 21) spoke, and told the large
audience, ‘‘l came here to curse you out.
And you should take that as constructive
criticism.” Dharuba told the Brothers and
Sisters to ‘‘Come see 'bout Bobby”,
referring to Panther Chairman Bobby
Seale, presently imprisoned in New Haven
on phony murder charges. The powers in
amerikkka have already decided in advance
to murder Bobby in the electric chair. To
combat this, Dharuba said, “New Haven is
under siege by 25 million Black People.”

Felipe Luciano, Chairman of the
YOUNG LORDS ORGANIZATION,
Eastern Region, told the cheering
supporters “..let us not support political
prisoners because they are images. Let us
support them because we are supporting
ourselves.” * Chairman Felipe showed on a
basic level how genocide is being
committed against Puerto Rican People:
rats, police, hunger, sterilization, and the
draft.

The Brothers and Sisters who
attended left when the benefit ended at 6
A.M. not only feeling entertained, but
also with a greater awareness and a sense
of responsibility for building a socialist
society, (where we control our own lives
because we have all the power), on the
ashes of this evil capitalist one (where we
don't control anything because we have
no power). In Felipe's words, “‘Revolution
is difficult...but we will win... you mustn’t
just sit there, leave, and think it's not
happening... let me make this...very clear
to all of the police in the audience, and
for those who still see their roles as
passive ones: the shit is on!" 4

At this very moment, Bobby Seale,
Chairman and co-founder with Huey P.
Newion (Minister of Defense, currently
imprisoned on phony manslaughter
c‘harges) of the Black Panther Party, is
fighting to stay alive in New Haven,
Connecticut. The same lying punks that
occupy our communities and imprison our
island are trying to put Bobby in the
electric chair, and these same lames (all
politicians, all greedy businesmen, all cops)
decided in advance to put him there. This
adds up to murder.

In trying to murder Bobby Seale, the
rulers have vainly tried to cover up their
shit by turning around and charging
Bobby and eight other Panthers with
murder. Those are pigs for you. The
other Panthers Ericka Huggins,
Landon Williams, Rory Hithe, Lonnie
McClucas, Frances Carter, George Edwards,
Peggy Hudgins, and Rose Smith. Jailed for
almost a year, all nine have faced the
now-familiar treatment amerikkkans give
prisoners of war, whether it's in Vietnam
Puerto Rico, or the ghettoes here. Tho:
Connecticut 9 are being tried for the
murder of < Alex Rackley, a New York
Panther in good standing whom police
killed, and then said Bobby and his
companeros did the murder. Of the
original Panthers sent to jail, George
Sams, police undercover agent, fingered
Bobby, Lonnie, and the other warriers.
two other original defendents, faced with
the electric chair, sold their companeros
down the river in return for saving their
skins. It is a tribute to the remaining
nine that they have stayed united, even
while they face almost certain death.

Bobby Seale is one of the great
revolutionaries of all time. A revolutionary
fights for the liberation of oppressed
people, and Puerto Ricans are most
definitely oppressed. Bobby Seale,
therefore, is one of our people, a
companero.

Bobby, like all true revolutionaries,
belongs to everyone. Many of us can’t
understand why the LORDS support
Bobby, or why we are in a coalition with
the Panthers. The reason for the latter is
to combat the racist shit the man puts in
the heads of Puerto Ricans and Blacks;
and, as for the former, Bobby Seale is
one of us: a revolutionary, a warrior, a
servant of the people, a lover of the

people.

We love Bobby, and that goes
beyond words, papers, and rallies. When
the YLO began, Chairman Cha Cha
Jiminez, founder of the YOUNG LORDS,
went to Berkeley to rap politics with the
political party that came before the
LORDS, the Black Panther Party. In the
same way, the LORDS give aid to other
revolutionary groups just starting out. This
is the duty of all revolutionaries  and
progressive organizations. In Berkeley, Cha
Cha met Bobby; and these two, National
Chairmen of the only vanguards (example
of revolutionary action) in the Puerto
Rican and Black colonies, became
comrades. The YLO remembers its friends,
especially when they have been as lasting
as Bobby and the Black Panther Party, in
our joint fight for liberation.

The liberation struggle is not a
Puerto Rican one. it is not a Black
thing. it is not a mother country thing.
We are fighting for people, oppressed
people, punto. If the YOUNG LORDS
ORGANIZATION scores a victory, Black
people benefit; if the Black Panther Party
wins a battle, Puerto Ricans benefit That
is why it is important to all Puerto
Ricans to free Bobby Seale. Honest
revolutionary leaders are rare, and we

have te keep those we have alive as long
as possible.

In Latin America, our Brothers and
Sisters, like Los Tupamaros of Uruguay,
free political prisoners by busting them
out of jail or kidnaping an ambassador as

ransom. The ninth point of the YLO
13-Point Program states, “We want
freedom for all political prisoners.”” The
time for rallies, buttons, posters, leaflets,
and speechies as a means of freeirg
political prisoners died this year with the
Conspiracy and Panther 2| trials. Oscar
Collazo and Lolita Lebron rot in federal
penitentiaries; Martin Gonzales Sostre
writes about an outside world he is no
longer a part of; H. Rap Brown, on his
way to jail, is probably dead; and now
Bobby Seale waits. How much = longer?
How much longer must we sit back and
shake our heads at tte tw. set, muttering
te}sn’t it a shame?” After the
revolutionaries, the people are ripped off.

Puerto Rican people must join the
25 million Black people descending on

New Haven beginning May Ist where the
trial for the 9 is being held. The Black
Panther Party, speaking about Bobby
Seale's present case, says that, “If he’s
bound up tight, we’ll hold back the night,
and there won't be no light for days.” In
other words, 'if Bobby is killed or
imprisoned for life, all of the electricity
in amerikkka (Babylon) will be cut off. If
Bobby is electrocuted, the YOUNG
LORDS ORGANIZATION will use all of
the resources at its command to urge
Latins here and  abroad to scream the
Song of Destruction. We will not stand
by like-those so-called “‘conspiracy” punks
in Chicago. That Wwas really a “Conspiracy
I” case, the other seven were hanging
out. FheYOUNG LORDS
ORGANIZATION and Latins the world
over will not hang out. we will not allow
anyone to mess with our family and get
away clean! We will draw a line to end
this slaughter of our people and their
servants, and we choose to begin with
Bobby. Everywhere there is a spic, there
should be burning and blood, blood and
burning, if Bobby is “pound up tight.”

En la tarde de Noviembre 1, del 1950,
dos guerros Puertorriquefios, Oscar Collazo
36, y Griselio Torresola, 25, caminaron
hasta la escalera de la Casa Blair en
Washington D.C., que en ese tiempo era
la residencia temporaria del presidente
truman, Su obf'etivo era asesinar a truman
y asi traer la guerra por la independen
cia de Puerto Rico a estados unidos.

Octubre 30, dos dfas antes del acto
Oscar y Griselio habfan oido por la radio
de la rebelion en Borinquen bajo el lid-
erato de Don Pedro Albizu Campos y el
Partido Nacionalista. La prensa habfa cor-
rectamente reportado que el pueblo de
Jayuya habfa sido cogido por las fuerzas
revolucionarias y que por lo menos dies
otros pueblos estaban al punto de ser lib-
erados. Pero la radio mintio al
decir que Don Pedro habfa muerto en ac-
cibn. Al atacar la casa Blair, Griselio y
Oscar llevaban por dentro el fervor re-
volucionario de hombres que vefan su pa-
tria envuelta en una lucha de vida o muerte
por su liberacién,

Oscar subio los escalones de casa blair
primero , determinado a llegar a donde
estaba truman, Griselio se quedo al pies
de la escalera para cubrir las accwnes de
su compatriota. Al Oscar subir los iltimos
escalones, el guardia birdzell, del servicio
secreto de la casa blanca que estaba
velando la puerta de entrada, dio vuelta
y agarro su revolver, Oscar tiro primero.
Su P-38 se le atoro, pero birdzell (como
lo pendejo que son los jaras) se fue a

correr como cobarde, bajo’ la escalera y
llego a caer a la calle.

Estos hermanos decidieron lanzar este
herdico acto porque sabfan que nuestra

gente se rebelaban contra 50 afios de control
norteamerikkkano en la nica forma posible-
LA LUCHA ARMADA.

Oscar habfa sido parte de la Junta del
Partido Nacionalista en Nueva York desde
el 1933, y pal tiempo de la revolucifn, era
su presidente, La junta de Nueva York
era respetada por nacionalistas de todas
partes por su trabajo en proveer materiales
hombres, y fondos para la lucha por la
mdependencm en Borinquen.

Griselio, un oficial de los Cadetes, habfa
estado en Nueva York por un ano y tambfen
funcionaba en la Junta. La noche de Octubre
30, se encontraron en el puente de laavenida
Willis, entre el bronx y manhattan. Dis-
cutieron entre sus planes de que toda comun-
icacidn conlaisla (aviones, telefonos, barcos,
etc,) habfan sido cortado por estados umdos.
El préximo dfa , montaron un tren pa
Washington y al llegar se registraron en
un hotel, La siguiente tarde, Noviembre 1,
llevaron a cabo el acto polftico méds atrevido
de un pueblo colonizado en este siglo.

On the afternoon of November 1, 1950,
two Puerto Rican warriors, Oscar Collazo,
36 years old, and Griselio Torresola, 25,
walked up to the steps of Blair House in
Washington, D.C, which was then the tem-
porary residence of president truman, Their
objective was to bring the war of independence
to the ugs. mainland by assassinating truman,
On October 30, two days before they went
to Washington, Oscar and Griselio had hearc
over the radio that a rebellion was occuring
in Borinquen under the leadership of Pedro
Albizu Campos and the Nationalist Party.
The press had correctly reported that the
mountain town of Jayuya had been taken
by the revolutionary forces and that battles
were being waged at least in ten other towns
throughout the island, But the radio lied
when it said that Don Pedro had been killed
in action,

As Uscar and Griselio carried out the
attack on Blair House, they had within them
the revolutionary zeal of a man who has seen
his country in the middle of a life and death
struggle for liberation, Oscar walked up the
steps first, determined to get to truman,
Griselio stayed at the bottom of the steps to
cover his brother’s actions. As Collazo
reached the top of the steps, officer birdzell
of the white house secret service, who was
at the door, turned and reached for his gun.
Oscar fired first, His P-38 jammed, but
birdzell (like the lame that all pige are)
ran like a coward down the steps and into
the street. Four guards at the booths at
the bottom of the steps tried to blow Oscar
away, but companero Griselio (an expert
shot and one of the most respected marksmen
in the Cadets of the Republic) begandoingthe
pigs in. Collazo fixed his gun, and a fifteen
minute gun battle followed. At the end,
Griselio Torresola lay dead, shot through
the temple, Oscar was seriously wounded in
the chest and arm. One guard, pig coffelt,
was dead, and three others were wounded,
These Brothers decided to carry out this
heroic deed because they knew that our
people were revolting against 50 years of
amerikkkan colonial control in the only
manner that would free Puerto Rico
and Puerto Ricans everywhere:
armed struggle.

‘I don’t
want a foreign court or any other foreign
agency to curtail my rights or tell me how to
conduct myself in my own county’’--Oscar
Collazo. What lays ahead must also be clear
to us. ‘‘When I walk out of this prison’s
doors, I won’t deserve that title (free man).
Only when my country has joined the concert
of free nations will I be able to call myself
free’’--Oscar Collazo. Wherever Puerto

Genocide is being committed against
the Puerto Rican MNation through the mass
sterilization of Puerto Rican women! In
no other nation has sterilization been so
prevalent as a means of genocide against
an oppressed people. Why Puerto Rican?
First, the united states needs Puerto Rico
as a military stronghold to maintain
“political stability”” and control in the rest
of Latin America. Second, Puerto Rico is
the fourth largest worldwide consumer of
amerikkkan goods and yields massive
profits to American capitalists. Also,
Puerto Rico supplies fighting men and a
cheap labor pool, both necessary to u.s.
capitalism. One way to control a nation
of vital importance is to limit its
population size. The u.s. is doing exactly
this through sterilization.

BACK TO 1930

The practice of sterilization in Puerto
Rico goes back -to the 1930°s when
doctors pushed it as the only means of
contraception. As a result, throughout the
island, Puerto Rican women of
childbearing age were sterilized. In
1947-1948, 7% of the women were
sterilized i between 1953-1954, 4 out of
every 25 Sisters were sterilized; and by
1965, the number increased to | out of
every 3 women. This system was practiced
on Sisters of all ages. But, since 1965, the
trend has been to sterilize women in their
early 20’s when they have had fewer
babies. This is especially true among lower
class Sisters where future revolutionaries
would come from. Committing .sterilization
on young Puerto Rican —mothers with
fewer children means that the u.s. is able

to significantly reduce and limit the
Puerto Rican population in a short period
of time.

Genocide through sterilization is not
only confined to the island of Puerto
Rico. It is also carried out within the
Puerto Rican colony in the wu.s. In El
Barrio,' sterilization is still practiced as a
form of contraception among women,
especially young Sisters. One out of four
sterilized women in EI Barrio has the
operation done when she's between 20
and 30. But the system justifies the shit
saying the Sisters go to Puerto Rico to
get it done. Yet the evidence says that
over half the Sisters get the operation
done right here in New York City and
are strongly encouraged by their doctors
to do so. Again, sterilization in the early
reproductive years of a woman’s life limits
the Puerto Rican population substantially
and permahently.

o Nt
OPPRESSION £ WOMEN
Sterilization is also a form of
oppression against Puerto Rican women.
We are oppressed by our own culture that
limits us to the roles of homemaker,
mother, and bearer of many children,
which measures male virility. We have
been made dependent on family and
home for our very existence. We are used
by u.s. corporations to test the safety of
birth control pills before placing them on
the market for sale. Our bodies are used
by capitalists for experimentation to find
new money making and genocidal gadgets.
We are prevented from getting adequate
birth control information and legal
abortions. As a result, 1 out of every four
isters who try it die from self-induced
abortions, giving Puerto Ricans the
noteriety of having the highest death rate

de las mujeres Puertorriquenas. En*nifiguna
otra nacion ha sido la esterilizacion tan
prevaleciente ‘como forma de genocidio de
un pueblo oprimido, Porque a los Puertor-
riquenos? Primero, los estados unidos neces-
ita a Puerto Rico como base militar para
mantener ‘establilidad politica’ y control
en el resto de america latina. Segundo,
Puerto Rico es la cuarta consumidor de
mercancias amerikkkanas enel mundo entero
y produce tremendas ganancias economicas
a los capitalistas amerikkkanos.

En 1947-1948, 7 por-
ciento de las mujeres fueron esterilizadas;
entre 1953-1954, 4 hermanas de cada 25
fueron esterilizadas; y ya en 1965, el numero
habia llegado a una mujer de cada tres
esterilizadas!

Este sistema fue forzado encima de
nuestras hermanas de todas edades. Pero,
desde 1965, la tendencia ha sido de ester-
ilizar las mujeres en sus veintes cuando
han tenido menos hijos.

When the YOUNG LORDS ORGANIZA
TION went out into the streets and began
testing the children of El Barrio for lead poi—
soning, we did it out of necessity. Before any
of us were YOUNG LORDS, when we were
just one through ten years of age, we experi—
enced what our children are going through
today: getting bit by rats, sleeping with bed—
bugs, playing with garbage on the streets, but
most of all eating lead paint. Many of our
children die every year of lead poisoning,
while the landlord is only concerned if we
pay the rent for the rathole that is killing
our children.

A young Brother or Sister between one
and six years who eats falling chips of paint
from the wall is most likely to be a victim of
lead poisoning. Leadpoisen inside the body
system begins to affect the brain, which
causes retardation and death. Another harm
that it creates is that it lakes away the child
ability to learn in school. Our young Brothers
and Sisters' not only fail and dropout bhe—
cause of incompetent teachers, but also of a
sickness that the board of (bad) health, the
politicians, and the landlords are trying to
keep quiet.

The Truth, which we shout out loud so
everyone can hear, is that the money-
hungry landlord sets high rents for services
that are not worth anything. His partner in

crime, the politician, is only concerned about
leadpoisoning the day before election day.
They control the board of (bad) health, a big
medical industry which has kept quiet about
leadpoisoning until we exposed to our people
the truth about the medical empires in
amerikkka. The YLO does this by knocking
on doors every week, testing children for lead
poisoning. Our people soon see that the
LORDS, without fancy budgets, do more for
the health of Puerto Ricans than the politi—
cians, landlords, or their hospitals,

The millionaires who profit from sick—
ness in amerikkka are more interested in

heart transplants and brain surgery, which

Puerto Ricans and Afro-Americans cannot
éfford, than in taking care of bullet or stab
‘wounds, hemorrhages or leadpoisoning, which
is what we need. It is obvious that when
they worry about something that harms only

" two or three rich pigs, and dont give a damn

about preventing sicknesses that kill millions
of Third World people, it is because they are
committed to wiping us all out. This should
show us all that the only way we can stop all
this is not by electing someone into office,
because we have tried that and it does not

because we have tried that and it does not

work. It is not done by going to college and
getting doctor degrees, because that leads to

an intellectual trip that takes us away from
our people...and that was also tried.

The only way to make this ragist gov—
ernment serve us right is by knocking it
down and building a new one of our own..

Two hundred million people--Brazilian
dockworkers, Mexican cotton-pickers, Boli-
vian miners, prostitutes and abandoned chil-
dren, the hungry and deprived, the Venezualan
peusant and the shack dwellers of Quito,
Bogota, and Rosario. The culture and
language of the Inca, the Arawak, the Yoruba
and the bastard spaniards, the sons and
daughters of italian, chinese, irish immi-
grants--~all working and slaving for one
master who sucks their blood and grows
like a fungus watered by their sweat--
the united states.

Every year billions of dollars in profits
reach the united states from Brazilian coffee,
Bolivian tin, Chilean copper, Venezualan oil,
Puerto Rican sugar, Argentinian beef. But
the people, oppressed and exploited, continue
to resist and demand freedom. (5

In Uruguay, which has always beenheld up
jas_the country with the best conditions, a .
stable middle class, a true democracy--even
ithere the people have begun to rise up
demanding justice and a decent life from
their oppressors, the Uruguayanbusinessmen
who are only hired lackeys of gringo cap-
italists like rockefeller,

We must begin to know our freedom
fighters, those who lead the struggle fc . the
liberation of all Latinos, the modern sons
and daughters of BOLIVER, MARTI, LEBRON
ZAPPATA, CAMPOS, and CHE,

RAUL SENDIC

We must educate ourselves about the
TUPAMAROS who are leading urban guer-
rilla war against the government of pres.
pacheco areco. The TUPAMAROS, legend=-
ary in all Latin America because of their
powerful and creative defense of the poor
of Uruguay. We must repeat over and over
the name of RAUL SENDIC, the leader of
the TUPAMAROS, The norteamericano gov=
ernment tries to censor and squash news
of the Uruguayan revolutionaries; but one
task of the YLO, a task we do eagerly
and prou’ly, is to educate Puerto Ricans,
Blacks, and the amerikkkan whites about
the struggle of our hermanos,

A member of the Socialist Party, Sendic’
decided in 1960 to organize the sugar and
rice workers of the latifundias in the country-
gide. He organized the UTAA (Union de
Trabajadores Azucareros de Artigas). The
worke s, knownas the ““peludos®’ (long hairs),
began a series of yearly marches to Monte-
video, the capital=-marches of 600 kilo-
.meters, demanding ‘‘tierras paratrabajar’’-
expropriation of the unused latifundias.

As the years went on, none of the demands
were met and conditions got worse. Finally,
the MLN (Movimiento Liberacion Nacional
Tupamaros), a group of companeros con-
vinced that armed struggle was the only
way to liberation, began to organize an
underground army. For eighteen months
Sendic disappeared as he trained and pre-
pared for armed struggle. He knew that
the people no longer trusted in the govern-
ment or elections, that the country was
going more and more downhill, with inflation,
low wages, unemployment. The Uruguayan
dream (like rhe2 amerikxkkan dream) was
fading fast.

FIRST ASSAULT

“In July, 1963, an agsault on the Club
de Tiro de Colonia Suiza got some dozen
rifles for the group which was still unknown.
-Bank robberies began to occur all over
Latin Ams=ri. 3  finance the long struggle
For years they organized patiently and pre-
pared and underground of fantastic depth,
power, skills, and political understanding.

Then, in 1967, they acted. They kid-
napped a high government official, ulysses
pereira reverbel, and demanded ransom, As
the months and years passed, one incredible

feat after another occured--attacks of police
precincts, freeing of political prisoners, bank
robberins. sabotage of amerikkkan business.
The police could not uncover the group, could
not defeat it, could not capture its leaders.
Every day the legend grew and more and more
people hecame convinced that revolution was
possible.

The TUPAMAROQS came to represent all
resistance of the people. The name TUPA-
MAROS itself comes from Az Inca caudillo
tupac Amaru who led uprisings for agrarian
reform and independence from spain in 1780,

The practice and theories of the TUPA
MAROS teach revolutionaries throughout the
world:

From the beginning, any organization
which aspiresto-survive in urban struggle,

should patiently build its material suppoxt -

and the vast underground support move=
ment and covering which any armed con=
tingent needs to operate or subsist in the
city,

As amerikkkan revolutionaries, we must
learn well from the vanguard of the oppressed
in Latin America; we must prepare well,
build our networks and support. All whowork
to 4id the revolution, even if not part of the
fighting force, are part of the revolution,
indispensable.

Leader Raul Sendic writes:

In the final moment, the vanguard will
be those who direct and unfold the true
revolutionary road...The revolution is
a dynamic phenomena, complex and vio-
lent. 1 3: ‘oag raa it will be the
struggle itself which will select the men
_most capable and will place them at
the head of the revolution.

This year, the actions of the TUPA-

MAROS have escalated--they have freed
a number of jailed companeros in a daring
International Woman’s Day attack. They
assassinated the Montevideo police chief,
They ripped off the family gold of the
tobacco kings--the Mailhos, hundreds of
thousands in gold bars.

Every week a new attack. . President
pacheco areco has declared a state of seige.
The army is mobilizing. S5.0,S.'s are be-
ginning to be sent to the gringos here for
aid, Censorship does not allow the use of
the name TUPAMAROS on press or t.v.
Workers and students are attacked, but
the TUPAMAROS live. And after each
struggle, a five-pointed star, with a “T"
in the center is left.

We learn from our companeros. They
are the fish in the sea of the people. They
do not talk revolution, they act. They
do not mouth® worn-out leftist slogans im-
ported from foreign conditions, They are
creating the Uruguayan revolution. They
are creating ‘‘consciousness in the people
through the actions of the armed guerrillas
and other means that without revolution
there will be no change.”

The conditions within a country and
how that country deals with its internal
situation (domestic policy) is always
reflected in the behavior of that country
in terms of ité dealings with other nations
(foreign policy).

The United States
was built on the mass murder of the
American Indians (genocide) and the
enslavement of millions of Black people
that were ripped off from their native
country, Africa.-In order to establish a
capitalist economy, which is based on
making lots of money (profit), the u.s.
has as part of its history a domestic
policy of racism, genocide, oppression and
greed. These ' policies are carried over in
its dealings with other nations
(imperialism).

In 1961, when the u.s. sent military
‘‘advisors” to South VietNam, anyone
could have expected the possibility that
the u.s. would commit the amerikkkan
people to a war thi would cost millions
of lives, both Vietnamese and amerikkkan.
The situation in Indo-China —has grown
since '6l into a war that involves 3 Asian
nations Other than VietNam, and the
prospects are for an even wider extension
of this situation.

The reason for this is that the u.s.
wants to establish a permanent, stable,
power base in Indo-China. This basic
imperialist perspective will always lead the
us. to use any means necessary in order
to gain its power bases all over tte
world. We, as Puerto Ricans, know this
by examining u.s. history in terms of our
own island. When the u.s. wanted to
establish a power base in the Carribean,
they faked a war witd Spain, who at the
time held Puerto Rico as a colony. The
u.s. then took over our island, whid, has
never enjoyed freedom as a nation, and
used up our fertile - land to establish
military bases that it.qwouid use to
oppress the people of the Carribean. We
saw what a power base means to the u.s.
in 1965, when american troops were
mobilized on our island and sent to Santo
Domingo to suppress the struggle of our
Brothers and Sisters for liberation. The
result of that invasion was the death of
3,000 people. We see every day what a

power base means to the u.s. because we
know that the Puerto Rican people starve
while our island’s riches are exported to
the u.s.

base and the fact that millions of people
are dying means nothing to the u.s.--it is
a natural thing to amerikkka to allow
people to die for its greed.

Now the VietNam war has reached
into Laos, Thailand and Cambodia, three
nations that had wanted to remain neutral
in terms of the VietNam conflict. Cambodia
is a perfect example of the mad tactics
used by the imperialists to gain power.
Gain power--not fight communism, which
is what the u.s. tells us. In the Soviet
sphere of influence the u,s. fights communism
with a radio show--Radio Free Europe--
not with soldiers and napalm and

i

coups d’etats (overthrow of
governments). This is
base there is already in the hands of
imperialist Russia and also because the
u.s. is a racist country that believes that
it can pull all kinds of shit on Third
World people.

In Cambodia, the ex-ruler, Prince
Sihanouk, who was supported by most of
the people of Cambodia, was overthrown
by a small group backed by amerikkka.
The new “ruler” of Cambodia is more
pro-West (friendly) than anything else; and
more than likely, he is a puppet of the
us. like Thieu in South VietNam, or
in Puerto Rico. This monster has
learned to use wu.s. tactics in order to
maintain his power. (Power he gained
illegally and against the wishes of the
Cambodian people.) He has decided, or
the us. has dec ided for him, that in
order to stay in power he must slaughter
the innocent Vietnamese people that
reside in Cambodia. Lon Nol. the puppet
put in Sihanouk's place, listened to nixon
as they slept together the night before
the two lovers overthrew Sihanouk; nixon
told Thol that night that the best way to
keep .himself in power would be to do
what no-dick had done: “Blame a national
minority for the problems you yourself
put on the people, and Kkill off large
numbers of ‘them  (genocide).”

Every member of the YOUNG LORDS ORGANIZATION
must follow these rules. CENTRAL COMMITTEE members,
CENTRAL and BRANCH STAFFS, including all captains,
will enforce these rules.

Every member of the party must memorize these rules,
and apply them daily. Any member found violating these rules
is subject to suspension by the ORGANIZATION.

. THE RULES ARE:

1. You are a YOUNG LORD 25 hours a day.

2. Any ORGANIZATION member busted on a jive tip
which that member hrouéht down on himself or others, can
swim alone. y

3. Any member found shooting drugs will be expelled.

4. No member may have any illegal drug in his or her
possession or in their system while on duty. No one may get
drunk on duty. ;

5. No member will violate rules relating to office work
or general meetings of the ORGANIZATION ANYWHERE'

6. No one will point or fire a weapon of any kind
unnecessarily or accidentally at anyone.

7. No member can join any army force other than the
People's Army of Liberation.

8. No ORGANIZATION member will commit crimes
against the people.

9. When arrested, YOUNG LORDS will give only name,
address, and will sign nothing. Legal first aid must be under—
stood by all members.

10. No member may speak in public unless authorized by
the Central Committee or Central Staff.

11. The 13 Point Program must be memorized and the
Platform must be understood by each member.

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12. ORGANIZATION communications must be nation—
al and local.

13. No member may speak about another member unless
he or she is present.

14. All ORGANIZATION business is to be kepf within
the ORGANIZATION.

15. All contradiction# between members must be re—
solved at once.

16. Once a week all Chapters and Branches will conduct
a criticism and self-criticism session.

17. All members will relate to Chain of Command.
Officers will discipline officers, cadre, and so on. The 0.D. is
the final authority in the office.

18. Each person will submit a daily report of work to the
0.D..

19. Each YOUNG LORD must learn to operate and service
weapons correctly.

20. All Leadership personnel who expel a member, must
submit this information, with photo, to the Editor of the
newspaper, so that it will be published in the paper, and
known by all Chapters and Branches.

21. Political Education classes are mandatory for general
membership.

22. All members must read at least one political book a
month, and at least two hours a day on contemporary matters.

23. Only assigned ORGANIZATION personnel should be
in office each day. All others are to sell papers and do political
work out in the community, ineluding captains, section

leaders, etc.. }

24. All Chapters must submit weekly report in writing to
National Headquarters.

25. All Branches must implement First Aid/Medical
Cadres.

26. All Chapters and Branches must submit a weekly finan—
cial report to the Ministry of Finance.

27. No Chapter or Branch shall accept grants, poverty
funds, money, or any aid from any government agency.

28. All Traitors, Provacateurs, and Agents will be subject
to Revolutionary Justice. ;

29. At all times we keep a united front before all forms
of the man. This is true not only among LORDS, but all
Revolutionary Companeros.

30. All Chapters must adhere to the policy and ideology
put forth by the Central Committee of the YLO. Likewise,
all members will know all information published by the
