We go to school without
eating a hot breakfast and can't concentrate
on our own schoolwork as a result. How can
we concentrate on doing any lesrning when
our stomachs are growling? We are then told
by teachers that we are stupid and can't learn,
giving us a defeatist attitude for the rest of
our lives.

The YOUNG LORDS ORGANIZATION
realizes this. so we have instituted breakfast
programs in our communities. One such
program is at Emmaus House, at 241 E. 116th
Sirgel. This Breakfast Program feeds 30
young Brothers and Sisters before they go to
gehool, At this Program, they receive miur-
shing maeals, such as fruil, juice, bacon, and
and bor chocolare, Wedothis Inorder o édu=
cate our People as to how a socialist society
cares for the baiie necessities of a People. The
13th Point of our 12 Point Program states,
“We want o senctalisl 2ociedy ._ maaninag com—
plete liberation, free food, clothing, thelter,

education, health care, transportation, utili=
ties, and employment for all.

If the ¥YLO can find hungry childran,
then people should really question themselves
2% to why, under this present system, whare
they have the money to put a man on the
moon, people shouldn’s gohungry, We realize
that the reason for this is that the man is out
there for himself, and that he couldn’t care
if young Puerte Rican and Black Brothers
and Sisters go hungry, as long as the man
is making his money.

On the amerncon of November 1, 1930,
two Pusrto Rican warrlors, Osear Coliazo,
36 years old, and Grieelio Torrescla, 23,
walked up to the steps of Blair House in
Waahingron, D.C, which was then the (om=-
porary residence of prosident cruman, Thelr
objective was o bring the war of independenca
o the ws, mainland by assassinating truman,
On October 30, two days before they weni
to Washingron, Cecar and Griselio hearg
over the radio that a rebellion was occuring
in Borinquen under the leadership of Pedro
Albizu Campos and the Mationalist Farty.
The press had correctly reported that the
mountain town of Jayuya bad been taken
by the revolutionary forces and that battles
wers being waged at least in ten other (owns
throughous the island. Bur the radio led
when it sald that Don Pedro had been killed
in acrlon.

As Uscar and Griselio carried out the
actack on Blair House, they had within them
the revolutlonary zeal of @ man who has seen
his country in the middle of a life and death
struggle for liberation. Oscar walked up the
steps flrst, determined to get o (ruman,
Griselio stayed at the bottom of the steps o
cover his brother's actions, As Collazo
reached the top of the steps, officer birdzall
of the white house secret pervice, who waa
at the door, turned and reached for his gun.
Ogcar fired first. His P-38 jammed, but
birdzell (like the lame thar all plgs are)
ran like a coward down the steps and into
the srreet. Four guards at the booths at
the bortom of the steps trled to blow Oscar
away, but companerc Griselle (an expert
phot and one of the n‘mnunsp&c:sd markeamean
in the Cadete of the Republic) began doling the
pigs in. Collazo fixed his gun, and a fifteen
minute gun battle followed. At the end,
Grisello Torresola lay dead, ahor through
the remple, Oscar was serlously wounded In
the chest and arm. Ome guard, pig coffelr,
was dead, and three others were wo
These Brothers decided to carry out this
herolc deed because they knew thar our
people were revolting against 50 years of
amerikkkan colonlal control in the only
manner that would free Pusrto Rico
and Puerto Ricans everywhere: through
armed struggle.

Oacar had been part of the Natdonallst
Party Junta In MNew York asince 1933 and
at the dme of the Revolution was ite preal-
dent, (He has been compared by many oo
Albizu for his palitical ard intellectual skills.)
The Mew York Justa was respsctad by
narionallste everywhere for It work in
pupplylng men, materisl, and funds for the
liberation struggle of Boringuen,

Griselio had been in New York for only
a year. He was an official of the Cadeta of
the Republic and one of ifts most respected
members. His shooting abilities were almost
legendary (he was reputed to be able toehoot
a clgarette ouwt of one’s mouth without even
coming close to the face), These two Puerto
Rican fathers (Grisello had a six-month old
daughter and hia wife was expecting another
child, and Oscar had a young daughtéer) had
decided that since they could not join the
siruggle on the island {the u.e, had cancelled
all flights, boats, and telephone calls to the
igland), they would bring the revolutionary

The nlght of October 30th,
they met and planned thelr actlon ac the
Willis Avenue Bridge.

The lollowlng after-
noon, November let, they carried out the most
daring political act by a colonized people ln
this century.

Grisello, the vallane jibaro from Jayuys,
died a warrior's death in the service of his
pecple, Oscar Collazo was sentenced to the
elecrrle chailr by & court that treated his
political ace of liberationas a common crima,
The united states has always tried v cover
up political repression and the reality
of gringo colonialist control of Puerto Rico

they labeled Don Pedro Albdzu Campos, the
embodiment of the free Puarte Rican spiric,
a mad criminal, And so they tried w do
the pame o Oscar Collazo and Griselic
Torresala. Bur the people of the world
Baw the real crime about to be commimbed
by the yingu:wlun!n]inhﬁl and an Imtarnational
mavement to save the life of Oscar Collazo
began. All over Latin America, students,
laboy organizations, and woman's federations
(g In San Salvador) demonscrared, pickeosd,
rioted, sent money, petitlons, and telegrams
o plg truman agking himtocommure Oscar's
death sentence, Ewven heads of state, like
Prime Minister Mehru of India and King
George of England sent velegrams and letters
asking truman to save Collazo's life. The
government of Argentina aven threarened o
break off reladons with the united staves
if his sanbence was nol commuted.

Under this world-wide pressure, [ruman
did commute his sentence; but he still gave
Oscar a life sentence and sent him to the
federal prison ar fort leavenworth, kansas.

But Oscar Collaze depsrved not prison but-

freedorm and praiee from hia people for
his courageous mcts in the name of Puerto
Rican Libsratdon, We must not only free
him, but we must carry on his struggle; and
in his name and In the name of every other

Puerto Rican parrioc, we must ripthis country
off and take the colonlalist foot off our meck.

Also, we must nof forget the many other
nationalist warriore who are still in federil
jalle (at last count there were 37) or onm
parols, They too are political prisoners who
are treated like prisoners of war and not
glven any of the amall rights that prisoners
can get. All of them, including Collaze,
muast be ser free unconditionally. "1 den't
want & forelgn court or any other foreign
agency to curtall my rights or pell mehow to
conduct myself in my own county*’—-Oscar
Collazo. What lays ahead must also be clear
to us, ““When I walk out of this prison’s
doors, | won't deserve that title (free man).
Only when my country has joined the concert
of free natlons will | be able ro call myself
free"' ==Ogcar Collazo. Wherever Puerto

Genocide is being committed against
the Puerto Rican Matien through the mass
sterilization of Pusrto Rican women! In
no other nation has sterilization been so
prevalent as a means of genocide against
an oppressed people. Why Puerto Rican?
First, the united states needs Puerto Rico
as a military stronghold to  maintain
Ypolitical stabllity" and control in the rest
of Latin America. Second, Puerte Rico is
the fourth largest worldwide consumer of
amerikkkan goods and yields massive
profits to American capitalists, Also,
Puerte Rico supplies fighting men and a
cheap labor pool, both necessary to u.g.
capitalism. One way to control a nation
of wital importance Is #to limit its
population size., The us. is doing exactly
this through sterilization.

BACK TO 1930

The practice of sterilization in Puerto
Rice goes back -to the [930°s when
doctors pushed it as the only means of
confraception. As a result, throwghout the
island, Puerte Rican women of
childbearing age were sterilized. In
1547-1948, 7% of the women were
sterilized i between 1953-i954, 4 oput of
evary 25 Sisters were sterilized; and by
1965, the number increased to | out of
avery 3 women. This system was practiced
on Sisters of all ages. But, since 1965, the
{rend has been to sterilize women in their
garly 20's when they have had fewer
babies. This is especially true among lower
class Sisters where fulure revolutionaries
would come fram. Committing starilization
on young Puerte Rican mothers -with
fewer children maans that the u.s, is able

to significantly reduce and limit the
Puerte Rican population in a short period
of time.

Genoclde through sterilization is not
only confined to the island of Puerte
Rice. It is also carried oul within the
Puerto  Rican colony in the ws. In EI
E.;un:..' starilization is still practiced as a
form of contraception among woman,
especially young Sisters. One out of four
sterilized women In El Barrio has  the
operation done when she's between 20
and 30. But the system justifies the shit
saying the Sisters go to Puerto Rico fo
get it done. Yet the ewidence says that
over half the Sisters get the operation
dong right here in Mew York City and
ara strongly encouraged by their doclors
te do so. Again, sterilization in the early
reproductive years of a woman's life limits
the Fuerte Rican population subgtantially
and ynlmaﬁenﬂ:.r.

OPPRESSION } WOMEN

Sterilization 5 also a4 P rim n':
opprestion against Puerto Rican women.
We are oppressed by our own cullure that
limits us to the rmoles of homemakar,
mother, and bearer of many children,
which messures male  wirility. We have
been made dependent on  family and
home for our wery existence. We are used
by us. corporations to test the satety of
birth confrol pills before placing them on
the market for sale. Our bodies are wsed
by capitalists for sxperimentation to find
new money making and genocidal gadgets.

As 3 result, 1 out of every four
isters who try it die from self-induced
abortions, giving Puerte Ricans the

Sendlc disappearsd as he tralned and pre-
pared for armed strugghe. v know that
the people no longer trusted in the govern-
ment or alsctons, that the country was
golng more and more downhill, with Inflation,
low wages, unemployment, The Uruguayan
dream  (like rhe amerkkkan doeam) was
fading fast,

FIRST ASSAULT

i July, 1963, an assault on the Club
de Tire de Colonia Suiza got some dozen
rifien for the group which was still unknown,

We, a5 Puerte Ricans, know this
by examining u.s. history in terms of our
own islend. When the wu.s. wanted te
establish & power base in the Carribean,
they faked 3 war with Spain, who at the
time held Puerte Rico as a colony. The
us. then toock ower our island, whii, has
never enjoyed freedom as a nation, and
used up our fertile land to establith
military bases that ¥ would wie to
oppress the people of the Carribean. We
saw what a power base means to the ws.
in 1965, when american troops were
mobilized on our island and sent to Santo
Dominge te suppress the struggle of our
Brothers and Sisters for liberation. The
result of that invasion was the death of
3000 psopls. We see every day what a
power base means to the us. because we
know that the Puerte Rican people starve
while our island’s riches are exported to
the u.s.

In Indoe-China, the situation s
heading in the same direction, The wu.s.
went to VietMam to establish 8 powar
base and the fact that millions of people
are dying means: nothing to the ws.-it is
a natural thing to amerikkka to allow
peaple ta die for its groed For
amerikkka, money andpowgr are the only
important thinga.

Mow the VietNam war has reached
into Lags, Thalland and Cambodia, thres
nations that had wanted to remain neutzal
in verms of the Vietliam conflict. Cambodia
is a perfect example of the mad tacties
uped by the Iimperialists o gain power,
Galn power--not fight communiam, which
g what the w.s. vells us. [In the Soviec
sphere of Influance the wa, fights communisam
with a radio show=-Radlo Free Europé--
not  with soldiers and napalm and
coups d'etats (owerthrow of “unfriendiy®™
govarnmaents). This is because the power
base there is already In the hands of
imperialist Russia and also becauss the
ui. is 8 racist country that believes that
it can pull all kinds of shit on Third
Werld paople.

In Cambodia, the ex-ruler, Prince
Sihanouk, whoe was supported by most of
the people of Cambodia, was overthrown
by a small group backed by amerikkia.
The new “ruler” of Cambodia is more
pro-West (friendly) than anything else; and
more than likely, he is a puppet of the
us. like Thieu in South VietMam, or
Ferre in Puertoe Rico. This monster has
learned to use ws. tactics in order to
maintain  his power. (Powsr he gaimed
illegally and againsgt the wishes of the
Cambodian people.) He has decided, or
the u.s. has dec ided for him, that in
order to stay In power he must slaughter
the innocent WVietnamese people thai
reaide In Cambodia, Lon Mol. the puppet
pul in Sihanouk’s place, listened to nixon
as they slept together the night before
the two lovers overthrew Sihanouk; nixen
told Thel that night that the best way to
heep himsalf in power would be to do
what no-dick had done: "Blame a national
minority for the problems you yourself
put on the people, and kill off large
numbers of tham (genocide).” This
technique, called divide and conguer, is
used in amerikkka betwean Blacks and
Puerto Ricans, non-whites and poor
whites.

Lon Mol has ordersd his soldlers to
destroy the homes of VietNamesspeople
and hai killed them in cold blood, The
rivers of Cambodia carry the bodies of
dead WVietMamese, obviously killed
defenselessly because while they float by
their hands are seen tied behind their
backs. But, it Is not going to be easy for
the we,, Lon Mol, Thi=su, or anyone else
to take over the count les of the Asian
people. We know that VietNam won't let
them--They've bean fighting for ower eight
years. In Cambodia, Lsos, and Thailand
the people have risen to fight the real
enemy--u.s, imperialism and all its puppets.
They have seen like other pecple all over
the world that pepsi<cola, rockefeller,
umited fruit co., ete., do not belnnq in
thelr countries taking their resources to
make a few people in the ws. rich. In
P.R., Latin Americs, and anywhere the
u.s. has robbed, killed, and enzlaved
people, thers are many who are saying
ENOUGH, BASTA YA! The Cambodian
people will see who the real enamy s
and unite with their Brothers and Sisters
to eliminate the ecancer of amerikkkan
impaerialism.
