On Thursday, May 7, 500 Bronx
high ichool students wers attecked and
many were savagely beatem by & mob of
wild, rocist pigs at the Arthur Awvenue
draft board. The Puerto Ricon and Black
students from Morris H.S. and  Jane
Addams H.5. were exercising their
constitutional right [1st amendment) 1o
assemble and peacefully demonstrate
against the Cambodian Invasion and the
Vietnamesa War.

It is obvipus that the pig power
structure of NYC no longer recognizes
any rights for the Puerto Rican and Black
community. Students who had been
picketing peacefully werne chated as far a
4 blocks, beaten, and left bleeding on the
ground, A sister was chased by 4 pigs in
@ oar when she couldn't run
amymore, they beat her to the ground
and left her there. Another sister who
didn’t move fast enough was pinned up
against a4 fenca by a 6-foot tall pig who
broke his club over her head. When a
YOUNG LORD with medical supplies
tritd to help her, he was attacked by 2
more pigs. Another mamber of the YLO
was also singled out and clubbed.

The draft board demonstration grew
out of the struggle of Morris H.3S.
students to have a woice in the running
of thair school. Two weeks before, a
membsar of the YLO was forbidden to
speak  to students and threatened with
arrest, aven though two classes and their
teachers had invited him in to discuss the
YLO 13-Point Program.

The student: were angry and
demanded to know why they couldn't
invite speakers into their school. Doesn't
education mean an exchange of ideas?
Why was the scheol administration trying
to prevent them from hearing 8 speaker
who would talk about the realities of life
in tne Fugrto Rican and Black
community? What wera they ftrying to
hide? The Brothers and Sisters were
demanding a true education of their
cuture, and an education that dealt with

The Morris students drew wup & st
of demands and presented them to the
principal, & Black “tom” who puts her
career over the education of our people.
The people were demanding the right to
have a studentwritten and controlled
newspaper  (Morris  has no  newspaper 30
that Brothers and Sisters can commumnicate
with each other and exchange idex); to
reproduce leaflets on their school’s
mimeograpgh machines, using ther school's
papdr; to put up posters in their school;
and to distribute leaflets and information
inside  their school. The asdministration
doesn’t want swdents to be able to
communicate, to unite. A strong, united
student body will not continue to lbten
to the racist, irrelevant teachings of
people who neither respect nor love the
Puerto Rican and Black people.

Although the elected student
government approved the demands, the
principal said she would not give up her
right to run the school. The students
took to the streets, on strike. We know,
and the students know, that Morris H.

The Puerto Rican and Black worker in the
Human Services is known as an assistand,
assistant to the teacher, the assistant to the
welfare investigator, and in the hospitals we
are the assistants to the doctors, nurses, social
workers, elc,

As | assistants  (sophisticated word  for
slave) we are lolally oppressed and
unforfunately at the same time we assist in
the u|1]:|rf.'cu'ﬂ-|1 of our p{.‘npk‘.

Eighty per cent of the hospital workers
are Puerto Rican and Black —residents of the
poaresl communitics. As Puerto Ricans and
Black workers in the emergency rooms and
clinics, we see what oppression in the hospital
is like, the inferior medical atfention our
neighbors are subjected to or obligated o
accept. The worker also gets the same
treatment. The enemy effectively divides the
people and the worker finds himself each day
divided more and more into two categories:
fhe worker that identifics with the hospital
and defends the oppressive, abusive and racist
ihieving doctors: the worker that does not
turn his back on his people and defends the
patients and his co-workers above cverything
clse,

The newly formed Health Revolutionary
Unity Movement s in the second category.
The organization was formed for two reasons:
we know that the health system will not
change unbess we push that necessary change?
the unions 199 and Disirict Council 37, even
though progressive in the question of salaries,
do nol fight against the conditions imposed
on the workers nor the quality of the medical
seTvices aur people are receiving.

Many struggles have risen in the hospitals
by revolutionary Puerto Rican and Black
workers, During one of these struggles less
than a year age in Lincoln Haspital, the
workers took over the mental health services
demanding commwunity control  of the
services. Alo in 3 dump of a clinic in the
Lower Easi Side, the Governeur Clinic, a
similar struggle was waged.

Although the struggles have not
triumphed significantly they have helped us
to learn self-organization.

The organization &, composed of Puerto
Rican and Black workers of Metropolitan,
Lincoln, Governeur hospitals and NENA
Health Center gmong many others.

We insist that the time has come (o act
against a system that enriches itself at the

So that our struggle can be effective, we
must make clear our purposes. That & why
the Health Revolutionary Unity Movement
uses the W0-Point Program as their principal
guide. Our efforts have been demonstrated
with the educative newspaper, “For the
People’s Health.,” In addition, we work in
complete  solidarity  with  the erganizations
that have shown their commitment fo serve
and protest the exploitation and oppression
of our people, such as: the Young Lords
Organization and the Black Panther Party.

In the next edition of “For the People's
Health” we shall announce our first general
meeting. We invite all workers to attend and
in that wav join the Health Revolutionary
Unity Movement.

In unity, there is strength? the same
enemy of the Cambodian peeple is found in
the hospitals.

Puerto Rican Liberation Fighter

On March 1, 1954, the members of the us,
house of representatives were  busily
discuissing their empire, making decisions that
would affect people the world over, One of
the topics to be discussed that day was the
status of the Chamizal district befween Texas
and Mexico, that the Mexican government
wanted back {and which the u.s, did not wani
to give up). The rulers of the united states
empire were also going to discuss Puerto Rico
that day since our nation was still reacting to
the attempted revolution of 1950, It was
twelve noon when a woman and three men
stood up in the spectators gallery, The small,
slender woman grabbed her .45 aufomatic
with both hands, fired the first shots and kept
on going until her clip was empty. Her three
companions did the same and for the five
iriftites that they shot down into the house
floor, the fat, old, self-proclaimed rulers,
looked like chickens with their heads cut off
running in every direction. and scared o
death. As all four em ptied their guns, and the
house guards came at them. Lolita Lebron,
unfurled the Puerto Rican flag. wrpped it
around her arms and velled for the waorld to
hear, “QUE VIVA PUERTO RICO LIBRE.”

Lolita Lebron, 31, Rafael Cancel Mirand:
23, Irving Flores Rodrigues, 23, and Andres
Figueroa Cordera, 23, struck a blow againsl
the united states colonial power that day that
is: only equalled in its daring r.':mmgé_ and
dedication to the cause of the liberation of
the Puerto Rican nation by the attempied
amsnsination of president roman in 1950 by
Oscar Collazo and Griselio Torresola, They
maniaged to woud five congressmen that day
(including one from New York wvery
serionsly ). Their intent was o show the
united states congress  (whose  house
committee on Insulsr  Affairs and senate
commitiee on Territorial and Tnsular Affais
rule every aspect of Poerto Fican life) that
the people of Puerto Rico would rather dic
fighting for our liberation than sit idly by and
watch our destinies and lives decided and
determined by northamerikkkan rulers.

BLOW FOR ALL
THIRD WORLD

In many ways fhose four Boringuenos
struck a blow not only for Puerto Rico but
for all Third World people in the united states
and around the plinet. One of the four,
Rafael Cancel Miranda had long been an
advocate of Hberation for Afro-amerdcan
people in the united states. He had been
arrested in Puerto Rico in 1948 for refusing to
be drafted into the us. army and had been
sentenced o three years in jail. During his
time in the Atlania, Tallshasse, and other
federal prisons, he actively tried to arganize
black brothers to fight against the racism and
oppression that they faced more than other

ners, Because of the effectiveness of his
activities and his courage (he frequenily
kicked guards in their ssses for abusing him or
his brothers), he spent most of his time being
transferred from one jail fo another or being
kept in solitary.

As always, the united states treated this
act of liberation as an excuse to repress mone
Puerto Ricans, especially those who had been
active in the campaigns to free the political
prisoners of 1950, Along with Lolita, Rafasl
.-\nd.n.-sl. and [Irving, eleven other Boricuas
from New York were charged with attem pting
to overthrow the government of the united
states. Tn Puerto Rico, Don Pedro Albizuy
Campos, waz sent 4h jail for saying 1o a
reporter that the four patriots had “realized
an act of sublime heroism.™ Don Pedro hagd
een pardoned after serving four vears of a
life sentence for his robe in the revolution of
1950. Bui now, through a blatant violation of
their own jive laws, colonial PuUppel govemor
Luis Munoz Marin retracted the pardon and
sent Don Pedeo back to jail just for making »
public statement. He staved in Jail il e
was killed through “treatments” in 1965,

This plus the fact that the Chamizal land
between Mexico and the united states was
being discussed that day caused people all
over Latin America to label the fonr Puerio
Rican warriors, “LOS CABALLEROS DE LA
RAZA." This meant that they struck a blow
not only for Puerto Rico but for all people of
the Third World (La Raza).

Lolita, Rafsel, Andres, and Irving were all
Fuerto Ricans of humble working
backgrounds who had been living in New
York and building up the Nationalist Party
Junta (mission) here. Lolita Lebron, the
valient leader of the groop, worked in a
factory in Mew York just Hke most of our
sisters still do. She had two children and at
the time of the attack was head secretary of
the Junta in New York City. She was small in
size (about 4 feet, 10 inches - 95 pounds) but
had the courage and energy of ten people.
Since the attempted revolution in 1950, she
had been active in the publicity and fund
raising ¢nm:rrai:gns to free the political
prisoners and keep Oscar Collazo from being
murdered in the electric chair.

Rafael Cancel Mirandn was a tall {6 feet, 2
inches) brother who was known throughout
the Mationalist Party for his sirength, intense
political activity, and hatred of the
northamerikkkan oppresor. He often smacked
gringus or colonial police who showed

isrespect or abused our people. He was fast
with his hands and as the house of
representatives action showed, fast with a
gun. Rafael also had two children and at the
time of the attack was, like Lolita, wn:rlcins m
one of New York City's sweat shops,

Andres Figueroa Cordero, was o short
brother who walked with a Limp. He had
worked for years at Pedro and Julia's badega
on the comer of 03rd Street and Park
Avenue as a butcher. He was a cadre of the
Nationalizst Party Junta in New York and like
Irving Flores, also a cadre, was very active in
doing the work of trying to free all of the
pwuilgml prisoners that had been failed in

50 YEARS IN JAIL

Conrad Lynn and Mark Lane were among
the many lawvers who defended “LOS
CABALLEROS DE LA RAZA™ and the
cleven other brothers and sizrers, After mauch
propaganda abouwt the “violeni attempt to
averthrow  the government,” the courl
scntenced Lolita Lebron to 25 io 50 vears in
jail; and Rafael Cancel Miranda, Irving Flores
Fh:-l:ln_u_lll.v_ and Andres ]"i!ll:n:m:u Cordero to
X5 o 75 vears in mil.

When one locks back at the history of
Black and Puarto Rican in relation
to white western amerikkka, one can see the
attempt o westsInize us and erasa our
culture, The obvious atempt o take AwWay
our culture and dehumanize us is really an
attempt to le abour our Latin and Black
heroes,

Malcalm X, an Orthodox Muslim, born in
amerikkka, was one of the few brothers o
rise ot of the degradation that all Blacks
and Puerto Ricans experience in Babylon
He began o talk about our sltuation honestly
and reallstically.

When Malcolm spoke in ballrooms or on
Bireel corners, he would mever argue Over
whose religion wae better, over who was
blacker, over whose organization was batter,
or over who Is more Puerto Rican than who.
He would rap about our most baglc meed—
control of land (Point #7 of the Y.L.O.
Program stapes: We want community control
of our institutions amd land), Withour the
control of the land that you eat, sleep, work,
worship, live or learn om, your religion is
not yours, the products of your work are not
yours, the teachings of your schools are not
yours, your lives are notyours and in reality,
you are mothing but '"20th century slaves
a8 Malcolm puts it.

When talking aboutr land, the conversa-
tlon narurally leads to revolution. Bloody
revolution, Blacks and Puerto Ricans have
tlways struggled to be free and to control
thelr own livea, We have tried every way
possible and we have nob gotté. Anywhere.
That is why at this point we are talking
abour revolution, We know that this system
will never allow us to control ourland, What
we have to learn now le that we have to flght
for it,  Malcolm knew this, He said,
“You can't @ifg up on some lind, You
have o swing up on i,™

Malcolm knew enough o look at the
Viemamese (so-called VietCong) brothers
and alsters across the eea and see what.
they were doing about their freedorm. Hevo-
lutions are bBloody and Malcolm realized thar

aalde from war veperans, very few amer=
{kkkans know what mass killing looks like,
There hasn't been a war in amerikkka since
the economic quarrel between "'down-South"
and ""up-South*"—amerikkka does all its
dirty work outside of amerikkka where the
"silent majority’” cannot see it

People in amerikkks have become hung-up
on death and physical violence although thelr
whole world l& based on vilolence. Look
at Vietnam, Cambodia, Pusrto Rico, and
our own communities here in anmri‘kkk;.

Malcolm tried to educate the masses of
the people. Some listened, and some didn’t,
The revolutionary crganizations of today are
educating. Some people are Hstenlng. and
some aren’t. Some people are still running
around buylng the latest book on "'Revo-
lutionary Thought,"” or attending every rally
thinking that that 18 ALL that has o be done,
Well, how you golng to spand your time
when there are po more ""Books of the
Month ?**

Beginnlng on Tuweaday, May 19, there
will be a rally and S5-day festival In honor
of Malcolm, one of the greatest herces that
Black amd Puerto Rican people have o be
prowd of. The parade will begin at 12:00
noon,. I will start ar 160th and Broadway.

faciam since the 1930% has been felt heavily
by latine amerikkka, particularly Brazil.
because it has been alnce that time thagi
the right-wing military has comrolled Brazil
whether they ve been In power or not. Since
1945, every preaident has dad vo be approved
and backed up by the generals to stay in
office.  The last president — murderer-
dictator, costa e sllva, continued the rule
of Brazil by the military; (1/2 of hils cabinet
were from the armed forces) untll his
fortunate death in a helicoptar crash, Today,
Brazil is comyolled by a 3-man military
dictarorship. Censorship of the press, t.v.
and mass media 1s the rule, not the excep-
tion. Recently, when students demonstrabed
agalnet yanqui imperialem and for reforms
on the campus, they were murdered; thoss
who were captured alive were jalled and
then tormured mercilessly. On April 10,
the Brazilian Information Front released
ten names of the brothers and slsters who
had besn politically assassinaged by the
gemerals in cold blood. Among those namea
was the nime of Carlos Marighella, leader
of Madonal Liberarion Actlon. Borm Decem=
ber 5, 1911, the son of an ltalian immigrant
and a Black mother, Marighella at the
age of 23 joined the Brazilian Communist
Party when facist ideology entered Brazil and
other countries of latino amerikkka as a resulc
of hitler’s rise to power. He was failed,
one time abot, beaten and tortured many
times after that because of his leadership
in opposition to the dictarorial government,
Yer, be never revealed amything, never lost
bls deslve o wrench Brazil from the hands
of the yanquis and the ladfundistas (big
landownars ),

However, ig Iz common with many
communist parties in capiralist coumtries,
especially the u.8., the Brazilian Communist
Party was more given to speeches, writlng,
power plays within the party and pacifism
within the country than to revolution,

In' his resignation letter to the party
on December 10, 1966, Marighella stated thar
“Executive work has been limited to holding
meetings, writing up political notes, and
polilcal reporte. Thus thers Is no planned
action, mo  activity centersd around the
struggle."

He further went on o declare thar although
the peasantry is the troe balance of forces
in the Brazilian revolution...the Executive
Commitres subordinates proletarian actics
1o bourgeols tActics...

Also "after so much rhetoric about how
the violence of the ruling classes must be
met with the viclence of arms, nothing
has been done to make words match deeds,
Committment 18 forgoten and pacifism cofe
tinues o be praleed." Marighella then
declared, "...1 want o state publicly my
committment to revolutlonary struggle, side
by elde with the masses.....In Brazil the
solution,..can only be armed struggle, the
revolutionary road, the preparaton for armed
insurrection by tha people, with all the
consequences and all the implicatlons that

The objective of N.L.A, is “to liberate
Brazil and o force yanqui imperialism out."

Because of “‘reglonaliem.” a feeling of
loyalty toward one's region rather than
nation, the Matlonal Liberation Action did
not atart a8 & unified natlonal frome, Also,
in Brazil, there are 20 to 30 nxglnl.;n.tqua
claiming to be the “‘vanguard" and “‘revo-
lutionary,'” bt Marighella made it clear in
Brazil that only action makes the vnngun.:l;d..
While he saw the need for a8 united natlonal
[ront, he eaid, *'the most important problem
for all os us ks that everyone do his duy..."
Even so, in October of 1949, Charles Elbrick,
u.8. ambaseador was kldmapped in exchange
for the release of 15 political prisoners from
different political perspectives, Carlos
Marighella did not believe in too much rapping
about unity, The actions of his group proved
thieir desire for unity,

Once again the amerikkkan
overnment has sent troops to  push
ribbean people around. The island of

Trinicdad in the West Indies 5 run by @
governmént that allows the United States
and Great Britain to control the
Trinidadian  economy. Prime Minister Eric
Williams is  black, just like Ferre and
Marin are Puerto Rican, but he does not
support the mowve of the people towards
self-determination or Black Power.

The Black, East Indian and mulatto
people of Trnnidsd who are in  the
majority rioted against the government for
many reasons. The situation there is the
same or similar to that of the other
islands in the Carribean. One third of the
poeple in Trinidad are unemployed and
most of the people are illiterate. There
are almost oo health or sanitation services
for the people. All the money that is
made on the island that could be used to
help the people, goes out from the island
to great beitain and amerikicka,

When the people rose up to
demonstrate against their oppression, the
government and 36 leaders of the
rebellion were arrested and then denied
permission to see their families and
lawyers. One of the brothers who B il in
jail has not been allowd to see a doctor.
A dusk 1o dawn curfew was imposed and
every night the sounds of pigs shooting at
the people were heard.

The Black Power movement in
Trinidad i the fame struggle that h-éilllg
fought all over the world and. here in
amerikkka, In Washington, D.C, and New
York last week, Trinidadian students
demonstrated  against  the ws.  sending
troops to their island, to help out the
government of Prime Minister Williams.
Just 8= in 1965 ships were sent from
Puerto Rico to conmtrol the people of the
Dominican Republic, this time the ships
were sent to Trinidad. Puerto Rico is
baing wsed a5 o base of operations in the
Caribbean to put down any protests
against the amerikkkan gowernmint.

The
united stntes rulers  (rockefeller, limdsay,
ibum., a. & & 1., the bankers, etc.) have had
their armies in YVietMam and all of Asia not
because of any “eammundst invasion™ bat
because they want to sieal the rubber, oil,
minerals; wood, and other wealth of the
people of Asia. They have been doing this for
150 years in Latin America (where they have
left the countries so empty and poor that
Veneroela, for example, the world® biggest
oil-exporting country, will be dry of oil in 14
years of amerikkkan exploitation ).

uns. imperialist expansion in Asin began
with Japan, then spread to Korea, the
Phillipines, and s now trying to take over all
of utheast Asia. The countries thers
(VietNam, Cambodia, Laos, Thailand) contain
some of the richest deposits of wealth in the
whole world. The united states capitalists
because they need to keep robbing from the
waorld in order to keep making more profits,
understand that Southeast Asia is one of the
Iast places left for it to take over and exploit
{Africa is next).

But the gtql::dlc of Southeast Asia,
especially the VietNamese, are not standin
by and allowing their land to be stolen an
themsleves to be killed. They are waging a
people’s war against the foreign amerikkkan
aggressor, to save their homeland. The united
states cannot fool anybody by stating that
they are fighting communist invaders; they
are the invaders who are tryving to fake over
other people’s countrics. If they are really
fighting communism, why are they buying,
selling, and trading with all of the so-called
communist countries of eastern europe? It is

because the ws is a racist country that does
nof consider Third World, colored p{:nple-_s as
human beings. The united states dropped the
atemic bomb on Japan, but not on Germany:
it stole the land of the Indians in this country,
and then WH'!IM them ot rgcnu-cideﬁ; it :rimmd
off 60 million Africans from their homeland
and subjected them to slavery in this country:
it invaded Prerto Rico, and when we did not
allow our land to be taken without a fight
(Don - Pedro  Albizo Compos and  the
Mationalist Party's struggle), they killed ws,
arrested, us, uprooted us from our island, and
threw us into concentration camps in the
ghettoes of their cities and on their farms:
they rounded up 60,000 Asian people during
the second world war and pot them in prison
camps because the v.s. was fighting Japan, but
did not do it to Germans and [talians though
they were fighting against them too.

The men and women who are the
presidents of the big companies and
corporations. and who mun city hall, the army,
and washington, are all vicious, racist
murderers who will stop at nothing to make
money, money, and more money. here and
around the world.

50 when the us. went into Cambodia,
they were not surprised that they didn't find
any “headquarters.” They were never looking
for any since they have stopped fighting
people’s armies. They tried that but were
defeated when the- Tet offensive of January,
1968, dealt the death Blow 1o the amerikkkan
army n VietMam. They are in Cambodia to
wipe out the Cambodian people and fake
their wealth before a people’s army can
dn-cl'-up.

When one hundred giant B-52 bombsers, each

committing genccide of the most vicious and
inhuman kind.

Culebra is one of the four major izlands
