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THE HEAT kS ON...

Orchard Beach in the Bronx is more than
just a long stretch of sand divided into 13
sections. For thousands of Puerto Ricans and
Blacks it's the only beach we have. We're
stuck with it.

Because we have no other place to go,
we're forced to swim in waters that white
communities empty their sewage into.
Because no other beach facilities are available
in the Bronx, we crowd intg Orchard every
weekend to relax. Like the schools, the
hospitals, and like the Tombs, Orchard Beach
too is terribly overcrowded. On top of all this
our beach is occupied by police who think
that spics aren’t human and have to be
controlled and supervised. There are more
police at Orchard than at any other beach in
the city. It's not bad enough that we have to
fight this system and its goons all week long;
they even want to tell us how we can relax.

On Sunday, August |16, hundreds of Puerto
Rican and Black brothers and sisters at
Orchard Beach said “Basta Ya! You ain't
gonna control us no more!” Fighting broke
out after a policeman threw a headlock on a
brother who was sitting on a railing. (It's our
beach, but these fools make rules that say
what we can or can't do there.) The cop was
choking the brother as he dragged him away.
The chump didnt understand that the days
are long gone when Puerto Ricans will stand
by and watch a brother or sister being beaten.
The pig was hit with a garbage can upside his
head, and the brother got away.

Good gobs of police ran down to sections |,
2, and 3 and began pushing and shoving the
people. They were really uptight and wanted
to provoke an incident so that they could get
revenge for their boy who was wearing a
garbage can as a hat. Cops on horses charged
into the crowds. They grabbed a brother and
clubbed him over and over in full view of
everybody. And the shit was on. Bottles and
rocks had the police, who are basically punks,
running scared. Reinforcements came and
they began to club, punch and kick anyone
that didn’t run fast enough. A father who
tried to pull his small son out of the way of
the horses had his head split open. A teenage
sister who was sitting on a railing watching
was blackjacked in the face, in the side, and
on the arm. One fat, short-necked slob drove
a police jeep into crowds of people to force
them to jump over the railing. Other lames
came on foot and picked people up and threw
them over the railing and down onto the sand.
Cops on horses and in jeeps chased and
clubbed people on the sand in sections 1 and
2.

We can rap about police brutality for days,
but until we learn that we must have
community control of our institutions and
land (Point 5 of the YLP Program), we will
continue to be hassled on our beach, in our
schools, in our hospitals, and on our blocks.
Two things were shown very clearly on
Sunday. First, we do not have any control at
Orchard (our land). Who makes all those
weird rules? Who assigns all those police to
patrol and watch us while we try to relax?
Who sends plainclothes police to spy on us at
the beach? Who decides that only the
concession stands can sell things? (this means
that a brother who sells piragua can’t come to
our beach. If we want ices, we've got to give

our money to the people who run the baqph'

concessions, not to our own people.) Who
makes all these decisions? Who has all this
control over what goes down on our land?
MNot us! But we should, because it's our
beach!

The second thing that was made clear by
Sunday’s police riot was that we've got to
defend each other. We have got to defend any
brother or sister that is attacked, whether we
know them or not. We've got to begin to see
ourselves as one family. The father whose
head was broken at Orchard Beach could have
been your father. We've got to defend all our

- fathers, mothers, brothers, and sisters. Just

the same way you’'d want your brothers and
sisters to jump up and defend people you
love, you've got to protect any of our people
that are attacked. We are being oppressed as a
group, and we’ve got to fight as a group.

People learned a lot at Orchard Beach that
day. They put into practice what the Party
has been talking about-- “We want
community control of our institutions and
land.” And they were willing to fight for it.
After the pigs had pulled out, brothers and
sisters rapped about what had gone wrong and
what would have to be done next time.

“Next week we've got to come back with
slingshots for the horses.”

“We shouldn’t have tried to fight so many
police in jeeps and on horses. They're trained
in crowd control. We should wait till they pull
out most of their men and jack up the two

es mas que un largo trecho de tierra dividido
en trece secciones. Es la tnica playa que
existe para miles de Puertorriquehos y Negros.

Estamos estancados en este pedazo de playa.

Ya que no tenemos otro sitio donde ir,
estamos forzados a nadar en aguas en que las
comunidadaes blancas tiran sus desperdicios.
¥Ya que no hay otras playas disponibles en el
Bronx, nos tenemos que amontonar en
Orchard todess les fines de semana para
recrearnos. Como las escuelas, los hospitales,
y como las Tumbas, la Playa Orchard estd
tambien terriblemente superpoblada. Encima
de todo esto, nuestra playa es ocupada por la
pniief;a que piensa que los Boricuas no son
humanos y tienen que ser controlados y
supervisados. Hay mas pnlicfﬁs en Orchard
que en cualquier otra playa en la ciudad.
Como si no fuera suficiente el tener que
pelear con este sistema y sus boberias toda la
semana, ellos gquieren decirnos como nos
podemos recrear.

El Domigo 16 de Agosto, cientos de
Puertorriquenos y hermanos y hermanas
Negros en la Playa Orchard dijeron: “Basta
Ya! Tu No nos vas a controlar mas!” Una
pelea se desarrollo despues que un policia
agarro por el cuello a un hermano que estaba
sentado en la barandilla. (Es nuestra playa,
pero estos zaﬁganus hacen leyes que dicen lo
que podemos hacer o no hacer allfl) El jara
estaba estrangulando al hermano a la misma
vez que lo arrastraba. El pendejo no entendia
que los dias cuando los Puertorriquenos se
paraban y miraban ha un hermano o hermana
ser golpeado habian pasado. El puerco fue
golpeado en la cabeza con un zafac6n de
basura, y el hermano se solto,

Un grupo grade de pt}lit:ias corrié hacia las
secciones uno, dos, y tres y empezaron a
empujar y a echar a un lado a las personas.
Ellos estaban con coraje y querfan provocar
un incidente para poder vengarse de lo que le
habia pasado a su companero que estaba
usando un zafacén de basura como sombrero.
Jaras a caballo se tiraron encima del grupo de
personas. Los jaras agarraron a un hermano y
lo golpearon una y otra vez y la vista de todos
los presentes. Y la porquerfa continuaba.
Botellas y piedras se encargaron de los
puercos, gue son basicamente unos pendejos,

y corrieron asustados. Refuerzos vinieron y
comenzaron a golpear y patear a toda aquella
persona que no corriera rapido. Un padre que
trato de halar a su hijo pequeho para que no
fuera golpeado por los caballos de los puercos
salic con la cabeza rajada. Una hermana
adolescente que estaba sentada en la
barandilla, mirando, fue macaneada en la cara,
en el costado y en el brazo. Un policia gordo,
de cuello corto y baboso, le tiro el “jeep”
encima a el grupo de personas forzandolos a
brincar sobre las barandillas. Otros jaras
vinieron a pie y cojieron personas y las tiraron
sobre las barandillas. En las secciones uno y
dos puercos en caballos y en "jeeps”
persiguieron y golpearon a las personas en la
arena.

Nosotros podemos hablar sobre la
brutalidad policiaca por dias, pero hasta que
no aprendamos que debemos controlar
nuestras instituciones y tierra (Punto 5 del
PARTIDO DE LOS YOUNG LORDS), vamos
a seguir siendo maltratados en nuestras playas,
en nuestras escuelas, en nuestros hospitales, y
en nuestros blogues. Dos cosas gue nos
ensenaron muy claramente el Domingo.
Primero, nosotros no tenemos ningun control
en Orchard (nuestra tierﬁai. Quién hace todas
esas reglas locas? Quien asigna todos esos
policias a vigilarnos y miranrnos mientras
tratamos de divertirnos? Quién manda policias
encubiertos a espiarnos en la playa? Quien
decide que solamente establecimientos con
licencias pueden vender? (Esto quiere decir
que el hermano que vende piraguas no puede
venir a nuestra playa.] Si queremoas hielo,

tenemos que darle nuestro dinero a las

personas que tienen los establecimientos con
licencias en la playa, y no a nuestra propia
gente. Quien hace todas estas decisiones?
Quién tiene todo el control sobre lo que pasa
en nuestra tierra? Mo somos nosotros! Pero
nosotros debemos tenerlo, porque es nuestra
playa!

El segundo punto que fue expuesto el
Domingo en los desérdenes provocados por la
polica fue que nos tenemos que defender unos
a los otros. Tenemos que defender cualguier
hermano o hermana que es atacado, no
importa si lo conocemos o no. Tenemos que
comenzar a mirarnos como una familia. Al
padre que le rompieron la cabeza en la Playa
Orchard podfa haber sido tu padre. Tenemos
que defender todos nuestros padres, madres,
hermanas, v hermanos. En la misma forma
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que tu quieres tu hermano y hermana
defiendan a las personas que tu amas, tu
tienes que proteger a cualquiera de nuestra
gente que ha sido atacado. Nosotros hemos
sido oprimido como un grupo, y tenemos que
pelear como un grupo.

Nuestra gente aprendic mucho ese dia en la
Playa Orchard. Ellos pusieron en préctica lo
que el PARTIDO DE LOS YOUNG LORDS
han estado diciendo: "Mosotros queremos gque
nuestra comunidad controle nuestras
instituciones vy tierra.” Ellos estuvieron
dispuestos a pelear por esto.

Después que los puercos se fueron,
hermanos y hermanas hablaron de lo gque
habia estado mal y lo que hay que hacer para
la préxima vez.

"“La prc;xfma semana tenemos que volver
con dondas para los caballos.”

“Mo debimos de tratar de pelear con tantos
policias en “jeeps” y caballos. Ellos estdn
entrenados en el control de multitudes.
Debemos esperar a que ellos retiren la
mayoria de sus hombres y agarrar los dos que
ellos dejan atrds y desquitarnos los ataques
que han sufrido nuestros hermanos vy
hermanas."

“Nadie debe tirar objetos de la parte de
atras en los grupos de personas y luego irse ya
que las personas que estan cerca de los
puercos son los que son mas maltratados.”

““Tenemos que dividirnos en grupos
pequenos para pelear con los puercos. Dale al
puerco y piérdete.”

“No todo el mundo debe estar parado y
apinado en un grupo grande. Es muy fécil
para los puercos atacarnos.”

“La unica forma en que le podemos
enseénar una leccion a los puercos es esperando
hasta la préxima semana cuando ellos no lo
esperen y castigar uno de los puercos con
botellas y piedras o lo que encontremos y
luego irnos antes que ellos traigan refuerzos.”

Nosotros en el PARTIDO DE LOS YOUNG
LORDS creemos que es importante discutir y
corregir nuestros errores. Pero también
debemos saber que nuestro Gltimo anhelo no
es pelear con la policia. Es la liberacion de
nuestra gente y la recuperacion de nuestra
tierra. Nosotros debemos controlar nuestras
vidas. No vamos a permitir que nada nos pare.

What happens to a Puerto Rican that has
_ shown a love for his people? A man that loves
his family and works two jobs so that he can
provide at least the basic necessities for them?
A quiet family man that has dedicated his lifé
to visiting his family? He gets arrested and
charged with conspiracies, bombing, etc. by
the power structure of this system—— the
power structure that is frantically trying to
squash the people’s struggle. He is used as a
scapegoat without a second thought about his
innocence, his family, or himself.

They thought that Carlos Feliciano, a
quiet, uninvolved family man, would not get
any help from the people because he was not
known: but the injustice department is
finding out that we, the Puerto Rican
community, will not turn our back on a sister
or a brother, whether we know him or not.
All Puerto Ricans are brothers and sisters,
part of a family; and when any member of
our family is attacked, the whole family
comes out in his support. This is what we are
doing and what we must continue to do.

The f.b.i. and local detectives, knowing
Carlos’ innocence and realizing that the
people are not going to let them get away

with this frame-up, are frantically trying to
fabricate evidence, even going to the extent of
going to the jobs and homes of everybody
that has ever spoken to Carlos and threatening
them that they will tell their neighbors,
bosses, and co-workers that they have been
involved in a plot to make bombs., But no
matter what type of pressure the police use,
the people only tell the truth——that Carlos is
a respected family man and that they have
never known him to be otherwise. For this
honesty and bravery, the f.b.i. is desperately
trying to get them fired and discredited in
their communities.

Lydia, Carlos’ wife, mother of 5 children
and expecting the 6th in December, is
constantly harassed by detectives, day and
night. They have even tried to break into the
basement of their home, making Lydia so
nervous that she has trouble sleeping. Besides
all this she has to raise a family by herself,
without a husband that had shared all the
responsibilities and joy of raising a family.
Finding herself pregnant and alone with her 5
children, Lydia is showing tremendous
strength and understanding. She wants to be
able to tell her children who constantly ask
for their father that he will be coming home
soon, that their family will be together again

and will survive the attempts by this vicious
system to destroy them.

Carlos Feliciano was not destroyed in 1950
by our oppressor, and he will not be
destroyed now. He knows he is innocent and
is aware of the plot to use him as a scapegoat
to appease the greedy and discourage the
people in their struggle against poverty,
racism. and exploitation. During the few visits
Lydia has been allowed with him, Carlos has
remained strong in his belief that the people
know the truth and will not let him down.

The 9th Point of the YOUNG LORDS

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Estan cometiendo genocidio contra la
nacion Puertayriquena con la esterilizacion de
las mujeres Puertorriquehas. En ninguna otra
nacion ha sido la esterilizacion tan
prevaleciente como forma de genocidio de un
pueblo oprimido.c Porque a los
Puertorriquerios? Primero, los estados unidos

necesitan a Puerto Rico como base militar

mantener ’Estahilidad puEftica' vy control en el
resto de la America Latina. Segundo, Puerm
Hn:l:r es el cuarto consumidor de mercancias
amerikkkanas en el mundo entero y produce
tremendas ganancias economicas a los
capitalistas amerikkkanos. Tam?ién Puerto
Rico provee soldados y un almacen de obreros
de baja paga, ambos necesarios para el
capitalismo amerikkkano. Una manera de
controlar una nacion de importancia vital es
limitando la poblacion.

La practica de esterilizacion en Puerto Rico
empezo en los 1930's cuando se impulsd la
esterilizacion como la Gnica forma de
contracepcion. En 1947-1948, 7 porciento de
las mujeres fueron esterilizadas; entre
1953-1954, 4 hermanas de cada 25 fueron
esterilizadas; y ya en 1965, el numero habia
llegado a una mujer de cada tres esterilizadas!

Este sistema fue impuesto sobre hermanas
nuestras de todas edades. Pero, desde 1965, la
tendencia ha sido de esterilizar las mujeres en
sus veintes cuando han tenido menos hijos.
Esto existe especialmente entre las hermanas
de la clase pobre que es la clase que produce
los futuros revolucionarios. La esterilizacidn
de jovenes madres Puertorriquenas con pocos
hijos significa que los estados unidos pueden
reducir y limitar significativamente la
pnhlaciurn Puertorriqguena en menos tiempo.

El genocidio por esterilizacion no es
Jlimitado a la isla de Puerto Rico. Tambien
existe en la colonia Puertorriquefia en los
estados unidos. En El Barrio, la esterilizacidn
‘todavia se practica como forma contraceptiva
entre mujeres, especialmente entre hermanas
jﬁvenea Una «de cada cuatro mujeres
esterilizadas en El Barrio tiene la operacion
cuando tiene entre 20 y 30 anos. El sistema
justifica su jodienda diciendo que las
hermanas van a Puerto Rico a operarse. Pero
la evidencia dice que mas de la mitad de las
hermanas son operadas agui mismo en Nueva
York y son empujadas a hacerlo por los
doctores. Otra vez, la esterilizacion en los
primeros anos rEpmductwos de la vida de una
mujer controla la pﬂblacmn Puertorriquena de
una manera substancial y permanente.

La esterilizacion tambien es una forma de
opresidn contra la mujer Puertorriguena.
Nosotras somos oprimidas por nuestra misma
existencias. Somos usadas por lad
corporaciones amerikkkanas para probar la
efectividad de la pildora contraceptiva antes
de ponerla en el mercado para venderla.

Nuestros cuerpos son usados por los
capitalistas para experimentacion para
consequir nuevos artefactos de hacer dinero y
genocidio. Nos impiden de recihir
informacidn adecuada de contracepcion vy
abortos legales. Como resultado, una de
cuatro hermanas que intenta aborto muere de
abortos inducidos por si misma, dandole a los
Puertorriquenos la infama dicha de tener la
proporcién mas alta de muertes causadas por
abortos que cualquier otro grupo. La
esterilizacion es solamente otra forma de
opresidn.

Genocide is being committed against the
Puerto Rican women! In no other nation has
sterilization been so prevalent as a means of
genocide against an oppressed people. Why
Puerto Rican? First, the united states needs
Puerto Rico as a military stronghold to
maintain ‘political stability”’ and control in
the rest of Latin America. Second, Puerto
Rico is the fourth largest worldwide consumer
of amerikkkan goods and yields massive
profits to amerikkkan capitalists. Also, Puerto
Rico supplies fighting men and a cheap labor

pool, both necessary to u.s. capitalism. One.

way to control a nation of vital importance Is
to limit its population size. The u.s. is doing
exactly this through sterilization.

The practice of sterilization in Puerto Rico
goes back to the 1930°s when doctors pushed
it as the only means of contraception. As a
result, throughout the island, Puerto Rican
women of childbearing age were sterilized. In
1947-1948, 7% of the women were sterilized;
between 1953-1954, 4 out of every 25 Sisters
were sterilized: and by 1965, the number
increased to | out of every 3 women. This
system was practiced on Sisters of all ages.
But, since 1965, the trend has been to sterilize
women in their early 20’s when they have had
fewer babies. This is especially true among
lower class Sisters where future
revolutionaries would come from.
Committing sterilization on young Puerto
Rican mothers with fewer children means that
the u.s. is able to significantly reduce and
limit the Puerto Rican population in a short
period of time.

Genocide through stetilization is not only
confined to the island of Puerto Rico. It is
also carried out within the Puerto Rican
colony in the u.s. In El Barrio, sterilization is
still practiced as a form of contraception
among women, especially young Sisters. One
out of four sterilized women in El Barrio has
the operation done when she's between 20
and 30. But the system justifies the shit
saying the Sisters go to Puerto Rico to get it
done. Yet the evidence says that over half the
Sisters get the operation done right here in
New York City and are strongly encouraged
by their doctors to do so. Again, sterilization
in the early reproductive years of a woman's
life limits the Puerto ' Rican population
substantially and permanently.

Sterilization is also a form of oppression
against Puerto Rican women. We are
oppressed by our own culture that limits us to
the roles of homemaker, mother, and bearer
of . many children which measures male
virility. We have been made dependent on
family and home for our very existence. We
are used by u.s. corporations to test the safety
of birth control pills before placing them on
the market for sale. Our bodies are used by
capitalists for experimentation to find new
moneymaking and genocidal gadgets. We are
prevented from getting adequate birth control

information and legal abortions. As a result, |

Las Tumbas es un sitio adonde la gente es
enterrada. Las Tumbas—el Ilugar en
Manhattan para la detencion de hombres——
es un sitio adonde los Puertorriquenos y
Negros son enterrados——vivos——y olvidados.

El 10 de Agosto, nuestros hermanos
encarcelados en las Tumbas se rebelaron en
contra del maltrato, las palizas, las comidas
podridas, las moscas, y los largos juicios
demorados y dijeron “Basta Ya. Somos
hombres. No aguantaremos que nos traten
como animales!” Tomaron poder del octavo
piso y después se apoderaron de otros tres
para protestar las condiciones en las Tumbas.
Su lista de quejas explica que las Tumbas
situada en las calles Centre y White fue
construida para mantener a 932 hombres,
pero que en Agosto 11 tenia 1,992
prisioneros. Muchos de nuestros hermanns no
han sido sentenciados pero estin en las
carceles. No han sido juzgado por un jurado
de sus iguales, pero como no tienen el dinero
para la fianza, son destinados a sufrir, 3 en

una celda, hasta que las cortes puedan atender
sus casos. Olvidese de nuestro derecho
constitucional a un juicio rdpido. Nuestros
derechos constitucionales fueron despedidos
de este pais hace tiempo ya.

Los hermanos reportaron que:

1) La Sociedad de Ayuda Legal no
abastecen a sus clientes con una defensa
vigora.

2) El tratamiento de los prisioneros,
primariamente Negros y Puertorriquenos, es
brutal.

3) Las esposas, hermanas, y madres que
visitan a los prisioneros reciben insultos
indecentes de los oficiales.

4) La comida no es comestible, ni propia
para humanns.

5) La prssmn Esta lnfestada con "piojos,
cucarachas, ramnes vy ratas.”’

6) Ropa le es negada a los encarcelados y a
veces pasan los meses y los prisioneros tienen
que usar la misma ropa.

7) El personal médico no es adecuado.

8) No hay suficientes libres sobre la ley
disponible para los prisioneros que estan
preparando sus propios documentos legales.
,9} No existe ni proceso justo, justicia
rapida, ni representacion legal adecuada.

Estas condiciones han existido en las
prisiones de ameérikkka por dnos. Las cérceles
aqui estan super-pobladas como nuestras
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escuelas hospitales, y comunidades. La gente
del Tercer Mundo es forzada a vivir bajo
condiciones terribles y bajo condiciones

no-humanas en muchos niveles diferentes. !
Muestra lucha tiene que cubrir todos estos
niveles——en las cdrceles, en las escuelas, en -

los hospitales, y en las calles. Tenemos que

apoyar a los hermanos en las Tumbas y en '

todas las otras prisiones. Todos son
prisioneros politicos. Su delito es el de ser
Puertorriquenc o Negro y tan pobre que no
pueden conseguir la fianza.

Los hermanos se estin organizando. Un
hermano que salid despuds de siete meses (el
tiempo que cojid su familia en obtener e[
dinero de fianza, $150) dijo que habia
presentido un nuevo espiritu en la carcel los
dltimos dos meses. “Las otras veces que yo
habfa estado ahf, los prisioneros estaban
condicionados a aceptar la brutalidad. Crefan
que si se quejaban o decian algo, eran
pendejos. Pero ahora es diferente. Nuestra
gente no estdn callandose.” Parte de la
diferencia viene -de la identificacion que

tienen Is encarcelados con el Partido de la:

Pantera Negra y con el PARTIDO DE LOS
YOUNG LORDS.

La prensa ha tratado de esconder las
noticias de los prisioneros. Quieren presentar
el incidente en las Tumbas como uno aislado.
En realidad, los prisioneros se han rebelado en
cada cdrcel de la ciudad. En Kew Gardens
County Courthouse en Queens los prisioneros
lograron apoderarse de la prision vy
demandaron que fueran tratados por ley
internacional porque todos eran prisioneros
poh‘c'lms (como son todos los pnsmnerus del
Tercer Mundo en amérikkka). También, como
Puerturrlquenas y Negros, esto es otra forma
de genocidio, otra forma de exterminar a un
pueblo.

And the food, the slop food they gave us.”

George, a prisoner in the Tombs {August
13, 1970)

Tombs are a place where people are buried.
The Tombs——Manhattan House of Detention
for Men——is a place where Puerto Ricans and
Blacks are buried—alive—and forgotten.

= August 10, our brothers imprisoned in
the Tombs moved against the mistreatment,
the beatings, the rotten food, the bugs, and
the long trial delays and said “Basta Ya. We
are men., We won't be treated like animals!™
They seized first the 8th floor and later three
other floors to protest conditions in the
Tombs.Their list of grievances explained that
the Tombs on Centre and White Streets was
designed to hold 932 men, but on August 11
was holding 1,992 prisoners. Most of our
brothers have not been sentenced, but they
are serving time. They have not been tried by
a jury of their peers, but because they don't
have money to post bail, they're forced to
suffer, three in a one-man cell, until the
courts get to their case. Forget about our
constitutional right to a speedy trial. Our
constitutional rights in this country were
thrown out long ago.

The brothers reported that:

1) The Legal Aid Society does not provide
its clients with a vigorous defense,

2) There is brutal treatment of prisoners,
primarily Blacks and Puerto Ricans.

3) Wives, sisters, and mothers who visit are
“indecently proposed to” by officers at the
prison.

4) There are not enough law books
available to prisoners preparing their own
legal documents.

5) Food is uneatable and “not fit for
human consumption.”

6] The prison is infested with “body lice,
roaches, rats, and mice.”

7) Clothing is not supplied to prisoners

detained for long periods of time so that some
prisoners are forced to wear the same clothes
for months.

8) There is an inadequate medical staff.

9) There is no due process, speedy justice,
or adequate legal representation.

These conditions have existed in
amerikkka's prisons for years. Amerikkkan
jails are overcrowded; but so are our schools,
hospitals, and neighborhoods. Third World
people are forced to live in substandard and
subhuman conditions on many different
levels, Our fight has to be on all these
levels——in the jails, in the schools, in the
hospitals, ard in the streets, We must support
our brothers in the Tombs and in every other

jail. They are all political prisoners. Their
crime is being Puerto Rican or Black and too |

poor to post bail.
The brothers are moving. One brother who

was ialeased after 7 months (the time it took |

his family to raise $150 bail) said that he
began to sense a new spirit in the jail in the
last 2 months. “The other times | was in,

prisoners were sort of conditioned to accept §

brutality. There was a feeling that if you said
something or complained, you were a punk.
It's different now. People are not giving in.”
Part of the difference, he said, came from an
identification with the Black Panther Party
and the YOUNG LORDS PARTY.

The press has tried to cover up the news
about the prisons. It is made to seem in the
news coverage that the Tombs is a unigue
case. Actually, prisoners revolted in every jail
and prison in the city. In Kew Gardens
County Courthouse in Queens, the prisoners
gained control and demanded they be tried by
an international court of law since they are
political prisoners (as are all Third World
prisoners in amerikkka). Also, for biacks and
Puerto Ricans, jail has become another form
of genocide, of extermination against a
people.

We should not let the importance of this
escape us. It is no accident that the prisoners’
demands took place a week after the

attempted escape of 3 brothers, led by
Jonathan Jackson, from a courthouse in
California. There is a direct connection:
People are moving towards liberation, and the
madmen and madwomen in the jails and
prisons, knowing the oppressor first hand, are
telling us on the outside to intensify our
struggle. The message of revolution gets across
all barriers. How else did the brothers at the
Tombs hang out a banner proclaiming,
“Power to the People!”’

The YOUNG LORDS PARTY knows that
the amerikkkan judicial system is geared to
maintaining the poverty, racism, oppression,
and exploitation of this system. Every time
we go to a court, we see our brothers and
sisters herded in, and the average time spent
on their cases is 8 minutes. In those eight
minutes, old, bored judges omnipotently
decide what our fate will be for months, years
and many times the remainder of our lives,
The courts and amerikkka's penal system
serve to radicalize and politicize our brothers
and sisters by showing them the true lying
nature of amerikkka.

On Monday, August 10, the Newark branch
of the YOUNG LORDS PARTY attended the
hearing of Raul Quilan, a brother who was
kdnapped and brutalized during the Puerto
Rican Parade (massacre) in Newark. The
entire session was spent listening to two
“police officers” oink lies about Raul. It was
very obvious that they were lying since they
contradicted each other. One said that I : was
driving when he saw Raul running from a pig
on horseback who was chasing him and that
there was no one else around. They then
stopped the car, jumped out, and caught
Raul. Raul resisted, he said, and was hit on
the shoulder with a nightstick. When the
American Civil Liberties Lawyer asked him
about Raul’s head injury which needed 20
stitches, the pig smiled and said that it must
have happened during the struggle, but that
he did not do it. He was also asked if Raul's
teeth were knocked out with a .38 special
that the pigs had rammed into his mouth.
When a photograph was produced, the cop
got very nervous and started to oink that it
was possible that some other pig did it while
he was writting up the report.

Raul told us that the cop being questioned
had done it after screaming obscenities and
spitting on his face. The two “officers” took
turns beating him; and when he passed out,
they revived him and beat him again.

After the other cop was asked in (they
were separated so they wouldn’t hear each
other’s testimony), he oinked a very different
story, saying he was also driving and that
besides the cop on the horse, the block was
filled with people. The only thing the lying
pigs agreed on was that they didn't crack
Raul’s head and that they saw Raul throw an
object through a window.

The real story is that Brother Raul Quilan
is guilty of being a Puerto Rican and proud of
it in racist Newark. Brother Raul is guilty of
marching and expressing his dissatisfaction
with amerikkka's colonial policy in Puerto
Rico. He is guilty of being a YOUNG LORD
and carrying a Puerto Rican flag. But there
are strong possibilities that 'the court will
prosecute our brother and try to jail him as
thousands of our people have been jailed by
amerikkkan "justice.” We will not stand for
any more political prisoners. Hands off Raul!

The 1ast point in the YOUNG LORDS
PARTY I3 Point Platform states that we want
a socialist society. In a socialist system, all
people regardless of race, sex or abilities are
entitled to certain human rights among which
are the right to food, shelter, clothing and
medical care. Since these things are basic
necessities of life, they should not have to be
paid for; they should be free.

The MNewark Branch of the YOUNG
LORDS PARTY has instituted preventive
medicine programs such as tuberculosis
testing to further insure the better welfare of
our people. On Saturday, August 8, we tested
over 250 persons (ages ranging form elders to
infants) for tuberculosis. The brothers and

i — S

sisters in the Party went door to door in the
streets of Orchard and Pennington in the East
Ward of Newark, speaking with our people
and explaining to them why it is necessary to
do TB testing. The people reacted very
favorably during the actual testing and during
the check-ups on all positive reactions.

Under this present capitalistic system, our
people have to wait until they contract a
sickness (such as tuberculosis) in order to
receive proper treatment. The hospitals
benefit from our sicknesses by making money
off them. We believe that the hospitals should
begin to serve the people by caring for them
before they get .ick, by testing and treating
them so that they don’t get sick. They should
institute free preventive medicine programs
not only dealing with tuberculosis, but with

anemia, lead poisoning and even the so called
“common cold”. The only way the people
will have good health care is by taking control
of our hospitals and we ourselves instituting
the necessary health programs. (Point 5 states
that we want community control of our
institutions and land.) The people know best
what the people’s health needs are.

gains anything. It's at a level where 12 year
old brothers are packing shotguns and sisters
are being busted for .38's.

The drug scene is relatively new in Philly.
The YOUNG LORDS PARTY knows that
because of the previous lack of strong
political revolutionary groups in Philly, the
system did not find it necessary to bombard
the ghettos with passifying drugs. And now
the PARTY will prepare to effectively deal
with the acceleration of the drug traffic that
will surely come. The people who run this
country have flooded communities with dope
before in order to kill the revolutionary spirit
of our young people.

Our brothers and sisters in Philly are out to
deal, and they've got a lot to deal with. There
is a coalition between councilman jannotti
and marianela bonet to destroy the YOUNG
LORDS in Philadelphia. All policemen carry
.357 magnums (one bullet can pierce a car

El capitan Parks: Primero deseo declarar
que la polftica del Departamento de Marina
hacia al Proyecto S227 no ha sido analizada

 todavia por el Negociado de Presupuesto. Por

tanto, estoy expresando los puntos de vista
del Jefe de Operacidnes Navales solamente.
Nuestros puntos de vista en este momento
son los mismos que fueron expresados por el
Departamento de Marina en mayo de 1943

ante este Comitd cuando se celebraron vistas .

pﬁblicas sobre el Proyecto del senado 5952,
del congreso 78.

El interds del Jefe de Operacidnes Navales
en este proyecto para conceder la

independencia a Puerto Rico, emana
solamente del punto de vista de la seguridad
nacional. Debido a su posicién y tamano,
Puerto Rico es de gran valor estratefgicu como
punto para base de operaciﬁn-e's navales. En
los primeros dias de la presente guerra, la
Marina llevd a cabo Ia Expansi[fn de sus
tenencias en Puerto Rico y construyo muchas
facilidades nuevas. Cuando se logrd dominar
el peligro submarino y bloguear la mguri:lad
de la flﬂta’de superficie alemana, se paru la
construccion de muchos proyectos que habian
sido aprobados para esta zona, En tiempos de
paz las facilidades terminadas serdn usadas
para mantener y sostener la instrucnicfn de la
fuerza designada que se establecerd en el
Caribe. En las guerras futuras, deseamos.estar
en condicidnes de extender estas facilidades
navales en Puerto Rico lo suficiente para
proveer el apoyo necesario a una flota tan
grande como sea necesaria, que sirva de
barrera al acercamiento de cualquier amenaza
que venga del sur o del este.

La cantidad de a;pansi:fn deseada
dependera'f del tipo vy tamano de la amenaza a
la cual haya que confrontarse. La cantidad y
tipo de facilidades que la Marina pueda
necesitar en Puerto Rico en el futuro no
puede ser preuis'ga por ahora.

Si son aereas,
caeran hajo la 1ur15dlcmﬁn del Secretario de
Aviacion; si navales, del Secretario de Marina;
si militares, del secretario de la guerra, bajo
la direccion conjunta general del Secretario de
Defensa de los ee. uu, Dentro de esas zonas no
podrd entrar nadie.

Esta mutilacibn de la nacionalidad
Puertn:riqueﬁh se esta llevando a cabo fria,
sistematicamente, ::cm miras a exponernos a
una total destruccion y a privarnos del
ejercisio de nuestro derecho en nuestro propio
territorio nacional.

El presente liderato colaborador con el
despotismo yangui en Puerto Rico, conoce
muy bien esta situacion y se siente apabullado
por el poder de los ee. uu. y guarda silencio,
pero dan su asentimiento tdcito al concurrir a
los banguetes que se& han venido celebrando
por los jefes militares, navales vy
representativos del Congreso de los ee.uu. que
vienen a inspeccionar la obra de destruccidn
que friamente vienen realizando los ee. uu. en
Puerto Rico, actualmente en Vieques.

El senador Butler, del congreso de los
ee.uu,, ha volado sobre Vieques flitimamente
con jefes navales y militares de los estados
unidos, y parece que, algo sobrecogido por el
crimen que los estados unidos esta
perpetrando en WVieques al destruir esa
sociedad cristiana deliberadamente, tuvo que
declarar que no sabia que era lo que iba a
suceder en Vieques.

La poblacion entera ha sido arrancada de
sus hogares por la fuerza y aglomerada sobre
la ciudad de Isabel Segunda, donde tendra
asiento transitorio. Los planes de los ee.uu.
son desterrar toda esa poblacich por la fuerza
y traer alli personal milital, naval y aereo que
pase por la fluroscopia del Servicio de
Espionaje de ee.uu. La fuerza ocupante de
Vieques hoy es yanqui, aunque hay allf
personas nacidas en Puerto Rico, pero no
prestan confianza suficiente para lo que se
estd tratando de hacer.

Culebra, las Cabezas de Fajardo, Ensenada
Honda y Vieques constituyen ya un circulo
cerrado para los Puertorriquenos, bajo la
ocupacion directa de la infanteria de marina
los ee. uu.,, integrada por infantes nacidos en
los estados unidos. El trahsito marftimo entre
Ensenada Honda y Punta Arenas, en Vieques,
ha sido prohibido. Para que una embarcacion
pueda pasar por alli, requiere un permiso
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In 1898, after the spanish-amerikkkan
war, the united states occupied both Puerto
Rico and Cuba; and the second age
of misery for Latin America began. Spain
had ruled Latin America with an iron grip for
400 vyears. The whole continent and the
Antilles were a colony——under political,
military and economic control. The u.s. was
slicker than spain. McKinley and the other
presidents had seen that when you are too
openiy oppressive, the people rise up, like
Jose Marti and Maximo Gomez, like Betances,
like Simon Bolivar, like the American
Revolutionaries. So the u.s. developed a new
form of control——neo-colonialism.
MNeo-colonialism was a new type of colony, a
colony where the government is elected by
the people of that country, but where the real
power (political power, economic power,
military puﬁer} is controlled from the
outside. They kept Puerto Rico as an outright
old-fashioned colony, but made Cuba and the
rest of Latin America neo-colonies.

What does it mean to be economically
controlled by another country? Well, imagine
that you went shopping on 34th Street, or
downtown Brooklyn, or Broad Street in
MNewark, or Boston Commons, or Michigan
Avenue in Chicago and all the stores you
shopped in were owned by germans. Imagine
that all the factories in your country were
owned by germans, that all the food you ate
was imported from germany, that the
telephone company and power company were
german. In other words, all the money you
had would be going to german companies and
the profits would be going back to germany.
That is neo-colonialism. Germans would have
more to say about your country than you.
They would finance politicians running for
office. They would lobby for or against taxes
or wage increases. Wealth controls under
capitalism. And absolute wealth controls
absolutely. The wu.s. controlled Cuba
absolutely.

The Platt Amendment to the Cuban
Constitution gave the w.s. the right to
intervene in Cuban affairs whenever the u.s.
felt that the “‘democracy’’ of Cuba or the lives
and property of amerikkkan businessmen in
Cuba was threatened. When the people heard
that the Platt Amendment would mean u.s.
control instead of spanish control, they
understood that the revolution of Marti had
been sold out, and they reacted. On March 2,
1901, the day the Platt Amendment became
law, 15,000 Cubans demonstrated against it in
Havana, just as Puerto Ricans fought against
the imposition of u.s. citizenship 16 years
later in 1917. The u.s. took steps to teach the
Cuban ruling class how best to keep the
people in line. The New York chief of police
went to Cuba to train and equip the Havana
police. The guardia, rural police, were trained
in the u.s. military forts. :

When the u.s. arrived in Cuba, campesinos
and small landowners were the majority and
most of the businesses and sugar plantations
were owned by Cubans. By 1943, 40% of the
compesinos had lost their land as amerikkkan
carpetbaggers came in droves. 13,000
money-hungry scheming, sly wolves

descended on Cuba, all of them parasites
looking for a way to live off the people. e

The history of Cuba after 1902 is the
story of one vendepatria after another selling
himself to the u.s. government in order to
become president. Estrada Palma was the
first. When he tried to reelect himself for a
second term, the people rebelled and he had
to call on us. forces who occupied the
country from 1906 to 1909. The next
piti-yanqui, Jose Miguel Gomez, brought with
him to to office the amerikkkan brand of
racism and discrimination. But the Cuban
liberation army of national independence had
been about 70% Black, and the

Black Cubans were not about to stand for
this kind of racial discrimination. So in 1908
another leader of the people, Evaristo
Estenoz, organized Black Cubans into
the Partido Independiente de Color. The _
party was declared illegal, and its leaders were
hunted down. On May 20, 1912, the
Black people of Cuba rose up against
Gomez. The movement was defeated, Estenoz
was killed, and the u.s. demanded a wave of
killings of Black revolutionaries——over
3,000 Blacks were killed.

As the u.s. businessmen, united fruit
company, american sugar company, J.p.
morgan & sons began to buy up Cuban land
and business, reshape Cuban economy, turn
the country into a strictly one-crop sugar
supplier of the world, they needed more
labor, so they got the Cuban immigration laws
changed and began importing large numbers
of Jamaican and Haitian day-laborers who
worked for subsistence wages.

Over the vyears, one million persons
emigrated to Cuba from the Caribbean,
Burope and Asia. In 1917, the u.s. got Cuba
to declare war against germany, then used
that as an excuse to land 2,000 troops on the
island. The troops stayed until 1922 when the

next lackey Cuban president, zayas, reminded
the gringos that the war was oOver. During
zayas' presidency complete control of the
Cuban economy was accomplished. 1925
began the reign of machado, the most
unpopular president in Cuban history. in the
middle of the depression, conditions in Cuba
got worse. Thousands were unemployed,
many were landless; Cuban businessmen were
being squeezed out by amerikkkans. machado
repressed all protest against these conditions.
The value of the sugar crop dropped from
$200 million in 1929 to $42 million in 1933.
Students were shot and killed in the streets
for protesting. In 1933, after a student was
killed in Havana, the people rose up in strikes,
demonstrations and battles across the
country.

The revolutionary force of the people
frightened the u.s. government, and it urged
machado to flee Cuba. He did, as Cuban
peasants retook their lands, and armed
students and workers battled police and
troops in the streets. For months one
government after another fell. Meanwhile,
fulgencio batista, a sergeant in the army
gained in stature and power within the ranks
of the army| Finally peace came, and in 1940
a new constitution was written. It was liberal,
decent. batista was the first president. But as
soon as peace returned, the greedy
vendepatrias begain again to sell their land
and their country to the gringos.

Carlos Prio Socarras was the president in
1952 when batista pulled a coup, seized
power, and established a dictatorship. He
suspended the constitution of 1940. For the
next few years under batista, terror and death
reigned in Cuba. The campesinos lost their
homes. The workers’ rights were denied.
Living conditions became worse. Havana
became the whorehouse of the Caribbean
where every gringo businessman could buy
himself ten prostitutes. Dope traffice and the

‘underground market flourished. And the;

people starved. batista’s secret police, sim or
brac , hunted all leftists.

In 1948, Jose Menendez, the Black
leader of the Cuban Communist Party was
shot by batista’s police. Finally, in 1953, the
people arose again in the Moncada Assault,
led by a lawyer named Fidel Castro.

McKinley y los otros presidentes habian
observado que cuando el régimen es
abiertamente opresivo, el pueblo se rebela,
como lo hicieron Jose Marti y Maximo
Gomez, Betances, Simon Bolivar, y los
revolucionarios americanos.

desarrollo una nueva forma de control——el
neo-colonialismo. Este sistema crea una nueva
clase de colonia, una colonia en gue el
gobierno lo elige “el pueblo” de ese pais, pero
donde el verdadero poder (poder politico,
poder economico, poder militar) es
controlado desde afuera. Mantuvieron a
Puerto Rico como una colonia bajo el viejo
sistema de colonizacion, pero convirtieron a
Cuba y al resto de America Latina en
neo-colonias.

Que significa estar controlado
economicamente por otro pais?
Imaginemonos que fueramos a comprar a la
calle 34, al sector comercial de Brooklyn, ala
calle Broad en Newark, al Boston Commons,
o a la avenida Michigan en Chicago, v que
todas las tiendas en que comparamos fueran
propiedad de alemanes. Imaginemos que todas
las fabricas - en nuestro pais fueran de
alemanes, que todos los alimentos que
consumimos fueran importados de Alemania,
que la compania telefonica y las plantas
electricas fueran alemanas. En otras palabras,
todo el dinero seria para las companias
alemanas, y las ganancias abandonarian el pais
con destino a Alemania. Eso es lo que
llamamos neo-colonialismo. Los alemanes
podrian intervenir en tu pais mas que tu. Ellos
financiarian campanas politicas; ellos
politiquearian a favor o en contra de ciertos
impuestos y aumentos de sueldos. Esto es el
control de las riquezas bajo el capitalismo. La
riqueza absoluta controla en forma absoluta. .
Los e.e. u.u. controlaban a Cuba
absolutamente.

La enmienda Platt a la constitucion Cubana
dio a los e.e. u.u. el derecho a intervenir en los
asuntos Cubanos en cualquier momento en
gue e.e. u.u. sintiera que la “democracia”
Cubana, o la vida y propiedad de los hombres
de negocios amerikkkanos en cuba eran
amenazados. Cuando el pueblo comprendio
que la enmienda Platt solo significaba el
cambio del control de manos de espana a
manos de estados unidos, se dio cuenta que la
revolucion de Marti habia sido traicionada, v
reacdiono.

En 1917, los e.e. u.u. llevaron a Cuba a
declaron la guerra a Alemania y luego
utilizaron esto como excusa para estacionar
2,000 tropas en la isla. Las tropas
permanecieron alki hasta 1922 cuando el
nuevo presidente (lacayo) de Cuba, Zayas, le
reordo a los gringos que la guerra ya se habia
terminado. Durante la presidencia de Zayas se
completo el total control de la economia
Cubano. En 1925 comenzo el reinado de
Machado, el presidente mas detestado en la
historia Cubana.

Machado
reprimio todo tipo de protesta contra estas
condiciones. El valer del azucar producida
bajo de 200 millones dolares en 1929 a 42
millones de dolares en 1933, Los estudiantes
fueron abaleados y muertos en las calles por
protestar. En 1933, mataron un estudiante en
la Habana y la gente se levanto en huelga y
hubo revueltas en todo el pais.

The most noticeable thing when we (Juan
“Fi" Ortiz, Chief of Staff and Juan Gonzalez,
Minister of Education of the YOUNG LORDS
PARTY) boarded the plane to Puerto Rico,
were the agents that were following us. One
of them came up to us in flight and admitted
that he was an agent from the “justice”
department. Coming off the plane, the most
noticeable thing was again the agents
Surveillance and repression are common to
revolutionaries on the island; it was shown
when we went to visit MPl and FUPI in Rio
Piedras.

We got there the week-end before classes
started at UPR and everyone was preparing
for the opening of the semester. Posters were
being put up all over and leaflets were being
distributed. We spoke with the director of
FUPI, Flavia Rivera and we were shown
around the University and saw the activities.

We also visited other political parties and
shared ideas with other people. We spent a lot
of time visiting the "“arrabales” (slums) and
studying the conditions. The “arrabales” are
some of the worst slums I've ever seen. They
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are composed of shacks with a little cement;
all closed in together. The problems are very
much the same ds in New York City; bad
housing, drugs, police, fires (there are no fire
hydrants or fire alarms) etc. Other places we
visited were the “caserios” in Rio Piedras and
San Juan. The “caserios” are like the projects
in the u. 5. We have seen a big concentration
of Puertarriquenos, especially young people,
in those “caserios’.

We still have a lot to see and learn from our
people on the island. But it is very clear to us
that what we have seen of oppression here
boils down to one enemy and that is
capitalism of the united states. When we say
LIBERATE PUERTO RICO we mean liberate
Puertorriquenos from the oppression that
they are experiencing both in the u.s. and in
Puerto Rico.
