The struggle for better health care at
Lincoln Hospital in the South Bronx
continues.

Lincoln Hospital has an abortion waiting
list of over 300, but provision has been made
for only 3 abortions a day. This means that
many of our sisters will be in advanced stages
of pregnancy when the abortion is performed;
this makes the abortion more dangerous. In
addition, these operations are not even
performed in a well-equipped, sterile
operating room, but rather in a small room
that had previously been used as a storeroom.
The man responsible for this inefficient
program is J.J. smith, head of obstetrics and
gynecology. He is the man whom we hold
directly responsible for the needless death of
Carmen Rodriguez, a sister who was killed
because she was injected with a salt solution
that stopped her heart during an abortion.

i
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The doctor that was performing the abortion
didn't even check her chart before
administering the injection: if he had, he
would have seen that she had a heart
condition and couldn’t be given that type of
injection.

The first time smith was confronted with
the inefficiency of his department and
examples of how he was failing to provide
desperately needed services, he promised to
begin doing his job. As soon as the pressure
was turned off, he lay right back on his ass,
and services continued as usual——nothing
being done for our sisters. But the people
learned a lesson. They understood that the
people who have to suffer this service have
the right to demand that an inefficient
butcher be thrown out. And that's what
happened. Because j.j. smith wasn’t doing his
job and wasn’t running a program that met
the needs of our people, he was fired by the
community and concerned workers,

In the meantime, Lacot, head
administrator of the hospital, moved against
all the workers and community people that
had been working to improve conditions in
Lincoln. He got an injunction from the courts
saying that workers could not meet to discuss
problems of poor health care. In this
out-front anti-labor move, lacot said workers
no longer had the right of freedom of speech
or assembly. He also said that no posters or

leaflets would be allowed in the hospital, but
he permitted a group of nurses who oppose
community control to meet and pass out
leaflets whenever they wanted. The injunction
also said that any membar of the YOUNG
LORDS PARTY, the Health Revolutionary
Unity Movement, or the Think Lincoln
Committee that entered the hospital would be
arrested. It went further though to say that
any “John Doe” or “Jane Doe” could be
prevented from entering the hospital. With
helmeted riot police and plainclothes
detectives around to enforce this injunction,
lacot has given himself the power to bar any
member of the community he wants from
entering the hospital——he has created a
police state where we wanted to create a
People’s Hospital.

On Thursday, September 4, the people of
the South Bronx fought back and staged a

large rally outside Lincoln Hospital. Over 200
people heard speakers from the YOUNG
LORDS PARTY, the Black Panther Party,
HRUM, TLC, the Unity Movement, Women's
Liberation, and Youth Against War and
Fascism, pledge their support to continue the
struggle to return Lincoln Hospital to the
people. The people at the rally demanded:

1) Reparations for the death of Carmen
Rodriguez.

2) An end to the injunction and the denial
of the people’s right to determine the kind of
health care they want and need.

3) A People’s Tribunal to put Lincoln
Hospital on trial and make the people who
run this hospital answerable to the people
they are supposed to be serving.

4) A general strike of workers.

Mobody but us is going to worry about
our people and whether they live or
die——especially not people who live a million
miles away and go home to clean, lily white
communities where they don’t know what it
is to sit hours in hot, dirty, rooms waiting to
be treated. j.j. smith and the crew that run
Lincoln Hospital neither understand nor care
what kind of health services we receive. They
have made that clear by their practice;
everybody in the South Bronx knows that
Lincoln Hospital is a butcher shop. So we say
it is in our power to remove these inefficient,

uncaring dogs and replace them with people
who understand that their job is to serve the
people and be accountable to them, people
who really understand that health care is a
right, not a privilege!

El propdsito de este viaje fue el de
estahreI:Er contacto oficial con otros partidos
pDhtmus hacerle propaganda a la mnferenma
estudiantil, y obtener una mejor apreciacion
de la realidad de la situacidh politica en
Puerto Rico.

Cuando llegamos, lo primero que notamos
en el drea urbar}_a fue la amerikkkanizacidh de
la isla. En el area del Condado, los gringos
caminaban como si estuvieran en la Quinta
Avenida de MNueva York. Los negocios
amerikkkanos saltaban a la vista——sus tiendas
estaban en todos sitios en el Condado. La
CAL {Comandos Armados de Liberacién) ha
declarado una guerra abierta en este distrito
contra los hoteles y las grandes cadenas de
tiendas; por lo cual hay puercos en cada
cuadra para proteger a los amerikklkanos.

Fuera del 4rea turistica existen algunos de
los peores arrabales en Puerto Rico.

El gobierno de Puerto Rico estd tratando
de deshacerse de los arrabales empujando a
nuestros hermanos dentro de los caserios, que
son como losproyectos aqui en e.e. u.u. Una
vez que destruyen los arrabales.y mueven la
gente a los caserios, las condiciones se
mantienen igual o empeoran porque ahora la
gente estd forzada a pagar renta.

En Aguadilla la tara
de desempleo es de B0% porque las bases
EjEI"E.ItI}s y la fuerza aerea monopolizan los
trabajos, la tierra, y practicamente todo.
Nosotros, el PARTIDO DE LOS YOUNG
LORDS, creemos gue con una organizacion
intensiva, los trabajadores seran una de las
fuerzas mas importantes en la revolucidn
Puertorriquena.

On August 15, two members of the
Central Committee of the YOUNG LORDS
PARTY (Juan Gonzalez, Minister of
Education, and Juan "Fi" Ortiz, Chief of
Staff) left New York for Puerto Rico. The
purpose of this trip was to make formal and
official contact with other political parties,
push the student conference, and get a better
sense of the realities of the political situation
in Puerto Rico.

When we arrived, the first thing we
noticed in the wurban area was the
amerikkkanization of owur island. In the
Condado area, a shopping district, gringos
were walking around as if they were on Fifth
Avenue, New York. Amerikkkan business is
everywhere on the island, and their stores are
everywhere in the Condado. CAL (Armed
Commandos for Liberation) has declared war
against the hotels and big chain stores in the
Condado district. As a result of their
bombings, pigs have been placed every half
block to protect the amerikkkan business
interests.

Some of the worst slums in Puerto Rico
exist outside the tourist area. La Perla, an
arrabal located next to the governor's palace,
is an area where the houses are constructed
like shacks, put together in two days and built
very closely together. In most of the arrabales
there are no fire hydrants and the fire

department rarely responds to fires. Every
day more and more drugs are being brought
into the arrabales, and the conditions are
getting worse. Most of the adults are
unemployed or are one-day laborers——they
work one day, get paid, and have to worry
about finding a job the next day. Other
arrabales like Canteras, Barrio Obrero, and El
Fanguito are all in the same condition. We
believe that the people that are forced to live
in these areas will understand the need for
revolutionary change and will be easy to
organize because of the extent of their
oppression.

The government of Puerto Rico'is trying
to get rid of the arrabales by herding our
brothers and sisters into caserios, which are
like housing projects in the united states.
Once they destroy the arrabales and move
people into the caserios, the conditions either
remain the same or get worse because now
they are forced to pay rent. There are many
young bloods in the caserios. Most of them
are in high school or are working and are
becoming more and more political.

Puerto Rico also has a very large working
class of which a large percentage work in
construction, factories, or mines. The wages
are 1/3 less than in the u.s., but the cost of
living on the island is 25% higher!

What the amerikkkans are trying to do

with Puerto Rico's economy is to make
money out of it through large industry
instead of agriculture. They are building oil
refineries while cutting down on the
production of sugar, Puerto Rico’s main
product. In Aquadilla the unemployment rate
is 80% because the army and air force bases
monopolize the jobs, the land, everything.
We, the YOUNG LORDS PARTY, believe
that the workers will be one of the main
forces in the Puerto Rican revolution.

The amerikkkan military occupies 13% of
Puerto Rico's land. They are determined to
keep Puerto Rico acolony, and its people the
slaves of the wall street businessmen. To do
this, they have everything from green berets
training in El Yunque to hydrogen bombs
minutes from San Juan. Point 8 of the YLP
program states: “We oppose the amerikkkan
military.” We oppose them in the streets of El
Barrio, in the hills of Vietnam, and in the
forests of El Yunque.

The revolution in Puerto Rico is going to
be a long one——a revolution for
independence and national liberation,

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For Puerto Ricans, colonial status is
nothing new. They have spent the last five
centuries under the rule of one Western
country or another. Puerto Rico came close
to achieving independence in the late 1800s,
winning an autonomous constitution from
Spain, only to lose it a year later when the
island was “ceded” to the u.s. as part of the
spoils of victory in the Spanish-amerikkkan
war.Ruled first by the u.s. military, then by
-presidential appointees and only recently by
‘an elected governor, Puerto Ricans have had
little power over the fate of their island; they
were even made wu.s. citizens over the
objection of their one elected body.

Today the island legislature's powers
are limited to traffic regulations and the like.

Real political power resides in the U.S. House !

Committee on Insular Affairs and the Senate
Committee on Territorial and Insular Affairs,
both of which meet in Washington, D.C,
some 1500 miles from San Juan, Appeals from
Puerto Rican courts are decided in Boston
and final jurisdiction rests with the U.S.
Supreme Court.

U.S. federal agencies control the country's
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foreign relations, customs, immigration, post . =2

office system,
television, commerce,
Imaritime laws, military service, social
'securitv, banks, currency and defense - all of

~ this without the people of Puerto Rico having

a vote in U.S. elections.

The extent of U.S. military control of the
country is particularly striking. One cannot
drive five miles in any direction without
running into an army base, nuclear site or
tracking station. Green Berets were recently
discovered in the famed El Yunque National
Rain Forest, presumably using the island as a
training ground.

The Pentagon controls 13 per cent of
Puerto Rico’s land and has five atomic bases,
including Ramey Air Base. A major base for
the Strategic Air Command, Ramey includes
in its confines everything from guided missiles
{{e] radio jamming stations which prevent

Radio Havana from reaching Puerto Rico ana
Santo Domingo. In addition to the major
bases, there are about 100 medium and small
military installations, training camps, and
radar and radio stations.

In the late 1940s, Puerto Rico became the
target of Operation Bootstrap. Hailed as an
economic “New Deal” for the island,
Bootstrap bore the kind of name that
encourages Americans to believe
unquestioningly in their country’s selfless
generosity to other peoples. In truth, the new
program was a textbook-perfect example of
imperialism, guaranteeing tax- free investment
to U.S. firms developing the island as a
market for U.S. goods. | As the Wall Street

Journal put it: “ Twe million potential
customers live on Puerto Rico, but the
hopeful industrial planners see it as the

shopping center for the entire Caribbean
population of 13 million.” ) While it fed
America’s sense of selfrighteousness and
brought pro fits to U.S. investors, Bootstrap
left untouched the misery of the majority of
Puerto Rico’s 2.6 million inhabitants. In fact,
by limiting the development of the island’s
economy and forcing continual dependence
on the U.S., Bootstrap deepened the cycle of
poverty in Puerto Rico.

Over one million boriquenos have left
their native land for the barrios of East
Harlem and South Bronx. That one- third of a
nation would escape into exile to the slums of
New York testifies to the living conditions in
the Caribbean “‘paradise.”

Four out of every five Puerto Rican
families earn less than $3000 per year; one
half receive less than $1000 annually . Oscar

communications, radio,
transportation, 3z
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Lewis puts unemployment at 14 per cent;
knowledgeable Puerto Ricans insist that a
figure as high as 30 per cent is more realistic.
That is a permanent condition twice as bad as
the depths of the Great Depression in this
country. Per capita income in Mississippi, our
poorest state, was 81 per cent higher than in
Puerto Rico in 1960. Whereas wages are a
fraction of those on the mainland, the cost of
living on the island is higher. Most statistics
place island costs at 25 per cent higher than
those in New York, Chicago or Boston.

Housing for most Puerto Ricans is
abominable. In many a rural town, the only
livable building is the town jail. Ewven
government agencies consider 46 per cent of
Puerto Rico’s housing to be inadequate. Not
atypical is the Los Chinos district of Ponce
( Puerto Rico's second largest city ) one of
several slum areas made up of thousands of
one-room dirtfloor shacks inhabited by eight
and ten member families. Groups of these
families share a single outdoor toilet.

To most tourists, San Juan is Puerto Rico,
and the Condado district { the strip of luxury
hotels that accomodate tourists in incresing
numbers each year ) is San Juan. But within
walking distance of the Caribe Hilton and the
Flam- boyan Hotel on the Condado are some
of the worst slums in the Americas. Their
picturesque names throw into bold relief the
horror of their reality - La Perla (The Pearl),
Los Bravos de Boston, etc. One slum, El
Fangito, stretches for five miles along a
rat-infested swamp which seeps with San
Juan’s sewage.

On a walk through Los Bravos de Boston,

| met a woman standing outside what can
only euphemistically be called a house. Made
of bulletin boards, sealed together with
bailing wire and topped by a sheet of tin, the
shack would have been blown over by a

R

healthy gust of wind. The wretched home, six
by six feet, housed the woman, her husband
and two babies. As we spoke, an infant slept
outside at our feet, his bed the basket of a
rusty shopping cart. The mother, in a state of
despair, had learned only that morning that

-
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the government was going to move the shack

elsewhere that day, and there was no way to
contact her husband, a construction worker,
to tell him where to come when his day
ended.

Sugar and petroleum account for most of
the country’s industry. The sugar industry,
controlled by three U.S. companies ( the
Central Aguirre Sugar Company, owned by
the First National Bank of Boston; C. Brewer
& Company; and the South Puerto Rico Sugar
Company of New Jersey, the largest owner of
cane plantations in the world ), is a classroom
model of neo-colonialism. It accounts for half
the island’s agricultural income a fact
determined not by the agricultural needs of
the island but by the U.S. sugar quota.
Impoverished Puerto Rican plantation
workers chop the cane for tax-free U.S.
companies, ship the raw product to the States

where it is refined, packaged and taxed, and

then buy back
exorbitant prices.

Only the petrochemical industry has seen
a bigger growth in Puerto Rico, with heavy
investments from every major U.S. petroleum
corporation - Phillips, Union Carbide, Texaco,
Standard, ete. Virtually ringing the Caribbean
coast of the island in search of offshore oil,
they have caused severe pollution in some of
the best fishing waters in the world. This,

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The YOUNG LORDS PARTY has always
known that the corrupt police in our
communities have no regard for the lives of
our people. We have witnessed beatings and
killings that were “legal"” because the
murderer wore a blue uniform. We have seen
our brothers and sisters dragged off the streets
and locked up on phoney charges. We have
seen and experienced these things, and now
we're demanding a change. Point 5 of the
YLP Program says that we want community
control of all the institutions that are
supposed to serve us in our communities. This
includes the police department. Until police
are made accountable to the community, they
will continue to oppress rather than serve us.

In the past the YLP has successfully freed
brothers and sisters who were being beaten
and arrested for no crime except being Puerto
Rican or Black. Recently on Prospect Avenue
in the Bronx, a righteous brother from the
block and a member of the YLP saw a brother
being chased by the pigs and went to
investigate what was happening. When the
brother was caught, the police told him to
empty his pockets and asked him why he had
run. He answered that he knew what pigs do
to brothers and sisters off the block, so he
ran to protect himself. When they didn’t find
anything in the brother’s pockets, one cop
went back to see if the brother had dropped
anything. Meanwhile the other cop tried to
push the brother into the car to wait for his
partner, a sergeant, to return with some
“evidence.”

The LORD and his companero jumped up
and asked the cop if the brother was under
arrest and if he had been told his legal rights.
At first he said yes, but when they asked him
what the charges were, he got shook and said
no, the brother wasn’t under arrest. He was
getting more and more nervous as people
from the community which he brutalizes
every day demanded that he release the
brother if he wasn’t under arrest. He told
them that it was none of their business; but
they let him know that any action in the
community is the business of the people, and
the people wouldn’t stand for any more false
arrests or brutality. The people grew angrier
and shouted that the pig had better release
our brother. Scared for his life, the bluebelly
let the brother go, got into his car, locked the
doors, rolled up the windows, and called for

help.

After the pig, who was an “uncle tom
negro,” and his white partner left with their
tails between their legs, the brother from the
LORDS explained to the people that we must
not let these dogs come into our community
and harass our people on our streets. The
people agreed and dug on the fact that we
must meet each act of reactionary police
violence with a show of revolutionary
strength. No more brothers and sisters will be
kidnapped off our streets!

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Angela Davis was born in Birmingham,
Alabama, the daughter of a school teacher
and a used-car dealer. She has a sister, Fania,
who looks alot like her and a brother,

Benjamin, who plays for the Cleveland
' Browns football team. Always a brilliant
student, Angela went to college at Brandeis
University in Massachusetts and won
scholarships to study in Germany and France.
While she was in Europe, she met Herbert
Marcuse, a famous marxist-leninist teacher,
and he convinced her to become a philosophy
student. When he went to teach at the
University of San Diego, she followed him
there. This was how she became a
marxist-leninist.

While she was a graduate student at San
Diego, she was a leader of the Black students’
movement and led the struggle to organize the
Lumumba-Zapata College for Third World
Students on the campus. (Patrice Lumumba
was a revolutionary leader in the Belgian
Congo who was killed by the CIA, and
Emiliano Zapata was a leader of the Mexican
Revolution,)

Angela was invited to attend a
Revolutionary Black Students Conference in
Los Angeles, organized by various community
graups and decided to commit herself to
working with the people. She joined Los
Angeles SNCC (Student MNon-Violent
Coordinating Committee) and played a
leading role in the first People’s Tribunal on
February 18, 1967.

The People’s Tribunal was set up in Los
Angeles by SNCC to mobilize the community
around the murder of a brother named
Gregory Clark by a white, racist pig named
warren b. carlson. Greg Clark was killed on
the day of a massive demonstration for Huey
P. Newton’s birthday. Over 1,000 people got
together to try pig carlson, and a judge and
jury from the people found him guilty of
murder and then went to city hall with a list
of demands. They wanted all pigs to have
psychiatric treatment and demanded that all
white racist police be removed from the Black
community.

After the People’s Tribunal, Angela joined
the Che-Lumumba Club of the Communist
Party U.S. A., an all Black marxist-leninist
club that deals with Black people’s problems
in Los Angeles. After a short while in the
Che-Lumumba Club, she joined the Black
Panther Party; but she was not an active
member because she had other commitments
and was still working on her degree. She left
the Panthers because she felt that they were
not marxist-leninist and devoted all her time
to the Che-Lumumba Club, though she still
actively supported the Black Panther Party,

Angela was interviewed for a job at the
University of Southern California (they knew
of her marxist background) and accepted the

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position of Assistant Professor. She taught
Black Literature and other related subjects
and never faced her particular beliefs on her
students because she strongly believed in free
discussion. A pig planted in the Communist
Party named Bill DeValle put the finger on
leading Communists in California in an article
for a San Francisco newspaper, and Angela's
name was mentioned. All hell broke lose on
the campus. Governor ronald mickey mouse

reagan, senator max rafferty, and the state

board of regents tried to have her fired for her
beliefs. One hundred percent of the Black and
other Third World students and many white
students supported Angela, along with welfare
mothers and people from the community.
Because of this massive support, she kept her
job. She stated at that time that “We have
three R's to relate to while we are in
school——reading, ‘riting, and ‘rithmetic, but
for Black people who are trying to get an
education in this decadent society we have
three R’'s that we have to fight and
defeat——reagan, rafferty and the regents.”

Even though the Che-Lumumba Club was
involved in her defense, they were also heavily
involved in other major issues: freedom for
Huey P. MNewton, freedom for all political
prisoners and especially the Soledad Brothers.
Two members of the Club were selected to
head the Soledad Brothers Defense
Committee in L.A.——Angela Davis was one
of them.

The Soledad Brothers case started as a
local issue but grew nation-wide, and the pigs
in power began to vamp heavily on members
of the Club, who were harassed constantly or
arrested. When the shooting of the judge took
place in the San Rafael courtroom, Angela

was on vacation——she’s still on vacation, but
one day very, very soon will return. The pigs
say that the guns they have are hers and that
they were used to shoot the judge. Angela has
never denied owning guns, for her life has
been threatened constantly, and she relates to
armed self-defense. She is now number ten on
the f.b.i.'s most wanted list and they say she
is “armed and dangerous,” which is an excuse
they are using to arrest or shoot to kill any
tall, light-skinned sisters with Afro’s they can
find. They arrested her sister, Fania, because
they thought she was Angela——as you know,
we all look alike in their eyes.

We hope her vacation will not be a long
one, and if you see her on the street, invite
her in for a cup of coffee or some rice and
beans. She has an open invitation to visit the
YOUNG LORDS PARTY offices any time.
We want to welcome her to our community
for to us ste is a sister. The only people who
are armed and dangerous to us are the pigs.

Angela Davis nacid en Birmingham,
Alabama, la hija de una maestra y un
vendedor de carros usados. Tiene una
hermana, Fania que se parece mucho a ella, y
un hermano Benjamin. Angela siempre fueuna
buen estudiante. Estudid en la universidad de
Brandeis en Massachusetts vy se gann"una beca
para estudiar en Francia y Alemania. Mientras
estuvo en Europa conocio a Herbert Marcuse,
un maestro famoso del Marxismo-Leninismo,
y €l la convencio que se especializard en la
filosoffa. Cuando Marcuse se fue a ensenar en
la universidad de San Diego ella lo siguid. Asf
se hizo ella una Marxista-Leninista.

Mientras era una estudiante graduada en
San Diego, era el lider del movimiento de los
estudiantes Negros y dirigid la lucha para
organizar el Colegio Lumumba-Zapata para
los Estudiantes del Tercer Mundo en el
colegio. (Patricio Lumumba fue un lider
revolucionario en el Congo que fue asesinado
por la CIA y Emiliano Zapata fue un Iider
campesino de la Revolucion Mexicana.)

Angela fue invitada para asistir a una
Conferencia de Estudiantes Negros
Revolucionarios en Los Angeles, organizada
por varios grupos de comunidades y ella se
decidid” a trabajar con la gente. Se hizo
miembro del Comité Coordinador de
Estudiantes No-Violentos de Los Angeles y
tomo una gran participat;ic';n en el Primer
Tribunal de la Gente en el |18 de febrero del
1967.

El Tribunal de la G ente fue establecido en
Los Angeles para movilizar a la comunidad
alrededor de la muerte de un hermano
llamado Gregorio Clark, por un puerco blanco
racista llamado warren b. carlson. Gregorio
Clark fue muerto el dia de la
demostracion masiva para celebrar el
cumpleahos de Huey P. Newton. Mds de 1,000
personas se reunieron para enjuiciar al puerco
carlson: un juez y un jurado de la gente lo
encontraron culpable de homicidio y fueron
al City Hall con una lista de demandas.
Demandaron que todos los puercos fueran
cometidos a tratamiento de la psiquiatria, y
que todos los puercos blancos racistas fueran
sacados de las comunidades Negras.

Angela fue entrevistada para un trabajo en
la universidad de la parte sur de California (la
universidad sabia de sus conocimientos
Marxistas) y aceptd la posicion de profesora
asistente. Ella enseno literatura Negra y otras
asignaturas relacionadas y nunca forzo su
opinion personal en sus estudiantes porque
ella cree firmemente en discusiones abiertas.

Un puerco que fue introducido en el Partido
Comunista de nombre Bill de Valle puso el

dedo hablando del Comunismo en California
en un artftulo para un periddico en San
Francisco, v el nombre de Angela fue
mencionado en el articulo. Un infierno se
desarrolld’en los terrenos de la universidad. El
gobernador ronald “ratdon miguelito” reagen,
el senador max rafferty y el departamento del
regente trataron de despedirla por sus ideas.
El ciento por ciento de los estudiantes Negros
v miembros del Tercer Mundo, al igual que
una gran cantidad de estudiantes blancos
soportaron a Angela, de la misma forma lo
hicieron madres pertenecientes al bienestar
p-.'fblicu y miembros de la comunidad. Debido
a este respaldo en masa, ella mantuvo su
trabajo. Angela declaro” en esa ocasion que
“Nosotros tenemos tres R's para relacionarnos
mientras estamos en la escuela “reading,
‘riting, and ‘rithmatic,” pero para el pueblo
Negro que esta tratando de conseguir una
educacion enesta sociedad decadente tenemos
tres R’s que combatir y derrotar --- reagan,
rafferty, y los regentes.

A pesar de que la organizacidn
Che-Lumumba estaba envuelta en la defensa
de Angela, tambiédn estaban envueltos
intensamente en importantes hechos tales
como la libertad para Huey P. Newton, la
libertad para todos los prisioneros politicos en
especial para los Hermanos Soledad.

Your 1970 school year is beginning. On November 19,
1970, the 487th year of our being a colony will begin. Four
hundred and eighty-seven years of being ruled by others.
Four hundred and eighty-seven years. First spanish rulers,
then amerikkkan rulers. First one type of racism, then
another. First actual slavery, then wage slavery. First chain
slavery, then mental and physical slavery. That is our history.

But in your high schools you will be taught amerikkkan
history as if it were yours. George Washington the father of
your country? That fool? Abraham Lincoln freed the Puerto
Rican slaves? Tom Paine and Jefferson led our war of
independence? We declared war on Korea? Lies, all lies.

From the first grade, they fill our heads full of
distortions, lies, and fairy tales about our history and culture.
They tell us we are hispanic, when we are Afro-Indians. They
tell us we are a docile people, when we cut each other all the
time. They tell us about all the civilization that the spanish
money-hungry pirates and the amerikkkan scavengers
brought, not about the disease, poverty, oppression and
racism they brought,

And you, the student, begin to hate yourself, your
mother who doesn’t speak english well, your spic family, and
your people. But slowly we are waking up. We are burning
the racist books. We are rewriting our history, our true

history of a proud nation, of Tainos mixed with Yorubas,
mixed with a few spanish bastards, of oppressed people
surviving, persisting, rebelling, resisting, insisting on
FREEDOM.

At first they kept us out of college——with exams,
standards, grades, regents, interviews, forms, any device the
system could create. Now, as Black and Latin people have
begun to rebel again, they try tobring a whole sector of us
into college to discipline our minds, to indoctrinate us more
than ever. Midterm exams, guidance counselors, track teams,
Puerto Rican clubs— you name it, they have it—anything
to keep you wasting your time, separating you from your
people. And soon you begin to talk about “the sociological
importance of the Puerto Rican family in the individual’s ego
formation,” or some other baloney instead of dealing with
colonialism——our problem——and liberation——our solution.
Meanwhile, they prepare us to be the poverty pimps,
educators, welfare investigators, social workers, or Puerto
Rican front men for some company.

Even the capitalist method of teaching is constructed to
keep us powerless. They divide knowledge into different
categories: history, social studies, english, french, biology,
law, medicine. Nowhere do they teach you how to put the
knowledge together to form a whole view. So, you may
become an expert on the geology of Puerto Rico and never
understand why our people are powerless. Or you can
become a doctor and never understand how medical
“miscare” is one method of genocide against Puerto Rican
and Black people. Only the politicians and the capitalists
train themselves to have a whole view. They become experts
on governing and administrating while accusing us of being
unprepared and incapable of governing,

Each year the fight for the liberation of our Borinquen
and the second amerikkkan revolution grows stronger. The
YOUNG LORDS PARTY, MIRA, the MPI, and the Armed
Liberation Comandos (CAL) are the major organizations
leading that fight.

And you, the students in this country, must begin to
reject the role amerikkka has planned for you and choose the
revolutionary, the progressive role of joining with your
people in a national liberation struggle.

Specifically, what can you do?

First, come to the Puerto Rican Students Conference in
New York on September 22 and 23,

Second, don't go to school on September 23, our
independence day, the anniversary of El Grito de Lares——the
revolution led by Ramon Emeterio Betances in 1867. Make
that our national anti-amerikkkan holiday.

Third, form a Liberate Puerto Rico Now Committee at
your school.

Fourth, through that Committee:

al Sell literature on Puerto Rican history to other
students

b) Sell PALANTE and CLARIDAD, the MPI newspaper.

c) Fight for Puerto Rican history programs, for bi-lingual
programs in the school. :

d) Join with Black and other Third World students
around joint demands to fight any form of oppression in the
schoaol, racist teachers, irrelevant curriculum, the draft, the
Vietnam war, ridiculous rules and regulations.

In universities, fight against university expansion, for
open admissions programs, against amerikkkan companies
oppressing Puerto Rico, like American Metals Climax and
Kennecot Company.

e) Learn the skills we need in our liberation
struggle——chemistry, mechanics, medicine, engineering,
agriculture, Puerto Rican history, revolutionary theory.

By any means necessary join with our people, welfare
mothers, squatters, hospital workers, construction workers,
in their everyday struggles, until Puerto Rico is set free and
amerikkka becomes a just, humane society.

The YOUNG LORDS PARTY is a revolutionary political
party of the Puerto Rican nation. Our party is made up of
workers, students, street people, men and women, We are not
a party for youth only. Our job is to educate all Borinquenos,
to arm our people in mind and body for our revolution.

As our struggle against amerikkkan
racism, oppression, exploitation, and genocide
grows, the response of amerikkka becomes
more vicious. Each time Third World people
unite to peacefully move for change, they are
brutally attacked. The politicians,

businessmen, and their hired guns leave us no
alternative but to defend ourselves,
On August 30, the National Chicano

Moratorium Committee sponsored a huge :
rally in Los Angeles to protest the Vietnam §
war and the large number of Chicanos

{Mexican-americans) being killed in the front
lines of Vietnam. Over 10,000 Chicano
brothers and sisters participated in the
demonstration, which was the largest Chicano
rally ever held. Faced with this massive
turnout against amerikkka’s war (and for the
first time a coalition of Chicano groups which
ranged from moderate to revolutionary), the
Los Angeles police tried to break up the
demonstration and arrest the leaders of the
many community groups participating in the
Moratorium.

The police attack was part of the
increasing repression coming down on the
fast-growing Chicano movement. There are
indictments against the Biltmore 8 because
they challenged a conference on Chicano
education called by california’s mickey mouse
governor, reagan. There are indictments for
the Los Angeles 15 for helping Chicano
students organize to demand a better
education. Los Siete de la Raza were first
attacked and then framed by the San
Francisco police. And now the Chicano
Moratorium has been attacked.

Chicano leaders (like Corky Gonzalez of
the Brown Berets) were singled out; beaten,
and busted. A Chicano reporter was killed
when a tear gas shell fired into a bar entered
his skull. One brother was critically wounded,
shot in the head as he tried to run from
attacking police. Hundreds of people were
injured, hundreds were tear-gassed, and over
200 were busted. The people took it to the
streets and for 41 hours moved in small hit
and run groups. When it was over, many pigs

were hurt, and the streets were filled with
wreckage and smoke from dozens of fires.

The YOUNG LORDS PARTY supports
the struggle of our Chicano brothers and
sisters. We understand that all the colored and
oppressed peoples of the world are one nation
under oppression and must unite to defeat the
amerikkkan monster. We know that no Puerto
Rican is free until all people are free.

Like our Chicano companeros, the
YOUNG LORDS PARTY opposes the
amerikkkan military. Point 8 of our Program
demands an immediate withdrawal of all u.s.
military forces and bases from Puerto Rico,
Vietnam, and all oppressed communities
inside and outside the united states. No
YOUNG LORD will join the amerikkkan
military; we are already in an army——the
People’s Army of Liberation. And united with
all our Third World brothers and sisters we

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Ahora que la prensa monetaria de los e.e.
u.u. ha decidido darnos alguna informacién
acerca de Vietnam, parace ser que Vietnam es
el unico “lugar con problemas” en el resto
de la calmada Asia, Debido al efecto candente
producido por el sacrificio para la liberacién
en Camboya, se le hizo imposible a amérikkka
ocultar las noticias del alcanze del pueblo, fue
entonces que se le did gran importancia a
Camboya en mayo para luego olvidarle. Pero
si observamos las pocas noticias que recibimos
acerca de Asia tan distorcionadas como son en
favor de amdrikkka, esto deja ver que alguien
estd dando muchas “patadas en el culo” all3,
y no son los e.e. u.u.

En verdad, cada pafs en Asia (al igual que
© cada paﬁ en el mundo) estd peleando por
deshacerse de los invasores amerikkkanos
quienes chupan las naciones hasta dejarlas
secas de su derecho a determinar su propio
destino. China ya ha expulsado todas las
riquezas y los grupos orientados hacia el
poder como n y e.e. u.u. de sus costas y
hoy se ha convertido en una de las principales
fuerzas socialistas en el mundo. Corea es un
pai; que ha estado en el camino hacia la
conquista de la paz para su pueblo, pero a la
vez estd luchando contra las murallas de
truj:as norteamerikkkanas en el centro del
pais.

En el 1950 los estados unidos invadieron el
pars y comenzaron una guerra sin sentido para
que los comerciantes norteamerikkkanos
pudieran establecer mercados en Corea y
robarle a la nacidh sus riquezas naturales. Esta
extensién del sistema econdmico
norteamerikkkano, capitalismo, en otros
paises casi siempre por la fuerza, es llamado
imperialismo. La historia del imperialismo
amerikkkano en relacién a Corea ha alcanzado
el punto donde e.e. u.u. va a comenzar pronto
otra guerra contra el pueblo Coreano,

Corea fue una colonia del imperio Chino
hasta el siglo 19. Como el pueblo Chino
cu;nenz'ﬁ' a moverse contra el opresor en su
pais, terminando 3,000 anos de feudalismo,
Japdn y los estados unidos comenzaron a
moverse para apoderarse de Corea. En 1866 un
canonero norteamerikkkano, the u.s.s.
sherman, disfrazado como un barco mercante,
desembarcd en el rio Coreano Taedong. En el

camino los amerikkkanos destrozaron
propiedad y mataron cualquier persona que
hiciera preguntas. Mas tarde la nacifn fue
abierta a los comerciantes amerikkkanos
quienes dieron su firma como pago por
robarle los recursos al pafs, Este
consistente destrozo continud hasta que los
estadns unidos eliminaron su cumpet&ncla
Jap-un con el uso de bombas atdmicas en las
ciudades Japonesas para terminar la segunda
guerra mundial. Esto dejd a los estados unidos
como el Gnico poder capitalista con poder en
Asia. El general douglas macarthur fue puesto
cargo g_e la mitad de la parte sur de Corea. La
mayoria de los Coreanos pensaron que no
necesitaban a macarthur o el gobierno que &l
representaba. Durante la segunda guerra
mundlat el pueblo Coreano establecid
comites compuesto por diferentes secciones
del pueblo, desde sacerdotes catdlicos hasta
gu,erillas comunistas, quienes facilitaron las
raices de la democracia a pueblos y aldeas y
coordinaron la lucha contra los japoneses.
Cuando macarthur v sus hombres se movieron

hacia el sur, comenzaron a rodear los comités
del pueblo en esa drea e instituyeron un
régimen el cual apoyaron. Para encabezar este
gobierno los amerikkkanos escogieron a un
lisiado desconocido llamado Synghman Rhee
quien habfa estado viviendo en los estados
unidos mientras su pueblo estaba peleando
contra los japoneses.

La eleccih de Rhee, establecid un
ejemplo para control de elecciones swnllares
por parte de los estados unidos en otros paises
que ellos han invadido. Un rEportem de
prensa unida internacional escribic  ese dia
de elecciones en el 1948--

Aviones amerikkkanos de reconocimiento
volaron sobre el Zrea y los cuarteles
electorales fueron estrictamente vigilados por
miembros de la Hyangbodan (la fuerza
policiaca secreta establecida por los japoneses
antes de la guerra y mantenida con completo
poder por los “liberadores” amerikkkanos) y
en Seoul (capital de la no-exitente Corea del
Sur) miles de policias y especialmente civiles
designados, con el respaldo de los MP’s de los
estados unidos fueron establecidos en la
entrada de la parte de atrds de los callejones...
La atmdsfera en la ciudad era una que
asemejaba un estado de guerra.

Desde esta separacién artificial de su pafs
en norte y sur (dividido en el paralelo 38), los
Coreanos han luchado por la unificacién de su
pars. En septiembre del 1948, representantes
de ambos lados de Corea establecieron la
Repiiblica Democrdtica para el pueblo de
Corea (DPRC ) con su capital en Pyongyang.
Después de la reunidn, los representantes de la
parte del sur de Corea no fueron permitidos
volver a entrar a los territorios ocupados por
los estados unidos. Inmediatamente, los
Coreanos, bajo la direccidn del premier Kim |1
Sung pusieron en practica la teorfa de Juche
{confianza en si mismo) y le dijo a todos los
estranjeros que se fueran del pais, para que los
Coreanos pud!eran unirse y mnstrurr Corea.
La Union Soviética abandond la parte norte
de Corea, pero los estados unidos se quedaron
en la parte del sur, ya que los amerikkkanos
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querlan instituir su capitalismo en todo el
pats. amérikkka comenzo a entrenar y a

equipar un ejército colonial.
Los hermanos y hermanas en el norte de

Corea han estado construyendo un pai‘g de la
nada, desde el final de la segunda guerra
mundial. Los Coreanos estaban tan
determinados a truinfar gque construyeron un
tractor para recoger nhjatus gue estaban en
los alrededores. Sin mngun diseno o manuales
que seguir, ellos nnnstruverun un tractor gue
podﬁ dar marcha atrds. Mas tarde acordaron
romper el tractor y comenzar ntra vez, Corea
ahora vende tractores a otros paises.

D#&ndose cuenta que el progreso que los
Coreanos estaban haciendo en el Norte bajo el
socialismo iba a ensefar lo ineficiente que el
sistema capitalista es, tropas de Corea del Sur
bajo el comando militar de los estados unidos
{marcarthur y el presidente truman)
invadieron la parte dei Norte de Corea en
junio 25 de 1950. El ejéreito de la Replblica
Democratica para el pueblo de Corea (DPRC)
se preparo para los invasores (recordando la
leccidn  que los marinos de los estados unidos
les hahlan ensaena:!n en I1866) pard el ataque y
barrié a través de la parte sur, liberando la
capital, Seoul, y uniendo todo el pais en
menos de tres meses.

Teniendo completa sabidurfa que la razén
principal por la cual el gjército de la
Repdblica Democritica para el pueblo de
Corea (DPRC) derrotd las tropas del mufieco
Rhee fue que tuvieron el apoyo de millones
de Coreanosen el sur, el presidente truman
(quien estuvo a punto de ser asesinado por los
nacionalistas Puertorriquenios, Oscar Collazo y
Griselio Torresola cinco meses mastarde)
envid miles de tropas adicionales,
bombarderos y barcos de guerra hacia Corea.
Los estados unidos forzaron las Naciones
Unidas a entrar en la guerra a favor para
excusar sus planes sucios, siendo 80% de las
tropas y 90% de los fondos amerikkkanos, y

Now that the u.s. money press has
decided to give us some misinformation about
Vietnam, it seems as though Vietnam is the
only “trouble spot” in an otherwise calm
Asia. Because of the steamroller effect of the
liberation struggle in Cambodia, it was
impossible for amerikkka to keep this news
from us, so a big play was given to Cambodia
in May and then dropped. But if we check out
the little bit of news we get about Asia, as
twisted as it is in favor of amerikkka, it
appears that somebody is doing a hell of a lot
of ass-kicking there, and it's not the u.s.a.

In truth, every country in Asia (just like
every country in the world) is fighting to rid
itself ot the amerikkkkan foreigners who suck
nations dry of their will to determine their
own destinies. China has already expelled all
wealth- and clique-oriented powers like japan
and the u.s. from within its borders and has

. become a leading socialist force in the world

—— 8

today. Korea is a country that has been well
on its way towards bringing peace to its
people, but is struggling against a wall of u.s.
troops in the middle of the country.

The united states in 1950 invaded the
country and began a senseless war so that u.s.
busifiess could establish markets in Korea
and rob the nation of its natural wealth. This
extension of amerikkka's own economic
system, capitalism, into other countries,
almost always by force, is called imperialism.
The history of amerikkka's imperialism in
relation to Korea has now reached the point
where the u.s. will spon begin another war
against the Korean people.

Korea was a colony of the Chinese empire
up to the 19th century. As the Chinese people

- began to move against the oppressor within

their country, ending 3,000 vyears of
feudalism, japan and the united states began
to move towards grabbing Korea. In 1866 an
amerikkkan gunboat, the u.s.s. sherman,
disguised as a merchant ship, sailed up Korea's
Taedong River. Along the way, the
amerikkkans ripped off property and killed
anybody who asked questions. Later the.
nation was opened up to amerikkkan
businessmen who gave their signature as
payment for robbing the country of its
resourses,

This consistent rip-off continued until the
united states wiped out its competition,
japan, by dropping atomic bombs on japanese
cities to end world war 11. This left the u.s. as
the only strong capitalist power in Asia.
General Douglas MacArthur was put in charge
of the southern half of Korea. Most Koreans,
though, didn't need MacArthur or the
government he represented. During world war
I, they set up People’s Committees made up
of a cross-section of the population, from
catholic priests to communist guerillas, which
provided grass-roots democracy to towns and
villages and coordinated the fight against the
japanese. When macarthur and his boys
moved into the south, they started rounding
up the People’'s Committees in that area and
instituted a regime which they propped up.
To head this government they chose an
unknown lame named synghman rhee who
had been living in the u.s. while his people
were fighting the japanese.

The “election” of rhee set the pattern for
similar u.s. run elections in other countries
they have invaded. A UPI reporter wrote on
that election day in 1948:

“American reconaissance planes flew
overhead and the polling stations were strictly
guarded by members of the Hyangbodan
(secret police force set up by the japanese
before the war and kept at full strength by
the amerikkkan “liberators™)... and in Seoul
(capital of the phoney South Korea)
thousands of policemen and especially

Since this artificial separation of their
country into the North and South (divided at
the 3Bth parallel), Koreans have struggled to
unify the country. In September 1948,
representatives from both halves of Korea set
up the Democratic People’s Republic of
Korea (DPRK) with its capital in Pyongyang.
After the meetings, the representatives from
the southern half were not allowed to re-enter
the u.s. occupied territory. Immediately, the
Koreans, under the leadership of Premier Kim
Il Sung, put into practice the theory of Juche
(self-reliance) and asked all foreigners to leave
so that Koreans could get together and build
‘Korea. The soviet union left the northern
half, but the u.s.a. didn't leave the southern
half, since the amerikkkans wanted to invade
the north and institute capitalism all over.
Amerikkka began to train and equip a
colonial army,

The sisters and brothers in the
northern half had been building a country
from scratch since the end of world war I,
The Korean people are so determined to
succeed that they built a tractor from the
ground up out of spare parts that were lying
around. With no blueprints or manuals to
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follow, they built a tractor that ran
backwards. Resolutely, they stripped the
tractor down and started again. Korea is now
able to sell tractors to other countries.

Realizing that the progress the Koreans
were making in the north under socialism
would show up capitalism for the inefficient
system that it is, South Korean troops, under
the guidance of the u.s. military (macarthur
and president truman) invaded the northern
half on June 25, 1950. The DPRK army,
prepared for the invaders (remembering the
lesson u.s. sailors taught them in 1866},
stopped the attack and swept through the
southern half, liberating the capital, Seoul,
and reuniting the whole country in less than
three months.

Knowing full well that the main reason
why the DPRK army was able to kick the shit
out of rhee’s puppet troops was because they
had the support of the millions of Koreans in
the south, president truman (who was almost
assasinated by the Puerto Rican nationalists,
Oscar Collazo and Griselio Torresola, five
months later) sent thousands of additional
ground troops, bombers, and warships to
Korea. The u.s. forced the united nations to
enter the war on its side as a cover for their
dirty plans, since 80% of the troops and 90%
of the funds were amerikkkan, and the head
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Picking Up The Gun!

Early May.

James Johnson is involved in a car-crash
which destroys his vehicle and his doctors tell
him to stay home from work. The company
medics order him back to work. He protests
but Clarence Horton, the steward who
represents the brake shoe department, was
fired for organizing the April 16 wildcat
strike. James Johnson goes back to work,
having no means to fight the company's
order.

The first week of June.

He returns to his job after a two-week
summer vacation, but gets called down to the
office where they tell him he's fired and
won't get his vacation pay. No reason. James
Johnson still has no steward to fight for him,
but the abuse is so flagrant that the
management takes him back two days later on
its own initiative.

By this time, James Johnson has become a
“trouble maker.” It's not what you do that
makes you a “trouble maker.” ¥You become a
“trouble’ maker” whenever the company
decides to get rid of you, After three years at
Eldon, Johnson's turn has come.

July 15.

Chrysler replaces James Johnson with a
worker hired two weeks ago. No longer a
conveyor loader, he is told his new job is to
work the brake oven: to place brake shoes in
the oven 10 bake on their coating. The entire
operation takes place in 120 degree heat.

James Johnson protests angrily, takes off
to the labor relations office with his steward
and his general foreman, Jim Rhoades. "I
couldn’t do nothing,” the steward is reported
to have said the next day, referring to the
meeting with the labor relations slickies.
Brother James Johnson had to protest all
alone.

“We're going to give you a few days off to
stay home and cool off,” Rhoades is reported
to have told Johnson as the meeting came to
an end.

“Mo you won't. I'm going to come back
here and kill you.”™

James Johnson returned to the plant with
a .30 caliber carbine in a desperate search for
his general foreman. He asked all of his fellow
workers to stand back because he did not
intend to hurt them. In pursuit of James
Rhoades, he encountered instead his foreman,

then the foreman of an adiacent denartment
and finally a jobsetter who tried to disarm

him. All three died on the spot.
A hot afternoon in the middle of July.
Two foremen and a jobsetter lie dead.
James Johnson, conveyor loader, Dept. 78,

the Brake Shoe Dept., Eldon Avenue Gear
and Axle Plant, Chrysler Corporation, tosses
his M—1 carbine aside saying, “’|I'm satisfied,”
and walks down the aisles of the plant to the
company guard shack where the Detroit
police take him prisoner, charged with
murder.,

Hundreds of workers stood in the aisles in
surrounding departments, thinking about the
shootings they had just witnessed. Company
officials ordered all lines immediately started,
but the workers did not move. Orders came

down for several departments to go home
early. The workers left.

Groups of worried and shaken foremen
gathered on Lynch Road. ELRUM
Revolutionary Union Movement (a division of
the League of Revolutionary Black Workers)
leafleted the plant the next day approving of
Johnson's action. Black - workers dug the
leaflet, an ELRUM member reported. Many
workers were saying things like “This evens
things up,” “Everyone has to die sometime,”
and “They won't be so fast to write people up

i

now.

-

This is what has been happening at Eldon

Ave. Gear and Axle, and it must have all
flashed through James Johnson’s mind when

he decided to handle thesituation in his own
way. It's obvious that workers who can
expect no support from an intimidated
sell-out union and who are being pushed
around, over, down and under by the
company will have to take matters into their
own hands——either by wildcat strikes or by
guns.

(Workers at the Eldon Avenue Chrysler
plant have been fighting for an end to
discrimination against Third World workers,
harassment and firing of union organizers, and
unsafe, sweatshop conditions in the plant.)

Chrysler reemplaza a James Johnson con
un thbajador que emplearon hace dos
semanas. Fuera de su puesto de cargador, le
dicen que su trabajo nuevo no es de cargar
camiones sino de poner zapatos de freno a
cocer al horno. La operacion completa tiene
lugar en una temperatura de 120,

James Johnson protesta con coraje, y vaa
la oficina de relaciones de labores con su
mayordomo y su jefe general, Jim Rhoades.

Una tarde calurosa en julio

camiones, Dept. 78, Brake Shoe Dept., Eldon
Avenue, tira su carabina M-1 al lado
diciendo,"Estoy satisfecho,” y se entrego al
guardia de la compania. El guardia lo entrego
a la policia de Detroit, y fue acusado de
homicidio. Cientos de trabajadores se pararon
en los pasillos: de los departamentos
adyacentes, pensando en el tiroteo que
habian visto. Oficiales de la compania
ordenaron oque regresaran a ftrabajar,
inmediatamente, pero los trabajadores no se
movieron. Ordenes siguieron de varios
departamentos para que los trabajadores se
fueran para sus casas. Los trabajadores se
fueron.

Grupos de jefes preocupados y con
miedo, se reunieron en Lynch Rood. ELRUM
Movimiento de Union Revolucionario (una
division de 1la Liga de trabajadores
revolucionarios Negros) circularon folletos
aprobando la accion de Johnson. Los
trabajadores aprobaron lo que decian los
folletos. Muchos trabajadores decian cosas
como: “Ahora estamos mano a mano con
ellos; en fin todo el mundo tiene que morir, y
ahora no seran tan lijero.”

Carlos Flores was sitting on a stoop with
some other brothers and sisters on Fifth
Street between Avenue C and D at about 9:30
p.m. Carlos decided to go home. He started to
walk towards Avenue C. When he got to the
corner, a pig from the 9th precinct came up
behind him, pushed him, and started beating
him with his nightstick. Four other pigs came
and joined in, no questions asked. Swinging
their clubs like baseball bats, they beat the
brother on his head, back, legs, arms, chest,
stomach—— and as if the clubs weren't
enough, they started kicking him. While they
were beating him, they were laughing as if
each blow was tickling them. Across the street
another brother had gone to the grocery store
and was going back home when a pig ran to
him and pushed him against a wall. When the
brother hit the wall, the package he was
carrying flew out of his hand at the same time
the pig was attacking him; and the bluebelly
collided with the package. This brother was
charged with assault.

Carlos was taken to the 9th precinct at
9:45 but was not booked until 12:30 a.m. He
was beaten so badly that he had to be taken
to Bellevue Hospital where they operated on
his jaw to try and put the bones together. The
brother has a fractured jaw on both the right
and left sides, fractured chest bones, a
fractured skull, and is black and blue from
head to toe. The total damage is not known
because as you know in Bellevue, especially
on the prison ward, they say you are alright
and when you walk out if you don't die when
you get to the corner and can make it to
another hospital, you will find out that you
do have fractures, or pneumonia, or t.b., etc.

Carlos was arraigned at bedside. The DA
asked for $5,000 bail. lawyer
questioned the bail and charges, since it was
the police that committed the crimes, At that
point the pigs started laughing and carrying
on. The judge set bail at $1,000.

Carlos is still in Bellevue, chained to the
bed. His wife and friends are trying to raise
the money to bail him out and get him to a
hospital with doctors that will give him the
necessary attention. Contributions for Carlos
Flores can be brought or mailed to the
YOUNG LORDS PARTY offices at 1678
Madison Avenue (El Barrio), or 949
Longwood Avenue (Bronx branch).

maintaining its own fishing tieet, has resulted
in the island’s being forced to import 95 per
cent of the fish it consumes.

For every dollar produced in the island's
industrial system, only 17 cents is left in
Puerto Rico. Only Britain, Canada, Japan and
West Germany import more U.S. goods. This
island of less than three million people buys
more from us than do Spain, Portugal,
Austria, Ireland and the four Scandinavian
nations combined.

Early in the 1950s, huge copper deposits
were discovered in the interior. American
Metal Climax and Kennicott Copper
operating through subsidiaries, moved in
taking exclusive rights to the deposits.
Comparable in size to the largest deposits in
this country, their ore value is higher than any
in the United States. The deposits are worth
at least $1.5 billion; American Metal Climax
paid Puerto Rico just ten dollars for an
exploration permit.

News of the deposits and the negotiations
between the two companies and the
government was kept secret until the
Pro-Independence Movement got word of the
talks and began a public campaign. Through
picketing, diplomatic protests and local
organizing, the independentists have for four
years successfully prevented the companies
from starting production, Although the
contract has not been signed yet, speculation
is that with 64-year-old millionaire
industrialist Luis Ferre as the new governor,
the signing is imminent.

¥

Washington propaganda has always held
that Puerto Rico has no riches, that it needs
the United States, hence inde pendence is
unreasonable. Now Japan has offered the
country a better deal on its copper than have
the U.S. companies, but its colonial position
prohibits Puerto Rico from engaging in
foreign trade. Undoubtedly , its oil, sugar,
tobacco and coffee could also attract better
prices if offered competitively. There seems
no way to check or reverse the deple tion of
Puerto Rico’'s riches other than independence.
The major argument against independence,
aside from lack of natural wealth, has been
the size of the country. But Puerto Rico has
more people than island nations of Cyprus
and Jamaica; than eight Latin American
countries, including Paraguay, Costa Rica and
Panama; than some 32 member states of the
United MNations, including Laos, Israel,
Jordan, Albania and Lebanon.

of the “u.n. forces” was macarthur.
MacArthur, a truly fascist bastard. threatened
to invade China. At that point, China entered
the war with the DPRK. Together they
stopped the amerikkkans at the 38th parallel,
the first time wu.s. imperialism failed in
conguering new territory.

The victory was costly. At the war’s end
in 1953, over 80% of North Korea's economic
facilities (factories, fields, mines, etc.) were
destroyed by concentrated bombing. Tons of
chemical and biological weapons destroyed
acres of fertile fields. Once more the Korean
people set themselves to the task of rebuilding
their country.

They have succeeded. The 12% million
Koreans living in the north enjoy free health
care. Education is free, There is enough work
for everyone. They have one of the highest
standards of living in Asia, while their sisters
and brothers in the south suffer under the
effects of wu.s. rule. In the south, with a
population of 30 million and supposed help
from the u.s., the average Korean makes $195
a year. The country is occupied by 62,000
amerikkkan troops on 100 bases armed with
nuclear weapons. One out of every five South
Koreans that could be working aren’t because
there are no jobs. Even electricity can be
afforded by only the very rich, while
everyone in the north has electricity.

Now that the Koreans of the north are
established, they are preparing themselves
mentally and physically for the next invasion
the us. is sure to launch. Maintaining a
revolutionary posture, they look forward to
the time when the artificial boundary will be
wiped out, and Korea will be whole again.
The new South Korean dictator, Chung Hee
Pak, is instituting repression among an already
downtrodden people. The favorite way
amerikkkan rulers have to keep the people’s
minds off their oppression is to blame
everything on an outsider. The Koreans in the
north know they are being called the
outsiders and are getting ready for the attack.

The YOUNG LORDS PARTY feels that
the struggle of the Korean people is just. All
people have the right to self-determination.
Moreover, the Koreans have made it clear that
they are socialists, and as such are united with
the liberation struggles of all peoples. The
YOUNG LORDS PARTY is one with the
Korean people.

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RULES OF DISCIPLINE of the
YOUNG LORDS PARTY

15. All contradictions between members must be
resolved at once.

16. Once a week all Chapters and Branches will
conduct a criticism and self criticism session.

17. All members will relate to Chain of Command.
Officers, cadre, and so on. The O.D. is the final authority
in the office.

18. Each person will submit a daily report of work to
the 0.D.

19. Each YOUNG LORD must learn to operate and
service weapons correctly.

20. All Leadership personnel who expel a member,
must submit this information, with photo, to the Editor

Every member of the YOUNG LORDS PARTY must
follow the-e rules. CENTRAL COMMITTEE members,
CENTRAL and BRANCH STAFFS, including all captains,
will enforce these rules.

Every member of the party must memorize these
rules, and apply them daily. Any member found violating
these rules is subject to ‘spension by the PARTY.

THE RULES ARE:

1. You are a YOUNG LORD 25 hours a day.

2. Any 'PARTY member busted or a jive tip which
that member brought down on himseif or others, can
swim alone.

3. Any member found shooting drugs will be expelled.

4. No member may have any illegal drug in his or her
possession or in their system while on duty. No one may
get drunk on duty.

5. No member will violate rules relating to office
work or general meetings of the PARTY ANYWHERE.

6. No one will point or fire a weapon of any kind
unnecessarily or accidentally at anyone.

7. No member can join any army force other than
the People’s Army of Liberation.

8. No PARTY member will commit crimes against the
people.

9. When arrested, YOUNG LORDS will give only
name, address, and will sign nothing. Legal first aid must
be understood by all members,

10. No member may speak in public unless authorized
by the Central Committee or Central Staff.

11. The 13 Point Program must be memorized and
the Platform must be understood by each member.

: |12. PARTY communications must be national and
ocal.

13. No member may speak about another member
unless he or she is present.

14. All PARTY business i1s to be kept within the
PARTY.

27. No Chapter or Branch shall accept grants, poverty
funds, money, or any aid from any government agency.

28. AIll Traitors, Provocateurs, and Agents will be
subject to Revolutionary Justice.
