en Arecibo, Cuatro trabajadores
fueron arrestados bajo acusacion
de danos maliciosos y fueron
ingresados en la carcel al no
poder prestar $2,000 en fianza.

Desde que comenzo la huelga
el 10 de febrero, la militancia y
sobre 500
trabajadores se ha demostrado
constantemente. Y por otra
;pdrte, tambien se ha demostrado
Ia represion del gobierno que
protege a la empresa privada. El
Mundo, el periodico de mayor
circulacion en Puerto Rico, no
paga impuestos por sus ingresos.

obreros se acercan a su segundo
mes de huelga?Ademas de traer
rompehuelgas de Miami vy
alquilar helicopteros a un
teniente de la policia de Puerto
Rico, ha acudido al gobierno.

El Juez Federal, Jose V.
Toledo, rechazo la mocion que
presentaron los abogados de la
Union de Periodistas, Artes
Graficas y Ramas Anexas de que
se eliminara el interdicto dictado

El
interdicto prohibe a los
huelgistas intervenir con los

From April I3, Island Ventures tried to put on “The
First International Puerto Rican Pop Festival-Mar y Sol”in
Vega Baja, Puerto Rico. With this move, the colonization of
our island clearer, Puerto Rico was to be reduced to a
campsite for an expected 75,000 mostly white, privileged
youth. Their heads would be full of dope and wine, their
ears on some of the biggest names in what is accurately called
“The Business”-Roberta Flack, Herbie Mann, Malo, Osibisa,
B. B. King. Ferre eagerly went along with this scheme, hoping
that a sucessful festival would bring more of these rich kids

to Boringuen to spend their money. Money which Ferre is in
desperate need of. Anybody who gives $500,000 to the
TWA-owned Dorado Hilton, as Ferre did in December 1971 so
it could reopen when new housing for poor people can’t be
built in El Cano and other parts of the island has got to be a
dog. a bankrupt dog.

But back to the “Festival”. It would have been nice if
each planeload of comfortable kids had been received at the
airport by delegations from such romantic places as La Perla,
El Fanguito or Barrio Obrero, to remind them and the U. §.
and Puertorican government that the people know that
Puerto Rico is a colony of the U. S.

The “‘Festival”, billed as ““Three Full Days of Sun and
Music...429 acres covered with palm trees with over a mile of
beach facing the Caribbean Sea...all the natural pleasures of a
tropical vacation in the sun”, never came off. The “Caribbean
Sea” was too rough for swimming, the beach hot and funky;
in their haste to rip off (tickets were from $149-5169,
including airfare; many people paid more), island ventures
didnot provide for water, food or health facilitiesin short,
the “Tropical Paradise” turned into a disaster area, and while
many of the pampered Kids left in disgust over what we put
up with every day. island ventures was still trying to get the
acts to come down.

Five people died, some drowned, others got into fights
and with the blades they purchased at the festival, stabbed
each other; for those who spent their money at the festival,
Pan American Airlines gave the privileged vouth credit to get
back home-and allowed them to tent out at Isla Verde
| Airport, while watching for their flights.

That’s what happened on one level. On another level, the
very idea of using Puerto Rico as a youth resort has to be
attacked. Attacked by us on the island and by us in the
states. Anyone who would go on such a tripobviously has
consideration for a people’s struggle for freedom. Why not
visit “*Bangla Desh™ at the height of the people’s misery
[hpn.f_: Wouldn’t - that be- ‘heavy’ on acid?

Look again at the acts named before. B.B. King. Roberta
Flack.

COMPANEROS: On
Thursday, March 30, 1972 at 2
P.M. a farce will be held before
judge bayger in the Erie County
Court in Buffalo, New York.

. On that day the judge will
ask me if I have the witness
ready, and when I answer no, he
will reject my

petition for a new trial and he
will order them to take me back
to the wallkill concentration
camp located some 70 miles
away from New York, so that I
serve the 41 years 1 received for
sentence although I am innocent,
in. order to intimidate the
revolutionaries and militants of
Buffalo.

I am innocent of the sale ot a
bag of dope worth 15 dollars
with which the police framed me
in order to take me out of
circulation and destroy my
bookstore, the only bookstore in
the Ghetto of Buffalo that sold
books, pamphlets and
Marxist-Leninist magazines,
Puerto Rican Nationalism, Black
Power, North Vietnam, socialist
China, North Korea and
revolutionary and leftist
literature. :

But I admit being guilty of
fighting by all means necessary
against the racist-exploitative
repression that the wu.s.
government has waged against
the Puerto Rican, black and
Chicano Ghetto -colonies inside
the wu.s. and against the
Northamerican Imperialism that
sirangles Puerto Rico. 1 will
always be guilty of fighting
against this yankee monster, in
the streets(like I did during the
Summer of 1967), inside the
prisons, and even in the hole
itself. I will never abandon the

.revolutionary struggle and 1 will

go forward-with or without
‘support.

My motion for. a new

Finally it was May 1st, 1886,
340,000 workers took to the
streets throughout the u.s.. The
threat of the government and
bosses, the visible police armed
and ready to open fire, did not
stop the righteous struggle.

This is how in the history of
working people, we remember
May 1st. But the struggle did not
end there, the demand had to be
won for all workers in the world,
not just a few places.

So, the American Federation
of Labor (today the AFL-CIO is
the most sold-out union in
existence), organized an
international movement, where
on May l1st, 1890, all workers of
the world would join in
solidarity to support the demand
for the 8 hour day. The
combination of the struggle in
the u.s. and the international
support forced the rich beasts to
give in completely.

The
more we rapped, the more I
wanted to understand. I couldn’t
see why our men abused us if
they really loved us. But that was
the most important thing that all
of us realized. The enemy wasn't
the man, he’s just as heavily
oppressed (in other ways) as we
are. The real enemy is a small
number of rich people who in
the past, now and always will rob
us of decent health care,
adequate wages, day care centers,
and safer working conditions.
The Women's Union (a mass
organization of the Young Lords

Party) was formed out of a large
collective (group) of women
from -every walk of Ilife:
housewives, workers,
unemployed women, welfare
mothers, and students. If we
want to end our oppression, we

have to struggle together.
Together because we give each
other the strength to develop
into sisters that determine our
own lives.

On March 1st, 1972, the

“group of 20 to 30 persons with

handkerchiefs over their faces
and nylon stockings on  their
heads, burned a helicopter over
by El Mundo newspaper that was
standing in the community of
Oloya in Bayamon. The whole
helicopter was- destroyed, with
losses of $90.0 00. It was used to
distribute the papers to the
different parts of the island.

On April 4. four houses of
managers of the newspaper were
firebombed in Bayamon,
Carolina, and Catono. According
to police information, unknown
persons ftraveling in cars threw
the bombs against the properties

-of the managers and then fled

without anybody being able to
identify license plates.

That same day in the
community of Santana in
Arecibo, the workers who were
picketing against El Mundo
attacked with rocks and sticks

. Two cars from the company that

were carrying papers to
distribute them in Arecibo. Four
workers were arrested and
charged with malicious
destruction, and were taken to
jail where they were unable to
pay the 52,000 bail.

Since the strike began last
february 10, the coprmitment to
the struggle and the strength of
over 500 workers has been
constantly improving. On  the
other hand police repression fron
the part of the gov't thit
profects private enterprise, has
El Mundo,
the newspaper with the biggest
circulation in Puerto Rico, pays
no taxes on its income . They
have strike insurance . but this
insurance ends after 2 months of
strike. And what has El Mundo
while the workers have been on
strike  for almost 2 months?
Apart from bringing scabs from
Miami renting helicopters from a
police lieutenant of Puerto Rico,
they have gone to the gov't.

-federal jose v. toledo denied
the motion presented by the
lawyers that represent the Union
of Newspapermen, Graphics Arts
and related branches, to cancel
the injunction signed by the
same judge against the workers.
The injunction forbids the strikers
from interfering with the strike
breakers that cross their picket
line, and it also forbids holding
mass pickets that interrupt the
free access to the newspaper
building.

charge the  workers with
disobedience in order to put the
union leadership behind bars. On
the other hand the Board has not
investigated the accustion filed
by the union on unfair practice
on the part of El Mundo because
they refuse to negotiate in good
faith.

Fhe striking workers have
been harrased and beaten with
billy clubs constantly while they
picket. A photGgrapher from an
independent paper, La Hora.was
clubed after he manage totake a
photograph of the pigs with their
guns out ready to act against the
workers.But the striking workers
have the full support from the
people of Puerto Rico. Both the
workers’ movement and the
priest, and the students stay in
the picket lines with the workers
day and night. On feb. 13, five
helicopters that El Mundo used
to distribute the papers were
burned to ashes by firebombs
thrown by CAL (Armed
Comandos for Liberation) in
solidarity with the workers
strike.

Ave: in Brooklyn, was taken over
and held for 8 hours by the El
Nuevo Mundo Tenants
Association. These brothers and
sisters were angry because they
have been tricked and abused for
months by the city government.
They had paid up to $500 down
payment on a moderate income
apartment co-op called Garden
Towers. They put their hopes
into this place to live in and were
robbed by a greedy thief who
worked for the company that
was renting out the apartments.

The head of the company
wias a bigger and greedier thief
because he called his protectors,
the pigs, to invade their paid-for
homes 8:30 in the morning. The
pigs came with machine guns,
shotguns, and tear gas. They
moved the people out in the
street, but the people were not
going to be treated like garbage
any longer. They marched into
the Model Cities Office and took
it over. The politicians and their
puppet pigs tried to fool the
people by moving them into a
hotel, but they stood strong and
told them that if they were not
let into their rightful homes,
they would not leave,

The pigs moved in and
arrested 3 tenants and tried to
move the people out, but they
failed. With support from the
outside community, they stayed

quatters in
Brooklyn,N.Y.
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fought back, the goons moved
the people out and arrested 16
people. They also arrested 4
people who were outside
supporting the takeover. The
people in the community took it
to the streets to show the rich
that we've had enough of their
control,

We must not let this struggle

die out. The rich have 4 and 5
homes, and they won't let us
have a roof over our heads? We
tried to contact the mayor and
his other actors, but they were
“busy™. lindsay was visiting gil
hodge’s funeral, and entertaining
charlie chaplin, two rich gringos-
who never have worried about a
place to sleep. It is obvious that
lindsay isn’t going to do anything
about the poor. We must show
the rich corporation and the city
gov't that we will not be fooled
again.

Philadelphia is a city of poor
and working people. Poor people
work the steel plants, the sheet
industry, as sewing
operators in the

metal
machine
garment industry, as clerks and
nurses aides in the hospitals. It’s
poor working people that keep
the city moving. According to
the government, at least 44% of
this city is Black people, really
it’s more because the gov't and
the rich always want us to think
that we are less than we really
are so we won't Know our
strength. Then, the Puerto Rican
community is from 65,000
100,000 people. The Chinese
community is 5,000 people,
there are several thousand Native
Americans living and working in
Philadelphia; and there are many
poor white working people.

To keep poor and working
people down, there is police

repression. The rich and the gov't
always try to keep the people
down with more and more police
repression rather than dealing
with the problems of the society.
Here in Philadelphia, the police is
the gov't. That's why Rizzo is
getting millions of dollars from
the federal gov't to increase the
pig force, everything from new
and better equipment — cars,
arms, dogs — to regular patrols of
police on horses through poor
communities. More and more pig
brutality, presence and
repression is the way the rich
answer when poor people try to
better their lives.

Another thing that is well
developed in Philly is so called
Black capitalism. Rich Black
people try and make us think
that everything they do for

April 3, 1972

Monday, March 27, Hipolito
Marcano, Senator of the Popular
Party (PPD), gave the important
vote in the Board of Electoral
Redistribution that eliminated
the district of Aguadilla. Just a
few months earlier, Hipolito
Marcano had said, “In order to
eliminate Aguadilla as a district,
they will have to go over my
dead body.”

There are games that people
play and -there are games that
electoral parties play. One of
these little games is the electoral
redistribution, which means how
they are going to divide the
districts to win the elections.

The Board is chosen by the
governor. He places a
representative from the two
parties and together with the
judge, president of the supreme
court, Luis Negron Fernandez,
they decide how the districts are
going to be divided. This time,
after the politicians raquetecred
in order to be chosen for the
Board, ferre placed Hipolito

Marcano, of the PPD, and Angel.

Viera Martinez, of the New
‘Progressive’ Party (PNP).

The redisiribution is
supposed to be something
democratic, without interests on
the part of the parties involved.
But it is really nothing like that.
Electoral redistribution is
something that the parties in
power always use for their
benefit. For Puerto Rico, it's
something new that began in
1960. But in the United States,
for years the politicians have
taken advantage of the people
and have divided the districts
into parts where the people of
their own party are
concentrated. For example, ferre
and Viera Martinez favor making
Carolina a district because that is

something that those of Carolina
want, and if they aren’t in favor
of that, then the PPD won’t be
able to get any votes from the

[ PMP in the next elections.

Then on the other hand there
is Aguadilla. The PNP . in
Aguadilla has been going down
because the leaders of the PNP
are responsible for having closed
the Hospital of the District of
Aguadilla and dragging our
people more and more into
poverty. The leaders of the PNP
in Aguadilla needed something to

get them out of a sticky spot,
and ferre and Viera Martinez

gave them the opportunity, even
though Aguadilla would suffer.
It’s also important for ferre to
have Carolina as a district
because it is part of his plan to
put more legislators from the
PNP in the capitol, and
eliminating Aguadilla and
changing the other districts gives
the PNP a better chance to win,

legislative power than before,

Hipolito Marcano went with
important -1

them because the
thing for him and his party is to
take voies away from ferre in the
big cities.

Something else that has come

up during the last 38 years is that
the guvernnient has filnted more
importance on
metropolitan centers to make
money. This discrimination
against the countryside has hurt
Aguadilla even more. While the
metropolitan area of San Juan
has progressed with new
industries, Aguadilla has really
gone down, closing the docks,
cutting down on the sugar
industry, closing its factories and
its hospitals, and now getting
eliminated as a district. That's
why we say that we shouldn’t
attack one or two individuals; it's
the system ithat has to be
attacked. In this system, a
few cities grow and it's easier to
get work there. But in other
cities, the economy falls and
more and more people find
themselves without a job because
the industries move, either to
San Juan or to the u.s., where
they can make more and more
money. And even though these
metropolitan centers have a lot
of factories, there are never
enough to meet the needs of the
unemployed workers in the
country. It’s because of this that
our relatives and friends have to
go to the us. to look for
work, But while the
companies get rich, and while the
politicians are running all over
and playing their games to get
political power, who is suffering?
The same ones who always

suffer! THE POOR PEOPLE,
THE WORKERS, THE ONES
WHO ALWAYS BREAK THEIR
BACKS WORKING TO MAKE A
LIVING. And while the people
of Aguadilla get headaches
looking for work, the politicians
are making money in an electoral
circus-theater. That's why
Aguadilla is furious.

None of the politicians know
what it is to take a2 son  or
daughter or another relative to a
hospital and find that there is no
medical attemntion. The
politicians  don’t have to go
through the experiences of the
poor and working people — the
majority of the people. That's
why the politicians aren’t
capable of governing. The only
people that can solve a problem
are those that have the problem
and live with it. We the poor
people can't keep depending on
the politicians and other persons
to solve our problems. That's
why we say that nobody should
vote because all the politicians
are the same and the ones that
try to be good get smashed by

the war, invading Laos. They said
that was how they were going to
“conquer communism”. But the
Laotian people united with the
Vietnamese people, and defeated
the invasion.

In 1971, the us. invaded
Cambodia using the same lies,
with the same arrogance, saying

that they - were saving the
‘country from communism.
Before the invasion, the CIA

{Central Intelligence Agency), set
up a coup to overthrow President
Sihanouk to make the invasion
easier. Once again, -the
Cambodian people united with
Laos and Vietnam, to defeat
those thieves and animals.

In 1968, the northamerican
people elected nixon because he

promised to end the war in

Vietnam, like johnson had
promised to finish it. But four
yvears later, the u.s. maintains its
presence, because it’s looking for
a way to win, a way to maintain
its foothold in Vietnam, looking
for a way to make money from
the suffering and genesmide of
the Indo-Chinese people.

Almost 2 million Vietnamese
have died — the majority were a
result of the constant bombing
by u.s. planes. A large sector of
the Vietnamese land has been
burned by napalm or has become
impossible to cultivate. But the

vankees prefer to destroy
Vietnam rather than admit
defeat.

For every soldier that the u.s.
sends, the bombing increases.
This last offensive by the
Vietnamese people makes it clear

again “‘ql{:--- TR il
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The Vietnamese people
support the revolution and the
Provincial Revolutionary
Government (PRG).

The Vietnamese people hate
the yankee invaders and the
Thieu government, also the
poor and oppressed of the world,
from Puerto Rico to the
Philippines, are in complete
solidarity with our Vietnamese
brothers and sisters.

The offensive has developed
on 4 fronts. The war is no longer
a guerrilla war. The revolutionary
forces have reached the level
where they are capable of waging
a conventional war, With tanks,
artillery, missiles equal in power
to the u.s. and Saigon.

In the north of the province
Quantri, the VYietnamese have
won, and 25000 troops are
marching towards Hue, the
second biggest city in Vietnam.
In the center, the people’s forces
are moving towards Kantum to
cut South Vietnam in two parts.
In the South, the revolutionary
forces, 8000 troops, are 35 miles
from Saigon. In the Mekong
River Delta, another front has
been opened against the
government.

The u.s. has mobilized all its
ships in the Pacific, all its planes
in Asia, 100 B-52 planes, each
one carrying 900 pound bombs,
and are preparing to bring back
amerikkkan troops, or use
atomic weapons to stop its final
defeat.

But it's too late.
General Giap, Minister of
Defense of North Vietnam, has

For the past two months, we
have been reading notices of the
workers, students, and poor
peoples of Spain fighting for
what’s theirs at the workplaces,
universities, and communities,
where they are being exploited
by the fascist government of
Franco. By March 13, 1972,
more than 75 thousand workers
from the shipping wyards and
factories took over a town in
Spain, El Ferrol, and held it
against the fascist policies

uf generalisimo franco, dictatorof

Spain. Earlier that week, six
workers in a plant had been fired
for demanding a decent salary, in
answer to that attack, fellow:
workers took to the streets. Not
allowing such attacks to go
unanswered, police had to return
to their barracks and
counterattack “‘el pueblo” (the
people), killing 2 people and
wounding 50 others. At the same
time, students in support of the
workers and for social and
political change for all people,

protested and paralyzed the
universities.

Let's examine the
conditions under which the

people of Spain live. For more
than 32 years, franco has ruled
the country. People are very
poor while a handful of

capitalists, government officials
and u.s. businessmen, control the
country making themselves very
rich.

Worthless labor unions exist
made up of both workers and
bosses; unions with company
bosses cannot represent the
interests of the poor working
people. An “iron fisted" military
patrols the lives of the people
and is used to keep the rich in
control. Universities, churches,
and all other institutions are also
controlled to keep the rich in
power,

What exists in Spain is very
much the same as what we are
forced to five under here in
Puerto Rico and in the U.S. We
work all our lives to make the
Northamerican imperialists rich.
We have an ‘Yron fisted”
military, our schools and
churches are controlled by the
same rich MNorthamerican
invaders. We must support fellow
peoples of Spain in their fight
against Franco and imperialist
rulers. We must learn from their
examples and see how we all
must change.

On Febropary 2, 1972,
Genaro Vazquez Rojas, leader of
the Guerrilla Front Jose Maria
Morelos, was killed fighting his
last battle in Mexico,

The life history of Genaro is
an example for all revolutionaries
that survive him.

Genaro was born in San Luis
Acatlan, State of Guerrero, one
of the poorest and most
exploited of the Republic of
Mexico. His parents were poor
peasants that suffered heavily
from the exploitation and
poverty forced on them by the
rich and the government of
Mexico. They knew that the
1910 Revolution had been
betrayed and that the real leaders
of the people, like Emiliano
Zapata, Pancho Villa, and the
Flores Magon brothers, had been
-murdered by the traitors of their
country,

Genaro was sent to school
where he became a rural
(country) teacher and returned
to his people to educate them
about the true history of their
land and their oppression. But in
1960, he abandoned his studies
and returned to Guerrero to
found the Guerrero Civil
Association that led the struggle
against governor Caballero
aburto, cruel thief and lackey of
the rich people of that region.
On December 30, 1961, the
police and the army shot at
people in a rally protesting the
abuses of this murderer in the
main square of the city of lguala,
killing 200 men, women, and
children. Genaro Vazquez was
accused of the massacre, instead

of the government that had

ordered the pigs and the army to
open fire on the people.

Genaro escaped, after killing
the undercover pig that was
tailing him during the
demonstration, and he returned
to his peasant mountains to
organize and fight in order to
stop this misery and poverty. He
walked from town to town,
organizing meetings, teaching the
people how to read and write,
working as a land laborer. But in
1964, he was captured and taken
to Iguala, capital of the state.

In 1968, Genaro was able to
escape safely, but one of his
companeros, the student Roque
Salgado, was killed. Genaro went
into the mountains of Guerrero
to start the struggle with the
Guerrilla Front Jose Maria
Morelos (a leader of the war for
independence). Because of his
previous work of patient
organizing, education and serving
the people, Genaro had the full
support of the peasants. The
army threatened, tortured, and
even murdered peasants trying to
find out where he was, but the
people refused to talk.

The group’s first action was
to publicize their program:

1. Overthrow the government
of land owners and
pro-imperialist capitalists.

2. Install a government of the
people formed by peasants,
workers, students, progressive
intellectuals, and the working
people in general.

3. Total
economical
Mexico.

political and

independence for
4. Establish' a just

Tt

social order in the benefit of the
majority of the poor and
working people of Mexico; and

5. Unity on an international
level with all the forces of all
other people around the world
who are fighting against
northamerican imperialism,
considered the common enemy.

From 1968 to today, this

guerrilla group has taken
revolutionary actions constantly,
like killing the most cruel
foremen and members of the
private armies of the land owners
of the region; supporting the
student struggles in 1968, many
of whose leaders later joined the
guerrilla forces; kidnappings of
bankers, landowners, and other
rich people who exploit Mexico,

——

in order to get fupds to continue
the struggle and liberate political
prisoners.

His ' example
formation of other guerrilla
forces in other states of Mexico,
like Aguascalientes, Chihuahua.
Chiapas, and Oaxaca. Their
actions. educated the people
about who were their real
enemies and the kidnappings of
the rich fools were a cause for
rejoicing for our oppressed
nation. This government was so
dedicated to silencing this
exemplary guerrilla, that they
tortured his 9 year old son for
100 hours.

On February 2, 1972, the car
Genaro was in was being chased
on the road. A gun fight started .
and the car crashed into a bridge.

Genaro died, and his
second-in-command, Jose
Bracho, who was in the car with
him, is being held in the Military
Base No. 1; he cannot receive.
any visits. Not even his lawyers
have been allowed to see him, so
nobody knows what they've
done to him.

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On the Ist of April, the
Popular Ariny of Vietnam and
the Vietnamese people in general
began a final offensive against
the destructive and murderous
u.s. army and the fascist army of
South Vietnam.
