dimension of an individual, is the secondary
quality which differentiates us; the essential
guality is that we are men.

As we say to our comrades. who are
fighting in the citadel of imperialism, that our
experience has shown that nationalisni can
progress into a reactionary phenomenon. So
we have Mr. Tsombe, who was born in Africa,
but his class position does not distinguish him
in any way from Salazaar or Franco or any
other European or American reactionary.
Therefore to speak of nationalism in terms of
Tsombe, we can see what might result from
theis sort of nationalism. The nationalism of a
man like Tsombe could not result in anything
of any value for the masses of people. And we
also know that there are Uncle Toms in the
united states who are nationalists, but we
know that their nationalism does not result in
anything worthwhile for the vast majority of
Afro-Americans. Therefore, comrades, never
forget that all society is divided into classes.
And that men react in terms of their class
position. And that color means little. The
most important thing is class position.

It's not a matter of defining friends and
enemies by word, but a matter of knowing
who can support action when times are hard.
We're not talking about support growing out
of some emption or other, but the point is to
make the distinction between the friends and
the enemies of the Black people in the united
states itself. We think that the masses of the
people are sufficiently intelligent to
distinguish their friends from their enemies
and to avoid doing that which will assist the
enemy and distress the revolutionaries.

IN QUEBEC

Quebec is a provinca uf
Canada that has been at the head
of the revolutionary struggle in
Canada for some time. The
masses of people in Quebec are
French-Canadians, or more
nrorrectly, Quebecois, an
oppressed people in
British-Canada. Quebecois make
up most of the country's
working class. From this position
of strength (as workers), they
have been , waging a struggle
against the Canadian government
(which is only a dependency of
u.s. and English-Canadian
capital).

Conditions in Quebec for the
working class are highly
oppressiva. The sell-out
government writes laws which
serve imperialism’s interests,
providing a cheap labor force for
themselves. When workers at
General Motors’ Lordstown,
Ohio, Vega Plant sabotaged
production (resulting in a recall
costing GM $35 million) as a
protest against forced speed-up
on the line, it prompted GM
plans to transfer Vega
production to  St. Therese,
Quebec. The government pays
for the operations of ITT. IBM,
andGM.

give our award of Pig of the:
Week to the Anglo- American
Corporation, because they are
responsible for the deaths of 460
people.

On Tuesday, June 6, 460 miners
were trapped in an explosion at
Wankie, Zimbabwe Zimbabwe,
called Rhodesia by the U.S. and
Europe, is a country in the

southern part of Africa. The
company that owns those mines
is the Anglo- American Corp.,
one of the most powerful

companies in the world. This

company, which is worth about
$150 million dollars and has a
banking house in Switzerland;
not only owns mines in
Zimbabwe, but also in the Union
of South Africa. In 1957, the
company produced 25% of
South Africa s gold, 24% of her
uranium, 43% of her coal 51% of
Zimbabwe's copper, and 41%of
the world’s diamond sales. (It
owns a lot of stock in 20 gold, 2
copper,and 2 coal mines. It
controls 17 other companies. We
can see how powerful the
Anglo-American Corporation is,

how mich money they have, how
much money they control, and
how little they care about us,
poor and working people.But
even more important is the man
who owns the corparation, Harry
Oppenheimer, who owns not
only Anglo-American
Corporation but also two other
companies. By owning these
three comypanies ,

he controls over 2.5 billion
dollars, almost all the gold and
diamonds of the world, one third
of Africa’s copper and one fifth
of its coal. He has never worked

a day in his life — he inherited
the companies from his father,
Sir Ernest Oppenheimer! This is
the lazy capitalist who controls
our lives! While we slave every
day barely to make enough to

survivee, he is a billionaire and

does nothing but sign his name
to “important papers”. For all
this and especially for the
murder of 460 Zimbabwe
people, we give wyou, Harry
Oppenheimer, and the Anglo-
American Corporation , the Pig
of the Week Award!

One of the reasons
we see the Congress to be necessary and why
we have made preparations for it is to have a
basis to wage strong ideological struggle (the
struggle of ideas) both inside the Party, and
with the rest of the revolutionary movement
and with the people in general. Te be

resolved in the Congress is the role of Puerto
Ricans in the U.S., in the class struggle in
general, and the relation of this to the
national liberation struggle of Puerto Rico.

This struggle in particular has been
debated in different ways, since we first began
3 years ago.

In the Congress, we will come to a clearer
understanding of how we will go forward in
the struggle against our main enemy - the
yankee puppets, as much in the United States
as in Puerto Rico.

Along with us in the Congress will be

The
brother Manuel Morales, worker of department #45
suffered an accident because of the negligence of
the company by not fixing a Hi-=lo that had been re-
ported broken by the person in charge of that depart-
ment a week before. The people responsable for this
accident is the supervisor Edward Palozewski, who by
the way supervises 3 departments because he is Polish
and he has only one Hispanic man in his department
#36 and 2 Black men, and department #16, which he is
in charge, but he doesn't do anything but drink beer
and play the horses and the sumbers, and play with a
girl they have in the office. When there are people
that represent the union like Sam Arcuri, Andy Rathway
and Pete Simone, leadership that has not been changed
in 25 years, what is the reason, simply-people choosen
(picked) before hand by the company that is represented
by Carmine DeRosa, Harvey Kram and Al Nappi.

We put up with bad
patient care, racist arrogant
doctors mistreating our
people. We see people
with serious illnesses being
sent home because there
aren’t any hospital beds for
them.

We take our own
families to Gouverneur
because most of we'live in
the community.

And now they tell us
that we have no jobs and if
they feel like it, they’ll give
us one.

What about our union
11997 They haven’t told us
very much of anything.
Except, that if we go work
for the Health and Hospitals
Corporation we’ll have to
belong to the city workers
union D.C. 37.

We lose all our benefits
and seniority and have to
wait years for a raise,
Another thing is that we’ll
go in as ‘“provisional”
workers.

This means that we can
be replaced by a civil service
worker at anytime.

This is not the first time
we have been in a crisis
about our jobs. In 1969 we
opened the newspapers to
find out that 96 of us were
going to be laid off. Our

response was to form the
Health Revolutionary Unity
Movement. We demanded
an end to what was then
just threats every year
about us losing our jobs and
the clinic being closed.

We ' called for unity
between patients and
workers to fight against our
common enemies, the rich
dogs who are feeding on our
lives.

We proved through our
practice that Black, Puerto
Rican, Asian and other
Latin men and women can
be united in a principled
way to struggle for control
of our lives.

We built a revolutionary
health movement in New
York City that called for
community-worker control
of all our health
institutions.

After 15 months in jail and 4
months on trial, since March 27,
1972 Angela Davis has finally

been acquitted l=f all charges
against her. She has been accused
of buying guns for Jonathan
Jacson and the Soledad Brothers-
Fleeta Drumgo, John Cluchette,
and George Jackson. The case of
the Soledad Brothers goes back
to 1969, when a prision suard
was Killed in a prison riot at)
-California’s Soledad Prision.
These three brothers were then
accused of his death. The case of

Jonathan Jackson goes back to
August 7, 1970.when a group of
four brothers entered court
to free a San Quentin
inmate who was then on trial. A
gun battle broke out and three
brothers were killed, including
Jonathan Jackson. A judge and a
lot of his assistants were also
killed in a gun battle. Of the four
brothers Ruchell Magee is the
only survivor. He is now awaiting
trial. His case will probably begin
now that Angela’s case is over.

Angela s case can be called a
victory for the people.

Only 40% of the labor force
is unionized. 10% of Quebecois
workers are unemployed. In
April, the 3 largest unions in
Quebec — Confederation
of MNational Trade Unions
(CNTU), Quebec Federation of
Labor (QFL), and the Quebec
Teachers Corporation (QTC), led
200,000 public service workers
in an 11 day strike. These 3
unions could form a “Common
Front” after having been isolated
historically and divided against
each other, is due to the
agitation for unity brought on by
the rank and file of the unions.
Before the 11 day confrontation
in April, locals had been uniting
to take on the ruling class. Public

service workers represent 12% of
Quebec’s labor force, and for 11
days, they shut down vital
services (hospitals, schools,
courts, government services, etc)
across Quebec,

The strike ended as the
ruling class passed Bill 19, or the
“Billy Club Law”, which
legalized the use of reactionary
force in ordering public service
workers back to work. 40
minutes before the law went into
effect, union leaders went on
television asking the membership
to go back to work. The ‘union
leadership made it clear it would
not support the strike, cutting
off what funds existed to carry
people through the strike.

But on May 9, the presidents
of each of the three unions were
given a year sentence for leading
the strike. Forty-two local
leaders had heen arrested. The
growing strength of the rank and
file now moved swiftly to
defend, not so much the union

leaders, but an attack on the
working class.

On May 10, radio station,
CKCN, in the Port of Sept-lles,
Quebec, was taken by the
workers who used it to broadcast
news of the labor movement.
2000 workers had led a
spontaneous general strike that
just about closed the city down.
First the rail, port and ore
processing operations of the lron

Ore Co. of Canada (owned by

the u.s. steel companies out of
Wilmington, Delaware), were
shut down. Next, all businesses,
schools, stores, transportation

and (to keep order) bars, were
shut down. Certain essential
services were kept open, but a
price freeze was imposed by the
workers. The Canadian Army
tried to airlift hundreds of

riot-equipped pigs to the city of

25,000, but the workers shut
down the airport and blockaded
all roads into town with huge
pieces of heavy equipment. A pig
helicopter teargassing a crowd of
demonstrators and trying to land
more pigs in town, was repelled
by molotov cocktails. Twelve
hours later, the pigs had

PATANTE

re-captured Sept-lle.

But all across Quebec,
workers raised the slogan "“create
two, three, many Sept-lles”.
Using the same tactics as in
Sept-lle, 2 other large towns
were shut down by wildcat
general strikes, and in 2 days, the
walkout movement in Quebec
reached 100,000 workers. Bill 12

was shattered by the

The wildcat spread to
northwest Quebec where
imperialism mines copper, zinc,
and lead, and to areas where
Quebec trees are turned into
newsprint for the syndicate that
owns the Chicago Tribune and
N.Y. Daily News.

Last winter, when
unemployment was particularly
high, the government created jive
make-work handout jobs called
Local Initiative Projects. After an
ITT wire and cable plant in St.
Jerome and the huge GM
assembly line in St. Therese had
been shut down, a worker said,
“you might call this our own
Local Initiative Project”. The
movement has reached Montreal.
Besides shutting down services,
longshoremen closed the water
front, and all 6 daily newspapers
were closed.

The movement’s demands are
local ones in each region or
workplace, as well as demands
for immediate release of all
union leaders and the repeal of
Bill 19.

It is clear that the workers
are learning as they struggle.
Sell-out union leadership has
been exposed. Socialism is being
accepted in people’s minds as the
society best suited to our needs.
The struggle in Quebec has done
much to help revolution in
Canada and the world. Because it
-attacks wu.s. imperialism and
because the Quebecois workers
are our class brothers and sisters,
the Young Lords Party firmly
supports the struggle in Quebec,

Humberto Papan’s case is a
case of international importance
to all oppressed nations that are
fighting for their national
liberation.

If the Canadian government
gives a favorable decision and
cefuses to send Humberto back.
to Puerto Rico 1t wui in effect be
saying that Puerto Rico is a
colony of the united states and
that it recognizes the Puerte
Rican struggle for national
liberation. Canada would also be
saying that the court system in
Puerto Rico is designed to
persecute Puerto Rican people
who are struggling for their
National Liberation and that the
courts in Puerto Rico only
protect the interest of the rich
capitalists in Puerto Rico and in
the united states.

Witnesses for the defense of
Humberto gave a clear picture of
how the united states through its
puppet governments, such as
ferre's controls the lives of the
Puerto Rican people since 1898,
when it invaded Puerto Rico, and
how the government of Puerto
Rico (which actually is the u.s.
government) would never give
Humberto a fair trial.

Since that time, all the
decisions that affect the lives of
poor and working people of

Puerto Rico have been made in

Washington D.C. The laws are
not meant to benefit our people
but to insure the interest of the
rich yankee factory owners and
rich lombrices (worms) like ferre.

‘Humberto Pagan is fighting
for the national liberation of
Puerto Rico and for poor people
throughout the world, and for
this reason his life is in danger.

The us. is demanding that a
Puerto Rican be found guilty and
murdered to serve as an example
to anyone that dares to fight for
the rights of the poor. It is clear
that . because over 60% of
Canada’s economy is owned and
controlled by the us.,.pressure is
being put om—the Canadian
government to hand Humberto
over to the united states.

With the understanding of
the international importance of
Humberto's case, a committee to
coordinate Humberto's defense
(Committee to Defend
Humberto Pagan) has been

formed, which consists of
representatives of anti-imperialist
organizations, such as El
Congreso del Pueblo (The
People’s Congress), Young Lords
Party, Youth Against War and
Fascism, Partido Independentista
Puertorriqueno - (Puerto Rican
Independence Party), Young
Workers Liberation League, El
Ejercito de Liberacion Boricua
(Puerto Rican Liberation Army),
and El Comite, which operates

out ot"New York. There are two
other united fronts operating
from Puerto Rico and also in
Canada.

Out of this many good things
have come. This united front sees
its task as that of raising
consciousness among the people
around the fact that Puerto Rico
is a colony fighting for its
freedom. Puerto Rican political
organizations here and in Puerto
Rico are putting their differences
aside and with unity, are
struggling against u.s.
imperialism, the common enemy
of all poor people.

In Canada, French Canadian
people unite with "us and
Humberto because they realize
that the struggle of poor and
working people is the same all
over the world.

On May 29th through June
1st, 1972, a delegation consisting
of representatives from the mass
organizations of the Young
Lords Party and other
revolutionary organizations
attended the court hearings in
Canada. It was good that we as
supporters of Humberto filled
the Canadian court. For, we
showed the force of
revolutionary strength. We
intimidated the Canadian court
with our presence.

TENANTS IN ¢ EL BARRIO ”’
ON STRIKE = N.Y.C.

A few months ago the
tenants of 100-102 E. 111 St
went to court to complain about
the conditions in which they live.
This had been the second time
that the tenants appeared in
court for the same results-
nothing was done. In fact, at this
court hearing the tenants weren't
even allowed to speak, and since
then, all that the landlord has
done was to fix a few minor
things just to pacify the tenants.

The violations existing in the
building are: busted doors,
broken windows, peeling paint,
holes in walls and ceilings,
insufficient heating, hot water
only when the super feels like
giving it, the typical daily visits
of rats and roaches, and almost
every other violation you can
think up. The tenants of 100-102
E. 111 St. have had enough, and
they won't take any more lip
service.

The tenants asked the
Committee to Defend the
Community for help and we
immediately surveyed the
building and investigated the
owner. We found that the
violations were as bad as the
tenants had said, if not worse.
Through investigation we also

found that according to records
the owner of the building is a
corporation and that the man
responsible is one Jose Castro.
The funny thing is that the
so-called corporation is the
building itself and Jose Castro,
according to the tenants is: the
super. That's what’s called a
dummy ownership. Now isn't
that a heavy contradiction. We
now know that the true owner
and landlord of the building is
Jerome Pollack who is alive and
well and living in Brooklyn.

also that dummy ownership is a
means that this system uses to
protect wealthy landowners.

The super, Castro, is another
pig who uses the people for his
own profit. Jose Castro is the
direct communication to the
landlord and neither care for the
well-being ‘of the tenants, but
rather for the money they can
grab off the people.

The landlord has made many
times over the amount he paid
for that building, but the tenants
have not seen their rent money
being but to its proper use.. The
tenants themselves fix the
plumbing, paint the walls, patch
up holes. They have to buy sinks,
refrigerators, stoves and replace

light bulbs in the hallway. They
have to do this with their money,
which is not rent deductible. For
these reasons and because the
tenants realize that the rich
landlords don’t care about the
people, the tenants of 100=102
are on a rent strike.

The landlord has practically
tried every trick in the book to
make these tenants pay rent, but
they will not submit to his
trickery.

The tenants demand:

1. Get rid of the super, Jose
Castro.

2. Full control of the
building without interference
from court.

In the last edition of Palante
a special edition was published
explaining the division within the
Party. This division was caused
by different political lines. The
faction accused the Party of
being a “'Trotskyite'"
organization. This would mean
that we follow the line of Leon
Trotsky, an enemy of the
working tlass people.

After the division, the Julito
Roldan branch in Aguadilla was
left with one cadre and the Pedro
Albizu Campos branch was left
with no cadres.

The work was
allowed to pile up and it was
difficult to start from where it
was left. The tasks given to the
cadres are the following:
1) Distribution of Palante.

4) Make an analysis of the
social classes in Puerto Rico and
a summary of the YLP practice
in Puerto Rico.

From these tasks will come a
report to the Party Congress.

We distributed Palante, spoke to
the people and we are doing
investigation and work on the
social classes in Puerto Rico.
With all this, we have gotten
responses from the police agents.
The first week we were here, a
plainclothes agent came to see

us. He wanted to see the leader
of the Party and almost
demanded attention. When we
asked his name and where did he
come fron, he replied in a filthy,
arrogant manner.

On Tuesday, May 30, 1972 approximately 150
members and supporters of the Health Revolutionary
Unity Movement entered the Hospital’'s chapel in
defiance of the State Supreme Court order
prohibiting that organization from entering or
interfering with Hospital operations,

The Hospital’s administration is prepared to take
whatever action is necessary to insure that the health
care of the residents of the South Bronx is not again
interrupted for any reason. Under no circumstances
will violations of the court order be tolerated.
Therefore, any employee who participates in any
activity deemed to be in violation of that court order
will be suspended without pay, and immediately
thereafter disciplinary action will be taken and
proceedings will be initiated to consider termination
of any such person.

I am sure you will understand the necessity of
issuing this warning, so. that there will be no doubt as
to the conzsequences of any future illegal activity.

The poor working
conditions, low salaries, and
the administration’s lack of
consideration towards
workers, caused the workers
of Metropolitan Hospital in
Puerto Rico to confront the
hospital adm inistration. The

. workers got together and
demanded the abuses to
siop —— they wanted to be
represented by El Gremio
Puertorriqueno de
Trabajadores (The Puerto
Rican Workers Union), a
union which has been
organized by the workers
themselves. Dr. Jose Alvarez
Alvarez, Director of the
hospital, told the workers
that ‘there + should be
elections as the law
requires, to see whether or
not the union should be
established. In the mean
time, the sneaky boss, who
has no concern whatsoever
fot the workers and who is
only interested in his own
welfare, hired 3 men to go
around terrorizing the
workers. These goons drove
official government cars and
said that they were from
the Department of Labor.
They tried to intimidate the
workers by telling them
that the wunion was a
communist front who is
trying to beat’ the workers.
Everytime people get
together to fight for their
rights against the rich
oppressors,- they are called
communists, which never
deals with the real
conditions that exist ——
the conditions which make
people rebel in the first
place!

On the day of the
elections, the
administration called in the
police, along with the
armed private detectives, to
search the hospital. He told
the workers that they
suspected a bomb to have

been placed in the hospital
by agitators. This was part
of the administration’s plan
to intimidate the workers.
The elections resulted in 20
for and 27 against; El

'‘Gremio.

The administration
also showed where its
interests are when several of
the union organizers were
fired, without even giving
an explanation why. In.
discussing plans of action,
the workers decided to have
re-elections. They have
learned that the . places
where we work are not
functioning for the interest
of the workers, but for the
rich capitalists whom we
work for. The fact that
Metropolitan MNursing
Hospital is owned by
Soler Forrale, one of the
richest and closest
supporters of the ferre
regime, shows in evidence
that in this capitalist
system, the few rich work
together to put down
the poor and working
people, We are the majority
and slave labor and
exploitation has to stop.

Once more the colonial
government of Puerto rico is
messing with the militance of
thw workers who are tired of the
government's empty promises.

For the first time in many
years the workers of the
Metrapolitan Bus Authority
{AMA) has gone on strike.

In view of the economic
situation in which we live, you
can understand the reason why
these workers have taken this
action The

AMA is always saying it is losing
money, but the supervisor's
salaries have been sky-high for a
very long time. In addition, the
government service agencies
function on bonds; the big
capitalists buy government bonds
from the government agencies. In
other words, this meafs that
indirectly the owners of these
services are the big capitalists,
and not the government, as many
people believe.

In the present stage of the
AMA workers’ struggle, the issue
is that the workers receive a wage
increase of $1.00 an hour, during
a three year period,

they are asking for an increase of
50 this year, 25 next year, and
25 the last year. With a typical
boss's answer, the AMA says it
will give them a 55 raise during
the 3 years. and no more; and if
they do give what the workers
are asking, according to them,
“We will have to raise the fare.”

‘what is this? This is
ridiculous on the part of. the
government because they already
raised the fare by charging 25 for
159 of their buses (with the
excuse that they are
airconditioned), leaving only 42
buses at 10 .

The workers of the AMA,
and of the AMA Union, along
with the office workers of the
AMA, all have gone on strike in
solidarity with their brothers and
sisters. They have paralyzed San
duan and the whole metropolitan
area ﬁemunstratmg against the
government and to their brother
and sister workers from all the
industries, the indestructable
strength of the worki ing class
united in struggle.
