El 3 de agosto, agentes disfrazados como reparadores de
la compafifa de teléfono entraron a la oficina de la
Federacién de Trabajadores, una organizacidn que trabaja
con la Organizacidn Obrera Revolucionaria Puertorriquéfia,
305 East 4th St., y arrestaron a Carlos Rovira, miembro de la
Organizacién, y trabajador de la companfa Old Dutch
Masters. El FBI lo acusd de no haberse registrado con el

servicio selectivo, causando que perdiera su trabajo, y
amenazaron a su esposa e hija.

Por més de una semana, un grupo de 6 a 7 agentes han
estado buscando media docena de distintos miembros de la
Organizacidn, forzdhndose en nuestras oficinas y tratando de
El 17 de julio,
agentes del FBI arrestaron a Lou Garden, estudiante de la
escuela de Medicina de Harvard y miembro de Ila
Organizacidn en Boston, acusado de 2 delitos de violacidn de
la ley del servicio selectivo, negandose a servir en el ejercito
de los EEUU.

Ese mismo dia, amenazaron a Julio Cartagena, un
trabajador de Boston Géneral Hospital y otro miembro de la
Organizacidn, con 2 anios en la carcel o 2 anos de servicio
militar.

El 31 de enero de este ano, seis agentes de FBl en
Santurce, Puerto Rico, forzaron su entrada a nuestra oficina
y arrestaron a unos de los Iideres nacionales, Benjamih Cruz,
por negarse servir en el ejéreito.

Algunos dfas antes, Pablo “Yoruba” Guzmén, miembro
del Comité Central de nuestra Organizacidn, fu€ sentenciado
a 2 ahos de carcel por negarse a servir en el ejército de EEUU.
Su caso espera apelacidn.

En diciembre, Mike Rodriguez, miembro de Ila
Organizacidn en Filadelfia, fue’ arrestado por agentes
federales, fud acusado con cargos fabricados de posesidn de
una ametralladora. Este arresto fue llevado a cabo por un
agente clandestino disfrazado como un cura (sacerdote).

Hace como 2 meses, otro miembro de la Organizacidn,
Miriam Rodriguez, fue arrestada por el FBI mientras atendia
al caso de Carlos Feliciano en la corte del Bronx, fue acusada
con cargos federales de viaje para evitar prosecucidh, alegaban
tener un mandato de arresto por su caso en Rhode Island.

Richie Bertrdn, estudiante en Bronx Community College,
miembro de la Unidn Estudiantil Borfcua y la Organizacidn
Obrera Revolucionaria Puertorriquena,fue’ arrestado vy
acusado de incendio, armar motfnes y otros cargos como
resultado de un demostracidn protestando la sentencia de
Pablo ““Yoruba” Guzmdn,febrero de este aho.

La represidn policiaca no es algo nuevo para nosotros. Por
3 anos, hemos estado luchando contra las injusticias y

On July 3rd, Roberto
Delgado, a brother from
Hartford, Conn. who was in
Somers State Prision, was to
be put in the electric chair,
will not be killed. This
represents another parcial
victory for all those who
have struggled against the
injustices of the judicial
system in the United States.
In this particular case its a
victory for the Puerto Rican
people because we are
convinced that Roberto.
Delgado is innocent, that he
acted in self-defense in the
charges against him.

For -those who don't
know Roberto Delgado was
accused of killing a cop in
Hartford, Conn. on August

25, 1967. Lawyers and other
people who have done
investigations indicate
clearly that Roberto
defended himself from
an attack by a racist dog in
blue wniform who had a

Chair

long history of brutal
attacks against members of
the Puerto Rican
community in Hartford.
Besides this, in his trial,
which lasted from Nov. 2 to
Dec. 7, 1967 and which
found him guilty and
sentenced him to die in the
electric . chair, his
constitutional rights were
openly and blatently
violated.

In the first place, they
assigned him a public
defender who advised
Roberto to choose a trial by
court (three judges) instead
of one by jury, as is usually
done in such serious cases.
The lawyer did very little
during his trial and did even
less during the appeal of the
verdict.

While Roberto was in
jail, he was abused and
mistreated by the penal
guards, where on one
ocasion, busted his
eardrums while beating and

The Health
Revolutionary Unity
Movement, an organization
of Black and Puerto Rican
hospital workers, took the
Health and Hospitals
Corporation and the
Lincoln Hospital
Administration to Federal
court for denying us our
constitutional rights.

The first amendment
gives us the right to
assemble and to discuss
issues relevant to our lives.

On May 30, 1972, 23
workers and patients were
arrested at Lincoln Hospital
for peacefully attending a

meeting in the workers
lounge during our lunch
hour.

The administration of
Lincoln and the Health and
Hospitals Corporation deny
us our rights to try to keep
us from organizing workers
and patients to the fact that
the Health and Hospitals
Corporation is responsible
for job freezes, lack of
equipment, and no money
for poor city hospitals.

From Tuesday July 25
to Thursday July 27, 1972
was the meat of the case of
HRUM vs. the Health and
Hospitals Corporation.
Altogether there were five
testimonies, Helen
Rodriguez, Director of
Pediatric Dept., testified to
our good work at Lincoln,
particularly our
involvement in the Pediatric
Parents Asso., the
evaluation committee of
doctors, Community
Medical Corps and our work
in the budget committee to
fight to get a decent budget
for Lincoln Hospital.

Danny Argote, member
of HRUM, and community
mental health worker
discussed our activities since
the summer of 1970 when
we were doing extreme

actions such as the takeover
of the Hospital and
throwing out department
heads up til now. Presently
our work is more consistent
and has much more support
of the workers and patients
like showing films to
educate ourselves.

The next testimony was
Manuel Gomez who covered
pretty much the same
ground as Danny, The
main points Manuel
discussed was that meetings
were held peacefully and
leaflets announcing
meetings and- news were
also passed out
peaceful “"Most people in
the hospital are in some
way related to HRUM,"" was
the heart of Peter Shnall’s,_a
doctor in Lin{:D|I}
testimony.

The last testimony was
Walker the Associate
director of Lincoln.

Although he stated he
had to have us arrested for
meeting in the workers

lounge and not getting
permission from " the
director of the hospital,
Galarce, he had to admit
that meetings in the
workers lounge didn't
disrupt patient care and
that there were no hassles
when passing out leaflets.

This is when the case
stopped. Now we have to
wait for lawyers on both
sides to turn ‘in
memorandums.

~Actually, this decision is
not in our hands but the
judge primarily makes the
decision.

Farah Workers On Strike

For over a month now, members of the Amalgated.
Clothing Workers Union (ACW) have been leaflett-
ing J.L. Hudson gores urging shoppers to boycott

Far ah men's slacks.

The ACW has token this action in support of over
3,000 workers striking Farreh Manufacturing Com-
pany in Texos and New Mexico. The strike began
in early May, and to this date has been one of the
most bitterly fought struggles in recent labor history.

Farah is one of the largest slack manufacturers in
the U.5. today, making a cool 165 million a year
in profit. Willy Farch, the owner, employs about
10,000 people, about 95% of them Mexican-Ameri-
cans. According to Pete Goldstein, and ACW re-
presentative here in Detroit, Farah built this business
through "exploiting the people and wsing cheap

labor.

In the past couple of yeors he's been bring-

ing workers across the border from Mexico. He has

The doctor who made the second autopsy

says he was severely hemorrhaging from -

the head wound and was probably
unconscious. The family immediately
filed for a coroner’s inquest.

When the second autopsy showed the
head wound, the D.A.'s office said that

:this didn't mean that the police gave

Cross the head wound, and that it didn't
have to be the cause of death. The D.A.'s
office was also quick to try and give
credibility to the police. Ass't. D.A.
William Stevens said, ““ As far as the police
handling of this young man goes, there is
no evidence that anyone al any time
handled him improperly.”

They must be out of their minds if
they think we'll believe that one! A white

man, who says he's a cop calls up and -

tells the family Cross had a head injury
and they still say there's no “foul play?"”

Police Commissioner O'Neil has also tried
hard to gquiet the case down. He’s been
giving us the same line as the D.A's office.

Ever since he died, police, the D.As
office and the Coroner have been
dismissing the hanging as suicide. But,
Larry Cross had no reason to hang
himself. According to his wife and
parents Larry was MURDERED in his cell
by the police. The police even admitted
that they really didn't have much
evidence of suicide, but the coroner's
office in Montgomery County‘“and the
Philadelphia D.A.'s office are on the
police bandwagon even after the added
evidence of a head wound.

Witnesses have given accounts of his
arrest. After passing a police car on Vine
St. the two white policeman pulled
alongside Cross and said, “You came too
close to me when you passed me. Pull

over." Cross stopped in front of 5234
Vine St. and the police asked him for his
driver's license and registration. Then
Cross said, “I don’t deserve a ticket.”
Then one of the police wrote him a ticket
and gave it to him. Cross threw it out the
window. The police ordered him to pick
4t up. He refused, saying, “I'm not a
dog.” Then the police dragged him out of
his car and tried to handcuff him. More
police arrived and handcuffed Cross.
Then a Black sergeant arrived and
stopped the white cops from roughing up
Cross.

In the police station, something more
must have happened. Cross wouldn't have
been driving if he had a head wound as
bad as the second autopsy reports. He
had to get it in the police station and the
police probably hanged him to make it

look good.

LINCOLN HOSPITAL
DETOX PROGRAM "~

In the August 6th issue of PALANTE Vol, 4 No. 16, we
wrote an article analising the history of the Detox Pro-
gram at Lincoln Hospital and explaining why we had stop-
ped working with the program.

In the article we described the 2 years historical
development of the program, from our understanding, the
understanding of HRUM, based on what we believe to be
truth,

We made a serious security breach in the article,
the sections crossed out., We criticize ourselves for
that and for not making clear that we the P.R.R.W.0.
(Y.L.P.) shared in much of the responsabilities for the
degeneracy of what began as a very progressive program,

When the program began 2 yrs, ago we believed in the
erroneous idea that the lumpen-proletariat (the perma~
netly unemployed) were the vanguard of the revelutiom,
Because of this incorrect political position not based
on reality, the bases for continued development was
gtifled and in fact, opened the door for many opportu-
nists (dishonest people) to come to the program for
eredentials as to who was more revolutionary than who,

It is also true, that a number of progressive people
seeked and found work in the program.

These brothers and sisters were concernmed and wanted
to struggle to_bring about change with the drug problem
in our communities, and had a basic understanding that
the basis of our problems is U,S., imperialism, and not
the "Hunky" not the "workers at Lincoln Hospital" not
"anyone who disagreed" but U,S, imperialism, and as
such we must geer our struggle against the main enemy,

It was these brothers and sisters who pushed the
progran forward, They had a clear understanding that
political education classes had to be structured so
that the patients, workers and the commmity in general
could have a deeper understanding of the most basic
problems of U,S. imperialism,

They were also clear that decisions about the pro-
gram had to be structured in such a way as to involve
the many and not the few in moving the program forward,
The P.E, was set up and Black and Puerto Rican Histoxry
classes were given and a People's Committee was set up.

These factors were uniting, and for months the pro-
gran received the support of the patients who were de-
toxing, the workers of the program, the workers of Lin-
coln Hospital and the South Bronx commmumnity.

However, where there are incorrect concepts, as we
described above, followers and defenders of incorrect
concepts will be drawn together, This happened, Many
dishonest people, who talked about revolution, and in
esgence didn't understand that the basis of revolution
is complete change, came to the program with the in-
tentions of taking control of the program and in fact
succeeded in doing just that,

How did their dishonest politics show in practice?
Well, some people like Rosanna, began to push a
Puerto Riean nmationalist line, which in practice di-

wvided the people in the program,

She was one of the people who succeeded in dividing
the P.E, classes, P,E, classes in spanish, that taughy
not unity, but quite on the contrary, racism, reac-
tionary nationalism was taught, so that on the basis
of disunity - Rosamna could stand out alone, as a
"leader™ when in actually she was out for her own in-
terest, We, the PRRWO, didn't help matters here any,
for we at that time believed that the primary respon-
gability of Puerto Ricans in the U.S. was to struggle
for the national liberation struggle of Puerto Rico,
and therefore we were not presenting a correct solu-
tion of the National Question, opening the way for
people like Rosarma to use that error and set a base
for her already described opportunist venture,

Other organizations with similar ideoclogy as Ro-
samnna's. also pushed incorrectspolitics like the Re-
public of New Africa,

The RNA, pushed the "white devil theory", by this
they mean that white people or white skin people, e-
ven if they are Third World, sre the enemy,

This oreated more divisions, HNA also pushed for
seperate P,E, classes for Black people,

Again, instead of pushing uniting ideology, they

pushed racism, reactionary nationalism and therefore taking
it off the main enemy, U.S, Imperialism, and raising that
white people are the enemy, contributing to the defeat of
the progr:-sive ideas, putting into power more basis for
the degeneracy that was to take place.

With this disunity, the program headed to first
of all, not serving the purpose for which it was set up, As
the previous article states, very few people who came in
and saw this madness, were being detoxed, Instead, other
opportunists used the opportunity in the midst of all this
disunity, to drop acid, have sexual parties (orgies),
stealing, stabbings, beatings, and create an atmosphere of
degeneracy and terror. Workers of the main hospital who
at - one time supported the program, of course, stopped sup-
porting it. And in fact, were faced with threats, intimida-
tions, bogards, and just basic di respect. People who dis=
respect themselves to the point of imitating such backward
ideas, have no respect for others.

As all of this was happening in the program,
the PRRWO (YLP) was correcting and changing our positions.
The basaic change in our line, was that Lumpen were not the
vanguard of the revolution, This is not to say that this
small sector, in comparison to the numbers of the general
masses of the people, doesn't have the potential for change,
and that there won't be lumpen who tranaform and jein the
ranks of the revolutionary movement, struggling to unite all
who can be united, against our main enemy, U,S., Imperialism.

We believe that truth and unity serves the interest
of the people and dishonesty and disunity, the interest of
the ruling claases,

Dear friends from Palante,

The following letter is
to let you know of the
intentions of the Puerto
Rican prisoners who are

confined to the State
concentration camp at
Somers, Conn. The

conditions in which we live
are disastrous, they mistreat
us constantly and they want
to keep us out of
communication with the
“free world.” They don't
want us to receive Palante
and many of our letters are
thrown into the garbage
‘cans. It's for these”reasons
that we will begin our
hunger and silence strike led
by all the Boricuas confined
to this jail. The demands are
the following:

We want a system where
Latins can get help in terms
of legal questions and
electing interpreters for
parole boards, pardon and
all the other boards;

That all those serving
life sentences be treated
well:

That Rev. Ramirez,
Rev. Velez and Rev,
Antonio Parilla be allowed
to enter into the prison;

We want to receive
newspapers like Palante, La
Protesta, Claridad, La Hora,
Delirum, Pica-Pica,
Pimienta, etc. The
americans receive Playboy
and the Bird and many
clandestine newspapers;

We want to be allowed
to write to any adult who is
willing to write back to us;

In the same way, we
want anyone who wants to
visit us to be able to;

We

want mail
censorship to stop
immediately;

' We want a councelor for
Puerto Rican prisoners who
will be there when we need
him. This councelor will act
as a representative of the
Latin population and will
be responsible for

presenting our problems to
the administration;

We want all the brothers
acused of attacking other
prisoners and those acused
of starting the revolt of May
2l to be returned to the
general population and that
all charges be dropped.;

Since we only have two
hours every two days for
recreation we are
demanding more time;

That the Latin cooks be
allowed to cook latin food
every once in a while;

When we eat we want tc
sit where we want and that
the pigs stop harassing and
threatening us;

We want a raise in our
daily wages and we want
some financial help to the
brothers who don't work:

We want to listen to a
spanish radio station on a
dialy basis. There are two
stations-one could be
american and the other
could be spanish;

Our radio program with
our own records was taken
out of the air without giving
any explaination We want
our program back on the air

and our newspaper "El
Adelante” to be circulated
again

The reasons why 1I'm
writing to you is simply so
that you can publicized our
strike which will begin on
August 21. We are not
eating or saying absolutely
nothing until our demands
agre met. Others tried to do
something but they
couldn't get it off the
ground. We will prove that
we want to be free and that
we know how to get what
we propose. Since we
cannot receive Palante,
please send me some pages
from the newspaper in an
envelope,

That's all for now. Il
say goodby hoping that you
can help us in giving us
support. 1I'm at vyour

disposal unconditionally.

The two were Killed at
an isolated contruction site
(Wylie Bros.) on top of a
mesa about 6 miles south of
Albugquerque. They were
shot shortly after midnight
and the bodies left; it was
late the next morning
before people knew of the
deaths. Newsmen were
barred from the site when
the news first leaked out.

The official story which
emerged was that police had
received a tip that dynamite
would be stolen from the
contruction site; they had
then set up a “'stake-out”
(ambush). Antonio and
Rito arrived and tried to
open a dynamite shed.

Police say they called
out”Freeze!” and Antonio
opened fire. They then
killed him and also Rito,
who police said, had a
weapon too. But the people
did not believe this story
then and believe it even less
taday.

Within 3 days of the
murder, D.A. Alexander
Sceresse-—-after reading only
the police reports and with
no hearing-announced he
had found the murders to
be “justifiable homicide.”
The same day, Albuquerque
Police Chief Donald Byrd
{from Dallas, Texas) made
an emotional,: almost
hysterical television attack
on the Berets a s “‘wanting
to destroy our system.”

In the streets,
something different was
happening. Close to 1,000
people--mostly
Chicanos--attended the
memorial services for Rito
and Antonio. The murders
caused protest all across the
Raza community, from
committed militants to
professionals who had tried
until then to be
comfortable within the
system.

On April 28, Attorney
General David Norvell
issued his report on the
investigation ordered by the
Governor. The report
totally cleared the police
and totally failed to-answer
the people s many
questions and doubts about
the killings. These questions
included:

Why was 1t necessary to
kil Rito when he was
already wounded and down
on the ground?

i

RITO CAN
Why haven't the police
produced the guns the men
supposedly had?

Why were no paraffin
tests made on the men's
hands to prove they had

fired? :
Since the police
themselves had put

unbreakable locks on the
dynamite sheds a few days
before, why did they fear a
theft?

If the two men went to
the site willingly, around
midnight, why did they call
a Black Beret at llp.m. and
say that they were coming
over to do some preparation
for the TV broadcast?

If the men seriously
intended to steal dynamite,
why was no “getaway” car
found at the scene?

it seems clear to many
Chicanos that the murders
of Antonio and Rito are
part of the Police State
effort to frighten people
away from el movimiento
and suppress information.

In the past, New
Mexico has murdered its
native peo ples—-Chicanos
and Indios--and other
non-white people, and
expected any expressions of
outrage to die down after
the people became numb
with the lies and confusion.
This cannot continue to

Happen.

On July 22, the
Antonio Cordova-Rito
Canales Committee for

Justice was formed. It
includes the two families as
well as Chicano activists and
community people. The
Committee has set up a
fund in order to fight these
murders and prevent more
of them. It was founded to
fight for justice in the case
of Antonio and Rito, and
for all Raza, for the benefit
of all the people. The
murders must end. The
Police State must end. The
people must be free.

Antonio empezo a disparar,
Entonces lo mataron vy
tambien a Rito, quien sugun
la policia, tambien tenia un
arma.

A los tres dias del
asesinato el Fiscal del
Distrito, Alexander

Sceresse, despues de leer
unicamente los reportes de
la policia y sin ninguna
audencia, anuncio gque
encontraba que los
asesinatos eran, “‘homicidio
justificado.” Ese mismo dia

el jefe de Policia de
Albuquerque Donald Byrd
(de Dallas, Texas) hizo un
ataque emocional, casi
histerico, por television
contra las Gorras Negras por
“‘querer destruir nuestro
sistema.”

En las calles, otras cosas
estaban pasando. Cerca de
1,000 personas - la mayoria
Chicanos - llegaron a los
ritos funerales de Rito y
Antonio. Los asesinatos
causaron profestas por toda
la comunidad de La Raza,
desde los militantes
probados hasta
profesionales que hasta
entonces habian e estado
comodos en el sistema.

El 28 de abril, el Fiscal
General, David Norvell,
presento su reporte sobre la

investigacion ordenada por
el gobernador. El reporie
aclaraba totalmente a Ia
poelicia y no contesto
ninguna de las muchas
preguntas v dudas sobre los
asesinatos.

PRISON REBELLION

On July 24, 1972,
inmates in the Dallas State
Correctional Institution
went on a work strike. Six
hundred inmates stood
strong and presented 51
demands to the
administration.

A group of inmates
elected by the different cell
blocks formed a committee
and started negotiations

with Superintendant Mack. £

When you approach the
prison, you would think
that you were entering a
resort,
modemn buildings, try to

present the public with a

false image of what is really §
happening inside. Dallas is §

one of the worst prisons in
Pennsylvania. Most of the
other “institutions” have
had strikes, or riots, this is
the first time that this has
happened at Dallas, so now
the administration is trying
to play games. Out of the
51 Demands, the most
immediate ones being that:

1. The Dungeon should
be closed up immediately.
The Dungeon is an
underground cell where
inmates are thrown into and
kept down there. for a
period of time. This was
outlawed by the Attorney
General, but in Dallas, this
still exists.

2. We want medical
check-ups once a year and
men who are in the hole
who need medical help to
be taken care of
immediately.

Flowers, grass, and =

3. Guards have to stop
being so quick to manifest
clubs-- the brutality that
goes down against the
brothers in the prison are
unbelievable.

4. We want an
investigation done on the
food-- Why it is spoiled and
we have to eat it.

5. We want to be able to
take showers twice a day
and not under guard

supervision.
6. We want the
minimum wage -- The

inmates receive from .50 to
$1.00 a day for various
jobs. That isn't enough to
buy the necessities needed

to keep you.going within
the prison.

7. We want
organizations to send us
literature.

These were just some of
the demands that were
presented. Negotiations are
still going on to get the 20
demands that the
Superintendent didn't agree
to.

Dallas is no different
from any other prison. To
quote an inmate “This is
Attica's Sister, we want
self-government. We don't
want to be here, we want to
get out, but as long as we
are here, we want to be

treated like human beings.
We don’t want color TV's,
rugs, we want basic respect.

| And if we don't get it, we

are going to make this place
uncomfortable for some
people.”

So far 31 of the 51
demands have been
accepted. We have to
investigate to see whether
the other 20 were granted.

The brothers are waiting
patiently, so far nothing has
gone down on the behalf of
the prisoners. There is much
unity and strength between
all the brothers. All of the
inmates (600) have gone on
strike. (Most of the
population is non-white).

We give our fullest
support to this struggle.
One by one the different
institutions our people are
forced to go to, whether it
be jails, hospitals, or

schools, are involved in a |

struggle to put them back in
the  hands of our people --
poor and working people -
who built them with our
sweat and taxes.

When the ACW finally won an election.at one of

his plants lost year, management refused to bargain.

Instead, they fired 2% workers they considered union

militants. The NLRB recently ruled that 19 of these

workers be given their jobs back. Once again,

Farah refused.

The workers at Farah amswered with strikes, first
at one plant, then at another, until over 3,000

people had gone ouit.

Farah immediately got e court order limiting the
picketting fo no more than two people at one spot
and making them stand 50 feet apart, about the

length of o Greyhound bus.

Ower 500 strikers have been arrested becawse of

this injunction.

Many of these arrests have come

lote at night, when people -are drogged out of their
homes and taken down to the station o be mugged,

finger-printed, and imprisoned. Police dogs have
been set on the strikers many times, and there are
reporfs that state police are shooting ot strikers.

The union is demanding that Farah recognize the
worker's right fo organize, and that ACW is the
worker's representative . Because of the heavy hand-
ed strike breaking tocties of Foroh, and becouwse only
3,000 out of Farah's 10,000 workers have been able
to strike - the union is also waging a boycott against
the company. Farah will have to be hit hard from
both ends before he budges an inch.

kicking him then denied
Roberto medical attentipn
for weeks.

After a long struggle in
the United States and a lot
of publicity around the
cases of George Jackson
{murdered in a prison in
Calif.), Martin Sostre,
Roberto Delgado, Carlos
Feliciano and others, after
many deaths and many
revolts in the U.S. prisons,
the Supreme Court declared
the death penalty
unconstitutional and that's
how Roberto escaped the
electric chair. This should
make us happy but we
should not be totally
satisfied because Roberto
shouldn't be in jail in the

first: place and in the
present time he is
condemned to life
imprisonment.

We should still struggle
to liberate Roberto
completely. At the present
time his case is in appeal
and we are awaiting for his
trial to begin. We have to do
all we can so that this time
he will get justice.

A SISTER

Since last summer, the
rich class has sponsored a
gov't funded Free Summer
Lunch Program in NYC.
This program was made to
keep us quiet during the
“hot summer” by feeding
our hungry children and
giving jobs to our youth so
that they won't cause any
“trouble”. The rich people
who run this country know
very well that all the
built-in faults of this system
of “all for the few and none
for the many” are becoming
more clear to the poor and
working people. We see
prices go up, wages go
nowhere, our youth die in
money-wars, workers are
striking everywhere, tenants
are going on rent strikes,
and many other struggles
fighting against the greed of
a few people. These few try
to keep us blind by such
phony programs as Model

‘Cities, Urban Renewal, and

this Free Summer Lunch
Program.

Well this year, it really
became clear how phony
these blinding attempts are.
The Summer Lunch
Program became a
miniature America,
complete with cutthroat
competition, racism,
layoffs, and strikes. Two
programs, United Bronx
Parents and United Catholic
Parents, came into fierce
competition over who was
going to distribute the
lunches to all the sites.
Sitting on top of the whole
mess was ARA, (the
American Retail

Association),. the company
that prepared the lunches.
ARA was supplying to both
UBP and UCP. UBP hired
Black and Puerto Rican
yvouth from the poor
communities; UCP hired
middle-class college
students from upstate
universities. Fights to break
put within the UBP
program caused by the
nasty conditions of the
production plant. ARA said
that Blacks and Puerto
Rican could not work
together to produce the
food necessary fo the
program at UBP. (UCP
didn’t have this problem,
because their food was
shipped from out of state
cities like Chicago). So
ARA put the pressure on
UBP, and the result was
that more than 500 people
lost their jobs at the lunch
production plant. All that
was left, was the truck
drivers and truck loaders,
The places that had to
distribute the lunches were
forced to pack them as well.
Through all of this madness.
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truck drivers, insecure
about their jobs, stopped
working until it was made
clear that -they would
remain in their jobs for the
summer. At the same time,
the hungry people, who are
supposed to be the reason
for this program, were
forced to wait hours under
the hot sun for lunches that
sometimes never came.

This summer is almost
over, but we must learn
from this one, the true
nature of all the
government-run programs,
so that next summer we’ll
be wiser. Only when this
country is run by the poor
and working people, those
who know what reality is,
will we be able to live in a
society where we won't
even need Free Lunch
Programs to fool the
people.

STRIKING WORKERS

WIN THEIR | DEMANDS

~More than 60
workers who walked off their jobs
at Poultry Packers, Inc., on May 10,
(see May Patriot) won their strike
here after six weeks on the picket-
line,

The company gave in to
demands of the newly
REPORTS| formed Mississippi Poultry:

Workers Union for increased pay and pay
for breakdown time. Scabs hired during
the strike were fired and the strikers given
their jobs back—although the plant mana-
ger had at one point declared he'd close
the plant before he would rehire them.

At first the strike only involved black
workers. However, during the strike,
some white workers began to talk to
union members—and one was fired for
doing so. The white workers also got the
raise and concession on breakdown time
won by the strike. Workers at another
chicken-processing plant across the street
got a pay increase and paid vacations
while Poultry Packers was on strike,

The next step for the Missizssippi Poul-
try Workers Union will be to seek recog
nition as bargaining agent for the workers
at Poultry Packers. An election supervised
by the National Labor Relations Board is
expected soon.

Although only about 60 workers were
involved at Forest, this strike may repre-
sent the beginning of a large movement of
working people in the South. Thousands
of people work in chicken processing
plants in Mississippi Alabama, and Geor-
gia. Almost all of the plants are small, pay
low wages, and have atrocious working
conditions,

Dniring the strike, workers at Poultry
Packers asked for and received support
from the NAACP, the Gulfcoast Pulp-
wood Association, and SCEF. They filed
complaints with the National Labor Rela-
tions Board and the U.S, Department of
Agriculture, and they maintained a con-
stant mass picketline at the plant.

Seven people were killed by
New Mexico police in the
I2-month period of April,
I9?1,to April 1972. Five of
the victims were Chicano,
one was Black and one
white; all the killings were
brutal and unjustified.

The murder of Antonio
Cordova and Rito Canales
in Albuquerque on Jan. 29,
1972 shattered any idea that
these police murders are
isolated, senseless acts. The
killing of Antonio and Rito
was a terrible expression of
police murder in N.M. They
were a terrible expression of
the Police State existing in
New Mexico.

Antonio and Rito, both
29, were well-known
militants in the Chicano
movement. Antonio was a
writer and photographer
working with El Grito del

CoPS

MNorte and Las Gorras
Negras (Black Berets). Rito
was an ex-convict leading
the struggle for justice In
the prisons and also with

Las Gorras Negras.
Antonio had been shot

|0 times by police and Rito
six times, with four shots
fired into his back although
police ddmitted he was
wounded and on his hands
and knees at the time.

The Puerto Rican Revolutionary Workers Organization,
formerly the Young Lords Party, charges that the U.S.
Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI) has begun an intensive
campaign to wipe out our organization.

For almost a year, FBl agents have been harassing,
terrorizing, threatening families, mothers, fathers, wives,
and children, friends of members of our organization. They
have offered bribes of $500 and $1,000 to members of the
organization to give information to them. They have gone to
the jobs of members of the organization to get them fired.

On August 3rd, agents disguised as telephone company
repairmen entered the offices of the Workers Federation, an
organization that works with the PRRWO, at 305 East 4th
Street, and arrested Carlos Rovira, a member of the Puerto
Rican Revolutionary Workers Organization and a worker at
Old Dutch Mustard Co. The FBI charged him with failure to
register for the Selective Service, caused him to lose his job,
and threatened his wife and daughter.

For over a week, a team of 6 to 7 agents have been I

looking for a half dozen different members of the
organization, breaking into offices, trying to provoke battles
with our membership.

On July 17, FBI agents arrested Lou Garden, student at
Harvard Medical School and member of our organization in
Boston, on two counts of violating the Selective Service law —

On January 31 of this year, six FBI agents in Santurce,
Puerto Rico, broke into our organization’s office and arrested
national leader, Benjamin Cruz, for refusing to serve in the
army. ’

A few days before, Pablo “Yoruba” Guzman, member of
the Central Committee of our organization was sentenced to
two years in jail for refusing to serve in the U.S. army. His
case is awaiting appeal.

In December, Mike Rodriguez. member of the
organization in Philadelphia, was arrested by federal agemts ]
and tramed up on charges of possession of a machine gun.
This arrest was set up by an undercover agent posing as a
priest,

About two months ago, another member of the
organization, Miriam Rodriguez, was arrested by the FBI
while attending the case of Carlos Feliciano in Bronx Court, |
and she was charged with federal charges of flight to avoid
prosecution on an alleged warrant for her for a case in Rhode
Island,

Richie Bertran, student at Bronx Community College,
member of the Puerto Rican Student Union and the Puerto
Rican Revolutionary Workers Organization, was arrested and
charged with arson, riot and other charges as a result of a
demonstration protesting the sentencing of Pablo “Yoruba

Guzman in February of this year.

LONDON, ENGLAND

On August 9, hundreds
of striking dock workers
confronted 500 police
agents that wefe guarding a
dock at the north eastern
part of England where
strike-breakers continued to
unload the boats. There
were 22 dock workers
arrested during the
confrontation and one
docker was injured. During
similiar confrontations, 35
policemen were injured, 5
of them seriously.

The 42,000 dock
workers struck on July 28,
paralyzing Reino’s main
ports. They did this in
support of their demands
for: security of their jobs

l. in New York, they
have cut unemployment
benefits from one year to
six. months! Says one
woman ** They told me that
I have two more checks left.
That the state doesn’t have
enough money to pay
unemployment for a year.
What do | do when the
checks run out? There is
only welfare left”.

2. They have passed
a law that anyone who
moves to a place where
unemployment is officially
higher than 12%
immediately becomes
ineligible to collect their
checks because they say
that person is not interested
in finding work. Puerto
Rico is one of the areas in
"U.S. territory’” where
unemployment is more than
12%. That means that any
Puerto Rican who returns
to their homeland loses un-
employment benefits!
