The Dominican Republic is
still gripped by doubts that
began with the alledged
landing of 10 guerrillas about
two weeks ago. The official
version of recent events are
highly contradictory. The
government and the armed
forces of president Joaquin
Balaguer have reported the
death in combat of the
Colonel
Deno and two comrades. Yet
they did not allow their
families to see or identify
‘their bodies. One of the men
who supposedly died
appeared in a press confrence
in Cuba to deny his “death”.

After that, the Dominican
authorities corrected its
identifighter.

There are also other
contridictory details without
any apparent explanation.
The wounds on the dead men
were all clean, bloodless,
although they were
reportedly killed after a fierce
gunbattle.

But the Farm
Workers Union has begun a
national campaign to boycott
lettuce, especially at the big
chain stores like A&P, to
force the companies to give in
to the workers demands.

Most farm workers
in California are Chicano and
Filipino, and there are many
white farmworkers. Like the
Farah strike of 3,000 Chicano
workers in the Southwest,
this is a fight that we Puerto
Rican people and other
oppressed and working
people must support.

The third speech
will be about the bad safety
conditions, speed ups,
irresponsible union
leadership, high rents and
food prices, the cuts in
benefits and some possible
ways of fighting these attacks
on our living standards by the
government and the
companies it ‘protects for
profit,

industries (Electrical,
Con s ttruction,
Communication, Garment,
Service, and Unemployment).
We feel this will help the
workers and the rank & file
groups in their industry unite
closer and find better
solutions to the problems
they face.

Now that the peace treaty
has been signed by the United
States Government, the
papers are full of stories and
pictures of the returning
prisoners of war.

‘The story of these men
doesn’t end with the touching
scenes of husbands and wives
being reunited after years
of ‘separation. As victims of
this war, we the people of the
United States, must look at
some important things which
don’t receive as much
puplicity as tearful
home-comings. :

The U.S. military has
tadkien very careful
precautions to see that only a
selected few of-these men are
interviewed by the press. The
fmen put in front of the

cameras are for the most part
CAREER officers, who
praise Nixon and the United
States’ foreign policy of wars
of aggression on Third World
Countries.

There was one photo of a
returning vet with a sign
saying, “God Bless the U.S.
and President Nixon.” We
wonder how many blessings
he would be giving Nixon if
he was aware of what Nixon’s
been up to while he’s been
away. In the same
newspaper there was an
article on how the American
Legion (a “patriotic” group
of ex-servicemen) fought to
stop Nixon’s proposed plan
to cut the veterans disability
allowance,

For example the cut
would have meant a veteran
with a°leg' ampurtated at the

. 3
hip would have had his
disability rating lowered from
90% to 40%. In dollars and
cents this would mean a cut
from $6,740 a year to $1,272
a year.

What ' a  hypocrite this
Nixon is, talking about these
“poor boys” and reducing
their income to starvation
levels.

QOver 500,000 men have
been crippled and maimed in
Viet Nam.

These cuts would not
affect those injured in the
Viet Nam War but in World
War I and World War II and
the Korean War; even those
injured in the U.§. invasion of
Santo Domingo would be
affected.

A team of doctors and
psychiatrists have been
assigned to these POW’s.

The history of this
government has been to label
servicemen whoeriticizeor tell
the truth about the practices
of the military as crazy or
trairors.

On the second day we will
briefly go over the events of
the first day. Have a film on
some miners’ struggles to get
a union and how the union
developed.

In February, the people in

this country were shocked to

see the dollar in trouble
again.

For twenty vyears, the
dollar has been ‘“‘as good as
gold.” All over the world,
other countries, other
businessmen, tried to buy
dollars and do business in
dollars. The U.S. controlled
most of the world, and the
U.S. dollar controlled the
international monetary
system,

But for the last 5 to 10
years, things have been
changing,

The government kept
issuing paper money so that
companies could invest
abroad, so that the people
could continue buying, but
there was no increase in gold
to back the paper up.

With 2,000 military bases
to maintain around the
world, with more and more
factories running away to
other countries, with more
and more tourists vacationing
in U.S. controlled areas, the
paper money kept leaving the
country.

With the rebuilt Japanese
and European industries
outproducing the old
worn-down U.S. factories and

charging less money
because their wages are lower,
more and more imports came

in and the exports of the
poorer  quality, more
expensive American goods,
didn’t increase. More money
going out, less coming in.

The result from a country
that is owed money, the U.S.
became a country that OWES
money to other businessmen,
(See Table), especially to
Japanese and Canadian
companies.

The result: with 6.4 billion
dollars owed and only 15
billion in gold in Fort Knox,
there’s not a whole lot of
gold in case countries want to
trade in. The U.S. dollar was
over-valued. U.S. credit was
bad.

The big speculators began
selling dollars - the dollar was
worth less and less because no
one wanted it. To prevent a
complete collapse like what
happened in the 1929 crash,
Nixon moved fast. Within a
week his representatives met
with all the big capitalist
countries and agreed to
devalue the dollar 10%.

Everything coming into
North America, from SONY
radios to volkswagen cars, to
Taiwan-made clothes, will
cost as much as 10% more!

North American goods
abroad will be cheaper,
including the food that North
America exports. That will
mean a greater demand for

North American wheat and
-food products abroad, and
‘the price of food will also go
‘up higher.

In the lorg run North
American - capitalists  will,
make more money and
workers in North America
will pay for it.

But this is not the end,
because U.S. companies
ganged up with European
countries to compete with
Japan to force Japan to
upvalue its money. They're
trying to make Japanese
goods more expensive and
thereby cut them down in
exports. But now, Japan will
strike back in another way.

Trade War is building up,
as the competition between
the rich countries and
multi-national companies as
to how and who will gcf
richer, gets more fierce.

And ‘who suffers? The
people of the world, the
workers of the richer
countries, who always pay
the price for the greediness of
Imperialism. :

How much will the next
devaluation be? How -long
before another stock market
crash? How much longer will
‘we put up with this system?

Thousands protest government
cutbacks on

1973 has proposed cutbacks
in spending by ending or
reducing up to one hundred
(I00) programs previously
planned or authorized by
Congress. Mr. Nixon expects
to save $45 billion over a
three vyear period through
this effort, This is one of the
main reasons why the
anti-poverty workers went to
demonstrate to Washington,
D.C.

In Education A number of
education  programs  are
expected to be either out or
eliminated under the nixon
plan. These include, aid to
state ‘Education Department,
grants to public and school
libraries and support to land
gant colleges. This includes
the predominately Black
colleges.

In  Employment; The
emergency employment acts
which created jobs for the
unemployed is being
eliminated. The government
expects to save $690 million
in 1974 from this project.

In Health; Federal
matching grants for adult
dental care and medicaid will
be eliminateda - Medicare
patients will have to pay a
larger amount of the cost for

doctors and hospital service.,

$616 million in 1974. Aid to-

local mental health clinics is
to be phased out.

NOT GUILTY

In the struggle for our
democratic rights and an end
to national and racial
discrimination of Puerto
Ricans within the U.S. - Here
is one example of the many
blatant killings of our people
- This happened on July 30,
1971 - Results of the trial,
February 2, 1973.

Two Camden New Jersey
police officers were charged
with beating Gonzales at'the
intersection of West and
Stevens streets, Camden, after
the Penns Grove man was
stopped for a_motor vehicle
violation.

Six weeks after the alleged
beating, Gonzales died in

,Cooper Hospital, Camden, of

a perforated bowel,.bronchial
pneumonia and peritonitis.

About a week after the
alleged beating; Camden’s
Puerto Rican community
erupted in rioting, resulting in
300 arrests, 100 injuries and
more than $l million in
property damages.

During the two- week trial
before Superior Court Judge
Norman Heine, Deputy

Attorney General Robert
Ford, of Newark, produced
ten eyewitnesses to the
‘alleged beating who told the
court they saw Gonzales
repeatedly hit . -and kicked
by the officers.

The prosecution
contended that the
policemen stopped Gonzales
in his car on West Street, just
south of Stevens Street, after
he had been warned three

‘times to stop blocking traffic.

Witnesses told the court

‘Gonzales got out of his car

and put his hands on the auto
roof. As he was about to be
searched he turned around.

'As he turned, witnesses said,

Gonzales was struck - in the
face by one patrolman.

The prosecution said
Gonzales was beaten to the
ground by both officers and
then kicked and struck in the
abdomen, causing a
perforated bowel which led
to peritonitis and Gonzales’
death.

Another Puerto Rican died
today at the hands of this
system. Dueno Raul, 21 years
old, of 117 South 4th St
died when he suddenly got
sick in bed at home and ‘the
ambulance from Greenpoint
Hospital took two hours to
arrive on the scene.

His mother «called
Greenpoint 5 times. A
policeman from the 90th
Precint, who was in the
apartment for over an hour,
refused to take her son to the
hospital in his patrol car.
Dueno was alive when he
finally entered the ambulance
and dead on arrival.

Those two hours could have

- saved his life. The pleas of the

mother were not enough to
move the hospital or the
police.

This happens everyday to
black, Puerto Rican and
minority peoples. It happens
constantly to working people.

Friday February 9th,
between 4:30 and 5:00 p.m.
over 30 policemen of the
90th precinct raided a candy
store at 358 South 3rd Street
and Hooper Street in search
of a call that they had gotten
that someone in the area was
carrying a 45 caliber pistol.

As the cops were
investigating the call, they
happened to force their way
into the candy store, threw
the owner up against the wall
and demanded the
whereabouts of the weapons.

At the time all of this was
going " on, the owner of the
store was terrorized, mainly
because several cops had their
guns drawn and pointed at his
head. Nothing was found so
the cops decided this would
be the best opportunity to
raid the Third World Workers
Organization.

Four members of the
organization refused to allow
the cops into the office so
these so-called police officers
tried to force their way into
the office at gunpoint. The
members of the organization
demanded to see search
warrants but the cops said
they didn’t need any because
they wanted to secure the
office for their own safety.

Miller, who was knocked
off balance by the blow,
retaliated with a blackjack at
the same time Worrell came
to his partners defense with a
nightstick, the defense said.

The combined blows from
each officer felled Gonzales,
the defense admitted, but no
further strikes or kicks were
made by the policemen.

When the trial began Jan.
29, the patrolmen were each
charged with atrocious assault
and battery and murder.

The murder charge was
reduced to manslaughter on
Wednesday by Judge Heine.

Security during the trial
was extremely tight, with all
frisked before
entering the
Armed guards patrolled the
corridor outside the
courtroom.

Guidelines for the trial,
drawn  up by Assignment
Judge Charles A. Rizzi, were
so strongly worded that even
newsmen were barred during
jury selection.

When the verdict came
yesterday, at least 15 guards
were stationed inside the
crowded courtroom and
Judge Heine warned
spectators to refrain from
‘“demonstrations or
outbreaks.”

The verdict which was
reached after 2 hours of
deliberation by the sgven
‘man, five woman jury, clears

courtroom.

Officials of the Texaco
Corp., which owns the tank,

The workers who were in the
tank at the time were
repairing the lining of the

*tank and the floor of the

tank. This tragedy occurred
because of lack safety
measures in the tank. Some
sort of warning device could
have been installed to warn of
leaking gas. During the space
flights they can tell if one
ounce of air escapes the space
capsule. Why can’t the same
measures be applied to the
people on Earth who sweat
for the bosses and risk death
every day? This incident is
not the only one of its kind.

The Struggleto end the discrimination
and exploitation of Women!

On March 8th, it's
International Women’s Day.
On this day we commemorate
the struggles of women, in
particular, the working
women. The working class
has had a long history of
struggle, but we should look
more into the oppression of
working women, which is one
thing that’s hardly talked
about. The struggle of the
class is hard. It’s even harder
when you‘re a woman,
“because you’re oppressed for
WO reasons.
You're 2 woman and you're a
- worker.

In the late 1800’s women
were forced to go to work
because the low salaries
received by their husbands
were not enough to support
their families. In many cases
their sons and daughters went
along with them to work 18
hours a day for $1.00: As
women became a large
percent in 4he laber force,
they came to realize that they
weren’t being treated equally
as workers.

Demands like, Equal Pay
for Equal Work, were being
shouted by women when
they struck against ' the
inhuman conditions and for
higher wages.

Women, more than 1/5 of
the country’s labor force in
1910, were earning an average
of $6 a week in the garment
industries, in glass and silk
factories. One half earned less
than $6 weekly. The wages of
Black women, the most
oppressed because of racism,

were even lower than other

working women.

In 1932 other
women received 21
hour in the food industry
while Black women received
16 cents an hour; 27 cents an
hour in the textile industry,
and Black women received 16
cents an hour. So the salaries
of all the workers were kept
low “by paying the Black
workers lower wages.

Today we're faced with
the same situation. In New
York the majority of working
women are found in the light
industires, which is something
that hasn’t changed much.
The fight against the
conditions in the sweatshops
began in 1911 when 146
women were burned to death
in a crowded loft that had no
escape. The sweatshops at
that time had thousands of
women, 37% of whom were
working class mothers. We
still find that wages don’t
meet up to the high cost of
living. That's why it’s
important that women play
an active role in the struggle
of the working class because

almost 1/2 of the labor force
is made up of women

Judge Murphy of the appelate
division of the New York

1973,

Supreme Court denied
motion for application for
bail in the case of Eduardo
“Pancho” Cruz, presented by
Mark Amsterdam, lawyer for
Panclo and member of the

Center for Constitutional
Rights.
The judge stated that,

releasing Pancho on bail
would be “too much of a
risk,” obviously referring to
District Attorney Abrahams’
allegation that Wilfredo
Melendez said, at Cruz’ first
trial, that if Pancho was
released on bail he would flee
to Cuba...even though that
was made two
years ago.

Cruz is currently appealing
a 7-year frame-up conviction
for the alleged possession of
bombs with ~intent to use.
Two weeks ago at the Great
Meadows Correctrional
Facility, the inmates staged a
“spontaneous refusal to jump
to the guard’s stick” at the

prison mess hall. This
demonstration consisted of
the inmates staging a

non-violent sit-down strike at
the mess hall. Two days later,
prison guards locked inmates
in their cells in punishment
for this demonstration.

Pancho was accused of
being the ring leader of this
spontaneous demonstration.
He was given an unfair
hearing without his lawyer
present and without being
allowed to cross-examine
witnesses. He was given thirty
days in segregation and is
being kept in solitary
confinement,

The information given by
prison officials and published
in the press are untrue
according to recent
statements by Pancho Cruz.
The officials claimed that
inmates locked themselves in.
their cells, while the truth of
the matter is that the guards
kept them locked in cells.
Also according to Pancho, the
inmates_that are struggling for
their rights at Great Meadows
are suffering the “repression
of the guards.”

CHILD IN MODEL CITY CAMP

The death of Eus-
tasia Gaston occurre
d at a South Bronx
Model Cities Camping
Program at Shaker Vil
lage near Pittsfield
Mass. Her death was
caused by haphazard-
ness on the part of
adults who were there
to "protect" her.

They foolishly led
her up a 45 to 55 de~-
gree ski slope and
put her on a saucer
sled over which she
had no control., It
went out of control
and veered to the le
ft toward a wooded
‘..ea, The back of
her head rammed into
a tree stump. She.
was knocked unconsci-
cus and never regain-
ed consciousness.She
died 4 days later,Jan
8, 1973 in Pittsfield
General Hospital. An
official Model Cities
report states that
the adults had taken
the child 150 to 175
feet up the slope,but
a2 witness stated in
an informal conversa-
tion that it was clo-
ser to 200 ft. up.

Information regar-
ding Eustasia's death
was obviously suppr-
essed at some point.
No information appea-
red in New York City
newspapers until Feb.
21, 1973, six weeks
after the fatality.

Meanwhile, approx-
imately 150 children
from the South Bronx
had been sent to the
camp in a 3 week per-
iod. The program was
officially cancelled
by the city (not Mo-
de?! Cities) on the
recommendation of
Comptroller Beame in
time to stop children

being sent up on Feb.
20th.

Some of these chil
dren were to be sent
from P.S. 43, District
7, in the Bronx. The
parents from P.S, 43
knew nothing about Eu-
stasia's death. The
teachers had gross mis
information., Even
that, they did not
share with the parents.
The principal(in a tel
ephone conversation -
with Palante) stated
that he had heard a
"rumor" regarding the
death, but he was"just
following instructions”
in sending the child-
ren to the camp., He
8aid that the District
7 office should be con
tacted. Unsuccessful
attempts were made to
rontact those at Dis-
trict 7 who co-ordi-
nated the camping pro-
gram, Palante wanted
to know exactly what
information was given
to Distriet 7 by Andy
Pollock and John Wil=-
son(they are in charge
of the program,) And,
what, in turn, did the
District Office do wi
th the information;
and on what basis did
they make that deci-
sion?

~ The fact is that
information was kept
from the community,
Parents were not in-
formed of this tragedy
in order that they de-
mand that the program
be better or closed.

Tassi's funeral
was beautiful, hun-
dreds of people came.
Children from the nei-
ghborhood attended.

All at once, they
arrived in front of
the Gaston residence
in slow procession.
"It was a funeral like
in Puerto Rico," said
Mr. Gaston. "But do
you know, no one from
Shaker Village came to
pay their respects. -
The only thing I rece-
ived was a letter from
Andrew Pollock, the one

'in charge of the whole

program, asking for my
daughter's medical his-
tory. No one called
to say they were sorry.
Instead, I get a bill
for almost $3,000 from
the hospital where Ta-
ssi was taken. I have
paid almost $600 al-
ready. They take my
child's life and send
me the bill!"

A little girl is
dead. If this aware-
ness makes parents
start demanding answers
to their questions so
that theirs will be

the final voice and
decision in the commu-
nity, perhaps Eustasis
Gaston will not have
died completely in vain,

A little girl is
dead. Her first trip
to the country became
her last, and she will
never return home aga-
in,

Her parents are
left with the grief
only another parent
can understand comple-
tely. They had "™ana
nina preciosa" and
suddenly she is gone.
Mr. and Mrs. Gaston
are filled with dis-
belief, bewilderment
and pain.

In an interview con-
ducted at their home,
Mra. Gaston said, "I
‘had no idea when I let
Tassi go to Shaker Vi-
llage that her teacher
would give her charge
over to other people.
They take your child-
ren away from you with
a bunch of lies. How
can you make a decision
about the welfare of
your child when they
don't tell you the
truth?"

Mr. Gaston, a long-
shoreman, is much more
vocal in expressing
his pain. He said,
"After the death, when
I went to Shaker Vill-
age, John Wilson, the
director of the pro-
gram, took me to the
slope where Tassi had
the accident. He went
up about 30 to 35 ft.
from the base of the
slope and said that
was where Tassi star-
ted from when she had
the accident. I could
not understand how the
impact of such a short
ride down could have
caused her death."

This is so different from
the time I was in Chile 5
years ago. In those days you
would see the homeless
families sleeping on the steps
and arcades of the public
buildings and in doorways.

Everyone in Chile talks
about politics. Bus drivers,

workers, merchants,
housewives, all are struggling

to forge a new society. It's as
if the initiative and spirit of
the people has been
suppressed for so long that it
_is all pouring forth in alood

uodh

of ideas and actions.

On the walls of the
buildings throughout the
country there are painted
slogans and posters. Women
in Chile no longer think only
of the problems of the house,
they are active in committees
that make sure- the schools
give the best possible
-education. My aunt told me
of how she and other parents
had forced the local school to
use new textbooks that,
showed the way life really
was in Chile. She also serves
on a committee of
housewives that regulate food
prices and distribution in
their neighborhood.

PEASANTS ARE AWAKE

In the countryside there
has been violent and armed
confrontations between
peasants and large

landowners. In most of the

provinces the laborers on the
large farms have seized the
land their families had
worked for generations. Their
voice is being heard, whether
they speak Spanish,or
Mapuche (the native Indian
language of Chile). Education
is now available in*.the
countryside even to the level
of university.

The feeling we got in Chile
is that of a people that has
said “enough” to the old
system - of poverty in a
country that nature intended
to be rich. The people are
aware of what they must do
and who their enemy is. Now
remains the question of
leadership and direction.

Only correct leadership
from the workers can ensure
that Chile wins her fight and
all the struggle and sacrifice
was not in vain.

ESE Dia Internacional De La Mujer

pof Lulu Rovira

El 8 de Marzo es el Dia
Internacional de la Mujer. Es
el dia en que comemoramos
la lucha de la mujer, y de las
mujeres que son obreras. La
clase obrera ha tenido una
larga historia de lucha, pero
tenemos que examinar mas la
opresion de las mujeres que
trabajan, eso es algo de lo
cual se habla muy poco. La
lucha de nuestra clase es dura
pero es aun mas dura para
una mujer, porque te
perjudican por dos razones.

Al final del siglo 19
mujeres eran forzadas a ir a
trabajar por que los salarios
bajos . que recibian sus
maridos no eran suficiente
para mantener sus familias.
En muchos casos hijos y hijas
iban a trabajar juntos con sus
padres por 18 horas y
recibian $1 al dia.

Al llegar a ser un gran
porcentaje de la fuerza obrera
se dieron cuenta que no eran
tratados con igualdad.
Demandas como el de que
todos reciban el mismo pago
por el mismo trabajo fueron
llevados a cabo por las
mujeres cuando salian en
huelga para conseguir sueldos
mas altos y por condiciones
humanas en el trabajo.
Mujeres, 1/5 de la fuerza
obrera en 1910, ganaban un
promedio de $6 a la semana
en las industrias de textiles,
de vidrio, y de seda. La mitad
de las mujeres ganaban menos

de $6 semanales. Los sueldos.

de mujeres Afro-Americanas,
las mas oprimidas a causa del
racismo, eran los mas bajos.
En 1932, mientras las demas
mujeres en la industria de
alimentos recibian 21
centavos la hora, mujeres
Afro-Americanas recibian 16
centgvos la hora. Asi que los
salatios de ‘todos los obreros
se mantuvieron bajos, por
pagarles menos a las
Afro-Americanas.

Hoy dia existe la misma
situacion en Nueva York. La
mayoria de las mujeres se
encuentran en las industrias
livianas, algo que sigue igual.
La ‘lucha para mejorar las
condiciones en las fabricas
empezo en 1911 cuando 146
mujeres murieron en un
incendio en desvan sin salida.
En esos tiempos miles de
mujeres trabajaban en una
pequeiia fabrica, 37% eran
madres. Todavia los sueldos
no ¢ybren el costo de la vida.
Por eso es importante que
mujeres luchen activamente,
casi 1/2 de la clase obrera son
mujeres.

afios de separacion.

-Como victimas de  esta
guerra nosotros el pueblo de
Estados Unidos debemos
fijarnos en ciertas cosas
importantes que no reciben
tanta publicidad como los
lagrimosos regresos a casa.

On the night of March 18,
1971, Eduardo "Pancho" Cruz
was arrested and seven months
later was found guilty on
six counts of possession of
"an explosive powder'", three
wrist-watch timing devices
and three empty packs of
marlboro cigarettes.

Pancho was a pre-law student
at City College, the founder
of PRISA-~ a Puerto Rican
student organization and one
of the leaders of the City
College Canpus Strike in
1968,

It is now almost 2 years
after his arrest that Eduar-
do "Pancho" Cruz, Puerto
Rican Political Prisoner,
remains in Comstock Prison
in upstate New York.

The Frente Unido recently
asked Iris Cruz, Panchos'
sister, several questions
pertaining to Panchos' case.

F.U. What is Panchos' Defense
Committee presently attempt-
ing to accomplish, reversal
or retrail?

Iris- Both- While Mark Amster
dam was reading through the
transcript, he found that
certain errors were committed
which called for a mistrail.

F.U, Panchos' committee called)
for mobilization for January
25, at the last minute it

was postponed, what was to
have happened on January 25?
Iris - On January 25, Panchos
lawyer, Mark Amsterdam was to
have presented two motionms,
vacate of judgement(nullify
judgement which was rendered
by jury)and mistrial(to call
for a new trial). The motions
which were to have been pre-
sented contained three affi~-
davits, the first one stating
that information that was
relevent during the trial had
been gotten through wire-tap-
ping. At that time Barbara
Henschel was Panchos' lawyer.
The second one, filed by
William Kunstler, revealed
that D,A. John Fine committed
fraud on the court by accusing
Pancho of the same bomb char=
ges he had accused Carlos
Feliciano of one year ago.
The third affidavit, which
was signed by Carl Bernstein,
Panchos' lawyer at the time
contended that at the time

of the Pre-trial D.A. Fine
had carried the "explosives"
in a paper bag. At the time
the jury was there , his con-
duct was much different...

he carried the "explosives 4n
a suit-case with a large dan-
ger sign written across the
case.

F.U. Why are they postponing?
Iris - On January 4, the D.A.
had postponed because he said
that his mother was sick and
so the court postponed until
January 25. On January 25
D.A. Fine postpomned because

¢ had not prepared his pa-
"pers. As we can see Fine
has.stalling by not preparing
his motions.

F.U. How is Pancho?

Iris - As you know, mentally
Pancho is very strong; as

far as his physical condition

lating - to the kind of physil-
cal and mental treatment the
inmates recelve at Comstock.
He is then golng to flle a
class action (this is a court
action that is presented
when the inmates feel they
are not receilving the pro-
per medical and mental treat-
ment they should be receiving
against the Comstock Prison.

F.U. Are there any new court
dates set or any future
mobilizatlons planned?

Iris - Yes, Panchos'! lawyer
will be going to court the
first week of February. The
exact date 1s not yet known,
At that time he wlll present
the motion to vacate Jjudge-
ment and retrial. Panchos'!
defense committee will be
mobilizing people to pack
the court-moom. On that
date a ball application will
be submitted to the court.
Panchos' appeal will also be
coming up 1n March.and
publicity will be going out
ag to that.

F.U. What can people do?
Iris - They can talk to fri-
ends in schools, churches,
work or where-ever possible
about Panchos' case. Arrang-
ements for speaking engage-
ments for the members of his
Défense Committee are also
needed, Money 1is needed,

as well as people to volen-
teer their time to work in
what-ever way possible so
that Pancho may obtain his
freedom...

Eds. It's at all no surprise to
8. President Nixon is another
criminal of greed and is added
to our list of murderers.

Puerto Rico has been a colony
of the United States since 1898.
From the very beginning of our
colonization by the U.S., there
have always been people who con-
sistently have fought against
our oppression, in favor of
independence. Like the Viet-
Namese people, Puerto Ricans
have fought heroically, and U.S
aggression continued.
In Puerto Rico, the national
liberation struggle came up aga-
inst a growing repression. In the
late 1920's & 1930's, the
Nationalist Party, lead by Don
Pedro Albizu Campos, faced trem-
endous brutality on the part of
the north american government.
Arrests took place by th thous-
ands. On October 30,1950 the
lﬂationalist take over Jayuya.
The government was jailing all
known Nationalist, and other
INationalist continued the attack.
ile pro-claiming the Republic
of Puerto Rico, national guards
are close to Jayuya. Armed with
Bazookas; Carbines, Machine guns,
and the Air Forcejzthe Nationalist
heroically defended themselves.
Bombs were dropped over the
entire town of Jayuya, killing
Nationalist as well as civilians.
The most powerful wave of rep-
ression ever felt by the Puerto
can people took place between
the 30th of October and the 4th
of November. More than two thou-
sand people were arrested, tort-
ured and shot, the u.s govern-
ment intended to destroy the
Puerto Rican ideal of indepen-
ence by eliminating its leaders
and its true patriotic vVanguard..
In New York Nationalist affirmed
drheir position in way of revol-
lutionary acts,Lolita Lebron,
iRafael Cancel Mirand, Irving
Flores, Andres Figueroa Cordero,
Oscar Collazo, and Griselio
Torresola. All but one remain in
U.S Federal prisons. Griselio
Torresola was killed by washing-
ton police during the 1950
Blair House confrontation. From
this they are undoubtedly Polit-
lical Prisoners and Prisoners of
War.
Gathering all this at this mom-
ent there exists a clear and
obvious situation: WAR

During the 1960's & early 1970's
repression continues on part

of the government. In New York
and Puerto Rico persons & groups
engaged in the liberation of
Puerto Rico, the government has
respond with arrest and major
repression. The government begins
to fabricate cases, Carlos
Feliciano, Eduardo Pancho Cruz,
Humberto Pagan, Martin Ramirez
Sostre, and others. The govern-
ment ultilizes laws that have
been repudiated by the national
liberation movement. ie: Oblig-
atory Military Service.(Draft
Law) We must remember it was
this army that invaded Puerto
Rico in 1898. To participate

in this army is to become a
traitor to our country.

The u.s government knows this
and they ulilize this law.
These are the cases of Pablo
(Yoruba) Guzman, Benjamin Cruz,
Jose (Che) Velasquez, As a re-
sult of the intensification of
repression by the u.s govern-
ment against a growing movement.
