The
government and the armed
forces of president Joaquin
Balapuer have reported the
death in combat of the
Colonel Francis Caamano
Deno and two comrades. Yet
they did nor allow their
families to see or identify
their bodies. One of the men
who supposedly died

appeared in a press confrence_

in Cuba to deny his “death”.
After that, the Dominican
authorities corrected its
identifighter.

longer afraid to seize a U.S.

Chile has also broken the
U.S. embargo of Cuba, and
now not only Chile, but other
Latif American nations are
beginning to recognize and
trade with Cuba.

As part of the
anti-imperialist camp, Chile
sees* the need wo support
other peoples’ fighting for
independence. Recently
Haiti, a group of Haitian
revolutionaries  forced the
brutal dicratorship of the
Duvalier family to free some
political prisoners from the
Jails.

Rico, the last colony in Latin
America.

Avenue, Mrs. Coretta King,
widow of the late Dr. Martin
Luther King and Ceasar
Chavez both spoke.

The Farmworkers Union
just recently won a great
victory for the Chicano

people and for all working

people when their 5§ year
strike and boycott of grapes
defeated the grape growers
industry of California.

Now the lettuce growers
want to continue giving the
lettuce workers $40 and $50
a week in slave conditions in
California. But the Farm
Workers Union has begun a
national campaign to boycott
lettuce, especially at the big
chain stores like A&P, to
force the companies to give in
to the workers demands.

Most farm workers
in California are Chicanc and
Filipino, and there are many
white farmworkers. Like the
Farah strike of 3,000 Chicano
workers in the Southwest,
this is a fight that we Puerto
Rican people and other
oppressed and working
people must support,

Ceasar Chavez has come to
New York, asking for the
solidarity and support of New
York's working people,
asking us to boycott letuce.

NIXON USES PO.W. 'S

Now that the peace treary
has been signed by the Unired
States Government, the
papers are full of stories and
pictures of the returning
prisoners of war.

The story of these men
doesn’t end with the rouching
scenes of husbands and wives
being reunited afrer years
of separation. As victims of
this war, we the people of the
Unired Srates, must look ar
some_important things which
don’'t receive as much
punlicity as tearful
home-comings.

The U.S. mihtary has
taken very careful
precautions to se¢ that only a
selected few of these men are
interviewed by the press. The
men put in front of the

cameras are for the most part
CAREER officers, who
praise. Nixon and the United
States’ foreign policy of wars
of aggression on Third World
Countries.

There was one photo of a
returning vet with a sign
saying, “God Bless the U.S.
and President Nixon.” We
wonder how many blessings
he would be giving MNixon i
he was aware of what Nixon's
been up to while he's been
away. In the same
newspaper there was an
article on how the American
Legion (a “parriotic” group
of ex-servicemen) fought to
stop Mixon's proposed plan
to cut the veterans disabilicy
allowance,

For example the cut
would have meant 3 veteran
with &' leg* amputdred” ar the

—
hip would have had his
disability rating lowered from
90% to 40%. In dollars and
cents this would mean a cut
from 56,740 a year to $1,272
a year,

What a hypocrite this
MNixon is, talking about these
“poor boys™ and reducing
their income to starvation
levels.

Over 500,000 men have
been crippled and maimed in
Vier Nam.

These curs would not
affect those injured in the
Viet Nam War but in World
War | and World War Il and
the Korean War; eyen those
injured in the U.§. invasion of
Santo Domingo would be
affected.

A team of doctors and
psychiatrists have been
assigned to these POW's.

In February, the people in
this country were shocked to
see  the dollar in trouble
again.

For twenty vyears, the
dollar has been “as good as
gold.” All over the world,
other ecountries, other
businessmen, tried to buy
dollars and do business in
dollars. The U.S. controlled
most of the world, and the
U.S. dollar controlled the
intetnational monetary
system.

But for the last 5 to 10
years, things have been
changing,

The government kept
issuing paper money so that
companies could invest
abroad, so that the people
could continue buying, but
there was no increase in gold
to back the paper up.

With 2,000 military bases
te maintain around the

world, with more and more

factories running away to
other countries, with more
and more tourists vacationing
in U.5. controlled areas, the
paper money kspt leaving the
country.

With the rebuilt Japanese
and European industries
outproducing the old
worn-down U.S. factories and

charging less money
because their wages are lower,
more and more imports came

in and the exports of the
poorer quality, more
expensive American  goods,
didn't increase. More money
going out, less coming in.

The result from a country
that is owed money, the LL5.
became 2 country that OWES
money to other businessmen,
(See Table), especially to
Japanese and Canadian
companies.

The result: with 6.4 billion
dollars owed and only 15
billion in gold in Fort Knox,
there's not a whole lot of
gold in case countries want to
trade in. The U.S. dollar was
over-valued, US. credit was
bad.

The big speculators began
selling dollars - the dollar was
worth less and less because no
one wanted it. To prevent a
complete collapse like what
happened in the 1929 crash,
Nixon moved fast. Within a
week his representatives met
with all the big capitalist
countries and agreed to0
devalue the dollar 10%.

Everything coming into
North America, from SONY
radios to volkswagen cars, to
Taiwan-made eclothes, will
cost as much as 10% more!

North American goods
abroad will be cheaper,
including the food that North
America exports., That will
mean a greater demand for

Morth American wheat and
food products abroad, and
the price of food will also go
up higher.

In the lorg mun North
American capitalists — will,
make more money and
workers in MNorth America
will pay for it.

But this is not the end,
because U.S. companies
ganged up with European
countrics to compete with
Japan to force Japan to
upvalue its money. They're
trying to make Japanese
goods more expensive and
thereby cut them down in
exports. But now, Japan will
strike back in another way.

Trade War is building up,
as the competition berween
the rich countries and
multi-national companies as
to how and who will ger
richer, gets more fierce.

And ‘who suffers? The
people of the world, the
workers of the richer
countries, who always pay
the price for the greediness of
Imperalism.

How much will the next
devaluation be? How long
before another stock market
crash? How much longer will
we put up with this system?

Thousands protest government
cutbacks on poverty programs

1973 has proposed cutbacks
in spending by ending or
reducing up to one hundred
(100) programs previously
planned or authorized by
Congress. Mr. Nixon expects
to save %45 billion over a
three wyear period through
this effort. This is one of the
main  reasons why  the
anti-poverty workers went to
demonstrate to Washington,
D.C.

In Education A number of
education programs  are
expected to be either out or
eliminated under the nixon
plan. These include, aid to
state ‘Education Department,
grants 1o public and school
libraries and support to land
'Erant colleges. This includes
the predominately Black
colleges.

In  Employment; The
emergency employment acts
which created jobs for the
unemployed is being
eliminated. The government
expects to save $620 million
in 1974 from this project.

In Health; Federal
matching grants for adult
dental care and medicaid will
be eliminateds - Medicare
patients will have to pay a
larger amount of the cost for
dm:mrs and hospijtal service.

In the struggle for our
democratic rights and an end
to national and racial
discrimination of Puerto
Ricans within the U.S. - Here
is one example of the many
blatant killings of our people
- This happened on July 30,
1971 - Results of the rrial,
February 2, 1973.

Two Camden New Jersey
police officers were charged
with beating Gonzales at the
intersection of West and
Stevens streers, Camden, after
the Penns Grove man was
stopped for a_motor yehicle
violation. °

Six weeks afrer the alleged
beating, Gonzales died in

,Cooper Hospital, Camden, of
a perforated bowel, bronchial
pneumonia and peritonitis.

About a week after the
alleged bearing; Camden's
Puerto Rican community
erupted in rioting, resulting in
300 arrests, 100 injuries and
more than $I million in
property damages.

During the two- week trial
before Superior Court Judge
Norman Heine, Deputy

DIES WHEN

Feb. 18, 1973- Williamsburg,
Brooklyn.

Another Puerto Rican died
today atr the hands of this
system. Dueno Raul, 21 years
old, of 117 South 4th Sr.,
died when he suddenly got
sick in bed at home and the
ambulance from Greenpoint
Hospital took two hours to
arrive on the scene.

His mother called
Greenpoint 5 times. A
policeman from the 90th

Precint, who was in the
aparmment for over an hour,
refused to take her son to the
hospital in his patrol car.
Dueno was alive when he
finally entered the ambulance
and dead on arnval.

Those two hours could have

* saved his life. The pleas of the

mother were not enough to
move the hospital or the
police. :

Attorney General Robert
Ford, of Mewark, produced
ten eyewitnesses to the
‘alleged beating who told the
court they saw Gonzales
repeatedly hit  -and kicked
by the officers.

The prosécution
contended that the
policemen -topped Gonzales
in his car on West Street, just
south of Stevens Street, after
he had been wamed three

‘times to stop blocking traffic.

Witnesses told the court
Gonzales got out of his car
and put his hands on the auto
roof. As he was about to be
scarched he turned around.

‘As he turned, witnesses said,

Gonzales was struck -in the
face by one patrolman.

The prosecution said
Gonzales was beaten to the
ground by both officers and
then kicked and struck in the
abdomen, causing a
perforated bowel which led
to peritonitis and Gonzales’
death.

Nugent, of Camden, and

Friday February 9th,
between 4:30 and 5:00 p.m.
over 30 policemen of the
90th precinct raided a candy
store at 358 South 3rd Street
and Hooper Street in search
of a call that they had gotten
that someone in the area was
carrying a 45 caliber pistol.

As the cops were
investigating the call, they
happened to force their way
into the candy store, threw
the owner up against the wall
and demanded the
whereabouts of the weapons.

At the nme all of this was
going " on, the owner of the
store was terrorized, mainly
because several cops had their
guns drawn and pointed at his
head. Nothing was found so
the cops decided this would
be the best opportunity to
raid the Third World Workers
Organization,

Four members of the
organization refused to allow
the cops into the office so
these so-called police officers
tried to force their way into
the office at gunpoint. The
members of the organization
demanded to see search
warrants but the cops said
they didn’t need any because
they wanted to secure the
office for their own safery.

Francis Hartman, of Mount
Holly, contended that
Gonzale s was “abusive” and
struck Miller first.

Miller, who was knocked
off balance by the blow,
retaliated with a blackjack at
the same tume Worrell came
to his partners defense with a
nightstick, the defense said.

The combined blows from
each officer felled Gonzales,
the defense admirtted, but no
further strikes or kicks were
made by the policemen.

When the trial began Jan.
29, the patrolmen were each
charged with atrocious assault
and bartery and murder.

The murder charge was
reduced to manslaughter on
Wednesday by Judge Heine.

Security during the trial
was extremely nght, with all
frisked before
entering the courtroom,
Armed guards patrolled the
corridor outside the
courtroom,

Guidelines for the trial,
drawn up by Assignment
Judge Charles A. Rizzi, were
so strongly worded that even
newsmen were barred during
jury selection.

When the wverdict came
yesterday, at least 15 guards
were  stationed inside the
¢rowded courtroom and
Judge Heine warned
spectators to refrain from
‘“demonstrations or
outbreaks.”

The verdict which was
reached after 2 hours of
deliberation by the seven
man, five woman jury, clears

On Saturday, February 10,
1973 a nawral gas storage
tank in Bloomfield, Staten
Island, exploded, trapping
and killing 40 men under tons
of concrete, steel, and other
debris. The explosion
apparently occured by some
of the gas being ignited by a
fire of some sort. Smoke was
seen rising from the tank and
workers heard hissing sounds
before the tank exploded. =
Officials of the Texaco

The Struggleto end the discrimination

On March 8th, it's
International Women's Day.
On this day we commemorate
the struggles of women, in
particular, rthe working
women. The working class
has had a long history of
struggle, but we should look
more into the oppression of
working women, which is one
thing that's hardly talked
about, The struggle of the
class i5 hard. It's even harder
when you're a woman,
“because you're oppressed for
TWO Teasons.
You're a woman and you're a
worker.

In the late 1800°s women
were forced to go to work
because the low
received by their husbands
were not enough to support
their families. In many cases
their sons and daughters went
along with them to work 18
hours a day for $1.00. As
women became a large
percent in the labor force,
they came to realize that they
weren't being treated equally
as workers.

Demands like, Equal Pay
for Equal Work, were being
shouted by women when
they struck against the
inhuman conditions and for
higher wages.

Women, more than 1/5 of
the country’s labor force in
1910, were earning an average
of $6 a week in the garment
industries, in glass and silk
factories. One half earned less
than $6 weekly. The wages of
Black women, the most
oppressed because of racism,
were even lower than other
working women.

In 1932 other working
women received 21 cents an
hour in the food industry
while Black women received
16 cents an hour; 27 cents an
hour in the textile industry,
and Black women received 16
cents an hour. So the salaries
of all the workers. were kept
low by paying the Black
warkers lower wages,

Today we're faced with
the same simaton. In New
York the majority of working
women are found in the light
industires, which is something
that hasn't changed much.

The fight apgainst the
conditions in the sweatshops
began in 1911 when 146

women were burned to death
in a crowded loft that had no
escape. The sweawshops at
that time had thousands of
women, 37% of whom were
working class mothers, We
still find that wages don't
meet up to the high cost of
living. That's why it's
important that women play
an active role in the struggle
of the working class because
almost 1/2 of the labor force
is made up of women

Judge denies
release; Says

‘lt’s foo much

of a risk’

On February 15,
Judge Murphy of the appelate
division of the New York

1973,

Supreme Court denied
motion for applicaton for
bail in the case of Eduarde
“Pancho™ Cruz, presented by
Mark Amsterdam, lawyer for
Pancho and member of the
Center for Constitutional

Rights.

The judge stated that
releasing Pancho on  bail
would be “too much of a

risk,” obviously referring to
District Attorney Abrahams'
allegation that Wilfredo
Melendez said, at Cruz' first
trial, that if Pancho was
released on bail he would flee
to Cuba...even though that
statement was made ©wo
years ago.

Cruz is currently appealing
a T-year frame-up conviction
for the alleged possession of
bombs with-intent to use.
Two weeks ago at the Great
Meadows Correctional
Facility, the inmates staged a
“spontaneous refusal to jump
to the guard’s stick” at the

prison mess hall. This
demonstration consisted of
the inmates staging 4

non-viclent sit-down strike at
the mess hall. Two days later,
prison guards locked inmates
in their cells in punishment
for this demonstration.

Pancho was accused of
being the ring leader of this
spontancous demonstration.
He was given an unfair
hearing without his lawyer
present and without b:ilng
agllowed to crossexamimne
witnesses. He was given thirty
days in segregation and is
being kept in solitary
confinement.

The information given by
prison officials and published
in the press are untrue
according to reccnt
statements by Pancho Cruz.
The officials claimed that
inmates locked themselves in
their cells, while the truth of
the matter is that the guards
kept them locked in cells.
Also according to Pancho, the
inmates_that are struggling for.
their rights at Great MH&{!\H
are suffering the “repression
of the guards."

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' STAFF’S NEGLIGENCE KILLS
CHILD IN MODEL CITY CAMP

The death of Eus-
tasia Gaston occurre
d at a South Bronx
Mcdel Cities Camping
Program at Shaker Vil
lage near Pittsfield
Mass. Her death was
caused by haphazard-
ness on the part of
adults who were there
to "protect” her.

They foolishly led
her up a 45 to 55 de=-
gree aki slope and
put her on a saucer
sled over which she
had no control., It
went ocut of control
and veered to the le
ft toward a wooded
‘t.ea., The back of
her head rammed into
2 tree stump. She.
was knocked unconsci-
cus and never regain-
ed conscicusness,.She
died 4 days later,Jan
B, 1973 in Pittefield
General Hospital. An
official Model Cities
report states that
the adults had taken
the child 150 to 175
feet up the slope,but
a witness stated in
an informal conversa-
tion that it was elo-
ger to 200 ft. up.

Information regar-
ding Eustasia's death
was obviocusly suppr-
essed at some point,
No information appea-
red in New York City
newspapers until Feb.
21, 1973, six weeks
after the fatality.

Meanwhile, approx-
imately 150 children
from the South Bronx
had been sent to the
camp in a 3 week per-
icd. The program was
officially cancelled
by the city (not Mo-
de! Cities) on the
recommendation of
Comptroller Beame in
time to stop children

being sent up on Feb.
20th.

Some of these chil
dren were to be =ent
from P.S. 43, District
T+ in the Bronx. The
parents from P.S. 43
knew nothing about Eu-
s8tagia's death. The
teachers had grosa mise
information. Even
that, they did not
share with the parents.
The prinecipal(in a tel
ephone conversation
with Palante) stated
that he had heard a
"rumor" regarding the
death, but he was"just
following instructions"
in sending the child-~
ren to the camp. He
Baid that the Distriet
7 office should be con
tacted. Unsuccesaful
attempis were made to
rontact those at Dis-
trict 7 who co-ordi-
nated the camping pro-
gram, Palante wanted
to know exactly what
information was given
to Distriet 7 by Andy
Pollock and John Wil-
son(they are in charge
of the program,) And,
what, in turn, did the
District Office do wi
th the information;
and on what basis did
they make that deci-
sion?

The fact is that
information was kept
from the community,
Parents were not in-
formed of this tragedy
in order that they de-
mand that the program
be better or closed.

They contimued to
run the program and

ren withcut our sanc-
tien. Why was this
kept from the parents
of children being sent?

controlled Chile since the
days when it was a Spanish
colony-and who in the last 70
years-sold the country to the
United States iifperialists.
FOR THE GOOD OF THE
PEOPLE

WHEfi ou ride on a bus
through™ the c¥pital of
Sanriago, you see large
factories with bamners that
read “this factory is now
owned by e srate ind run
by the workers; all that is
produced here is for the good
of the working people of
Chile.”

In the large factories there
are no more owners to do the
“work™ of taking all the
profits. However, a system of
socialist production that can
develop a strong independent
economy has not yer been
established.

I also saw on the ourskirts
of Santiago dozens of new
settlements, “poblaciones”
where homeless families have
built their own homes on
unused land seized from a
careless landowner. Through
their hard work and initiative,
they have installed water
mains, sewers, and electricity.
These people have organized
themselves to fight for a
decent way of life,

This is so different from
the time I was in Chile 5
years ago. In those days you
would see the homeless
families sleeping on the steps
and arcades of the public
buildings and in doorways.

Evervone in Chile rtalks
about politics. Bus drivers,
workers., merchants,
housewives, all are seruggling
to forge a new sociery. It's as
if the initiative and spirit of
the people has been

suppressed for so long that it
_is all pouring forth in aflood

of ideas and acrions.

On the walls of the
buildings throughout the
country there are painted
slogans and posters. Women
in Chile no longer think only
of the problems of the house,
they are active in committees
that make sure- the schools
give the best possible
education. My aunt told me
of how she and other parents
had forced the local school to
use new textbooks that,
showed the way life really
was in Chile. She also serves
on a commitiee of
housewives that regulate food
prices and distribution in
their neighborhood.

PEASANTS ARE AWAKE

In the countryside there
has been violent and armed
confrontations between
peasants and large
landowners, In most of the
provinces the laborers on the
large farms have seized the
land their families had
worked for generations. Their
voice is being heard, whether
they speak Spanish,or
Mapuche (the natve Indian
language of Chile). Education
is now available in*™.the
countryside even to the level
of university.

The feeling we got in Chile
is that of a people that has
said “enough” to the old
system - of poverty in a
country that nature intended
to be rich. The people are
aware of what they must do
and who their enemy is. Now
remains the queston of
leadership and direction.

Only correct leadership
from the workers can ensure
that Chile wins her fight and
all the struggle and sacrifice
was not in vain,

VIETNAM’S VICTORY
Just a few days before |

left Chile to remurn to MNew
York, I read in the

newspapers that Nixon was
finally forced to sign the
peace treaty of the
Vietnamese and take his
armies out of Vietnam. The
Vietnamese for the first time
in 30 years are free of foreign
invaders and can decide their
own destiny.

More tham two thou-
sand peocplg were arrested, tort-
ured and shot, the u.s govern-
ment intended to destroy the
Puerto Rican ideal of indepen-
ence by eliminacing its leaders
and its true patriotic vanguard..
