Continuando el articulo en la edicidn anterior de
Palante, "El1 Estado y La Lucha de Clase," queremos tocar
en mas detalle un aspecto particular del aparato represi-
vo del estado - el gran jurado. Trataremos de.llegar a
la esencia de su relacion al sistema de jurado en gene-
ral y a sus distincliones particulares, tambien entrare-
mos en algunos de sus usos histdricos, para trazar un
buen entendimiento de lo que estamos tratando. Primera-
mente, algo sobre el desarrollo histdrico del sistema de
Jurado. Aunque alcanzo su mas avanzada, mas popular e
imitada forma en Inglaterra, el sistema de jurado actual,
proveniendo del desarrollo del sistema capitalista, tiene
sus raizes atraves de los siglos.

Con la llegada de clases, contradicciones de clases
desarollaron. Uno de los aspectos de esta ley general es
las disputas entre miembros de la sociedad sobre derechos
de propiedad, o qualquier violacicn de las leyes de una
sociedad dada. Historicamente, diferentes sistemas socia-
les tienen diferentes leyes y diferentes metodos de ase-
gurar la implementacion de sus leyes. Lo que hay que re-
cordar es que las leyes de una sociedad dada son estable-
cidas en los intereses de la clase dominante y los meto-
dos de implementacion van de un nivel bajo a un nivel al-
to en el desarrollo de la sociedad.

En los tiempos de antes, sistemas legales tales
como el de Dikarts en Grecia, los Judices de Roma, las
Tribunas de los antiguos Alemanes y las instituciones de
los Britanicos empleaban metodos que bajo nuestras nor-
mas de hoy parecen atroces. Entre estos se encontraban
variaciones de juicio por ordalfa - haciendo uso del fue-
go, del agua o de lucha. En estos Jjuicios el acusado
"probaba" su culpabilidad o inocencia de acuerdo con su
habilidad de aguantar tortura y dolor fisico. La razon
tras esto era que Dios nunca dejaria una persona inocente
morir. Estos sistemas legales fueron un resultado de cul-
turas atrazadas que partian de modos de produccion atra-
zados, i.,e. esclavitud, feudalismo.

El desarrollo del capitalismo trajo con el no solo
una revolucion que libero las fuerzas de produccion, pero
tambien arastro con el algunas creencias y formas cultu-
rales atrazadas. El sistema legal modificado al modo de
vida capitalista tenia que ser en un nivel mas alto y a-
vansado. La base del sistem@’legal capitalista es el pro-
grama de la revoluc1on burgues democratica - por ejemplo,
la Constitucion EE.UU. y la Declaracion de Derechos. El
Jjuicio por jurado actual amana de este programa, anterior-
mente progresista pero ahora reaccionario. Un Jjuicio por
tus "semejantes," de 12 personas, es encargado a determi-
nar, de los datos proveidos en el curso del juicio y los
argumentos pro y con, tu culpabilidad o inocencia. Es de
esta manera que bregan con los "crimenes contra la socie-
dad.ll

Ahora, esto es claramente un avance histdTico sobre
algunos de los sistemas menc1onados anteriormente, pero
ya ha servido su proposito histdrico. Los unicos crime-
nes que son tratados en las cortes burguesas son crimenes
"no autorizados por la burguesia."(Vea Palante,vol.l #7,
‘"Crimen, Castigo y Revolucion" p.3). La burguesia nunca
permitira un equilibrio, representacion igual al explota-
dor y al explotado en el sistema de juicio por jurado ac-
tual,

DESARROLLO DEL GRAN JURADO

El gran jurado surgio como resultado de muchos de
los primeros juicios por jurado terminando en decisiones
eroneas o mal manejadas. Eran distinctos de los jurados
'menores'® en que su proposito no era juzjar de datos,
solamente averiguar, acusar y investigar para que subsi-
guiente juicios por Jjurado se pudieran llevar acabo.

Bajo un gran jurado, el juez encarga o manda al pa-
nel del jurado sobre lo que tiene que investigar. Esta
investigacion tiene que ser dentro de un abstracto legal,
una esquems teorfca de la ley criminal. En esta manera,
el juez, un lacayo directo (sino un miembro) de la misma
burguesia, determina la fundacion teorfca y practica de
las investigaciones de los gran jurados. Generalmente,
gran jurados estan limitados a areas especificas, tales
como condados pero b@;o gran jurados de investigaciones,
no hay limites geograficos.

-En el principio del Siglo 19, una huelga culmino
en el asesinato de 28 obreros cuando policias y detecti-
ves privados se amotinaron., Las investigaciones del gran
jurado resultaron en la "admonicich"(advertencia) de los
oficiales ferroviarios y estatales y en el arresto de los
huelguistas por "amotinarse."

-En el 1™° de mayo de 1886, luego del incidente en
el Haymarket Square, el gran jurado acuso de asesinato
a 10 1fderes de la clase obrera, pero dijeron que la po-
licia habfan arrestado demasiado de muchas personas y
"habfan magnificado el numero de enemigos de ley y orden."
(Los 10 que fueron arrestados ‘estaban dirigiendo la lucha
por el jornal de 8 horas. Eventualmente, cuatro fueron
ejecutados por la burguesia._(Vea el suplemento de 1° ge
mayo en Palante, Vol. 1, #5). ,

-En esa misma semana un gran jurado en Milwaukee
acuso a 70 obreros unionados con conspiracion. Muchos
de ellos eran 1fderes del movimiento tradeunionista.

-Durante una huelga de la Asociacion Amalgamada de
Obreros en Hierro y Acero en el 1892, guardias Pinkerton
asesinaron a doce personas. E%_gran Jjurado de Allegheny
acuso a 31 obreros por "traicion, conspiracion, y asesina-
to" - mientras que aciso a los ofié¢iales de la compafia
de "intimidar" a los obreros.

-Como. resultado del trabajo organizativo de La
Union Americana de Ferroviarios en el 1894, la huelga de
los Obreros del Ferroviario Pullman en Illinois se rego
atraves de toda la nacion. Un gran jurado acuso a 43
lideres sindicalistas, incluyendo a Eugene Debs en Chica-
go, 60 obreros en St. Louis, y 134 en San Francisco.

-En el 1894 durante la huelga de los Mineros de
Cripple Creek un gran jurado acuso a 37 obreros de "amo-
tinarse." (Durante esta misma huelga mil tropas federal-
es ocuparon el pueblo Cripple Creek, establecieron cen-
tros de detencion rodeados de alambre de pua, arresta-
ron y deportaron a centenares de obreros. Despues de 15
meses de lucha los obreros lograron sus demandas).

La lista sigue y sigue hasta hoy dia. No solo el
movimiento obrero y su verdadero lfderato ha sufrido,
todas las clases y estratas oprimidas, particularmente
el 1fderato de estos movimientos constantemente han sido
conducidos a cortes kangaroo como resultado de investiga-
ciones de gran jurados. ;

USO_RECIENTE DE 10S GRAN JURADOS

Hoy dia el gran jurado de acusacion como instrumento
util de los amos entrara en vigor nuevamente; especialmente
con el desarrollo del Partido Bolchevique en el futuro cercano,
y con la lucha de las masas jue crece mas y mas dia tras dia,
y con la crisis economica gue llega a limites nunca antes
alcanzados,

Ya se estan conduciendo investigaciones de gran
jurado en,las cuales sus fines son las de investigar la
afiliacicdn de personas con organizaciones revolucionarias.,
Un ejemplo es la reciente investigacion del gran jurado
concerniente al Ejercito de Liberacion Negra. En todas
las areas de actividad concentrada de los elementos con-
cientes los gran jurados surgiran en busca de cualquier
cosa que pueda culminar en acusaciones. Estaran inves-
tigando el movimiento obrero, los movimientos de las
nacionalidades oprimidas, el movimiento de mujeres, el
movimiento estudiantil, y todos los demas en su busqueda
por informacion, vincular uno con el otro, y fabricaciones
de casos en la corte.

Como anteriormente mencionamos, en el proceso de
desarrollo del capitalismo hacia su etapa mas alta, el
aparato estatal se convierte mas sofisticado y eficiente
como implemento de opresion.

Esta rama trabajaba espe-
cificamente con investigacienes del gran jurado que tra-
taron con"elementos. no compatibles con la seguridad in-
terna de EE.UU." - en otras palabras, el elemento con-
ciente, esos que van adquiriendo experiencla y haciendo-
se mas y mas conciente de la naturaleza del sistema y la
necesidad de eliminarlo. El Procurador General, Robert F,
Kennedy, ayudo enormemente el trabajo de la DSI en ampliar
la interpretacion de muchos crimenes - especificamente
crimenes interestatales. EL Procurador General Ra%gey
Clark, el burgués "liberal" con dos caras que despues de
su tiempo en el gobierno se presento como muy preocupado
por la guerra en Viet Nam, habia ordenado la prosecuciont
judicial de consejeros contra el serviciomilitar obliga-
torio con cargos de conspiracion.

El nivel principal de sus operaciones fue una red
extensiva de gran jurados con amplia libertad que utili-
zaron los cargos a su maximo, emitiendo ordenes, proce-

-No es requerido decirle al jurado el proposito de
la investigacion o la razdn por la cual quieren la evi-
dencia. .

-E1 fiscal no tiene que y no, presentara evidencia
en tu favor.

-Pueden ordenar documentos irrelevantes para tapar
el verdadero proposito de la investigacion.

-Las cortes no tienen control de la conducta del
fiscal frente al gran jurado.

-A uno no se le permite un representante legal du-
rante la vista. Tu abogado debe esperar afuera.

-Cualquier declaracion falsa por el fiscal puede
ser eliminada del archivo,

-La Quinta Amienda es cancelada por una ventaja que
le permite al fiscal forzarle "imunidad" sobre uno y de
esa manera uno no puede ser procesado legalmente por lo
que uno diga - pero qualquier otro puede ser procesado.
Si uno rehusa hablar, puede ser acusado (de contumacia
¥ ser encarcelado. De esta manera, ellos tratan de for-
zar testigos sobre las actividades de organizaciones o
individuos que uno conozca.

-Cualquier numero de gran jurados pueden tomar
lugar atraves del pafs para llevar acabo investigaciones
simultaneas, dando "subpoenas" por montones y asi enre-
dar las actividades de organizaciones progresistas, re-
volucionarias y comunistas. También una persona puede
ser juzgada en una parte del pafs y en un par de horas
puede ser llamado a dar testimonio en otra parte, de
esa manera restrigiendo nuestra habilidad de mobilizar
apoyo o por lo menos dejarle saber a un amigo donde es-
taras por las proximas semanas.

Desde sus recientes derrotas en
Indochina, 1es imperialistas de los EU
estén tratando de convencer a sus ali-
ados, especialmente los de Europa y
Japén, de que todavia son una gran
potencia mundial y no un "tigre de papel”.
En estos filtimos meses han invadido y
bombardeado a la Camboya liberada, han
agudizado la contienda con la URSS en
el Medio Oriente, y ha escalado los
preparativos de otra guerra de invacidn
a la Republica Popular Democritica de
Corea., ;

Al bosquejar la estrategia de los
EU en Asia, el presidente Ford dijo el
pasado 6 de mayo de 1975¢

"Bs mi meta el amarrar con més
fuerza a Corea del Sur con los
EU, el reafirmar nuestro-compro-
miso con Taiwan, el trabajar mis
estrechamente con Indéchina, con
las Filipinas y con otras nacion-
es en el Pacf{fico. Creo que estos
son la clase de movimientos hacia
adelanté con respecto a la polf-
tica extranjera que nos serfn
beneficiosos para mantener la paz."

La nueva 1fnea defensiva de los
EU en el Pac{fico, descrita por Ford,
tiene sus bases en las islas del Pacf-
fico, donde los EU tiene instalaciones
militares (Japén, las islas Mariana,
Taiwan, las Filipinas, Australia, y
Nueva Zelandia), y en Corea del Sur, el
finico pafs en el continente asiftico
donde todavia estén estacionadas tropas
americanas.

Los EU tienen 40,000 tropas de in-
fanterfa instaladas en Corea del Sur
ademas de un arsenal de armas nucleares
que amenazan con us&r en caso que se
desate otra guerra en Corea.

El Secretario de Defensa, James
Schlesinger, dijo el pasado mes de mayo,
1975, que Corea era "la primera 1inea
de defensa de los EU en Asia". Al re-
sponder a las preguntas que se Je hicis
eron sobre Corea, dijo:

En Junio, 1975, Schlesingex estaba
abogando por el uso de armas nucleares,
como "una alternativa nuclear" para re-
peler una invasifn.a Corea, El contestd
que la "alternativa nuclear" ‘se usarfa
"de manera flexible de acuerdo con nues-
tros intereses nacionales."

Examinemos brevemente el perfbdo
de la primera guerra de Corea para
profundizar nuestro entendiniento de la
situacifn en Corea.

LA AGHESIdh DE 105 EU CONTRA EL
PUEBLO COREANO

Inmediatamente despuéé del

cierre de la Segunda Guerra Mundial,

el mundo capitalista encabezado por

los EU, puso en practica su plan : “
contrarrevolucionario. Ellos A
llaman a este perfodo la "Guerra Frfa."

El propbsito de la guerra frfa era

parar la propagacidén del comunismo y

el debilitar, para luego destruir, el

creciente campo socialista que estaba

encabezado por la tierra del Bolshe-

vismo, la URSS, con Jose Stalfn en la

direccidn.

Bajo el

liderato del Presidente Mao Tse Tung

y el Partido Comunista de China, el

pueblo chino pudo llevar exitosamente

la. guerra popular revolucionaria y

establegif un Estado Socialista --

La Republica Popular de China.

A traves de todo este perfodo,
las guerras de liberacidn nacional
empezaron a combatir con ahinco al
imperialismo en todas partes del mundo,
La lucha entre las naciones oprimidas
por un lado y los imperialistas por
otro, se convirtif en la contradiccidn
principal en el mundo, ILa lucha del
pueblo coreano contra la agresisn ar-
mada del imperialismo americano ocurrida
después de la Segunda Guerra Mundial,
fue,y es hoy, parte de este levantamientc

revolucionario:

Los EU vieron claramente que las _

convertido en tendencia comfin

de 155 Superpotencias en su am-
bicion de dominar el mundo."
(Discurso pronunciado por los
representantes de la Repfiblica
Popular de China en las Naciones
Unidas, el 3 de octubre de 1973)

Syngman Rhee un devoto anti-
comunista fue escogido como dirigente 4
de Corea del Sur, 1la cual fue recon- ;
ocida en las Naciones Unidas en el
1948, Ya para el 1950 Rhee se habfa
convertido en un dictador aislado.
A pesar de la severa represifn e intim-
idacidn, menos. del 20% de sus allegados
fueron electos en las elecciones de
mayo de 1950. Ademfs de esto el movi-
miento de unificacidn pacffica con el
Norte de Corea estaba creciendo y
haciendose mds fuerte -- a pesar de
la oposicién de Rhee. Algunos meses

antes de las elecciones Rhee habia
prometido "Yo espero destruir la
.Corea del Norte." Para mantenerse en
el poder Rhee necesitaba de el apoyo
incondicional del ejército de los EU,
y para asegurar esta clase de apoyo
militar,€1 tenfa que agudizar las
tensiones dentro de Corea.

El plan del sehor Rhee de "
"unificar el Norte y el Sur bajo nuesv
tra fuerza," coincidia con los planes
de los EU para la guerra fria. los
afios del 48 y 49 presenciaron como los
EU se hundfa en la recesidn econdmics
de la post-guerra. ILos polf%iCOS
estaban levantando un tremendo clamor
contra la "amensza roja" doméstica e
“internacionalmente, McArthur hablaba
del Pacffico como un "lago anglosajén"
En los seis meses inmediatamente
anteriores al comienzo de la gueérra
se envid mucho equipo militar desde los
EU a Corea del Sur. El1 17 de junio de
1950, el representante del Presidente
Truman, John Foster Dulles hizo una

visita al paralelo 38 y allf le dijo

a las tropas surcoreanas: "No hay
adversario que los pueda vencer. Se
acerca el momento en que ustedes demo-

strardan su valentfa." El siguiente
25 de junio las tropas sur corenas
langaron un atague cruzando el paralelo
38.

Corea del Sur alega que ellos
fueron victimas de un "ataque por
sopresa."” Las Naciones Unidas, con-
troladas por los EU en aquellos tiempos,
intervino en Corea cuando la Repiiblica
Popular Democritica de Corea repelid
el atague y empuj6 al ejército sur-
coreano hacia el sur en retirada.
Todas las fuerzas de las Naciones
Unidas se pusieron bajo el mando del
general americano McArthur,

El ejército popular, unido a las
guerrillas del Corea del Sur y muchos
jSvenes, liberaron la capital de Corea
del Sur, Seul, tres dias después que
comenzara la guerra. Solamente un 10%
de la poblacidn de Seul abandond la
ciudad mostrando asf el apoyo popular
por la reuniticacion del pafs.

Muchas de las tropas de
Corea del Sur desertaron,y un nilmero de
oficiales publicos se unieron a Corea
del Norte. Syngman Rhee huyd de Corea,
llevdndose consigo toda la reserva de
oro del pafs (1o mismo que hicieron
Thieu en Vietnam y Lon Nol en Camboya).

ATACAR A CHINA PARA "REFRENAR EL
COMUNISMO"

Durante los aflos de la guerra
frfa hubo (y afin hoy en dfa hay)
muchos entre la burguesfa internacional
que decfan que la Unica forma de
"refrenar el comunismo" era a2 traves de
una "guerra preventiva" contra la
Union Soviética y Repliblica Popular
de China. Estas fuerzas en los EU

incluian a McArthur, el cual insistia
que los EU debfan extender la guerra
de Corea hasta el suelo Chino. (Corea
hace frontera con China y la URSS.)
Prosiguiendo con esta politica, los
EU envi8 su séptima flota naval, y la
estacion® en los estrechos de Taiwan,
al frente de la costa de China. Con
1a escusa de "prevenir un ataque a
Formosa" los EU establecieron a
Taiwan, como también a Corea dentro de
su perimetro defensivo en Asia, y
convirtif a Taiwan en una base

americana en contra de China.

Bajo el 1{derato de McArthur las
fuerzas de la ONU y de EU tomaron la
ofensiva y cruzaron el paralelo 38 hasta
el rfo Yalu, que queda en la frontera
entre Corea y China, las plantas -~
hidroeléctricas construidas en el rio
Yalu le provefan energfa eléctrica
a la URSS tanto como a la RPC. El
pueblo chinp estaba justamente pre-
ocupado Por la ofensiva de los EU
hacia sus fronteras. Ademds, McArthur
va habia hecho pliblica su declaracidn
de que ha sido su intencidn y sigue
siendo su "ambicidn no cumplida® el

invadir a China. Es un hecho que
se llevaron a cabo misiones de

bombardeo en el lado Chino de la
frontera, hecho que los EU primero
negaron y luego lo escusaron como

un " = .n
SEATA2 le habia advertido a los

EU que entrarian en la guerra si
invadian Corea del Norte. Despues

de 1a ofensiva los EU, dejd ver
claramente que estaba provocando una
situacion en que Se proponian

ocupar a Corea ¥y atacarian
también a China por tres ladosi desde
Japdn, desde Corea y desde Taiwan.
Chou En-lai advirtid que la Replblica
Popular no tolerarfa una invacifn, ni
tampoco tolerarfa indolentemente la
invacién.salvaje de sus vecinos por

el imperialismo." El reitero que
Taiwan serfa liberada de seguro.

China llamo por voluntarios. 1 millon de
voluntarios chinos, con las tropas de
Corea del Norte derrotaron al

enemigo haciendo que este se batiera
en retirada destras del paralelo 38.
Ese fue el momento en gque McArthur y
algunos polf%icos en los EU clamaron
por el uso de armas atémicas en contra
de China. McArthur tambi&n 1llamb a
nfs de medio milldn de tropas nacional-
istas chinas y los mand$ a pelear al
lado de los EU, en Corea.

(Aquf se hace presiso recordar
que de la misma forma que los franceses
usaron tropas africanas trafdas de sus
colonias en Africa, para pelear contra
los patriotas vietnamitas, los EU
utilizd su colonia_de Puerto Rico para
proveercarne de canon para su guerra
imperialista en Corea. 43,000 puerto-
rriquefos pelearon gn la Guerra de
Corea. El regimiento 65 de Infanterfa,
compuesto enteramente de puertorriquefios
fue aniquilado 211f.)

Como en Vietnam los EU fu€ un
enemigo vicioso. Us§ bombas de satur-
acifn, de napalm, ust la guerra bacter-,
jol6gica, quemaron aldeas y pueblos
completos desplazando a miles de
personas, la CIA, la cual habfa
expandido sus operaciones clandestinas
durante y después de la Segunda
Guerra Mundial, infiltrd agentes en
China y Corea para acumular informacidn
y para el sabotage, y también vold
aviones espfas sobre los dos pafses,
(En 1968 el bugue espfa de los EU, USS
Pueblo,.fue capturado en las costas
de Corea y  poco mas de un afio
después un avion de reconocimiento de
los EU fue bajado a tiros
sobre las costas de Corea del Norte,

De hecho con el envolvimiento de los EU
en Corea la CIA crecib de una

fuerza de 5,000 empleados en 1950,

a cerca de 15,000 en 1955. E1 hermano
de John Foster Dulles, Allan Dulles,
dirigi6 la CIA en ese tiempo.

No obstagﬁe, las masas son las que
hacen la historia; es la gente no las
cosas, lo que es decisivo. EI pueblo
Coreano, ayudado por sus camaradas
chinos, pararon el empuje de los perros
imperialistas. En 1951 una 1inea de
tregua se volvi§ a trazar en el
paralelo 38. Siguieron dos afios mis de
lucha y conferencias de tregua hasta
1954, la fecha en que termind la guerra
de Corea.

As{ que la primera guerra de los
capitalistas contra los comunistas
termind en derrota para los imperial-
istas,

"La victoria del pueblo coreano en
su lucha de resistencia contra el
agresor imperialista de los EU
tiene un gran significado
historice. E1 pueblo coreano fue
el primero que directamente ha
derrotado una agresiéh armada de
los imperialistas de los EU
después de la Segunda Guerra
Mundial, mostrando asi un esplén-

dido ejemplo para los pueblos del
mundo en su lucha revolucionaria

contra el imperialismo."

INTERNACIONAL

Analizando la situacibn mundial, los comunis-
tas genuinos, y los revolucionarios de todo el mun-—
do han reconocido, y se han unido con el anflisis
de los camaradas de China y Albania. En su 9no
Congreso, el Partido Comunista de China analizd
correctamente las cuatro contradicciones princi-
pales en el mundo, siendo estas "entre las naciones
oprimidas a un lado, y las naciones imperialistas y
social-imperialistas en el otro; entre los paises
1mper1a115tas ¥y los social- 1mper1allstas,y entre
los palses imperialistas; entre los paises social-
istas, y los imperialistas. y social- 1mper1allstas
en el otro, entre el proletarlado y la. burgue51a
en los pafses capitalistas." El1 Partido Comunista
de China hizo claro,y la vida misma los ha probado
correctos, que de las cuatro contradicciones fun-
damentales, la contradiccifn principal hoy es entre
las naciones oprimidas contra las naciones imperi-
alistas y social-imperialistas. Basandose en este
analisis, los comunistas han concluido que aunque
el peligro de una tercera guerra mundial existe y
estid aumentando (especialmente entre las dos super-
potencia, EE.UU. y la URSS), la revoluc1on es la
corriente principal en el mundo hoy dfa.

Pero a los revisionistas les gusta negar la
realidad objetlva. E1l "PC" se esfuerza en distor-
cionar la situacibn mundial objetiva para as{ poder
encajar sus metas revisionistas a su distorcionada
realidad.

As{ pués, el "PC" niega totalmente la existen-
cia de las otras tres contradicciones fundamentales,
y concientemente distorciona lo que es la contra-
diccidn principal en el mundo, negando el rol clave
de las luchas de liberacién nacional. Pero esto no
es el fin de su realidad distorcionada. Ellos si-
guen y analizan que el imperialismo, especialmente
en los EE.UU., esti en una nueva etapa donde el
mundo imperialista se esta desbaratando, conduci-
endo asi a un cambio en el balance de fuerzas, en
favor de la URSS.

"Pe! eontinua dlclendo que el imperialismo ya no
puede gobernar con la "vieja polftlca de guerra
frla - que sus "politicas de agre515n y opresién"
son usadas menos cada dia. As{ pués, el "PC" re-
visa completamente los principios de coexistencija
pac1f1ca, v basandose en “sus dlstorcapnados anali-
sis de la situaci®n mundial, y sus analisis Kautski-
anos del 1mper1allsmo,y su opresién y agresién
siendo una '"polfitica," concluyen lo siguiente:

"El aumento en la lucha por '"detente" tiene
sus raices en el cambio del balance de las fuerzas
del mundo, y la nueva etapa en la crisis general del
capitalismo...La lucha por "detente'" surge de esta
nueva relacidn. Los logros de esa lucha se estan
asiendo tan irreversibles como los cambios en el ba-
lance de fuerzas en el mundo."

Asi pués, si cualquier lucha revolucionaria
en el campo internacional "altera" el detente, el
balance de fuerzas entre los EE.UU. y la URSS, y
causa tensidn, la URSS avanzari junto con los EE.

Imitando la burgesia a quienes siryen, el "P,C." 1levd a
cabo su Gonvencion Nacional en el mismo anfiteatro donde
los partidos Democrata ¥ Republicano llevaron a cabo las

suyas en los ultimos afios. Para mostrar su "patriotismo
Americano", vistleron g sus delegados con sombreros de
paja, y en el {ltimo dia de la convencibn efectuaron una
celebracién masiva del Bicentenario de la Revolucidn
Norteamericana,

UU. para reprimir esas luchas revolucionarias. Es
por esto que el "PC," como la URSS, sostiene que
hay una tarea urgente de "construir un amplioc mo-
vimiento por una paz duradera y justa en el Medio
Oriente" (nuestro &nfasis), ayudando asf a los EE.
UU. en suprimir la lucha de liberacidn nac1ona1
palestina. De hecho, 1la convenc16n adopto una po-
sicibn que llama por la garantfa de "soberanfa y
fronteras seguras para todas las nac1ones en esa
£req, incluyendo Israel." Asi pues, mientras di-
cen "respaldar" la lucha palestina, los revision-
istas llaman a una paz duradera en el Mediano 0r1-
ente sin la liberacidn de Palestina. (En artlculos
tanteriores, hemos citado numerosos ejemplos donde
los revisionistas de la URSS han tratado de supri-
mir o ignorar las luchas revolucionarias, como en
el Mediano Oriente, el Congo, Camboya, Algeria).

E1l "PC" también extiende su solidaridad con
su revisionista "comunidad socialista." Ellos res-
paldan las luchas anti-monopolistas democriaticas-
y no 1as luchas proletarias revolucionarias - en
los pafses capitalistas, supuestamente dirigida por
los partidos revisionistas. Por ejemplo, apoyan
el "Partido Comunista" portugués, el cual ha de-
nunciado la meta de lograr la dictadura .del prole-
tariado porque, segiin ellos, "Portugal ha tenido
una historia muy larga de dictaduras." Apoyan el
"Partido Comunista" italiano, quienes han dicho
que su partido deJara de ser un "Partido Bolchev1-
que de tipo Stalin" con centralismo democritico,
sino, serd un partido de masas. Y apoyan el "Par-
tido Comunista" francés, el cual ha intentado re-
emplazar revolucidn .socialista proletaria con "lu-
cha democridtica anti-monopolista."

El traicionero "PC"EE.UU. resume que en el
mundo existen tres corrientes: "los paises social-
istas, la clase obrera y 1os movimientos democri-
ticos que dirige en los palses capltallstas, y los
movimientos de liberacidn nacional. E1 "PC" des-
carta las revoluciones socialistas proletarias, ¥y
las reemplaza con "luchas democriticas anti-monopo-
listas,”" y también intenta distorcionar las luchas
revolucionarias de liberaci®n nacional con llamar-
las "movimientos de liberacidn nacional."

Estamos en unidén con los camaradas de China
cuando claramente dicen en "Proposicidn Acerca de
la Linea General del Movimiento Comunista Interna-
cional" que: - "El movimiento revolucionario demo-
critico nacional en estas aréas,y el movimiento
socialista revolucionario internacional son las
dos grandes corrientes histéricas de nuestro tiem-

po 1"

En adicidn a esto, clarificamos que el seguir
la linea revisionista de detente como si fuese la
linea general que los comunistas y movimientos
revolucionarios deben seguir es traicionmar al pro-
letariado internacional y las naciones oprimidas.
Lo que fluye de la posicign revisionista de deten-
te son las ilusiones social-pacificistas de que el
socialismo se puede lograr por medio de una transi-
cidn pacfflca del capitalismo al socialismo. Este
es el por que en su borrador el "PC" dice _dque "el
presente periodo requiere una reexaminacién de 'las
prioridades en el movimiento de paz.'" El1 papel
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del "PC", cuando los EE.UU. esta envuelto en una
guerra imperialista, es de propagar la 1fnea ideal-
ista, social-pacifista de intentar transformar la
guerra imperifalista en un movimiento de paz dentro
de los EE.UU., en lugar de una lucHa revolucion-
aria proletaria anti-imperialista contra toda 1la

'burguesfa de EE.UU. (y no inicamente contra los

monopolios).

Su anflisis de detente, el cual conduce hacia
la 1fnea de "transicifn pacifica," es también el
por qué ven la importancia de revitalizar la demo-
cracia burguesa y retaurar f€ en el sistema elec-
toral. ¢De qué otro modo pudiera el "PC" conseguir
socialismo si no son elegidos a puestos y si no
hacen alianzas con los"movimientos polfticos inde-
pendientes" del Partido Democritico en EE,UU.?
(Elaboraremos mis sobre este anflisis del "PC" en
la préxima seccidn.)

Elaborando sobre la situacidén internacional,
el "PC" clarifica que toda campana burguesa de
"anti-sovietismo" y "anti-~detente," especialmente
las que son dirigidas por los "maoistas" tienen que
ser derrotadas para que tenga €xito su linea de
detente, - E1L P dice:

"En el escenario mundial, una de las fuerzas
auxiliares que m&s ayuda al imperialismo es el
maoismo...Maoismo es el oportunismo en el nivel de
traicifn.

En el Maoismo, el oportunismo y el nacion-
alismo se han combinado para convertirse en la fuer-
za auxiliar central para el imperialismo mundial."

Ya hemos visto c6mo en Portugal el par-
tido revisionista ha logrado el apoyo del Movimiento
de las Fuerzas Armadas en reprimir y en forzar a
los "Maoistas" al clandestinaje; o en India, hemos
visto cbmo el partido revisionista, respaldado por
el soviético, se uni8 con Ghandi en establecer una
dictadura fascista y en suprimir a los '"Maoistas"
en India. :

Ellos intentan atacar a China por '"nacional-
ismo mal dirigido," pere para los pueblos del mun-
do, estd claro que China y todo comunista genuino
son los elementos genuinos que respaldan las luchas
de_liberacign nacional del Tercer Mundo., E1l propf-
sito de sus calumnias es de encubrir la naturaleza
social-imperialista de la URSS y su abandono de los
principios Marxistas-Leninistas, por la URSS y por
todo gquien sigue su 1fderato.

De su andlisis de la situacidén internacional,
se ve claro que el "PC" EE.UU. es un buen siervo
del "PC" de la Uni8n Sovi€tica, que se ha unido en
los ataques al P.C. de China y el Partido del Tra-
bajo de Albania. También es claro que emanando de
su andlisis distorcionado de la situacidn mundial,
conduce al "PC" a la implementacidn de sus teorfias
revisilonistas aquf en los EE.UU., y de este modo,
los hace el estandarte principal del social-imperi-
alismo, social-fascismo, y la social-facismo en
EE.UU.. Esto se puede ver mids claro en la declara-
cidn de Gus Hall: :

LA ESTRATEGIA Y TACTICA DEL "PC"EE.UU. PARA LOGRAR

SU "SOCIALISMO DEMOCRATICO"

Creemos que la estrategia para lograr el so-
cialismo en los EE.UU. es el Frente Unido Contra
el Imperialismo, que nuestro objetivo es de lograr
la derrota armada de toda la burguesfé, es decir,
los capitalistas monopolistas y no monopolistas,
por medio de desbaratar el aparato estatal. Esto
proviene del andlisis de que en los EE.UU. 1la
principal contradiccidn antagonistica, que estd a
la raf¥z de toda opresidn de clase, es entre el
.proletariado y la burgues{a. Esto, pués, significa

que nuestra lucha no es una inicamente contra los
monopolios para revitalizar la democracia burguesa,
sino, una lucha contra todo explotador, la burgue-
sfa, para lograr la revolucifn socialista. Nues-
tras t8cticas tienen que ser subordinadas a esta
estrategia. Asf, pués, tenemos que utilizar y dom-
inar toda forma de tactica que nos lleve a organi-
zar legal e ilegalmente, Podemos usar métodos de
lucha legales y parlamentarios, pero no podemos
convertirnos en legalistas y depender unicamente
en luchas parlamentaria% o electorales que conduz-
can hacia la revolucidn socialista.

En su borrador, el "PC"E.U. reafirma su estra-
tegia de eventualmente lograr socialismo al desar-
rollar "la lucha anti~monopolista, democrftica," ¥y
as{ hacer aparentar que en los EE.UU. tenemos una
revolucidon de dos etapas, la primera siendo la res-
tauracidn de la fé en la democracia burguesa y
su sistema electoral.

En nuestro panfleto, En los EE.UU.,
con revisionismo: la lucha por la revolucifn pro-
letaria continua, anotamos la siguiente declaracién
en el Nuevo Programa del "PC"EE.UU.: (Publicado
inicamente en inglés.) e

"Para resumir: la explotacidon de trabajo asa-
lariado por capital nos lleva a una lucha por la
clase obrega, la cual tiene como su objetivo final
la abolicion de la explotacifn del hombre por hom-
bre, con el establecimiento del socialismo. A 1la
explotacidn de trabajo asalariado, los monopolios
y el monopolio capitalista estatal anade la explo-
tacion y opresidn de otros sectores del pueblo,
llevandonos a una diversa lucha contra todas for-
mas de robo cometido por el capital monopolista.
Esta es una lucha cuyo prop%sito inmediato no es
socialismo, sino la restriccidn del poder de los
monopolios através de controles por las organiza-
ciones populares y por poder polftico en las manos
del pueblo. En su fondo esta la lucha para ganar
control del gobierno y usarlo para el beneficio
del pueblo, no las grandes corporaciones. Esto
toma lugar entre un marco de luchas de gran diver-
sidad contra la dominacidn monopolista.

"Estas diversas luchas democr&dticas, al lado
de y enlazadas con la lucha de clase, son objetji-
vamente luchas contra un enemigo com®n, capitalismo-
monopolista. ° Entonces, mientras que nuestro enten-
dimiento de esto crece, se tienden a unir en una
coalicidn de todas las fuerzas democriticas contra
el poder de monopolios. La estrategia y tacticas
en la lucha para el socialismo estad aproximadamente
enlazada con la lucha anti-monopolista."

El "PC" trae ‘laa teorfas ae Kautsky sobre el
estado y la democracia burguesa de nuevo a vida.
Ellos distorcionan la realidad al hacer aparentar
la lucha en los EE.UU. ser no contra la burguesia
como clase, sino contra los monopolios, los ultra-
derecEistas, fuerzas fascistas. Es por eso que en
su analisis de Watergate, ellos lo vieron como una
lucha entre los fascistas contra los liberales
burgueses. Al identificar los intereses del pro-
letariado con los de_los liberales burgueses, y
uniendose con los libePales burgueses, ellos des-
arman y desvian al proletariado y asi le abren
‘paso al facismo.

Como han dicho claramente, ellos proponen "re-
stringir" los monopolios al controlar el gobierno,
estg siendo uno de los pasos hacia la transicidn
pacifica hacia el socialismo. E1 "PC" totalmente
distorciona el papel del estado, y lo que democracia
burguesa es, E1 "PC" también hace claro que hay
una "repugnancia de las masas contra el bancarrota
sistema de dos partidos de capitalismo-monopolista, ¥
una busqueda por una alternativa anti-monopolista."
Aunque,es verdad que mds y mis, las masas de obreros
no estan participando en las elecciones porque re-
conocen su falsa democracia, el "PC" hace el papel
de revivir el sistema electoral y la democracia bur-
guesa. E1 "PC" llega hasta el punto de decir que los
monopolios "invaden el campo de lo judicial tanto
como otras instituciones democr&ticas," totalmente
tratando de confundir las masas a creer que el sis-
tema judicial es una institucién democr&tica y no
parte del aparato estatal burgués.

Lenin, en Revolucifn Proletaria y el Renegado
Kautsky, dice lo siguiente de Kautsky:

Ba]O/la democracia burguesa, 1los capitalistas, a

Lenin también dice que, "Lo. . mas desarrollada
que es la democracia, lo mis inmenente es el peli-
gro de una campafla racista y genocida o guerra ci=-
Vil en coneccidn con cualquidr profunda desviacidn
bPolitica que sea.peligrosa para la burguesia," y
que "la rgvolucién proletaria es imposible sin la
destruccion forzosa de la maquinaria burguesa esta-
tal y la substitucidn de ella por una nueva que,
en las palabras de Engels, no es mas un estado en
el propio sentido de la palabra."

De esto, podemos ver que en vez de dirijir la
clase obrera y las masas trabajadoras en asalto
contra la maquinaria burguesa estatal, el "PC"
dirije las masas en accifn legislativa,y asi ellos
mismos se convierten en un partido burgués.

COMO EL "PC"EE.UU. DIRIGE EL LEVANTAMIENTO ESPON-
TANEO DE LAS MASAS AL ECONOMISMO, ETC.

En vez de intercalar el socialismo cientffico
en la clase obrera,y el movimiento de las masas,
ddndole un 1fderato conciente y planeado para ganar
demandas inmediatas, ligando estas al logro y movi-
miento hacia el objetivo final de sgcialismo, el
RO REHUIL ~adorarlas luch;s espontaneas y sigue a
la cola de las luchas economicas. Ellos son los
proponentes principales de la teorfa de Bernstein,
que "el movimiento es todo, el objetivo final es
nada." En vez de canalizar el levantamiento espon-
taneo de las masas a una lucha revolucionaria, ellos
las llevan directamente a un movimiento de masas .-
reformista.

"Durante una crfsis, las masas estan furiosas
y frustradas, la prueba de un partido de vanguardia
es cémo puede canalizar esta furia y frustracién
a movimientos productivos y acciones."

(borrador, p. 26, enfasis nuestro)

En cuanto a la lucha de la clase obrera, ellos
hacen un llamamiento a desarrollar "lucha de clase
militante - tradeunionista,'" esencialmente siendo
una lucha solamente por mejores salarios y condi-
ciones de trabajc, es decir economismo.

El "PC" proclama que las tradeuniones deben
empezar a luchar por detente, una razdn siendo que
detente trairid mids trabajos al proletariado esta-
dounidense. Ellos llaman por la formacidn de las
presentes tradeuniones a alin mds grandes tradeuniones.
Respaldan hipdcritamente el desarrollo de las luchas
de obreros de fila, pero hacen claro que estos mo-
vimientos funcionan entre la estructura de las
tradeuniones; ellos también rechazan el "método
anti-liderato" de los obreros de fila hacia las
tradeuniones. Tambi&n hacen un llamamiento para
que las tradeuniones luchen por nacionalizacidn
porque "representa un gran paso hacia la reduccidn
del poder monopolista." Ellos dejan de mencionar

£ - - . =
que en este perlodo nacionalizacidn sirve solamente
para que el estado directamente rescate aquellas
corporaciones insolventes.

En toda la seccidn sobre las luchas de clase,
ellos no mencionan el trabajo del niicleo de fabrica
y su relacidn a la consolidacidn de los obreros avan-
Zzados. En una parte, el "PC" '"llega a la absurda
conclusidén que la razdn por la cual el nivel de con-
ciencia socialista entre los trabajadores es tan
baja, es debido a la falta de tradeuniones en los
EE.UU. (como los economistas contemporianeos a Lenin
que creian que la conciencia socialista surge espon-
tineamente de la 1luchas economicas).

En relacidn a la aristocracia laboral y las

'

sanguijuelas (bur8cratas de las tradeuniones), el
"PC" de los EE.UU. no menciona en absoluto estos
aristdcratas laborales, y define a las sanguijuelas
como Meany y los otros lideres de la AFL-CIO como
"soctal-demdcratas."  El1 "PC" falla en mencionar
los arfst8cratas laborales precisamente porque la
base social del "PC" en la clase trabajadora es 1la
aristocracia laboral. Ellos continGan dividiéndo
los "social-dem8cratas" en fuerzas ultra-derechis-
tas y fuerzas moderadas. De este andlisis, el "PC"
desarrolla la "alianza izquierda centrista'" en la
clase obrera - como la alianza entre el "PC" y los
"social-dembcratas moderados" (como Victor Gotbaum,
quien recientemente traciond a los trabajadores mu-
nicipales de Nueva York, aceptando un
congelamiento en los salarios por tres afios). Esto
es esencialmente colaboracidn de clase entre el
"PC" y los burdcratas laborales y la aristocracia
laboral, los agentes de la burguesia dentro del mo-
vimiento de la clase obrera.

En las luchas electorales, aparte de ellos mis-
mos participar en las elecciones, hacen un llamado
general a aliarse a los "movimientos politicos in-
dependientes" que son democréticos,y respaldan ver-
balmente las luchas anti-monopolistas. Ellos hablan
de alianzas con la burguesia negra, los lacayos
puertorriquefios, los capitalistas no monopolistas,
o cualquier otro grupo dentro del partido Demécrqta
que apoye detente y se una ponerle restricciones a
los monopolios y ayude a restorar la f& en la de-
mocracia burguesa.

En el borrador, tambié&n mencionan la lucha de
liberacidn negra y la lucha de las minorias opri-
midas, pero esencialmente lo que hacen es liqui-
dar la cuestidn nacional, reducindola a una lucha
contra el racismo.

COMO EL "PC" VE EL ESTABLECIMIENTO DEL PARTIDO EN
LOS_EE.UU,

El "PC" sabe muy bien que en los EE,UU., muchos
comunistas y obreros avanzados reconocen y denuncian
sus polifticas contrarevolucionarias y bancarrotas.
Ellos saben que crecientes nlilmeros de comunistas
mantienen la tarea central de todo genuino Marxis-
ta-Leninista, la construcciBn de un partido Bolche-
vique en los EE.,UU, Es por esto que estln ellos ailn
mds concientemente atentando desarrollar su partido
revisionista, y acelerando sus ataques contra el mo-
vimiento comunista genuino. Ellos estidn ya hablan-
do de traer su partido al frente, tratar de acele~
rar su reclutamiento, reconociendo que estfdn d€biles
en los movimientos de los obreros de fila, pero ain
fuerte en las tradeuniones, especialmente sus 1i-
deratos. Esto estd basado en el hecho de que el "
"PC" no es el destacamiento avanzado del proletar-
iado, pero en realidad el destacamiento organizado
de la burguesTa, de la aristocracia laboral, las
sanguijuelas, y los oportunistas,

En un punto en su borrador, el "PC" sefiala que su
su debilidad en los movimientos de obreros de filas,
debilidades en reclutamiento, etc...son problemas
muy molestosos., Ellos presentan lo siguiente:

"En breve, (C8mo explicamos el hecho de que
mientras la influencia de nuestro partido continua
creciendo, nuestra membresia no ensefa ningfin in-
cremento? Estamos reclutando, pero'de ninguna ma- -
nera ifguala nuestro aumento en influencia. Hay
prueba diaria que gran nlmeros de masas radicaliza-
das apoyan y concuerdan con la politica y progra-
ma de nuestro partido. Hay evidencia de este apo-
yo y acuerdo entre importantes lideres de las masas.
Ellos admiran y trabajan con el partido."

Le vamos a responder a su pregunta, En breve,
la ®nfluencia de su partido ha crecido entre las
masas porque ellos propagan ideologia burguesa y
economismo, y bajo capitalismo, este se regari
muy ripido, porque va mano en mano con las insti-
tuciones burguesas y los reformistas. En cuanto a
la admiracidn por los "lideres de las masas," esto
lo explica el hecho que estos "lideres" (las sangui-
juelas, politicos burgueses, carreristas y vividores
de la pobreza) todos expresan los mismos intereses
de clase, es decir los de la burguesia. : Su bajo ni-
vel de reclutamiento de eleméntos avanzados no es
ninguna sorpresa para los comunistas y obreros avan-
zados. Desesperadamente, los revicionistas estin
ahora declarando que hardn su partido un partido de
masas.
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De su prictica y su programa presentado en el
borrador, es claro que la habladuria del "PC" sobre
la conciencia de clase no emanando espontineamente
es solamente habladuria. Ellos esperan cubrirse
con un manto de Marxismo-Leninismo al citar algunas
frases, pero su programa y sus acciones van en con-
tra de todo principio del Marxismo-Leninismo. Para
obreros avanzados, se les estd haciendo m4s y mas
claro que el "PEMEE.UU. es un partido revisionista,
un partido que sirve los intereses de la burguesia,
la pequeiia burguesila,y la aristocracia laboral.

CONCLUSTON

En resumir el borrador del "PC" y la signifi-
cancia de su convencidn nacional, podemos ver que
es definitivamente parte de los planes de la bur-
guesia para tratar de desviar el proletariado del
cumplimiento de sus tareas. Ellos proclaman
claramente que luchardn contra las fuerzas "anti-
sovi@ticas" y "anti-detente" 'y concientemente tra-
tardn de suprimir a los "Maoistas." Ellos temen
que el destacamiento avanzado del proletariado sea
dirijido por la ideologia del proletariado, Marxis-
mo-Leninismo-Pensamiento Mao Tse Tung, y que sea
organizado en un partido Bolchevique.

Nosotros tambi&n queremos anotar que el "PC"
EE.UU. no solamente mantiene agentes en la clase
obrera, pero tambi&n dentro del movimiento comu-
nista anti-revisionista, anti-Trotskista, bajo un
disfraz de "Pensamiento Mao Tse Tung." Esto es
uno de los factores que contribuye a la adoptacidn

de posiciones revisionistas en cuestiones claves
por organizaciones dentro del movimlento comunista.

" En la Gran Depresion de los 1930,

Hoy dia todo esto se esconde.
Pero el "ejercito" es por lo me-
nos tan grande, y hasta mas
grande de lo que era en ese ti-
empo.

En este se incluyen: to-
dos los que estan recibiendo
seguro de desempleo, (la tasa ofi-
cial de desempleo) todos los que
ya se les han acabado sus bene-
ficios pero que todavia no tien-
en empleo (estos no se cuentan
en la tasa oficial de desemple-
ados- un numero estimado a 1
millon en los E.U.) tambien hay
esas personas que no se califi-
can para desempleo porque no
trabajan suficiente tiempo para
calificarse;.tambien trabajadores
que trabajan parte del dia que
quieren trabajar tiempo comple-
to; tambien la gente en Bienestar
Publico (welfare) que quieren
trabajar; tambier’ la gente en
programas como WIN, WREP, CETA

que se les esfuerza trabajar pa-
ra reciber solamente pago de
Bienestar Publico, esas perso-
nas que se pasan de vagabundos
en las calles que ya se cansaron
de buscar empleo. Deben haber
otros casos; pero los que se
nobraron demuestran que hay un
"ejercito" regular de muchos
millones de personas, que para
ellos no hay empleo.

Una gran parte de estos
desempleados permanentes son
miembros de nacionalidades opri-
midas y muchos son mujeres. La
tasa de desempleo es mas alta
para mujeres Negras, y Puerto-
rriqueilas—- esto es parte de la
tasa oficial de desempleo del
gobierno. El estado conciensu-
damente esconde el verdadero
numero de desempleados en los
E.U.- para que la personas pi-
ensen como que si fuera sola-
mente un problema temporero.

Este ejercito de desem-
pleados es un resultado inevi-
table del aumento de la compo-
sicion organica, y va a seguir
tal como siga existiendo el
capitalismo. Solamente bajo el
socialismo podra existir empleo
para todos, cuando la sociedad
no se dirigira por la necesi-
dad de ganancias y podra pro-
veer empleo util para todos
que se han capaces,

LA SITUACION EN NUEVA YORK

Ahora, con este breve
bosquejo de como funciona el
sistema y de algunas de sus
leyes basicas, miremos de nuevo
a lo que sucede en la area de
Nueva York.

En el pasado afio la cri-
sis en esta ciudad se ha empe-
orado, pero tuvo su inicio unos
cuantos afios atras.

_ Congelaciones de trabajos
fue comenzado en muchas insti-
tuciones de la ciudad unos cu-
antos anos atras. Por ejemplo,
alrededor de 5,000 empleos en
la ciudad han sido eliminados en
los ultimos 5 afios. Condiciones
en los hospitales de la ciudad
se han deteriorado continuamente
al punto donde se comete geno-
cidio diariamente contra las
nacionalidades oprimidas, y
personas pobres y de la clase
obrera que tienen.que usar es-
tos ‘hospitales.

La transportacign publi-
ca es sucia y peligrosa, y en-
tre poco sera tan cara que mu-
chas familias pobres quedaran
literalmente acorraladas en
sus barrios. Ya ni se puede tan
siquiera llevar a los nifios
al zololigico de gratis.

La represign policiaca
continua-- el asesinato de
Clifford Glover y otros nifos
afro-americanos es comun y
corriente. En el mes pasado
varios hombres de nacionalidades
oprimidas encontraron la muerte
a manos de la policia de Nueva
York-- entre ellos Alfredo Pefia
a quien la policia al "retrin-
girlo" le rompieron la laringe
el 24 dé Julio. En'el Sur de
Bronx la direcciones son pin-
tadas en las azoteas para faci-
litar el uso de helicopteros en
"control de motines".

En los centros de cuido
de ninos le cortan los servicios
¥ .los cierran--"sus precios.es—
tan subiendo para excluir multi-
ples madres trabajadoras.

Pasa a la pagina 31
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En esta ciudad el costo
de vida es la mds alto de todo
el pa{s, y aun tenemos una de
las mds altas tasa de desempleo
y grandes cantidades de personas
empleadas en trabajos con sala-
rios bajisimos.

La experiencia que vivi-
mos hoy dia es la agudizacidn
de todas estas condiciones.

¢Pero cuales son los
datos sobre la economia de 1la
area los cuales ayudan a ex-
plicar el por que estas cosas
estan sucediendo?

En los ultimos 20 afios
hemos perdido un promedio de
600,000 empleos en manufactura
en la ciudad. A la misma vez la
area de empleos del gobierno
(particularmente de la ciudad),
y hospitales y otras areas de
salud se han expandido. Sin
embargo, en resumen de cuentas
siempre se han perdido trabajos.
Es mas, solo en el pasado afo
perdimos 189,000 empleos en la
area de Nueva York.

La area de manufactura
es caracterizada por talleres
pequefios—— menos del 5% tienen
100 o mas empleados. Y la mayor
parte de esta manufactura es la
que lleva por nombre industria
ligera, tal como ropa, produc-
cion de comestibles, equipo
electrico, juguetes, etc. Muchas
de estas; en un muy bajo ni-
.vel de desarrollo tecnologico
(composicicon organica baja).
Muchas de estas fabricas han
sido relocadas en otras areas, O
otros paises para estar mas cer-
cas al lugar donde vienen sus
materiales, mas cerca a sus mer-
cados, 0o a lugares donde pueden
conseguir personas que le traba-
jen una semana y dias mas largos
para el mismo o un menor salario
de lo que se paga aqui. Estos
factores ayudan a reducir el cos-—
to de produccion o elevar la
plusvalfa, o ambas.

La industria de defensa
ha recibido un duro golpe por los
cortes en contratos en defensa,

Estamos hablando de algu-
nos aspectos de algunos factores

detras del desempleo masivo en
la area el cual, podemos ver,
no es ni un temporero, ni nuevo
acontecimiento. Representa una
corriente de largo alcanse.

Mientras que Ford procla-
ma que "la recesidn se ha aca-
bado'", hasta los economistas
burgueses dicen que el desem-—
pleo se multiplica. La ciudad

esta perdiendo empleos indus-
triales, y conjelando trabajos
gubegnamentales, y reduciendo
el numero de los aun empleados
por la ciudad. :

"Lo que es desconsolante
es que no hay nada en la
fecha que nos han dado
que indique una mejora
por lo menos en el fu-
turo inmediato. Las cosas
se ven muy mal...La mano
de obra se expande mien-
tras que los trabajos se
contraen." (Miriam Ourin,
economista para el NY State
Labor Dept., cita de NY
Times, 29 de julio de 75)

En el mes de junio de 1975
el desempleo en NY subio a 11.7%,
el nivel mas alto desde el comi-
enzo de la presente depresion.
(Es hasta mas alto en ciudades
que dependen de una sola indus-
tria,. como Detroit). El desempleo
sé acerca rapidamente al nivel
de la Gran Depresion de la de-
cada del 30.

"Economistas calculan que
en la Gran Depresion, con
excepcion a cuando los ban-
cos cerraron y temporera-
mente paralizaron la econo-
mia, el desempleo nunca
subio mas del 14 a 16 por
ciento." (Ibid)

Al llegar a este punto, con
el gobierno de la ciudad siendo
el patron principal de la ciu-
dad (400,000 obreros), y con
hospitales el patromn principal
en Brooklyn y el Bronx, los pre-
sentes despidos y cortes son un
ataque mayor a la clase obrera
de la ciudad. jNo hay mas tra-
bajos para encontrar!

CONCLUSTON

Pues; es claro que esta-—
mos siendo afectados por la cri-
sis general en los EE.UU. al
igual que por los problemas par-
ticulares y especificos de 1la
area de Nueva York. Esta es una
epoca en la cual la clase capi-
talista se enfrenta al proble~
ma de la necesidad de mas y
mas capital para la expansion
de la industria. Hasta la re-—
vista Time pone la cuestion,

y publica estimados por economis-—.
tas burgueses que dicen "al-
rededor de $650 mil millones"
faltaran en la cantidad nece-
saria para expandir en los pro-
ximos 10 afios.

Decir "la ciudad esta
pela" es otra manera de cubrir
el hecho de que la ciudad y to-
da institucion gubernamental
son parte de un solo sistema
capitalista, y existen para
servir la clase dominante ¥y
mantenerlo en el poder. Como
los bancos, su vida no es sepa-
rada de todo lo demas.

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Capitalistic Soviet Commerce
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FTER party and state power got into the hands of

the renegade cligue of Brezhnev, Soviet state-run
commerce has degenerated further into capitalist com-
merce from which the bureaucrat-monopoly capitalist
class reaps maxigium profits.

Profits — Supreme Objective

Analysing the characteristics of capitalism, Marx
pointed out: “Preduction of surplus-value is the ab-
solute law of this mode of production.” Capitalists
run industries or commerce with the aim of grabbing
profits. This is true of Soviet commerce today. After
usurping power, Khrushchov feverishly advocated ““in-
creasing the role of profits and the rate of profit-
making.” He regarded the amount of profit accrued
as the “major target” of the economic sectors and speci-
fied for the commercial departments the capitalist
principle that profit-seeking is the objective. Since
coming fo power in 1964, Brezhnev has pushed the
capitalist principle of Khrushchov’s siill further and
raised the slogan of “fighting for greater profits.” To
get maximum profits, the Brezhnev clique enforced a
capitalist “new system” in commercial departments.

In March 1965, the Soviet Council of Ministers
passed a resolution on pushing the ‘new system” in
commerce in two stages, the first being the enforce-
ment of a ‘“new system of planning.” According to
the “new system,” the “volume of commodity circula-
tion and profits” are the “major targets” of all enter-
prises and the “resulis of economic activities by corrf-
mercial enterprises and organs’ are reflected by “pro'flt
quotas.” To give the bourgeois elements in C(‘)‘mmercxal
departments a free hand to grab profits, the new sys-
tem.” which was already enforced in early 1967 in all
Soviet commercial departments, also delegates greater
power to leading members of commercial organs and

enterprises.

The second stage of the “system” began withl the._
introduction of “new methods of economic incentive,’
whose “‘characteristic” is that “profit and wage funds
become a source of material incentive for the \:VOI‘keI‘S
and staff” Since the material incentive funds in com-
mercial departments ‘“‘depend directly” on the “am(?utxt
of profits accrued,” commercial departments are driven
to “aclively explere the possibility of increasing prof-
its” and to strive to “tap all latent resources to boe
the rate of profit-making.” 'l‘herefore,. the second
stage of the “new system” has “greatl_? increased the
role of profits.” The journal Soviet Fmar_we rep‘c:rte.d
last November that by the beginning of 19874, the “new
methods of economic incentive” had been iptrgduce;lﬁ
in 31 per cent of all state-run retail and (_:atenlng' ent_er—
prises, their volume, of retail commodity circulation
amounting to 47 per cent and their profits being 67
per cent of the total.

Under the policy of making the obtainment of
maximum profits the supreme objective in running
commerce, profits reaped through commercial activi-
ties by the Brezhnev clique have soared steadily and
the income of the new bourgeois elements in the enter-
prises has increased enormously. The Soviet book The
Economic Method of Commerciel Management discloses
that the growth rate of prolil has greatly surpassed
that of the volume of commodity circulation since the
enforcement of the “new system.” According to the
results of the “new system™ tried oul in about 10.000
state-run commercial enterprises. goods turnover from
1967 to 1970 increased only 27.4 per cent whereas piof-
ils were up 57 per cent, most of them in the hands of
the Soviet revisionist ruling clique. As for the “in-
centive funds” in the enterprises that were estabiished
from part of the profits. a considerable portion went
into the pockels of the bourgeois clements in the enier-
priscs. The journal Sowviet Commerce, No. 2. 1974. re-
ported that the method of paying bonuses was fixed
by the enterprises themselves. The 1973 bonus<es for
the manager and depuly-manager of the No. 2 food
store in the Tushinski District. Moscow, ‘accounted for
37 per cent of their average wages. The reward regula-
tions of the “Moscow™ Depariment Store stipulate that
leading members. engineers, technicians and experts
are entitled to bonuses equivalent to 30 per cent of their
wages if they fulfil both the commodity circulation
plan and the profit plan and to 4 per cent more
bonuses if they overfulfil the plans by I'per cent.
This means that the higher the position and wages,
the greater the bonus.

(reprinted from Peking Review, #24, June 13, 1975)

Apart from grabbing rubles through “bonuses” and
other “legitimate” means, some shop managers use
their position and power to make money through “un-
lawful” activities such as speculation, embezzlement
and theft. The Soviet paper Trud veported last January
that the manager of the “Tajikistan” store in Moscow
“bluntly” told his chiel cashier that they must “make

some money from purchases. or by deceitfully lower-.

ing the quality grade of goods listed on the invoices, or
by buying over the quality inspectors.” By reselling
silks at high price and profiteering with foreign ex-
change and imported goods on the black market, this
manager pocketed two million rubles, 40 kilogrammes
of gold and other commodities of value.

This Soviet revisionist policy has intensified the
struggle between Soviet commerce and industry for
the division of surplus-value. To make staggering prof-
its, industrial enterprises often disregard orders from
commercial departments, turning out low-profit prod-
ucts ‘in ‘small quantities or none at all, while concen-
trating on high-profit goods. On their part, commer-
cial departments complain about the outmoded style
and poor quality of industrial products which are un-
suited to market needs and which they even refuse to
buy. In March 1974, the Soviet paper Economic Ga-
zette reported that because of the poor quality of its
produc‘r‘s, the Tashkent No. 2 Shoe Factory “had to re-
furbish 36,000 pairs rejected by commercial depart-
ments over the previous year, and lower the grade of
28.000 pairs.” To derive more profits. without regard
to commercial orders, the “Women Bolsheviks” Gar-
ment Factory in Moscow overfulfilled by 21 per cent
orders for high-profit clothing while making 11 per cent
less low-profit clothing than was required by the
original plan for commercial orders. At the 1972
wholesale trade fair, the Soviet Minister of Trade re-
vealed that commodities worth about 3,000 million
rubles were rejected by commercial departments be-
cause of poor quality and high prices. Among them,
light industrial products accounted for 2,300 million
rubles and cultural and household goods, 700 million
rubles. The fight for the division of profits between
wholesale and retail departments is also steadily
intensifying. :

Ever Harsher Exploitation of Workers and Staff

Since capitalism was restored in the Soviei Union,
the country has been turned from a state of the dic-
tatorship of the proletariat into a state of the dictator-
ship of the bureaucrat-monopoly capitalist class and
the nature of the ownership of Soviet commerce has
been fundamentally changed. State-operated com-
merce in the Soviet Union today, under socialist owner-
ship by the whole people in name only, is under owner-
ship of the bureaucrat-monopoly capitalist class in
reality, The broad masses of workers and staff in com-
merce are again reduced to the status of oppressed and
exploited wage labourers,

K.M. Skovoroda, Member of the Collegium of the
Soviet Ministry of Trade, admitted in an article that,
according to the stipulations of the Soviet revisionist
authorities, the leading member of a commercial enter-
prise has the right to sell “surplus” or “laid-aside” equip-
ment and implements and other means of production
and materials. He has the right to fix the targets for
circulation expenses. the composition of goods turnover,
commodity stockpiles and financial planning. He also
has the right to fix the number of weorkers and staff
af various categories, recruit and fire them, “decide on
the adoption of any one of the existing wage systems,”
work out the methods of reward for the workers and
staff and the sum of bonuses to be paid. He can also
*withhold or reduce the bonuses.” This means that
under the direct conlrol of the bureaucrat-monopoly
capitalist class, the power of management of commer-
cial departments, employment and dismissal of commer-
cial workers and staff and fixing of the wage system,
bonuses and the system of working hours are all in the
hands of leading members of commercial enterprises.

The Soviet revisionists advertise that the so-calléd

dnew system” will bring more “bonuses” to the com-
meveial workers and staff but in faci it is a means the
Soviet  bureaucrat-monopoly capitslist class uses to
<iwp up the exploitation of the commercial workers and
siaif by utilizing the power it has usurped. With the
‘bonuses” as bait. the Soviet revisionists force the eom-

mercial workers and staff to “accept and fulfil the ex-
tended plan for goods turnover.” In order to fulfil
such a plan, the workers and staff in commercial de-
partments have to work more strenuously, thereby in-
creasing the labour intensity. The Soviet revisionists
also apply such methods as “cufting down the total
number of workers” in commercial departments and
“holding concurrent posts” so thal they can get. hold
of more surplus labour done by the commercial workers
and staff in the course of realizing surplus-value. The
bonuses paid by the Soviel revisionists to the workers
and staff are far from sufficient to pay the extra surplus
labour put in by the workers and staff. Referring to
the exploitation of commercial workers and statf in
capitalist society, Marx said: “His wage, therefore, is
not necessarily proportionate to the mass of profit
which he helps the capitalist to realize. What he costs
the capitalist and what he brings in for him, are two
different things.” Speaking of the “great value” of
“material incentive,” Brezhnev could not but admit that
the fund used in “material incentive” “will be repaid
one hundred times.”

Capitalist Commercial Management

Marx pointed out that swindling is one of the
characteristics of capitalist commerce. To make super-
profits, commercial capitalists, apart from participating
in division of surplus-value, use such deceptive meth-
ods as foreing up prices, cheating on the amount of
goods delivered and passing off inferior goods as good-
quality ones to further exploit the working people. In
Soviet commerce today these methods are also used to
“actively explore the possibility of increasing profits.”

The Soviet press disclosed that not a few Soviet
commercial enterprises “have artificially forced up the
prices of goods” to obtain additional profits. By jacking
up prices at will and by other means, 36 furniture enter-
prises under the Ministry of the Timber and Wood-
working Industry gathered in “additional profits of
about 5 million rubles” in a. year. In some stores, no
price tags are put on commodities because they are
considered an “obstacle” to forcing up prices at will,

The people’s needs are completely ignored in pursu-
ing profits. The Soviet revisionist press reported that
in some areas customers often fail to get in the market
such goods as salt, matches, soap and kerosene which
produce little profit. Prawde admitted that it had “re-
ceived quite a few letters complaining about the un-
availability of utensils, knives and forks, towels,
hardware and other goods in great demand.”

To ensure “the fulfilment of turnover targets” and
to obtain more * “bonuses,” - commercial --enterprises
swindle customers into paying money in advance. The
Soviet paper Trud reported that “the management of
the Kostroma Department Store notified citizens who
'had ordered refrigerators to come for their ordered
goods.” The customers hurried to the store and paid
200 rubles for each refrigerator. When they wanted
to take the refrigerators back home, the shop-assistants
said: “You have to wait, maybe a day or a week, Keep
coming in and see for yourself.” Advance payment is
required mainly for the “fulfilment of the plan.”” The
paper admitted that ‘“the customers had been deceived.
The purpose is to obtain bonuses by pretending to have
the plan fulfilled.” ;
Such cases ‘are numerous in Soviet commercial en-
terprises today. Even Pravda had to admit that in
some areas it has become the usual practice that “the
prices of goods are fixed too high, the customers are
given less small change than due them, the amount of
goods delivered is illegally reduced and meals served
are of poer quality.”

and file workers' movements, yet strong in the trade
unions, especially in their leadership. This is based
on the fact that the "CP" is not the &dvanced detach-
ment of the proletariat, but rather the bourgeoisie's
organized detachment of the labor aristocracy, labor
hacks, and opportunists.

At one point in the Draft, the "CP" raises that
their weaknesses in the rank and file movements,

weaknesses in recruitment, etc. are very nagging problems.,

Théy pose the following:

"In a nutshell, how do we explain the fact that
while our Party's influence continues to grow, our
membership does not show commensurate growth? We
are recruiting, but it in no way measures up to our
growth in influence, There is daily evidence that
in increasing numbers radicalized masses support
and agree with our Party's policies and programs.
There is growing evidence of this support and
agreement among important mass leaders. They admire
and work with the Party." (Draft, p.75)

We will answer +their question. In a nutshell,
their party's influence has grown among the masses
because they spread bourgeois ideology and economism,
and under capitalism, this will spread very quickly, for
it goes hand in hand with the bourgeois institutions and
the reformists. Their being admired by "mass leaders"
can be explained by the fact that these "mass leaders"
(labor hacks, bourgeois politicians, careerist poverty
pimps, etc.) all express the same class interest, i.e.,
that of the bourgeoisie. So that their low level of
recruiting advanced workers is no surprise to the
communists and advanced workers. Desperate, the revis-
ionists are now declaring that they'll build their
party into a mass party.

From their practice and their program presented in
~the Draft, it is clear that the "CP'"'s lip-service about
class-consciousness not developing spontaneously is
nothing but phrasemongering. They hope to cloak them-
selves in the mantle of Marxism-Leninism by quoting a
few phrases, but their program and their actions run
counter to every principle of Marxism-Leninism. To
advanced workers, it is increasingly becoming clearer
that the "CP"USA is a revisionist party, a party that

serves the interests of the bourgeoisie, the petty-
bourgeoisie, and the labor aristocracy.

CONCLUSION

In summing up the "CP" Draft and the significance
of their National Convention, we can see€ that it is
definitely part of the bourgeoisie's plans to try to
deviate the proletariat from achieving its tasks. They

make clear that they will struggle against the "anti-
Soviets" and "anti-detente" forces and will consciously

try to suppress the "Maoists." They fear the advanced
detachment of the proletariat being guided by the
jdeology of the proletariat, Marxism—Leninism-Ma? Tse
Tung Thought, and being organized into a Bolshevik Party,

We also make note that the "CP"USA sends its agents
not only within the working class movement, but also
within the anti-revisionist, anti-trotskyite communist
movement, under the guise of "Mao Tse Tung Thought,."
This is a contributing factor to organizations within
the communist movement adopting certain revisionist
positions on key questions.

From this Draft, we can also see the ideological
and political unities that the Puerto Rican Socialist
Party has with the "CP"USA (see Palante, vol. I, #7,
"Anti-Sovietism, Worst Poison in the Revolutionary
Movement? A Reply to PSP.") The PSP has recently stated,
in an article about the "problem" of an "anti-Communist
Party obsession" in the U.S. "new left%

"The PSP both agrees and disagrees with the Commun-
ist Party on particular issues, Jjust as the Party
does with the PSP."

We call on the PSP to publically put foward their
"agreements and disagreements" with the treacherous,
revisionist "Communist Party" USA.'

Finally, we can conclude by saying that without a
doubt, the recent "CP" Convention has underscored once
again the absolute necessity for the building of a new
communist party in the U.S, -- a genuine Bolshevik
Party, a Marxist-Leninist Party. We are confident
that honest communists and advanced workers in the U,S.
will fight to build that party, to expose and defeat the
revisionists and all bourgeois agents, and will advance
towards Proletarian Revolution!

MARXIST-LENINISTS UNITE!

The
rich businessmen and their lac-
keys, the politicians and union
hacks, obviously don't give a
damn if we live or die.

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empldyment rate!--estimated at
about 1 million in the UW/S:),
those who aren't eligible for
unemployment benefits because
they don't work long enough to
qualify, part-time workers who
would like to work full time,
people on welfare who would-
like to work, people in programs
such as WIN, .WREP, and CETA who
are forced to work to- receive
their welfare payments, and
those who are just hanging a-
round the streets and have given
up looking for work. There may
be others, but these still show
there is sure as hell a regular
"army" of many millions for

whom there are no jobs.

A very large part of these
permanently unemployed are
members of oppressed national-
ities and are women. The high-
est unemployment rates are for
Black and Puerto Rican women--
that's in official government
statisties.. The state deliber-
ately conceals the true number
of unemployed in the U.S., to
make people think we have only
a temporary problem.

This army of unemployed is
an inevitable result of rising
organic composition, and is
going to stay as long as capi-
talism stays. We can only have
full employment under socialism,
when society will no longer be
driven by the need for profits
and can provide useful work for
anyone who is able.

THE SITUATION IN NYC

Now, with this brief sketch
of how the system functions and
some of its basic laws, let's
look again at what's going on
in the New York area.

THhe erisis In this City
has deepened in the last year,
but it began quite a few years
back. For a long time our
housing has been going from
bad to worse, with hardly any
new housing to replace what gets
burned out or knocked down,
and what is just plain uninhab-
itable. The educational system
has been deteriorating te the
point where thousands of young
people drop out of school every
year because they are getting no-
thing out of it except abuse.
Many of those who stick it out
graduate without knowing how_to
read or write or do basic ari-
thmetic. S
Job freezes in many city
institutions were begun years
ago. For example, about 5,000
jobs in City hospitals have
been eliminated in the last
five years. Conditions in the
City hospitals have deteriorat-
ed steadily to the point where
genocide is- being committed
daily against the oppressed
nationalities and poor and work-
ing class people who have to
use these hospitals.

Public transportation is
dirty and dangerous, and will
soon be so expensive that many
poor families will be trapped
in their neighborhoods. You
can't even take the kids to the
zoo for free any more.

Police repression goes on--
the murder of Clifford quver
and otherrBlackrghildFen is a

common occurrance, Last month,
a number of oppressed national-
ity men were also killed by NY
police, including Alfredo Peiia,
whose larynx was broken when he
was "restrained" by the police
on July 24th. In the South
Bronx, addresses are painted

on roof tops to facilitate the
use of helicopters in '"riot
controdtt;

Day care centers are being
cut back and closed--fees are
going up to exclude many work-
ing mothers.

The cost of living in the
City is the highest in the
country, and yet we have one
of the highest unemployment
rates and large numbers of peo-
ple employed in very low pay-
ing jobs.

What we are experiencing
today is a sharpening of all
these conditions.

But what are the facts a-
bout the economy of the area,
which help to explain why these
things are going on?

Over the last 20 years, we
have lost about 600,000 manu-
facturing jobs in the city. At
the same time, the area of gov-
ernment employment (particularly
City government) and hospital
and health care has expanded.
However, there has still been a
net Loss of jobs. In Pact,
last year alone we lost 189,000
jobs in the ‘N.Y. area.

In terms of manufacturing,
this area has been character-
ized by small shops--less than
5% have 100 or more employees.
Most of it is what would be
called light industry, such
as garment, food processing,
electrical equipment, toys,
etc. Much of it is a very
low level of technological
development (low organic com-
positien), A lot of these :
plants have been relocated to
other areas or other countries
to be nearer theirR sources of
materials, nearer their markets,

or where they can get people

to work longer work weeks and
days for the same or less wages
as here. These factors help
reduce the cost of production
or raise the surplus value or
both.

The defense industry has
been very hard hit by cuts in
defense contracts.

We are just touching on
some of the factors behind the
massive unemployment in the
area, which as we can see, is
not a temporary or a new devel-
opment. It represents a long-
term trend.

While Ford keeps telling
us '"the recession is over,"
even bourgeois economists say
unemployment is deepening. The
city is losing industrial jobs
and freezing government hiring
and cutting back on those al-
ready employed by the city
government.

"What is discouraging is
that there is nothing in
to date reported to us to

indicate improvement at
least in the immediate
future. It's a very

sorry picture...The labor
force is expanding, while
the jobs are contracting."
(Miriam Ourin, economist
of the NY State Labor
Dept., quoted in NY Times,
July= 29/ 2075

NYC unemployment in June
1975 went up to 11.7%, the ‘high=~
est level since this current
depression began. (It is even
higher in cities that depend
on one industry, like Detroit.)
Unemployment is quickly approach-
ing the level of the Great De- '
pression of the 30's.

"Economists estimate that
in the Great Depression,
except when the banks
closed and temporarily
paralyzed the economy,
unemployment never ran
deeper than 14 to 16 per
cant i b idy

At - this poilnt, with Citv
government the major employer
in the City (400,000 workers),
and with hospitals the major
employers in both Brooklyn and
the Bronx, the present layoffs
and cutbacks are a major attack
on the working class of the
City. There are no other jobs
to be had!

CONCLUSION

It is clear then, that we
are being affected by the over-
all 'crisis in the U.S., as well
as by the particular and speci-
fic problems of the New York
area. This is a time when the
capitalist class is faced with
the problem of the need for
more and more capital for ex-
pansion of industry. Even
Time magazine is putting forth
the question, "Can Capitalism
Survive?", and is publishing
estimates by bourgeois econo-
mists that "about $650 billion"
will be lacking in the amount
needed to expand in the next
10 years.

To: say 'the City is broke"
is another way to cover up the
truth that the City and all
government institutions are
part of the same capitalist
system, and exist to serve the
ruling class and keep it in
power. They don't have a life
of their own any more than the
banks do. When the need of the
capitalists is to cut back to
reserve money for their own
use, that's what the City does.

What's happening in the
sector of industrial production
is the key determining factor.
We in New York have come to
depend for our livelihood on
government, service and hospi-
tal work. These areas are
themselves dependent on what
is developing in the industri-
al sector.

What's happening to us is

tied up with the massive layoffs

that took place in 1974 all

over the country, and the in-
creased unemployment that fol-
lows the modernization of plants
here and in the rest of the
country.

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The "CP" brings Kautsky's theories on the state and
bourgeois democracy back to life. They distort reality
by making it seem that the struggle in the U.S. is not
against the bourgeoisie as a class, but rather against
the monopolies, ultra-right, fascist forces. That is
why in their analysis on Watergate, they viewed it as a
struggle between the fascists versus the liberal bourge=
eoisie and united with the liberal bourgeoisie. By
identifying the interests of the proletariat with those

of the liberal bourgeoisie, and by uniting with the
liberal bourgeoisie, they disarm and divert the prolet-
ariat and thus pave the way for fascism.

As stated clearly, they aim "to restrict"
monopolies by controling the government, this being the
stepping stone to the peaceful transition to socialism.
The "CP" totally distorts the role of the state and what
bourgeois democracy is. The "CP" also makes clear that
there is a "mass revulsion against the bankrupt two-
party system of monopoly capital and a search for an
anti-monopoly alternative." So while it 'is true that
more and more, the masses of workers are not participat-
ing in the elections because they recognize its sham
democracy, the "CP" plays the role of bringing life back
to the electoral system and to bourgeois democracy.

The "CP" even goes to the extent of saying that the
monopolies "invade the field of judiciary as well as
other democratic institutions," totally trying +o confuse
the masses into believing that the judicial system is a
democratic institution and not part of the bourgeois
state apparatus.

Lenin, in Proletarian Revolution and the Renegade
Kautsky, says the following of Kautsky: '

"He fails to see the class nature of the state
apparatus of the machinery of state. Under
bourgeois democracy the capitalists, by a thousand
and one tricks- which are more artful and effective,
the more 'purely' democracy is developed -- keep
the masses away from the work of administration
and frustrate the freedom of the press, the right
of assembly, etc... For the toiling masses, par-
ticipation in bourgeois parliaments (which never
decide the most important:'questions under bourgeois
democracy, because they are decided by the Stock
Exchange and the banksg is hindered by a thousand
and one obstacles, and the workers know and feel,
see and realize perfectly well that the bourgeois
parliaments are alien institutions to them, are an
instrument for the oppression of the proletariat by
the bourgeoisie, are an institution of the hostile
class, of the exploiting minority."

Lenin also states that "...The more developed
democracy is, the more imminent is the danger of pogroms
of civil war in connection with any profound political
divergence which is dangerous for the bourgeoisie" and
that "the proletarian revolution is impossible without
the forcible destruction of tre bourgeois state machine
and substitution for it of a new one which, in the words
of Engels, was not longer a state in the proper sense of
the word."

From this it cen be seen that rather than leading
the working class and toiling masses into an onslaught
against the bourgeois state apparatus, the "CP" leads
the masses into legislative action and they themselves
become a bourgeois party.

HOW THE "CP"USA CHANNELS THE SPONTANEOUS UPSURGE OF
THE MASSES INTO ECONOMISM, ETC.

Rather than interjecting scientific socialism in
the working class and mass movement, providing a-
conscious and planned leadership to win the immediate .
demands, linking these up to, and moving to achieving
the final aim of socialism, the "CP"USA worships the
spontaneous struggles and tails behind all the economic
struggles, They are the main proponents of Bernstein's
theory "the movement is everything, the final aim is
nothing." Rather than channeling the spontaneous
upsurge of the masses into a revolutionary struggle,
they lead it into reformist mass movements.

"During a crisis, the masses are angry and frus-
trated; the test of a vanguard party is how well it
can channel this anger and frustration into
productive movements and actions." (Draft, p.26,
emphasis added) .

As for the struggle of the working class, they make
the call to develop "militant class-struggle-trade-
unionism," essentially being a struggle solely for
higher wages and better working conditions, i.e.
economism,

The "CP" makes the call that the trade unions must

begin to struggle for detente, one reason being that
detente will bring more jobs to the U.S. proletariat.

' ¥ #

Initating the bourgeoisie they serve, the "CP" held
their National Convention in the same amphitheater
where the Democratic and Republican parties held
their nominating conventions in past years. To

show that they are really "patriotic Americans,"
they dressed their delegates in straw convention
hats; and on the final day of their convention,
Ehey staged a "mass celebration of the Bicentennial
of the American Revolution."

They call for the merger of trade unions into larger
trade unions. They give lip service to developing rank-
and-file struggles, but make clear that "these movements
work within the structure of the trade unions," and they
also reject the "anti-leadership approach" of rank-and-
files tewards the unions. They also make the call that
the trade unions must struggle for nationalization
because it "represents a major step towards curbing
monopoly power," They fail to point out that at this

time nationalization serves only to have the state direct-

ly bail out corporations that are now in financial
trouble.

Throughout the whole section on the working class
struggles, they make no mention of the work of factory
nuclei and its relationship to consolidating the
advanced worker. In one part, the "CP" makes the absurd
conclusion that the reason why there exists a low level
of socialist consciousness among the workers is due to
the lack of trade unions in the U.S. (Like the economists
of Lenin's time, they believe that socialist conscious-
ness arises spontaneously from the economic struggles.)

In relationship to the labor aristocracy and the
labor hacks (trade union bureaucrats), the "CP"USA makes
no mention at all of the labor aristocrats, and defines
the labor hacks, like Meany and other AFL-CIO leaders as
"social-democrats," The "CP" fails to even mention the
labor aristocracy for the very reason that the social
basis of the "CP" in the working class is the labor
aristocracy. They go on to divide the "social demo-
crats" into the ultra-right forces and the moderate
forces, For this analysis, the "CP" develops the left-
center alliance" in the working class -- i.e., the

~ alliance between the "CP" and the "moderate social

democrats" (like Victor Gottbaum, who recently sold out
the municipal workers of NYC by accepting a 3 year wage
freeze). Ehis is essentially class collaboration between
the "CP" and the labor bureaucrats and labor aristo-

cracy, the agents of the bourgeoisie within the working
class movement,

In the electoral struggles, aside from they thems¢
selves participating in the elections, they make a
general call to ally with all "independent political
movements"that are democratic and Pay lip service to
anti-monopoly struggles, They mention alliances with
the Black bourgeoisie, the Puerto Riecan poverty pimps,.
the non-monopoly capitalists, or any other groupings
within the Democratic Party which are for detente and
unite in having restrictions made on monopolies and will
restore faith in bourgeois democracy.

) In the Draft, they also make mention of the Black
llpeFation struggle and struggles of oppressed nation-
alities, but essentially liquidate the national question,
reducing it to a struggle against racism,

HOW THE "CP" VIEWS PARTY BUILDING IN THE U.S.

The "CP" knows that in the U.S., many communists
and advanced workers have Tecognized and denounced their
bankruptey and counter-revolutionary politics. They
know that ever-growing numbers of communists uphold that

"CP", 1like the USSR, holds that there is an urgent

task of "the building of a broad movement for a Just
and lasting peace in the Middle East," (emphasis ours),
thereby aiding the U.S. in suppressing the Palestinian
liberation struggle. As a matter of fact, the convention
adopted a position which calls for guaranteeing
"sovereignty and safe borders for all nations in that
area, incldding Israel." Thus, while saying they
"support” the Palestinian struggle, the revisionists
call for "a lasting peace" in the Middle East without
the liberation of Palestine. (In past articles of
Palante, we have sighted numerous other examples where
the USSR social-imperialists have tried to suppress or
ignore revolutionary struggles, i.e., Middle East,
Cambodia, Congo, Algeria).

The "CP" also extends their solidarity with
their revisionist "socialist community." They raise
support for the democratic, anti-monopoly struggles -
and not the proletarian revolutionary struggles - in the
capitalist countries, supposedly led by the revisionist
parties, For example, they raise support of the
Portuguese "Communist Party" which has denounced. the
goal of acheiving the dictatorship of the proletariat
in Portugal because they say"Portugal has had too long
a history of dictatorships." They support the Italian
"Communist Party" which said that their party will no
longer be the "Stalin type of Bolshevik Party" with
democratic centralism, but rather a mass party. And
they support the French "Communist Party" which has

§ tried to replace proletarian, socialist revolution with
the "democratic, anti-monopoly struggle."

The treacherous "CP"USA sums up that in the world,
there exist three currents: "The socialist countries,
the working class and the democratic movements which
it leads in the capitalist countries, and the movements
i of national liberation." The "CP" throws away the
proletarian, socialist revolutions and replaces it with
"democratic, anti-monopoly struggles" and also attempts
to distort the revolutionary national liberation
struggles by phrasing it, "national liberation movements,"

We stand with the comrades of China who clearly
state in "The Proposal Concerning the General Line of
the International Communist Movement" that: "the
national democratic revolutionary movement in these areas
and the international socialist revolutionary movement
are the two great historical currents of our time."

We also make clear that to follow the revisionist
line of Detente as being the general line that the
communist and revolutionary movements must follow is
a betrayal of the international proletariat and the
oppressed nations., What flows from the revisionist
Detente position are the social-pacifist illusions that
! socialism can be achieved through a peaceful. ® transition
from capitalism to socialism. This is why in the Draft,
the "CP" states that "the present period requires a re-
examination of the priorities of the peace movement,"
The "CP"'s role when the U.S, is in an imperialist war
is to push the idealist, social-pacifist line of trying
to turn the imperialist war into a peace movement within
the U.S., rather than into an anti-imperialist, prolet-
arian revolutionary struggle against the whole bourgeoisie
in the U.S. (and not just against the monopolies).

< Their Detente analysis, which leads to the
"peaceful transition" line, is also why they see the
importance of revitalizing bourgeois democracy and
restoring faith in the electoral system. How else could
the "CP" get socialism if they don't get voted into
positions and make alliances with the "independent pol-
itical movements" of the Democratic Party in the U.S,
(We will elaborate on this analysis by the "CP" in the
next section).

In elaborating on the internmational situation, the
"CP" makes clear that all bourgeois campaigns of "anti-
Sovietism" and "anti-detente," especially those led by
the "Maoists" must be defeated in order for their
Detente line to be successful. The "CP" says:

"On the world scene one of the most helpful
auxiliary forces that imperialism has is Maoism,..
Maosim- is opportunism on the level of betrayal, It
is a form of petty-bourgeois radicalism, of 'left'
revisionism which, in the name of 'revolution®
betrays the interests of the working class.
Imperialism has always used misdirected nation-
alism, Maoism is rampant nationalism turned into
great power chauvinism, In Maoism, opportunism
and nationalism have combined to become the central
auxiliary force for world ‘imperialism." (Draft,p.10)

On an international scale, the revisionist and the.
bourgeoisie have created alliances to defeat "Maoism."

Already, we've seen how in Portugal the revisionist party
has rallied the Amred Forces Movement in repressing

and forcing the "Maoists" to go underground; or in India,
how the revisionist Soviet-backed party united with
Ghandi in establishing a fascist dictatorship and
suppressing the "Maoists" in India,

They try to attack China for “"misdirected national-
ism" but it is clear to the world's people that China
and all genuine communists are genuine supporters of
the Third World national liberation struggles. The
purpose of their slander is to cover the social-imper-
ialist nature of the USSR and the abandonment of the
principles of Marxism-Leninism by the USSR and all 5
those that follow its leadership.

From their analysis on the international situation,
it is clear that the "CP"USA is a slavish instrument of
of the "CP"SU, which has joined them in attacks on the
CPC and the Party of Labor of Albania, It is also clear
that flowing from their distorted analysis of the world
situation, it leads to the "CP" implementing their
revisionist theories inside the US, thereby being the
main prop of social-imperialism, social-fascism, and
social democracy in the U.S. This can be seen clearest
in Gus Hall's statement:

"The struggle for detente is a central issue on a
world scale., In one way or another, it influences
all developments in all parts of the world, But
for the United States it is more than central, It
is going to determine the course of events, both
in foreign and domestic affairs for some time to
come." (from The Big Stakes of Detente, Gus Hall,
" CP"USA)

"CP"USA'S STRATEGY AND TACTICS TO ACHIEVE THEIR
*DEMOCRATIC SOCIALISM" -

In the U.S., we believe that the strategy to achieve
socialism is the United Front Against Imperialism, that
our objective is to achieve the armed overthrow of the
whole bourgeoisie (i.e., monopoly and non-monopoly
capitalists) by smashing the state apparatus. This
stems from the analysis that in the U.S., the principal
antagonistic contradiction that is the root cause for all
the class oppression is between the proletariat and the
bourgeoisie, This therefore means that our struggle is
not one solely against the monopolies in order to re-
vitalize bourgeois democracy, but rather against all the
exploiters, the bourgeoisie, in order to achieve social-
ist revolution., Our tactics must be subordinate to
this strategy. We must therefore utilize and master all
forms of tactics that lead to legal and illegal organiz-
ing. We can use legal and Parliamentary forms of struggle,
but we don't become legalist and rely solely on parliament-
ary or electoral struggles to move towards the socialist
revolution,

In the Draft, the "CP"USA reaffirms their strategy
to eventually achieve socialism by developing the
"democratic, anti-monopoly struggle", thereby making
it seem that in the U.S., we have a two-stage revolution,
the first stage being one of restoring faith in
bourgeois democracy and its electoral system.

In our pamphlet, In the U,S. Pregnant with Revision-
ism: The St le for Proletarian Revolution Moves Ahead,
we make note of the following statement in the New
Program of the CPUSA:

"To sum up: the exploitation of wage labor by
capital leads to a struggle by the working class -
whose final goal is to abolish exploitation of man
by man by establishing socialism, To the exploit-
ation of wage labor, monopoly and state monopoly
capitalism add the exploitation and oppression of
other sectors of the people, leading to a many-

sided struggle against all forms of robbery committed
by monopoly capital, This is a struggle whose
immediate purpose is not socialism, but the restrict-
ion of the power of the monopolies through controls
by people's organizations and by political power

in the people's hands. At iis heart is the

struggle to win control of the government and to

use it for the benefit of the people, not the big
corporations, This takes place within the frame-
work of a great diversity of struggles against .
monopoly domination,"

"These diverse democratic struggles, alongside of
and intertwined with the class struggle, are object-
ively struggles against a common enemy, monopoly
capital. Hence, as awareness of this grows, they
tend to merge into a common stream of struggle,
into a coalition of all democratic forces against
the power of monopoly. The strategy and tactiecs

of the fight for socialism is closely intertwined
with the anti-monopely struggle."

against the "red menace” at home and
abroad. McArthur was calling the Paci-
fic "an Anglo-Saxon lake." In the 6
months prior to the outbreak of the
war, much new military equipment was
sent from the U.S. to South Korea. On
June 17, 1950, John Foster Dulles, re-
presenting U.S. President Truman, visit-
ed the 38th Parallel and told South
Korean troops. there: "No adversary can
resist you, The time is not far off
wnen you will be able to display your
prowess," On June 25, South Korean
troops launched an attack across the 38
Parallel, :

South Koreans claimed they were
the victims of a "surprise attack."
As the Democratic People's Republic of
Korea beat them back and swept into the
South, the UN (controlled by the U,S.
at that time) intervened. They put all
UN forces under the leadership of U.S.
General McArthur.

The Korean People's Army, joined
by South Korean guerillas and youth
liberated the South Korean capital,
Seoul, 3 days after the war began.
10% of the Seoul population left the

city, showing the popular support for
the reunification of Korea. Many
South Korean troops deserted and a num-
ber of .public officials Joined with the
North. = Syngman Rhee fled Korea, taking
with him all the country's gold re-
serves (1like Thieu of Vietnam, and

Lon Nol of Cambodia).

During the "cold "war and contin-
uing today, there were many among the
international bourgeoisie who said the
only way to "contain communism" was
through a "preventive war" against the
USSR and the People's Republic of China.
These forces in the U.S. included
McArthur who urged the U.S. to extend
the Korean War into China. (Korea bor-
ders on China and the USSR). In
keeping with this, the U.S. sent the 7th
Fleet to the straits of Taiwan, off the
shores of China. BSaying that this was
‘"to prevent any attack on Formosa," the
-U,8. placed Taiwan as well as South
Korea within its defense perimeter in

- Korea,,

Asia and turned Taiwan into an American
base against China.

* Under McArthur's leadership the UN
and U,S. forces pushed forward, back
over the 38 Parallel, and moved on to
the Yalu River (on the Chinese-Korean
border). Hydroelectric power plants
on the river, just inside Korean ter-
ritory, had been supplying electrical
power for both the P.R.C. and the USSR,
The Chinese were justifiably concerned
about the U,S. push towards their bor-
ders. In addition, McArthur had made
public that it had been his intention
and remained his "unfulfilled ambition"
to invade China. In fact, there were
a number of bombing runs on the Chinese
side of the border which the U.S, first
denied and later called a "mistake".

China had warned the U.S. that it
would enter the war if North Korea was
invaded, Chou En-lai warned that the
People's Republic would not tolerate
invasion, nor "supinely tolerate their
neighbors savagely invaded by imperial-
ism." He restated that Taiwan would
surely be liberated.

Now it was clear that the U.S. was

setting up a situation where they intend-

ed to occupy Korea, and where' China
could be hit from three sides--from
Japan, Korea, and Taiwan. China
called for volunteers, 1 million
Chinese volunteers and North Korean
troops beat the invaders back over
the 38th Parallel. At this point,
McArthur and some politicians in the
U.S. called for the use of atomic wea-
rons against China, MecArthur also
called for 1/2 million Chinese nation-
alist troops to be sent to fight -along-
side the U.S. in Korea

(We should also note that just as
the French used native troops from
their African colonies to fight the
Vietnamese ppatriots, the U,5. used its
colony of Puerto Rico to provide cannon
fodder in their imperialist war against
43,00 Puerto Ricans fought in
the Korean War. The 65th Infantry,
made up entirely of Puerto Ricans, was
wiped out.)

As in Vietnam, the U.S, was a
vicious enemy. It used saturation bomb-
ing, napalm and bacteriological warfare,
burning whole villages and displacing
thousands of people. The CIA, which

had expanded it clandestine operations
after WWII, sent agents into China ang
Korea for intelligence gathering ang
sabotage and flew spy planes over both
countries, (In 1968, the U.S, spy ship,
Pueblo, was captured off Korea and a
little over a year later, a U,S, re-
connaissance plane was shot down over
the North Korean coast.) In fact, the
CIA grew with U.S. involvement in the
Korean War--from less than 5,000 employ-
ees in 1950 to about 15,000 in 1955,
John Foster Dulles' brother, Allen
Dulles, headed the CIA at that time,

However, the masses are the makers
of history; and people, not things are
decisive. The Korean peorle, aided by
their Chinese comrades, beat the imper-
jalist dogs to a standstill. In 1951, °
a truce line was drawn again at the
38th Parallel., Fighting and 2 years
of truce talks followed until 1954,
when the Korean War ended.

Thus, the first war of capitalism
against communism ended in defeat for
the imperialists.

"The victory of the Korean people
in their war of resistance against
U.S. imperialist aggression is

of great historical significance,
The Korean people are the first
to directly defeat a U.S. imper-
ialist armed aggression after
World War II, and thus set a
shining example for the world's
people in their revolutionary
struggle against imperialism."
(Peking Review, #26, June 27, 1975)

But the revisionists like to negate objective
reality. The "CP" strives to distort the objective
world situation in order to fit their revisionist goals
to their distorted reality.

The "CP" analyzes that the main contradiction in
the world is,and has been since 1917,between socialism
and capitalism.

"The most basic and most decisive factor of this
new reality (i.e., the "CP"'s analysis of shift in
the balance of world forces that leads to 'detente'
: being an irreversible trend—editor) is the existence
of the two world systems, socialism and capitalism,.
The contest between the two systems embodies the
main contradiction of modern society...This has
been the main contradiction and the cardinal
feature of the world since the birth of the Soviet
Union." ("The Draft", p.6, emphasis added)

So that the "CP" totally negates the existence of

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IS. THREATENS WAR IN KOREA  °

Since their defeats in Indochina,
the U.S. imperialists have been trying
to reassure their allies, especially in
Europe and Japan, that the U.S. is still
a great world power -- not a "paper
tiger" and warn the oppressed peoples
that they haven't given up their drive
for world hegemony. Internationally,
in recent months, they have invaded and
bombed liberated Cambodia, have sharpen-
ed contention with the USSR in the
Middle East, and have stepped up prepar-
ations for another war and invasion of
the Democratic Peoples Republic of Korea.

- “ Outlining U.S. strategy in Asia,
President Ford said on May 6, 1975:

"It is my aim to tie more close-
ly together South Korea with the
United States, to reaffirm our
commitments to Taiwan, to work
more closely with Indonesia,
with the Phillipines and with
other Pacific nations, These
are the kind of, I believe,
forward movements in foreign
policy that will be benefical

in the maintenance of peace,"

The new U.S, defense line in the
Pacific, as outlined by Ford, would be
based on the Pacific islands where the
U.S. has military bases (Japan, Mariana
Islands, Taiwan, Phillipines, Australia
and New Zealand) and on South Korea,
the only country on the Asian mainland
where U.S. troops are still stationed.

The U.S. has 40,000 ground-combat
troops in South Korea as well as a
stockpile of nuclear weapons which it

Eas threatened to use in another Korean
Iwarl

_ In May 1975, U.S. Secretary of
Defense, James Schlesinger, called
South Korea, "the forward defense area
of the U,5. in Asia." Questioned about
the situation in Korea, he answered:

"South Korea guards the approach-
es to Japan., It lies in a con-
fluence of four great powers--
the U.S., the USSR, China and
Japan, Also, it represents

a historic involvement and com-
mitment by the U.S....But one of
the lessons of the Vietnamese
conflict is that rather than
simply counter your opponent's
thrusts, it is necessary to go
for the heart of the opponent's
power: destroy his military
forces rather than simply being
involved endlessly in ancillary
military operations...,.l think
they (the North Koreans) would
have to conclude that the U.S.
would take more vigorous action
than we were inclined to take
during much of the Vietnam war.
The main point is that a conflict
that extends for 10 years--or
even over many years, as Vietnam
did--is bound to lose the support
of the American public., There-
fore, action must be more vigor-
ous at the outset...” (U.S. News
and World Report, May 26, 1975)

In June, Schlesinger advocated the
use of nuclear weapons, as an "option",
to "repel" an invasion of South Korea,
On June 25, President Ford was asked if
he would use the "nuclear option" in
Korea. He answered that the "nuclear
option" would be used "in a flexible
way in our national interests."

To deepen our understanding of the
current situation in Korea, let us
briefly examine the period of the first
Korean War.

U.S. AGGRESSION AGAINST THE KOREAN PEOPLE

Immediately following the close of
WW II, the capitalist world, headed by
U.S. imperialism, put its plans for
counter-revolution into effect. They
called this period the "cold war."
The goal of the "cold war" was to stop
the spread of communism and weaken and
eventually destroy the growing social-
ist camp, which was headed by the land
of Bolshevism, the Soviet Union, with
Joseph Stalin at the helm.

In 1949, the imperialists were dealt
another blow. Under the leadership of
Chairman Mao Tse Tung and the Chinese
Communist Party, the Chinese people suc-
cessfully waged revolutionary people's
war and established a socialist state--
the Peoples Republic of China.

During this period, the national
liberation struggles began to hammer
away at imperialism throughout the
world. The struggle between the oppres-
sed nations on the one hand and the
imperialists on the other became the
principal contradiction in the world.
The Korean people's struggle against
U.S. imperialist armed aggression after
WWII was and is part of this revolution-
ary upsurge.

From 1910 to 1945, Korea was a
colony of Japan. At the end of WWII,
Japan surrendered to Allied forces.
Korea was temporarily divided at the
38 Parallel with the U.S. troops in the
South and Soviet troops in the North
administering the areas until free elec-
tions. Despite a national congress in
South Korea in Sept. 1945 which esta-
blished the Government of the People's
Republic, the U.S. established military
control over Korea south of the 38 Paral-
lel, under Gen. Douglas McArthur,

P
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Commander-in-Chief of the U.S, Pacific
Forces. 1In the North, on the other hand,
a socialist society was being built--
the Democratic People's Republic of
Korea. ;

Ignoring the people's will, Korea
was maintained, by force, a divided
state, much like Vietnam was until it
was liberated and reunified., It was
clear to the U.S. that in free elections
in Korea, the communists would get 70-
80% of the vote.

"To dismember a sovereign coun-
try by armed force and to legal-
ize and perpetuate the division
of the country has also become

a tendency on the part of the
big powers in their attempt to
dominate the world." (Speech
by representative of the Peoples
Republic of China to the U.N.,

Oct. 3, 1973)

Syngman Rhee, a staunch anti-comm-
finist, was chosen to lead South Korea,
which was recognized by the UN in 1948.
By 1950, Rhee had become progressively
more dictatorial and isolated. Despite
severe repression and intimidation, Rhee
could not win the masses; less than 20%
of his supporters were elected in the
May 1950 elections. In addition, the
movement for peaceful unification with
the North was growing stronger --
despite Rhee's opposition. A few months
earlier, Rhee had promised, "I hope to
wipe out North Korea." For Rhee to
stay in power, he needed the full back-
ing of the U.S. military and to insure
full military support, he needed a
sharpening of-tensions within Korea.

Rhee's plans to "unify South and
North by our own strength," coincided
with the U,S.'s cold war plans. 1948-
1949 found the U.S, in the grips of a
post-war economic recession., Politi-
cians were increasingly demanding action

keep the masses from the real issue--proletarian revo-
lution,

‘The other side of the grand jury set-up is the one
we're most concerned with. It is the one which cranks
up in time of crisis in relation to the whole state
apparatus having to increase its repression due to the
crisis. This is the "stick" in which the grand juries,
under direct guidance of the ruling class, are used to
hunt down and prosecute the leaders and active fighters
of the mass movement. Just a brief historical sketch
will make this clear:

-In the early 1800's, a Pennsylvania Railroad
strike resulted in 28 workers killed when police and
private detectives rioted. The grand jury investiga-
tions resulted in the "admonition" of the railroad
%n§ it%te officials and the arrest of the strikers for

miot,

-May Day,1886. After the Haymarket Square
incident, the grand jury indicted 10 working class
leaders for murder, but said that the police arrested
too many people and "had magnified the number of
enemies of law and order." (The 10 who were arrested
had been leading the fight for the 8-hour day. Four
were eventually executed by the bourgeoisie., See the
May Day Supplement in Palante, Vol. 1, #5)

That same week, a grand jury in Milwaukee
indicted 70 union workers with conspiracy. Many of
them were leaders in the trade union movement,

-During a strike of the Amalgamated Association
of Iron and Steel Workers in 1892, Pinkertons killed
12 persons. The Allegheny grand jury indicted 31
workers for "treason, conspiracy and murder"--
while charging the company officers with "intimidating"
the workers.

-In 1894, as a result of the organizing work of
the American Railway Union, the Pullman Railroad
Workers' strike in Illinois spread throughout the
nation. A gmand jury indicted 43 labor leaders,
including Eugene Debs in Chicago, 60 workers in
St. Louis, and 134 in San Francisco.

-1894, Cripple Creek Miners' strike. A grand
jury indicted 37 workers for "riot." (During this
same strike, 1000 federal troops occupied the town
of Cripple Creek, set up detention centers surrounded
by barbed wire, arrested and deported hundreds of
miners., After 15 months of struggle, the miners won
their demands.)

The list goes on and on, to the present day. Not
only the workers' movement and its true leadership,
the communists and advanced workers, have suffered., All
oppressed classes and strata, and most especially the
leadership of these movements have constantly been led
to kangaroo courts as a result of grand jury investi-
gations.,

RECENT USE OF THE GRAND JURIES

Today, with the crisis reaching unprecedented
heights, and the struggle of the masses growing in
intensity day by day, and the development of the
Bolshevik Party in the near future, it is obvious that
the grand jury, as a handy tool of the rulers, will be
rolling again., t

Grand jury investigations are already underway, in
which the purpose is to find out people's affiliation
with revolutionary organizations. The recent grand jury
investigation concerning Black Liberation Army supporters
is an example. In all areas of concentrated activity
by the conscious element, the grand juries will crop up,
fishing for anything that can produce indictments., They
will be covering the labor movement, the movements of the
oppressed nationalities, the women's movement, the student
movement and all others, seeking to fish for information,
make connections and fabrications.

As we mentioned earlier, as capitalism develops to
its highest stage, the state apparatus gets more sophisti-
cated and efficient as the tool of oppression, In the
mid-60's, as a response to the rise of the labor movement,
the national movements of the Black nation, Puerto Rican
oppressed national minority, Chicanos, Asians and Native

. Americans, the student movement and anti-war movement, and
the women's movement--certain refinements were made to
make the grand jury "freer" to more openly serve as
inquisitors. These changes were Most clearly made under
the Justice Department headed by Robert F. Kennedy, one
of the treacherous "liberal" bourgeoisie.

These developments included the revival of the
Internal Security Division, an internal bragch o? the
Justice Department which had been fairly quiet since

the McCarthy era. This branch dealt ﬁpecifically with
grand jury investigations concerniyg elements noF
compatible with the internal security of the U.S."--in
other words, the conscious element, those who were
gaining experience and becoming more and more aware of 5
the nature of the system and the need to be rid of it, i
The Attorney General, Robert F. Kennedy, aided greatly :
in the work of the ISD by broadening the interpretation :
of .many crimes--specifically interstate crime. Attorney
Ceneral Ramsey Clark, the "liberal" bourgeois two-face
who later seemed so concerned about the Vietnam War had
ordered the prosecution of draft counselors on charges of
conspiracy.
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The main level of its operations were an extensive,
freewheeling network of grand juries that used the charges
to the utmost, subpoening, prosecuting, and indicting
hundreds of people.

Let's look at some of the rules now prevailing in
the grand jury system:

-The secrecy of a grand jury proceeding can be
violated at will by the prosecution but not by ‘the
witness.,

~There are virtually no rules of evidence or
procedure before a grand jury. Therefore, the
prosecutor can bring out many aspects of your life
history without fear of charges of "irrelevant,
‘immaterial questions" being raised.

-There is no requirement to tell the jury the pur-
pose of the investigation or reason for wanting any
particular evidence.

-The prosecutor doesn't have to, and won't,
present any evidence in your favor.

-Subpoenas for irrelevant records can be issued
to hide the real purpose of an investigation.

-Courts have no control of the conduct of the
prosecutor before a grand jury.

-You are not allowed a legal representative during
the hearing., Your lwayer must wait outside.

-Any false statement by the prosecutor can be
striken from the record.

-The Fifth Amendment is revoked by a loophole that
enables the prosecution to force "immunity" on you. You
cannot cite the Fifth Amendment and remain silent, be-
cause they have granted you "immunity" and therefore
you cannot be prosecuted because of anything you say--
but anyone else can, If you refuse to speak, they
can charge you with contempt and jail you. In this
way, they try to force witnesses to testify about the
activity of organizations or individuals that they know.

-Any number of special grand juries can be called
to hold simultaneous investigations across the country,
handing out subpoenas by the hundreds to thereby disrupt
the activity of progressive, revolutionary and communist
organizations. Also a person can be indicted in one part
of the country and called to testify in another part of
the country in a matter of hours, thereby restricting
your ability to mobilize support or even let a friend
know where you'll be for the next few weeks.

These things are a blatant manifestation of the :
rising fascist menace and we must act swiftly to mobilize
support against them,

We must inform the masses as to the role of the
grand jury and mobilize mass protests against this yet
another attack on the masses. We must Jjam the courtrooms - 4
and let the bourgeoisie know we will not sit by and
w§tch the leaders and active fighters of the movement
singled out and carted away. That is why we must mobilize,
connecting this manifestation of tyranny to the many others
we face_and fight them tit for tat. Progressive and
rev?l?tlonary lawyers have got to see past their class
position and see what's coming into being so that they
can help us fight these battles on the legal front.
Measures must be taken to safeguard our organizations
and ourselves from future infiltration and surveilance.

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GRAND JURIES - “LEGRLIZED INSTITUTIONS TO
HUNT DOWN ENEMIES OF THE STATE

As a follow-up to the article in the last issue of
Palante, "The State and Class Struggle," we would -like
to go into a-particular aspect of the state's repressive
apparatus--the grand jury. We will try to get to the
essence as to its relationship to the overall jury
system and its particular distinctions, as well as
g0 into some of its historical uses, so as to get
a good picture of what we're dealing with.

First, let us go back on some of the historical
development of the jury system. Although it reached
its highest, most popular and emulated form in England,
the present-day jury system,as an outgrowth of the
process of development of capitalism has its roots
tracing back through the ages.

With the advent of classes, class contradictions
developed. One of the aspects of this general law is
the disputes between members of a society based on
property rights, or any other violation of the laws
of a given society. Historically, different social
systems had different laws and different methods to
insure the implementation of those laws. The thing
to remember is that the laws of a given society are
established in the interests of the ruling class of
that society and the methods for implementation go
from lower to higher levels as society develops.

In the old days, legal systems such as the
Dikarts of Greece, the Judices of Rome, the tribunals of
the ancient Germans and the institutions of the Britons
employed methods that would seem outrageous by present-
day standards. Among these were variations of trial
by ordeal--like trial by combat, trial by fire or
water. In these trials, the defendent "proved” his
guilt or innocence by being able to withstand physical
pain and torture. It was reasoned that God would never
let an innocent person die. These legal systems were
a result of backward cultures which stemmed from
backward modes of production, i.e., slavery, feudalism.

: As capitalism developed and brought with it a
revolution which not only liberated the forces of
production, but along with it backward cultural forms
and beliefs, The legal system geared to the capitalist
way of life had to be on a higher, more advanced level,
The basis for the capitalist legal system is the program
of bourgeois democratic revolution--for example, the U.S,
Constitution and Bill of Rights. The present trial by
Jjury flows from this once-progressive, but now reactionary,
program. A jury of your "peers,” of 12 persons, is
charged to determine, from the facts provided in the
course of the trial and the pro and con arguments, your
guilt or innocence, In this way "crimes against society”
are dealt with,

Now, this is clearly a historical advance over some
of the legal systems described above, but it has served
its historical purpose. The only crimes that are dealt
with in bourgeois courts are crimes "not authorized by
the bourgeoisie," (See last issue, "Crime, Punishment
and Revolution") The bourgeoisie will never allow for
equilibrium, equal representation of exploiter and
exploited in the present trial-by-jury system,

DEVELOPMENT OF THE GRAND JURY

The grand jury arose as a result of many of the
initial jury trials ending in wrong or mishandled
decisions. It was distinct from the "petit" jury in
tha? its purpose was not to Jjudge from facts, merely
Fo inquire, accuse and investigate so that subsequent
Jury trials could be held,.

Under a grand jury, a Judge charges or instructs
the grand jury panel as to what they are to inquire
about. This inquiry must be within a legal abstract, a
theoretical  outline of the criminal law. In this
way, the judge, a direct lackey (if not member) of
the bourgeoisie itself, sets the theoretical and
practical foundation for grand Jury investigations.
Generally, grand juries are confined to specific areas,
such as’ counties; but under federal grand jury investi-
gation, there are no geographic boundaries.,

The grand jury only hears evidence from the
prosecution--in most cases, representatives of the
state--because it is not set up to hear the pros and
cons and make judgement. Its only function is to

determine whether there are sufficient grounds for the
topic under inquiry to require further trial by Jury.

If the accusations are found to be not true--then the
grand jury must place it under the status of an "untrue"
bildy Tpis does not mean however that the Person has
been cleared. It simply means that the grand jury could
not verify the accusations, (The latin word for the
grand jury finding a bill "untrue" is "ignoramus"--
meaning "we know nothing of it,")

If the accusations are verified by the grand jury,

then the party stands indicted, and a trial by Jury
follows,

Let's examine a judge's instructions or "charge"
to the grand jury, in order to see concretely the
orientation of grand jury inquiries:

"One of the most important advantages, therefore,
to be expected from the institution of the grand juries
is that it tends to the certain and speedy discovery
and punishment of the guilty and thus to an efficient
administration of justice.”

Later on:

"In the present condition of society...There is
little danger that the law will be set at defiance by
the power and influence of individuals, however
elevated in rank or wealth. Our danger lies in the
opposite quarter...animated by a strong sense of common
feeling and interest, and combined for the support of
some common cause,"

Further on:

"But whether the danger arises from...individuals
or from the union,..of numbers, it is unquestionably
the province of the Grand Jury...to maintain the
absolute supremacy of the laws."

Try as they may to hide the truth behind a barrage
of flowery words, the bourgeoisie and their henchmen
come out with their blatant line. After saying that
the main aim of the grand jury is to speed up the punish-
ment of the "guilty," he then inadvertently admits that
the "guilty" will come not from the "power and influence"
of the rich, but from the masses, the "union in numbers."
Then he says that no matter who creates the danger,
they must be dealt with. This fancy doubletalk doesn't
hide the fact that the grand jury, as an appendage of
the bourgeois state, is designed to expedite the
exposure and punishment of the enemies of the bourgeoisie,
be they conscious or unconscious of what they are doing.
It is interesting to note that the above charges to
the grand jury were written at the Supreme Judicial
Court held at Ipswich, Connecticut in 1832! Their
line was clear during the growth of capitalism, so
we know that in its last, dying stage the whole jury
system, including the grand juries, will be more naked
then ever in their intentions

Historically, the grand juries have been used with
two main purposes:

The first purpose is playing a role in smoothing
out the rough edges of this corrupt system, taking the
attention of the masses off the main issues. Examples
of this are the grand jury's role in: a) the regulation
of frontier disputes, i.e., the trans-Mississippi
frontier question during the early expansion of the U.S.;
b) regulating the slavery question, where it shifted from
defending the rights of slaveowners in the Southern
states before the Civil War to have slaves, to playing
a role in the interpretation and enforcement of Jim
Crow legislation (laws which "legally" deny the democratic
rights of Afro-Americans) in the North and South;
¢) "revealing” municipal and big business corruption,
such as the Tweed Ring in 1872, NY, and the various
anit-trust legislation, most notably the Sherman
Anti-trust Act.

These are the "carrot" aspects of the grand jury
system., Sugar-coated bullets, seemingly dealing with
wrongs of society, but in reality serving to cover up the
essence of the problem and encouraging illusions about
the nature of the system. Who can avoid the obvious
analogy between Tweed in 1872 and Nixon in 19737 In
both cases, clumsy thugs were thrown to the dogs to
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was called "a recession'--a
recession for whom? Now the
NYC banks have raised the
ipterest rate on loans to the
city to over 9%, in order to
increase their profits. (The
banks buy city bonds and sell
some to their Eustomers, re—
sulting in millions of dollars
of commissions. They keep the
other bonds, which earn them
high interest. This interest
is paid by squeezing the work-
ers even more.)

To understand the real
reason why banks charge high
rates, we have to go deeper.

In this article we will try to
explain how the city budget
crisis 1s related to the over-
all economic crisis, the devel-
oping depression we are now in
To understand that, we will go
into a brief explanation of

why capitalism inevitably goes
into periods of crisis. We
will also talk about recent
developments in N.Y. C. which
are affecting us deeply, such
as the long term loss of jobs
in the area.

THE BANKS

Yes, the banks charge high
interest, as well as using other
schemes to make money off city
funds. For example, large
amounts of city money are kept
in interest free accounts,
which give the banks use of
these monies without having to
pay interest. They are also
large purchasers of tax-free
city bonds. That's why they
set up "Big MAC" (Municipal
Assistance Corporation)--to
safeguard their investments.

The banks claimed NYC was
spending too much and might
not be able to pay the interest
on its bonds. They raised their
interest rates and demanded a
guarantee of payment. '"Big MAC"
was set up to guarantee that
the banks would get their money.
The NY politicians did their
share by making a wage freeze,
layoffs, cutbacks and a transit
fare increase. The union bu-
reaucrats cooperated, serving
their capitalist masters, by
selling the workers out and
agreeing to the whole package.
These are facts. But we meed
to know why.

Banks aré the financial
institutions of the ruling class
(we, the working people, do not
have a friend at Chase Manhattan).
One of their functions is finan-
cing expansion of industries
and other capitalist enterprises,
as well as controlling where and
to whom the money goes, whether
it-as hard lor edsy to pgefE, etca

Under capitalism, enter-
prises must expand and modern-
ize or they go under. As tech-
nology advances and more modern
machinery is invented to pro-—
duce goods, the capitalist must
modernize his production plant
in order to compete and continue
to make profits. So, larger
amounts of his investment go in-
to improved machinery, buildings,
etc. As we know, advances in
technology mean fewer workers
are needed to produce the same
amount of goods as beﬁore.
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March 6, 1930, Police armed with tear gas break up demonstration

of unemployed workers in Union Square, NY. :

However, all profits are de-

rived from the labor of the
workers, who transform raw
materials into usable items.
The capitalist pays us only as
much as he must, only as much
as we need to survive. But the
value of what we produce is more
than that measly amount. The
difference between what he pays
us and the true value of what
we produce is called surplus

value. It is from surplus value

that he gets his profits in all
their forms (rents and interest
as well as straight profit).
From these profits, the capital
comes to continue the process of
expansion. So as the system
goes on over time, an ever
greater portion of capital is
invested in the machinery,
building, and raw materials,
than the portion in wages.

(The part invested in the ma-
chinery, etc., is called con-
stant capital. The part invest-
ed in wages is called variable
capital. The relationship
between the two is called
organic composition). The
organic composition rises over
time, but simultaneously the
rate of profit falls because

the unpaid labor (surplus value)
is a smaller and smaller pro-
portion of the total amount of
invested capital. (See Palante,
Vol.: Foltdand 65)

This is not saying that the
capitalists are going broke, or

“that capitalists are losing

money.! It's something that is
a general law for the system as
a whole, an inescapable fact.
It is this law that drives the
capitalist to certain things
such as: :

1. Push for a longer work-
ing day to get more surplus
value.

2. Intensify the work,
"crack the whip" to get us to
produce more goods in the ‘hours

we are there.

3. Cut our wages and bene-
fits to the bone to maximize
the amount of surplus value they
get out of us.

4, Invest in areas of lower
organic composition (less tech-
nologically advanced) such as
the Southwest of the United _
States, as well as countries 3
of the Third World, where they ;
are starting from scratch.

They can also get cheaper labor
and longer work days from the
super—exploitation of workers

in these areas, often under the
gun of brutal military dictator=
ships backed up by the U.S.
(such as Brazil and the Domini-
can Republic).

5. Cut expenses in areas
such as public services (part
of what we need to survive)
that don't bring in profit, so
as to keep as much capital as
possible for expansion.

UNEMPLOYMENT

A major consequence of the
rising organic composition in
any highly developed capital-
ist country is an increasing
number of permanently unemploy-
ed workers. Less and less work-
ers are needed to produce the
same or more goods. In the
Great Depression of the 1930's,
this "army of the unemployed",
was very obvious--long bread
and soup lines, bands of men
riding the rails all over the
country looking for a couple of
days work. Now it's a bit more ,
covered up' Bdt_the "army" is i
at least as big, most. likely ;
bigger than it was then.

Here is who's included:
all those on unemployment in-
surance, (the official unemploy-
ed statistics), all those whose
benefits have run out but who
still don't have a job (not of-
ficially counted into the un-

For close to a year now, we

who live and work in NYC, have
been bombarded day and night
with various explanations for
the city budget crisis, many
schemes for taking its conse-

quences out on us, and both con-
stant threats and the reality of

massive layoffs and cuts in
services. We already see gar-
bage piled up for days ‘on our
streets, school crossing guards
eliminated, thousands of city

workers laid off, cuts in health
and mental health services, cuts

in day care. This is only the
beginning.

As this article is being
written, a plan has been insti-
tuted as a "remedy" for the
"budget crisis." City workers
have had their wages frozen for
3 years. Train and bus fare 1is
going up to 50 cents (from 35
cents). on Sept. 1.$5119 million
is being cut from the City Uni-
versity of New York.

We are also hearing threats
of "payless paydays" for city
workers.

What all these schemes have
in common is this: they are all
ways to cut into any gains made
by the working class in the N.Y.
area in recent years, and they
are attacks hardest at Blacks
and Puerto Ricans and other op-
pressed nationalities, and at
Wwomen.

The rich ruling class says
that the cause of the crisis 1is
that the City unions have won
excessively high salaries and
benefits for their members.
(This is one of the favorite
themes of the Daily News, which
covers its anti-worker lines
with a mass of popular language
and plenty of photographs.) It
is a typical insulting attempt
of the ruling class to blame
the problems of capitalism on
its victims, in the hopes of
causing confusion. Another ex-

planation Beame put out is that
the City has run up too big a
debt. Still another is that the
banks are too greedy and are
charging too much interest.

This last one is being pushed by
D€ 37, the City unioni to ghow
how "progressive'" they are.

None of these so-called
explanations really clear up
what's going on. Imn fact,
they are attempts to cover up
the truth. For example, the
banks do not have a life all
their own, operating as in-
dependent organizations. They
are intertwined with and con-
trolled by the very same mem-—
bers of the ruling class as the
industries, mines, transporta-
tion and communication, big
stores, etc. They all have
basically the same interests.

The so-called "fiscal cri-
sis" has benefitted the banks
in the same way that the "ener-
gy crisis" benefitted the oil
companies. Last year, First
National City Bank made $422
million profit--during what

WE MUST BUILD A GENUINE GOMMUNIST PARTY!

As the communist movement moves foward in resolving
key questions that we face, as we set forth the ideolog-
ical, political and organizational lines and principles
that will set the basis for the creation of a gneuine
communist party, as we move to unite Marxist-Leninists
and win the advanced over to communism in the heat of
the class struggle, the bourgeoisie begins to mobilize
all its paid and unpaid agents to try and stop or
deviate the forward motion of the communist movement.,
The bourgeoisie recognizes that the communist movement
is going from lower to higher levels in its ideological
political and organizational tasks.

We already know how the bourgeois state apparatus
has been working hard to repress the revolutionary
movement, increasing the menace of fascism. But the
bourgeoisie cannot even think of suppressing the
communist movement if they don't have their agents in
the communist and workers' movement doing their tasks
of distorting and revising Marxism-Leninism, spreading
bourgeois ideology within the ranks of the proletariat,
and causing confusion, splits, anarchy, etc.

In this light we can understand clearly the
significance of the 21st National Convention of the
"Gommunist Party" USA which was held this past June.
The "Communist Party" USA is a revisionist party -

a party of the bourgeoisie, petty-bourgeoisie and labor
aristocracy. Though it has the name "communist", it
has degenerated into a revisionist party that has
revived Bernstein's and Kautsky's theories, has
promoted and further developed Khrushov's and
Brezhnev's modern revisionism.

On. Feb. 1, 1975, the "CP"USA presented the "Draft
Main Political Resolutions for the 21st National

Convention" of the "CP"USA. This Draft was the main
basis for the political positions of the "CP"USA to

be adopted in the National Convention. In this
article, we will proceed in exposing some of the key
revisionist positions put forth in the Draft and try to
show the significance of this revisionist convention.
In particular we .will examine the "CP"'s views on
imperialism and the international situation, the state
and its imstitutions, their views on the working class
and mass movements and the role of their party, and
how they view the danger of "Maoism,"

THE "CP" AND THEIR REVISIONIST APPRAISAL OF THE
INTERNATIONAL SITUATION

In viewing the world situation, genuine communists
and revolutionaries the world over have recognized and
united with the analysis that the comrades from China
and Albania have made. At the Ninth Congress, the
Communist Party of China correctly made the analysis of
the four fundamental contradictions in the world:
"between the oppressed nations on the one hand and the
imperialists and social-imperialists on the other;
between the proletariat and the bourgeoisie in the capit-
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
