El 9 de febrero de 1968,
4 estudiantes negros fueron
asesinados y 50 heridos des-
pués de una demostracién paci-
fica en Orangeburg, S.C.

El 29 de abril de 1968,
estudiantes negros vy de S$.D.S.
se apoderaron de varios edifi-
cios en la Universidad de Co-
lombia en Nueva York y pelea-
ron contra la policia para
mantenerse en ellos. Sus de-
‘mandas se concentraron alrede-
dor de la expansidn de Colombia
desplazando al veecindario cir-
cundante, y por la eliminacidn
de la investigacidn para la
guerra y los programas del
‘ROTC (entrenamiento militar
de oficiales) en el campus uni-
versitario.

En el otono del 1968, en
California, el Frente de Libe-
racion del Tercer Mundo del San
Francisco State College demandd
la implementacidn ¥y control de
los programas de estudios afro-
americanos, junto con otras de-
mandas. Esto fue el comienzo
de la huelga estudiantil mas
larga en la historia de los
EE.UU. Para febrero de 1969,
los estudiantes en huelga se
unieron con los obreros en
huelga de la Standard 0il. Los
estudiantes y obreros firmaron
un pacto de solidaridad en el
cual cada grupo apovaria las
demandas del otro.

En la primavera del 1969,
en la ciudad de Nueva York, los
estudiantes de City College
(CCNY) se apoderaron de varios
edificios de la universidad ¥
presentaron una serie de deman-
das, las cuales incluian admi-
gidn abierta y estudios puerto-
rriquefios y negros. A estas
demandas se unieronm los estu-
diantes de los otros recintos
de la Universidad de la Ciudad
de Nueva York, lo cual motivd
numerosas tomas de edificios,
ademds de muchas acciones mili-
tantes. Las uniones de estudi-
antes afro-americanos y orga-
nizaciones anti-imperialistas
como la Unidn Estudiantil Bo-
ricua se criginaron en estas
luchas.

El 4 de mayo de 1970, 4
estudiantes en la Universidad
Kent State fueron asesinados
por la guardia nacional en una
protesta contra la invasidn de
EE.UU. a Camboya. Cientos de
recintos universitarios fueron
cerrados por estudiantes furi-
osos protestando contra estos
asesinatos y la guerra.

El 14 de mayo de 1970, 2
estudiantes negros fueron ase-
sinados por la policia en Jack-
son State College, Mississippi.

El 29 de agosto de 1970,
miles de estudiantes chicanos

Moratorio Nacional Chicano
contra la guerra.

Esta corgani-
zacidn llevd el liderato de las
rebeliones en la escuela supe-
rior Morris contra la-censura ¥
la represidn politicayyilma de-
mostraciones en masa contra los

cortes en los pases del tren ¥y
autobuses, para estudiantes de
escuela superior.

Tras el asesinato de dos
estudiantes negros en la Uni-
versidad de Southern Louisiana
cundieron las protestas por
todo los EE.UU. En N.Y., la
Coalicidn del Tercer Mundo en
1a C.U.N.Y. organizd una demo-
stracion de 700 estudiantes ¥
jévenes, la cual marchd por
todo Harlem protestando estos
asesinatos. Para la primavera
del 1973, la Coalicidn del
Tercer Mundo de C.U.N.Y. ini-
cid unas series de demostra-
ciones y tomas de edificios en
las universidades de C.U.N.Y.
en protesta a los cortes en
el presupuesto.

Tambien para esta Epoca
hubieron una serie de rebel-
iones juveniles en distintas
comunidades negras y puerto-
rriquefias por todos Ios EE.UU.
En las escuelas superiores, la
juventud organizd las luchas
alrededor de la represidn, de
las demandas por los derechos
democraticos, desenmascarando
la hipocrecfa del sistema de
encarrilamientc escolar, por
los cursos de historia puerto-
rriquefia ¥ negra, por los pases,

etec., En la ciudad de N.Y., las
luchas militantes de las escue-
las superiores s por

las cuales muchos fueron arres-
tades, irrumperieron en las es-
cuelas superiores Morris, Bran-
deis y Haaren (nombrando sola-
mente unas pocas). Una coali-
cidn llamada la Cealicidon Puer-
torriqueria y Afroamericana de
las Escuelas Superiores de la
Ciudad de N.Y., la cual consis-
tia de estudiantes de escuelas
superiores Brandeis, Haaren,
Food & Maritime Trades, George
Washington, Taft, Morris, Frank-
lin, v otras. Se unieron bajo
un programa de 10 puntos simi-
lar al de los programas del
Partide de las Panteras Negras
v el Partido Young Lords.

Las luchas de la juventud
estudiantfl durante la década
del 1960 de la de 1970 fueron
objetivamente luchas anti-
imperialistas. De ellas sur-
gieron muchos revolucionarios

¥ comunistas,
Aunque muchas organiza-

ciones revolucionarias se for-
maron ¥ se les ayudd a dar di-
reccidn a muchas de estas lu-
chas, este periodo se caracte-

rizd por la espontaneidad, e}l
eclecticismo y varias otras
debilidades. Debido a la fal-
ta de un partido comunista gep-
uino que le proveyera un lfde-
rato y una guia conciente a
estas luchas, el movimiento
estudiant{l estaba disperso v
plagade de muchos problemas.
Las organizaciones estudianti-
leg seguian las ensefianzas de
Malcolm X, Fafion, Nkrumah, Chg,
Fidel Castro, Albizu Eampns v
Mao Tse Tung. Este fue un pe-
riodo donde, esencialmente,
predomind el eclecticismo. E1
uso sistematico del Marxismo-
Leninismo-Fensamiento Mao Tse
Tung como la teoria revolucion-
aria que da guia al movimiente
revolucionario era muy bajo.
Esta debilidad de parte
de las fuerzas revolucionarias,
mas las tdcticas represivas de
los capitalistas (la supresidn,
los arrestos y los asesinatos
de estudiantes y lideres revo-
iucionarios), el reformismo (la
utilizacidn de llamados "lider-
es" lacayos reformistas dentro
de los gobiernos estudiantil-
es), lo cual lanzd las luchas
estudiantiles por las canales
legalistas y de politiqueria
electoral, la difusidn de la
decadente cultura burguesa en-

tre la juventud - y encima tode
ezto, la ayuda del revisionls-
mo v el trotskismo - hizo que

el periodo de avance de las da-
cadas del '60 y '70 se movieara
hacia un periodo de retroceso

temporLero.
Este breve proceso de re-

troceso, sin embarge, se ha
usado por las fuerzas revolu-
cionarias para resumir la lucha
de los '70, para examinar las
fuerzas v las debilidades. Las
organizaciones revolucionarias
estudiantiles, con la ayuda de
los comunistas, han empezado a
reconocer la espontaneidad y el
eclecticismo que habia permeado
sobre los movimientos de los
ectudiantes v jOvenes. Los co-
munistas entre la juventud ¥y

los estudiantes han iniciado la
lucha contra las tendencias er-—
roneas del anti-comunismo, con-
tra el chovinismo nacional
blanco (el cual ha sido y sigue
siendo el peligro principal con
respecto a la cuestifn nacional),
contra el nacionalismo estrecho
{sea el Pan-Africanismo o el
nacionalismo cultural reacci=-
onaric de otras mnacionalidades
oprimidas) y contra el reformis-
mo ¥ el aventurismo. Esto nos
trae a la situacidn que confron-
tan los estudiantes y la juventud
en los EE.UU.

LA SITUACION PRESENTE DEL MO-
VIMIENTO ESTUDIANTIL Y DE LA
JUVENTUD

En los colegios y escuelas
superiores, los estudiantes se
estdn enfrentando a los crueles
efectos de la actual crisis
imperialista. Para poder man-
tener sus niveles de ganancias
(especialmente a la luz del
hecho de que los imperialistas
de los EE.UU. han estado perdi-
endo muchos de sus mercados ¥
fuentes de super-ganancias de-
bido a las luchas wvictoriosas
del Tercer Mundo), los capital-
istas han subido el costo de
vida, ete., y simultdneamente
estdn cortando muchos de los
servicios y programas esenci-
ales. En el sistema educativo,
estin cortando muchas de las
concesiones que fueron forzados
a darnos durante los sesentas
¥y a principios de los setentas:
Admisiones Abiertas, programas
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de estudios afro-americanos,
asidticos y puertorriquefios,
cortes en ayuda financiera, in-
crementos en la kutela y ma-
tricula, ¥ la eliminacidn de
instituciones, departamentos,

¥ programas por los cuales los
estudiantes lucharon y ganaron.

E1l costo de asistir al
colegio ha escalado tremenda-
mente en tode EE.UU. El pro-
medio de costos por tutela y
dormitorios en colegios priva-
dos han escalado de $2,920 en
el 1970 a 54,328 en el 1974,
El costo de asistir a universi-
dades piliblicas subid de 51,363
gn el PO m 82 075 en el T4,
Este anoc el promedio de gastos
para ir a colegios pablicos de
cuatro anos sera 52,679. E1
promedio en colegios privados
serd $4,391.

Al mismo tiempo, a todos
los colegios le han cortado
gus presupuestos,. En la Uni-
versidad de la Ciudad de N.Y.,
planean un corte de 5119 mil-
lones para el semester de sep-
tiembre. Es ya una realidad
que los salones de clase estin
mas llenos, pero con menos
maestros. A 20,000 novatos se
les han negado admisifn. La
ayuda financiera ha sido cor-
tada y la matricula es el do-
ble. Los programas de SEEK,
College Discovery, y otros
programas especiales est@n en
proceso de eliminacidn. Unos
870 instructores part-time
¥y otros 577 maestros van a ser
despedidos.

El programa de Admisidn
Abierta tambié&n ha sido sabo-
teado, El ya alto porcemntaje
de estudiantes de Admisidn
Abierta que se dan de baja
(Brooklyn College 66% - 75%,
Hunter College 33% - 50Z)
aumentari tremendamente con
los cortes en ayuda financiera,
cursos remediadores e instruc-
cliones especiales y consejeros.
Las clases amontonadas que el
programa de Admisidn Abierta
Prupcnia eliminar son cosa
comiin, ahora que estin despidi
endo a2 los maestors y¥ amonto-
nindonos en los salones. De
nuevo, vemos como las minorias
oprimidas son las mas afectadas
por la crisis. Esto también
es obvio en los despidos de los
trabajadores de las cafeterias
y trabajadores de mantenimiento
en las escuelas, la mayoria de
los cuales son afroamericanos vy

latinos.
Esta situacidn ha sido

usada para satisfacer las nece-
sidades de los capitalistas.
Recientemente, la comisidn
Keppel, preparada por Rockefel-
ler, dijo que habian muchos gra-
dos de Bachiller en el mercado
de trabajos, y que habia nece-
gsidad de gque mas estudiantes de
colegio ingresaran en colegios
comunales de dos afios para asi
poder encarilar estudiantes en
las necesidades laborales de
los capitalistas. El hecho de
que haya demasiados con grado
de Bachillerato puede verse al
notar gue muchos graduados no
pueden conseguir trabajos, que
terminan por trabajar en traba-
jos de servicio, quedan desem-
pleados, ingresan a programas
de entrenamiento, o se unen al
ejérecito mercenario voluntario.
Lo mismo se aplica a los gradu-
ados de escuela superior. El
promedio de los estudiantes que
se dan de baja de escuelas su-
periores y de universidades ha

Mas de 10,000 personas marcharon a la 0.N.U. el 30 de Octubre del

aumentado en gran medida.

En las escuelas elemental-
egs v las superiores, la crisis
ha llevado a un aumento en el
tamafio de las clases, a despi-
dos del 20% del profesorado,
eliminacidn de almuerzos para
decenas de miles de estudi-
antes, eliminacidn del 75% de
escuelas nocturnas, 50% de las
escuelas de oficios, 80X de las
escuelas superiores de verano,
50% de todas las actividades
deportivas estudiantiles ¥ un
corte de 30% de los paraprofe-
sionales de las escuelas supe-
rigres.

Para poder suprimir a los
estudiantes v a los jdvenes,
los capitalistas han aumentado
el aparato represivo. Por
ejemplo, en Chicago cerca de
%3 millones son empleados en
seguridad escolar. En Nueva
York, $10 millones se emplean
para pagar guardias, ayudantes
especiales y equipo de seguri-
dad de alto costo. Sistemas de
seguridad muy sofisticados,
como televigidn a circuito cer-
rado v detectores electrdnicos
han side instaladeos en miles de
escuelas a través de los EE.UU.

La burguesia, sabiendd que
el movimiento militante estudi-
ant{l crecerd por estas con-
diciones, estd planeando for-
mas de suprimir estas luchas;
#stas incluyen supresidn fisica
y métodos mas sutiles. En umn
articulo del New York Times,
Ronald Wolk, quien es vice-
presidente de la Universidad
Brown, dice:

"si la educacidn superior
guiere evitar que se repitan
las turbulencias de los '60,
los administradores, la facul-
tad, estudiantes y.depositarios
tendrdn que trabajar unidos
para bregar pronto y efectiva-
meate con los importantes is-
sues bajo la controversia pre-
supuestaria...La mejor espe-
ranza para los colegios ¥y umni-
vergsidades es de minimizar el
perjuicio ¥y el dafio como sea
posible. Esto solo puede lo-
grarse si la comunidad acadé-
mica se comporta en verdad
como una comunidad.”

micas inmediatas para reunir

a los estudiantes alrededor de
ellas, y luego hacer llamados
para manifestaciones frente

a la casa del alecalde o del
gobernador o hasta llamar

por huelgas pacificas. Vemos
como los administradores de
SEEK, que siempre han sido
abiertamente lacayos burgueses

vy reaccionarios, de pronto po-
gan como "amigos" del estudian-
tade. En una situacidn como
ésta, no debemos seguir la poli-
tica colaboracionista de clase,
uniéndose a la estrata dirigen-
te por las demandas inmediatas,
sino desenmascarar sus metas
imperialistas y unirse a los
estudiantes para bregar con las
demandas inmediatas y unir &sto
a nuestro objetivo a largo al-
cance de la revolucidn social-

lista. Debemos tambien des-
enmascarar v destruir cualquier
intento de los administradores
de ganar a su lado a los estu-
ddantes mds retrogadas y reac-—
cionarios como la JDL (Liga de
Defensa Judia) con miras a su-
primir el movimiento revolu-
cionario.

REPRESION LOCAL DUBRANTE LA

En junio del 1947, el
Congreso de los EE.UU. pasd la
Ley Taft-Harding. Esta ley
fue escrita por la Asociacidn
Nacional de Manufaetureros,
una asociacidn de los capital-
istas monopolistas mas grandes,
cuyo objectivo era, y aun és,
el asegurar un "clima favorable
para el desarrollc de la libre
empresa'

La ley Taft-Harding fue
dirigida a paralizar las trade-
uniones ¥ a arvancar de raiz
la creciente influencia comunista
entre los obreros. Sus especi-
ficaciones inclufan; Las cortes
tenfan el poder de cobrar multas
por alegadas violaciones. Un
periodo de receso de 60 dfas
fue.establecido en el cual no
se pudfﬁ llamar a huelgas. Los
piquetes masivos fueron pro-
hibideos. Las unicnes pad{an
ser demandadas por "practicas
laborales injustas." Los tal-
leres unionados fueron decla-
rados ilegales., Autorizd a
los patronos a interferir con
los intentos de los trabajador-
gs de unionarse. Prohibid
boicots secundarios (boicot de
una tienda que vendia productos
de un compania cuyos obreros
estaban en huelga).

“A traves de estas especi-
ficaciones un patrono
podfﬁ romper una huelga
por medio de mandatos
(injuctions) contra
piquetes y otros prmceda—
mientos de huelga. Podia
rehusar negociar colec-
tivamente, aun hasta cer-

rando su planta para evi-
tar entrar en negocia-
ciones. Podia destruir,
las tesorerfas de uniones
con demandas en cortes;
el mantener las fabricas
libre de uniones con a-
menazas legales contra
los obreros; el emplear
eapfas de las compaﬁfhs
en uniones que, por la
letra de la ley, no po-
dfan ser botados mien-
tras pagaréﬁ sus cuotas.

Esta manifest-
acién multinacional de decenas de
millares de personas de la clase
obrera, ¥ personas oprimidas, y la
lucha que han librado contra los
ataques del estado burgués, sobresale
como un s{mbolo brillante de lo
dispuesto que estd el pueblo ha
luchar determinadamente contra su
opresién y explotacidn.

Nuestra organizacién se basa en
los principlios de la revolucién
proletaria segiin resumido por Marx,
Engels, Lenin, Stalin, Maoc Tse Tung,
v Enver Hoxha, Nos esforzamos en
lograr la dictadura del proletariado,
el soclalismo, y al fin y al cabe una
socledad sin clasest una sociedad
comunista,

Esto puede ocurrir sble como
resultado de una lucha prolongada

Hoy dia la construccion de tal
partido cuenta como la tarea central
de todo comunista y obreroc avanzado
en los EE.Ul.

naciones, y de darle el apoyo directo
a los pueblos del mundo en 1la lucha
contra el imperialismo norte-
americanc y el socialimperialismo
soviético.

Nos comprometemos a la unidn con
todo Marxista-Leninista genuino para
llevar a cabo nuestras tareas ¥ para
el cumplimiento de nuestro deber
fnternacionalista proletario.

En el afio presente se conmemora
el quinto aniversario del gran Morat-
orio Chicano anti-imperialista que
ocurrid el 29 de agosto de 1970.

Este Moratorio se organizd en opos-
jcién a la guerra de agresifn imper-
lalista desatada por EE.UU. contra

el pueblo vietnamita: guerra que
termind en la completa derrota de los
arresores estadounidenses.

La significacidn histérica de
esta manifestacibn anti-imperialistia,
y el brutal ataque que le hizo el

estado burgués, y que dib como result-j§

ado 400 heridos y tres muertos,
precipitaron consequentes rebeliones,
Es que, el Moratorio del 29, marcod
un cambié en la lucha liberadora

del movimiento nacional chicano en
particular, ¥ de la clase obrera en
general. Este ataque por los mercen-
arios de la burguesfa contra los
participantes de este moratorio
nacional, donde se vefan otras
nacionalidades como puertorriquefios,
negros, blancos, ¥ aaiﬁticus, no fue
mas que la continuacidn histérica de

la opresifn, y de los atagques polftic-

os sufridos por el pueblo chicano en
manos de los imperialistas.

Dentro de la regidn del suroeste
los pueblos chicano e indio histor-
icamente se han desarrollado bajo
distintas condiclones materiales.
Primero, pasaron por la esclavitud
bajo el régimen colonial de Espafia,
Luego, entraron en las relaciones
feudales de produccién bajo los
terratenientes espafioles feudales,
tanto bajo el dominio espaficl como el-
Mexicano, Este desarrollo histérico
de explotacifn y opresién continud y
se intensificd con el arrebatamiento
de Tejas en 1836, y el gran despojo
del resto del surceste y de Calif-
ornia en el 1848, Esﬁps fueron actos
de agresion por el energico y jéven
capitalizsmo de EE.UU. gue trataba de
extender sus colonlas, El arrebat-
amiento del surceste fue facilitado
por los caclques, y terratenientes
feudales espafioles. Estos traidores
colaboraron con la burgues{a de EE,UU,
aliandose en contra del pueblo nativo.

El perfodo de 1848 a 1883, se dis-
tingufa por el terrorismo ablerto del
colonialismo contra el pueblo del
surceste. Los Tejas Rangers, el
e jército nacional, pistoleros, y
los linchamientos fueron los
instrumentos mids utilizados por el
brutal colonialismo, FPeones, cam-
pesines, artesanos, y mineros fueron
asesinados por la burguesf{a de EE.U,
que " justificé” todo con su ideclogia
chovinista naclonalista de su clase.
Este chovinismo tomf la forma part-
icular de supremac{a blanca sobre el
pueblo indfgeno. Ia fuente de este
aspecto de la idealng{ﬁ burguesa
debe analizarse desde un punto de
vista materlalista, como resultado de
las condiciones objetivas del colon-
ialismo, imperialismo, y de la subju-
gacion, y el saquec de las naciones
¥ pueblos oprimidos del mundo por
los c¢olonialistas e imperialistas -
particularmente los imperialistas
norteamericanos (y en actualidad,
también por los socialimperialistas
soviéticos como resultado de la
restauracifn del capitalismo en ese

pais).

En el 1848 el pueblo vibé a la
clase terrateniente feudal, represent-
ada por el general Santa Ana, entreg-
ar a California, Nuevo Mexico,
Arizona, Colorado, Nevada,; y parte
de Utah a la burguesfa de EE,UU.

Junto con Tejas esta regién consti-
tufa mfs de la mitad de Mexico,

v la parte de su territorio de mis

valor, una irea mis grande que toda
Francia, y Alemania juntas.

En la guerra de 1848 la burggssfa
Mexicana era todavia demasiado débil
y pequefla para jugar un papel import-
ante contra el colonialismo norte-
americano, As{ fue que la clase
burguesa de Mexico, compuesta en su
mayorfa por hacendados, cedid en
lugar de mobilizar y armar a las masas
oprimidas de Mexico. Al armar a las
masas, la burguesfa hubiera aniquil-

ado su misma posicidn de clase privil-
egiada, y quizas hubiera ayudado a
realizar la Revolucién Democrfitica
Burguesa en México (la cual fue
lograda dentro del surceste por la
burguesfa de EE.UU,)

Las relaciones de propiedad en el
suroeste cambiarcn drasticamente deb-
ido especialmente a las .migraciones
masivas de anglo-americanos pobres
atraidos por el oro y la tierra.
Estos trajeron consige la ideol-
ogla burguesa del chovinismo blanco.

La economia semi-feadal del
suroeste, y la relaclones existentes
de produccién que tendfan hacia la
produccién y el intercambio loecal
representaba un obsticulo a
las metas de los avarientos y ambi-
ciosos capitalistas, y a la vez un
obstdculo a la liberacidén de las
fuergas productivas,

la burguesia Norte Americana
invadid el Surceste bajo el emblema
de "libertad"., Desde luego que esta

‘1ibertad burguesa era la libertad de

explotar y subyugar a las masas
pbreras ¥ la libertad de szacar y
explotar la materia prima de esta
reglon del Surceste.

Los cplonialistas de EE,UU, se
apoderaron de los medios de produc-
ciEnJEE decir de la tierra, de las
minas, del agua, y de los recursos
minerales, y de esta manera empezaron
a derrumbar los obstfculos que imped-
fan el desarrollo del sistema capital-
ista,y de una econom{a basado en la
esclavitud asalariada, Millares de
gentes nativas fueron expulsadas de

El descubrimiento del oro en
California inicid una orgfa de viol-
encla y sagueos muy raramente lgual-
ada en la historia humana., Este
descubrimiento, junto con el hallazgo
de cobre y plata en Nuevo Mexico y
Colorado atrajo una ola migratoria
del Este que también hufa de la cris-
is capitalista de 1847 a 1857, y del
desemplec y la miseria que produjo.

la desesperacidn y el chovinismo
Blaneco,que trafan inculcado estos
Blancos pobres dejé que la burguesfa
los usara como carne de cafion con el
fin de colonizar y solidiflicar su
poder{o econdmica, sobre la region
del Suroceste. La consolidacion
polftica fue lograda mis extensa-
mente atravéz del uso de los
aparatos del estado burgués. lLas
cortes utilizaron el fraude judieial,
e implementaron leyes antli-Mexlcanas
y racistas que violaban el tratado
de Guadalupe Hidalgo que declaraba
que los derechos pol{ticos, econdmic-
os , ¥ culturales del Mexicano dentro
del Surceste serfan respetados.

Un ejemplo particular del uso del
estado burgués contra el pueblo
indigeno fue el aprobamiento de una
ley que requerria que todo poseedor
de tierras aparaclera ante una Com-
1516n de Terrenos para "comprobar"
que era dueflo, mientras que a los
colonos usurpadores y especuladores
de tierras se les entregaba terrenos
sin preguntas ni requisitos de
tftulos legales.

Las leyes, las cortes, la policfa,
¥ los impuestos fuercn utllizados
para aplastar toda forma de resist-
encia y rebeldfa,empobreciendo al
pueblo indigeno del Surceste y
facilitando la explotacidn de la
tierra y 1a fuerza de trabajo por
los recién llegados capitalistas que
ahora se apoderaban de los medlos de
produceién,

Para incrementar su acumulacidn
de capital y tecnologfa, los colonial-
istas adoptaron en las minas, llanuras
y granjas, las técnicas de los mexi-
canos e indios.

As{ fue cémo se instald un nuevo
aparato estatal,y una ideologfa
burguesa diseminandola por medio de
la fuerza, Todo esto se puso en
conflicto directo con las masas del
Surceste, mientras se desarrollaba
la base para la opresidn nacionmal,

Existe una ley objetiva que nos
dice que donde hay opresion hay
resistencia. En el ano 1848, mientras
que los colonialistas se lanzaban a
despojar el Suroeste, se observaron
luchas herbicas del proletariado
Francés, y Alemin en las revoluciones
de Europa. En este mismo afio comenzé
la resistencia contra el colonialismo,
vy poco después, contra el imperialils-
an por parte de los chicanos e indlos
-+ otros pueblos trabajadores (princip-

almente, chinos, japoneses y filipinos)

del suroceste,

Soldados vallientisimos se pres-
entaron para hacer guerrillas contra
los colonialistas; hombres tales como
Tiburcio Visquez que después de
tomado preso fue fusilado, y Juaquin
Murietta que al ser finalmente

capturado por el estado burgués,

fue degollado y su cabeza fue paseada
por la calle domé vana advertencla
para aguellos que se atrevieran a
res{stir,

En Tejas surgio Juan Cortina
que con su ejército de voluntarios
reconquistd porciones del Sur de Tej-
as. En Nueve Mexieo, Elfego Baca
luch®é furiosamente, mientras
que una organizacidn clandestina
1lamada las Gorras Blancas, resistfa
con lucha armada contra los colon-
ialistas y el imperialismo -- resist-
encia que permanecié hasta los fines
de la década de 1520,

Con el pozvenir de la guerra
civil, y la confrontacion entre una
burguesia en desarrollo
y los terratenientes esclavisias del
Sur, los Bstados Unidos 1legd a un
punto histérico de cambio crucial.

Los Estados Unidos tuvo que deci-
dir s1 se iba a transformar en una
sociedad deomcratica-burguesa e
industrializada, o iba a seguir suf-
riendo la dominacidn de los terra-
tenientes del Sur, lo cual signif-

jear{a una extensifn de la esclavitud,

1imitando a la vez las fuerzas
productivas,

De un punto de vista Marxista-
Leninista, la guerra Civil tuvo una
significancia historica profunda no
solamente para la Nacidn Afro-
Americana, pero también para el Pueblo
Chicano dentro del Surceste, La
victoria de la burguesfa significd la
derrota del sistema feudal del Sur
gque traba de extender la esclavitud
al Surceste y al norte de Mexico.
As{ que la guerra Civil fue un paso
progresivo histérico en que permitid
el desarrollo de las fuerzas product-
ivas durante esta etapa pre-monopol-
igta, y en que empezb a surglr un
proletariado.

El capital que se acumuld de
esta guerra Civil sirvio como la
base del imperialismo y facilité
la penetracién del Surceste a travéz
de la exportacién de capital a las
fuentes de materia prima y de mano
de obra barata dentro esta regifn.
Esto, en cambio, ha tenido el efecto
histérico de haber criado las con-
diciones materlales necesarias
para el desenvolvimiento de la
revolucifn socialista del prole-
tariado del futuro.

El exporte del capital al
Surceste empez§ un camblo del modo
semi-feudal de produccifn a un modo
capitalista especialmente despuesdel
1880, 1la penetracifn continua del
capital rompio las viejas relaciones
de produccifn permitiendo el desarro-
1llo de las fuerzas productivas,
liberando a los peones de su depen-
dencia en la tierra,y facilitando
el desarrollo.del sistema de com-
unicaciones, de ferrccarril, el
sistema capitallsta de explotar
minas, el sistema de agricultura,

y una econom{a basada en el dinero
¥ el comercio entre ciudad y pro-
vincia,

Esta intrusidn imperialista lugré
un cambio progresivo en las relaciones
de produccifn., Al aparecer clases
nuevas del espontineo-pero a la vez
desnivelado-desarrollo del capital-
ismo. Este desnivel es especial-
mente visible en las relaciones
semi-feudales que permanecen hasta
eata fecha en el norte de Mexico ¥
el sur de Colorado.

Igual como en América Latina y
la burgues{a de EE,UU,, la mayorfa de
los pafses subdesarrcllados,
hize alianzas y tratados con la clase
feudal de terratenientes Espafioles,
Estos Espafioles consideraban la
alianza como una consesidn
necesaria para la perpetuacidn de su
posicifn como clase privilegiada,

y para poder seguir explotando a las
masas obreras atravéz del sistema
de peon y' patron, LR
Las familias viejas de la clase
dominante, tales como los Sepulvedas,
los Picos, los Figueroas en Californ-
ia, (en memoria de los cuales los
imperlalistas mombraron nuesiras
calles), ¥y los Oteros y los Arch-
uletas en Nuevo Mexico, vieron que
les convenia v les trafa ganancias
econfmicas el hacer alianzas con los
imperialistas, Como recompensa por
venderles los recursos materiales y
humanos, estas viejas familias
espafiolas se les did control sobre
los peones, los campesinos libres y
los indios, ademds pudieron de un
pedazo del poder polftico local a
travéz del uso de presicnes pol{ticas
y econbmicas en las masus explotadas,

En el perfodo después de 1880, la
exportacion de capital por el
imperialismo en desarrollo de los
Estados Unidos, empezé a penetrar la
regién del Surceste, mucho mis
intensamente. Durante este perfodo,
la compafifa de ferrocarril, Southern
Pacific, junto con los grupos
banqueros, Wells Fargo y Crocker
Citizens (que se basaba en San
Francisco) empezaron a tomar control
de mucho terreno en California,
Igualmente hizo el Banco de America
después de 1900. lLas minas de
Arizona, Nuevo Mexico y Colorado pas-
aron ultimamente bajo el control de
los grupos de Rockefeller y Morgan,
Mucho del terreno de Nuevo Mexico 5
que fue tomado por el estado burgues,
terrenc que le pertenecfa a los
peones Chicanos y la gente Indfgena,
fue entregada a la compania de
terrenos de Arizona y Nuevo Mexico
y la compafifa de ferrocarril de St.
louis-San Franciso, compafifas control-
adas por la gente de Rockefeller, El
terreno y las materias primas de
Texas también pasaron bajo el
control del grupo burgués situado en
Houston, .

Como consequencla de esta intru- i
sién imperialista, hubo un cambio '
ripido de relaciones semi-feudales
& relaciones de produccién capital-
ista, bajo el cual empesaba a
desarrollarse en la produccion el
proletario industrial, en el ferro-
carril, en las minas, en las
fibricas de conservas y textlles y |
a la vez un proletariado rural que
se formaba de los peones exproplados.

Durante este tiempoc la clase
Espafiola de terratenientes feudales
se iba transformando en una burguesia
compradora que servia como medianero
a los imperialistas vendiendoles los
recursos y trabajo humano de la regién.
Un ejemplo de esta nueva clase, los
Oteros de Nuevo Mexico que ahora se
han convertido en negoclantes capital-
istas, mandaron a sus hijos al Este
de los Estados Unidos para matrieular-
los en escuelas burguesas para saber
cbmo ser competentes t{teres polfticos,
y para saber cémo atraer corporaciones
que explotaran la materia prima y el o
trabajo humano de Nuevo Mexico.por un |
porciento de las ganancias., Hasta la
fecha, existen sus sucesores, tales
como los Chavez y los Mondragones.

Los primeros esfuerzos notables
que hicleron los trabajadores Chicancs
para organizarse fue en 1883, Estos
formaron una Unién de traba jadores
agricolas en Texas y salieron en
huelga - una huelga que fue reprim-
ida brutalmente.

En 1903, un grupo de trabajadores
de Betabel, compuestos de Japoneses,
y Chicanos, formaron una Unién que
organizd a mds de 2,000 miembros en
Ventura, California, y ganaron una
huelga donde se derramé mucha sangre,
‘Hubieron otras luchas sangrientas
lanzadas por los obreros filipines
y chinos, cansados de su explotacidn

bajo el yugo imperialista,

Una de las huelgas que tuvo mas
exito tomé lugar al sur de la frontera
imperialista, en 1906, 58 aflos después
de haberse establecido esta frontera.
Esta huelga fue provocada por la
misma explotacion del imperiallsmo-
Yanki de los Estados Unidos. Ia

Consolidated Copper Co. de Cananea,
propiedad de Rockefeller, una com-

pafifa de cobre en Sonora, cerrd algun-
as minas después de una baja en el
precio del cobre. A miles de

mineros Mexicanos, quienes les pag-
aban la mitad de lo que le pagaban

a los traba jadores anglo-sajones en
la misma mina, les quitaron el trab-
ajo. Diez mil trabajadores Mexicanos
salieron en huelga, La reaccifn de

de los imperialistas fue rapida y
brutal, Un ejército pequeflo de
Rangers de Brisbee, Arizona,

asesind a 30 mineros. En defensa
propla y para desquitarse, los
mineros quemaron las tiendas y
oficinas de la compafifa. La partici-
pacifin del goblerno semi-feudal de
Dfaz en la masacre de los mineros
enfurecif a la naci6n Mexicana y
sirvit de instrumento en el desarrol-
lo de la Revolucifin anti-imperialista
democritica-burguesa de Mexico en
1910: revolucion dirigida por
nacionalistas revoluclonarios como
Emiliano Zapata y Pancho Villa que
luego también fueron asesinados

por la burguesfa Mexicana,

En 1010, los huelgistas chicanos
del ferrocarril dinamitaron el ed-
ificio del Periddico, Los Angeles
Times, el cual tomb una posicidn
contra los trabajadores. En 1915,

-los huelgistas de lag minas de cobre
De Clifton, Morenci y Metcalf,
Arizona fueron también reprimidos
por la Guardia Nacional que encar-
cels la mayorfa de sus lideres.

En 1915, el Plan de San Diego,
un programa anti-imperialista fue
formulado por Aniceto Pizano, Luis de
la. Rosa, ¥ otros Chicanos revolucion-
arios, miembros de un grupo con orf-
genes en la clase pequefia burguesa
y compuesta de abogadas, y pequencs
comerciantes en Texas. Este plan
hacfa un 1lamado a la insurreccidn
armada v al establecimiento de una
republica aut6énoma. Dentro de este
plan se inclufan cldusulas que pedfan
la 1libertad, autonomia,y resﬁetn de
los derechos de los Indlos, Negros
v Asifticos.

mente por los Rangers de Tejas.

En 1917, mil mineros de cobre en
Arizona fueron abandonados a morir en
el desierto por la policfa del estado
(Rangers) que hacfa ésto con inten-
ciones de quebrar una huelga. En
Ludlow, Colorado, mineros de una mina
de Rockefeller fueron victimas de una
masacre, atacados por un ejército
?tivndn la policia del estado

Tangers),

- #Eallz&ndn el movimiento espon-
taneo-objetivo de las masas obreras,
su flujo, observamos que los afios de
1900 a 1920 fue un perfodo de lucha
intensa del proletariado Chicano
contra los imperialistas. ~a fuerza
ideolfgica dominante fue el Anarquis-
mo, La ideologfa del radiecal
pequefio burgués, as{ como fue detal-
lada por Ricardo y Enrique Magén en
su perifdico “"Regeneracién", que se
publicaba regularmente en Los Angeles
durante esta época, v también los
anarquistas Woblies, Chicanos que
eran miembros de los trabajadored
Internacionales del- Mundo, se
apegaban a esta ideologfa.

La Revolucidn Bolchevique, el
soclalismo clent{fico y las escrituras
de Marx, Engels, Lenin y Stalin sobre
la teorfa Markismo-Leninismo del
Estado, del Imperialismo, la Cuestidn
Kacional, la necesidad del desarrollo
de liderato de un partido Comunista
proletario Leninista, y sobre:la
dictadura del proletariade, todavia
no le llegaba al proletario ¥y
campesino Chicano, tarea que hasta la
fecha sblo se ha cumplido parcialmente.

La primera Guerra Mundial preci-
pité 1la dominacién del imperialismo
de los Estados Unidos internacional-
mente. En 1923 los imperialistas de
los Estados Unidos cerraron la front-
era politica Mexico-Americana y
establecieron el departamento de
Imigracifn para regular la frontera
imperialista y el flujo de la fuerza
laboral. Esto tuvo el efecto de
reafirmar polfticamente la inclusion
del Surceste al resto del estado
multi-nacional de los Estados Unldos
de Norte America y de crear condiciones
materiales miy distintas a las de
México.

En 1927 se estableci§ la Confedera-
cion de Uniones Obreras Mexicanas, que
declararon su primera huelga en 1928,
la cual resultd en un ataque por el
estado, una matanza, encarcelamiento
y deportacién del liderato.

El derrumbamiento del Mercado Capit-
alista Mundial en 1929, el transladc
del peso de la crisis sobre la clase
obrera, y el adelantamientn del
Facismo provocd una ola de energfa
nueva y espontinea del sector Chicanc
del movimiento obrerc. Se vieron
huelgas, comites de apoyo, comites de
obreros desempleados, Sin embargo, lo
que todavi{a no les llegaba era la
ciencia del proletario, el Marxismo-
Leninismo y por eso, todavia no se
desarrollaba un Partido Bolchevigque
como el de Yenin y Stalin para
guiarlos hacia la revolucién,

Miles de traba jadores salieron
en huelga en las fabricas de conserva
y en la agricultura; en la fresa, la
cebolla, el apio, en los campos de
algoddn, en las minas,y en el ferro-
carril, El estado burgués con su
salvaje naturaleza de clase luchaba
a lo descarado para preservar el
monopolie capitalista, usando tropas
para atacar huelgistas, encarcelando
los elementos mis consientes y
avanzados, ¥y en muchos casos asesin-
andolos,

Durante la depresifn, mds de un
millén de Chicanos, con papeles y sin
papeles, ciudadanos incluldoes, fueron

deportados en trenes de ganado y en
camiones por los imperiallstas que
usaban el pretexto que los Mexicanos
aumentaban las listas de asistencia
(Welfare).

Lo que se necesitaba entonces ya no
era agitacidn,ni mis unidad de los
huelguistas, ni construccifn del mov-
imiento de las masas obreras, algo que
se desarrolla objetivamznte e indep-
endientemente de nuestra voluntad.

Lo que se necesitaban en los afios 30tas,
era de poner el movimiento espontineo
de las masas, bajo la direccidn de
estrategias y técticas revolucionarias
basadas en un programa Marxista-
Leninista, guiado por un partido
Bolshevigue, fuerte y aferrado en el
proletariado y su liderato. Esto no
se logrd, En su lugar tuvimos a los
economistas, (oportunisto de derecha)
revisionistas, y chovinistas Blancos
del Partido Comunista de los Estados
Unidos bajo el liderazgo de la
pequefia-burguesfa, y el colaborador

de clase Earl Browder,

El iinico modo que el imperialismo
de los Estados Unidos pudo salvarse
de esta crisis fue de hacer otra
redivisién del mundo por medio de
otra guerra imperialista mundial.

Durante los afios 30tas., la
creciente militancia de la clase
obrera por todo el mundo chocd direct-
amente con las fuerzas y tfcticas mis
agresivas del capital financiero,
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Olas de terror faclistas y la
dictadura descarada del reacclon-
ario y chovinista capital finmancierc
se extendid por todo Europa. Este
golpe Facista fue facilitado por lo
que llama Georgli Demitrov, "la
alevosa colaboracifn de clase por los
revisionistas y los Partidos Soclo-
Democraticos que desarmaron ¥y
dividieron las filas de la clase
obrera,y facilitaron la toma del
poder por el faclismo,

Al desenvolverse la segunda
guerra imperialista, Chicanos fueron
enviados a los campos de batalla
atraidos por la propaganda de la
Burguesia que decia que el Chicano
era "Americano" y que era su oblig-
acidén de ir a la guerra, Como
recompensa los Chicanos como grupo
nacional recibieron la mayor parte
de ese pedazo de trapo pintado que
se 1llams medalla de honor, Mientras,
en Los Angeles la prensa burguesa,
busecando a algulen que pagara el pato,
despues de el encarcelamiento de los
Japoneses, empezo a iniciarse una
campana maliciosa anti-Chicano, enfo-
candose especialmente en las palomias,
la violencia,y el crimen, Este
atague de la burguesla de gque el Chicano
nacid con una tendencia hacia 1a
violencia, e inclinados a cargar
nabaja,y otras cosas por el estilo,
Bectores polfticamente atrasados del
pueblo Anglo-Sajén fueron incitados
a tomar accién violenta contra los
Chicanos. Estos grupos violentos,
Junto con la policia: y las guerras

phsa a la pagina 4
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con los éoldados y los parineros
resultaron en una declaracifn de est-
ado de sitio y en lo que ahora llama-
mos Los Motines Zoot-Suit.

La necesidad y la exigencia de un
aumento en la fuerza laboral provocd
un tratado entre los Estados Unidos
¥ Mexieco que entonces se encontraba
bajo Camacho, y en un estado neo-
ﬁ&lunl&l. En 1944, los braceros

exicanos producieron méis de
$432,000,000 en cosechas.

Al terminarse la segunda guerra
mundial, con la lustrosa victoria del
Frente Unido Anti-Facistas,dirigido
por la Union Soviética, el partido
Bolchevique y Jos€ Stalin, el
trabajo que anteriormente abundaba
empezs a escasear, y se asent§ una
recesion. Simultaneamente se lanzo
de nuevo una campafia contra clase
obrera, introducido por el periodo
McCarthyite. la burguesfa pudo atac-
ar tan brutalmente porgque el Partido
Comunista de los Estados Unidos habfa
liguidado el Fartido en 1944, En
este aflo el Partido declard que ya
no existfa la lucha de clases,y que
la burgues{a de los Estados Unidos
permanec{a como elemento progresista,
As{ fue que la clase obrera y las
Uniones se quedaron ideolégicamente
¥ pulfiicamente desarmada=, =in
direccibn,y propensos al ataque.
Aunque el partido fue reconstituido,
la 1{nea ideolfgica qued§ esencial-
mente sin modificacifn - oportunismo
de derecha que luego se consolidé
al revisionismo descarado,

Al fin de la segunda guerra
mundial también se vif un nuevo
auge en el movimlento nacional Chie-
ano, ¥y en la lucha por los derechos
democriticos, dirigidos por la
pequefia burgues{a, Peticlones, cam-

& para registrar votantes, can-
didaturas, todo fue iniciado por
organizacdiones como la Liga de
Ciudadanos Latino Americancs, El
C.5.0, y el G.I, Forum.

En 1947 los obrercs agricolas
hicieron huelga en Arvin contra la
Eompaﬁfh de Frutas Di Giorgio. Una
vez mas, esta huelga fue quebrada por
las cortes burguesas y centenares
de miles de trabajadores fueron deport-
ados a Mexico,

Debido a 1a gzuerra de agresion
contra el pueblo coreano, y debido a
la subsiguiente derrota de los im-
perialistas estadounidenses y sus
lacayos por el Ejercito Popular
de Corea, con la ayuda de voluntarios
del Ejército Popular de Liberacidn de
la Repiblica Popular de China, la Ley
Fiblica 78 fue ejecutada por el
Congreso para una vez més importar
traba jadores Mexicanos.

Al fin del la guerra Coreana, los
imperialistas no perdleron tlempo en
lanﬂar“ﬂperatiun Wetback, programa
que deport§ otro millén de ciudadanos,
y no ciudadanos igualmente,a México.

Una vez mAs la clase obrera se
encontraba polfticanante desarmada, y
sin liderato por culpa del reformista
P.C,E.U., Después de la muerte del
gran lider del movimiento comunista
Internacional (por 30 afios), el
Camarada Stalin, el P.C.E.U.
tomaba una posicion revisionista,
haciendose al lado de la burguesia y
los Trotskylstas. Ahora todos juntos
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atacaban a Stalin, acto que describe
el Partido del Trabajo de Albania,

"como nada mas que un pretexto para
atacar al partido del Froletariado,

la. lucha armada, y la dictadura del
proletariado.”

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As the second imperialist world war developed,
Chicanos were sent off to fight overseas under the
lure of the bourgeols propaganda that they were
"Americans" and it was their duty to go. Well, as
their reward they were given pieces of painted rag
called the Medal of Honor; while in Los Angeles,
the bourgeois press, looking for a scapegoat after
the internment of the Japanese began to stir up a
vicious anti-Chicano campaign zeroing in on the issue
of gangs, violence, crime, etc., and stating that
Chicanos are bioclogically prone to violence and
carrying knives, Backward sectors of the Anglo
population were égged on to action and violence
against Chicanos along with the police, sailors
and soldiers, resulting in the so-called “"zmoot-suit
riots" and martial law.

The demand for increased labor brought about an
agreement between the U.S5. and the neo-colonial
govermment of Camacho., In 1944, Mexican braceros
harvested over $#}2 million worth of crops.

With the end of the Second World War and the
brilliant victory of the Anti-Fascist United Front
led by the Soviet Union, the Bolshevik Party and

Joseph Stalin, full employment in the U.S5. began to

fade and a "recession" set in along with an offensive
against the working class ushered in by the McCarthyite
period. The bourgeoisie was able to do this as the
revisionist leadership of the CPUSA had liquidated the
party in 1944, stating that there was no longer any
class struggle and that the U.S. bourgeoisie was still
a progressive bourgeolsie. Thus, the working clase
and the trade unions were left ideologically and
politically disarmed, leaderless, and open for attack.
Although the party was later reconstituted, its line
remained basically the same--right opportunism, which
later consolidated into outright revisionism,

The end of the Second World War also saw a new
rise in the Chicano national movement and the struggle
for democratic rights led by the petty-bourgeoisie.
Petitions, vdter registration drives, running candi-
dates, etc. were initiated by such organizations as
the League of Latin American Citizens, Community
Service Organization, and the GI Forum.

In 1947 the farm workers struck in Arvin against
the DiGiorgio Fruit Company only to have the strike
broken by the bourgeois courts, while hundreds of
workers were deported to Mexico,

CHICANO MORATORIUM AGAINST THE WAR
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With the war of aggression against the Korean
people and the subsequent defeat of the U.S.
imperialists and their lackeys by the People's
Army of Korea and volunteers from the People's
Liberation Army of the People's Republic of
China, Public Law 78 was enacted by Congress in
order to again import workers from Mexico,

With the end of the Korean War, the imperialists
launched "Operation Wetback" which deported another
million citizens and non-citizens alike to Mexico;
again, the working class being left politically
disarmed and leaderless by the reformist CPUSA, who
after the death of the great 30-year leader of the
international Communist movement, Comrade Stalin,
now took an outright revisionist stand, siding
with the bourgeoisie and the Trotskyites in attacking
Stalin which, as the Party of Labor of Albania states,
"was but a cover for the revisionist attack on the
need for a proletarian party, armed struggle, and the
dictatorship of the proletariat."

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With the objective spontanecus deve
capitalism within the Sautﬁw&st, the Ghicizgmggzpii
laboured under the crushing welght of imperialist
exploitation in the mines, fields, and factories;
but at the zame time they learned a new discipline
that developed through their collective exploitation
based on the new capitalist conditions of soclalized
labor. Chicano workers--both urban and rural--now
began the historical task of organizing themselves
against this new form of exploitation. These condi-
tlons of capitalist exploitation already existed in
the Eastern portion of the U.S. multi-national state
and Anglo-American workers themsglves were beginnintr
to struggle back as in the Carnegle steel strike and
the Haymarket struggle.

One of the first attempts by Chicano proletarians
to take an organized stand was in 1883 by forming a
union of agricultural workers in Texas and going out
on strike which was brutally suppressed. In 1903,
sugar beet workers made up of Japanese and Chicano
workers formed a 2,000 member union in Ventura,
California and won a bloody strike Other struggles
were carried out with Filipino and Chinese workers
whose explolted labor led them to wage bloody
struggles against the imperialists.

One of the most far-reaching strikes occurred just
South of the 58-year old imperialist border in 1906 and
was provoked by the same U.S. imperialist exploitation.
The Rockefeller-owned Consolidated Copper Company of
Cananea, Sonora, closed down several mines after a
drop in the price of copper. Thousands of Mexican
miners, who were being paid only half of what Anglo
miners were paid in the same mines, were throwm out
of work. Ten thousand Mexican-miners went out on
strike. The reaction by the imperialiste was swift
and ruthless as a small army of Rangers from Bisbee,
Arizona rode in and opened fire on the miners, killing
30. In retaliation, the miners bturned down company
stores and administration buildings. The participa-
tion by the semi-feudal Diaz government in the attack
on the miners enraged the Mexican nation and was
instrumental in bringing about the bourgeois-democratic
and anti-imperialist revolution of Mexico in 1910,
under the leadership of revolutionary naticnalists like
Pancho Villa and Emiliano Zapata (who were later
assassinated by the Mexican bourgeoisie).

1910 also saw striking Chicano railroad workers
dynamite the L.A, Times building for its anti-labor
stance, 1915 saw the copper miners of Clifton,
Morenci, and Metcalf Arizona strike-only to have the
National Guard called out to repress them and jail
their leaders.

In 1915, the Flan de San Diego, an anti-imperialist

program was formulated by Aniceto Pizano, Luls de la
Rosa, and other members of the Chicano revolutlonary
petty-bourgeoisie, made up of lawyers and small
businessmen in Texas. This plan called for an armed
insurrection and the establishment of an autonomous
republic,

This plan included clauses for the fresdom,
autonomy, and rights of Indians, Blacks and Aslans;
on the negative side, it also stated that every
white male over the age of sixteen was to be
executed, The armed insurrection did not take
place, as 28 of the top leaders were arrested, tried
for treasonjand terror against Chicanos accelerated
all aleng the border with lynchings and shootlngs
carried out, particularly by the Texas Rangers.

In 1917, 1,000 Arizona copper miners were left to
die in the desert by Rangers in order to break a
strike; and miners at a Rockefeller-owned mine in
Ludlow, Colorado were massacred by a private army and
the state Rangers.

In analyzing the objective spontaneous mass
movement and its ebb and flow, the period from 1900
to 1920 was one of intense proletarian class struggle
against the imperialists by Chicanos. The predominant
jdeological force was anarchism--the ideology of the
radical petty-bourgeosie, disseminated by Ricardo and
Enrique Magon in their newspaper "Regeneracion,”
printed regularly in Los Angeles during this period,and
by Chicanos who were members of the International
Workers of the World--the anarchist Wobblies.

The Bolshevik Revolution, scientific communism,
and the writings of Marx, Engels, Lenin and Stalin
on the Marxist-Leninist theory of the State, the
National Question, the necessity for the leadership

of the Leninist Proletarian Party, and the Dictatorship
of the Proletariat, had not been brought as yet to

the Chicano proletariat and peasantry, a task as yet
only partidlly fulfilled.

World War I hastened the dominance of U.S.
imperialiem intermationally. In 1923, the imperialists
closed the political border with Mexico and created the
immigration service to regulate the flow of labor.

This had the effect of politically re-affirming the
inclusion of the Southwest region inte the U.5. multi-
national state and creating a set of distinct materlal
conditions from that of Mexico.

1927 saw the creation of the Confederacion de
Uniones, Obreras Mexicanas, and the first strike
called in 1928, resulting in an attack by the state
and the killing, Jjailing and deportation of the leaders.,

The collapse of the capitalist world market in
1929, the shifting of the burden of the crisis onte
the shoulders of the working class, and the advance
of Fasclsm, brought on a new spontaneous upsurge
from the Chicano sector of the labor movement--
strikes, strike support committees, unemployed
workers committees. However, what was not brought
to them was the science of the proletariat,Marxisam-
Leninism, nor a Bolshevimed party such as that of
Lenin and Stalin to guide them to proletarian
revolution.

Tens of thousands of workers struck in the
agriculture and canning industries, in berry, onion,
celery, cotton fields, and in the railroads and mines.
The vicious class nature of the bourgeois state,
struggling to preserve monopoly capitalism was blatant
as troops were used against strikers, imprisoning the
most advanced and eclass-conscious elements, or
murdering them. Ower one million Chicanos, citizen

Chicano Moratorium against the war
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and non-citizen alike, were deported by the imperialists
in cattle trains and trucks during the depression

with the feeble excuse that they were swelling the
relief rolls.

What was needed at this point was not more
agitation, unity of strikers, nor to build the
mass movement,; which is something that exists
objectively and develops independently of our
will., What was needed was to bring the spontaneous
mass movement during the 1930's under the direction of
revolutlonary strategy and tactics based on a
Marxist-Leninist program, and guided by a Bolshevized
and steeled party based in the proletariat and under
proletarian leadership. This was not done; instead
we had the right opportunism and white chauvinist
leadership of the CPUSA, under the leadership of the
petty-bourgeoisie and the class collaborator, Earl
EI‘DH&EI‘-

The only way for U.S. imperialism to get out
of the crisis they found themselves in was by another
re-division of the world through another imperialist
world war. The rising worldwide militancy of the
working class was met by the most aggressive forces
and tactics of finance capital during the 1930's.
Waves of fasecist terror and the open dictatorship
of reactionary and chauvinist finance capital
swept Europe, made easier by what Georgi Dimitrov
called the treacherous class collaboration of the
revisionist and social-democratic parties who
disarmed and split the ranks of the working class
and facllitated the fascist takeover,

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The bourgeois colonialists invaded under the
signboard of “freedom," which of course meant the
freedom of the bourgeoisie to subjugate and exploit
on a higher level the propertyless and laboring
masses, and to plunder the raw materials of the
region.

The U.S. colonlalists took possession of the
means of production--the land, mines, forests, water
and mineral resources, and began to lay the economic
basis for a capitalist system of wage-slavery. The
native peoples were driven off the land on a massive
scale by force, with homes being burned down, herds
of sheep slaughtered and terror used against those
who resisted. FPeasant plots and sheepland were
converted into graging land for the new capltalist
cattle barons, while the native peoples were forced
to sell their labor power to their new ‘patrons .

The discovery of gold in California touched off
an orgy of plunder and violence rarely equaled in
human history. This, coupled with the discovery of
copper and silver in New Mexico and Colorado unleashed
a human tide from the Bast, fleeing the capitalist
crises of 1847 and 1857 with its resultant unemploy-
ment and misery., Their desperation and the rabid

white chauvinism pushed on them enabled the U.S.

bourgeoisie to use these poor Anglos as shock troops

to colonize and consolidate their economic hold over

the Southwest region. The political consolidation

was accomplished by the use of the bourgeois state

through judicial fraud by the courts and implementation
of anti-Mexican laws all of which violated the Treaty

of Guadalupe-Hidalgo which stated that the economic,
political and cultural rights of Mexicans within the
Southwest reglon would be respected.

One particular example of this use of the state
against the native peoples was a land act that was
rassed which required all guarantees to appear before
the Board of Land Commissioners to "prove" their
ownership, while colonizing squatiers and speculating
land thieves were given land outright and not even
questioned as to legal title.

Laws, courts, police and taxes were used to try
and wipe out resistance--pauperizing the peoples of
the Southwest and enabling the new owners of the means
of production to freely exploit the land and labor of
the region. To increase their accumulation of capital
and technology, the colonialists adopted the mining,
grazing and farming techniques of the Mexican and
Indian peoples.

Thus an extensive new state apparatus was being
set up, and a new ideology, that of the bourgeoisie,
was forcefully being disseminated--in line with the
transformation of the economic base. All this came
into direct confliet with the masses within the
Southwest region, as the basis for national oppression
was lald down and developed.

There iz an objective law that where there is
oppression there is resistance. The year 1848, when
the Southwest was seized by advancing U.S5. colonialism,
witnessed the heroic struggles of the French and
German proletariat in the revolutions occurring in
Burope, At this same time, there began the resistance
against colonialism and later imperialism by the
Chicano and Indian and other laboring people (Chinese,
Japanese and Filipino primarily) of the Southwest.

Courageous fighters came forth to wage an intense
guerilla struggle against the colonialists; men such
as Tiburcio Vasquez, who was eventually executed, and
Joaguin Murletta, who when finally captured by the
state, had his head cut off and paraded from town to
‘town as an unsuccessful warning to those who would
resist,

In Texas, there was Juan Cortina, who with his
volunteer army re-conguered much of Southern Texas;
and also the struggle in New Mexico led by Elfego
Baca; while the secret organization in the szame state—-
Las Gorras Blancas--waged armed struggle against the
colonialists and imperialists up until the 1920"s.

With the advent of the Civil War and the con-
frontation between the developing bourgecisie and the
slave-owning landlords of the Socuth, an important
historical turning point was reached. Either the U,5.
would progress into an industrialized and bourgeois-
democratic soclety or it would face the domination of

t+he Southern landlords as the ruling class which
would have meant an extension of slavery and the
restriction of the growth of the productive forces,

From a Marxist-Leninist standpoint, the Civil
War had a profound historical significance, not only
for the developing Afro-American nation within the
Elack Belt South, but also for the development of
the Chicano people within the Southwest region. The
vietory of the bourgeoisie in the Civil War meant
that the aim of the Southern landlord class, which
wanted to expand slavery into the Southwest and
Northern Mexico, was defeated. This was a historically
rrogressive step in that the productive forces were
allowed to develop during this pre-mcnopoly stage and
a proletariat began to emerge.

The capital accumulated during the Civil War
was part of the basis for building the foundation of
imperialism and its beginning penetration of the
Southwest through the export of capital to the sources
of raw materials and cheap labor within the region.
This was to have the effect of creating the material
conditions for the Proletarian-Socialist Revolution
of the future. The export of capital into the
Southwest,especially after the 1880's, began to change
the feudal mode of production to a capitalist mode
of production by breaking down the old relations of
production and allowing the productive forces to
develop by freeing the peones from their bondage to
the land and the development of communications,
railroads, capitalist mining and agriculture, and a
money economy based on trade between town and country.

This imperialist penetration brought about a
progressive change in the relations of production as
new classes began to develop out of the spontaneous,
but uneven,development of capitalism, with pockets
of semi-feudalism still co-existing to this day, such
as in Northern New Mexico and Southern Colorado,

The U.S. bourgeoisie, as in Latin America and
most underdeveloped countries, made an alliance within
the Southwest with the Spanish feudal landlord class
who saw this as a necessary compromise by which to
keep their privileged class position and carry on
their traditional exploitation of the working masses.
The old ruling-class families,such as the Sepulvedas,
Picos, and Figueroas in California, whom the
imperialists named our streets after: and the Oteros
and Archuletas in New Mexico, found it expedient and
profitable to form alliances with the imperialists.
In return for selling out the region's raw materials
and human resources, these old Spanish familles were
allowed by the imperialists to control the peones
tied to the land, the local peasantry and the Indians,
and to share political power on a local basis through
the use of economic and political pressure on the
exploited masses.

In the period after the 1880's, the export of
capital by developing U.S. imperialism began to
penetrate the Southwest region much more heavily as
the Southern Pacific Railroad in conjunction with
the banking group of Wells Fargo and later Crocker
Citizens, which based itself in San Francisco, began
to seize control of much of the land in California, as
did the Bank of America after the turn of the century.
The mines in Arizona, New Mexico, and Colorado began to
come under the control of the Rockefeller and Morgan
groups. Much of the land in New Mexico was seized from
the peasantry and the Indian peoples by the bourgeois
state and turned over to the Arizona and New Mexico
Land Company and the St. Louis-San Francisco Railroad,
both of which came under the control of the Rockefeller
group. The land and resources in Texas began to come
under the control of the ruling-class group based in
Houston. The result of this imperialist penetration
was a swift change from semi-feudal relations of
production to eapitalist relations of production as
‘an industrial proletariat began to develop in the
railroads, mines, canneries, and textile mills, and
& Tural proletariat from the expropriated peasantry.

In addition, the old feudal landlord class was being
transformed into a comprador bourgeoisie which acted
as a middleman for the imperialists in selling the
region's resources and people's labor,such as the bE
Otero family of New Mexico whose members developed in€s
capitalist businessmen who traveled widely to the
East coast in order to attend bourgeois schools to be
groomed as puppets and to convince imperialist
corporations to exploit the resources of New Mexico
for a cut of the action. Today, we still have their
successors in New Mexico, such as the Chavez's and
Mondragons.

This is an updated version of a speech given in
August of 1974 by the August Twenty-ninth Movement.
This is the first article of a two-part series.

The August Twenty-ninth Movement is a multi-
national Communist organization formed in May of 1974.
We take our name from the great anti-imperialist
march and demonstration, the Chicano Meratorium
Against the Vietnam War. This multi-national demon-
stration of tens of thousands of working-class and
oppressed peoples, and the struggle they waged against
the attack by the Bourgeols state stands as a shining
symbol of the willingness of the people to struggle
determinedly against their oppression and exploitation,

Our organization bases itself on the principles
of proletarian revolution as summed up by Marx, Engels,
Lenin, Stalin, Mao Tse Tung, and Enver Hoxha. We
strive to achieve the dictatorship of the proletariat,
socialism, and ultimately a classless society. This
can only occur as a result of a long protracted
struggle led by the proletariat under the bammer of
its vanguard Marxist-Leninist Party.

Today the buillding of such a party is the central
task of all communists and advanced workers of the
United States. This has been our task since the
treacherous betrayal of the so-called "Communist"
Party U.S5.A. and their consolidated revisionist role
as soclal-traitors to the working class.

We stand together with all the world's people in
recognizing the leading role of the Pecple's Hepublic
of China and the People's Republic of Albania, the
worldwide struggle for national liberation, peace,
democracy and soclalism. As part of this= struggle
we are duty-bound to uphold the right of nations to
self-determination and to give direct support to the
national liberation struggles of the peoples of the
world against U.S, imperialism and Soviet social-
imperialism.

We pledge ourselves to unite with all genuine
Marxist-Leninists to carry out ocur tasks and to
fulfill our proletarian internationalist duty.

* * * * * * *

This year marks the fifth anniversary of the
great anti-imperialist Chicano Moratorium demonstration
of August 29th, 1970 held in opposition to the U.S.
imperialist war of aggression being waged against the
Vietnamese people, which ended in defeat for the
U.5. aggressors.

The historical significance of this anti-
imperialist demonstration, the vicious attack launched
upon it by the bourgeois state,which resulted in over
400 people being arrested and injured and 3 being
murdered, and the ensuing rebellion, was a significant
turning point in the liberation struggle of the
Chicano national movement in particular, and the
working class in general.

This attack by the bourgeois mercenaries on
those present at this national moratorium, which
included other nationalities such as Puerto Riecans,
Asians, Blacks, and whites, was but a historical
contimance of the oppression and pelitical attacks
suffered by the Chicano people at the hands of the

imperialists.

Within the Southwest region, the Chicanc and
Indian peoples have historically developed under the
distinct material conditions of slavery under
Spanish colonial rule, and then under feudal relations
of production and oppression by Spanish feudal land-
lords under both the rule of Spain and Mexico.

Chicano Moratorium Against the War,
August 29, 1970.

This oppression, exploitation and historical
development was continued and intensified with the
seizure of Texas in 1836, and the rest of the South-
west and California in 1848 by the aggressiveand
expanding colonialism of U.S. capitalism. This
selzure was made easier by the traitorous collabora-
tion of the Spanish feudal landlords within the
Southwest with whom the young U.S. bourgeoisie caue
to terms in an alliance against the native peoples.

The period from 1848 to 1883 was one of open
terror against the peoples of the Southwest by U.S5.
colonialism through the use of the. army, Texas
Rangers, vigilantes and lynchings. The peasantry,
peones, small artisans and miners were left to the
plunder and murder unleashed by the U.S. bourgecisie,
who "justified" this slaughter and robbery through
its class ideclogy of national chauvinism which took
the particular form of white chauvinism and white
supremacy against the native peoples. The source
of this aspect of bourgeois ideology must be
analyzed from a materialist standpoint as emanating
from the objective conditions of colonlalism,
imperialism and the subjugation and plunder of the
oppressed nations and peoples of the world by the
imperialists and colonialists--particularly the
U.5. imperialists (and now, of course, by the
restored capitalists of the sccial-imperialist
Soviet Unian).

The year 1848 saw the degenerate hacendados--the
feudal landlord c¢lass of Mexico, represented by
General Santa Ana--give away to the U.5. bourgeoisie--
California, New Mexico, Arizona, Colorado, Nevada and
part of Utah, Taken together with Texas, this
constituted over half of Mexico's best and richest
territory, an area larger than France and Germany
combined,

In the war of 1848, the Mexican bourgeoisie was
as yet too small and weak to play a major role against
U.5. colonialism, so the Mexican ruling class,
comprised mainly of hacendados, capitulated rather
than mobilize and arym the oppressed Mexican masses
which would have had the effect of destroying their
own privileged class position and perhaps furthering
the bourgeois democratic revolution (which was
carried through within the Southwest by the U.S.
bourgeoisie}.

Property relations within the Southwest began to
undergo,at an increasing rate, radical changes under
U.5. colonialism, with the massive influx of poor
Anglo-American settlers encouraged by the lure of
gold and land and carrying with them the white
chauvinist ideology of the bourgeoisie.

The feudal economy of the Southwest, geared to
barter and small-scale trade and production to
satisfy local needs, represented an obstacle to the
greedy designs of the encroaching capitalists who
needed to liberate the productive forces.

IN THE SOUTHERN PART OF KOREA

In contrast to the DFREK, South Korea
has developed to be a faseist dictator-
ship which serves as a spurce of great
profits for the giant U.S. and Japanese
corporations while suppressing the
legitimate demands of the people,

U.S. corporations move their plants
to areas like South Korea and Taiwan
because these areas have a low level
of technological development (low organic
composition), and the plants are nearer
to their sources of materials, nearer
their markets, and they can get people
to work longer work weeks or days for
lower wages. These factors reduce the
cost of production and raise the
surplus value stolen by the imperialists,

In South Korea, the normal work week
is 60 hours. .Korean manufacturing workers
in U.8., electronics and textile sweat-
shops, mostly women, are paid $69.75 a
week., In 1969, workers in Ford's South
Korean plant averaged $40 a month,
Explaining why 44 of Ford's workers are
employed outside the U.S,, Henry Ford II
explained bluntlys

"In South Korea, Taiwan, and Indon-
esia we see an attractive supply of
cheap labor." (Business Week,Dec.13,
1969, p. 13)

Special labor laws have also outlawed
strikes at U.S.-owned plants in South
Korea.

Unemployment in South Korea is 9%.
Consumer prices have gone up 23.6% in
the last year -- double the rate of
inflation in the U,S.

South Korea is also a major Japanese
trading partner. Reunification would
involve the loss of $1.5 billion in
Japanese investments and loans. More
seriously, according to the Japanese
government, reunification would be a
direct threat to Japan's security. The
Japanese see Korea as a buffer between
themselves and the "communist powers" on
mainland Asia,

The South Korean economy can be
characterized by its dependency on
foreign investments and its bankruptey.
Last year, South Korea was over $4
billion in debt,

Politically, South Korea iz a fasclst
state, Recently, using the pretext of
an "invasion from the north," "war-
time security laws" were passed. These
laws provide for the following: it 1=
illegal to anything or write anything
that would "give comfort to, or sympathize
with, the communist causej™ "anyone
who was once convicted of having violated
the anti-communist laws can be placed
under government surveillance and
imprisoned; all students must be
organized into paramilitary defense corps;
military training is compulsory in
high schools and colleges; although 27%
of the national budget is already spent
on "defense," a "defense tax" to collect
an additional $400 million a year has
been established,

Despite these represalve laws and
the terrorism of the Korean CIA, protests
in South Korea have been growlng.
Workers, students, religious leaders, and
intellectuals have been jalled and
tortured for raising criticisms of the
dictatorship headed by Park Chung Hee,
demanding a democratic government, Tes-
toration of eivil rights, opposition to
Japan's economic reinvasion, and reunifi-
cation of Korea based on the 3 princlples
of unity put foward in the Joint Statement
of 1972, In May, 1975, 8 patriotic
fighters against the fascist regime were

hanged, Even the U.S. bourgeoisie have
taken note of the South Korean police
state. They urged Park to be more
"subtle" and "discreet" in his suppression
of political enemies,

"Everywhere, especially in this pol-
itically charged capital, there are
policemen-- uniformed, plain-
clothes and military -- and the
dreaded domestic Central Intelligence
Agency. Ordinary citigens are
harassed and treated roughly as they
go about their daily lives, Sur-
velllance is universal, especially
in newspaper offices and radio
stations," (N.Y. Times, June 25,
1975, p. 10)

THE STRUGGLE FOR REUNIFICATION

In 1972, both the North and South
signed the Joint Statement on National
Reunification, which said that reunifi-
cation was possible and must be achieved
independently, peacefully and in the
spirit of promoting national unity. A
proposal supported by the U.S. and South
Korea to maintain "two Koreas" was
defeated in the UN -- where a plan to
seat two separate Koreas was voted down,
the Joint Statement was upheld, and it
was stated that Koreans should be allowed
to decide their own future. These
victorles have helped to create
favorable conditions'to carry on the
struggle,

Since the signing of the Joint
Statement, the DPRK has offered other
proposals to implement its principles,
However, South Korea, on the other hand,
forced by popular pressure, to sign the
Joint Statement in the first place, has
unleashed a savage wave of repression
agalinst all those who have raised the

call for reunification of their homeland,

The U.S., along with South Korea and
Japan, is, of course, totally opposed
to reunification. But they continue to
try to mask their imperialist aims, One
of thelr latest manuevers has been to
recommend that the UN forces in South
Korea be terminated, This is one of the
genuine demands of the Korean people.
However, the U.S. raises it in order to
head off a demand in the UN in September
that the U.5. withdraw 1ts treops and
nuclear weapons from Korea, (The UN
force is really 4 token force numbering
about 100 trnnps.] last year, a
resolution to this effect fell onlxy a few
votes short of belingz passed, And the U,S.
fears the rising strength the Third
World nations have already displayed
in the UN.

THE STRUGGLE AHEAD

Noting that the U,S,, Japan and South
Korea all have interests in preventing
the peaceful reunification of Korea,
Fresident Kim Il Sung recently sald:

"Revolution is not exported. This
is the prineiple of revolutionaries.

"It 1s the =south Korean people them-
selves who launch revolution in south
Korea; we cannot do it for them.,"

During his visit to the People's
Republic of China, he also saild:

"Encouraged by the successful
socialist construction in the north-
ern half of the Hepublie, the people
of .all strata in south Korea are
waging an increasingly dynamic
struggle against fascism and for dem-
ocracy, and the colonial military
fascist rule of U.5. ilmperialism

and 1ts stooges 1= sinking into a
serious crisis,

"In an endeavour to save themselves
from crisis, U.S5. imperialism and
south Horea's ruling clique are inten-
sifying their fascist repression

of the south Korean people and further
stepping up their preparations of war
against the northern half of the
Republie,

|

"However history is not moving as the
imperialists and their lackeys expect
but advancing steadily as the people,
makers of history, wish and act.

"If the south Korean rulers continue

to suppress at the point of the bayonet
the people's discontent and wrath
that 1is underlying south Korean soc-
lety, it wlll result in a greater
revolutionary explosion.

"If revolution takes place in south
Korea, we as one and the same nation,
will not just look at it with folded
arms but will strongly support the
south Korean people.”

The prospects for the future are
indeed bright for the Korean people, as
thev are for the peoples of the world,
Perservering in the struggle to reunify
their nation, théy are increasingly
winning the support of the world's
people, Knowing this, the U,S, imper-
ialists have tried many tricks to hold
back the inevitable, Their latest has
been to spread rumors in both the domestic
and international press that Korea has
lost the support of its long-time friend
and comrade~in-arms, the People's
Republic of China. In order to raise
doubts and demoralize the masses, the
imperialists claim that China no longer
supports the plan of the DFRK for reunif-
ication,

It is the re=ponsibility of all pro-
gressive and revolutionary people to
expose this imperialist manuever., This
can easily be done by reading the Joint
Communique of the People's Republiec of
China and the Democratic People's Rep-
ublic of Korea. The Joint Communique,
written in April 1975, reaffirms the unity
between the PRC and the DPRK. "It has
been cemented with blood in the protracted
strugele against common enemies, It is
indestructible.” It states firmly that
"completely identical views were reached
on all the guestions discussed."

"The two sides point out with great
satisfaction that this visit of Pres-
ident Kim I1 Sung at the head of the
Korean Party and Government Deleg-
ation t& the People's Republic of
China has been crowned with complete
success and has made an important
contribution to the further strength-
ening of the militant friendship and
great unity of the Chinese and Korean
Farties and the two countries and
peoples as well as to the further-
ance of the united anti-imperialist
revolutionary cause of the people of
the world." (from the Joint Communi-
que

As revolutionaries in the U,5, commit-
ted to the destruction of U.S. imperialism,
we too rejoice at the advances of the
Korean people's struggle and the strength-
ening of militant unity and friendship
between the People's Republic of China

United States Threatens War:

KOREAN PEOPLES STRUGGLE ADVANGES

In the first part of thls article
(Palante, Vol. 1, ##@), we briefly dis-
cussed the period following World War
II -- when the U.S5. launched the "cold
war," Internationally, the goal of the
"cold war" was to stop the advance of
communism and weaken and eventually
destroy the growing soclalist camp,
which was headed at that time by the
land of Bolshevism, the Soviet Union,
led by Joseph Stalin. Domestically,
the monopoly capitalists were caught in
the grips of a post-war economic
recession and faced an increasingly
militant labor movement, The imperial-
ists' spokesmen increased thelr demands
for &tion against the "red menace" at
home and abroad. Every struggle agalinst
exploitation and oppression in the U.S.
was seen as evidence of "communist
penetration,” and so steps were taken
to halt the "red tide.,"

REPRESSION AT HOME DURING THE
KOREAN WAR

In June 1947, the U.S. Congress
passed the Taft-Hartley Bill. This bill
was written by the National Association
of Manufacturers -- an assoclatlion of
the biggest monopoly capitalists whose
goal was, and still is, to lnsure a
"olimate favorable for the development
of free enterprise.”

The Taft-Hartley Bill was almed at
crippling the trade unions and rooting
out growing communist influence among
the workers. Its provisions included:
the courts had the power to fine labor
unions for alleged viclations. A 60
day cooling off perliod Was- established
during which strikes could not be called.
Mass picketing was outlawed. Unions
could be sued for "unfair labor practices.”
The closed shop (union shop) was out-
lawed. It authorized employer inter-
ference with attempts by workers to
join unions. It outlawed secondary
boycotts (boycott of a store that was
selling the products of a company whose
workers were striking).

"Through these provisions an employer
could break a strike through injunct-
ions against picketing and other
standard strike procedures. He could
refuse to bargain collectively, eved
by shutting down his plant to prevent
negotiations. He could destroy union
treasuries by suit, keep the open shop
by legal threats against his workers,
put company spies back into unions
powerless to eject them under the law
as long as they pald their dues. The
-employer could circumvent uynion dem-
ocracy by charging any effective tiade
unionist with being a Communist,
making his election unlikély, and lay-
ing the basis of perjury proceedings
if he were elected." (Labor's Untold

Story, p.348)

So, in preparation for war abroad,
the monopoly capitalists increasingly
pushed "anti-communist measures," Every
worker and union member could be forced
to sign oaths swearing that they were not
communists. (Many unions maintain these
clauses today, and this kind of red-
baiting 1s belng used more and more as
imperialism sinks deeper into crisis.)
Anything progressive was labelled "red"
and described as a "communist conspiracy?
Even refusing to red-bait and conduct
witch-hunts in your union or organization
vwere considered proof that you were a
communist,

In case the various repressive laws

didn't stop the rising wave of domestlic
unrest and protest, the bourgeoisie

made further preparations. In 1950, the
Internal Security Act, also known as the
MeCarran Act, was passed, setting up six
vdetention camps” in the U.S. This Act
gave the U,S. president the power to
declare an "internal security emergency
in the event of any one of the following:
1) invasion of the territory of the U.S.
or its possessions; 2) Declaration of war
by Congress; or 3) Insurrection within
the U.S. in aid of a foreign enemy."

If an "internal security emergency” is
declared, the Attorney General has the
power to apprehend and detaln, without
charges or warrents, "in such places of
detention as may be provided by him...
all persons as to whom there is reasonable
ground to believe that such person :
probably will engage in or probably will
conspire with others to engage in acts

of espionage and sabotage."”

Construction of the "detention camps
began in 1952, during the Korean War, They
were finished in 1954,

The FBI, which has primary respon-
slbllity for determining who would be
placed in these "detention camps,"
conslders most rebellions and strikes to
be "communist-inspired"--what the McCar-

ran Act calls inspired by "foreign enemies.

It is easy to see who this law willl be
used against.

During the Korean War, Democratic
Senator James Eastland insisted that
he had "reliable information" that 50,000
communists were ready to overthrow the
U.S. government. He urged that massive
police roundups take place and the det-
ention centers be used, He said:

"If we are to keep faith with those
of our flesh and blood who e facling
the bullets of the Communists on the
battlefields of Korea, the least

we can do is to promptly seize and
detaln under lock and key, each and
everyone of the 50,000 ldentiflable,
trained and hardened traitors.,"

During this time, the FBI and the
Justice Department®s Internal Security
Division stepped up their work of com-
piling "pick-up 1lists" which identified
"dangerous subversives for immediate
arrest"” at a time of "emergency."

Today, as the U.5. prepares for
another war, it 1s important to~note
that the McCarran Act is still on the
books. Recently, as a matter of fact,
the FBI admitted publically the exist-
ance of the "subversive pick-up lists"
for the first time,

The educational system was also
mobilifzed in the battle against the
"red menace.” In the 1950 Master Plan
Study for the City University of New
York, for instance, the responszibilities
of the colleses were made clear, They
must combat "allen ideologles" and
inculcate Americanism, Class and race
differences were to be smcothed over
so that New York's children could
"become Americans in loyalty, language
and outlook.” Two tactics were used
to meet these goals. On the one hand,
"radicals" and "extremists" were purged
from the colleges == both students and
faculty. On the other hand, more subtle
forms of .indoctrination were used,
Teachers were trained to emphasize
individualism, the merits of free
enterprise and the absence of any
serlous class or racial confliets in
America, The objective was "to teach
our yoirg people’ that ‘the Ambericdr
system works," SRR

" ive enthusiasm and energies and break

" of the entire people,

These are just a few examples of
how the bourgeoisie mobllized all its
institutions and its entlre state
apparatus to crush the growlng struggles
domestically and maintain the control
necessary at home in order to wage its
imperialist war in Korea., These
repressive tactics did not end with
the Korean War -- but we shall take
that subject up in other articles.
For our purposes here, we will now
examine what was happening in Korea
following the end of the war,

IN THE NOTHERN FART OF KOREA

Following the Korean ¥ar and the
founding and successful defense of the
Democratic People's Republic of Korea
(DPRK) -- the Korean people, led by the
Korean Workers' Party headed by Pres-
ident Kim II Sung, faced the task of
constructing a soclalist soclety.

Working hard and relying on thelr
own strength, the people of the DFRK
built their poor and backward country
into a prosperous socialist state, Towns
and villages were rebuilt. Factories
were constructed, and people®s living
conditions were improved. The Korean
Workers' FParty called on all the
working people "to display hizh creat-

through all difficulties to rush ahead
in the spirit of Chollima." (The
Chollima Movement combined ideclogical
struggle to educate and remould the F
world outlock of the working people,
with the drive to establish the policy
of self-reliance and increase production
and technological and economic gruuth.}

Proving once again the masses are
indeed the makers of history, the people
of the northern half of Korea made great
girides foward in socialist construction.
By 1967, industrial output increased 22
times as compared with 1948, Consumer
goods of a high quality were belng
produced in ever-increasing quantities.
Froduction of crops, vegetables, fruits,
and animal products rose. Today, the
DFEK is self-sufficient in food grain
and is developing all branches of its
agriculture to a higher level.

Great efforts were also made to
educate and train, most especially the
youth, but also adults who were denied
the opportunity for an education under
the Japanese imperialists. The socialist,
state, the dictatorship of the proletariat,
took the responsibility for the educaiion
President Kim Il
Sung recently saids

“This means that more than half of
the population, in addition to those
who study while on the job, recelve
education at the expense of the state.
Educating more that half of the
population at state expense involves
large spendings. However, we do not
regard it as a burden; we are proud
of 1t, It is rather hard for us nowW,
but the prospects are very bright.

“Our people educated by our Farty
will never again be subjugated by
the imperialists or return to the
society where exploitation and oppre-
ssion prevail."

In the DPRK, a socialist soclety,
there is no wealthy class 1living off the
labor of others, All the people work,
receive free education and free medical
care,

50Z of all student sports act-
ivities, and the cutting of 307
of the high school paraprofes—
sional staff.

In order to try and sup-
press the students and youth,
the capitalists have increased
the repressive apparatus. For
example, in Chicago, nearly
$3 million is being spent on
school securfty. In New York,
510 millign s being spent to
pay for guards, special aides,
and expensive security equip-
ment. Sophisticated security
systems have beep installed in
‘thousands of schools across
the U.5., including closed-
circuit television and elec-
tronic censors.

The bourgeoisie, knowing
that the militant student move-
ment will grow from these con-
ditions are already planning
methods to suppress the strug-
gles—-these include outright
physical suppression as well
ag more subtle methods. In a
New York Times article, Ronald
A. Wolk, vice-president of
Brown University states:

"If higher education is

to aveid a repeat of the
turbulent sixties, admin-
istrators, faculty, stu-
dents and trustees will
have to work together to
deal quickly and effec~
tively with the import-
ant issues under the
budget controvVersSy. ...

The best hope for colleges
and universities is to
minimize the hurt and

harm as much as peossible,
And this can only be
accomplished if the aca-
demic community really
behaves like a community."

The plan of the capitalists
is to have the university mana-
gerial strata (i.e., college
presidents, administrators, etc.
who run the schools for the
imperialists) pose as "friends"
of the students and attempt to
have students unite with these
functionaries of imperialism to
"share" the burden of this
crisis. In order for the mana-
gerial strata of the universi-
ties to try and co-opt the
spontaneous upsurge of the stu-
dent struggles and channel it
into reformism ("write your
congressman"), they try to
raise immediate economic demands
to rally the students around
them, and then make general
calls for demonstrations at the
Mayor's house or the Gouvernor's
mansion, or even call for peace-
ful strikes. For example, many
of the SEEK administrators who
are out and out bourgeois flunk-
ies and reactionaries, all of a
sudden are posing as "friends"
of the students. In a situatien
like this, we must not follow
the class-collaborationist po-
licy of uniting with the bour-
geois managerial strata for the
demands, but rather must expose
their imperialist aims and
unite with the students on the
immediate demands and link it
to our long-range goal of the
gocialist revolution. We must
also expose and smash any at-
tempt by the administrators to
twin over the' 'most backward, and
even reactionary students: like

the Jewish Defemse League, to
suppress the revolutionary
movement .

Revolutionary students and
youth must not confine the
struggle to the immediate eco-
nomic demands, because this will
only aid the bourgeoisie's plan
of keeping our struggles on an
economic level. In a New York
Times article, the bourgeoisie
states, "the fssue fn 1975 (and
for next few years} is economic."

This is a distortion of
objective facts, because the
present economic crisis stems
from the economic and political
crisis that U.S. imperfalism
finds itself In at home and
abroad. It is for these very
reasons that the present cut-
backs, rise in educational costs,
ete. are all manifestations of
the crisis of imperialism.

Already, a spontaneous
student-youth upsurge has de=
veloped throughout the U.S.
Revolutionaries have Initiated
and united many of these strug-
gles and are building a rev-
olutionary, anti-imperialist
student-youth movement. More
and mere students and youth are
turning to Marxism-Leninism-
Mao Tse Tung Thought as the
only tool to help them under-
stand what is happening and
why and how to move ahead.

The students are fighting for
many concrete and immediate
demands. In the colleges:

No cutbacks in special programs,
like Open Admissions and SEEK;
no cuts In financtfal aid; stop
layoffs of all campus workers:
end all attacks on oppressed
nationalities——hands off Black,
Puerto Rican and Asian Studies:
no tuition: no raise in student
fees: stop all firings of fac-
ulty;: workers and students unite
with the national liberation
gtruggles to defeat U.S5. imper-
ialism. In the high schools,
some of the demands are: End
the tracking system; no cutbacks.
in programs that enable working

class youth to enter college:
jmplement Black and Puerto

Riecan history classes; end po-
litical repression and censor-
ship; stop the firing of teach-
ers and workers; end attacks on
oppressed nationalities--hands
off bilingual programs; expose
and smash bourgeois decadent
culture designed to pacify and
divert the youth.

We've seen how student
struggles, aided by revolution-
aries armed with the theory of
Marxism-Leninism, have begun
to struggle to defend the gains
won in the past and to extend
these gains. Last year, thou-
sands of students demonstrated
in protest against cutbacks,
tuition raises, in support of
the national liberation strug-
gles, against discrimination

WORKERS AND STUDENTS UNITE
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in the schools, etc. We have
the examples of militant actions
and takeovers at Broocklyn Col-
lege, Hunter College, City
College, Lehman College, John
Jay College, Fordham University,
Brown University, Livingston
College, to mame just a few.
Taking the lead in these strug-
gles have been the working

class students, especially

from the oppressed nationalities.

At the same time, the
struggle against .the weaknesses
and errors of the past that
still exist must be stepped up
and taken to a higher level.
Key to resolving this is the
spread of and implementation of
Marxist-Leninist theory as a
guide to action in the course
of our struggle.

STUDENT CONFERENCE

Many of us in the Puerto
Rican Revolutionary Workers
Organization have emerged from
student and youth struggles
briefly discussed in this
article. As stated, we see the
need to develop a very strong
revolutionary movement among
the students and youth as a
component part of the United
Front Against Imperialism.

We believe that using Marxism-
Leninism to correctly sum-up
the period of the 60's and
early 70's, drawing lessions,
and analyzing the present
objective conditions facing the
students and youth and the sit-
uation of the revolutionary
forces will aid us in having

a better understanding of how
to achieve our revolutionary
goals.

In light of this, in the
near future we will be publish-
ing a pamphlet on the student-
youth movement (i.e., college
and high school movement). At
the same time, we will be mak-
ing a call for revolutionary-
minded students to attend a
conference on the student-youth
movement which we'll be spon-
soring. The specifics of the
conference will be published
soon. The purpose of the con-
ference will be to provide a
Marxist-Leninist summation and
analysis of the student-youth
movement and how we must pro-
ceed in fulfilling our respon-
gibilities to the working class
and oppressed masses by build=-
ing the revolutionary, anti-
imperialist student-youth move-
ment.

Puerto Rican Student Union
originated from these struggles.

On”" May 4, 1970, & Eent
State students were killed by
the National Guard while pro-
testing the U.S. invasion of
Cambodia. Hundreds of campus-
es were closed down by angry
students protesting the war
and the murders.

On May 14, 1970, 2 Black
students were killed by police
at Jackson State College, Mis-
sigsippi.

On Augunst 29, 1970, thous-
ands, of Chicano students par-
ticipated in the Historic.
Natienal Chicano Moratorium
againqt the War.

In September 1970, over
1,000 students and youth attendw
ed a two—~day conference called
by the Young Lords Party and
Puerto BRican Student Union at
Columbia University in NYC. One
of the results of this
conference was the formation of
Liberate Puerto Rico HNow
Committees around the country,

During 1970, the Third
World Student League was formed
‘in NY. It led the rebellions
in Morris High School against
political censorship and re-
pression and mass demonstra-
tions against cuts in bus and
train passes for high school
students.

Nationwide protests follow-
ed the murder of 2 Black stu-
dents at Southern University,
Louyisiana. TIn NYC, the Third
Warld CUNY Coalition led a
demonstration of 700 students
and youthlis through Harlem pro-
testing the murders.

In the Spring of 1973, the
Third Woerld CUNY Coalition
initiated a sepies of demon-
stration and a takeover at CCHNY
protesting cutbacks.

In this period there were
also a series of youth rebel-
lions in Black and Puertoc Rican
communities all over the U,S5.
In the high schools, the youth
organized struggles around
repressfon, for democratic
rights, exposed the tracking
system, for Black and Puerto
Rican history courses, for
train and bus passes, etc. In
NYC, militant high school
struggles that led to arrests,
erupted in Morris H.S5., Bran-
deis and Haarefi (to name but a
few). A coalition called the
MYC Black and Puerto Rican
High -School Coalitiom, which
consistted of students from
Brandeis, Haaren, Food and
Maritime Trades, George Wash-
ington, Taft, Morris, Framklin,
and others were united around
a ten-point program fashioned
after the programs of the
Black Panther Party and the
Young Lords Farty.

The student and youth
struggles during the 1960's
and early 1970's were objective-
ly anti-imperialist struggles.
From them emerged many revolu-
tionaries and communists.

Though many revolutionary
organizations were formed and
aided in providing direction
for many of these struggles,
that period was characterized
by spontaneity, eclecticism

and various other weaknesses.
Due to the lack of a genuine
communist party to provide a
conscious leadership and
guidance to these struggles,
the student movement was scat-
tered and plagued with many
problems, The student organi-
zations followed the teachings
of Malecolm X, Fanon, Nkrumah,
Che, Fidel Castro, Albizu Cam~
pos, and Mac Tse Tung. Essen-~
tially, this was a period where
eclecticism predominated., The
systematic use of Marxism-Len-
inism-Mao Tse Tung Thouglt as
the revolutionary theory to
guide the revolutionary move-
ment was very low.

This weakness on the part
of the revolutionary forces,
coupled with the capitalist
tactics of repression (i.e.,
the suppression, arrests and
killings of students and rev-
olutionary leaders), reformism
(the utilization of so-called
"leaders" and reformist lack-
ies in the student governments)
which channeled the student
struggles into electoral poli-
tics and legalism, the spread
of bourgeois, decadent culture
among the youth--and all of
these aided by revisionism and

trotskyism--led the flow per-
iod of struggle during the
1960's and early 1970's to move
into a temporary ebb period.

Nevertheless, this recent
ebb period has been utilized by
the revolutionary forces to
sum-up the struggles of the
sixties, to examine the strengths

“ and weaknesses. Revolution-—
ary student organizations, with
the aid of communists, have be-
gun to recognize the spontaneity
and eclecticism that has perme-
ated the student and vouth move-
ments. Communists among the
students and youth have initiated
the struggle against erroneous
tendencies of anti-communism,
against white national chauvinism
(which has been and remains the
main danger in regards to the
national question), against nar-
row nationalism (whether it be
Pan-Africanism or reactionary
cultural nationalism of other
oppressed nationalities), and
against reformism and adventur-
ism. This leads us to the
present situation which confronts

the students and youth in the
U.s.

PRESENT SITUATECON OF THE
STUDENT AND YOUTH MOVEMENTS

In the colleges and high
schools, the students are fac-
ing some very harsh effects of
the present imperialist erisis.
In order for the capitalists
to continue their profits
{especially in light of the
fact that the U.S., imperial-
ists have been losing many of
their markets and sources of
super—-profits because of the
victories of the Third World
struggles), they have been
raising the cost of living,
etc. and cutting back on many
essential services and pro-
grams. In the educational
system, they are cutting
back on many of the concessions
that they were forced to make
during the 60's and early 70's:
Open Admissions, Black, Puerto

Rican and Asian Studies, cutg
in financial aid, Increases ip
tuition and fees, elimination
of institutions, departments
and.programs that students
fought for and won.

S e nd
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The cost of attending
college has gone up all over
the U.S. The average chargea §
for tuition, room and board
in private colleges went up
from $2,920 in 1970 to 54,328 i
in 1974. The cost of attend-
ing public universities went !
up from $1,363 in 1970 to 4
$2,115 in 1974. This year the &
average cost of attending a '
four-year public college will
be 52,679. The average at a
private college will be 54,391,

At the same time, all
colleges have had their budgets
cut. The City University of
NY has planned a cut of 5119
million for this September sem- !
esgster. Already class rooms are i
becoming larger, with less |
teachers. 20,000 incoming :
freshmen are beipg denied adw
missions. Student financial
aid has been cut, and student
fees have doubled. SEEK, Cel-
lege Discovery and other
special programs are being
eliminated. 870 part—time in=
structors and 577 full-time
teachers are being fired,

P

The Open Admissiion program
has alsoc been sabotaged. The
already high drop-out rates
for Open Admissions students
(in Brooklyn College, 66X-75%;
Hunter College, 33%-50%) will
be increased by cuts in finan-
cial aid, special tutoring and
remedial courses, and counselors.
The smaller classes called for
in the Open Admissions program
are being eliminated as Ffaculty
are fired and class size is
increased. Once again, the
oppressed nationalities are
hardest hit by the crisis.
This is also seen in the firing
of cafeteria and maintenance
workers in the schools, mostly
Black and Latin.

This situation has been
used to fill the capitalists'
needs. Recently a commission
set up by Rockefeller, the
Keppel Commission, stated that
there were too many B.A.'s on
the job market; and there was
a need for more college stud- !
ents to attend the two-year
community colleges in order to
track students into the labor
needs of the capitalists. The
fact of too many B.A.'s can be
seen in the situation where
so many college graduates can=
not find jobs, ending up eith=
er working in more menial jobs,
joining the unemployment ranks,
going ta typaining programs, OF
joining the mercenary volunteer
army. The same applies for the
majority of the high school
youth. The drop-out rates for
college and high scheol youth
has increased a great deal.

In the high schools and
elementary schools, the crisis
has led to increases in class |
size, laying off 20% of the
teaching staff, ending school |
lunches for tens of thousands
of students, eliminating 73%
of the evening high schools,

Colleges, high schools,
grade schools, ete. are insti-
tutions of the capitalist class
and aid its state apparatus
in maintaining the capitalists
in power.

U.S. imperialists in suppressing the national
liberation struggles. At the same time, the
Soviet Union is rushing in to fill the "vacum"
- dincluding in Puerto Rico. Everywhere it seeks
to take advantage of the U.S. imperialists'
weaknesses. It has replaced U.S5. troops with
Soviet troops in Laos. It urges the Middle East
nations who have broken with the U.5. to let it
saet up bases on their soil. It uses arms sales
to control the internal policies of these
countries and make them dependent upon it and
and then as a lever to force them to follow the
Soviet line. It has asked the Vietnamese to
allow them to set up a naval base on their soil.
It already has thousands of troops and axrcraft
in Hungary, Czechoslovakia, Poland and Germany.
It has turned Cuba into a Soviet satellite and
mouthpiece for Soviet policy. This is comnsistent
with their overall treacherous policy. While
posing as friends of the nationmal liberation
struggles, they have:

1. Refused support to the Phillipine people
in their struggle for liberation.

2. Supported the Lon Nol clique in Cambodia.

3. Withheld support from the Algerian revo-
lutionary forces, until victory was cer-
tain, saying that Algeria's liberation
was "an internmal affair of France".

Like the U.S5., Soviet social-imperialism is
an imperialist expansiconary power. Both countries
constantly strive to extend their markets, their
spheres of influence, hegemony over the world's
people.

The Soviet social-imperialism are wvery
happy to see the Puerto Rican people opposing U.S§
imperialism, especially since the struggle at
this time is not being led by a truly Communist
Party. It's motives in this are in accord with
its objective position as a rival of U.S8. imper-
ialism. Within the broad anti-imperialist move-
ments in Puerto Rico and the U.S. however, the
Soviet social-imperialists have their agents,
the PSP and the "CPUSA". These people try to en-
gsure that the US. imperialists remain the only
target of attack. They try to stifle attacks on
both superpowers, and play up the Soviet social-
imperialists as friends of Puerto Rico. They at-
tack the Chinese ‘'revolution and "Maoism"™ as an
enemy of Puerto Rico.

It is in this light that the Intermational
Conference in Solidarity with the Independence
of Puerteo Rico being held in Havana, Cuba must
be analyzed. This conference was set up by the
Soviet Union, through its front organization
the World Peace Council and is supported by the
Cuban Revolutionary government which recently
hosted a meeting of Soviet-controlled parties
of Latin America wheo publically attacked the
People's Republic of China.

While they excluded the true friends of the
Puerto Rican masses and the world people, the
CPC and PLA, they open the 4#6r for the real
enemies, among them the leadership of PSP as well
as the members of the CC of the CPUSA(R), who are
included in the U.S. delegation to the confer=
ence. The "CPUSA"™ believes in and pushes that we
can get socialism peacefully. They do not. believe

that armed struggle is the only means of libera-
tion. It was exactly this same line prnmoted by
the "CP" of Chile which disarmed the Chilean
workers, setting them up for a TaSﬁacre and a
fascist coup. This is what the "CP" has to

offer Puerto Rico.

The Havana Conference will be used to push
the treacherous idea of "detente"- that the
possibility of a world without war exists today
because U.S. imperialism is becoming more "rea-
sonable" and is ready to relax tensions. What
faollaws from this, according to the Soviets and
their supporters, is that countries must not
upset the "world balance of forces that is being
achieved" because this might lead to a nuclear
war. Therefore smaller countries have to limig
their "sovereignty" and come under the influence
of one or the other superpower.

PSP has called the "CP"USA a fraternal
organization. PSP not only defends Soviet
social-imperialism, but unites with them in
pushing revisionist theories like "detente",
whieh was put forward by Juan Mari Bras,
Secretary General of FSP at the PSP at the Ock.
27th rally in NYC last year.

"Washington has seen itself forced
to retreat to a certain degree of
softening in its line towards the
two great powers of the socialist
camp, the USSR and the People's
Republic of China... The relaxing
of temsion is limited in its
immediate effects at least to

the sphere of relations between
the Great Powers, and in any case,
the European Panorama."

.1. He states that the USSR 1is a s@cCialist
country, still peddling the line of a socialist
camp. This completely belittles the worldwide
significance of the rise of social-imperialism
and the restoration of capitalism in the Soviet
Union and the subsequent split of the socialist
camp, part of the struggle against the modern
revisionists, Khruschev and Co, led by the CPC
and the PLA.

.2. U.5., imperialism never relaxes tensions.
Imperialis®m's nature is to be aggressive and ex-
pleitive in its drive for more and more profits.
In reality, the U.5. caught in the grip of a
worldwide crisis has intensified its counter-
revoluionary efforts, hoth abroad and at home.
Mari Bras' slander is in direct contradiction te
the line of the internaional communist movement,
which recognizes that far from being an area of
"relaxed tension", Europe is the focal point of
the superpowers' contention and collusion.

These friends of the social=imperialists
will lead the national liberation struggle of
Puerto Rico into the neo-colonialist lap of the
Soviet revisionists. Such has been the case in
Cuba, which has been made financially dependent
on the Soviet imperialists- who don't want Cuba
to be self-reliant. In Sept. 1973, at the con-
ference of Non-Aligned nations in Algiers,
Cuban Premier Fidel Castroc was booed by the
Third World countries, who know too well what
Soviet "aid" means, for attempting to raise the
USSR as a "friend of the Third World".

At this time, Puerto Rico lacks a penuine
zommunist party. This is one of the things hold-
ing back the struggle there. In the absence of
2 Party leading a genuine fight against both
superpowers and for real liberation, the revisio-
nists in Puerto Rico are trying to bring it under
the international revisionist wing. In relation
to this, the Havana Conference is a political
football being used by the revisionists to cap-
ture the righteous struggle of the Puerto Rican
people against one superpower and tie it to the
other superpower and confuse the people by
attacking their real freinds, It is a set-up.

The revisionists say that China doesn't
support the national liberation struggles. They
Lgnore the fact that just last week, the
Peoples's Republic of China showed its support
for the liberation of Puerto Rico by
refusing to allow the mayor of San Juan
a comprador lackey of U.S. imperialism, to

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BUILD THE REVOLUTIONARY STUDENT-

The effects of the present
capitalist crisis on the work-
ing class and oppressed masses
is clearly seen. The rising
inflation, unemployment, lay-
offs, and cutbacks haven't been
coming to an end as the bour-
geoisie claims, but have con-
tinued to go Higher. How the
working class suffers and the
finance capitalists gain from
this ecrisis can be seen clear-
ly in NYC's so-called "fiscal
crisis.” The banks and mono-
poly capitalists continue to
make profits while the city
workers get laid off, have
their wages frozen for 3 vears,
and face a continuously rising
cost of laving.

Students and youth too
have been hit by severe attacks

because of this crisis. Stu=
dents and youth are a strata
in class society—-—i.e.; they

are not a class of themselves,
but rather are, composed of
students and youth from differ-
ent classes, such as the pro-

letariat, the petty-bourgeoisie,

and the bourgeoisie. In the
present crisis, most affected
among the students and youth
are those from the working
class, especially the oppres-
sed nmationalities.
