Puerto Rico es una colonia del
imperialismo EE.UU.

Puerto Rico es utilizado por
los imperialistas como un mercado
para sus inversiones ventajosas.
Por ejemplo en la industria qui-
mica la proporcion de ganancias es

- de un promedio de 48,9% en Puerto
Rico comparado con un 5% en los
EE.UU. En Jmaquinaria electrica,
la propocion de ganancias es de un
promedio de 26.1% en P.R, comparado
con 3.3% en los EE.UU.

Las Corporaciones Americanas
que se expanden hacia Puerto Rico
no tienen que pagar impuestos .
locales ni federales por sus ganan-
cias. El gobierno colonial les
ofrece a las corporaciones una
rebaja de 25% en los costos labor-
ales por los primeros dos afos, y
un programa de entrenamiento gratis,

Un 85% de los negocios en P.R.
son controlados por capital ameri-
cano., Las ganancias de estas
inversiones llegaron a $583 millones
en el 1970,

EQue significa esta colgnizaciéﬁ
para el pueblo puertorriqueno?

En Puerto Rico el desempleo
se mantiene alto para garantizar
una fuente de mano de obra barata.
Hoy dfa el desempleo es "oficial-
mente" 20%. En realidad es como
40% cuando se incluyen los niles
que se han frustado en 1la busgue-
da de empleo, no incluidos en las
estadisticas oficiales,

Al mismo tiempo, la paga en
P.R. es mitad de 1lo que es en 1os
EE.UU. y el costo de vida 25% m@ﬁ
que aquf. Un 50% de 1la poblacion
esta usando estampillas de comida.

Los imperialistas EE,UU y
sus titeres coloniales mantienen 1la
Paga al m q;mo cuando- evitan la
unionizacion de los obreros. Sola-
mente uno de cada cuatro obreros

puertorriquenos. (25%) estan union-
ados. Ellos justifican esto dic-
iendo que las uniones "ahuyentan"
los inversionistas americanos.

A Puerto Rico se le prohibe
hacer comercio con otros paises,
solamente con los EE,UU,, hasta el
punto que P.R. es el mayor consum-
idor per capita de productos
estadouniense en el mundo,.

35% de las mujeres de edad
procreativa han sido esterilizadas.

13% del terreno puertorriquefio
es ocupado por bases militares de
EE,UU, Esta tremenda presencia
militar la utilizan para asegurarse
de un "ambiente politico sumamente
estable" - para estar seguro que
las intrigas para hacer ganancias
de los EE.UU. no sean perturbados.

Traba jando para mantener al
pueblo puertorriqueno esclavizado
al imperialismo EE.UU., el gobern-
ador,colonial, Rafael Hernandez
Colon, y el gobierno titere y
reaccionario infatigablemente
buscan modos de acomodar el capi-
tal estadouniense en Puerto Rico.

"E1l pueblo del estado libre
asociado necesita empleos y
quiere trabajar. Nosotros les
ofrecemos a lqg manufactureros
una combinacion de exenciones
contributivas, mano de obra en
abundancia, y asistencia en el
manejo de negocios que ha
resultado en increibles ganan-
cias en industria tods indust-
ria - en la mayoria de los
casos el doble de ganancias
comparables a las del contin-
ente, y en algunas industrias
hasta mucho mas.

"En Puerto Rico se pueden
hacer buenas gananecias, y ret-
enerlas, No creo que uno
puede gozar del lujo de pasar

por alto a Puerto Rico cuando
se esta con51der§ndo cualquier
plan de expansjon." (Cita de

DONDE HAY OPRESION HAY
RESISTENCIA

El pueblo puertorriquetio
tiene una larga historia de
resistencia contra el imperialismo
norteamericano. El levantamiento
del 30 de octubre de 1950 en
Jayuya demostro la determinacioh
del pueblo puertorriqueno para
luchar por su libertad. Otro
ejemplo serla el del ataque armado
al congreso por miembros del Part-
ido Nacionalista de Puerto Rico:
los prisioneros politicos del
Partido Nacionalista son un ejemplo
v1v1en§e de la lucha por la lib-
eracion de Puerto Rico,

La marejada de la rebelioﬁ ha
continuado su ascenso en Puerto
Rico al igual que lo ha hecho en
las colonias y las naciones oprimi-
das a través del mundo. Durante
los ultimos dos anos ha habido una
oleada de huelgas militantes en
las industrias claves de la isla.
Recientemente hubo un paro general
del trabajo efectuado por mas de
200,000 empleados piblicos. Estas
protestas en masa por los obreros
puertorriquenos se ha enfrentado a
la escalonante’represioﬁ, tal como
la movilizacion de la Guardia Nac-
ional, y el encarcelamiento de
obreros activos y militantes, ¥y
revolucionarios,

Un ejemplo de esto es el caso
de Federico Cintron Fiallo, el
Secretario Ejecutivo del Movimiento
Obrero Unido MOU. E1 MOU es una
coalicion de alrededor de 40 sindi-
catos que representan a mas de
40,000 obreros. Cintron Fiallo es
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el fundador del Gremioc Puerto-
rriqueno de Trabajadores, el cual
esta afiliado al MOU., Su trabajo
en interes de la clase obrera
resultd en su eleccion dos afios
atﬁgs al liderato de MOU, y tam-
bién lo hizo blanco de la rama
represiva de la burgues{a norte-
americaqa y sus lacayos coloniales
que estan intentando aplastar el
moviemiento obrero organizado en
Puerto Rico.

EL CASO DE FEDERICO CINTRON
FIALIO

En la mafana dell3 de agosto
de 1975, agentes del FBI y miembros
del Cuerpo de Investigaciones
Criminales de Puerto Rico (CIC)

fueron a la casa de Federico
Cjntron Fiallo y lo arrestaron.
Los arragentes, armados con rifles
M-16 le acusaron de haber partici-
pado en el asalto a mano armada
ocurrido en el Banco Popular de
Puerto Rico. Se le fi3jd una
fianza de $500,000 al ser proce-
sado por un Gran Jurado Federal.

El juez que le impuso una
fianza tan alta fue Juan R.
Torruellas. El afio pasado Torruel-
las era el consejero legal de la
Corporacion Westinghouse, una de
las muchas corporaciones de los
EU agarradas a Puerto Rico chupan-
dole ganancias. En ese mismo ano

este sehor fue uno de los represen-

tantes de la Westinghouse en las
negociaciones contractuales con
obreros afiliados al Gremio
Puertorriqueno de Traba jadores.
Las negoci%piones se llevaron a
cabo despues de largos meses de
huelsa militante. En las negocia-
ciones las demandas de los obreros
fueron representadas por un comite
de la planta encabezado por Federico
Cintron Fiallo.

Este es el primer caso de
mayor categor{a Juzgado por Torrue-
llas desde su reciente nombra-
miento. a la Corte Federal. ’Se esta
pasando juicio sobre Cintron Fiallo
quien, en el pasado, se le enfrentd
defendiendo los intereses de los
obreros. Las lealtades de Torruel-
las se ven a leguas; al imponer una
fianza tan alta, le estaba sirvien-
do a sus amos imperialistas,

‘Estando en la prision, Cintron
Fiallo fue amenazado por dos repre-
sentantes del departamento de
Justicili de los EE,UU, quienes
le dijeron que seria torturado si
no admitia su culpabil%gad o si no
les daba la informacion que.ellos
.querian, La prensa purguesa trab-
ajo muy bien en conjunto con los
imperialistas tratando de respon-
sabilizar al liderato del movimiento

Ya muchas uniones en Puerto it
Rico han denunciado esta fabricacion
y arresto de Cintron Fiallo y se
ha organizado un’‘comite de defensa,
Recientemente, Cintrod fue puesto
en libertad con $25,000 de fianza -
cuando la Corte Federal del Distri-
to de Boston, la cual dirige las
cortes coloniales de Puerto Rico,
decidio que la fianza impuesta era
"exesivamente alta."

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LECCIONES DE C “II.

E1'11 de septiembre de 1973, se efectud en Chile un golpe
.de estado militar. Entre sus resultados, el derrocamiento del
gobierno de Unidad Popular-y la muerte del Presidente, Salva-
.dor Allende, un patriota dedicado a la lucha anti-imperialista,
que lucho valientemente en inter€s de las masas chilenas y que
era querido por todos. En su lugar, una junta militar de
extrema derecha, dirigida por el general Augusto Pinochet Ug-
arte, y otros 1{deres militares. Estos procedieron de in-
mediato a amontonar a miles de personas en los estadios depor=
tivos, que fueron usados como campos de detencidn.

Muchas de estas personas fueron brutalmente asesinadas,
as{ como otros muchos que fgeron masacrados en las calles, en
sus trabajos, etc...De un dia para otro, estos fascistas eli-
minaron muchos de los logros democriticos por 1os que el
pueblo chileno habfa luchado y por los que habfa derramado su
sangre. Hasta hoy dfa, este "reino de terror que los mismos
hitlerianos hubiesen envidiado" contimfa.

fiste fue un trégico evento en la historia de la lucha
del pueblo chileno, el proletariado internacional y los
pueblos oprimidos del mundo. Es responsibilidad de los
marxistas-leninistas genuinos el resumlr esta experiencia
y extraer lecciones de ella para as{ poder fortalecer nues=
tras filas y permitirnos continuar apoyando la lucha del
pueblo chileno.

En este artfculo, examinaremos varios eventos anteriores
al golpe: el rol de los imperialistas de los EE.UU. - parti-
cularmente a trav€s de las operaciones secretas de la G,
y el rol de los traicioneros enemigos del proletariado - los
revisionistas, que pavimentaron el camino para este golpe
contrarevolucionario.

PENETRACION IMPERIALISTA

Chile es extremadamente rlca en recursos naturales. Es
primera en el mundo en los dep031tos del cobre - que se calcu-
lan en 250 millones de toneladas, y en sus nitratos naturales.
Los depositos de hierro se calculan en 1,000 millones de to-
neladas, y el carbbn en 2,000 millones de toneladas. En adi-
ci5h, es rica en metales preciosas como el oro, plata, manga-
neso, y el titanio. Mas, existen muy buenas condiciones para
el desarrollo de la agricultura.

En los afios 1880, Gran Bretafia habfa ganado el control
sobre los nitratos naturales chilenos por medio de la mono-
polizacién de 1la mlnerla por el capitalista briténico, Thomas
North. La economfa chilena, es decir el 84A, se habfa con-
vertido dependiente prlnc1pa1mente en su exportacién” del
cobre. En el 1914, con la erupcibén de la primera guerra mun~
dial, con el desarrollo por Alemania de un sustituto sintético
para el nitrato, y la depre516n en la década del '30, le
causd la severa reduccidn del recurso clave de ingresos para
Chile a 11%.

En vista de esta situaciﬁn, varias fuerzas (el
Partido Comunista, el Partido Socialista, y el Par-
tido Radical - quienes anterior a esto se habfan
unido con los partidos conservador y liberal) se
unieron en el 1938 para formar el Frente Popular, y
derrotaron al gobierno que en aquel entonces era com-
puesto por mercaderes, propietarios extranjeros de minas, y
por latifundistas (grandes propietarios de terrenos). A
consecuencia de la falta de liderato marxista-leninista
genuino, ellos fueron asimilados por varias fuerzas capi-
talistas en vias de desarrollo - quienes entonces hicieron
la movida de desarrollar la propia industria de Chile. En
los inicios de la segunda guerra mundial, hubo un leve au-
mento en las ventas del cobre, pero adn era muy diffcil
para Chile importar la maqulnarla necesaria para el desar-
rollo de la industria del pafs. La mayorfa de los pafses
occidentales se envolvfan principalmente en la produccién
de armamentos para la guerra.

El plan del nuevo gobierno para 1ndustr1allzarse era
promoveer el desarrollo con la inversifn de dinero estatal.
Establecieron la Corporac16n de Desarrollo Estatal (State
Development Corporation) (CORFO) para invertir en industrias
Basicas como acero, cemento, aceite, energia, gomas y otras.
Nombraron este proceso "1ndustr1a11zac16n de la sustitucién
gradual de importaciones.’

Muchos de los elementos en el nuevo gobierno eran del
que habfa sido previamente derrocado, i.e., los latifundis-
tas, que entonces estaban estableciéndose como parte de la
burgues{a chilena que se estaba desarrollando. Este perf{odo
marcd el principio de 1a revolucidn burguesa democratica.
Pero, a la misma vez, ésto fue 1mped1do por la intensifica-
cién de los EE.UU. de su neo-colonlzac1on, un proceso que
habia comenzado a principios del siglo veinte. Después de
la segunda guerra mundial, Inglaterra quedd muy debllltida,
y los EE.UU. pudo ganar control sobre Chile. Establecio
control sobre la industria minera, metal@rgica, textiles,
maqulnarfh, alimentos, papel, petroqufﬁ1ca fibra qu{mlca,
'plﬁét}gos, fauna y pesquera. (Un eijemplo: En el 1921, la

companla Anaconda invirtif aproximadamente $3 mlllones en
Chile; y para el 1968, la compafnia habfa extrafdo $1,420
millones en ganancias y otras riquesas.) Del 1940 al
1954, 84.5% del equipo de maquina en Chile fue importado
principalmente de los EE.UU.

Por medio del plan CORFO, Chile pudo desarrollar tales
productos de consumo como textiles, comidas y bebidas prepar-
adas, muebles y zapatos, pero el n1ve1 de vida del pueblo
chileno no mejord en casi nada, pues, para la mayorfa,
tales productos eran muy costosos.

El perfodo de la década del '40 hasta el 1970 marcd un
diluvio en "ayuda," subsidios, emprestitos, etc., principal-
mente por EE.UU., utilizando varios medios. Algunos son los
siguientes: 1la Alianza para el Progreso, que queria hacer de
Chile otra " vitring de la democracia"; la Iq}ernatlonal Mo-
netary Fund; el Woérld Bank, el cual 1e accedio a Sagasta Cop=-
per aproximadamente $11 millones; el Eximbank, el cual le

fueron traicionados por el "PC"
de Chile, cuales les dejo des-
armados y sin preparacion para
el coup facista.

proveyo prestamos y de este modo lograr importar mﬂqu1nar{£
fabricada en EE.UU. para sectores claves de la econom{h (sblo
en el perfodo 1964-70, sus préstamos sumaron a $368,779,000);
y el Inter-American Development Bank. En adicibn, entre el
1950 'y 1970, Chile recibid mAs ayuda militar ($175.8 millones)
que cualquier otro pafs de America Latina, con excepcidn de
Brazil. Todas estas cosas resultan en subir la deuda de Chile
a los paises extranjeros de $569 millones en 1958 a casi $4
billones en el 1970, mientras que la dominacidn imperialista
de su economfa incrementd atdn mds.

UNIDAD POPULAR GANA LAS ELECCIONES Y ALLENDE LLEGA A LA
PRESIDENCIA

En noviembre de 1970, Salvador Allende alcanzb 1la presi-
dencia de Chile. Seguidamente implement§ una serie de me-
didas para nai}onallzar las minas de cobre estadounidenses,
¥ 2 otras companlas de propiedad extranjera. En el curso de un
ano, las minas de cobre de EE.UU., industrias de hierro y ni-
trato, y 16 bancos de propiedad extranjera pertenecientes a
capitalistas chilenos fueron nacionalizados.

Se establecieron tres tipos de propiedad: 1la estatal,
la estatal y privada en conjunto, y la privada. Para el
1972, el estado era propietario del 85% de la producc1on
del cobre, y controlaba totalmente la produccibén del carbbn,
hierro, acero, cemento y del nitrato. En ramas de la indus-
tria como el petrfleo, electricidad, textiles y el procesa=
miento del cobre la economia propiedad del estado fue forta-
lecida. Y el 12 de mayo de 1972, los activos de la I1.T.T.
en la compaﬁ{a telefdnica chilena fueron nacionalizados.

El presidente Allende fue el principal promotor de estas
acciones progresistas, y antimperialistas. Vigorosamente, é1
le rindid apoyo a las luchas ‘de liberacibn nacional en Améerica
Latina, y le proveyo asilo politico a todas las fuerzas pro-
gresistas y revolucionarias de otros palses latinoamericanos,
Ademés, apoyé completamente las luchas antimperialistas de
los pueblos vietnamita, camboyano, y palestino.

EL PAPEL CONTRA-REVOLUCIONARIO DE 1A C.I.A.

E1l 27 de julio de 1970, el Consejo Nacional de Seguridad
(CNS) se reunid para discutir la situacién en Chile. Su con-
clusién fue obvia: destruir el gobierno establecido, e insta-
lar uno del bando derechista que favorecerfa y protegiera de

todo corazon los intereses 1mper1allstas norteamericanos. Un
sub-comité del CNS, el "Comité de los 40," el cual aprueba to-
das las operac1ones clandestinas de mayor importancia a traveées
del mundo, decidid sobre el plan para Chile. El plan fue co-
nocido como "Project Camelot," y se le accedid $5.5 millones
para un "estudio" intensivo de 4 afios sobre la situacidn en
Chile. Los fines de este estudio fueron determinar la mejor
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forma de penetrar e influenciar: instituciones familiares y
religiosas, la econom{a, las corporaciones, los sindicatos,

el sistema legal, los militares, los_diplomfticos, todos los
partidos polfticos, los medios de comunicacidn, el aparato edu-
cacional, la clase obrera y sus organizaciones, y también el
campesinado. Project Camelot fue disefiado para penetrar cuanto
aspecto de la sociedad chilena antes de que se pudiera enviar

a los contra-insurgentes especialistas en sublevaciones.

Los siguientes medios fueron usados por los imperialistas
para llevar a cabo sus planes: :

1. Crear el caos en la economfa para interrumpir el fun-
cionamiento de la vida economicachilena, y fomentar el descon-
tento entre las masas hacia el gobierno de Allende. Por ejem-
plo, el 29 de septiembre de 1970, William V. Broe, el encargado
de las operaciones clandestinas en América Latina de la C.I.A.,
se reunid con Edward Gerxity de la I,T.T. Lo que surgi5 de
esta reunién fue el plan‘de "Bloqueo Invisible" que envolvia:

los bancos demorar, o no renovar el crddito a Chile;

las compa¥fas demorando en enviar sus pagos o cargamien=-
tos a Chile;

el ejercer presién-sobre las compdﬁ{as de ahorros y
- préstamos para que cierraron sus operaciones en Chile;

el retiro de ayuda teenicaé

y convencer a otras compafilas con intereses en Chile a
que hagan lo mismo.

Algunos de los principales socios chilenos usadoslpara
implementar el plan imperialista fueron el Banco Agustin
Edwards - propiedad de la familia Edwards, que eran allegados
al Chase Manhattan Bank. Agustin Edwards también estaba en
la junta de directores de la Deltec Corporation. A finales
de la década del '60, cuando otra compafifa de Rockefeller,
la International Basic Economy Corporation  (IBEC) llego a
Chile, Edwards fue nombrado presidente. Finalmente, en el
1970, con la eleccibn de Allende, %ste abandoné a Chile y
vino a los EE.UU., donde fue nombrado vice-presidente de la
Pepsico Corporation.

Otro reaccionario clave fue la mano derecha de Edwards,
Orlando Sdenz Rojas, miembro del Partido Demdcrata Cristiano.
fste trabajé muy de cerca con el embajador de los EE.UU.
Davis durante los afios del gobierno de Allende y fue director
de la Asociacidn de Manufacturerosde Chile.

2. Intensificacifn del uso de grupos para-militares,
entrenamiento de grupos terroristas de derecha y grupos de
asesinato. Uno de tales grupos, Patria y Libertad, promulgd
la creacifn de un estado corporativo bajo el control de un
"gobierno autoritario" - en esencia, un estado facista.
También, habfa una policfé politica creada por el gobierno
de Frei del 1964-70, conocida como el Grupo Mbvil.

3. Uso de un aparato de propaganda altamente desar=
rollado para la diseminaciodon de literatura reaccionaria
para dividir y confundir el pueblo chileno. Por ejemplo,

Obviamente que no. Como dice el
Partido del Trabajo de Albania: '"'Con toda certeza que alg(n
dfa se unirfan para derrocar el régimen establecido y recobrar
sus perdidos privilegios,"

La debilidad del Presidente Allende estaba en creer que
las fuerzas reaccionarias iban a abandonar sus intentos de vol-
ver al poder, en forma pacffica.

Citemos algunos ejemplos presentes y pasados ge como la
burguesfa EE.UU. ("un tigre herido" debido a sus perdidas en
Indochina y a sus conflictos internos - como el Presidente Mao
Tse Tung lo puso en su charla con Henry Kissinger) ha pasado
del uso de reformas al uso de represibn, el aparato estatal,
para suprimir la lucha de la clase obrera, la lucha de las
nacionalidades oprimidas, y a su objetivo principal - los
1fderes de la clase en su ofensiva - el movimiento comunista.
También, examinaremos cual ha sido y es hoy el papel que Eos
lideres sindicales desempefian en los planes de la burguesia.

REDADAS PALMER

Uno de los actos represivos mas notables de la burguesfa
son las redadas Palmer de los affos veinte, Estas redadas fue-
ron autorizadas por el "liberal" presidente Wilson y fueron
implementadas por el procurador general (en ese tiempo), A.
Mitchell Palmer, y su verdugo, J. Edgar Hoover. Las redadas
Palmer fueron una de las técticas usados por la reaccibn con-
tra el movimiento conciente de las masas después de la primera
guerra mundial. Usando la técnica Hitleriana de gran engafio,
publicamente haciendo una acusacidn, emanando titulares, pero
sin proveer prueba alguna. A través de esto, desacreditando
individuos u organizaciones, arruinando sus vidas y preparén-
dolos para futures enjuiciamientos. Como Hitler, primeramente
atacaron los "Rojos" (los comunistas) y después trataron de :
destruir los sindicatdés y otras organizaciones de la clase
obrera y las masas trabajadoras. Ellos también atacaron
viciosamente y deportaron obreros extranjeros.

La Revolucidn Rusa adelantando a los intervencionistas
contra—revolucionagios (el bloque britdnico, ffancéﬁ, Jjapones
y americano comenzo su intervencidn en la U.R.S.S. en el 1918)
y el levantamiento del esp{ritu revolucionario de la clase
obrera internacionalmente,todoesto reflejaba el esp{ritu de
los obreros estadounienses en la tempestad de sus luchas ecb-
nomicas y politicas. La burgues{a EE.UU. estaba frenética
sobre los acontecimientos en la arena internacional. Ellos
comenzaron su ofensiva de la post-guerra para darle a los ob-
reros, otra prueba agria de "democracia" y para arreglar su
"jard{n" domésticamente, y asi comenzaron las redadas Palmer.

Utilizaron el poder estatal para suprimir ilegalmente los
derechos del pueblo. Atacaron las fuerzas comunistas con_ todo
su poder. El1 8 de noviembre del 1919 en N.Y., 700 polic{as
invadieron una reunidn masiva, celebrando el aniversario de
la revolucién rusa y se llevaron a cientos de obreros. Esto
fue solamente un ensayo para las grandes redadas que iban de
comenzar.

En la ngche del 2 de enero, 1920, el departamento de jus-
ticia comenzo un empuje a nivel nacional en 70 ciudades, arre-
batando obreros de sus hogares, agolpedndolos y echindolos en
clrceles repletas - muchas veces, sin facilidades 'sanitarias
y sin comida adecuada.

En Detroit, la redada alcanzd un mdximo en brutalidad.
Lgs'incursionistas "recogieron un total de 800 personas,
musicos y bailarines en una fiesta, gente que comfan en un
restorante y estudiantes en una clase de geograffa. Fueron
amontanados en un pasillo en el Gltimo piso del Federal Buil-
ding por seis dfhs, en un pasillo 'sofocante por el calor
que subia de 1la caldera central en los pisos de abajo.' Fueron
detenidos incomunicados, sin facilidades sanitarias propi-
cios, antes de que sus familiares supieron donde estaban.
"Los incursionistas, muchos de los cuales fueron reclutados
para la ocasibén de grupos de matones callejeros, tipo rompe-
huelga, hac{an fiesta por su exitosa recogida, burléndose del
incidente mientras usaban mascaras de Debs y Marx que habfan
arrancado de las paredes."

En Connecticut, los incursionistas inclufan detectives
privados contratado por las corporaciones industriales.

En Filadelfia atraparon a 200.

En una redada en la Casa del Pueblo Ruso, arrestaron a
150 personas. La mayorfa fueron agolpeados y tenfan bendajes
en la cabeza, ojos morados, cortaduras y otros moretones. 'Una
de las victimas declard, en testimonio bajo juramento, y fue
luego confirmado por otra, 'Mientras bajaban, tenfan que pasar
por una fila de hombres que pegaban con macanas y garrotes a
todo quien pasaba.' Los agentes federales terminaron su dfa
de trabajo desbaratando escritorios, maquinillas, muebles y
el local en general." (The Palmer Raids, p. 27)

PALMER CONTRIBUYE A ROMPER HUELGAS

Durante el vicioso per{odo de 1919-20, Palmer atacd
vehementemente al sector organizado de la clase obrera, y
fue responsable de romper huelgas de los trabajadores.

"El 8 de junio del 1919, comenzé una heulga en el
molino Ansonia de la American’'Brass Co.; siendo
instigada en su totalidad A por extranjeros a través
una organizacidén de rusos (Union de Trabajadores
Rusos - editor), aunque participaron varios
americanos radicales...Fue necesario adoptar mé-
todos drasticos por las autoridades de la ciu-
dad y del éstado, y trabajando muy de cerca, el
Departamento de Justicia. Un niimero de los 11-
deres mas activos del molino Ansonia fueron ar-
restados con 4rdenes de deportacidn. Una ban-
dera negra de anarquismo entre otras cosas fue
recobrada. Las reuniones en Ansonia y Waterbury
fueron llevados a cabo en los salones de la or-
ganizacién rusa. La huelga fracasé luego de los
enjuiciamientos estatales y federales."

(Palmer, citado en The Palmer Raids)

Pero Palmer solo se estaba preparando para establecer el
Departamento de Justicia como una agencia rompehuelga. Una
verdadera prueba vino con la huelga de acero y carbon de 1919.
Hay aqui lo que dijo Palmer:

"Luego de varias maniobras de la Federacion Amer-
icana del Trabajo (AFL) y con la asistencia de var-
ias organizaciones radicales, Foster tuvo éxito en
traer la huelga general de los empleados del acero
en septiembre de 1919, pero a través de la accidn
del Departamento de Justicia...la huelga fue ter=-
minada..."

Luego’de haber dado fin a la huelga del acero, Palmer Rro-
siguio a ponerle fin a la huelga de los Mineros Unidos
(United Mine Workers), y logrd su meta. Con la excusa de ex-
poner a los "extranjeros ilegales" y a los comunistas, el De-
partamento de Justicia sirvib muy bien a los capitalistas
monopolistas. Durante las redadas Palmer, 10,000 personas
fueron arrestadas. (El mismo Palmer era director del Banco
Nacional de Stroudsburg, del Scranton Trust Co., del Potomac
Joint Stock Land Bank, del Citizens Gas Co., del Stroudsburg
Water Co., y de la International Boiler Co.

REPRESION CONTRA TRABAJADORES EXTRANJEROS

"La fianza normal ﬁara las procedimientos de deﬁd{ig@%ga
s tiempos era de $500, pero el Departamento de
Justicia exig16 en muchos casos la cantidad de $10,000,
o veinte veces mas de lo normal...La maxor a tuvo que

Algunas victimas permanecieron encarcelados por dos o
tres meses por falta de fianza. Otras formas fueron encontrg-

das para negar fianza:

"Las autoridades en Ellis Island cooperaron con Palmer,
rehusando aceptar la fianza en efectivo, mientras que
la National Security Co. y la Maryland Causalty Surety
Co., dos de las mas grandes agenc&as, rehusaron dar
fianzas por ''razones patrigticas.

ATAQUES CONTRA COMUNISTAS

E1 Departamento del Trabajo decidid que los trabajadores
extranjeros, miembros del Partido Comunista, tenfan que ser
deportados. Por este medio; privaron al Partido y a los tra-
bajadores de sus derechos basicos de expresifn y de asamblea,
E1 propbsito de ésto era aplastar a los comunistas.

"Por meses, los funcionarios del Departamento de Jus-
ticia, abandonando todo su trabajo, se habfan concen-
trado en los rojos. De forma gsigilosa, los agentes
se infiltraron en las filas radicales, se colaron
tranquilamente en los centros de agitacidn y a veces,
trabajaron como cocineros en colonias mineras remotag.
También como obreros de acero; y cuando se presentd
la oportunidad, como agitadores del tipo mas exagerado,
Aunque cuidadosos de no inspirar, sugerir o ayudar el
avance de actos abiertos o propaganda, varios de los
agentes 'encubiertos' lograron subir en el mog}miento
radical y lograron (por lo menos en una ocasion) ser
reconocidos como 1{deres de distrito."

Duraﬁte las redadas Palmer, 1{deres comunistas fueron procés-

' ados y encarcelados; algunos sentenciados a largos perfodos

en prisidén.

ATAQUES CONTRA AFRO-AMERICANOS
ias redadas Palmer. fueron también dirigidas contra los

derechos del pueblo afro-americano. J.lEdgar Hoover, tratando
de justificar investigaciones y represion contra los afro-
americanos, dijo:

"Hacia el fin de la guerra de Europa, el Departamento
de Justicia fue confrontado con una considerable agi-
tacién y desasosiego por parte de los negros."

Palmer sometib al comité de reglémento de% Congreso (Rules Com=
mittee), un comité farsante como la Comisidn Rockefeller, sup-
uesto a "investigar" a la C.I.A., 38 piginas de "ejemplos de

propaganda de negros."

"Con un horror particular, reprodujo una circular,

Justicia para el Negro, que/decfa a los ciudadanos y
trabajadores negros que tenian el derecho de irse a

ATAQUES CONTRA EL COMUNISMO DOMESTICO E INTERNACIONAL

El objetivo principal para Palmer eran los comunistas
internacionalmente, as{ como localmente. Las redadas fueron
un intento de aplastar el creciente movimiento comunista y
regar una ola de histeria y violencia anti-comunista. Hay
aqui algunas declaraciones p(blicas de la burguesfa y sus
lacayos en aquellos tiempos:

"Carguen sus armas contra motines para uso inmediato
y dénles una bienvenida con plomo caliente. 'No quer-
emos a ningﬁn rojo aqu{, e iremos hasta el limite
para mantenerlos fuera." %
(E1l alcalde de Davenport, Iowa, hablandole al
e 2
departamento de la policia)

"Son un grupo muy atractivo. Una pena que no po=

damos ponerlos contra la pared y dispararles.”
(E1 jefe de la policfa de Bufalo, luegd de
haber arrestado a 50 "rojos")

"Si me dejaran hacerlo a mi manera, los sacaria
al patio todas las mafianas, los fusilarfa, y al
otro dfa, entonces tendrfa un juicio para averi-
guar si son culpables.”

El 4 de enero de 1920, el New York Times, el cual se,
habfa mantenido silencioso sobre las redadas Palmer, salio
diciendo:

ticas a que la burguesia recurre para aplastar los movimientos

laborales y comunistas. A través de toda su historia, especial~
mente en los tiempos de crisis, cuando las masas estan descon-
tentas, la burguesia abandone sus metodos reformistas y su sem-

blante "liberal." Ellos abandonan las formas que anteriormente
mantenian a la clase obrera dentro de su dominio, y comienzan

a tomar medidas abiertamente facistas y terroristas. Los ca-
pitalistas en la década de 1920 dejaron ver claramente lo falso
que fue su consigna de guerra: "Hacer un mundo libre para la
democracia."

EL CRECIENTE USO DEL APARATO ESTATAL Y EL TERROR ABIERTO

La burguesfa buscaba destrufr el movimiento laboral.
La huelga mas grande hecha en la industria del acero,
una de 367,000 obreros, fue desbaratada con el terror im-
pune. Fue desbaratada con el uso de rompehuelgas, guar-
dias armados, la polic{h, los alguaciles, diputados y las
tropas regulares. Los manifestantes eran arrestados al
momento de montar sus piquetes. La‘Puelga de la industria
textil, la cual durd 6 meses, también fue derrotada con el
uso de rompehuelgas y entredichos (injunctions). /La huelga
de 400,000 obreros de ferrocarril unionados tambien se
aplast8 con entredichos.

Los actos de terror dirijidos contra las nacionalidades
oprimidas, especialmente la del pueblo negro, era cosa de to-
‘dos los dfas. En los 45 cubiertos entre 1885 y 1930, ocurri-
eron 3,256 linchamientos en los EE.UU. El Ku Klux Klan
atacaba primordialmente a los negros, a los extranjeros, y a
los comunistas.

A través de la década de los '30, cuando habia millones
de desempleados, la burguesia usb las cortes para deshausiar
a obreros que no pod{hn pagar la renta. Durante los primeros
dos afos de la depresifn, cien mil personas fueron deshausia~
das en el estado de Ohio solamente. A-la vez que deshausiaban
o despedian de sus trabajos a los obreros, la burgues{é le cor=
taba los salarios a aquellos obreros restantes. También, pa-
saron la ley Smith (1940), la cual prohib{h el advocar por el
derrocamiento del gobierno de los EE.UU.; y la ley Voorhis
(también en 1940), la cual hac{a ilegal que el Partido Comu-
nista taviera afiliaciones internacionales (La Internacional
Comunista). El derecho a tener afiliaciones internacionales
es un derecho del cual gozan un montén de organizaciones, in-
cluyendo los grupos reaccionarios de derecha. Estas leyes se
pasaron expresamente para restringir la propaganda y la or-

anizacidn de comunistas_para hager aun mas fécil el ataque a
%os comunistas con adn mas campéﬁas de terror y redadas. (La
ley S~1 tiene ese mismo prOpésito hoy en dfa. Vea Palante,
Vol. 1, No. 7, "El Estado y la Lucha de Clase")

La implementaciSh de la ley Taft-Hartley en 1947 fue otro
acto de la burguesfa para poner las relaciones del trabajo en
las manos de las coporaciones; para ponerle freno a actividades
como los piquetes masivos; y para establecer un per{odo de
"apasiguamiento" de 60 d{as, antes de que se pueda llamar a la
huelga. La ejecucibn de Sacco y Vanzetti, el juicio, senten-
cia y ejecucidn de los Rosenbergs, miembros del Partido Comu-
nista acusados de "espionaje'"; la fabricacion de casos contra
los "Scottsboro Boys," jdvenes negros acusados de violar a
una mujer blanca, quienes se les amenaz0 con ser ejecutados;
el juicio y conviccidn en 1953 de 13 comunistas, bajo la ley
Smith - estos son todos ejemplos que muestran vivamente que
la burguesfé usa cualquier medida para suprimir a las masas.

Noosotros tenemos que aprender de estos hechos histori-
cos y verlos paralelamente a la situacion actual. Es obvio‘
que una vez mas, los imperialistas se encuentran en una posi-
cidn indeseable en el escenario mundial. Sus mercados se

" achican, y para vivir tienen que expandirse. Y para hacer
esto, tienen que prepararse para otra guerra - una guerra
contra la otra superpoiencia, la U.R.S5.S5., para la recivi=-

sién del mundo. Es por esto que los EE,UU. estan aumentando
sus gastos militares, robustiendo asY su aparato militar.

La situacifn interna se empeora para los imperialistas.
A medida que intentan echarle su crisis en las espaldas de la
clase obrera para recuperar sus pérdidas en el extranjero,
son recibidos con mayor resistencia y sublevacidn. Las masas
del pueblo americano no apoyar5 ninguna otra guerra imperi-
alista. Las masas serln arrojadas a otra guerra a través del
terror y la decidia. “Esta es también la dnica forma con la
que se fuerza a las masas a aceptar las reducciones drésticas
en sus logros econémicos y polfticos. Y ésto es exactamente
lo que la burguesia estd tratando de hacer.

La burgues{h estf preparando el camino para mantener su
dominio.sobre las masas, usando medidas terroristas similares
a aquellas usadas durante el tiempo de las redadas Palmer.
Por supuesto que para llevar a cabo sus intenciones, ellos
tienen la ayuda de los 1{deres laborales, de los revision-

istas y los social demécratas, quienes estédn totalmente compro-

metidos al mantenimiento del capitalismo, y a la esclavizacidn
de la clase obrera.

Con el pretexto de "asegurar la democracia americana;

I -
acabar con el crimen; volver a traer la ley y el Srden; limpiar

el gobierno; poner el gobierno en las manos del hombre comdn,"
con todas estas consignas la burguesfa ha comenzado a apretar
el yugo y ha centralizado ain m4{s los dreas del aparato esta-

_tal, incluyendo el frea de inteligencia. Esto tiene que
hacerse para asi desatar una ola de terror diseflada a aplastar

la resistencia en aumento del pueblo. Estdn estasajando los
derechos democriticos de la gente, los arrestos y redadas
de puchosos "'subversivos" se repiten en rapida sucesidn,
trayendo al presente los recuerdos de las redadas Palmer.

1A C,I.A., OTROS GRUPOS FACISTAS Y EL ASCENSO DEL FACISMO

Las recientes revelaciones de las actividades de la C.I.A.

muestran como esta agencia del gobierno se desarrolld desde
1947 con el propbsito de asegurar la dominacién de los EE.UU.
internacionalmente, como ha violado repetidamenteé los derechos
de los ciudadanos ameriéanos de muchas formas. Hace afos que
ellos estdn interceptando la correspondencia de residentes es=
tadounidenses. En muchas ocasiones irrumpieron en hogares,
rebuscando ilegalmente y saqueando apartamentos en busca de’

literatura comunista y haciendo aparecer que un robo habia sido

cometido. En algunos casos, irrumpieron en apartamentos y ar=
restaron los habitantes solo por tener literatura marxista.
Con el niimero de seguro social, se mantienen records sobre
los americanos. Cuando necesario, la burguesf{a le puede dar
a una computadora su ndmero de seguro social y obtener uha
vista completa sobre su vida y actividades. Durante la

época Palmer, se mantuvieron records similares. Era un fi-
chero con 200,000 tarjetas que contenfan informacidn detal-
lada sobre individuos, "agitadores," y "ultra-izquierdistas."
Recientemente, el F.B,I. admiti6 pGblicamente la existencia
de una "lista de arrestos" de individuos que serfan arresta-
dos inmediatamente en caso de una "emergencia nacional."

A mediados de la década de los '60, la C.I.A.participd
en la conduccién de un ataque "simulado" contra el sistema
de "subways'" de Nueva York, para poder desarrollar métodos
de como infectar a los pasajeros con gérmenes mortiferos.
Luego, la C.I.A. pobremente alegb que sSlo regd ciertas 'gas-
es innocuos" para ver como podian distribuir los gérmenes a
traves de millas de tuneles subterrdneos. Segfin la C.I.A.,
era un "programa piloto" por saber si la guerra con gérmenes
podia incapacitar a un gran nfimero de pasajeros en los "sub-

ways." (N.Y. Post)

El gobierno continua desarrollando armamentos de la
muerte que no dejen seffas sobre la causa de muerte, y nuevas
armas para el control de multitudes. A la misma vez, se apre-
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suran por imponer leyes de control de armas de fuego para des-
armar al proletariado, especialmente en centros industriales ,
donde el desempleo es mas alto, y donde estdn las concentra-
ciones mas grandes de nacionalidades oprimidas.

Ellos continuan fabricfndole casos a los comunistas y
personas progresistas en "complots' absurdos. Al igual que
la House Un-American Activities Committee condujo la cacerfia
de brujas polftica en la década de los.'50, también hoy dia
usan los Gran Jurados para hacer lo mismo - arrestando a
esos que rehusan contestar las preguntas. Los "Escuadrones
Rojos" que fueron establecidos especificamente para bregar
con comunistas y "subversivos" est@n accelerando sus operas
ciones. Y a trav€s del pafs, los departamentos de la policfa
estan estableciendo equipos SWAT.

La Ku Klux Klan recluta abiertamente, y otros grupos fa-
cistas, como ROAR (Restauren Nuestros Derechos Alienados = un
grupo racista contra la tranSportaci6n de nifios escolares con
ramas en Boston y N.Y.) estdn creciendo. :

Recientemente, en la Universidad Fordham de N.Y., se es-
tablecio’ un grupo Nazi estudiantil llamado Unidn de Estudiantes
Blancos (W.S.U.) ILa burguesia le ayuda a estos grupos, y en
muchos casos le provee fondos y equipo. Un ejemplo es: Una
unidad de inteligencia del ejército - en cooperacion con la
policfa de Chicago - ayud6 en financiar y dirigir las activi-
dades de un grupo terrorista derechista en el norte del es-
tado de Illinois, desde el afio 1969 hasta 1971. Los terror-
istas atacaron fisicamente, y con gases, e irrumpieron las
actividades de miembros de grupos opuestos a la guerra en
Viet Nam. Un cuartel general de una unidad del ejército en
los suburbios de Evanston, I1l., conocido por el Grupo :
Militar 113, le suministrd a la Legion of Justice (organi-
zacién ya inexistente) con gases lacrimbgenos, mace, equipo
electrénico de vigilancia, y dinero. La Legion firmemente
apoyd el envolvimiento de EE.UU. en Viet Nam, y abiertamente
interrumpieron reuniones y concentraciones contra la guerra.

Hoy también se ha revelado que el ejército de EE.UU. ha
desarrollado un plan secreto que inclufa el imponer la ley mar-
cial para controlar las rebeliones urbanas en la década del
'60. En el presente, este plan puede ser utilizado en caso
de que Nueva York se declare en bancarrota.

En Detroit, una unidad especial de la policTh 1lamada
"STRESS" (Paren los Robos, Disfruten de Calles Seguras)
en solo un aho asesind a 30 afro-americanos. En N.Y., unos
cuantos jévenes afro-americanos y puertorriquéﬁbs han sido
asesinados por la policfa, y al culpable lo han dejado en
libertad. . La comunidad puertorriqueﬁh en el lado éste de bajo
Manhattan, recientemente fue objeto de una hola de terror
policiaco cuando, se pretextd'de estar en busca de sospe-
chosos en la muerte de 2 policfas, los protectores armados
de la burgues{é arrestaron y golpearon a mas de 100 hombres
puertorriqueﬁﬁs; Tambiéh, hubo el caso reciente de Israel
Rodriguez, que fue tan severamente golpeado por la polic{h
que la partieron su bazo en dos, y dos costillas fueron
rotas., Sufrid hemorragia interna masiva, y.muri despuds
que la policia lo dejé en agonfa por horas sin atencifn
médica.

En analizar la situacién dom€stica, serfa imposible el
no tomar nota de algunas otras instancias - muy importantes
- de represién en el pasado: 1la aniquilacidn del Partido
Panteras Negras; los asesinatos abiertos de Fred Hampton,
Malcolm X, y Martin Luther King; el asesinato de los 1{d-
eres nativos americanos, y la persecucién y la fabricacidn
de casos contra los valientes 1{deres de Wounded Knee; el
arresto y encarcelamiento de multiples militantes puerto-
rriquefios, entre ellos Martin Sostre, y Carlos Feliciano;
el asesinato oficial de los hermanos en Attica y la continua
persecucidn de los sobrevivientes de Attica; los programas
de "modificacidn del compartamiento" que son experimentos
qufmicos y electr8nicos para destrufr las mentes de los pri-
sioneros envueltos en la lucha contra el inhumano sistema pe-
nal de EE.UU.; los ataques contra los sindicatos - atfques

asistidos por los burdcratas sindicales, y el revisionista "PC"
de EE,UU., quienes apoyan las "cldusulas de no ir a la huelga";

. 193 barbaros intentos de aplastar la lucha de los obreros ag-
ricolas; y las condiciones opresivas de esclavitud obrera de
los obreros migrantes. Y hay innumerables mas ejemplos.

Hoy dfa, en las escuelas prlicas y en las universidades,
los vestigios del liberalismo se van liquidando, y principales,
presidentes de universidades, y décanos toman los pasos para
expulsar y emjuiciar los l{deres estudiantiles. Tal es el caso
de dos estudiantes, José'Ojeda y Charlie Alejandro de Brookiyn
College, que estan en juicio por actividades polfticas; si los
encuentran’pulpables, pueden ser expulsados de la universidad y
serd leccidn de advertencia para otros estudiantes militantes
que se asreven luchar. Se ha aprobado una ley que en las es-
cuelas piblicas se les da a los maestros y administradores el
derecho a pegarle a los nifios sin el permiso de los padres.
Tenemos que tomar nota de la ascendente militarizacidn de
tales grupos como los Nifibs Escucha - quienes ahora los indoc-

‘trinan a emular las

Boinas Verdes. En muchos casos meten a
chotas y agentes del F.B.I. en el movimiento estudiantil comg
modo para infiltrar & organizaciones comunistas.

Entre los-afios 1970 - 75, se mobilizaron a millares de
polic{hs para ‘atacar a obreros en hue}ga, y los trabajadores
municipales en huelga han sido azotad?s con la ley Taylor.
Muchos obreros en huelga han sido obligados a que sacrifiquen
dos dfas de salario por cada d{a que estaban en huelga, re-
caudando millares de dolares para la ya descaradamente rica

burgues{a. o

Las redadas mas grandes de deportgciéh, similares a lag
de la época Palmer, hanocurrido recientemente. En los "sub-'
ways'', en plantas, y en sus hogares, recorren a obreros ex-
tranjeros. El 16 de mayo de ;975; 100 agentes del Servicio
de Inmigraciﬁn y Naturalizacion en la costa del Pacifico
arrestaron a casi 500 obreros. De log 500 ‘que secuestraron
su mayor{é eran mexicanos, pero también muchog eran de otros
pafses latinoamericanos. Al igual que en 1a €poca Palmer,

La burguesia se prepara para declarar una emergencia
nacional’ ésto lo hacen para centralizar ain mls el estado (co-
mo se puede ver con el caso de la ciudad de Nueva York, donde

quieren utilizar -la quiebra para centralizar adn mis su
control), lo hacen también como preparativo de guerra; as{
desarrollan las condiciones para poder implantar su domina-
cién facista. Los EE.UU. se mobiliza hacia el facismo y la
guerra, utilizan su fraselogfa de "glorificar la ‘Buerra bajo
el pretexto de paz," y llamando al imperialismo "al liderato
moral mundial."

Como Dimitrioff lo ha implicado:

"E1 facismo americano se presenta hipécritamente,
pretendiendo ser el campebn de la democracia, y
de la igualdad de las naciones, la paz y la liber-
tad, y de la independencia de todos los pueblos."

%£ste es el propbsito de las celebraciones burguesas del Bi-
centenario, y de su consigna, "En el esp{ritu del '76." Es
un intento de promover el chovinismo nacional, as{ estafar
a las masas y dormirlas para que apoyen al facismo y la
guerra,

EL PAPEL DE LOS LfDERES SINDICALES

En cada paso de su camino, los capitalistas utilizan §
por completo sus organizadores y sus apologistas, para poder
plantar sus leyes facistas y su polffica; éstos son los merce=
narios sindicales, Estos verdugos permiten que la burguesf&
se mobilice libremente, desviando y reduciendo el movimiento
de los trabajadores. Ellos practican la reforma y no ayudan :
al proletariado a tomar una posicién ofensiva. Al contrario,
ayudanjg paralizar y debilitar a las luchas obreras y la re-
volucidn, y as{ abrirle el paso al facismo.

Los 1{deres sindicales, histdricamente, han ayudado a la
burguesfa. Muchas de las huelgas que fueron aplastados durante =
l?s 1920s por la burguesfa; fueron ayudados por los mercena= ]
rios sindicales de la Federacién del Trabajo de América (A.F.L).
Después de la primera guerra mundial, cuando los capitalistas
empu jaban- que los trabajadores aceleraran su trabajo para poder
satisfa%gr los mercados mundiales que aumentaban; llamaron a
los burocratas sindicales para enforzar los aceleramientos.
Los mercenarios cooperaban y rompieron la resistencia de los
tfabajadores. Ellos estaban muy dispuestos a romper la cre=
c%ente militancia de los obreros de fila que amenazaban sus
mismas posiciones de privilegio. La dnica condicién que exi-
gilan era que las uniones mantuvieran un sistema de pago de
cuotas para as{ asegurar sus tremendos salarios.

El consejo ejecutivo de la A.F.L. en 1927 declard que:

"No hay nada que una unién no pueda hacer dentro de
una compafifa; que la unién no pueda desarrollar la
maquinaria para poder hacerlo y lograrlo mas efecti-
vamente. La cobperacién entre la unibn y los arentes
es mucho mas fundamental y efectivo que los pladnes
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representat1vos de empleados para la cooperac16n con
la gerencia.

En 1925, la convencidn de la A.F. L. desarrollé una

"polftica nueva de salarios." La unibn se metid en el
negocio de aceleramiento. Los lideres de las uniones
llegaron a4 un punto tan bajo en que cambiaron el pro-
posito de las organizaciones de lucha y las convirtieron en
parte del mecanismo productivo de los patrones; lo que les
interesaba era el aceleramiento de la produccién. El

conse jo ejecutivo de la A,F,L., 1lamé a una reunibdn para de=-
terminar como '"se puede combatlr los problemas que resultan
del desempleo, la reaccibén y el Bolchevismo." “Esta era su

linea falsa que declararon, bajo ataques del enemigo
agresivo.

En dondequiera que el descontento de las masas se
aumente a un nivel mas alto, y la cuestibén de una huelga
se presenta, los burdcratas de las uniones comienzan a lla-
mar por votos; un proceso que dura meses; mientras tanto, le
hacen agitacibn y propaganda en contra a la huelga y abogan
que acepten las demandas propuestas por los patrones. ‘Este
ha sido el papel histdérico de los burécratas de las uniones.
Tales burocratas- como Meany, Woodcock, Gottbaum y Leon Davis
representan los intereses de la aristocracia laboral - esa
estrata comprada de trabajadores que 11evan la ideologfa de
la burguesfa dentro de la clase obrera. ‘Estos pugnan un
grupo de obreros contra otros, blancos contra negros y otras
nacionalidades oprimidas, obreros permanentes contra provi-
sionales. Muchos casos se han visto donde no luchan por la
gente negra o por otras nacionalidades oprimidas quienes han
sido despedidos debido a discriminacidn.

Habiendo crecido dentro de la clase obrera, los burd-
cratas saben las debilidades de los obreros y los utilizan
para mantener a los trabajadores divididos. “Estos son ene-
migos peligrosos. No solamente apoyan la politica de la
burguesia en los EE.UU., sino que también en el extranjero.
Ellos apoyan los reg{menes facistas, de hecho, muchas veces
han celebrado eventos _para recaudar fondos, tal como el caso
de 1la 1199, que recaudd miles de dbélares en apoyo al estado
zionista de Israel.

En periodos de crisis, los burécratas sindicales, de-
bido al hecho que venden nuestros contratos, causan mas
pobreza para la clase trabajadora, intensifican la repre-
sidn del movimiento obrero de base. Comienzan a desen-
mascararse de la llamada de democracia en la unién y abierta-
mente mandan a matones armados a las reuniones de las uniones
para atacar-a los trabajadores militantes manifestando desa-
cuerdo con las politicas de la unién. Tal ha sido el caso en
muchas uniones, incluyendo la U,A.W., D.C. 37 y de la 1199,
donde los micrdfonos se desconectaron y no dejaron hablar los
trabajadores. Otro ejemplo de esto es la congelacién de sal-
arios de los trabajadores municipales de la ciudad de Nueva
York que fue sometida a la fuerza por los mercenarios de la
unidn Sin aparencia de un referendum.

As{ como en los pasados afios, cuando obreros mili=-
tantes y comunistas fueron botados de las uniones, hoy las
uniones estén revisando sus constituciones para hacer lo
mismo; y aumentan sus "cacerfas de comunistas". De hecho,
mucho de estos mercenarios hacen pactos con los patrones,
como despedir primero a comunistas, en anticipacién de des-
pidos en masa; en esta forma los comunistas no estaran
presente para organizar contra los despidos. La represidn
contra los obreros nacidos en el extranjero y las naciona-
lidades oprimidas nunca ha sido condenadas por los burd-
cratas de las uniones. De hecho, cuando los “rabajadores
organizan reuniones independientes contra los cortes y otras
formas de injusticia; la unionlos condena abiertamente y
ayuda a los patronos. Los burécratas de las uniones, como
hemos dicho antes, han-vendido el derecho a la huelga, una
de las armas mas poderosas de negociar por reformas econdmicas.
Muchas veces &stos quedan sordos a las quejas de los obreros
de fila, a las cuestiones como condiciones peligrosas de tra-
bajo que han causado muertes y han dejado miles de personas
incapacitados.

EL OBJETIVO DE LA REPRESION

La burgues{a reconoce que los comunistas son luchadores
por la verdadera democracia, por lo tanto, tratan de destrufr
a los comunistas con todo lo que pueden. Tratan de declarar
que son ilegales y tratan de destrufr a los partldos comunis-
tas ° mbvimientos comunistas; lo hacen para destrufr 1a opo-
sicidn de la clase traba jadora a los planes 1mper1a11stas para
tomar el poder mundial. Durante los afios en que comenzd el
PC de E.U. (cuando era un partido no revisionista; pero de
hecho le daba liderato a las masas), se encontrd con una per-
secucidn polftica bien intensa. Bajo la ley Smith, los lideres
comunistas eran encarcelados, con casos fabricados. Mas tarde,
cuando el partido se volvib revisionista, la burgues{a tenia
que reprimir la juventud y el creciente movimiento. Aplasta-
ron al Partido Panteras Negras y a otros; hoy dfa, tiene que
mobilizarse a destruir el movimiento comunista genufno que
se estd mobilizando a construfr un partido de nuevo tipo - un
partido Bolchevique - uniendo a los Marxistas-Leninistas y

ganéndose los elementos avanzados al comunismo, un prerequisito
para construfr el partido. (La burgues{a es ayudada en sus
esfuerzos por los revisionistas, como el "PC" de EE.UU.)

y el "PRC" de EE.UU.)

La burgues{a se tiene que mover rébidamente para atacar
al movimiento comunista mientras siga disperso; aplastado, y
luego moverse a toda velocidad hacia la sociedad facista. Solo
un movimiento fuerte, bajo el liderato de los luchadores de
vanguard1a de la clase obrera, puede parar estos planes de 1 a
burgu351a.

CONCLUSION Y RESUMEN

Los hechos que hemos abosquejado aquf sobre la represién
de la clase obrera y las masas trabajadoras, muestran solo un
lado del panorama. E1l otro muestra la lucha tenaz de la claee

obrera que se ha.wvisto hlstorlcamente en las huelgas econdmicas
y polfticas que han barrido este pais, como por ejemplo: las
luchas de las masas por el dfa laboral de 8 horas, en 1886;

ciudad y la policfa, impidiendo los deshaucios y asegurando
una reduccion de la renta; la huelga de 1946 de los obreros

de la industria del acero, que se propago por mas de 30 es=
tados, en contra de la U.S. Steel Corp.; la huelga de 48,000
obreros de la General Motors, ocurrida en 1937 donde se

usd por primera vez las técticas de ocupac10n sentada (sit-
down tactics); la manifestaciones de obreros en 1930 en las
mayores, ciudades demandando el seguro de desempleo; el
"pasadfa laboral” de 1937, de 15,000 obrerps en Michigan, en
protesta de los arrestos de los manifestantes que estaban
piqueteando (ganaron su libertad).

La Unién Central Laboral de Chicago votd en 1920 por
irse hasta la huelga general si era necesario, para impedir
la guerra contra la Unibn Soviética. Los desempleados de
Toledo, Ohio, en 1932, los cuales estaban cerca de morirse
del hambre después que las autoridades del condado les cor-
taron la asistencia pGblica, marcharon a las colmados y se
apoderaron de la comida., También en 1932, los estudiantes
de Escuela Superior marcharon fuera de la escuela en pro-
testa porque la junta escolar estaba trayendo carbbn de una
compafifa rompehuelga. Después de las manifestaciones mun=-
diales en 1939, Thomas Mooney, un lider obrero, a quien se le
habfa fabricado un caso, se le dejé libre después de pasar 23
afios en la cdrcel. Las concentraciones y las manifestaciones
en apoyo a la Revolucién de Octubre, la solidaridad con Viet
Nam y China - todas estas cosas son parte del panorama de la
‘lucha de la clase obrera contra la represién y testimonio del
trabajo comunista hecho en el seno de las masas.

En este relato parcial de la historia de la represién con-
tra la clase obrera y las masas oprimidas, hemos tratado de
mostrar claramente la corriente com@in de la amenaza facista
y el papel de sus verdugos. Nos gustar{a pasar brevemente a
la situaacién actual y las tareas que se nos enfrentan en la
lucha contra la creciente amenaza del facismo en los EE.UU.

Claro est4, la historia de todos los pafses muestra que
donde el facismo ha amenazado, o donde ha sido victorioso,
ha sido porque no ha habido un partido del proletariado, o
el partldo no ha hecho su trabajo correctamente, o el partido
era muy Joven para dirigir las masas en la lucha.

VietNam v El1 Movimiento Chicano

Las contradicciones son universales, y
mientras la contradiccidn entre el imperialismo
y las naciones y pueblo3 oprimidos del mundo
comenzd a intensificarse durante los principios
del los ‘sesenta, con la agresidén imperialista
contra-Laos, Camboya, Cuba, Santo Domingo, el
Medio-Oriente, el Congo, etc... la opresidn na-
cional en el estado multi-nacional de los
EE.UU. tambien crecid tanto como la lucha con-
tra -estak

Después de la derrota de los imperialistas
franceses en VietNam en el 1954 por las fuerzas
de liberacidn nacional bajo la direccidn de Ho
Chi Minh, los imperialistas de los EE.UU. bajo
Eisenhower tomaron el lugar de los franceses,
pararon el plebicito acoradado por los Acuerdos
de Ginebra que estaba supuesto a tomar lugar en
el 1956 para reunificar el pais, desataron una
guerra de agresidn que termind con su derrota fi-
nal por el pueblo Vietnamita en abril de este
afio. Las contradicciones inherentes del imper-
ialismo fueron acentuadas durante los sesen-
ta con la decayente proporcidn de ganancias,
la anarqula en la producciéns Y la lucha por 1la
re-divigién de las esferas de influencia tales
como Indo China. Para financiar la guerra im-
perialista de agresidn contra VietNam la bur-
guesia EE.UU. fue /forzada a imprimir billones
de dolares que eventualmente llevd a la deval-
uacidén del dolar, a la inflacidn rampante y a
la intensificacidn de la explotacidén en las co-
lonias y neo-colonias, tanto como la explota-
cién del proletariado multi-nacional y los
pueblos oprimidos domesticamente.

La guerra de VletNam provpecd una creciente
ola de protestas que eventualmente asumid un
caracter anti-imperialista oponiendose a los
crecientes costos de la guerra, a la opresidn
nacional doméstica, y a la matanza del pueblo
vietnamita y de los hijos de la clase obrera
EE.UU. que fueron mandados a pelear alla; espe-
‘cialmente el alto porcentage de asiaticos- ;
americanos, afro-americanos; chicanos, indios-
americanos y puertorriquefios que sirvieron de
carne de cafidn para el ejército imperialista en
relacidn proporcional con el resto de la po-
blacidn.

En reaccidén al incremento en la opresidn
nacional doméstica, rebeliones y no "motines
criminales" como la burguesia los llama, comen-
zaron a surgir en todos lados a la misma vez que.
muchos residentes de arrabales y barrios comen-
zaron a atacar negocios de burgueses y peque—
fios burgueses estafadores; y sus opre-
sores inmediatos- la policia- que estaban cre-
ciendo en niimero ipientrasiel aparato estatal se
hacia mas centralizado y se fortalecia para bre-
gar con la creciente militancia de los movi-
mientos de las nacionalidades oprimidas.

En agosto 29 del 1970, 15,000 personas mar-
charon a través de lado este de Los Angeles,
California, el barrio chicano mas grande en los
EE.UU., en una manifestacidén militante contra
la guerra imperialista en VietNam. Esta marcha
tuvo un caracter particular que la distinguid
del resto de las manifestaciones contra la
guerra en los sesentas y setentas- en que fue
una marcha iniciada por una nacionalidad opri-
mida- la nacionalidad oprimida chicana- para
protestar especificamente contra una manifes-
tacidén particular de su opresidn nacional. Es-
taban protestando contra la guerra imperialis-
ta en sj el alto porcentage de chicanos en el
servicio militar obligatorio, heridos y muer-

tos en la guerra y contra la opresidn de los
chicanos en general- la negacidn de sus dere-
chos democraticos. El tema central de la marcha
fue "jRaza si, Guerra No!" La marcha en si era
nultinacional y de amplia composicidn obrera.
La gran mayoria de los part1c1pantes eran
chicanos.

El moratorio chicano surgid, originalmente,
de las ideas de las Boinas Marrdén (Brown Ber-
ets)- una organizacidn nacionalista chicana
basada en la clase obrera y en el lumpen. Esta
organizacidn estuvo en la vanguardia de muchas
de las luchas chicanas en Los Angeles, parti-
cularmente en las luchas contra el chauvinismo
blanco en las escuelas, contra la brutalidad
polic {faca ¥y por la auto-defensa . armada del
pueblo chicano. Este grupo luego asumid una
postura nacionalista estrecha y anti-comunista,
lo cual degenerd en posiciones tan aventureras
como la "captura" de la Isla de Catalina
"para México" .

Las etapas de planificacidn del Moratorio
estuvieron dominadas por un 1fderato chicano
revolucionario, nacionalista y anti-imperial-
ista, proveniente de la pequefia burguesia.
Casi inmediatamente le llovieron a este ‘grupaq
los ataques provenientes de la organizacidn
trotskista, Partldo Laboral Progre51sta, la
cual condend de "reaccionario" al liderato
chicano por darle "&nfasis" a la cuestidn de
la opresidn nacional chicana. Degpués 'de unas
luchas feroces se pudo derrotar politicamente
a estos trotskistas, ante los ojos del comité
del moratorio, y se les expulsd fisicamente.
El PLP intentd contraponer la cuestidn nacional
chicana a la cuestion de la clase obrera, co-
sa tipica de todos los social-chauvinista.
Nuestra posicidn como comunistas tiene que

~ser el darle un apoyo firme a todos los movi-

mientos nacionales anti-imperialistas porque
son, en esencia, parte integral de la cuestidn
de clase en los EE.UU. y en la revolucidn
mundial. La liberacidn de los chicanos sobre
su opresidn solo podria lograrse finalmente

con la derrota del imperialismo de los EE.UU.-
el mismo enemigo de la clase obrera de los
EE.UU. La clase obrera misma no podrid alcan-
zar la victoria sin una alianza firme con las
nacionalidades oprimidas de este pais.

La manifestacidn misma se enfrentd a la
furia completa del Estado. El Departamento de
la Policia de Los Angeles, bajo el pretexto de

canos. Las masas congregadas, sin embargo,
probaron una vez mas la ley histdrica de que
"donde hay opresidn, hay resistencia'". Enfren-
tandose a sus atacantes con todo lo que
encontraban en el momento, el pueblo lanzd

un rapido contrataque, incendiando lo3 carros
de la policia y forzando la retirada de la
policia bajo una lluvia de ladrillos, piedres
y botgllas.

Precisgpente por
ser espontdnea, por faltarle un lfderato co-
munista, la rebelidn no contaba con un plan,
ni con tacticas especificas contra un enemigo
claramente identificable y con objetivos cla-
ramente definidos. En lugar de esto, los ata-
ques se concentraron en los blancos mas ob-
vios— los policias y los negocios usureros en
el drea. Esto no altera la importancia de
esta rebelidn ni le quita prestigio al indo-

blegable coraje del pueblo chicano en su mar-
cha hacia la libertad.

cual puede darle guia a estas rebeliones y
puede hacerlas méds efectivas en su asalto al
capital.

_y abrieron fuego sin previo aviso contra los

Algunas Lecciones que hay que aprender

Todas estas manifestaciones tenian un carac-
ter anti-imperialista definitivo y se organiza-
ron sin un liderato comunista.

La Unidn Revolucionaria, la cual plantea
como una meta estratégica el desarrollo de
"conciencia anti-imperialista" sin importarle
el nivel de conciencia de los miembros mis
avanzados de los movimientos de masas, (a-
quellos en que debemos concentrarnos en este
periodo del pre-partido) deberian aprender de
esto. La tarea de los comunistas en este pais
en este periodo de formacidn del partido (y
todavia estamos en este periodo a pesar de
que la UR se haya cambiado el nombre a Partido
Comunista Revolucionario) es la de elevar 1la
conciencia de los mads avanzados al nivel de
conciencia comunista.

tan como una parte {itil de un esfuerzo comin
hacia un objetivo claro. Todas las anteriores
en su totalidad sirven para ganar ideoldgica-
mente a los avanzados a la posicidn y punto
de vista del proletariado. No podemos tomar
el camino de menos resistencia por medio de
ver "entrenamiento" como de temer al obrero
sentandose pasivamente en una reunidn, o de
dibujar pancartas, o de marchar en una linea
de 'piquete. jNuestra meta es la de entrenar
una vanguardia! Para lograrlo requiere trabajo
tedrico, politico, y organizativo. Cuadros
bolcheviques no '"caen del cielo", se forjan
en el yunque de la lucha de clases.

Luchas de Liberacién Nacional- Parte Componen-
te de la Revolucidn Mundial

"Guerras nacionales contra las potencias
imperialista no son solamente posibles y
probables; son inevitables, son progresis-
tas y yevoliiclionartass .. (V.:I, Lenin)

La era del imperialismo se caracteriza-
entre otras cosas- por la intensificacidn de
la opresidn nacional. Del capitalismo progre-
sista, el cual en su etapa inicial sostuvo el
derecho a la libertad de las naciones, y lu-
chd por esta libertad del yugo' feudal se ha
desarrollado el capitalismo moribundo, cuya
decadencia y parasitismo econdmico se reflejan
en la subyugacidn de las naciones con su re-
sultante saqueo y explotacién. De un prospero
capitalismo pre-monopolista se ha convertido
en un capitalismo monopolista moribundo, de
la competencia libre al monopolio, y de demo-
cracia a reaccidn. Histdricamente en los Es-
tados Unidos varios, diferentes pueblos han
sido oprimidos mids alld de la opresidn de
clase. En el cinturdn negro (Black Belt) del
sur los afro-americanos han sido forjados en
una nacidn oprimida en el calor de su lucha
en contra de esta opresidn. E1 pueblo afro-
americano no sb6lo se ha tenido que enfrentar
al robo del fruto de su labor, sino tambié&n
al asesinato, linchamiento, ultraje, y a la
negacidn de sus derechos democrdticos basicos.
Su nacidn no es libre ni independiente, sino
es estrangulada y encadenada por el imperial-
ismo norteamericano. En intentando de obtener
el miximo de superganancias, la burguesia su-
perexplota a este pueblo mis alla del nivel
"normal" de explotacidn de clase. De la misma
manera el pueblo chicano se ha enfrentado al
mismo enemigo. (Aqui el Movimiento 29 de agos-
to se refiere a la opresidn nacional de
los chicanos- su opresidn como nacionalidad.
En el presente estamos investigando si
los chicanos constituyen una nacidn).

A consecuencia de esto ocurren tres cosas
importantes: (1) las superganancias fortalezen
la mano de la burguesia- como Marx lo 1llamj,
la riqueza que amasan es '"poder social concen-
trado", el cual le pone a su disposicidn la
totalidad del aparato politico, militar, cul-
tural, etc. de la sociedad. El solo propdsito
de este aparato es de mantener a los capital-
istas en el poder, para expandir y fortalezer
su dominacidén sobre el proletariado. (2) Los
pueblos oprimidos han cobrado conciencia de
las luchas nacionales. (3) Las masas oprimi-
das, y el proletariado estidn divididos a base
de 1fneas nacionales- entre nacidn opresora y
nacionalidades oprimidas. Con sus superganan-
cias la clase dominante le extiende al prole-
tariado de la nacidn opresora (al proletari-
ado anglo-americang) privilegios minimos tem-
poreros— y los machaca con la ideologia del
racismo y el chauvinismo nacional blanco.
Pues, come la {inica fuerza de los oprimidos
esti en sus nimeros, los cuales tienen que
estar unidos y organizados si es que van a
derrocar al capitalismo, la burguesia tiene
que mantener las histdricas divisiones nacion-
ales que existen el proletariado y pueblos
oprimidos. Pues, podemos ver que la unidad de

-1a clase obrera y nacionalidades oprimidas-

la unidad de la clase y las luchas nacionales-
no es una unidad liberal basada en la '"preo-
cupacidén humanitaria"” por los pueblos pobres

de color. La unidad no estd basada en un sentir
de culpabilidad o en la cristianidad, sino

sobre la base sdlida de intereses materiales

definitivos- el derrocamiento de un enemigo
comiin. La tarea de los comunistas es de hacer
al proletariado y a las nacionalidades opri-
midas CONCIENTE de esta base material, y de
ayudar forjar su ACTUAL unidad de lucha. Es
en este contexto bajo el cual tenemos que
analizar la lucha del pueblo chicano, y de-
terminar las tareas que nos enfrentan.

las superganancias robadas -de la explotacidn
de las colonias y neo-colonias.

Durante la dé&cada del 60 surgieron varias
formas de lucha y de organizaciones en el mo-
vimiento nacional chicano representando va-
‘rias corrientes ideoldgicas, clases, y estra-
tas.

El campesinado chicano, basado principal-
mente en Nuevd Mé€xico y Colorado, ha luchado
a través de la historia luchas sangrientas
para mantener y recuperar tierras privadas y
comunales robadas de ellos por los capitalis-
tas o por el estado. Esta lucha del campesina-
do. por la tierra garantizado por el Tratado de
Guadalupe Hidalgo (tratado que finalizd 1la
guerra Mexico-Americana) desarrolld la organi-
zacidén conocida como la Alianza Federal de Mer-
tedes encabezada por Reis Ld%ez Tijerina.
Luego de una serie de batallas legales por
varios afnos, miembros de la Alianza se arma-
ron y tomaron una porcidén de sus tierras his-
toricas (que habian sido suyas desde los
1600). Esta lucha tuvo el apoyo de las masas
del campesinado del suroeste y los Chicanos
de todas clases y estratas. rue’ dirigida al
estado.imperialista y expresd abierta solidari-
dad con las luchas afro-americanas.

El estado burgués reacciond viciosamente
contra la Alianza-- mobilizando la guardia
nacional en su contra, encarcelando muchos de
sus miembros, infiltrando sus filas para cau-
sar sabotaje (a través de rumores y provoca-
dores) vy comprar a ciertos lideres.

El movimiento del campesinado ain existe en
los EE.UU. en el 1975 aunque el campesinado
va en decadencia como sector de la sociedad.
No podemos ignorar este movimiento. Un cam-
pesinado también existe en la nacidn afro-amer-
icana oprimida. Lo que historicamente le ha
faltado al movimiento del campesinado y lo
que aun le falta,es el liderato de un partido
comunista que pueda unir sus luchas a las lu-
chas del proletariado y otros pueblos oprimi-
dos. Un partido que pueda darle conciencia y
direccidn al movimiento. Una de las tareas
de nuestro nuevo partido serd el desarrollar
un programa agrario precisamente formulado
para que asi pueda dirigir el movimiento del
campesinado.

No estd entre las mirig de este articulo
el hacer un analisis. politico y de clase del
pueblo Chicano. Sin embargo nuestra experien-
cia y la investigacidn limitada nos lleva a
creer que la burguesia chicana estd aun repre-
sentada en el Partido Democrata-- un partido
de los capitalistas monopolistas. Este sector
de los Chicanos continiia impulsando sus pro-
gramas de reformas y de "capitalismo chicano".
Cualquier trabajo en el movimiento nacional
chicano no puede ignorar la burguesfé chica-
na al tener estos aun una influencia consider-
able entre muchos trabajadores y pequenios
burgueses chicanos.

Partido La Raza Unida-- Representante de la
pequefia burguesia chicana

El representante politico de la pequena
burguesia chicana serfia, al parecer, el Parti-
do La Raza Unida. Este es un partido de masas
con centros en Los Angeles, California; Den-
ver, Colorado y Crystal City, Tejas. El Par-
tido La Raza Unida ha desempeiiado un papel
significativo en el movimiento chicano. Ha
reflejado la lucha continua entre reformismo
y revolucidn; entre el proletariado y la pe-
quefia burguesia por el liderato del movimi-
ento chicano. La lucha de dos lineas entre el
Partido se cretalizd en la histdrica conven-
cidn nacional llevada a cabo en El1 Paso, ?Ejas
en el 1972. En esta convencidn la delegacion
de Tejas promovid la 1fnea de reformismg y aco-
modacidén con el Partido ‘Demdcrata. La linea
anti-imperialista y de independencia de los
dos partidos burgueses fue promovida por 1la
delegacidén de California. Luego de una fuerte
lucha, el Partido adoptd el paso de indepen-
dencia politica y de firme lucha contra.el 2
imperialismo de los EE.UU. Esta lucha victori-
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osa fue dirigida por las fuerzas Marxistas-
Leninistas en la delegacidon de California
quienes se aliaron con los nacionalistas re-
volucionarios de California, Colorado y Nuevo.
México. La bdase de esta alianza fue politica
revolucionaria opuesta a politica reformista.
No fue, como pensaron algunos, una lucha entre
nacionalismo estrecho e intermnacionalismo.

De hecho, un examen minucioso del movimiento
chicano reciente muestra que el peor peligro
era el reformismo y no el nacionalismo. Esto
nos ensefia el peligro de proceder de formulas,
ejemplo de esto; en todo movimiento nacional
el peor peligro siempre ha de ser el nacional-
ismo estrecho.

Luego de la convencidn E1 Partido adoptd el
programa de la delegacidn de California que
llamaba por la autodeterminacidn de los Chi-
canos y otros pueblos latinos. Tambien se
comprometid a apoyar todos' los pueblos oprimi-
dos en los EE.UU. y en el Tercer Mundo. Asi
pues, los representantes politicos mas progre-
sistas del pueblo chicano han escogido el ca-
mino de batalla fé&rrea contra el imperialismo
en solidaridad con todos los pueblos oprimidos
del mundo.

Desde el principio, el Partido Raza Unida
fue debilitado por su poca base entre la clase
trabajadora. Su base venia principalmente de
la ‘inteligencia y la pequefia burguesia. Mas
y mas los marxistas-leninistas comenzaron a
reconocer esta debilidad y lucharon para des-
arrollar el aspecto proletario de la organi-
zacidn. En la lucha erntre Yevolucidn y refor-
mismo, los marxistas-leninistas cometieron
ciertos errores de "izquierda" cuando fallaron
en llevar a cabe su trabajo pacientemente,
cuando fallaron en hacer distinciones entre
elementos avanzados, intermedios y atrazados,
etc. También se cometieron errores de derecha
cuando fallaron en desarrollar un programa de
trabajo cientifico para el partido, llevando
asi a la espontaneidad. Viendo la necesidad

‘de desarrollar lazos fuertes con el proleta-

riado en sus sitios de trabajo, y también
desarrollar la forma mas alta de organizacidn
proletaria—-- el Partido, los marxistas-lenin-
istas hicieron la decisidn de descontinuar

sus labores en el Partido Raza Unida. De

todos modos, esto solo puede ser una ausen-.
cia temporera. En el 1972, en las elecciones
nacionales, mas de 200,000 votos fueron emiti-
dos para el Partido Raza Unida en Tejas. En
Colorado, muchos apoyan el trabajo del Parti-
do. Mientras su base es mucho mas débil en
California, muchos Chicanos todavia buscan
liderato en el Partido. De hecho cualquier tra-
bajo comunista en La Raza Unida seria hecho
para darle direccidn y unirlo a la lucha por
la revolucidn proletaria.

En el presente hay tres tendencias que
existen en el Partido Raza Unida, a saber: en
California el liderato del Partido es anti-
imperialista pero tomd una posicion reformista
en el trabajo electoral y en cuestiones de
Jcontrol de la comunidad". En Colorado exis-
ten varias corrientes- socialistas, nacional-
istas, nacionalistas revolucionarios y refor-
mistas- pero el caracter del trabajo del par-
tido gira alrededor de las luchas estudiantil-
es, de los prisioneros y de '"control de 1la
comunidad". California y Colorado rehusan
afiliarse a los dos partidos burgueses. Tejas
representa el ala mas conservadora del parti-
do. José Angel Gutierrez y su pandilla llegan
a acurdos secretos con los partidos Democrata
y Republicano para conseguir fondos y '"pro-
yectos especiales". Esta claque es anti-comu-
nista y toma una posicidén anti-imperialista
cuando "la situacion lo amerita'.

Sin embargo en el Partido en Texas mientras
que mids y mids los elementos mas honestos y

politicamente concientes, los' mds progresis~

tas, ven através del programa y del liderato
de Gutierrez, habra’ mds contradicciones y
luchas; tambien comenzarin a reafirmar su in-
dependencia del programa. Los comunistas de-
ben utilizar estas distinciones para desa-
rrollar los elementos progresistas; se deben
ganar a la estrata intermedia y baja y aislar

a los reaccionarios recalcitrantes.

Tanto como los elementos proletarios deja-
ron el partido, muchos de ellos participaron
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en la fundacidén del M de 29 de Agosto; o se
han convertido en miembros de otras organiza-
ciones comunistas. Como representantes de

una nacionalidad oprimida, tanto como de la
clase obrera, tienen el deber de conseguir y
ganarse los elementos avanzados del proleta-
riado y del movimiento nacional chicano. Tam-
bien tieneh que trabajar -para unir el sector
chicano proletario con toda la clase trabaja-
dora multinacional y luchar por el liderato
del proletariado en el movimiento nacional
chicano. El1 proletariado chicano, urbano y-
rural, ahora esta, en posicidn de tomar el
liderato debido al papel que juega en rela-
cidén a la forma mds avanzada de produccidn;
especialmente en las industrias basicas del
sudoeste y en la costa oeste de EE.UU.

Desde el comienzo del siglo el proletariado

chicano ha aumentado tremendamente chicanos
constituyen grandes porcén‘ta.jes,l casi mayo-
rias, en los ferrocarriles, industria del
acero, de construccidn e industrias de refi-
nerias en el sudoeste.

The first slaves bought in
Africa were taken to ‘America
350 years ago. Thus, alengside
the barbarous extermination of
the native Indians, there began
one of the most shameful periods
of the exploitation of black' peo-
pie as beasts of burden, and
the most savage racial discrimi-
nation. But even now, after more
than three and a half centuries,
although the word «slave» does
not exist in the American consti-
tution, there exists in essence the
same situation: people are divi-
ded into «blacks and «whites. In
the USA the unwritten laws of
racial discrimination and savage
exploitation, laws which are ba-
sed on the capitalist system it-
self, as an oppressive and exploi-
ting system, are in full force.

Racism is an offspring of the
bourgeois order. In .the USA it
constitutes one of the typical
examples of the cynicism of US
imperialism. Americari  racism
was born along with the bour-
geoisie, with U.S. imperialism;
it developed with it and will
disappear only when US impe-
rialism disappears. US racism
is an integral part of the social-
led «American way of lifes.

The USA is populated by peo-
ple of various races: Europeans,
Africans, Indians, Asians, Por-
toricans, etc. But the unwritten
law of racial discrimination sti-

pulates that the white is master,
and superior to all the other
races. Despite the demagogical
fuss of the rulers, and although
the American constitution expres-
sively states that «all men are by
nature free.and equals, this racist
law is preserved and defended by
the American system of govern-
ment, by the ruling and racist
circles. This policy, helps the
business and monopoly circles to
exercise, alongside the exploita-
tion- of white workers, a still
more savage exploitation of the
socalled «coloured»  workers,
making them the object of dou-
ble exploitation.

«In the USAs, — the French
newspaper sLe Monde Diploma-

“tiques writes, — «the black peo-

plé are entirely neglected. In
his messages to the Congress,
Nixon does not mention the

‘blacks at all. The funds assi-

gned for black peopie in the fe-
deral burdgets are constantly di-
minishing. . . ..»

Nixon was asking the Afro-
Americans to improve their
lot by themselves; in other
words, to continue living under
the same conditions of savage
racial discrimination. Nixon's
scornful statements differ a
great deal from his demagogi-
cal declarations made during the
election campaign, where the
list of promises was very long.

«Consequentlys, — «Le Monde Di-
plomatiques further continues, —

-«sthe Afro-Americans are at the

bottom of the ladder in per ca-
pita income; they constitute
the largest number of unemploy-
ed, and their ghettos have not
yet disappeareds.

According to official Ameri-
can sources, 12.3 .per cent of
black women and 10.2 per cent
of black men are jobless in
the United States. In fact, the
actual percentage of black peo-
ple unemployed is much grea-
ter, and comes to 31 per cent
of the able-bodied black popu-
lation. In the big American ci-
ties more than a quarter of the
black labour force has no chance
of finding work. In Detroit,
for example, the percentage of
unemployed black people is 29,2,
in Chicago 28.2, in Newark 28.3
in Milwaukee 26.8, in Kansas
City 24.3, and so on. Black peo-
ple are the last to be hired
and the first to be fired. Even
those blacks who are employed
are very badly treated and are
subject to great unequality.
Blacks are paid less than whites
for the same work. Blacks ma-
ke up the majority of the army
of 23 million American poor. One
out of three black families lives
in complete poverty, while over
2 million black Americans suf-
fer from malnutrition.




Productive Forces and
Relations of Production
by Shik Fa

THE productive. forces. consist. of the following three
elements: 1) labourens who possess: eertain preduc-

]

tion experience and:labour skill; 2) means of labour, the
first being instruments of production; 3) objects of
labour, Of the three, labourers. are the primary as: well
as the, decisive factor; This is. hecause: only the labour-
ing; masses can create, improve-and: use: the instruments
of production. —As Lenin pointed out at the First All-
Russia Congress on Adult Education: “The primary
productive force of human society as a. whole, is the
workers, the working people.” .

The relations. of production refer to the relations
established among people in the process. of social produc=
tion of material goods. They have three aspects: 1) The
form of ownership of the means of production; 2)
positions. of different social groups in production and
their mutual relations determined by the form.of owner-
ship: of the means of produetion; 3) the form of dis-
tribution of products which depends entirely on: the
above two. Of the three, ownership of the means of pro-
duction is decisive’and is the base.of the relations of pro-
duction. Ownership. of the means: of production deter-
mines, mutual relations- between people: and the form
of distribution. For example: In capitalist society, the
capitalists ewn -the means ef produetion while the
workers have nothing but. their labour power for sale.
In. production, the capitalists hold a dominating, ex-
ploiting and controlling pesition while the workers are
in. an enslaved, exploited and oppressed. pesition. Be-
cause the capitalists. have the meaps of production in
productive forces which progress at a much quicker
pace than that in the old society. But these relations
of production are still far from perfect, and this im-
perfection is in contradiction to the growth of the pro-
ductive forces. In our country, bourgeois right, which
has not yet been entirely abolished in the system of
ownership, is still prevalent to a serious extent in rela-
tions between people and holds a dominant position in
distribution. All this influences the development of the
productive forces. Therefore, we must pay attention to
solving problems im the relations of production, limit
bourgeois right, accelerate the growth of productive
forces, make further efforts to consolidate and perfect
socialist ewnership, and create conditions in which it
will be impossible for the bourgeoisie to exist, or for a
new bourgeoisie to arise.

Economic Base and
Superstructure

by Hung Ou

THE economic base refers to the economic system at

a certain stage of social development, that is; the
sum total of the relations of production. The super-
structure ‘embraces social views on -politics, law,
philosophy, art, religion, ete, and the political and
legislative and judicial bodies and systems correspond-
ing to these views,

‘The contradiction between the superstructure and
the economic ‘base ‘is one of the basic contradictions in
‘a society. It promotes the development and change of
sgciety. The relationship between the superstructure
and the economic base is one of dialectical unity. The
economic base generally plays the principal and decisive
role. The superstructure is founded on the economic
base and its character decided by that of the latter.
For instance, the economic base in capitalist society is

the capitalist relations of production, and the super-’

structure built on this base is the state system of the
dictatorship of the bourgeoisie and bourgeois ideology.
The decisive role of the economic base can also be seen
in the fact that “with the change of the economic founda-
tion the entire immense superstructure is more or less
rapidly transformed.” (Karl Marx: Preface to “A Con-
tribution to the Critique of Political Economy.”)

But the superstructure does not merely conform
to the econcmic base passively. It is relatively indepen-
dent and has an immense reaction on the economic base.
An advanced superstructure is established to meet the
needs of the growth of an advanced economic base, It
promotes the formation and consolidation of its own
base, -destroys the old economic base and becomes the
progressive forces propelling the growth of productive

their hands and the workers are in a powerless state,
the products of labour inevitably go to the capitalists.

e workers can only get wages to maintain: a bare
existence.

Although ownership. of the means of production
plays: a decisive role in the relations of production,
mutual relations between people and the form of dis-
tribution also react upon the system of ownership and
play the decisive role under certain conditions.

The productive forces and the relations of producs
tion. are the two aspects of one dialectical unity. The
former cannot exist in the absence: of the relations of
production;.at the same time it is the basis en which
certain relations of production, exist and develop: The
productive forces generally play the principal and
decisive role because they are the maost. revolutionary
and active factor. In the wake of the development and
changes of the productive forces, the relations of pro-
duction are sure to develop and change sooner or later.
But the relations of production do not merely correspond
to the demands of the development of the productive
forces in a passive way. They react upon the produc-
tive forces, promote or hinder their development and
play the decisive role under certain conditions. When
the relations of production obstruet and shackle the
development of productive forces, this will give rise to
changes in the relations of production and to violent
revolution which will overthrow the old social system
and establish- new relations of production conform-
ing to the further development of the productive forces.
The emergence of new relations of production, on the
other hand, promotes the development of productive
farces.

Till today, human society has seen five kinds of
relations of production, namely, those of primitive com-
munal system, slave system, feudal system, capitalist
system and socialist system.

In: China, sacialist relations of production have been
established and are in harmony: with the growth of the
forces. A decadent superstructure protects the old
economic base and hampers the birth and growth of the
new ‘economic base. Following the transformation of
the-old economic base, the old superstructure, especially
old ideology, does not change immediately and will exist
for quite a long period of time. It will play the reac-
tionary role of undermining the new economic base and
restoring the old one and become the reactionary forees
that impede the growth of produclive forces, The fact
that the supersiructure exercises the decisive influence
on the economic base under certain conditions is clearly
seen during the period of socialist revolution. This is
because the socialist economic base cannot grow spon-
taneously out of the old society and can only be formed
and grow after the proletariat has seized political power.

In China, soeialist transformation has in the main-
been completed with respect to the system of ownership
and socialist relations' of production have been es-°
tablished. But the economic base is not yel solid and
bourgeois right, which has not yet been entirely
abolished in the system of ownership, is still prevalent
to a serious extent in relations between people and holds
a dominant position in distribution. Therefore, socialist
revolution must be continued with regard to the
economic base:

In socialist society, the contradiction between the
superstructure and the economic base is still one of the
basic social contradictions. There is harmony as well
as contradiction between the superstructure and the
economic base. Consisting of the state system and laws
of the dictatorship of the proletariat and the socialist
ideology guided by Marxism-Leninism-Mao Tsetung
Thought, China’s superstructure “plays a positive role in
facilitating the victory of socialist transformation and
the establishment of the socialist organization of labour;
it is suited to the socialist economic hase, that is, to so-
cialist relations of production.” (Muo Tsetung: On the
Correct Handling of Conlradictions Among the People.)
But because of survivals of the old ideology, the existence
of the conceplion of bourgeois right and defects in cer-
tain links in our state institutions, some aspecls in the
various spheres of the superstructure are in fact still
controlled by the bourgeoisie which is predominant
there; some are being transformed but the resulls are
not yet consolidated, and old ideas and the old force of
habit are trying obstinately to hold back the growth of
socialist new things. All this stands in contradiction
lo the socialist economic base,

During the entire historical period of socialism. the
struggle in the various spheres of the superstruciure
by Marxism to defeat revisionism and by the proleturiat
to triumph over the bourgeoisie is protracted and tor-
tuous an_d even very acute at times. Therefore, the
proletariat must exercise all-round dictatorship over the
bourgeoisie in the superstructure, including all spheres
of culture, carry out &ocialist revolution well in the
rcalm of the superstructure and develop socialist new-
born things and consolidale the socialist economic base.

national convention of 1972 held in
El Paso, Texas. At this convention,
the line of reformism and accomoda-
tion with the Democratic party was
championed by the Texas delegation.
The banner of political independence
from the two bourgeois parties and
anti-imperialism was carried by the
California delegation. After bitter
struggle, the Partido adopted the
path of political independence and
of firm struggle against U.S. imperi-
alism. The successful fight was led
by the Marxist-Leninist forces with-
in the California delegation who
struck an alliance with the revolu-
tionary nationalists from California
and Colorado and New Mexico., The
basis of this alliance was revolu-
tionary politics versus reformist
polities. It was not, as some have
said, a struggle between narrow
nationalism and internationalism.

In fact, a close examination of the
recent Chicano movement discloses
that reformism and not narrow
nationalism is the greater danger.
This illustrates the danger of pro-
ceeding from formulas--i.e., within
every national movement, the greatest
danger must always be narrow nation-
alism,

Following this convention, the
Partido adopted the program of the
California delegation whiéh called
for self-determination for Chicano
and other Latino peoples. It also
pledged support to all oppressed
peoples of the U.S, and the Third
World. Thus, the most progressive
political representatives of the
Chicano people had chosen the path
of steel to steel battle against
imperialism in solidarity with all
oppressed peoples of the world.

From the beginning the Raza
Unida Party was weakened by its
shallow roots within the working
class. Its base mainly came from the
intelligentsia and the petty-bour-
geoisie. More and more the Marxist-
‘Leninists began to recognize this
weakness and struggled to develop
the proletarian aspect of the
organization. In the struggle be-
tween revolution and reformism, the
Marxist-Leninists made certain
"left" errors ot failing to carry
on their work patiently, of failing
to make distinctions between advanced,
intermediate and lower strata elements,
etc. They also made right errors
of failing to develop a scientific
program of work for the Partido,
thereby, leading to spontaneity.
Seeing the need to develop strong
ties with the proletariat at the
workplaces, and also to develop
the highest form of proletarian
organization--the Party-- the Marx-
ist-Leninists made the decision to
discontinue their work in el Partido.
However, this can only be a temporary
absence. In the 1972 national elec-
tions, over 200,000 votes were cast
for La Raza Unida Party in Texas. In
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Colorado, numerous Chicanos support
the work of La Raza Unida Party.
While its base is much weaker in
California, many Chicanos still look
to the Partido for leadership. Of
course any communist work in La Raza
Unida would be done to give it direc-
tion and link it to the struggle for
proletarian revolution.

Presently, there are three
tendencies existing within La Raza
Unida Party--in California, the lead
ership of the Partido is anti-imperi-
alist but caught up in reformist
electoral work and "community
control" issues. Colorado has
various trends within it--social-
ists, nationalists, revolutionary
nationalists, and reformists--but
the character of the party's work
centers around the struggles of
students, prisoners and "community
control." Both California and
Colorado reject affiliation with
the two bourgeois parties. Texas
represents the more conservative
wing of the Partido. Jose Angel
Gutierrez and his clique covertly
compromise with the Demoeratic and
Republican parties in order to get
funds and "special projects."

This clique is anti-communist and
strikes an anti-imperialist pose
when "the situation calls for it."
However, within the Texas Partido,
there are contradictions and strug-
gles, as the more progressive, honest
and politically conscious elements
see through the program of the
Gutierrez leadership and begin to
assert their independence from it.
Communists must be able to utilize
these distinctions to develop the
progressive elements, win over the
middle and lower strata and isolate
the die-hard reactionaries.

As for the proletarian elements
who left the Partido--many of them
participated in the founding of ATM
or have become members of other com-
munist organizations. As represent-
atives of an oppressed nationality
as well as of the working class, they
have the duty to seek out and win
over the advanced elements from the
proletariat and from the Chicano
national movement. They must also
work to unite the Chicano sector of
the proletariat with the entire
multinational working class and to
fight for the leadership of the pro-
letariat in the Chicano national
movement. The Chicano proletariat,
urban and rural, has now moved into
a position to take this leadership
due to its role in relation to the
most advanced form of production,
especially basic industry within the
Southwest and the West Coast.

Since the turn of the century,
the Chicano proletariat has increas-
ed tremendously--Chicanos constitute
large percentages, almost majorities,
in railroads, steel, construction
and the refinery industries in the
Southwest. In the period from 1900-

1950, Chicanos came to comprise over
sixty percent of the proletariat in
the mines, the canneries and the
packing sheds of the Southwest.

This sector of the Proletariat
shown its. capacity for unity, organ-
ization and militancy in the heroic
struggles of the Farah strikers and
the struggles of the Farmworkers of
California and Texas.

Another trend that developed
following the Chicano Moratorium
was most strongly represented by the
Chicano Liberation Front. This
organization, representing the in-
dignant and impatient petty-bourg-
geoisie, resorted to terrorism.
From February to July of 1971, they
carried out 19 bombings in Los Angel-
es alone, including the City Hall,
Federal buildings, Bank of America,
National Guard armories, a Standard
011 refinery, etc. This group, a
highly organized one, carried these
bombings out with sustaining a single
arrest.

The development of such an
organization was inevitable follow-
ing the violent repression of the
people by the police. We must make
distinctions among terrorist groups.
Not all can be seen as counter-re-
volutionary, although some undoubt-
edly are., The CLF however, represent-
ed a revolutionary group. However,
their "foco" ideology, that excita-
tive terror would mobilize the masses
in a revolutionary onslaught against
the state, did not pan out, As a
result of this, the group which did
enjoy at least the passive support
of the Chicano masse;, soon disin-
tegrated.

Our task is to build the Commun-
ist Party which can develop a correct
analysis of the classes in the United
States; a party which can correctly
apply Marxism-Leninism to our ex-
tremely complicated national ques-
tion and determine correct program,
strategy, tactical line and policies
in regard to the various classes
and strata of the different nation-
al movements. Such policies have
as their aim, the uniting of all
struggles into a mighty tidal wave
of revolution which will shatter
the crumbling bastion of imperial-
ism and build in its place a just
socialist society founded upon the
firm alliance and unity of the work-
ing class and the oppressed nation-
alities. To do this we must isolate
the reformist danger in the nation-
al movement and also the growing
revisionist and conciliationist
danger which wants to divert the
revolutionary nationalists onto the
path of reformism,

Let all communists and advanced
workers redouble our efforts to mas-
ter Marxism-Leninism, to apply it to
the conditions of the U.S, and to
develop the line and program which
can unite us all to carry out our
struggle.

"National wars against the
imperialist powers are not
only possible and probable,
they are inevitable, they are

The era of imperialism is mark-
ed by, among other things, intensi-
fied national oppression. From a
progressive capitalism which in its

- lower stage once stood for the free-
dom of nations, and fought for this
freedom  from the feudal yoke, has
developed into moribund capitalism--
whose economic decay and parasitism
is refiected in the subjugation of
nations with the resultant plunder

and exploitation, From a thriving
pre-monopoly capitalism has come a
dying monopoly capitalism. From free
competition to monopoly, from demo-
cracy to reaction. Historically in
the United States, various different
_ peoples have been oppressed above
and beyond class oppression. Afro-
Americans in the black-belt south
have been forged into an oppressed
nation in the heat of their strug-
gle against this oppression. Black
people have not only had to face
the robbery of the fruits of their
labor--but alsce murder, lynching,
rape and a denial of their basic
democratic rights. Their nation is
not free and independent, but is
strangled and chained by U.S.
imperialism. The bourgeoisie, at-
tempting to maximize its super pro-
fits, superexploits this people be-
yond "normal" class exploitation.
The Chicano people have faced this
same enemy doing the same thing.
(ATM is referring here to the nation-
al oppression of Chicanos--their
oppression as a nationality. We
are currently researching whether
Chicanos constitute a nation,)
Because of this, three important
things occur: (1) the superprofits
strengthen the hand of the bourgeoisie--
the wealth they amass is, as Marx
called it "concentrated social
power" which puts the entire politi-
cal, military, cultural, etc. appara-
tus of society at their disposal.
The only purpose of this apparatus

is to maintain the capitalists in
power, to expand and strengthen :
their domination over the proletariat;
(2) The oppressed peoples have
awakened to national struggles; (3)
The oppressed masses, and the prole-
tariat are divided along national
lines--between oppressor nation and
oppressed nationalities. With their
superprofits, the ruling class ex-
tends temporary meager privileges to
the proletariat of the oppressor
nation,: to- the Anglo-American prole-
tariat--and drills them with the
ideology of racism and national
white chauvinism. Thus, since the
only strength of the oppressed lies

in their numbers, which must be
united and organized if they are to
overthrow capitalism, the bourgeoigie
must maintain the historical nation-
al divisions among the proletariat

and oppressed peoples. So we can
see that the unity of the working
class and oppressed nationalities--
the unity of the class and national
struggles, is not a liberal unity
based on guilt or Christianity, but
on the solid foundation of definite
material interests--to overthrow

a common enemy. It is the task of
communists to make the proleéetariat
and the oppressed nationalities
CONSCIOUS of this material basis
and to help forge their ACTUAL fight-
ing unity. It is in this context
that we must examine the struggle
of the Chicano people and determine
what tasks lie before us.

SOME_TRENDS IN THE CHICANO NATIONAL
HOVENENT

The leadership of the Chicano
rnational movement historically has
been the petty-bourgeoisie such as
landlords and landowners, intellec-
tuals, small businessmen, who, op-
pressed by imperialism turned to
either radical politics such as
anarchism or anarcho-syndicalism
which existed as strong tendencies
in the early history of the move-
ment; or reformism geared to'receiv-
ing an equal share of the imperial-
ist pile--the superprofits stolen from
the exploitation of the colonies and
neo-colonies.,

During the 1960's, various forms
of struggle and forms of organization
arose within the Chicano national
movement representing various ideo-
logical trends, classes and strata.

The Chicano peasantry, mainly
based in New Mexico and Colorado, has
histerically fought a bloody struggle
to keep hold of and regain communal
and private lands stolen from them
by rich capitalists or the state.
This struggle of the peasantry for
the land guaranteed to them by the
Treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo (the
treaty ending the Mexican-American
War), developed the organization
known as La Alianza Federal de Mer-
cedes headed by Reis Lopez Tijerina,
After a series of legal battles
over a number of years, members of
the Alianza armed themselves and
seized a portion of their historie
homelands (settled as far back as
the 1600's). This struggle had
the mass support of the peasantry
of the Southwest and Chicanos of
all classes and strata. It was
aimed at the imperialist state and
expressed its open solidarity with
the struggles of the Afro-Americans,

The bourgeois state reacted
viciously against the Alianza--
mobilizing the national guard
against it, Jjailing many of its
members, infilitrating its ranks
to cause disruption (through the
use of rumors and provocateurs),
and buying off certain of its lead-
ership.

The movement of the peasantry
still -exists in the U.S. in 1975
although the peasantry is on the de-
cline as a sector of society. We
cannot ignore this movement. A
peasantry also exists in the oppres-
sed Afro-American nation. What the
peasant movement has lacked historic-
ally and what it lacks now is the
leadership of a communist party
which can link their struggles to
the struggles of the proletariat
and other oppressed peoples. A
party which can give the movement
consciousness and direction., One of
the tasks of our new party will be
to develop a precisely formulated
agrarian program in order for it
to be ABLE to lead the peasant move-
ment.

It is not within the scope of
this paper to do a complete class-
political analysis of the Chicano
pPeople. However, our limited re-
search and experience lends us to
believe that the Chicano bougeoisie
is still represented politically by
the Democratic Party--a party of the
monopoly capitalists. This sector
of Chicanos continues to push its
programs of reforms and "brown
capitalism." Any work among the
Chicano national movement cannot ig=
nore the Chicano bourgeoisie as they
still have considerable influence
among many working class and petty-
bourgeois Chicanos.

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COMMEMORATE THE CHICANO NATIONAL

MORATORIUM

In a previous article, we have
tried to explain the history of the
development of the Chicano national
movement, to show that its roots
lead back to the annexation of the
Southwestern part of this country
by the U.S. through an expansiomist
war against Mexico.

VIET NAM AND THE CHICANO MOVEMENT

Contradiction is universal,
and as the contradiction between
imperialism and the oppressed nations
and people of the world began to
intensify during-the early 1960's,
with imperialist aggression against
Laos, Cambodia, Cuba, Santo Domingo,
the Mid-East, the Congo, etec., the
national oppression within the U.S.
multinational state also increased
as did the struggle against it,

With the defeat of the French
imperialists in Viet Nam in 1954 by
the national liberation forces under
the leadership of Ho Chi Minh, the
U.S. imperialists under Eisenhower
stepped into the place of the French,
They halted the free elections called
for by the Geneva Accords, which were
to be held in 1956 with the purpose of
reunifying the country, and began
to unleash a war of aggression
which ended in their final defeat by
the Vietnamese people in April of
this year. The inherent contradic-
tions of imperialism became accentu-
ated during the 1960's with'its
falling rate of profit, anarchy of
production, and the struggle for
the re-division of the spheres of
influence such as in Indo-China.

To finance the imperialist war of
aggression in Viet Nam, the U,S.
bourgeoisie was forced to print
billions of dollars which eventually
led to dollar devaluation, to ram-
pant inflation and to an intensifi-
cation of the exploitation of its
colonies and neo-colonies and the
multinational proletariat and
oppressed peoples at home.

The Viet Nam war provoked a
rising tide of protest which event-
ually assumed an anti-imperialist
character opposed to the rising war
costs, national oppression at home,
and the slaughter of the Vietnamese
people and the sons of the U.S.
workers sent to fight there,
especially the large precentages of
Asian-Americans, Afro-Americans,
Chicanos, Native Americans and Puerto
Ricans who were the main cannon
fodder for the imperialist army in
relation to their proportion of the
population.

In reaction to the increased
national oppression at home, rebel-
lions, and not "criminal riots," as
the bourgeoisie likes to call them,
began to break out everywhere as
ghetto and barrio residents began to
attack bourgeois and petty-bourgeois
ownied rip-off businesses, and their
immediate oppressors--the police--
who were increasing in numbers as the
repressive apparatus of the state be-
came more centralized and strength-
ened to deal with the growing mili-
tancy of the movements of the oppres-
sed nationalities.

On August 29th, 1970, 15,000
people marched through the east
side of Los Angeles, California, the

largest Chicano barrio in the United
States, in a militant demonstration
against the imperialist war in Viet
Nam. But this march had a distinc-
tive feature to it which differenti-
ated it from the many other anti-war
protests of the '60's and early '70's--
it was a march initiated by an oppres-
sed nationality, the Chicano oppres-
sed nationality--to protest specifi-
cally against a particular manifesta-
tion of their national oppression.
They were protesting against the
imperialist war itself, the extreme-
ly high percentage of Chicanos draft-

" ed, wounded and killed in the war

and against the overall oppression
of Chicanos--the denial of their
democratic rights, The central
theme of the march was "Raza Si,
Guerra No!"™, The march itself was
multinational and largely of working
class composition. The large major-
ity of the marchers were Chicanos.

Chicanos constitute large percentages,
almost majorities, in railroads, steel,
construction and the refinery industries
in the Southwest.

The Chicano Moratorium was
originally the idea of the Brown
Berets--a Chicano nationalist organ-
ization with a working class and
lumpen make-up. This organization
had been in the forefront of many
of the Chicano struggles in Los
Angeles--particularly around the
questions of white chauvinism in
the schools, police brutality and
armed self-defense of the Chicano
people. The group later assumed an
anti-communist, narrow nationalist
stance and degenerated into such
adventuristic posturing as the
"seizure" of Cataline Island "for
Mexico".

During the planning stages of
the moratorium, the leadership rest-
ed in the hands of revolutionary
anti-imperialist Chicano nationalists
from the petty-bourgeoisic. They
immediately came under attack from
the trotskyite Progressive Labor
Party which condemned the leadership
as "reactionary" because of the
"stress" on the question of Chicano
national oppression. After some
fierce struggles, these trotskyites
were defeated politically in the eyes
of the Moratorium committee, and were
physically ejected. The PLP, typical
of all social-chauvinists, had
attempted to counterpose the Chicano
national question to the working
class question. Our stand as com-
munists must be to give firm support

to all anti-imperialist national
movements because they are, in
essence, a component part of the
class question in the United States
and of the world revolution.. The
liberation of Chicanos from their
oppression can only finally be
achieved with the overthrow of U.S.
imperialism--the same enemy of the
U.,5. working class. The working
class itself cannot achieve victory
without a firm alliance with the
oppressed nationalities of this coun-
5T ‘

The demonstration itself was
met by the full fury of the state.
Under the pretext of being "called
in to make an arrest" the Los Angeles
police department began to tear gas
and club the assembled crowd as they
sat in an east side park listening
to the speakers. Many hundreds
were arrested and injured, three’
Chicanos were brutally murdered by
the state. But the assembled masses
proved the historic law that "where
there is oppression, there is re-
sistance." Taking on their attack-

~ ers with whatever weapons they could

find, the people quickly launched

a counter-offensive--setting fire to
police cars and forcing the police
to retreat under a hail of bricks,
rocks and bottles. 'What began as

a police riot soon turned into a
spontaneous rebellion against the
state. Precisely because it was
spontaneous, because it lacked
communist leadership, the rebellion
lacked a plan, specific tactics
against a clearly defined enemy for
a clearly defined objective,
Instead the attacks focused on the
most clearly perceived targets--the
cops and rip-off businesses in the
area. This does not in the least
alter the significance of this
rebellion or take away from the
unquenchable courage of the Chicano
people in their march towards free-
dom. Our task is to build the

party of the proletariat which can
lead such rebellions, make them most
effective in their assault on capital.

In spite of the state repression,
more Chicano moratoriums were organ-
ized--on January 5, 1971 and January -
31, 1971. On January 31st, the state
again unmuzzled its dogs--the police.
They shot down twenty-two people and
killed one marcher. They set up
barricadcs and fired without warning
on the marchers. Let the revisionists
tell the Chicano people about "peace-
ful transition to socialism,"

SOME LESSIONS TO BE LEAHNED

All of these demonstrations
were of a decidely anti-imperialist
character and were organized
without communist leadership. The
Revolutionary Union, which makes as
one of its strategic goals the devel-
opment of "anti-imperialist conscious-
ness" regardless of the level of
consciousness of the most advanced
members of the mass movements (those
upon who we focus in this pre-party
period), should learn from this. The
task of communists in this country
in this period of party building
(and we are still in it despite RU
changing its name to Revolutionary
Communist Party) is to raise the
level of consciousness of the most
advanced to the level of communist
consciousness. We must involve our-
selves in the spontaneous struggles

and MPI (Pro Independence
Movement), and today has taken
a critical position in reference
to the PSP, a position which he
has the right to have."

In this way, they make anyone
who supports me and puts emphasis
on my case, by gulilt of association
and judgement of integrity, an
"enemy agent," Without facts, as
always, they accused Roberto Jose
Maldonado of being someone like
this. Cintron "opposes our Party."
(Ibid) It is not that I have
ideological differences and that
I express these differences. It
is not that I carry out ideologi-
cal struggle with PSP, PIP, and
the PSR and with others,. It is,
according to PSP, that I am in
opposition to the PSP, What a

way to mobilize the membership of.
PSP to get involved in my campaign
and act in solidarity with me!!
What kind of solidarity can this
party have when its membership
says "they cannot give support
because they have not received
instructions in reference to my
case," Instructions? In order
to express their solidarity with
an independence and a socialist
fighter? Unbelievable! What
kind of revolutionary attitudes
does this membership have?

What happens is that when you
don't have any arguments to
Justify erroneous positions at the
heart of the working class move-
ment - on the role of internation-
al solidarity, on strategy and
tactics and many other issues -
when they want to drive the PSP
into the electoral ambush, you
must quiet those voices that
dissent and have some influence,
What would be easier that to make
a common cause with imperialism
by trying to 'discredit and hide
the political intentions of the
voices of dissent.

That's why the article continues
with demagogical expressions of
solidarity and mentions the famous

historical "records" of solidarity
that were raised to cover up their
practice., Mari Bras immediately
comes down with the above mention-:
ed differences and "microgroups"
(which worry them so much% and
which (within their logic, myself
included) are at the service of
the "strategists of repression’
(ibid)

His next line is a presentation

of the "fundamental, most important"
case of the UNT, He

opposes an anti-repressive United
Front and establishes his solid-
arity priorities as follows: the
UNT, the Puerto Rican Cement
workers strike and the case of
Federico Cintron.

Obviously, this is because the PSP
supports the Soviet revisionist

line carried into practice in Chile,
supports ''detente'", the idea of the
transition to Socialism under the
leadership of a coalition of Marxist
and bourgeois parties, and sees this
as the road for revolution in Puerto
Rico. We must not allow this to
happen.

that the communist will be fired first when mass layoffs
hit - in that way they won't. be around to help organize
against the layoffs, The repression of immigrant

workers and oppressed nationalities has never been denounced
by these labor bureaucrats. In fact, when workers organize
independent meetings against cutbacks and other forms of
injustice, the union openly condemns them and aides the
bosses. The union bureaucrats, as we mentioned before,
have openly sold out the right to strike, one of the most
powerful ‘bargaining weapons for economic reforms. Many
times they remain deaf to the complaints of the rank and
file as to unsafe working conditions which have caused the
deaths and crippling of thousands of workers.

THE TARGET OF REPRESSION

The bourgeoisie recognizes that the communists are
fighters for true democracy and so they hit the communists
with all their iron and lead, They try to outlaw and destroy
the communist party or communist movement in an attempt to
break down the working class' opposition to the imperialist
drive for world power. During the early years of the CPUSA
(when the party was not revisionist, but was, in fact,
leading the masses), it faced intense political persecutlon.
Under the Smith Act, communist leaders were prosecuted and
railroaded. Later on, when the party went revisionist, the
bourgeoisie had to repress the young and rising movement.

It crushed the Black Panther Party and others;and today, it
must move to destroy the genuine communist movement which
is moving towards building the party of a new type - a
Bolshevik party - by uniting Marxist-Leninists and winning
over the advanced to communism, a prerequisite for building
the party. (The bourgeoisie are aided in their efforts

by the revisionists, like the "CP"USA and the "RCP"USA.)

The bourgeoisie must move rapidly - to attack the
communist movement while it is still scattered, crush it,
and quickly move to the fascization of society. Only a
strong movement led by vanguard fighters of the working
class can stop the plans of the bourgeoisie.

CONCLUSION AND SUMMARY

The facts that we have outlined here about repression

against the working class and toiling masses are Jjust one
side of the picture. The other side has been the deter-
mined struggle of the working class historically as shown
in the economic and political strikes that have swept this
country - such as: the mass struggles for the 8-hour day
in 1896; the 1919 general strike in Seattle, Washington;
the 1922 strike of 80,000 workers in Massachusetts against
wage cuts and for a shorter work week; the 1932 victory of
500 tenants in the Bronx against city marshals and police,
preventing evictions and securing a rent reduction; the
1946 steel worker's strike in 30 states against the U.S.
Steel Corp.; the 1937 strike of 48,000 workers at General
Motors where the sit-down tactic was first used; the 1930
demonstrations of workers in main cities to demand unemploy-
ment insurance; the 1937 "labor holiday" of 15,000 workers
in Michigan in protest against the arrests of striking
pickets (they won their release).

In 1920, the Chicago Central Labor Union voted for a
general strike if necessary to block war against Soviet
Russia. In 1932, the unemployed of Toledo, Ohio, near
starvation after county authorities cut off their relief,
marched on groceries and seized food, In 1932, high school
students walked out in protest over the school board bring-
ing in coal from a scab company. In 1939, after world-
wide demonstrations, Thomas Mooney, framed labor leader,
was pardoned after 23 years in prison. The rallies and
demonstrations in support of the October Revolution, the
solidarity with Vietnam and China - all these things
are part of the picture of the struggle of the working
class against repression and testimony to the communist
work done among the masses.,

In this partial account of the history of the repres-
sion against the working class and oppressed masses, we
have attempted to show the running thread of the menace of
fascism and the role of their henchmen, We would like to
briefly go to the present situation and the tasks facing
us in the fight against the rising menace of fascism in
the U.S.

Of course, the history of all .countries shows that
where fascism has threatened or been victorious, it has
either been because there was no party of the proletariat,
or the party had not done its work correctly, or the party
was too young to lead the masses in the battle. 1In
countries where a genuine party of the proletariat has led
the masses against reaction, it has defeated fascism or
fascist attempts - we learn from the example of the Bolshe-
vik Party, headed by Stalin, during the worldwide fascist
threat by Hitler,

For us in the US, where our party has not been born
yet, but where nonetheless the fetus of the party is being
nurtured, it is our task, the tasks of communists to:
begin to expose to the masses the concrete manifestations
of fascist threats and repression; do political exposures
on the role of the state apparatus and all its institutions;
and fight the main ideological feature of fascism -
chauvinism. We must at the same time lead the masses
concretely every day in the battle against capital and
educate the masses, most espe01ally in thls period -

advanced workers, to react to all forms of tyranny by

the bourgeois state., We must defeat all the demagogy and
phrasemongering of the fascists and expose how these same
social-fascists -who say they are opposed to curbing peoples'
democratic rights are covering and laying the base for
fascism. We have to lead the workers to struggle against
the labor bureaucrats and fight for the right to strike,
the right to freedom of speech, press and assembly - and
use the time to develop strong opposition to these hench-
men, We must struggle stronglyagainst all shades of
opportunism so as to strengthen ourselves and build the
vanguard party of our class!

It has also been revealed today that the U.S. army
developed a secret plan, which included martial law to
control the urban rebellions of the 1960's. This plan
could be used presently in case NYC goes into bankruptcy.

In Detroit, a special unit of the police department,
STRESS - Stop the Robberies, Enjoy Safe Streets, killed 30
Black people in one year alone, In NY, several Black and
Puerto Rican youth have been killed by police and the
murderers let go. The Puerto Rican community on the Lower
Bast Side in NY was recently subjected to a wave of police
terror, when, using thé excuse of looking for suspects in
the killing of 2 policemen, the bourgeoisie's armed pro-
tectors arrested and beat more than 100 Puerto Rican men.
There was also the recent case of Israel Rodriguez, who
was' so severely beaten by police that his spleen was
broken in half and two of his ribs were broken. He
suffered massive internal bleeding and died - after the
police left him for hours in agony, without medical
attention.

: In analyzing the domestic situation, it would be
impossible not to take notice of some other very important
instances of repression in. the past: the annihilation of
the Black Panther Party; the open assassinations of Fred
Hampton, Malcolm X and Martin Luther Kipng; the assassina-
tions of Native American leaders and the persecution and
railroading of the valiant defenders of Wounded Knee; the

arrests and imprisonment of scores of Puerto Rican militants,

including Martin Sostre and Carlos Feliciano; the official
murder of the Attica brothers and the continued persecution
of the Attica survivors; the "behavioral modification"
programs which are chemical and electronic experiments

to destroy the minds of prisoners involved in the fight
against the inhuman U.S. penal system; the attacks on the
trade unions, aided by the union bureaucrats and "CP"USA
revisionists who support "no-strike clauses"; the vicious
attempts to smash the farm workers struggle; and the
oppressive slave-labor conditions of the migrant workers,
And there are countless other examples.

Today, in the public schools and universities, the
vestiges of liberalism are being ripped off and principals,
college presidents and deans have moved to expel and bring
to trial student leaders, Such is the case of two- students,
Jose Ojeda and Charlie Alejandre of Brooklyn College, who
are on trial for political activities; if found guilty,
they could be expelled from the college - a warning lesson

to other militant students who dare to struggle., In
the public schools, a law has been passed that gives
teachers and administrators the right to hit children
without the consent of their parents. We must also take
note of the increasing militarizing of such youth groups
-as the Boy Scouts, who are now being indoctrinated to
emulate the Green Berets. In many cases, FBI informers
are placed in the student movement as a way to
infiltrate communist organizations,

Thousands of police have been called out to attack
striking workers between 1970 and 1975; and striking
municipal workers have been hit with the Taylor Law,

Many striking workers have been forced to give up two days'
pay for every day they were on strike, netting thousands
of dollars for the already filthy rich bourgeoisie.

The biggest deportation raids, similar to those of
the Palmer period, have occurred recently. Immigrant
workers are rounded up in the subways, the plants and
their homes, On May 16, 1975, 100 Immigration and
Naturalization Service agents on the West Coast arrested
nearly 500 workers. Of the 500 seized, most were Mexican
but many were also from other latin American countries,
Like the Palmer period, many people were arrested who just
could not prove their citizenship, :

In the cultural sphere, the movies and television
are spreading the propaganda of reaction and fascisnm,
Movies like "Death Wish," t,v., programming of nothing but
police shows such as SWAT, the Rookies, Barretta set the
mood for a police state,

The daily press spreads anti-communist lies about
China, Cambodia, Vietnam,etc., The mass media spreads the
most dangerous form of fascist ideology - chauvinism, Under
the pretext of "defending the national interests of the
U.S.," it promotes the policy of the bourgeoisie of
‘oppressing and exploiting the masses abroad.

Preparing to call for a national emergency for futher
centralization of the state (as seen in how they are using

£ NYC to further centralize control) and
;gngiiigi; gor war, the bourgeoisie st?ps up its moves to
pass over to fascist rule, Hiding its "glorification of
war under the deep pretense of peace," and calling imper-
falism, "world moral leadership,” the U.S. is marching

towards fascism and war.

As Dimitrioff pointed out: "American ?ascism comes
forth hypocritically as the pretended champion of democracy,
of equality of nations, of freedom and peace and indepen-
dence for all people." That is what the purpose of the
bourgeoisie's Bicentennial celebrations is, of their slogan,
"In the spirit of '76." It is an attempt to promote
national chauvinism, to decelve the masses and lure them
into supporting fascism andwar.

THE ROLE OF THE LABOR LEADERS

Each step of the way, the capitalists utilize fully
their organizers and apologists for their fascist laws and
policies - the labor hacks. These henchmen enable the
bourgeoisie to move freely by diverting and curtailing the
movement of the workers. They preach reform and do not
aid the proletariat to move to an offensive position. They
instead help to paralyze and weaken the workers' struggles
and the revolution and thereby pave the way for fascism,

Historically, the labor leaders have aided the bourg-
eoisie, In many strikes that were crushed in the 1920's,
the bourgeoisie was helped by the labor hacks of the AFL,
Following World War I, when the capitalists were pushing
to speed-up the workers in order to satisfy the increased
world markets, they called on the labor bureaucrats to
enforce speed-ups. The hacks cooperated and broke the
workers' resistance. They were eager to break the growing
militancy of the rank and file which threatened thelir own
positions of privilege. The only stipulation they had was
that the unions maintain some sort of dues-paying system
to insure their already-swollen salaries,

The executive council of  the AFL in 1927 declared:
"there is nothing that the company union can do within the
single company that the trade union cannot develop the
machinery for doing and accomplishing more effectively.
Union-management cooperation is much more fundamental and
effective than employee representation plans for cooper-
ation with management."

In 1925, the AFL convention developed the "new wage
policy." The unions went into the speed-up business them-
selves, The trade union leadership had sunk so low that
they turned the unions from fighting organizations into
parts of the employers productive mechanism, concerned
about speeding up production, The AFL executive council
also called a meeting to determine how "to combat the
problems arising from unemployment, reaction and Bolshevism!
This was bankruptcy in the face of the aggressive enemy. :

Whenever the discontent of the masses rises to its
highest pitch and the question of a strike comes up, the
trade union bureaucrats start taking ballots for months on
end, meanwhile going on with their agitation and propaganda
against the strike and advocating the acceptance of demands
proposed by the owners, This has been the historical role
of the union bureaucrats. Such bureaucrats as Meany,
Woodcock, Gotbaum and Leon Davis represent the interests of
labor aristocracy - the bribed strata of workers that
carries the ideology of the bourgeoisie within the working
class., They play one group of workers against another,
whites against Blacks and other oppressed nationalities,
permanent workers against provisionals. Many cases have
been found where they do not fight for Blacks and other
oppressed nationalities who were fired ‘because of discri-
mination,

Having risen from the midst of the working class, the
bureaucrats know the weaknesses and use them to keep the
workers split. They are dangerous enemies. They,support
not only the policy of the bourgeoisie in the U.S., but
also abroad. They support fascist regimes, and in fact
many times they have had fund-raising events - such as the

case of 1199 which raised thousands of dollars in support
of the Zionist state of Israel,

~ In periods of crisis, the labor bureaucrats, owing to
the fact that their sell-out agreements cause more poverty
for the working class, intensify their repression of the
rank and file movement, They begin to openly throw off the
facade of union democracy and openly send armed goons to
the union meetings to attack militant workers voicing
disagreement with union policies. Such has been the case
in many unions, including the UAW, D.C. 37 and 1199, where
microphones have been turned off and workers not allowed
to speak. Another example of this is how the wage-freeze
for NYC's municipal workers was Jammed down their throats
by the union hacks without even going through the appear-
ance of a vote. Just like in past years, where militant
workers and communists were thrawn out of the unions, today

There it is - the bourgeoisie's main fear and as a
result, their main target. Internally, it had to break the
communist movement; and internationally, it had to try to
defeat the might Soviet Union by supporting puppets and
reactionary regimes to do its dirty work, But the mighty
dictatorship of the proletariat continued to provide leader-
ship and inspiration to the world's people. Today,
although the Soviet Union has been turned into a dictator-
ship of the bourgeoisie from within - just as the U.S,
bourgeoisie hoped it would - China and Albania continue to
uphold the banner of Marxism-Leninism and guide the inter-
national proletariat; and one by one, puppet regimes are
being defeated by the wave of revolution.§

The Palmer Raids are testimony to the tactics the
bourgeoisie will resort to in order to crush the communist
and workers movements. Throughout its history, especially
during times of crisis, when the masses are discontent,
the bourgeoisie abandon their methods of reform and their
"liberal" face. They abandon the way by which they former-
ly held the working class under their rule and begin to
pass over to open, terroristic fascist methods. The
capitalists demonstrated in the 1920's just what a farce
their wartime slogan, "Make the world safe for democracy"
had been, :

INCREASED USE OF THE STATE APPARATUS AND OPEN TERROR

The bourgeoisie sought to destroy the labor movement.
The biggest steel strike of 367,000 workers was broken
through open terror. It was overrun by armed strike-
breakers, armed guards, police, deputy sheriffs, and troops.
Pickets were arrested on sight. The textile strike which
lasted 6 months was also defeated through the use of
strike breakers and court injunctions. The strike of
400,000 railroad shopmen was also crushed by the use of
court injunctions.

Acts of terror directed at the oppressed nationalities,
especially Black people, were an everyday occurrence, In
the 45 years from 1885 to 1930, 3,256 lynchings took place
in the U,S. The KKK attacked as their main targets: Blacks,
the foreign-born, and the communists.

During the 1930's, when millions were unemployed, the
bourgeoisie used the courts to evict workers from their
homes when they couldn't pay the rent. 100,000 people in
Ohio alone were evicted during the first 2 years of the
depression., As they evicted workers and threw them out of
their jobs, the bourgeoisie moved to cut the wages of the
remaining workers, They also passed the Smith Act (1940)
outlawing the advocating of the overthrow of the U,S,
government; and the Voorhis Act (also 1940) which made it
illegal for the Communist Party to have international
affiliations with the Communist International), ?he right
to international affiliation is a right enjoyed by a host
of other organizations, including the right-wing reactionary
groups, These laws were passed to curtail Communist propa-
ganda and organizing and make it easy to hit the communists
with another wave of terror and raids. (The S-1 Law has
the same purpose today. - see Palante, vol.l1,#7, "The State
and Class Struggle".)

The passing of the Taft-Hartley Law in 1947 was
another act by the bourgeoisie to: place labor relations in
the hands of the corporations; curb activities such as
mass picketing; and establish a 60-day "cooling off"period
before a strike could be called, The execution of Sacco
and Vanzetti; the trial, conviction and execution of the
Rosenbergs, Communist Party members charged with being
"spies"; the frame-up of the "Scottsboro Boys", Black
youth charged with the rape of a white woman and threatened
with execution; the 1953 trial and conviction of 13 commun-
ists under the Smith Act - these are just a few examples
that expose how the bourgeoisie will go to any length to
suppress the masses,

We must draw lessons from these historical facts and
draw the parallel to the current situation, It is evident
that once again the U,S. imperialists find themselves in
an undesirable position in the world arena. Their markets
are shrinking, and in order to keep themselves alive they
must expand, To do this, they must prepare for another
war - a war with the other superpower, the USSR - to re-
divide the world. This is why the U.S. is increasing its
military spending, building up its military apparatus.

Internally, the situation worsens for the imperialists.
As they attempt to place the burden of their crisis on the
backs of the working class to make up for their losses
abroad - a growing wave of resistance and upheaval greets
them. The masses of American people will not support
another imperialist war, They can only be dragooned into
another war by using terror and deceit. This is also the
only way they can force the masses to accept the drastic
cuts in their economic and political gains. And this is
exactly what the bourgeoisie is trying to do,

The bourgeoisie,is preparing the way to maintain its

rule over the masses by terroristic methods similar to
those used during the period of the Palmer Raids. In this,
they of course have the aid of the labor leaders, the
revisionists and social-democrats who are fully committed
to the maintaining of capitalism and the continued enslave-
ment of the working class.

Under the guise of "Secure American democracy, Wipe
out crime, Bring back Law and Order, Clean up government,
Put the country back into the hands of the little guy,"
the bourgeoisie has begun to tighten up and further central-
ize all aspects of the state apparatus, including its
intelligence arm. This must be done in order to unleash
a wave of terror designed .to beat down the rising
resistance of the people. The democratic rights of the
people are being slashed; and arrests and raids of suspected
"subversives" come in rapid succession, bringing back the
smell of the Palmer Raids.

THE CTA, OTHER FASCIST GROUPS AND THE RISING TIDE OF
FASCISM

Recent exposures of CIA activities show how the CIA,
developed in 1947 to secure U,S. domination internationally ,
has violated the rights of U.S. citizens in many ways. They
tampered with the mail of U.S., residents for years. They
many times broke into homes, illegally searching and ran-
sacking apartments, looking for communist literature, and
then making it look like a robbery had been committed.

In some cases, it raided apartments and arrested people
Jjust because they had Marxist literature, Files on Amer-
icans are kept, according to social security number., When
necessary, the bourgeoisie can give a computer your social
security number and get a full picture of your life and
activities. During the Palmer period, a similar file was
kept, a.card index with 200,000 cards giving detailed data
on individuals, "agitators," and "ultra-leftists." Recently
the FBI publically admitted the existence of a "pick-up
list" of individuals who will be immediately arrested in
case of a "national emergency."

In the mid-1960's, the CIA was involved in conducting
a "simulated" attack on the NYC subway system in order to
develop ways to infect passengers with deadly germs, The
CIA later feebly claimed that it had only let lose certain
"harmless gases" to check how germs could be distributed
through miles of underground tunnels, It was, according
to the CIA, a "pilot program" to find out if germ warfare
would incapacitate large numbers of subway riders,

The government continues to develop killer weapons
that leave no trace as to the cause of death as well as
new crowd-control weapons. At the same time, they are
pushing for gun control laws to disarm the proletariat,
specifically in industrial centers where unemployment is
the highest and where there are large concentrations pf
oppressed nationalities,

They continue to try to set up communists and progres-
sive people in absurd "plots." Also, just as the House on
Un-American Activities Committee conducted political witch-
hunts in the 1950's, today they are using the Grand Juries
to do the same thing -- jailing people who refuse to
answer questions. The "Red Squads" which were set up
specifically to deal with communists and "subversives,"
are stepping up their operations. And police departments
throughout the country are setting up SWAT teams.

The KKK is recruiting openly and other fascist groups,
such as ROAR (Restore Our Alienated Rights - a racist,
anti-busing group with branches in Boston and NY) are
growing, A Nazi student group, the White Students Union,
was set up at Fordham University in NY recently. The
bourgeoisie aids these groups, in many cases providing
funds and equipment. One example: an army intelligence

unit, co-operating with Chicago police helped finance and
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(?he British-French-Japanese-American bloc started their
military intervention in the USSR in 1918) and stirring up
the revolutionary spirit of the working class internation-
ally, the U.S. workers in the midst of economic and
political struggles also reflected this spirit. The U.S.
bourgeoisie were frantic about the developments in the
international arena, They began their post-war offensive
to give the workers another bitter taste of "democracy" and
to get their house in order domestically; and so started

the Palmer Raids,

They used the state power to illegally suppress the
people's rights. They hit the communist forces with full
force. On November 8, 1919 in NYC, 700 police invaded a
mass meeting celebrating the anniversary of the Russian
Revolution and seized several hundred workers, - This was
actually a dress rehersal for the big round-ups that were
to start.

On the night of January 2, 1920, the Department of
Justice struck nationally in 70 cities, dragging workers
‘om their homes, beating them, and throwing them into
crowded jails - often without proper food and toilet facil-
ities.

In Boston, 400 were taken and handcuffed to each other
like a chain gang and paraded publically.

"Everywhere the dragnet swept up the most innocent
passerbys." In New Jersey, a committee of neighbors was
getting funds for a poor Polish immigrant who had died.
Their path crossed that of the raiders, and they were seized
in the haul,

In Detroit, the raid reached a peak in brutality. The
raiders netted 800 people in all, musicians and dancers at
a ball, diners in restaurants, and students in geography
class., They were crowded for six days into a corridor
on the top floor of the Federal Building, a corridor with-
out windows, "stifling, with heat rising up the central well
from the floors below." They were held incommunicado,
without proper toilet facilities for six days before their
families found out where they were., "The raiders, numer-
ously recruited for the occasion from roughneck groups of
the strike-breaking variety, made merry over thelr success-
ful sweep, cavorting indecently with comic masks made from

pictures of Debs and Marx which they had torn from the walls,

In Connecticut, raiders included private detectives
hired by industrial corporations.

In Philadelphia, the raiders netted 200,

In one raid on the Russian People's House in NYC, 150
people were arrested. Most of them were beaten and had
bandaged heads, black eyes and bruises and cuts, "One
victim later said in sworn testimony confirmed by -a fellow
victim, *On the way down they had to pass a line of men,
each of whom hit the passerby with a club or blackjack.*

The federal agents finished their evening's work by smashing
desks, typewriters, furniture, and the premises in general."

(The Palmer Raids, p.27)
PAIMER AIDS IN BREAKING STRIKES

; During the vicious period of 1919-1920, Palmer vehe-
mently attacked organized labor and was responsible for
curshing workers' strikes.

"On June 8, 1919, a strike was started in the Ansonia
Mill of the American Brass Co., being instigated
entirely by the foreigners through the organization of
Russians (Union of Russian Workers-editor%, although
several radical Americans participated...It was
necessary to adopt drastic methods by the state

and city authorities, the department working in close
cooperation, A number of the most active leaders in
Ansonia were arrested on deportation warrants,,. A
black anarchist flag among other things was recovered,
The meetings in Ansonia and Waterbury were held in
the clubrooms of the Russian organization...The strike
failed after the federal and state prosecutions,"
(Palmer quoted in The Palmer Raids)

But, still, Palmer was only warming up to set up the
Department of Justice as a strike-breaking agency. One
real test came with the steel and coal strikes of 1919,
Here is what Palmer said:

"After various maneuvers of the American Federation of
Labor, and with the assistance of various radical
organizations, Foster was successful in bringing about
a general strike of the steel workers in September,
1919, but through the action of the Department of
Justice,,.the strike was terminated..." (ibid)

Having broken the steel strike, Palmer went on to
crush the United Mine Workers' strike; and crush it they
did, Under the guise of exposing "aliens" and communists
the Department of Justice served the monopoly capitalists’
well, During the Palmer raids, an estimated 10,000 people
were arrested.. . (Palmer himself was a director of the

Stroudsburg National Bank, Scranton Trust Co., Citizens Gas

Co. Stroudsburg Water Co., International Boiler Co., and

H}

Potomac Joint Stock Land Bank, )
REPRESSION AGAINST THE [ IMMIGBANT

The government struck the hardest at the foreign-
born workers (as it does today by arresting, beating, and
deporting large numbers of what they call "illegal aliens")
whom it considered the most dangerously revolutionary,
Using the Wartime Deportation Act, passed on Oct. 16, 1918

over 500 foreign-born workers were summarily deported,

"The usual amount of bail in deportation proceedings
at that time was $500, but the Department of Justice
in many cases now demanded $10,000 or twenty times as
much. . .The majority had to put up to $1,000 or double

the normal amoun M

Some victims stayed in jail for two to three months
for lack of bail. Other ways were also found to deny bail:

"Phe authorities at Ellis Island co-operated with
Palmer by refusing to accept cash bail, while the
National Security Co., and the Maryland Causalty

Surety Co,, two of the largest bonding agencies,

refused to give bond for 'patriotic reasons.'"

ATTACKS AGAINST THE COMMUNISTS

The Department of Labor ruled that immigrant workers
who were members of the Communist Party were to be deported,
By doing this, they deprived the Party and the workers .of
their basic rights to freedom of speech and assembly. The
purpose of this was to crush the communists.

WORKERS

"For months Department of Justice men, dropping all
their work, had concentrated on the Reds. Agents
guietly-infiltrated into the radical ranks, slipped
casually into centers of agitation, and went to work,
sometimes as cooks in remote mining colonies. Again
as steel workers; and when the opportunity presented
itself, as agitators of the wildest type.

ATTACKS AGAINST BLACKS -

The Palmer Raids were of course also directed against
the rights of Black people. J.. Edgar Hoover, justifying
investigations and repression of Blacks, said: "...Toward
‘the close of the European War the Department of Justice
was confronted with considerable agitation and unrest
among the Negroes," Palmer submitted to a congressional
Rules Committee (a phoney investigating committee 1like the
Rockefeller Commission that was supposed to "investigate"
Ehe CIA recently) 38 pages of "samples of Negro propaganda,"

With particular horror, he reproduced a circular,Justice
for the Negro,that told Negro citizens and workeré that
they had the right to strike.,"

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The economic crisis gripping the U.S. and the rest
of the capitalist world is laying bare and intensifying
all the contradictions inherent in world capitalism, It
has intensified the contradiction between the oppressed
nations on the one hand and the imperialists and social-
imperialists on the other; between the imperialist and
social-imperialist countries and among the imperialist
countries themselves; between the socialist countries on
the one hand and the imperialistsand social-imperialists
on the other; and between the proletariat and the
bourgeoisie in the capitalist countries.

In the U.S. today, the crisis has already increased
the pressure exerted by the capitalists on the working
class, thereby sharpening the contradiction between the
proletariat and the bourgeoisie. The crisis has already
given rise to further deterioration of the conditions of
the working class (higher food prices, incredibly high
rents, reduction in wages,cutbacks in essential services -
health, education and welfare, cuts in unemployment
benefits). Unemployment has risen tremendously -- 12
million unemployed Americans comb the streets in search
of employment while their prospects grow steadily worse,
as even thousands of city workers have been laid off,
something which has not happened since the "Great
Depression," adding to the enlargement of the permanent
army of the unemployed.

This economic crisis is striking fresh blows at the
bourgeois democratic illusions of "milk and honey"; in
fact; not too many workers will be found who still find
it possible to believe that "every worker in American
society can strike it rich." Instead of prosperity,
there is a mass poverty. The illusion that the answer
lies in replacing some local politicians, or voting in a
new president, voting Democrat instead of Republican is
already being cast out of the minds of increasing large
numbers of toilers in America., The belief that the labor
leaders will fight for better days, better contracts,
increases in wages to meet the increase in cost of living
remains a bitter memory - as even the wage increases
earned by the workers in .the long battle with capital have
been taken back., Such was the case with NYC workers who
received a measley wage increase in September and then
received a memo announcing it would be taken away in
November. It is therefore not surprising that the
"circumstances are revolutionizing the situation," inten--

sifying the class struggle and pushing the workers towards
new class battles.

With this growing situation, a situation where the
revolutionary movement of the proletariat grows, where the
masses spontaneously, as well as consciously, strike back -
the bourgeoisie begins to sweat, gets hot under the collar,
and begins to throw off its "democratic tinsel." The
crisis has caused statesmen, bourgeois economists, and the

- agents of the bourgeoisie among the working class, even

some who call themselves "socialists" or "communists", to
rack their brains to figure out how to get out of this
crisis, In periods of crisis, the bourgeoisie will seek
the way out of the crisis by shifting the burden onto the
working class. In order to do so and crush any resistance,

" the bourgeoisie will will seek a way out through the path

of fascism at home., They will muster all the reactionary
forces for this purpose. They must also prepare in the
sphere of international policy to seek a way out through a
new imperialist war, Today, we see the two super-powers,
the U.S, and the USSR, preparing for a war to once again
re-divide the world.

Let us now cite, some past, as well as current, examples
of how the imperialist bourgeoisie of the U.S. (a "wounded
tiger" because of their losses in Indochina as well as

. their internal conflicts - as Chairman Mao Tse Tung put it

in his talks with Henry Kissinger) has shifted from the
use of the carrot and has used the stick, the state appar-
atus, to suppress the working class struggle, the struggle
of the oppressed nationalities, and its 'main target - the
leaders of the class in its offensive - the communist
movement, We will also examine what has been and is today
the role of the labor leaders in the bourgeoisie's plans.

It is crucial that we understand more deeply the

menace of fascism in the U.S., and what are our tasks 'in
relation to this. From the following historical facts, it
is our hope that we will illustraté the well=known:thesis of
Chairman Mao Tse Tung that imperialism is a paper tiger
strategically, but tactically we must take them seriously
because they can still devour people.

THE PATMER RAIDS

One of the most notorious repressive acts of the
bourgeoisie were the Palmer Raids of the 1920's. These
raids were authorized by "liberal" President Wilson and
were carried out by Attorney General (at that time) A,
Mitchell Palmer and his hatchetman, J. Edgar Hoover. The
Palmer Raids were one of the tactics used by reaction
against the conscious movement of the masses after World
War I, Using the Hitler big-lie technique, they would
publically issue a false accusation, make headlines, but
would provide no proof, Through this, they would discredit
individuals or organizations, ruining their lives, and
setting them up for future prosecution. Like Hitler, they
first attacked the "Reds" (the communists) and then they
tried to destroy the trade unions and other organizations
of the working class and the toiling masses. They also
viciously attacked and deported foreign- born workers,

With the Russian Revolution surging ahead, smashing
the armies of the counter-revolutionary interventionists. .

economic life and arouse discontent
among the masses towards the Allende
government., For example, on Sept.
29, 1970, William V. Broe, the CIA's
head of clandestine operations in
Latin America, met with Edward
Gerrity of ITT. What came out of
this meeting was the plan for the
"invisible Blockade" which involved:

-Banks delaying or not renewing
credit.

-Companies delaying in sending
payments and making deliveries
to Chile.

~-Pressure put on savings and-
loan associations to close
down their operations in Chile.
-Withdrawal of technical help.

-Getting other companies with
interests in Chile to do the
same.

Some of the main Chilean
counterparts used -to implement the
imperialist plan were Banco Augustin
Edwards--owned by the Edwards family,
who had close ties to the Chase
Manhattan Bank. Augustin Edwards
was also on the board of the Deltec
Corporation. In the late 1960's,
when the International Basic Economy
Corporation (IBEC), another Rocke-
feller holding, came into Chile, he
was made president. Finally, in
1970, with Allende's election, he
left Chile and came to the U.S.
where he became the vice-president
of the Pepsico Corporation.

Another key reactionary was
Edwards' right-hand man, Orlando
Saenz Rojas, a member of the
‘Christian Democratic Party. He
worked closely with U.S. ambassador
Davis during the years of the Allende
government and was head of the Chilean
Manufacturers' Association.

: 2. Intensification of the use of
" para-military groups, the training of
right-wing terrorist groups, assas-
sination groups. One such reaction-
ary group, Patriay Libertad, pushed

for the creation of a corporate
state under the control of an
"authéritarian government''--in
essence, a fascist state. There was
also the political police developed
by the Frei government, 1964-1970,
Grupo Movil.

3. Use of a highly-developed
propaganda apparatus for the dis-
semination of reactionary literature
to divide and confuse the Chilean
people. For example, the Inter-
American Press Association, whose
vice-president up to 1972 was Augus-
tin Edwards. He was replaced by

Rene Silva Espejo, one of the
founders of the Chilean Nazi Party
and editor of the reactionary news-
paper, El Mercurio, (which was also
owned by Edwards).

ROLE OF THE REVISIONISTS

President Allende, as we said
before, was committed to carrying
out a series of reforms to streng-
then the national independence of
Chile and the independent develop-
ment of the country's economy.
But- what about the big Chilean land-
owners who had their holdings
seized and distributed among the poor
peasants, the manufacturers whose
plants were nationalized and the U.S.
corporations who lost their power to
suck millions of dollars of super-
profits out of Chile? Would they
just sit by passively? Obviously not.
As the Party of Labor of Albania
says: "It was certain that one
day they would unite to overthrow
the established regime and regain
their lost privileges."

President Allende's weakness
was in believing that the reaction=
ary forces would peacefully give
up their attempts to come back to
power.

"He (President Allende) loved
with all his heart the cause for
which he was fighting, and he
always believed in the justice
of this cause. He did not lack
courage and he was ready to
make, and did in fact make

the supreme sacrifice. But

his tradegy was that he be-
lieved that through reason

he could convince the reaction-
ary forces to give up their
activity and relinguish their
positions and privileges. In

Chile it was believed that

the relatively old democratic
traditions, the parliament, the
legal activity of the political
parties, and the existence of

a free press were an insurmount=
able obstacle to any reactionary
force which might attempt to
seize power by violence.”
(Albania Today, "The Tragic
Events in Chile: A Lesson for
Revolutionaries the World Over.")

The counter-revolutionaries
had to be suppressed--by force.
They had to be denied the power
to plan and carry out their fascist
coup.

However, the Popular Unity
government was made up primarily of
the Communist Party of Chile, the
Scoialist Party, and the Christian
Democratic Party. The Communist
Party of Chile was, and is today,

a revisionist party. It upheld and
promoted the Soviet revisionist line
of "peaceful transition to socialism."
This party played a key role in the
Popular Unity government. Let us
examine its line in their own words:

"In order to arrive at the
conquest of power there is

only one general path: that

of unity, organization, strug-
gle, and the development of

the political consciousness

of the working class and of the
broadest popular masses.,

"We will continue to do every=
thing possible to reach this
objective through non-military
means."

(Luis Corvalan, General
Secretary of the CP of Chile,
"Report to the 13th National
Congress,'" quoted in the
""CP'"USA's Political Affairs,
January, 1966)

All over the world, the revi=-
sionists led by the Soviet Union,
hailed the '"Chilean experience as
an example of how their theories
really did work in practice:
"peaceful road of revolution, the
transition to socialism under the
leadership of many parties, the
moderation of the nature of imperi-
alism, the extinction of the class
struggle in the conditions of peace-
ful coexistence, etc."

"From the 'Chilean experience',
the revisionists expected not
only verification of their
theories of the 'parliamentary
road', but also a 'classic'
example of the building of
socialism under the leadership
of a coalition of Marxist

and bourgeois parties. They
hoped to see a confirmation of
their thesis that the transi-
tion to socialism can be built

not only without smashing the
old bourgeois state machine,
‘but with its aid, not only
without establishing peoples
revolutionary power, but by
negating it."

(Albania Today) A

The "CP"USA, for example, put
it this way:

"It is, as Gus Hall puts it,

'a new revolutionary experience,
For the first time the democra-
tic, anti-imperialist and anti-
oligarchist will of the people
has found expression in a vic=-
tory at the polls.

"It is this new balance of
world forces and the greatly
sharpened contradictions with-
in the capitalist world that gave
rise to vastly increased pos=-
sibilities of achieving a
peaceful path to socialism by
way of an anti-monopoly and
anti-imperialist alliance of
the working class and other
sectors of the people."

("The People's Victory in
Chile,"” Political Affairs,
Dec. 1970.)

History had proven, and the re=-
cent events in Chile (where it was
not yet a question of socialism,
but of a democratic regime) made
clear, that the establishment of

socialism through the parliamentary
road is utterly impossible. It is

the revisionists who deny this and
in reality pave the way for the
fascists. In Chile, the revision-
ists allowed the old armed forces,
the police and the intelligence
apparatus to remain intact--contrary
to every teaching of Marxism-Lenin-
ism. The CP of Chile voted with the
rest of the Popular Unity government
for the disarming of the workers and
peasants~--and because of this many -
thousands of workers and peasants
were unarmed and slaughtered when
the fascists launched their attack.

In the U.S., the Puerto Rican
Socialist Party joined the "CP"USA
in hailing the "Chilean experience"
and to this day has not critically
analyzed the betrayal of the
Chilean people--the way in which the
revisionist CP of Chile delivered the
masses into the hands of the fascists.

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LESSONS OF CHILE

On Sepc. 11, 1973. a military
coup d'etat took place in_Chile.
This resulted in the overthrow of
the Popular Unity government and the
death of President Salvador Allende,
a dedicated anti-imperialist patriot
who fought courageously in the in-
terests of the Chilean masses and was
greatly loved.

In its place, an extreme right-
wing military junta seized power, led
by General Augusto Pinochet Ugarte
and other leaders of the military.
They immediately began rounding up
thousands of people into detention
centers in the sports stadiums.

Many of these people were brutally
murdered, along with many others

who were massacred on the streets,

on the jobs, etc. Overnight, these
fascists stamped out many of the
democratic gains that the Chilean
people had struggled and shed their
blood for. Today, this "reign of
terror which the Hitlerites themselves
would have envied", continues.

This was a tragic event in the
history of the struggle of the
Chilean people and the internation-
al proletariat and oppressed peoples
of the world. It is the responsibil-
ity of genuine Marxist-Leninists to
sum-up this experience and draw les-
sons from it so as to strengthen our
ranks and enable us to lend continued
support to the struggle of the
Chilean people.

In this article, we will examine
some of the events prior to the coup,
the role of the U.S. imperialists--
particularly through the covert opera-
tions of the CIA, and the ‘role of the
traitorous' enemies of the proletariat-
the revisionists who paved the road
for this counter-revolutionary coup.

IMPERTALIST PENETRATION

Chile is extremely rich in
natural resources. It is first in
the world in its copper deposits,
estimated at 250 million tons,
and its natural nitrates. Iron
deposits are 1,000 million tons;
coal, 2,000 million toms. It is
also rich in rare metals, such as
gold, silver, manganese, and titan-
ium. There also exists very good
conditions for the development of
agriculture.

In the 1880's, Britdin had gain-
ed control over Chile's natural
nitrates--through British cdpitalist,
Thomas North, monopolizing its mining.
Chile's economy (84%) had become
primarily dependent on its "export!
of copper. 1In 1914, with the out-
break of WW I, the Germans' develop-
ment of a synthetic substitute for
nitrate, coupled with the depression
of the 30's, caused a severe cutdown
for Chile's key source of income to
18 e

In light of this situation,
various forces (the Communist Party,
the Socialist Party, the Radical
Party--who prior to this had unities
with the conservative and liberal
parties) united in 1938 to form the
Popular Front and defeated the
government which was then composed
of traders, foreign mine owners and
latifundistas (big land owners).

Due to a lack of genuine Marxist-
Leninist leadership, they were co-
opted by various developing capitalist
forces--who then moved to develop
Chile's own industry. At the begin-
ning of WW II, there was a slight
pick-up in the sales of copper; but

it was still very difficult for
Chile to import the machinery neces-
sary for the development of the
country's industry. Most of the
counties of the West were involved
primarily in the production of
armaments for the war.

The plan of the new government
for industrialization was to have
the state invest money to promote
development. They set up the State
Development Corporation (CORFO) to
invest in steel, cement, oil, power,
tires, and other basic industries.
They called this process 'easy
import substitution industrialization,"

Many of the forces in the new
government came from those who had
been previously overthrown, i.e.,
the latifundistas who were now
taking their place as part of
Chile's developing bourgeoisie. This
period marked the beginning of the
bourgeois democratic revolution. But
at the same time, this was stunted
because the U.S. intensified its
neo-colonization, a process which
had begun in the early 20th century.
After WW II, Britain had been
greatly weakened and the U.S. was
able to gain dominance over Chile.

It gained control over the mining
industry as well as metallurgy,
textiles, machine building, foodstuffs,
paper making, petrochemical industry,
chemical fibres, plastics, forestry
and fishing. (One example: in 1921,
the Anaconda Company invested approx-
imately $3 million in Chile; and by
1968, the company had taken out
$1,420 million in profits and other
earnings.,) From 1940 to 1954, 84.5%
of Chile's new machine equipment was
imported mainly from the U.S.

Through the CORFO plan Chile
was able to develop such consumer
goods as textiles, prepared foods
and drinks, furniture and shoes.
But the living standards of the
Chilean people were barely improved
so that the majority could not
afford to buy these goods.

The period from the late 40's
to 1970 maked the flooding of Chile
with "aid", grants , loans, etc.,
primarily by the U.S. who used
various means. Some of these were:

the Alliance for Progress, which
wanted to make Chile another "show-
case of democracy"; the International
Monetary Fund; the World Bank, which
gave approximately $11 million to
Sagasta Copper; Eximbank, which pro-
vided loans in order to import U.S.-
made machinery for key sectors of

the economy (from 1964-70 alone,
their loans totaled $368,779,000);
and Inter-American Development Bank.
Also, between 1950 and 1970, Chile
received more military aid, $175.8
million, than any other Latin Ameri=
can country except Brazil. All of
these things resulted in Chile's
foreign debt rising from $569 mil-
lion in 1958 to nearly $4 billion in
1970, while imperialist domination

of its economy increased even further.

POPULAR UNITY WINS ELECTION AND
ALLENDE BECOMES PRESIDENT

In November, 1970, Salvadore
Allende became the President of
Chile. Immediately afterwards he
implemented a series of measures to
nationalize U.S. copper mines and
other foreign-owned companies,
Within a year, U.S. copper mines,
iron and nitrate industies, and 16
banks which were foreign-owned or
owned by Chilean capitalists were

The workers and peasants of Chile
were betrayed by the "CP" of Chile
which left them unarmed and un-
prepared for the fascist coup.

,nationalized.

Three types of ownership were
instituted: state, joint state-
private, and private. By 1972,
the state owned 857 of copper produc=
tion and completely controlled coal,
iron, steel, cement and nitrate
production . In branches of industry
like petroleum, electricity, textiles
and copper processing, the state-
owned economy was strengthened,

And on May 12, 1972, ITT's assets in
the Chilean phone company were
nationalized.

President Allende was the main
promoter of these progressive, anti-
imperialist actions. He vigorously
supported the national liberation
struggles in Latin America and
provided political asylum for all
progressive and revolutionary forces
from other Latin American countries.
He also supported fully the anti-
imperialist struggles of the Viet-
namese, Cambodian, and Palestinian
peoples.

COUNTER-REVOLUTIONARY ROLE OF THE
CIA

On July 27, 1970, the National
Security Council, headed by Henry
Kissinger, met to discuss the sit-
uation in Chile. Their conclusion
was obvious--to destroy Chile's
present government and install a
right-wing govermment that would
wholeheartedly promote and protect
U.S. imperialist interests. A sub-
committee of the NSC, the "Forty
Committee", which approves all major
clandestine operations throughout the
world, decided upon the plan For Chile.
The entire plan was known as '"Pro-
ject Camelot." It was allocated
$5.5 million to complete an intense
4-year"study" of the situation in
Chile. The aim of this study was to
determine how best to penetrate and
influence: family and religious
institutions, the economy, the corpor=
ations, unions, the legal system,
the military, the diplomats, all po-
litical parties, the media, the edu=
cational apparatus, the working
class and its organizations, as well
as the peasantry. Project Camelot
was designed to penetrate every
aspect of Chilean society before
the counter-insurgency specialists
could be sent in.

The following means were used
by the imperialists to carry out
their plans:

1. Create economic chaos to
disrupt the functioning of Chile's

home of Féderico Cintron Fiallo
and arrested him, The agents,
armed with M-16 rifles, charged him
with participating in the armed
robbery of the Banco Popular in
Puerto Rico., When Cintron Fiallo
was arraigned in Federal Court,
bail was set at half a million
dollars ($500,000).

The judge who imposed this
extremely high bail was Justice
Juan R. Torruelas. Last year
Torruellas was the legal counsel
for the Westinghouse Corp., one
of the many U.S. corporations
sucking profits out of Puerto Rico.
Last year, he was one of Westing-
house's representatives in contract
negotiations with workers who are
affiliated to the Puerto Rican
Workers Guild. The negotiations
were brought about only after a
militant strike which lasted
several months. In these negot-
jations, the workers' demands were
represented by a plant committee
headed by Federico Cintron Fiallo.

This is Torruella's first
ma jor case since being appointed to
the Federal Court. He is now pass-
ing judgement over Cintron Fiallo
who has, in the past, opposed him
in the defense of the workers'
interests. Torruelld's Iloyalties
are obvious; in instituting such
a high bail, he was faithfully
serving his imperialist masters.

While in prison, Cintron
Fiallo was threatened with torture
by two representatives of the U.S.
Justice Dept. if he did not admit
his guilt or give other informa-
tion they wanted. The bourgeois
press also worked well with the
imperialists in trying to link the
leadership of the workers' movement
with various crimes, E1 Mundo, for
instance, the day after Cintron
Fiallo's arrest, said:

"The arrest of Cintron Fiallo
offers an element of confirma-
tion to the wave of rumors as
to the possible ways of financ-
ing different leftist organi-
zations operating in the
country,"

The Puerto Rican people have a long history of resistance to U.S..imperialism.
Above, a rebellion against the ROTC at the University of Puerto Rico--March, 1971,
31 people (22 students) were wounded from gun shots. More than 169 were arrested,

A CALL FOR SOLIDARITY

In Puerto Rico, many unions
have denounced the frame-up and
arrest of Cintron Fiallo and a
defense committee has been formed.
Recently, he was released on

. $35,000 bail - when the Federal
Distriet Court in Boston, which
oversees the colonial courts of
Puerto Rico, ruled that the bail
imposed had been . "excessively
hig M

Here inside the U.S., we too
must take up this battle. Federico
Cintron Fiallo is being singled out
in an attempt to crush the workers'
and revolutionary movements in
Puerto Rico; the U.S. bourgeoisie
has a long history of jailing and
killing the people's leaders in
desperate but futile attempts to
stop the rising tide of struggle
against them., As they sink deeper
into crisis, they become more
desperate and more vicious.

We are clear that this attack
is not against one individual - it
is against the Puerto Rican working
class and one of its leaders., It
is an attack against our class
brothers and sisters who are
‘battling U.S, imperialism in
Puerto Rico just as we are battling
it here in this country.

In the U.S, we must take up
this battle. Defense of Federico
Cintron Fiallo is part of the °
defense of the Puerto Rican =
working class. This is our prolet-
arian internationalist responsibil-
ity

LETTER FROM FEDERICO CINTRON FIALLO TO PSP

DISCREPANCY OF JUAN MARI BRAS

I read today very carefully
the Political Commentary of Juan
Mari Bras dated August 27th in
which the Puerto Rican Socialist
Party lays out its position
concerning my being jailed,
although it is a coincidence
Claridad did not arrive at the
penitentiary that day.

In the article a number of
thin~s attracted my attention and
I cannot remain silent in the
presence of the stand put forward
by the Puerto Rican Socialist
Party, although this may prejudice
the support which should be gener-
ated to obtain my freedom. Above
all, because my conduct has never
been opportunist, nor have I ever
submitted to blackmail - what-
ever its source - when it is
necessary for me to take a stand
I couldn't care less which
"sacred cow" is on,the other side.

Juan Mari Bras begins his

commentary by laying out that the
measures taken by the National
Labor Relations Board against the
Union Nacional de Traba jadores
(National Workers Unioni are the
gravest repressive imperialist
actions ever taken against the
Movimiento Obrero Unido (United
Workers Movement), either in
Puerto Rico or the United States.,

"In this way they seek to rend-
er a heavy blow - almost mortal
to the Union Nacional, to the

trade union leadership
affiliated with the workers'
party, and to the Movimiento
Obrero Unido,"

("La represion sindical,"
(Trade union repression)
CLARIDAD, August 27, 1975),

And as if this weren't enough,
this affects the entire workers'
movement, according to this

columnist. (Juin Mari Bras)
After giving this vital

importance tothe case of the Union
Nacional de -Traba jadores he

presents the most minor events
which have occurred.

"At the very moment whén such
a wide and abusive order is
dictated they have taken a
series of collateral actions
with the obvious purpose of :
spreading a smoke screen
which extinguishes the magni-
tude of the felony they are
committing against the trade
union movement." (read UNT-
PSP) (Ibid, our emphasis)

The only collateral action
that is mentioned is my arrest,
which is not an act of repression
in itself, but a "smoke screen" to
damage the PSP, The contrary
would be to admit that imperialism

is worried about others that are
not in PSP and that they are
violently repressed--but this
his been systematically concealed
from PSP's membership and the
CLARTDAD readers.

From the beginning PSP presents
me to their membership as a

IMPERIALIST FRAME - UP

Puerto Rico is a colony of U.S.
imperialism,

Puerto Rico is used by the im-
perialists as a market for profit-
able investment. For example, in
the chemical industry, the profit
ratio. averages 48.9% in Puerto
Rico as compared to 5.9% in the U,S,
In electrical machinery, the profit,
ratio averages 26.1% in Puerto Rico
against 3.3% in the U,S.

American corporations expanding
to Puerto Rico don't have to pay
any local taxes or any federal
taxes on corporate profits. The
colonial government offers U,S.
corporations rebates up to 25% on
labor costs for the first two years,
and a free worker training program

85% of business in Puerto Rico
is controlled by American capital.
The profits on these investments
amounted to $583 million in 1970,

What has colonization meant
for the Puerto Rican people?

Unemployment in Puerto Rico
is kept very high to guarantee a
supply of cheap labor. Today,
unemployment is "officially" recog-
nized as 20%. It is about 40% when
room is made for the thousands who
are not included in the unemploy-
ment statistics because they have
given up looking for work.

At the same time, the wages
in Puerto Rico are half that in the
U.S,, the cost of living is 25%
higher. Food, stamps are now used
by 50% of the people in Puerto
Rico,

The U.S. imperialists and
their colonial puppets keep wages
low by preventing unionization,
Only 1 out of every 4 Puerto Rican
workers (25%) is unionized. They
Justify this by saying that unions
"frighten" away American business-
men,

Puerto Rico is forbidden to
trade with any country except the

U.S. to the point where it is “the
largest per capita purchaser of

U.S. goods in the world.

35% of Puerto Rican women of
child-bearing age have been steri-
lized.

13% of Puerto Rico's land is
occupied by U.S. military bases,
This huge military presence is
used to insure "a highly stable
political environment" - to make
sure that the profit-making schemes
of the U,S. imperialists are not
disturbed.

Working to keep the Puerto
Rican people enslaved to U.S,
imperialism, the colonial governor
Rafael Hernandez Colon, and the
reactionary puppet government tire-
lessly seek ways to accomodate
U.S. capital in Puerto Rico.

"The people of the Common-
wealth need jobs and want to
work, We offer manufacturers

a combination of tax incentives,
plentiful labor, and business-
like assistance that has led

to remarkable profits in indus-
try after industry - double

the comparable profits on the
mainland in most cases, and in
some industries many times
more, : ;

"In Puerto Rico you can make
good profits - and keep them.
I don't think you can afford
to overlook Puerto Rico when
considering any plans for ex-
pansion™

(Hernandez-Colon quoted in an
ad by the Commonwealth of
Puerto Rico, Newsweek, August
19, 1975)

WHERE THERE IS OPPRESSION -
THERE IS RESISTANCE

The Puerto Rican people have
a long history of resistance to
U.S. imperialism. The uprising on
Oct. 30, 1950 in Jayuya showed the
determination of the Puerto Rican

people to fight for their freedom.
The armed attacks on Congress by
members of the Nationalist Party of
Puerto Rico is another example; the
Nationalist Party political prison-
ers are living examples of the -
struggle for Puerto Rico's liber-
ation,

The tide of rebellion has
continued to swell in Puerto Rico,
as it has in colonies and oppressed
nations throughout the world.
During the last two years, there
has been a wave of militant
strikes in the island's key indus-
tries. Recently there was a gener-
al work stoppage by over 200,000
public employees. These massive
protests by Puerto Rican workers
have met with increased repression,
such as the calling in of the
National Guard and imprisonment of
active, militant workers and
revolutionaries.

One example of this is the
case of Federico Cintron Fiallo,
the Executive Secretary of the
United Labor Movement (Movimiento
Obrero Unido - MOU), MOU is a
coalition of about 40 unions,
representing over 40,000 workers.
Cintron Fiallo is the founder of
the Puerto Rican Workers Guild
(Gremio Puertorriqueno de Traba-
jadores), a part of the MOU, His
work in the interests of the
working class led to his election,
two years ago, to the leadership of
MOU - and also made him a target
for the repressive arm of the U,S,
bourgeoisie and their colonial
puppets who are trying to crush
the organized workers' movement
in Puerto Rico.

THE CASE OF FEDERICO CINTRON
FIALIO

On the morning of August 13,

1975, FBI agents and members of

the Puerto Rican Criminal Invest-
igation Force (CIC) went to the
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
