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La posibilidad de defalco de la ciudad de N.Y., esto
es, la posibilidad de que la ciudad se declare en bancarrota,
sin posibilidad de pagar dividendos a los poseedores de los
bonos de la ciudad a sus empleados o a sus suplidores, es
muy real. Ya han habido retrasos en el desenbolso de los
cheques de pago y hasta amenazas de que no aparecerfn. Se
ha hablado de la posibilidad de no enviar los cheques de
welfare, y a la vez, estin entrenando a la guardia nacional
en tfcticas anti-motines, como preparacidn a la reaccién de
los trabajadores de la ciudad y de las personas forzadas a
coger y depender de welfare; que ellos bien saben que no van
4 aceptar esto sin luchar primero.

Este es un issue muy complicado y en este artfculo
trataremos de analizarlo desde un punto de vista Marxista-
Leninista, ya que €sta es la finica forma de traspasar la
cortina de humo que levanta la burguesfa y sus agentes, con
mentiras y medias verdades. Trataremos sobre 1) el defaleo
mismo, cuales serfan sus efectos, 2) la crisis de la ciudad
de N.Y. (&€sto se ha discutido mas completamente en Palante,
No. 8, agosto 10 - sept. 10), 3) como la tendencia funda-
mental del capitalismo hacia una mayor centralizacibn es
clave en esta crisis, y 4) como estos recientes ataques a la
clase obrera estfin relacionados a la esencia misma del fa-
cismo.

BURGUESIA

EFECTOS DEL DEFALCO

La @inica ciudad grande en los EE.UU. que se ha declarado
en bancarrota hasta ahora fue Detroit, en el 1933, en medio
de la Gran Depresiﬁu. Una de las primeras cosas que ocurri-
eron en Detroit fue que se redujo el salario de los empleados
de la ciudad, lo mismo que esth ocurriendo en la ciudad de
N.Y. hoy dfa. A Detroit le tomd 25 afios establecer el cré-
dito que le permitiera vender sus bonos para financiar sus
gastos mas necesarios. " (N.Y. Post, 3/11/75) Una diferencia
muy importante entre Detroit y Noeva York es su base indus-
trial, la cual se ha ide reduciendo consistentemente en N.Y,
por muchos aflos ya, lo cual nos pone a nosotros en una si-
tuacifin peor de la que estaba Detroit cuando se fue en ban-
carrota. Otro factor importante es la diferencia actual de
la situacitn mundial a la de la Depresidn. Al otorgar ci-
ertas reformas y luego entrar de lleno en la Segunda Guerra
Mundial, los EE.UU. y otros paises imperialistas pudieron
comprar mas tiempo en el poder. Hoy en dfa, donde la revo-
lucifn es la mayor corriente en el mundo, y donde el impe-
rialismo se derrumba, no se encuentran ellos en una posicién
de comprar mas tiempo. Claro esta, que siempre existe la
posibilidad muy real de que provoquen otra guerra mundial,
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Sabemos, como Marxistas-Leninistas que somos, que el im-
perialismo, la etapa mas alta del capitalismo, establece una
base firme para que el revisionismo fructifique. El sobornoe
de la aristocracia laboral y la riqueza de la estrata alta de
la peguefa burguesiﬁ son terreno fertil para el erecimiento
y difusifn de las ideas de colaboracidn de clase. Los prin=-
cipales promovedores de estas ideas son el "PC" de EE.UU. y
el nuevc "RCP" de EE.UU. A pesar de ellos, el movimiento
Marxista-Leninista genuino crece en sus esfuerzos por crear el
partido Bolchevique, mientras mas y mas elementos avanzados
son atrafdos al lado del comunismo; al calor de la lucha de
clage, la burgues{a ¥ sus parapetos sociales se ponen mas y
mas frené€ticos, v el oportunismo ¥ el revisionismo toman
formas aln mas variadas en sus locos intentos de desviar la
marea revolucionaria.

Un ejemple de estoc es €l crecimiento del revisionismo en
los movimientos nacionales. El enemigo se da cuenta de que
los movimientos nacionales, al enlazarse de forma revolucion-
aria al movimiento de la clase obrera, bajo el liderato de un
partide Bolchevique, forjara una cadena tan poderosa que hara
temblar los simientos del capitalismo en este pafs. Por lo
tanto, el revisionismo tiene que levantar su horrible méscara
y derramar sus venenosas ideas en los movimientos nacionales,
como ya lo han hecho por tanto tiempo en el movimiento laboral,

Antes de haber traicionado los intereses del proletariado
y de las masas oprimidas, el "PC"EE.UU. tenfa influencia entre
los movimientos de las naciones oprimidas y entre las nacion-
alidades oprimidas. Estafinfluencia se vid en el trabajo
hecho en el sur vy en las areas de los "ghettos" del Norte.
Se incluye entre éstos el magnifico trabajo hecho alrededor
del juicio de los muchachos de Scottsboro (unos jdvenes ne-
gros a quienes se les fabricaron cargos de "violar" a una
mujer blanca). También se vié esa influencia en El Congreso
de Derechos Civiles y en el Concilio de Trabajadores Hegros
(Civil Rights Congress and Negro Labor Council). E1 "PC"EE.UU.
también hizo trabajo en La Organizacién de Trabajadores Puer-
Ecrriqueﬁﬁs (Puerto Rican Workers Organization), a travéz de
las cuales se lanzaron muchas luchas contra ciertas lineas

anti-comunistas sostenidas por el Partido Nacionalista de
Puerto Rico.

Este trabajo en el movimiento nacional se liquidd a me-
dida que la linea revolucionaria del "PC"EE.UU. se fue liqui-
dado como resultado de las persecuciones traicioneras del
revisionista Browder. As{, pues, la influencia directa del
"PC" en los movimientos nacionales desaparecid poco a poco,
En el reporte hecho por el "PC", "Cuaderno sobre el trabajo
de Puertc Rico" de 1954, escriben:

"El reporte presentado a la conferencia organizativa
estatal de noviembre.1952 apunta hacia la crisis exis-
tente en nuestro trabajo en Puerto Rico, v a la dismi-
nucifn de miembros puertorriquefios en nuestro partido.
El reporte dice que la miembrecia puertorriquefia

ha bajado un 80% en estos dltimos afibs. La peér-

dida de miembros puertoerriquencs en el per{odo

entre 1948 v 1953 en el condado de Nueva York
corresponde exactamente con las figuras estatales.,"

"La prcporciéﬁ decreciente de miembros en el condade
de Nueva York, en general, es bastante seria de por
s{. En la regi&n de Harlem solamente, la perdida de
miembros negros. aument® en un 50%. El bajo Harlem
registro en nuestras actas la catastrdfica pérdida
del 90% de la miembrecia de 1948 de puertorriquefios.”
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Es ldgico que ésto haya ocurrido si consideramos que una de
las caracter{sticas mas importantes del revisionismo es el
chovinisme social, del tipo Kautskista; y las masas de las
nacionalidades oprimidas, especialmente los avanzados, re-
chazardn ésto.

Es por ésto que frentes revisionistas del "PC," como
los clubs Ché-Lumumba, nunca echaron rafces en el movimiento
nacional (El chovinismo es una forma de la ideologfa impe-
rialista. Estd disefiado para crear entre las masas desdén
¥ ﬂdig hacia otros pueblos, razas y naciones. Aboga por
“teorias de razas" que caracterizan otros pueblos - aquellos
ya bajo el yugo imperialista o marcados para conquista -
como "inferior," como"incapaces de gobernarse ellos mismos."
Los social-chovinistas son socialistas en palabras, pero
chovinistas en la prdctica, defendiendo su "propia" burguesia
imperialista.).

Sin embargo, el revisionismo, siendo parte de la ideolo-
gia burguesa, tiene una variedad infinita de formas - ¥y es
légico que habiendo fracasado en una forma, trataria de acer-
tarse en otra forma. Este atento a acertarse en otra forma
se nota claramente en la presencia del Partido Socialista
Puertorriquefid, una organizacion fraternal del "PC":E.Ul.
Ambas organizaciones estdn unidas a base de propagar la ba=-
sura revisionista entre las masas en Puerto Rico y aquf en
los EE.UU,

Como en todas las cosas, el proceso de la degeneracidn
del PSP no ocurrid de la noche a la mafana. Por un tiempo,
el MPI condujo su tra'ajo aqui para apoyar su trabajo en
Puerto Rico, y en sf, era una fuerza progresiva. Al inten-
sificar la lucha en Puerto Rico y los EE.UU. sobre qué direc-
cibn los revolucionarios genuinos iban a tomar - el Marxismo-
Leninismo-Pensamiento Mao Tse Tung, o el oportunismo - el li-
derato del PSP hizo su decisibén (la cual ‘para algunos de ellos
no estaba en cuestidn). Hoy dfa, el PSP representa claramente
el revisionismo en el movimiento de la minorfa nacional puer-
torriquefia. ‘Esto se nota en sus posiciones sobre la situacidn
internacional, las prioridades que proponen para la minorfa
nacional puertorriquefia aqui en los EE.UU., sobre la construc-
cidn del partido Marxista-Leninista en los EE.UU., y varias
otras cuestiones. '

LA SITUACION INTERNACIONAL

El PSP reconoce la Union Soviética como un pafh so0-
cialista y mantiene que todavia existe un "eampo socialista."
Esto no es nada mas que upa pura traicion a los pueblos del
mundo. Desde el 1963, cuando sucedid el histdrico rompimi-
ento del campo socialista, debido al surgimiento de los revi-
sionistas modernos del tipo Kruschovita, la Unidn Soviética
ha sido transformada de la dictadura del proletariado a la
dictadura de la burpguesfa, Esto ocurrid a través de un pro-
ceso de "degeneracibn pacifica," en la cual los elementos po-
dridos en el partido tomaron y instituyeron una serie de
cambios en la base econfmica de la sociedad auviéticq, v lo=
graron un cambio qualitativo, cambifndola a una sociedad
basada en el capitalismo monopolista del estado. (Vea el
pamfleto, "Internacionalismo Proletario o Revisionismo: Un
Analysis de la Concentracidn del 27 de octubre," 0,0.R.P.)

Los social-imperialistas soviéticos llevan a cabo sus
actividades hegembnicas por todo el mundo, bajo su manto
"Marxista," causando problemas en el medianc oriente, Angola
v Latinoamérica, E1 PSP, al ayudar a los social-imperialistas,
se exponen como agentes de la burguesfa, ¥y como enemigos del
pueblo. Por eso es que pudieron colaborar con los social-
imperialistas, llamande a la Conferencia de la Habana, que
erd una clara treta para poner la lucha de liberacibn de
Puertc Rico bajo el ala de la U.R,S5.5,

Los revisionistas excluyeron de la delegaeiéﬁ de los
EE.UU. a las fuerzas que se upun{hn al social-imperialismo
soviético y expulsaron a €stas del Comite gg Solidaridad de
Puerto Rico en Boston. La misma Declaracion de la Conferen-
cia apoyaba la 1{nea soviética de que el mundo esta "en un
proceso de distencifin internacional." Urgfa a los pa{ses
del Tercer Mundo y a los movimientos de liberacién naciochal
a depender de los "paises socialistas," como la U.R.S5.S.,
para derrotar el imperialismo. Manteniendo el objetivo de
traer la lucha por la liberacidh nacional de Puerto Rico bajo
la hegemonfa revisionista soviética, la Declaracién ignord
la lucha revolucionaria en Puerto Rico (parte de la corriente
revolucionaria en el mundo), v en su lugar, describid a Puerto
Rico como "victimizado" por ‘el imperialismo de los EE.UU. -
sentado as{ la base para decir que Puerto Rico no podrfa ganar
su lucha sin la "ayuda Soviética."

EI;'Partidu.Comunista" de los EE.UU., con la ayuda del
PSP, uysoc la conferencia, como usaron la manifestacidn del 27
de octubre, para penetrar aun mis el movimiento nacional en
este pais. El PSP ha hecho esto mismo anteriormente.

{(Por muchos aﬁ%s, el "PC" fue desenmascarado como una
fuerza bancarrota entre el creciente movimiento puertorrigue-
fio aqui. E1l "Pﬂ";tratﬁ de sentar base en la comunidad puer-
torriqueffa a traves del movimiento de los prisioneros polfti-

cos - de la misma forma que usaron el caso de Angela Davis
en las comunidades afro-amerieanas - y en el caso de "Los
Tres" en la comunidad chicana.

En Nueva York, el PSP luchd para que se le permitiera
al "PC" entrar en el Frente Unido para la Defensa de los
Prisioneros Politicos Puertorriquefios. (E1 Frente Unido
existid desde el 1971 - 1973.) Inicialmeate, fueron derro-
tados por la oposicibn dirigida por fuerzas honestas, in-
¢luyendo la 0.0.R.P. Sin enbargo, establecieron luego la
Alianza Nacional cofitra el Racisgﬁ y la Represifn Polftica,
con el PSP y el "PC" en el comité de timon. Segdn el Frente
Unide se derrumbaba, los revisionistas usaron esta nueva co=-
alicifn para penetrar varios comit@s de defenaa{para los pri=-
sioneros y trataron de traerlos bajo su hegemon a.)

Siguiendo la 1{nea revisionista, el PSP sostiene que
la distensifn ha resultado en un "relajamiento de tensiones"
y en un cambio en las polfiicas opresivas y agresivas del
imperialismo de los EE.UU. Viendo el imperialismo &omu una
pol{tica, como hizo el renegado Kautsky, el PSP jamas podrd
dirigir las masas populares en Puerto Rico o en los EE.UU.
contra el imperialismo, que es la etapa mas alta del capi-
talismo (ng una polftica).

El PSP también alaba al Partido Comunista de Cuba y
sostiene el "Ejemplo Chileno."

El Partido Comunista de Cuba nunca estuvo firmemente
radicado en la ideologfa del Marxismo-Leninismo-Pensamiento
Mao Tse Tung. AfGn desde el 1930, el Partido Comunista de
Cuba promulgaba el camino pacifico parlamentario hacia el
socialismo. Fidel Castro ha atacado el concepto de partidos
"Stalinistas," siendo abucheado en la conferencia de pa{ans
no-alineados en Algeria en el 1973 por tratar de impulsar a
la Unién Soviética como "amiga" del tercer mundo; también, ha
atacado recientemente a la Replblica Popular de China. E1
Partido Comunista de Cuba esta siendo usado como "hombre del-
antero” de la Unidn Sovi€tica, defendiendo a los social-
imperialistas sovifticos v atacando a los Marxistas-Leninistas
genuigns. Estos eventos son prueba una vez mis de la degen=
eracidbn del Partido Comunista cubano en un frente del "PC" de
la U.R.5.8,, y muestra que no estd firmemente armado con el
Marxismo-Leninismo, y fue dejado desarmado contra la arremet-
ida de los revisionistas internos y externos.

El Partido Comunista de Chile, al que el PSP tambiéan
sostiene, fue ampliamente responsable por la masacre de
miles de patriotas chilenos, incluyendo a Salvador Allende.
Empujando la 1fnea de "transicidn pac{fica al socialismo,"
el PC de Chile tenfa como objetive la victoria a traves de
"medios no-militares," y hasta se unid ' con las fuerzas que
llamaban al desarme de los trabajadores. “Esto dejé las
puertas abiertas de par en par para el ataque facista. El
PSP, spsteniendo a estos partidos como revolucionarios, solo
sirvio a confundir al pueblo y prepard el camino para la re-
accifn. (Vea ultima edicifn de Palante, "Lecciones de Chile")

LA SITUACION DOMESTICA

El PSP opera bajo la bancarrota "teorfa de la nacifn
dividida," que dice que los puertorriquefibs son una nacidn
aquf'y en Puerto Rico; y que, por eso, debe haber un partido
para los puertorriquefios en los EE.UU. y en Puerto Rico.

Claramente, violan los cinco puntos de criteria estab=
lecidos por Stalin sobre la nacidn: "Una nacidn es una co-
munidad histéricamente desarrollada, estable, de lenguage,
territorio, vida econdmica y compuesta psicoldgicamente en
una forma que se manifesta en una comunidad de cultura"; &ste
es otro ejemplo de su revisionismo. En préctica, esto los d
dirige a promover un nacionalismo estrecho dentro de la
minorfa nacional puertorriquelfa, al punto que causan aun mis
esas divisiones ya causadas por la burguesfa dentro de la
clase obrera, Todo el trabajo organizador que hacen viene
del punte de vista de que es lo que va a ayudar al crecimi-
ento del PSP dentro de la minorfa nacional oprimida. Por
ejemplo, la 1{nea que tienen sobre la cuestifén de la trans-
portacidn de niﬂﬁﬁ de escuela ("busing'') es que en su esencia
esta transportacion no se refiere a las necesidades de nifios
puertnrriqueﬁbs. Nunca levantan apoyo firme por nuestros
hirTanaa ¥ hermanas negras en Boston o en cualquier otro
sitio.

E'l':. su-art{culo (en E].Eridﬂdl 31 de agosto, 1975, p. 5)
sobre Busing in Boston," le dedican dos P,ﬁvrafog pgque?{’uﬁ a
los ataques viciosos contra la comunidad negra; luego, siguen:

"A lo mejor, en esta columna, seria importante enfocar
en la comunidad puertorriquefia, una comunidad que en
todo este conflicto ha sido olvidada frecuentemente
Fn. me jor dicho, en los reportes comerciales de la
prensa sobre este conflicto).

"TransPo?taciﬁn (busing) le afecta a la comunidad
puertorriquena tante comc a cualquier otra.
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En las décadas de los '50s y
los '60s, las victorias y luchas de
China, Corea, Cuba y Viet Nam esta-
ban machunandn y acelerando la der-

rota del imperialismo EE,UU,

Internamente en los EE.UU.,
una gran tormenta desarrolld, mani-
festdndose en la lucha por los dere-
chos civiles, la lucha del pueblo
afro-americanc por liberacidn y el
- movimiento ¢ontra la guerra, las
cuales golpearon al imperialismo
EE.UU., haciendo temblar su propia
base. El movimiento estudiantil y
juvenil, aunque fue depriviado de un
liderato Marxita-Leninista, debido
a4 la traicion del Partide Comunista
EE.UU., fue una fuerza motriz en
esta campafia contra la clase im-
perialista,

Para el 1959, los estudiantes
de la Universidad de Chicago ya esta-
ban denunciando los planes para la
incursidn EE.UU. en Indochina. La
nacién afro-americana hombro a hom-
bro con las otras nacionalidades
oprimidas explotarcon contra los ata-
ques racistas de la clase dominante.
En el 1960, los estudiantes afro-
americanos iniciaron las primeras
demostraciones sentadas ("sit-ins")
en Greensboro, Carolina del Norte.
‘Estas marcaron el comienzo de un mo-
vimiento de extensién nacional, di-
rijido contra distintas formas de op-
resibn nacional y clase. De estas
luchas originaron grupos como el
Student Non-Vioclent Coordinating Com-
mittee (SNCC), que dirijié las luchas
contra la discriminacifn racial y na-
cional,; los Estudiantes por una So-
ciedad Democritica (SDS), que apoyaron
las luchas de los estudiantes negros y
contribuyeron al desarrolle de un nivel
bajo a un nivel mucho mas alto - de una
direccifn reformista de protestas paci-
ficas a una posicién revolucionaria de
luchas militantes.

Mientras el movimiento de los es-
tudiantes ¥ de la juventud continuaban
su campafia contra el imperialismo EE.UU.,
la clase dominante a través de su aparato
estatal y sus instituciones respondfia
contra €ste con fuerza represiva y vio-
lencia, manifestdndose con la ma-
tanza a sangre fria de estudiantes
en Kent State, Jackson State y
Southern University. La burguesia
utilizé la represibn, el reformismo,
la adopeidn y la infiltracidn. E1
movimiento también fue plagado por
el eclecticismo (el estudio y el
seguir pedazos y partes de varias
tenr{aﬁ. €.g., Fanon, Che, Mac. Al-
bizu, Bakunin, etc.). Todos estos
aspectos dieron base a divisiones
en los grupos revolucionarios, e.g.,
el Partido Panteras Negras y S5.D.S.,
¥ encima de todo esto, la intensifi-
cacibn de la difusidn de la decaden-
te cultura burguesa entre la juwventud
forzo este perfodo de avance hacia un
perfodo de retrocesc temporaneamente
al principio de los '70s.

Pero hoy dfa, el imperialismo
EE.UU. se encuentra con un emperio

decayente. E1 pueblo indochino ha
sido victorioso. Asia, Africa y
América Latina se encuentran en lla-
mas con el fuego de revolucidn. Do-
mésticamente, las luchas de la clase
obrera, la pacidn afro-americana, las
nacionalidades oprimidas y las masas
trabajadoras contra la clase capita-
lista han agudizado, como muestra la
gran cantidad de huelgas, los paros de
trabajo y las demostraciones. Para
el movimiento de los estudiantes y la
juventud, ya ha comenzado un levanta-
miento contra diferentes manifesta-
ciones de la crisis imperialista.

Estudiantes Negros armados salen del
edificio ocupado por ellos en el campus
de Cornell University, 1969.

Este levantamiento lo muestran las
varias demostraciones contra el esca=
lamiento de los costos en los colegios
y el las escuelas superiores, contra

los cortes, los ataques contra las naci-
onalidades oprimidas y la creciente ame-
naza facista, manifestada en las teorfas
racistas de Shockley, el aumento en la
represion polftica como en Brooklyn
College, y los asesinatos policiacos de
jévenes negros, chicanos y puertorri=
quefios.

Con esta creciente oleada, el
llamamiento por una revolucibn social-
ista en los EE.UU. ha sido propagada,
cristalizando mucho mas la necesidad
de crear una organizacibn de revolu-
cionarios profesionales de la clase
obrera, el partido Bolchevique de los
EE.UU.

Para nosotros en el movimiento
«de los estudiantes y la juventud, es
claro que estamos entrandeo una nueva
época de desarrollo, donde no podemos
permitir el eclecticismo, el economis-
mo (la mobilizacidén de obreros, estu-
diantes, etc...dnicamente alrededor de
asuntos econdmicos, sin elevar la
esencia politica de esta erisis y la
necesidad de llevarlo a la revolucién)
y la espontaneidad (la participacidn
y el bregar con todo asunto que sur ja
sin investigar su importancia politica
en el logramiento del objetivo final:
el socialismo, el no darle importancia
al Yarxismo-Leninismo y a los elementos
avanzados en hacer la revolucidn).
Esta situacidn demanda que el moviui=-
ento de los estudiantes y la juventud

se haga aliado firme de la clase
obrera, la unica clase que puede ase-
gurar el éxito de la revolucién so-
cialista.

Estamos en un periodo donde de-
bemos asegurar el papel dirijente de
la clase obrera en las luchas estu-
diantiles y juveniles; logramos esto
2l luchar por el Marxismo-Leninismo-
Pensamiento Mao Tse Tung - el punto
de vista que representa los intereses

de la clase obrera, la teorfa cientifica

y la ideologia de la clase obrera -
para que sirva como la ideologia di-

rigente en el movimiento de los estu-
diantes y la juventud, En este peri-
odo, debemos tomar el liderato en la
lucha por lus demandas inmediatas de
los estudiantes y la juventud: ésto
nos ayudard en el logramiento del
socialismo. !Estamos en un periodo
en el curso del cual tenemos que ex-
plicarles a las masas de esiudiantes
y jovenes que la unica solucion a
esta erisis imperialista es la revo-
lucidn! Consequentemente, nuestro
trabajo en el movimiento de los estu-
diantes-y la juventud debe correspon-
der y ayudar la tarea central del
movimiento comunista, que unird y
dirijiré las luchas de la clase
ocbrera, las nacionalidades oprimi-
das, las mujeres, los estudiantes,
la juventud, etec., y dirijirnos en
la tarea de derrocar el imperialismo
y construlr el socialismo en los
EE.U.

Es con este propésito que esta-
mos organizandoe esta-conferencia
sobre las tareas del movimiento re-
volucionario de la juventud y los
estudiantes, Esta conferencia pre=
sentard: un anilisis Marxista-
Leninista del desarrolloc del movi-
miento revolucionario de la juventud
¥ los estudiantes recientemente
demostrar cual ha sido la relacidn de
los estudiantes y la Juventud a las
clases bajo el capitalismo: demostrar
como el movimiento de los estudiantes
¥ la juventud no ha sido desinteresado.
etc., sino, al contrario, ha estado
resuﬁienda el pasado, definiendo la
teoria verdaderamente revolucionaria
para dirijir el movimiento hacia ade-
lante y los estudiantes; demostrar
come aseguramos la consolidacidn de
la direccion proletaria en el movi-
miento de la juventud y los estudi-
antes a través de la deseminacién
del M?rxismu-Leniniamo ¥ la lucha con-
tra dlfgf&ntes corrientes politicas,
oportunistas, la estrata dirigente
{presidentes universitarios, admini-

CENTRALIZACIaN: COMD SE MANIFIESTA EN LA CRISIS DEL DEFALCO

La tendencia hacia la concentracidn (es decir, mas o
menos, el incremento de capital a sumas mas altas por medio
de la acumulacibn de ganancias) y centralizacion es fundamen-
tal en el capitalismo. Es la tendencia del capitalista po-
deroso a aplastar al mas débil, vy que el control vaya en 5
manos de menos y menos capitalistas., En tiempos de depresion
y crisis, esta tendencia se acelera, cuando el capitalista
menor, con menos a que recurrir, frecuentemente cae en la
bancarrota, o tiene dfudas tan altas que no tiene otra al-
ternativa que dejar que tome control sobre el una corporacion
mas grande, que le pueda dar el dinero para saldar sus deudas
por medio de la compra de intereses claves para el control de
su ccmp&ﬁfa.

También, al pequefic capitalista puede ser desplazado por
una corporacién mas grande, que tiene a su alcance lo sufi-
ciente en dinero que puede vender a precios mas bajos, hasta
que se apodere de todo sus negocios. ‘Estas son algunas de
las maneras de como se forman los monopolios.

"Ya hemos visto como la empresa mas fuerte aplasta

a la mas débil, como el capitalista mas grande se come
a su mas pequefic y débil competidor. Comprando las
propiedades de sus competidores arruinados, a preciocs
considerablemente bajos de su valor, o uniéndolas a

su propia empresa a través de otros medios (por ejemplo,
en la paga de sus déudas) el manufacturero grande in-
crementa su capital. Tales casos de la unibén de varios
capitales es el resultado de una lucha que trae a la
ruina a algunos y otros a la victoria. Sin embargo, en
muchas ocasiones, la consolidacidn de cap%tul procede
pacificamente, por medio de la organizacion de compa-=
fifas de acciones, corporaciones, etc. Centralizacidn

de capital es el término que se le da a todos los
casos de la consolidacibn de capital a través de unir

"Concentracién y centralizacifn de capital resulta en
la acumulacién de capital en manos de un nimero conti-
nuamente menor de hombres ricos. Un pufiado de billon-
arios, duefios de tremendas fortunas, controlan riquezas
incalculables. El destino de decenas y centenares de
miles de personas estf en sus manos. Concentracifn y
centralizacifn de capital, pues, conduce a la agudiza=-
cidn de las contradicciones de clase, hacia una mas
marcada divisién en la sociedad capitalista en dos
clases opuestas: un pufiado de los capitalistas mas
grandes, y la masa de proletarios explotados.”

La ten-
dencia hacia la concentracibn y centralizacifn ayudd al
desarrollo del capital monopolista, y a la era del impe-
rialismo, la fase superior ¥y {iltima etapa del capitalismo.
Esta tendencia ha continuado hasta el punto que nosotros
{la clase obrera y otros grupos oprimidos) si nos encontra=-
mos bajo ataque por los mas ricos capitalistas monopolistas
en busca de centralizar aun mas su control.

Nueva York es el centro del capital financiero para
EE.UU., y la tendencia hacia la centralizacibn se puede ver
en lo particular de los bancos en la presente crisis. En
el mismo modo que pequefios manufactureros usualmente no pue-
den sobrevivir una crisis, también los bancos pequefios no
pueden sobrevivir. Se los comen los gigantes del mismo modo
que son tragadas las fbricas y fincas. A través del pafs,
muchos bancos son duefics de bonos de la ciudad de N.¥Y., y u
defalco le puede causar dafio. Para bancos pequefios, éste
puede ser el golpe fimal.

Particularmente desde la segunda guerra
mundial la industria de defensa en la prac-
tica ha sido casi una rama del gobierno, los
oficiales militares yendo y viniendo a mane-
jar estas compafiias y de nuevo a su trabajo
militar, ¥ siendo totalmente mantenidos con
fondos del gobierno. Recientemente la corpo-
racion Northrup recibio .la primer parte de
uyn contrato de $100 millones para "proveer
continuos servicios de apoyo para la fuerza
Aerea Real de Arabia Saudita." Este dinero
vendra de los impuestos que nNnos sacan y Ser-
an canalizados a traves de la Fuerza Aerea
(N.Y. Times, 23/9/75). Esto no es fuera de
normal. Otros ejemplo reciente fue el salvar
de la bancarrota a la Lockheed por medio
de suplirle fondos del gobierno.

La compafiia Comrailes aun otro ejemplo. Este
es un plan donde el gobierno se hara cargo de
las lineas ferroviarias de unas cuantas
compafiias en bancarrota a un coste de 5245
billones.

Por mucho tiempo en la area de N.Y. esta
corriente se ha manifestado también en la
cuestion de los hospitales y en la educa-
cion.

Nueva York, una universidad privada en la
ciudad, intenta llevar a cabo su plan y con-
struir su nueva escuela dental, costandole
§20.2 millones, "...con fondos entrando
principalmente de subvenciones estatales ¥y
federales." Esto ocurre en momentos en que
gradualmente estan eliminando las cliniecas
de pacientes no-intermos en los hospitales
de la ciudad, ¥ cuando pillares de obreros
han sido despedido® para ahorrale 310
millones para la ciudad "sin dinero"

Medicaid v Medicare, los cuales han sido
una bonanza para hospitales y doctores priva-
dos, ahora estan proveyendo la mayoria de
los fondos para el cuido hospitalario,
pues, la clase dominante ahora dice, por que
no le entregamos los hospitales de la eciudad
a los privados, dejen que elles operen el
sistema, v continuar canalizandoles fondos
del gobierno. Los hospitales de la ciudad no
son eficientes, dicen los directores de los
hospitales privados como Mt. Sinai, uno de
los mas grandes en la ciudad. Es "irraciomnal"
el mantenerlos en funcidn. (NY Times, 22

Colegios v universidades privadas en la
area de NY han sacado un plan de_ hacerse
cargo de 14,000 estudiantes de la Univerdi-
dad de la Ciudad, "con fondos proveidos por
los gobiernos del estado y federal”. Una
vez mas su argumento s el de eficiencia: pue-
den hacer un mejor trabajo por menos dinero,
y de nuevo una bonanza para la clase capital-

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ista y una mayor consolidacién entre el es-
tado y los capitalistas.

Aunque tales instituciones como hospital-
ges y escuelas no son lo mismo que fabricas w
no producen mercancias para venta, aun son
"erandes negocios”. En la ciudad de ¥Y, domn-
de empleo en estas instituciones es clave
en la economia, se gastan mas de $2 billones
an los hospitales, emplean mas de 150,000
personas, y COmpran mas de 51 billon en
guministros. Mucho de este dinero viene de
rentas del gobierno. "Hospitales voluntarios
extraen 26% de sus ingresos del Medicaid..
1a Ciudad de NY, que paga primas para mas
de un millon de empleados y sus dependientes,
es el cliente mas grande del Blue Cross."
(NY Post, 17/11/75)

Social pueden ser pasados a otras agenclas sin el con-
sentimiento de los individuos invelucrados. Entre las
agencias federales que tienen acceso...se encuentran
el depto de Justicia, el FBI, Servicio Secreto, el
Buro del Censo, dept de Salud, Educacion y Bienestar
(HEW)." (U.S. News and World Report, 17/11/75)

Cualquiera que utiliza las facilidades recipientes
de fondos del Medicaid tambien tienen gue proveer in-
formacion para este banco central de data computari-
zada, En otras palabras, cualquiera que necesita usar
estos servicios - quienes son en su mayoria pobres,
de la clase obrera, y miembros de nacionalidades opri-
midas - eventualmente seran registrados y todo tipo
de informacion se mantendra para usar en localizarnos
y ejercer todoe tipo de control sobre nuestras vidas.

(Ellos se refieren & la lucha presenta-
da en el artfculo en esta edicidn, "Estudiantes Repelen Ata-
ques.") PSP subestima el nivel de conciencia de las masas;
en City College, Arturo Rivera, presidente de FUSP - el grupo
estudiantil del PSP - declaro que una coalicién (en City
College) debe de invitar a politicos a hablar en una con-
centraciﬁh, porque los estudiantes no saben que los politi-
quercs estfn en la bancarrota (Sept. 25, 1975). Esto no es
nada de sorpresa;en su Viernes Socialista, el 19 de sept. de
1975, invitaron al politiquero, Councilman Luis Olmedo, a dar
un discurse cuyo tdOpico era "La crisis financiera en Nueva
York, y como les afecta a los puertorriqueffos.”

En Brooklyn College, el PSP se salid de la Coalicitn
Anti-Imperialista porque tenfan contradicciones "en la forma
como se presentaba el imperialismo," y ademfis, la cantidad
de tiempo en el cual se utilizaba en lucha sobre la 1{nea
polftica, Sin embargo, cuando la Coalicifn organizb un con=-
tingente militante de 200 esEydiantes para una m&nifestaciﬁa
el 15 de octubre, el PSP saco todas sus banderas v consignas;
oportunfsticamente, se metiercn a la cola del contingente de
la Coalici®on Anti-Imperialista.

El PSP ve la lucha por Estudios Puertorriquef®s como el
issue central, v todas las otras luchas se deben subordinar
a €sta. Esto se vié claro cuando se opusieron a cancelar una
actividad del Departamento de Estudios Puertorriquefibs; esta
actividad iba a crear conflicto con la mobilizacifn de estudi-
antes para una concentracifn en apoyo de unos estudiantes gque
se les juzgaban con cargos disciplinarios,

Dentro de la clase obrera, el PSP levanta constantemente
la opresifin nacional de puertorriquefios como el principio bi-
gico 'de unidad; en lugar de la solidaridad de clase, el cual
se debe empujar para poder darle liderato adecuado al movimi-
ento nacional.

91 observamos cual es la composicidn de esta Junta,
veremos quienes son los que estan corriendo nuestras
vidas tras puertas cerradas.

Algunos de los
intereses mas obvios representados en la Junta son
los de Rockefellar (en mas de uno de los miembros),
los de N.Y. Telephone, la Metropolitan Life Insurance,
la American Airlines.

COLABORACION DE CLASE DE LOS LILERES SINDICALES

En este momento vemos otra manifestacidn de la
corriente facista en los lideres sindicales senta-
dos en estas juntas con los capitalistas monopolls-
tas para decidir como cortar miestros logros y como
suprimir muestra inevitable resistencia. Ya han co-
laborado, renegociando los contratos de los emplea-
dos de la ciudad y entragando beneflclos como dias
de enfermedad, dias llibres por calor, etc. Colabo-

raron en el acuerdo de la congelacidn de salarios
obedientemente trataron de empujarselo & los traba-
jadores., Su linea fue, que teniamos que aceptario
o seria pasado como ley y entonces seria peori (As!
pues, vemos como los capitalistas monopolistas, ayu-
dados por sus agentes - los lideres sindicales -han
usado la amenaza de defalco para su benesficio cor-
tando salarios, usando fondes de las pensiones, im-
poniendo reclentemente $200 millones en nuevos im-
puestos - y todo esto encima de los reclentes aumen-
tos, incluyendo un aumento en el coste de la trans-
portacion. Los capitalistas monopolistas han estado
demandando estas y otras "medidas para salvar la
economia" para que asi los bancos tengan aun mas
una "garantia selida" en sus inversiones.

Ahora los burccratas sindicales han ido mas alla
de negociar con estas juntas y seran miembres en
ellas, come lo fueron en el Consejo Federal del
Costo de Vida, Este consejo fue la organizaciﬁh gue
impuso congelaciones de salario en toda la nacidn,
durante la administracion de Nixon, Ahora,ha sldo
arunciado, que MAC y la Junta de Emergencia de Con~
trol Financiero, tendran representantes de las unio-
nes en ellas. A la misma vez, le estan dande otra
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posicidn a representantes de los bancos. El por que
es claro, pues sus intereses en la crisis de defalco
es clave, segun describimos anteriormente. Este tipo
de junta administrativa sindico-gubernamental es tam-
bien caracteristico aun mas de la centralisaclom,

v estos consejos son medios para imponer control
spbre la clase trabejadora bajo el faclsmo.

No =olo reducen los salarios de los empleados mu-
nicipales, pero para hacerlo aun peor, planean “pro-
veer $2.5 billories de sus fondos para pensiones...
para proveer dinero para la ciudad de N.Y. por les
proximos tres atios." Esto es mas de lo que contri-
buiran los bancos - estos tal vez den $1.6 billones.
El pobierno Federal esta “considerando $2.5 billones
(N.Y. Times 19/11/75). No solo demandan que sosten-
gamos el peso de la crisis sufriendo cortes en rmes-
tros fondos de pensiones para subsidiar la expansion
bancaria. Al mismo tiempo sstan arriesgando nuestro
futuro, pues sl este dinero se plerde,sde que han de
vivir los trabajadores de la ciudad que se retiren?

Segun el Presidente Ford, todos miestres sufrimien-
tos son "inconveniencias temporeras.” El hecha la cul-
pa de la erisis a los salarios y las pensiones de los
trabajadores municipales, a la existencla de hospita-
les de la ciudad, y a }a matricula gratuita en las
Universidades de 1a Ciudad, y por supuesto a los re-
cipientes "inelegibles" del bienestar publico (wel-
fare). Esta es la linea tipica de la burguesfa de
poner la culpa de la crisis del sistema sobre sus
victimas para asi encubrir la realidad. Esta es una
cortina de humo y una justificacion para el ataque
total que planean lanzar sobre el movimiento de la
clase trabajadora en la ciudad y en particular sobre
sus mas concientes fuerzas. Ya hemos hablade del en-
trenamiento de la Guardia Naclonal, y en el discurso
de Ford sobre esta cuestidn, la posibilidad de "Tro-
pas Federales" fue levantada. Tambien hizo claro que
lo que la burguesia considera como vital es primor-
dialmente la Policia. (N.Y. Times 30/10/75).

Entendamos esto claramente-la poeibilidad de una
ley marcial en caso de que haya dias de pago sin pa-
ga, o dias sin cheques para quienes reciben "welfare",
o en caso de un levantamiento de masa contra los efec-
tos de la crisis sobre nosotros es una posibilidad muy
real, Es una para la que tenemos que estar preparados.
Los eslabones entre la supresion del derecho a irse a
la huelga, de tener organizaciones obreras indepen-
dientes, para tratar de retrasar el movimiento obrero
v el movimiento comunista, estan muy cerca. For ejem-
plo, bajo la ocupacion militar del Japon despues de la
Segunda‘ Guerra Mundial, el derecho de irse a la huel-
ga fue prohibide., Hoy dia, 250,000 trabajadores fe-
rroviarios japoneses efectuaron un paro para luchar
por este derecho. Esto es en uno de los palses capi-
talistas mas avanzados del mundo, con fuertes lazos
con la clase capltalista monopolista de E,U.

(N.Y. Times 17/11/75).

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Let's make no mistake about it--the possibility of
martial law in the event of payless paydays or checkless
days for people on welfare, or in the event of mass uprising
against the effects of the crisis on us, is a very real one.
It is one for which® we must be prepared. The links between
suppression of the right to strike, to have independent
workers organizations, to try to hold back the workers
movement and the communist movement are close. For example,
under U.S5. military cccupation of Japan after World War II,
the right to strike was prohibited. Today, one quarter of a
million Japanese railroad workers staged a walkout to f£ight
for the right to strike. That is in one of the most ad-
vanced capitalist powers in the world, with strong ties to
the U.5. monopoly capitalist class. (N.Y. Times, 11-17-75)

Recent articles in Palante have dealt with the histori-
cal repression the state usds: against the working class and
its leadership, the communist movement, as well as on
recent examples of heightening repression in N.¥., particu-
larly against oppressed nationalities (Palante, Vol 1, No., 10
and No, 11). These help us see that at the same time that
they consolidate the material base for fascism through great-
er centralization of capital and of the state apparatus,
they step up the activities of their military arm (police
and armed forces), court system (Grand Juries), frame=-ups,
mass roundups, stop-and=frisk and "no-knock" methods, out-
right terrorism in the form of shooting down people in the
street (particularly the youth of oppressed naticnalities
and of the working class).

They also step up their repressive dpparatus in the
workplaces, using slander, physical attacks, searches,
firing of leaders of the workers, as well as other forms of
harrassment. These are all taking place right now, for
instance in the city hospitals, which have long been a place
of intense struggle. Union leaders are collaborating in

this repression, utilizing goons at meetings to remove
anyone who struggles against the official union "line",
and aiding in firings of active workers,

OUR TASKS IN THE LIGHT OF THIS TREND

It is particularly important for communists to be
clear about what is coming into being, and why, so that we
prepare ourselves and the working class in the right way.
The move toward fascism comes when the bourgecisie is
threatened, when they know there is a developing communist
movement making closer links with the working class.
Their aim is to preserve this system, and our aim is eliminate
it to establish a socialist society. They know this, and
will do everything they can to hold onto their power.
What has paved the way for fascism in the past has been the
class collaborationist policies of the leaders of the
trade union and of opportunists within the communist move-
ment. An organized and conscious working class can fight
back against attempts to establish fascism. The class
must be led by its most advanced fighters, who will take
a strong stand against all these moves and never follow a
gell-out road. The need to prepare ourselves and the class
as & whole, further demands the formation of a genuine
communist party, as our key weapon to resist these bourgeois
plans, and take the offensive.

The default crisis in N.Y. may be an opportunity for
the bourgeoisie to test out its plans for fascism, for
example, for martial law. For us it is a test, also, of
how well we are fulfilling our tasks of educating, organiz-
ing, and'mobilizing the working class, and continuing our -
struggle to build the party as soon as possible.

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"The whole trend of post-war (he is speaking of World
War 1) Liberalism, Laborism, and Social Democracy,

in particular, is closely parallel to the Fascist
line and propaganda of the Corporate State--i.e., the
general line of combination of state control and
private enterprise, coordination through a network
of regulating councils, class collaboration and so-
called workers representation, in short the whole
myth of "Organized Capitalism"...Nevertheless,

there is a "new " and distinct feature in the
Fascist Corporate State...The Fascist policy of the
Corporate State is based on the violent destruction

of the workers independent organizations and the

complete abolition of the right to strike.
(R. Palme-Dutt, Fascism and Social Revolution)

Dutt goes on to point out what this was used for,
"In no country was it so easy to obtain & reduction in
wages, Here is the essence of the Corporate State." He
is speaking here of the particular of Italy, but it isn't
hard to see the application here in the U,S. in this period
of crisis. What could be of more benefit to the monopoly
capitalist than violent suppression of the right to strike
and the chance to cut wages. Of course, if they can get a
ban on strikes without the vioclence, they will take it that
way. In this country, no=strike clauses are a part of

many labor contracts. Here in N.Y., we have the Taylor

Law, and no-strike clauses in the DC 37 contract which covers
city workers., United Steel Workers has been leading the

way in class collaboration in basic industry with no-strike
clauses.

The move to break labor contracts is another example
of fascist attacks on the working class. In Germany, they
put through laws in 1943 of which Palme-Dutt says, "Its
essence is the wiping out of all the collective contracts
which have hitherto regulated German industry, and the
establishment of the absolute power of the employer."

(page 224) Today we see in the plans of the Federal govern-
wment for W.Y., some of the same thiogs coming into being.

The plan is that in the event of default and the need
for intervention, they would place N.¥. city under the
regulation of a Federal court. They would have the power
to set up special laws for how the bankrupicy would be
handled. Part of their powers would be tc "revise pensions
and contracts with municipal employees.' (!

1t would be up to this Federal court to decide how
many and which workers would be kept, how much they wouwld
be paid, as well as many other considerations. (N.Y. Times,
10=-30=75, 11-11-75) They would use Federal lean guarantees
as a means to control--they would set it up to change "..
the function of a federal panel from administrative to
supervisory.,"” (N.Y. Post, 11-17-75)

While default could open the door for these measures,
we shouldn't therefore think that's the only way they could
come about, since they already are well on the road with
the establishment of the Emergency Finance Control Board.
This board has great powers, and in fact can implement many
of the things we are talking about. "The businessmen on the
board are approaching this the same way we run our jobs."
(Check that out!) They have power to "...extend the wage
freeze and determine its duration..." (Thus, we can see that
just the threat of default has been enough for them to
centralize their control further. The monopoly capiralists
always strive to set up situations that will benefit them
however they are resolved. Their goal is further central-
ization--they use the threat of default to make gains; and
if necessary, they will use default itself to make gains,
intensifying the burden on the working class even more.)

I1f we look at the composition of this board, we will
see who it is that has been running our lives from behind
closed doors. These individuals represent some of the major
monopoly capitalists and have interlocking connections.

Some of the obvious interests represented on the board are
Rockefeller (in more than one person); N.Y. Telephone,
Metropolitan Life Insurance, American Airlines, representa=
tives of all the major banks, investment houses, savings
institutions, etc. There are other boards, such as MAC,

which all interlock with EFCB. At present, it has the
broadest powers and most specific tasks of keeping the workers
in line, Recently, the board expressed its "concern"

over delays in implementing the wage freeze which they have
imposed on all city workers, (N.Y. Times, 10-14-75, N.Y.
Post, 9-17-75)

inevitable resistance. They have already collaborated in
opening up the city workers' contracts and selling out
benefits such as sick days, heat days, etc. They colla=-
borated in the wage freeze agreement, and obediently tried
to ram it down the workers throats. Their line was that

we had to accept it or it would be passed into law and would
be even worse, (5o we can see how the monopolv capitalists,
aided by their agents--the labor bureaucrats--have used the
threat of default to their benefit by cutting wages, using
pension funds, recently imposing 5200 million in new taxes--
and all of this comes on top of recent hikes, including a
rise in the transit fare. The monopoly capitalists have
been demanding these and other "economy-saving measures"

so that the banks will have a more "solid guarantee" on their
investments.)

Now the union bureaucrats have gone beyvond negotiating
with these boards and will be given seats on them, as they
were on the Federal Cost of Living Council. This council
was the organization which imposed wage freezes nationwide,
during the Nixon administration. WNow it has been announced
that both MAC and the EFCB will have a union representative
on them. They are at the same time giving still another
seat on these boards to bank representatives. It is clear
why, since their interest in the default erisis is very key,
as we described before. This type of union-government= i
management board or council is also characteristic of further
centralization , and these councils are means for en-
forcing control of the working class under fascism.

Not only are they cutting wages of city workers, but
to-add insult to injury, they plan to "provide $2.5 billion
from their pension funds... to provide cash for MN.Y. City
over the next three years." This is more than the banks
are contributing--they may give $1.6 billion. The Federal
government is "considering" $2.5 billion. (N.Y. Times,
11-19-75) Not only do they demand that we bear the burden
for the crisis by suffering cuts in our standards of living
that for some are putting people close to the edge, but
they are using our pension funds to subsidize the banks'
expansion. At the same time, they are risking our future,

because if this money is lost, what will retired city workers
getr to live on?

To President Ford, all we are suffering is "temporacy
inconveniences." He blames the crisis on the salaries and
pensions of eity workers, on the existence of the city
hospitals, and on free tuition in the City University, and
of course, on the "ineligible" welfare recipients. This
is the typical bourgeois line of blaming the crisis of the
system on the victims of the system to cover up the reality.
This is a smokescreen and a justification for the all-out
attack they plan to launch on the working class movement

CENTRALIZATION OF THE STATE APPARATUS

Private colleges and universities in the N.Y. area
have come out with a plan to take in 14,00 students from
the City University, "with funds provided by the state and
federal governments.” Again their argument is efficiency--

they can do the job better for less money, and again a
bonanza for the capitalist class and a further merging of

the state with them,

There are many signs of the intensification of the

combination of state control and big monopolies. The
ruling class recently announced formation of a special
school to train people to function in exactly that kind of
gituation. This will be the Yale Graduate School.of Organ=-
lzation and Management "to train leaders for both business
and government." The head of the school said, "I think
the lines between the private and public sectors are
blurring more and more. Business has to interface with
government iocreasingly, and govermment is more and more
involved with business. 1It's just a fact of life and not
necessarily bad." (N.Y. Times, 10-1-75)

opinion., To the working class it means the consolidation

of the material base for fascism, and that sure isn't good,

Although such institutions as hospitals and schools are
not the same as factories, and do not produce goods for sale,
they are still "big business." In N.Y. city, where employ=
ment in these institutions is key in the economy, there are
over $2 billion spent in the hospitals, they employ more
than 150,000 people, and purchase over $1 billion in supplies.
Much of this money comes from government revenues, "Volun-
tary hospitals draw 26% of their revenue from Medicaid...
N.¥Y. City, which pays premiums for one million eity employ-
ees and dependents, is the largest Blue Cross customer,"
(N.Y, Post, 11-17=75)

The ruling class is also moving to centralize its con-

trol of the people in other areas, For instance, in day care
and social services, where they have instituted 2 new series
of measures know as Title 20. This compels people who use
these services to provide information on themselves and

their families to be fed into a centralized government

data bank, for use at any time. They are foreing welfare
families to take out Social Security cards on children,
moving to do this after they are just born, so as to be

The field of defense plants is one where this trend
can be seen very clearly. The Pentagon still owns 149
old manufacturing plants, around the country, and has been
trying to pet rid of them, "Now the disposal program is
largely stalled by rising criticism that the sales have
degenerated into giveaway deals between the Pentagon and
favored contractors...prime focus of that criticism is,..

approval in July 1973, of the sale to Lockheed Aircraft
Lorp."....of a plant in California for "a song", without
competitive bidding. "Of the plants it (the Pentagon)
still owns, 85 are being used by contractors to make air-
craft, missiles, afd military electronics." (Business
Week, 8-18-75)

Particularly since World War II, the defense industry
has been pretty much a branch of the government, military
officers going back and forth to manage these companies,
into the military, and being totally supported by govern-
ment funds. Recently, Northrup Corp. received the first pact
of a 5100 million contract to "provide continued support
services for the Roval Saudi Arabian Air Force." This
money will be coming from our tax dollars, channeled through
the Air Force. (N.Y. Times 9-23-75) This is nothing
unusual. Another recent example was the saving of Lockheed
from going bankrupt, by supplying government funds.

Conrail, is yet another example. This is a plan where
the government will be taking over the railroad lines of
several bankrupt companies, at an estimated cost of $2.5
billion,

This trend has been manifested for a long time in the
N.Y. area, also in the question of hospitals and education,
Private hospitals and schools are run partially on govern-
ment funds; and they have recently put forward suggestions
to even turn over both the city hospital system and possibly
even the City University to private management.

Very recently, on Mov. 23, 1975, it was announced that
Mew York University, a private college in N.Y. city, plans
to go ahead and build their new dental school, for $20.2
million, "...with funds coming mostly from state and federal
grants.” This at the very moment that out=-patient clinics
are being phased out in city hospitals, and thousands of
workers laid off to save $10 million for the "broke" city!:

They are compeling school children to get photo 1.D. cards,
which then go on file. Anyone using Medicaid-funded fa-
cilities also has to provide information for this central
computerized data bank. In other words, anyone who needs
to use these services, who are overwhelmingly poor, work-
ing clads, and members of oppressed nationalities, will
eventually be registered and all kinds of information kept
to use in locating wus and exerting other types of control
over our lives. They are quite aware that this is the sector
of the people they have the most to fear from.. Next will
come 1.D. cards and curfews, and you will need a pass to
go from one neighborhood to another.

A1l these measures have to be fought, and are being
fought, as examples of how the bourgecisie use the repressive
state apparatus to stop the revolutionary movement of the :
people ,and keep these parasites (the bourgeoisie) in power.

HOW TREND TOWARD FASCISM IS MANIFESTED

This trend toward centralization of the state apparatus
and merger with the monopolies is nothing new, and was not
invented here. It has been a trend for a long time, mani-
fested in the development of fascism before World War II
in Europe, and in the nationalization of certain basic
industries, for instance in England.

At Brooklyn College, PSP left the Anti-Imperialist
Coalition because it was in contradiction "with how
imperialism was being raised" and the amount of time
being spent on struggle over political line. However,
when the Coalition built a militant contingent of 200
students for a rally on October 15, 1975, PSF ran and
got its banners, opportunistically joining in at the
tail end of the Anti-Imperialist Coalition contingent.

They see the struggle for Puertc Rican Studies as
the central issue and subordinate all other struggles
to this. This was seen clearly when they opposed
cancelling a Puerto Rlcan Studies activity that
conflicted with a mobilizing rally of support for
students brought up on diseiplinary charges,

Among the working class, PSP constantly raises the
national oppression of Puerto Ricans as the principal
basis for unity, rather than the class solidarity which
must be forged to even give adequate leadership to the
national movement. They thereby fall into Bundism,
organiging the workers along strictly national lines,
and refusing to link the struggles of the whole class
to that of the oppressed Puerto Rican national minor-
ity.

May Day is an example. For the past 2 years, PSP's
slogan for May Day has been, "Como Boricua y Trabajador,
Nuestro Pueblo es Luchador." (As a Puerto Rican and
as a worker, our people are fighters), This is a
narrow nationalist slogan which places the national
aspect above the class aspect and effectively separates
the Puerto Rican sector of the U.5. multi-national
proletariat from the rest of its class brothers and
slsters. Flowing from this line, PSP May Day activities
have placed principal focus on the struggle in Puerto
Rico to the negation of the struggles in the U.S, - a
mockery of the internationalist character of May Day.

Even when they deal with the issues in the U.8.,
thelr practice further indicates thelr revisionist
theories. Their 1ine on the trade union movement is
baslcally that there are not enough Puerto Ricans in
kading positions in the trade unions, which is why
(according to PSP) discrimination is so intense, This
leads them to unite with the labor hacks to the point
where in D,C, 1707, Local 205, a day care workers'
union, they call for an "action committee" »f the
rank and file and urge the union bureaucrats to sit in
and participate in the meetings.

Calling on their supporters to "organize for
economic rights," PSP =says:

"The campaign around the effects of the esconomic
crisis on the Puerto Rican workers will have as
its objectives: the incorporation of the Puerto
Rican masses in an active fashion to the class
struggle of this country..." (Claridad, June 15,
1975, p.5)

As if Puerto Ricans in the U,8,, overwhelmingly

working class, were not involved in the class struggle.

On November 16, 1975, PSP announced that it was

organizing the "Borlcua Response to the Crisis." A
PSP leader in the U.S,,Jose Albert Alvarez, =said that

the group formed would seek solutions that “are not mere

palliatives” but "true reforms" that allevlate the
problems faced by the Puerto Rican community.

Nowhere in the newspaper does PSP ralse that prole-
tarian revolution is the only way in which the problems
of the masses can be permanently resolved. Like the
economists of Lenin's time, for PSP "the immediate
aim is everything, the final goal nothing." The PSP
are reformists who never seek to deviate from the
"path of least resistence" in their organizing among

the masses.

PARTY BULLDING

As stated before, PSP sees itself as the Farty for
Puerto Ricans inside Puerto Rico and in the U.S, -
which is a clear indication of thelr stance on party
building. But their opportunism reaches even higher
peaks. They also see that they have a role to play in
the creation of a Marxist-Leninist Party in the U.8, and
at the same time they hold that the "CP"USA is a frat-
ernal organization, This profound fence-squatting is
unparalleled. In the real world, PSP constantly belittles
the struggle for the Party in the U.S., calling it
"internal squabbling in the North American left." They
gee the main danger within the communist movement as
"rabid anti-Sovietism" and say that the main way to
unite the communist movement is around solidarity for the
Puerto Rican independence movement, which according to
them is just PSP, With this is raised the constant
praising of the "CP"USA as a friend of the Puerto Rican
people as seen in their joint participation in the Oet,
27 rally as well as the Havana Conference. So, 1t's
clear that the only role PSP plays in the creation of a
Bolshevik Farty is that of negative example - showing us
how not to build a Party.

PSP cadres are kept away from Marxism-Leninism-Mac Tse
Tung Thought., Thelr bookstores are filled with bocks
from the Soviet Union as well as carry-overs from the
eclectic period - Che, Fanon, ete, They even promote
Leon Trotsky as a leader of the Russian Revolution.

PSP is indeed a mass party with public congresses,
posters and leaflets handed ocut in the communities,
calling on "Boricua, ingresa a su partido" (Boricua,
join your party) - and room for everyone. Anyone who
selk Claridad can be a member of PSP. They clearly
belittle ideological training and it i1s for this very
reason that more honest PSP cadres have not seen through
and broken with their bankrupt leadership led by the top
revisionist in Puerto Rico, Juan Mari Bras,

These are but a few examples of PSP's treachery. From
this it is clear that the revisionist upholders of the
bourgeois crder have not given up their efforts to
infiltrate the revolutionary national movements and
corrode them from within. Our tasks as Marxist-Leninists
are clear. We must intensify the battle against
revisionism on all fronts, exposing them for the dogs
they are and winning honest and confused comrades from
under the wing of the revisionists. This is an integralpart
of our tasks of uniting Marxist-Leninists and winning

the advanced to communism so that we may build our
Bolshevik Party and be able to even more efficiently
destroy the revisionist influence among the masses as

we move to unite the many to smash the few and the

state they are wielding to keep us exploited and oppressed.

DEFAULT

and last stage of capitalism. The tendency has continued

to the point where we indeed find ourselves (the working

class and other oppressed groups) under attack by a handful

of the most wealthy monopoly capitalists seeking to centralize
their control even more.

New York is the center of finance capital for the U.3,
and the tendency to centralization can be seen in the ¥
particular of banks in the present crisis. In the same wvay
that small manufacturers usually cannot survive a crisis
smaller banks cannot survive, either. They are swallawe&
up by the giants, in the same way factories and farms are.
Many banks around the couatry hold N,Y. city bonds, and
could be hurt in the case of a default. For small banks
this could be the final blow. "Already this year, bank,sj
have suffered major losses...the shock waves from default
will probably be felt across the U.S." (U.S. News and World
Report, 11-10-75) This will be an opportunity for the
further centralization of banking, and therefore, finance
capital, in the hands of the few big monopolies. In New
York itself, the two largest banks, Citicorp (First Natiomal
City) and Chase (both Rockefeller banks, although we know
they have controlling interests in others as well), be-
tween them control one third of the state's banking re-
sources. For the last three years they have been using
methods such as the ones we described above (buying control-
ling interests and mergers, etc.) to get control of ma ny
banks in the rest of N.Y. state. This goes on nationwide,
also, but we will deal now just with the particular of N.Y,

Computers have greatly aided in this centralization,
and can give these large banks a great advantage over small
operations. They can give them communication with all their
branches, and put the resources of the biggest bank at
the disposal of even the smallest town. Up till now it has
been "illegal" for these banks to open up branches in
upstate N.Y,, so they have had to rely on these indirect
means. But now a big push toward centralization has enabled
them to get a law passed through the state legislature,
which they of course control, to permit them to open up
branches upstate. This will go into effect on Jan. L.

It's not hard to put 2 and 2 together. The economic
crisis will have small banks getting pretty shaky financial-
ly., Default could-finish them off. "Around the country...
more than 350 banks have more than 207 of their assets
invested in N.Y. city bonds." - (U.S. New and World Report,
11-17-75) Meaawhile, the giant monopoly banks have been
preparing the groundwork, moving into the area through the
back door, setting up computerized banking, which represents
rising organic composition in the field of banking, and
which is too costly for small banks. Then comes a law
making it "legal" for them to go into open competition
with local banks, and guess what. As the crisis moves
ahead, the small banks fall, and the giants gobble them up.
Centralization goes on. (Much of the above data on N.Y.
banks came from the N.Y. Times, 11-2-75)

In this way, defdult could actually be to the advantage
of the monopoly banks, and represents a further example
of how crisis aid the formation and consolidation of mono=

as the lumpen are the vahguard
(from Bakunin) and the guerri-
la "foco" theory for the U.S.
(Erom Debray). In struggle
against these and other incor-
rect lines, addvanced elements
did come® forward and struggle
to grasp Marxism-Leninism more
firmly. Some organizations did
put forward independent soci-
alist theories-- i.e., the BPP
10-Point Program, the YLF 13-
Point Program, the programs of
the League of Revolutionary
Black Workers -and the Black Wor-
kers Congress. These could not
yet be scientific socialist
theories, because this under-

standing only comes through the
EEEd? of spocilalism as a
SClEelNCE.

The WVD critiecizes us for
being empiricist when we say

that the movement went .through
a period of eclecticism. They
gay it was only the national
movements (from which we came)
and -that only oppressed nation-
ality workers came forward. First,
we say this dis incorrect--
study 5DS5's history, for in-
stance, and you will see they
were plagued with the same ec-
lecticism. Second, the workers

who came forward spoke in the
interests of all workers. One
example is how the League of
Bevolutionary Black Workers u-
nited with white workers around
their common class interests,
but not with the BPP who 'was
pushing the lumpen as the
vanguard.

pgut of the struggle to re-
affirm and defend the univer-
sal principles of Marxzxism-Lenin-
ism-Mao Tse-Tung Thought,; a
new anti-revisionist communist
movement developed (see Palante,
Vol.l #5, MayDay Supplement).
The struggle for application
then became the testing ground
for the ideological unity of
the anti-revisionist communist
movement. When we began to
apply Marxism-Leninism-Mao
Tse-Tung Thought the genuine
began to bé separated from
the sham. The RU, for instance,
temporarily took hegemony over
the movement with their econo-
mist line and central task of
"build the revolutionary unity,
consciousness, and organiza-
tion of the working class".
It was through an intense
struggle over the application
of Marxism-Leninism in prac-
tice, over political line that
the RU was exposed-- their line
on key class questions: such as
party building (they wanted a
Menshevik Party) and the na-
tional question ("the nation
of a new type") proved in prac-
tice their opportunism.

When we say political line,
we mean the application of Mar-
xism-Leninism te the concrete
conditions. We believe at this
time, political line will cry-
stallize our other tasks (ideo-
logical and organizational),
and will aid them-- just as the
struggle for ideological reaffir-
mation aided the political and
organizational tasks of that
period and moved us forward.

We disagree when Workers View-
point reduced political line

to a question of formulation, to

words on paper.

We Hold that the WVQ position
that the key link is ideologi-
cal and political line and
that we are just beginning toe lay
down the ideological foundation
of the party views the movement
as static, with no motion from
a lower to a higher level and
negates the genuine historical
progress and advances of our
movement .

We agree that the ideologi-
cal tasks are far from over--
in fact they will go on even
under socialism. We agree that
the party must be put on its
ideological plane. We believe
that this was the key task in
the first period, but that
this continues to be an on-
going task because deviations
will' develop. However, while
the battle for ideological cla-
rity and reaffirmation is an
on-going one, in this period,
the key link to be grasped in
order to build the party is
the fight for the political
line of the party. Imn the battle
for political line we will in-
evitably and constantly be ta-
ken back to the ideological
sphere. There 1s an inter-re-
lationship between ideclogical,
poelitical and organizational;
but one must be key in a given
period.

ANALYSIS OF THE COMMUNIST
MOVEMENT

Both organizations hold that
the communist movement is made
up of a revolutionary wing and
an opportunist wing. Regarding
the revolutionary wing-- we
agree that it includes ATM,
and PREWO. WV0O ineludes the
Revolutionary Workers League;
PRRWO is still studying the line
of these comrades, but considers
them honest and in motion. EBRRWO
also includes the Revolution-
ary Bloc in the revolutionary
wing.

Wvo,

Regarding the opportunist
wing-—- the two organizations
agree that it includes the "RCE",
0L, Guardian and IWK. The PRRWO
also holds that the Revolu-
tionary Workers Congress and
Workers Congress are in this
wing.

The PRRWO alsoc sees Resisten-
eia Puertorriquefia and E1 Co-
mitéd as honest and in motion.

Both organizations agree that
PSP is a revisionist organiza-
tion. The WVD pointed out that
because of PSP's influence in
the Puerto Rican liberation
movement, some communists have
failed to criticize and expose
their revisionism, thus falling
into liberalism and centrism.

UNITED FRONT FROM ABOVE AN
BELOW

The WVD holds that the united
front from below is fundamental
but does not exclude the united
front from above.

They also say that communists

must not follow the line of "sta-
ges''-- first, from below; then,

from above.

Phey quoted Dimitrioff and then they
sald that although the "conditions
may be different, the prineiple
still applies."

The PRRWO disagrees. The Co-
mintern clearly stated that wou
must build the united front
from below first and that the
nagsses must be clear of the
pessible dangers of the uni-
ted front from abhove. To do
otherwise is to give over the
leadership of an uncorganized
rank and file to the union
hacks. The united front from
above must come from a pogi-

tion of strength. It is when
the rank and file have been won
over and organized that we can
forece the union bureauecrats to
negotiate. (We would also like
to point out that you cannot
unite the workers from below if

vou have an incorrect line on
the advanced worker).

one final point, the PRRWO
helds that te eall the union
bureaucrats "misleaders" and
to push for the unitsed front from
above at this time iz to mask
the true reactionary nature
of these bourgeoils agents,; how
they pave the way for fascism,
and their counter-revolution-
ary role internationally (i.e., AFL-
CI0 role in aiding the counter-
revolutionaries in Chile).

The WV0 helds that we must
expose the union bureaucrats,
but must unite with them when
they fight for economic demands.

SUMMARY

The ability to hold this
forum and conduct these pole-
mics is a reflection of the
fraternal relations of the WVOD
and the PRREWO and a concrete in-
dication of our committment to
fulfiil our responsibilities
te build our Party by uniting
Marxist-Leninists and winning
the advanced to communism. We
think the forum was a contri-
butien to both these tasks.

We want to criticize ourselves,
for our weakness in not ask-
ing other organizations present
to put forward their positions
on the questions under dis-
cussion. Failing to do this,
too many organizations sat back
and became "observers", and
did not participate actively
in the ideological struggle.
is a weakness that will be
corrected at future forums.

This

Finally we would like to
point out that the struggle
at the forum itself was not
primarily on the universal prin-
ciples of Marxism-Leninism-Mao
Tse-Tung Thought. It was on
pelitical line--on the application
of Marxism-Leninism to solve
some of the key questions fa-
cing us, questions that must be
resolved in order to build the
genuine Bolshevik _Party that
will lead the working class
and oppressed masses in the
life and death struggle against
the bourgeoisie.

the exposure of the trumped-up
charges forced the administration
to back off. Jose was found "inno-
cent" on one charge and "guilty" on
another; he was let go with a
warning-the next time the penalty
would be higher, While recognizing
thie as a victory, the students
immediately denounced the adminis-
tration for continuing to try to
silence student protest: the "guilty"
verdict is being appealed. Both
charges against Indio "could not be
substantiated" and he was found "in-
nocent" of both,

These were some of the steps
taken by the Anti-Imperialist
Coalition to build this struggle,
The Coalition:

1. United around a political
analysis of what the charges meant.
They rejected the view that students
were "not yet ready for politics"
and put out many leaflets and held
forums to educate the studenmts,
raising their level of political
consciousness.

2. Did’ not reject out-of-hand
participating in the "trials." How-
ever, from the beginning, it laid
out that this was just a form of
struggle that had to be mastered;

thatit's only value was political

exposure and testing our strength;
and that it was definitely not the
most important or decisive form of
struggle.

3. Attempted from the beginning
to build multi-national unity,
stressing that this was not just a
"Third World issue," but something
that affected the democratic rights

of all students. As the trials
progressed, increasing numbers of
white students began to participate.

4. Constantly summed up with
the students--drawing lessons and
helping them systematize their
scattered ideas and impressions.
Special stress was placed on ex-
posing the class nature of the trials
and the functions of education under
capitalism.

5. Consistently pointed out
that these programs were won
through organized, militant strug-
gle and could only be preserved
and expanded in the same way.
"Dare to Struggle--Dare to Winl"
was the slogan put forward.

6, Stressed discipline and
organization. The do-your-own-
thing individualism present in
many of the activities of the '60's
was successfully combatted in prac=
tice. This threw off the adminis-
tration who had hoped that the
students would anarchistically dis-
rupt the hearings so they could
cancel them and expel the -students.
They were not prepared for (and
were very intimidated by) hundreds
of disciplined, militant students
following centralized leadership.

In conclusion, this struggle
at Brooklyn College must be seen as
part of the overall struggle agaihst
imperialism. First, the charges
and attempts to crush student
protest are part of a rising tide
of repression in the country (see
last issue of Palante, "Repression
on the Working Class and Oppressed
Masses.") However, just as fagcism

is not inmevitable, it can be stopped--

so too can organized political
struggle beat back these individual
acts of repression. The students
proved that by daring to fight,

we can win. Second, the leuderahip
provided by the Anti-Imperialist Cg-
alition and the mass support that
was mobilized has provided lessons
for comrades throughout the country,
Third, the struggle itself has
confirmed once again the words of
Chairman Mao Tse Tung that while
the logic of the reactionaries ig
to "make trouble, fail, make
trouble again...until their doom"--
the logic of the people is to fight
again...until wictory."

"The Universities aim to turn
out ideologists and function-
aries of capitalism who pro=
pagate ideas to serve im=-
perialism or at least not to
challenge it......In shert,
unjversities are just as much
a vital part of imperialism
as newspapers, armies, police,
courts, gaols (jails), etec.

"As we see it, an essential
part of anti-imperialist
struggle is to expose the
imperialist role of the
university authorities and
the imperialist use to which
they seek to turn the univer=
sities. Students' struggles
against this imperialist
role are a component part of
the world wide anti-imperial-
ist struggle. Students who
participate in it have our
wholehearted support.”

DARE TO STRUGGLE--DARE TO WIN!
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WVO0 - PRRWO HOLD JOINT FORUM ’
ON PARTY BUILDING

On November 7, 1975, 400 peo-
Ple attended a forum in NYC
sponsored jointly by the Wor-
kers Viewpoint Organization and
the Puerto Rican Revolutionary
Workers Organization. The forum
was called in order to wage
comradely polemiecs on burning
questions facing the communist
movement ' in the U.S. today.
These questions included: revi-
gionism in the U.S.; party buil-
ding-- the key link to party
building, analysis of the comm-
unist movement, concrete tasks
facing 'us in order to build
our party; and certain trade
union questions-- .ineluding,
under what conditions iz the
united front from above used and
who is the advanced worker?

The ideological struggle at
thre forum was sharp and in the
spirit of unity-struggle-unity.
Both organizations agree that
the forum was indeed one suc-
cessful step in achieving our
goal of developing higher levels
of unity and implementing the
tasks of Marxist-Leninists U-
nite! and Win the Advanced to
Communism! We also saw that the
principled polemics at the fo-
rum, struggling questions
through, deepening our grasp
and understanding of our uni-
ties and differences, differenti-
ated this forum from those
held by the opportunists such
ds the Guardian-- forums in
which a hundred questions are
raised and each is treated su-
perficially, with people lea-
ving with no more clarity than
that whiech they had when they
walked in the door.

The main struggle in this
joint forum focused on the key
link to party building. Secon-
dary emphasis was given to the
question of trade unien work,
the united front from above,
and the role of the advanced.

In the near future, we will
be reprinting the presentations
of both WVD and the PREWO.

In this article, we will brief-
ly outline some of the unities
and differences raised at the
forum.

INTERNATIONAL SITUATION

Both organizations agreed
that the danger of world war
is increasing. However, the WVO
holds that the principal con-
tradiction in the world is
shifting, and it is an error
to only say "revolution is the
main trend in the world";
there are now tweo contending
trends. The PREWO holds that re-
volution is still the main
trend in the world today and
that it is the national liber-
ation struggles against imper-
ialism and social-imperialism
that are sharpening all the o-
ther basic contradictions. The

PRRWO also pointed out that we
have never raised the revolu-
tionary trend alone; we have
also recognized the growing
danger of war abroad and fas-
cism at home and have been
ralising these consistently in
our publications and speeches.
We ask comrades to study the
last B issues of Palante.

ADVANCEDP WOREKER

Both organizations agreed
that the communist movement
must take a gqualitative leap
in order to meet the tasks
confronting us. What is hurting
us most is the lack of a genu-
ine Bolshevik Party: that 'is
why we hold that the central
task of all Marxist-Leninists
is party building. We agreed
that the party must represent
the most advanced detachment
of the working class-- it can-
not be a mass party, open to
every striker and every student
protestor. We disagreed, how-
ever, in how we saw the advan-
ced elements.

The WV0 holds that the ad-
vanced workers "have to be
open to socialism™ and must
have the confidence of other
workers. The PRRWO stands with
the essence of Lenin's defini-
tion in a "Retrograde Trend in
Social Democracy":

"From among these come, in
the main, the advanced workers
that every working class move-
ment brings to the fore, those
who can win the confidence of
the laboring masses, who devote
themselves entirely to the edu-
cation and organization of the
proletariat, who accept soci-
alism consciously, and whe even
elaborate independent socialist
theories,..they will study,
study, study and turn them-
selves into conscious Social
Democrats..."

The WV0O holds that to apply
the Leninist definition of an
advanced worker to the condi-
tions today, in 1975, is a
left, dogmatic error, because
the fusion of the communist
and workers' movements has just
begun and except for a rela-
tively tiny number, the wor-
kers have not yet been "histo-
rically preconditioned” to be-
come communists.

The PRRWO disagrees. We hold
that while it has not yet been
completed, the fusion of the
communist and workers' move-
ments did not just beginm when
our organizations were formed;
it has a history. This fusion
must not be reduced simply to
an organizational quéstion-- we
are talking about fusing ideo-
logically, politically, and
organizationally.

The formation of the CPUSA
and some of its work during the
depression, for instance, was
a big step in this fusion-- as
has been the struggle against
reformism, anarchism, dual
unionism, and terrorism. The
working class has gone through
a struggle against these erro-
neous trends, and the advanced
have rejected them in practice
and led the struggle against
them (i.e., the working class
did not come out in support of
the terrorism of the 1960's
or '70"s}.

Go to a union meeting and
you will see countless workers
who reject the reformist, bour-
geois line of the labor hacks.
They do not have a scientific
understanding of the problem
and lack organization; yet
from among these workers, there
are some who believe in soci-
alism (not yet understanding it
scientifically), striving to
deepen their understanding,
and are willing to study, study,
study in order to transform
themselves into conscious Mar-
xist-Leninists, and devote their
lives to the education and .
organization of their class- it
ig in this way that they will
win the confidence and leader-
ship of the masses of workers.

We agree that the advanced
workers are a numerically small
stratum in relationship to
the whole class. It is only
this small stratum of workers
that will be able to grasp the
Marxist-Leninist line put for-
ward by the communists, will
come forward, and will rise
above the constant barrage of
propaganda put out through
the bourgeois superstructure
(mass media, educational appa-
ratus, religion, etc.) Commu-
nists must emphasize the winn-
ing over and training of the
advanced, who then must aid
in the process of raising the
broader stratum of intermedi-
ate workers to the level of
the advanced.

KEY LINK TO PARTY BUILDING

The PRRWO holds that the pro-
cess of party building has
gone through distinct periods.
From 1956 to 1972, following
the revisionist betrayal of the
"CP", the key link was the ide-
ological reaffirmation of the
principles of Marxism-Leninism
(ie, the state according to
Lenin vs. the state according
to the revisionists-- the
state of the whole people).

During this time we had to
defeat the eclecticist trend
that borrowed a little from
everywhere-- Che, Fanon, Regis
Debray, Mac Tse-Tung, Bakanin,
ete. Out of this eclecticist
trend came such erroneous lines

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This is "a& national crisis." (11-3-75) The Wall Street
Journal, a leading spokesman for the bourgeoisie, says that
the "financial collapse" represented by default is possible
and would be a sericus problem for the ruling class. They
see the possibility of it.actually deepening the economic
erisis we are in; and they criticize President Ford's policy
of just letting it happen. They say that New York's
"financial problem does pose a greater risk of financial
disorder than Penn Central or certainly Lockheed." They
call on the Federal government to be ready to give financial
support to prevent default. (10-17-75) Of course, since they
are the slimy spokesman for the ruling class, we can't take

them at their word, and will have to look deeper for the true
plans of the bourgeoisie,

Cities which have gone into default in the past have
had to cut services, and that is one aspect of the problem
that has already been put into effect in N.Y. WNaturally,
the ruling class spokesmen are mainly concerned with the
effects on themselves; but we who live and work here know
that N.Y. is already a disaster area. Our housing, health
care, transportation, sanitation, are not fit for human be=
ings, There is not even any way for us to know the full
effects of this deterioration (plus the massive unemployment,
high cost of living, and the.starvation minimum for those
on welfare) in terms of deaths and sickness, damage to our
children, families falling apart under these pressures, and
all the other effects of daily living that they don't care
about. They talk about how default ecould hurt New York as a
"financial capital and would erode an already shrunken in-
dustrial base." Loss of services would force even more
companies out of N.Y. For example, over the "last 18 months,
24 commercial printing concerns have moved from N.Y. to N.J.,
L.I., or Westchester...Printing is the city's second largest
non-governmental employer, The garment industry, which is
the single largest non-governmental employer, has suffered a
severe attrition of producers, workers, and out of town
buyers." The number of workers dropped to 175,000, and this
could get worse if there was a default. (N.Y. Times, 8-21-75)

These factors hurt the working class, because we are
always the first to have to take the weight for the crisis,
but that is not what concerns the businessmen., They are
concerned only with maintaining their own profits and increas-
ing them.

The possibility of the bankruptecy of the major ecity of
the U.S., the center of its finance capital, is a sign of
the depths of the crisis the system is in. On a national
level, things are moving rapidly to even worse conditions.
Recently, this information came out, telling us that "..
twice as many Americans went bankrupt last year as in 1932,
the darkest year of the Great Depression.” In the last year,
254,484 businesses and individuals went bankrupt, including
large companies recently such as Penn Central, W,T. Grant,
and Railway Express. (N.Y. Post, 11-17-75)

The effects of a N.¥Y. default would also be felt out=
gide the city, and on private employment in the city as well.
"If the eity defaults, the economists see massive national
economic effects,whieh Gov. Carey on Friday estimated at
$14 billion of the Gross National Product and 500,000 jobs
in the coming year." They estimate that 75 private employees
would lose their jobs for every 100 public employees laid
off. (N.Y. Times, 11-9-75) This is not hard to see, when
we look at the fact that unemployed city workers don't have
the money to buy goods, so those who produce them would be
put out of work, Also, those whose jobs are related to
supplying the city itself with supplies, such as foods,
etc. This would increase the already massive unemployment
in the area, and create an even more explosive situation.

This unemployment among the working class and the contin-
uing loss of manufacturing results in a further lozss of
tax money.

SHARPENING OF CRISIS SITUATION IN NEW YORK AREA

The crisis in N.Y. is not a recent development. It
is partly a result of the long-term loss of jobs from the
area, particularly in manufacruring. It is also related to
the overall economic crisis im all the imperialist countries,
and in particular in the U.S. This crisis is the result
of contradictions inherent in the capitalist system itself,
and are unavoidable as long as this system exists. To
g0 into this briefly--as more advanced technoleogy is devel-
oped, fewer workers are needed to produce the same, or more,
goods, and there is an ever-increasing number of permanently
unemployed. Some of these workers have been absorbed in
the last 25-30 years, in N.Y. and other cities, by govern-
ment jobs and by services (particularly hospitals). But
what drives this system is profits, and more profits.
Since all profits are derived from the unpaid labor of the
workers in production (the surplus value they produce) of
goods, as there are fewer workers in this sector over time
there is a tendency of the rate of profit to fall in relation-

ship to the total amount of capital invested in machinery,
buildings, raw materials, etc. The capitalists then have

to invest in areas where they can get the most surplus
value, and try to get more out of workers i? the established
factories by such things as speedups, overtime, etec. For
example, many of the garment factories that used to be inp
N.Y. have gone to parts of the South and Southwest of the
U.S., as well as to countries of the Third World. In these
areas they can be closer to their sources of raw materials
(such as synthetics or cotton) and at the same time find
workers forced to work a longer workday and workweek, often
for much lower wages. This superexploitation is one way
they try to make up for the tendency of the rate of profit.
to fall. (For a more full explanation of the situation in
the N.Y. city area, see the Palante article we mentioned
before, Vol. 1 No. 8). There are also other aspects of this,

such as the loss of jobs in shipping and dock work, partly
due to the development of other areas as major ports, and

to the increasing advanced technology in this area, which
has eliminated many jobs. This push to rising organic
ccmpusitiun,thht {s, to higher and more complex technology,
has affected other nearby areas as well. For example, New
Jersey also has similar long-term problems.

", ...industry has been leaving N.J. in the 15 months
from Sept. 1973 to Dec, 1974."

Total employment in manufacturing has been declining since
1950. Historically, M.J. was one of the original indus=
trialized states. Therefore, "plants and equipment are
old and fully depreciated, and industries that are faced
with the need to modernize relocate where costs are lower.'
(N.¥Y. Times, 3=16-75)

To translate this into Marxist-Leninist terms--the
factories with old machinery cannot produce as much goods
at low enough prices to compete with the newer plants, As

organic composition rises in the system overall, the indi-
vidual capitalist cannot just stand still and keep putting
out what he has been putting out. He has to invest in new
plants and equipment. He takes his capital to where he
can get the most return on his investment, and were he can
get the most surplus value. So, many of the older manu-
facturing centers are in a permanent declide, anod more
people are permanently out of work with no place to go.

CENTRALIZATION--HOW IT IS MANIFESTED IN THE DEFAULT CRISIS

The tendency to concentration (meaning roughly, increase
of capital into larger amounts through accumulation of pro=
fits) and centralization is fundamental in capitalism. It
is the tendency of the powerful capitalist to crush the
weaker, and for control to go into the hands of fewer and
fewer capitalists. This tendency is accelerated in depres=
sions and crisis, when the smaller capitalist, with less
to fall back on, often goes into bankruptcy, or has such
large debts that he has no choice but let himself be taken
over by a bigger corporation that can give him the cash to
pay his bills by buying up a controlling interest in his
company .

Or the small capitalist may be squeezed out of the
competition by a bigger company that can afford to sell for
lower prices until they take over all his business. These
are some of the ways monopolies form.

"We have already seen how the stronger enterprise
crushes the weaker, the big capitalist swallows up

his competitors considerably below their value, or
joining them to his own enterprise by some other

means (in payment of debts, for instance) the big
manufacturer increases his capital. Such cases of
merging several capitals is the result of a struggle
which brings the ruin of some and the victory of others.
Often, however, the merging of capital proceeds peace-
fully, by the organization of stock companies, cor-
porations, etc. Centralization of capital is the
term given to all cases of the merging of capital by
the joining of several enterprises into one."

"Concentration and centralization of capital brings
about the accumulation of capital in the hands of a
continually smaller number of rich men. A handful

of billionaires, owners of tremendous fortunes, con-
trols untold wealth. The fate of tens and hundreds

of thousands of people is in their hands. Concen-
tration and centralization of capital thus leads

to a sharpening of class contradictions, to a more
marked division of capitalist society into two opposed
classes: a handful of the biggest capitalists and the
mass of exploited proletarians."

(Leontiev, Political Economy, A Bepinners Course)

This is the stage where we are today. The tendency to
concentration and centralization aided the development of
monopely capital, and the era of imperialism, the highest

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Comrades and friends,

First T want to thank you on
behalf of the Puerto Rican Revolution-
ary Workers Organization for allowing
me to attend this function. Without
your cooperation it would not have
been possible to meet here to
discuss Puerto Rico. Also we want
to thank the committee that helped
in the preparation of this activity.

Friends, today We are commemor-
ating the 25th anniversary of the
Jayuya uprlsing where a sector of
the Puerto Rlcan masses under the
leadership of the Nationalist
Party and its great leader Don Pedro
Alblizu Campos, tock up arms against
the national oppression of the
U.5. imperialists. Even though the
uprising failed - because it did
not have the broad support of the
ma jority of the Puerto Rlean nation,
it signified the fightlng spirit
waged against the American imper-
ialists and reaffirmed this task
of the Puerto Rican Patriotic
Movement for future generations.

What was the situation that the
Puerto Rican people faced in 19507
Since the U.S5. invasion of Puerto
Rico in 1898, the imperialists
controlled the internal affairs of
the country economiecally, politieal-
ly and militarily. During that
period the Puerto Rican nation had
an agrieultural economy, The
imperialists changed the economic
base of Puerto Rlco by kicking -the
Puerto Rlcan people off thelr land
and throwing them to the claws of
the U.S5. monopoly capitallists who
paid them oppressive wages as
salaried workers. This occurred
because the North American imper-
ialists, who were competing with
other imperialist powers such as
Japan and Germany, needed and
profited more by obtaining cheap
labor rather than low cost consumer
goods like coffee, sugar and tobacco.

Agriculture is the base of the
national economy of a country
because a nation needs to eat, i.e,
cereals, fruits, vegetables etc.

At the same time industry is necess-
ary in order to develop and advance
a country. A country needs both

of these in order to maintain its
own national economy., As soon as

it lopses either one, it becomes a
dependent country, and that is what
occurred in Puerto Rico when the
economic base of Puerto Rico became
industrial - when Munoz Marin became
governor of the island , with the
introduction of Operation Bootstrap
by the U.S. This happened because
it greatly benefited the rich
industrialists and bankers such as
Rockefeller, Morgan and the rest of
the monopoly capitalist class, In
order to make more super-profits
they exploited the matural resources
of Puerto Rico and turned its
people into a further source of
cheap labor,

The imperialists tried to win
over the Puerto Rlean people and for
a while they succeeded with the line
of making Puerto Rico the show case
and model of a capitalist colony.
They tried to stop the historic
trend in ILatin America - that of
revolution, another time trying to
prove that under their domination
there could be progress, develop-

ment and liberty, But history has
shown us that while'imperialism and
exploitation of man by man exists,
all the talk about world-wide peace,
Progress and no unemployment are
Just plain empty phrases,

The conditions in which the
Nationalist Party and the people
of Puerto Rico fought 4in those
days, continue to exist today and
in many areas are much worse, Under
the domination of the United States
85% of the economy of Puerto Rieo
is contrelled by North American
industries and their subsidiaries.
Politically the government of Puerto
Rico is directly under orders from
Washington, One example is the
building of the superport in Puerto
Ricoj although the ma jority of the
pPeople are against it, the U.S,
government will go ahead and build
it, regardless of the wishes of the
Puerto Rican people. At the same
time only 25% of the working class
is organized inte unions; although
the total number of Puerto Rican
workers totals B84,000. From the
labor of these workers the imper-
islists extract millions of dollars
in super profits. The minimum wage
supposedly is $2.30 an hour; but we
know they pay much less. In compar-
ison to the workers in the United
States the wages are at least three
times les=s and the prices in Puerto
Rieo are much higher, 8Since the
day the government of the United
States declared the "energy crisis"
the masses of Puerto Rican people
have had to pay incredible prices
for gasoline, B0¢ a gallon. Puerto
Rico imports 99% of the oil that
it consumes from North America;
paying much higher prices than they
would if Puerto Rioco bought its oil
directly from countries that export
0il, At the same time the United
States controls the three prineipal
components of the economy, which
are construction, touri=m and
manufacturing. Due to the fact that
the U,8, controls Puerto Rico, when
the U.S, goes through a crisis,
Puerto Rieco being a colony, has to
suffer the consequences, Today the
crigis in the Island has been
severe - the Puerto Rican worker is
living under miserable conditions
and unemployment. For example in
Jayuya unemployment is 96%, At the
same time, one of the backbones of
the national economy, construction,
has lost 23® of its jobs. Meanwhile
North American investment in the
Island reached $4.4 billion dollars
a year: their profits, for this, have
passed the $15.0 billion dollar mar- '
gin, This is derived from the fact
that Puerto Rico is one of the
largest markets that the U.S. has in
the world, The so-called "North
American aid" has resulted in the
greatest robbery of our times;
scarried out in Puerto Rico by large
U.5. monopolies. This robbery has
resulted in the suffering of the
Puerto Rican nation; due to the
unemployment as well as the condi-
tions that have swept the country.

Facts and deeds prove that
Puerto Rico is a colony. Today the
world is in great disorder under
its skies. Countries want indep-
endence, nations want liberation,
and the people want revolution. The
people of the Third World, specif-
ically the people of Asia, Africa
and Latin America have reached
their liberation through armed
struggle; other countries have begun

to natiomalize international com-
ranies in order to strengthen their
national economies and to become
independent. Puerto Rico is not
an exception from the rest of the
world; it is part of the Thirxd
World because it is a direct colony
of the U,8. Objectively it is a
country Industrially developed; but
at. the same time the economy is
controlled by the United States,

e world is in revolution, and
Fuerto Rico also has a revolution-
ary movement.

In the last decade the patriotic
sentiments of the Puerto Rican
masses has risen tremendously, to
the point of demanding Puerte Rican
independence and what is more, the
acceptance of socialism as the only
alternative for solving the problems
the country finds itself in. This
is not led by a Marxist-Leninist
Party - which is a party of the
working class, for, as yet, one
does not exist in Puerto Rico, We
can say that it is prineipally
spontanecus, but with great lessons
for this growing movement and the
peoples of the world; lessons such
as Culebra where after more than 75
years of protest by the people of
Culebra and the other progressive
masses of Puerto Hico, have forced
the removal of the base for target
practice of the imperialist U.S.
army. A partial victory paid for in
the sweat and blood of the Puerto
Rican people, At the same time
there have been other acts, the most
recent being the general strike of
FPuerte Rican workers where more than
100,000 workers stopped their work
in a demonstration against the
crisis sweeping the country. Other
strikes have been the strike at El1
Mundo newspaper, and the strike of
the Puerto Rican cement workers.
Simultaneously, the colonial govern-
ment, through the police, has been
repressing these strikes - proving
the Marxist thesis that where there
ls oppression there is resistance,
Students and teachers in recent years
have also led many strikes against
the educational system of Puerto Rico
which directly serves the U.8.
government, which tries to culturmally
indoctrinate Puerto Riean youth., To
liberate ourselves from the national
oppression in Puerto Rico the Puerto
Hican revolutionary movement faces
a historic task that it must fulfill
so it may put an end to expleoitation,
and consequently the crisis, and
that is to fight decidedly for the
violent expulsion of U.S. domination
over the Island.

Many Puertc Ricans have immigrated

1o the U.5. seeking better employ-
ment opportunities, housing, etec,;
approximately 2 million Puerto Ricans
live in the U,8, Since Operation
Bootstrap until the present the
Fuerto Ricans who have immigrated
to the U.2,, searching for the land
of their dreams, have found discrim-
ination, the worst jJjobs, worsh
housing, ete. Like the Afro-Ameri-
cans we are the last hired, first
fired. The annual income of more
than half of the Puerto Ricans
living in New York City is much
lower than the federal government's
official level of poverty of $4,000
annually, Simultanecusly, police
repression in the Puerto Hiean
workers' communities of New York,
Fhiladelphia, Chicago and Detroit
is high. As an oppressed national
minority our most basic democratic
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' Brooklyn College:

STUDENTS

During the month of November
1975, students at Brooklyn College
in NYC beat back an administration
attempt to crush their growing
militant opposition to cutbacks
and other attacks on their democra-
tic rights.

In October, two members of the
Puerto Rican Alliance were charged
with "disrupting campus activities";
they faced possible suspension or
expulsion from school. The two,
Jose Ojeda and Indio Alejandro, had
been part of a large group demonstra-
ting in support of students who had
occupied the college president's
office. The takeover itself was
conducted by students of the Bilin-
gual Mini-College who were protest-
ing the elimination of their program
and the replacement of bilingual
instructors with faculty who spoke
no Spanish. The administration
singled out these two politically-
conscious students because both
had a history of struggling in the
interests of the majority of
students; it was the old tactic of
"suppress the leaders in order to
crush the movement."

The college itself has been
the scene of a protracted struggle
between the administration and the
Puerto Rican students owver the future
of the Department of Puerto Rican
Studies, specifically over whether
the students and faculty have the
right to choose their own representa-
tion, a chairperson. (See Palante ,
Vol. 1, No. 1.) Last year, countless
demonstrations and two takeovers
resulted in 44 students and faculty
being arrested, hundreds of students
mobilized, and the winning of 8 of
13 demands, including the rehiring
of fired faculty and a written
administration "promise" not to
cut the Institute of Puerto Rican
Studies--as had been rumored.

This year, the issues were
even broader as the imperialist
crisis deepened; and larger numbers
of students were drawn into battle.
Special programs like SEEK were cut.
Financial aid was cut. Faculty
were fired and course offerings were
reduced. Open Admissions was, and
still is, threatened with elimination.
The funding for all Institutes
(including the Institutes of African
and Puerto Rican Studies) was eli=-
minated totally=--despite last year's
written "promise ™ to the contrary.
Health services, counseling and vet-
eran's services were also slashed,

These particular phenomena
at Brooklyn College are a reflection
of the situation throughout the
country. As the imperialists,
sinking deeper into crisis, prepare
for fascism at home and war abroad,
they also push for the centralization
of the superstructure to correspond”
to the increased fascization of the
state. ("The superstructure con-
sists of the political, legal,
religious, artistiec and philoscphi-
cal views of society and the politi-
cal, legal and other institutions
corresponding to them."=--Marxism and
Lingpuistics, J. Stalin. The educa-
tional system is part of this super-
structure.)

Ethnic and other special programs
are being eliminated; they conflict
with certain goals of the bourgeoisie
such as ideological centralization

BEAT BACK REPRESSION

and tightening of ideological control.
This involves stressing the "good-
old American values"; the smoothing
over and covering up of class and
race differences; the promoting of
the merits of "free enterprise" and
the absence in America of serious
class and racial conflicts--the
"melting pot" theory; and the purging
of "radical" students and faculty.
Like the fuss over the Bicentennial
celebration, the purpose of all this
is to set the conditions for the rise
of national chauvinism in the U.5.=--
a necessary preparation for another
imperialist war.
The same kind of ideological
centralization took place prior to
the Korean and Vietnam wars.

"A special report by the
Organization of American
Historians said that the
teaching of U.S. history

'is in crisis' as schools
de-emphasize history in favor
of racially oriented subjects
and social studies in response
to student and outside pres-
sure."

(US News and World Report,
Sept. 1, 1975, p. 42)

In addition, the bourgeoisie is
trying to reorganize and centralize
higher education even further so as
to increase its productivity,
uniformity and "efficiency." For
instance, moves are under way in
NYC to centralize ultimate control
of the City University system by
putting it under the control of the
NY State educational apparatus.
Plans are being made to further
"consolidate" colleges,-departments
and programs; 6 colleges are being
closed. This push for centraliza-
tion means, for example, that
instead of having Afro-American
Studies offered in every college,
it would be centralized in only one;
each campus would specialize and
produce specific kind of training.
Also; the imposing of tuition is
being planned in order to ensure
that the "right" classes and na-
tionalities are tracked to the
appropriate schools--the poorest
students, sons and daughters of
the working class, especially the
oppressed nationalities, will be
confined to the lowest=level insti-
tutions or forced out of the colleges
altogether.

In order to carry these plans
into action, the bourgeoisie must
prepare to crush the protest they
know is sure to come as the hard-
won democratic rights of students
are attacked. It is in this light
that we see the sipnificance of
the trials at Brooklyn College.

STUDENTS FIGHT REFRESSION

The Brooklyn College adminis-
tration revived the "Henderson Rules"
to trump up charges against the
two students. These disciplinary
rules came into being in the 1960's
when students were waging militant
struggles for programs like Open
Admissions. Today, they are dgain
being used to paralyze the growing
militancy of students,

However, the Brooklyn. College
students did not retreat under the
attack. Instead, they intensified

their efforts. Led by the Anti-
Imperialist Coalition, hundreds of
militant students demonstrated
support for their comrades and
packed the trials themselves. (The
Anti-Imperialist Coalition consists
of : The Puerto Rican Student
Union, February First Movement, :
Puerto Rican Alliance, Veterans' !
Organization, Dominican Student Union, h
Black Student Union, Caribbean Stu=
dent Union, Puerto Rican Revolu=- :
tionary Workers Organization, and |
independent students. It sees the |
current cutbacks as part of the

crisis of U.5. imperialism and is

united in the fight against all

forms of attacks on students,

campus workers, and faculty. Its

last point of unity is : "Workers

and students unite with the national

liberation struggles to defeat our

common enemy--U0.5. imperialism!™)
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In the trials themselwves,
the students' defense team (which
included the students "on trial")
waged a tit-for-tat struggle against
the administration, tearing their
"case'" to shreds, pointing out in-
consistencies, catching them in
lies, and exposing the blatant po-
litical nature of the trial itself--
they correctly labeled it a "politi~
cal witchhunt" which was aimed at
crushing student militancy. They
won the support of the student
government and the school newspaper
(which denounced the administration's
policy of "scapegoatism"), as well
as widespread sympathy on the campus.

During the trial, the rights
of the students were violated open-
ly (i.e., the administration
arbitrarily interpretated rules
however they saw fit; they refused
the students' request to call the
president of the college as a
witness; the motions made by the
students were thrown out without
even being considered). This
provided important political educa-
tion for the hundreds of students
present as to the nature of any
court system set up by the bourgeoi-
sie--it serves only the interests
of the class in power, the interests
of the bourgeoisie.

However, the presence of hun-
dreds of students, including a
group of veterans that marched in
formation into the hearing room,
the rising support for the students
on this and other campuses, and

REVOLUTION IS THE ONLY SOLUTION !

In the 1950's and 1960's,
the victories and struggles of China,
Korea, Cuba, and Viet Nam were
hammering away at and speeding up
the crumbling of U.S. imperial-
ism.

Inside the U.S5., a storm devel=
oped as seen in the civil rights,
Black liberation, and anti-war
movements', which hammered away at
U.S5. imperialism, shaking its wvery
foundations. The student and youth
movement , left without Marxist-
Leninist leadership due to the
sell-out of the "CP"USA, was a
key force in this drive against the
imperialist class.

In 1959, students at Berkeley
and the University of Chicago
denounced plans for U.S5. involwve-
ment in Indochina. The oppressed
Black nation and oppressed nation-
alities were stirring with resis-
tance against the ruling class'
racist attacks. In 1960, Black
students in Greensboro, North Caro-
lina initiated sit-ins that led to
a nation-wide movement attacking
various forms of national and class
oppression. From these struggles,
groups developed==like the Student
Non-Violent Coordinating Committee
which led the struggles against
national and racial discrimination;
and the Students for a Democratic
Society which supported the Black
students and helped develop the
anti-war movement. This movement

developed from lower to higher levels--

from a reformist path of peaceful
protest to a revolutionary stance
of militant struggle.

As the student-youth movement
continued its drive against U.S.
imperialism the ruling class
through its state apparatus and
institutions, responded against
the growing movement with force and
violence as seen in the killings of
students at Kent State, Jackson
State and Southern University. The
bourgeoisie used repression, reform-
ism, cooptation and infiltration.
The movement itself was plagued by
eclecticism (the study and follow-
ing of bits and pleces of various
theories, e.g., Fanon, Che, Mao,
Albizu, Bakunin, etc.). All these
factors led to many splits in the
revolutionary groupings (e.g.,
the BPF, 5DS) and coupled with an
intensification of bourgeois deca=
dent culture, led to a temporary
ebb period in the movement during
the early 1970's,

But today, U.S. imperialism
finds its empire more in decline.
The Indochinese peoples have been
victorious. Asia, Africa, and
Latin America are ablaze with the
fire of revolution. Inside the

U.5., the struggles of the U.S.
working class as seen in the rise

of strikes, walkouts, demonstrations,

etc. against the capitalist class,
and the struggles of the Black
nation, oppressed nationalities

and toiling masses have sharpened.
For the student-youth movement there
has already begun an upsurge against
the various manifestations of the
imperialist crisis, as seen in the
militant protest movement against
the rising costs in colleges and
high schools, against the cutbacks,
attacks on oppressed nationalities
and the rising fascist menace as
seen in the racist theories of
Shockly, rise in political repres-
gion as in Brooklyn College, and
police murders of Black, Chicano,
and ®Puerto Rican youth,

With this developing upsurge,

the cry for a socialist revolution
in the U.S. has become more wide-
spread, making clearer the neces=
sity for the creation of a U.S.
Bolshevik Party.

For us in the student and
youth movement, it is clear that we
are entering a new stage of develop-
ment where we can no longer allow
for the eclecticism, economism (the

mobilizing of workers, studgnts, etc.,

solely around the economic issues,
not raising the political essence
of this crisis and the need for re-
volution), and the spontaneity

(the participation and jumping into
every issue that develops wit?out
the investigation of an issue’'s
political importance towards achiev-
ing the final aim of socialism; the
belittling of the importance of
Marxism-Leninism and the advanced
elements in making revolution).
This situation demands that the
student-youth movement become an
even more firm ally of the working
class, the only class that can
ensure the success of a socialist

révolution,

We are in a period where we
must ensure the leading role of
the working class in the student
and youth struggles by struggling
for Marxism-Leninism-Mao Tse Tung
Thought--the world outlook which
represents the interests of the
working class, thé scientific
theory and ideology of the working
class--to be the guiding ideology
in the student and youth movement.
We are in a period where we must
take the lead in struggling for
those immediate demands of the
students and youth that will aid
us in the achievement of sccialism.
We are in a period where we must
explain to the masses of students
and youth in the course of the bat-
tles for immediate demands that
the only solution to this imperial-
ist crisis is revolution! There-
fore, our work in the student and
youth movement must correspond to
and aid the central task in the
communist movement, the creation of
a communist party that will unite
and lead the struggles of the work-
ing class, oppressed nationalities,
women, students, yvouth, etc., and
guide us in the task of abolishing
imperialism and constructing
socialism in the United States_

It is for this purpose that
we are organizing a conference
on the tasks of the revolutionary
student and youth movement. This
conference will: Present a Marxist-
Leninist analysis of the development
¢f the student-youth movement in
the recent years; show what has been

and is the relationship of students
and youth to classes under capital-

ism; expose the role of education
under capitalism; show how the
student=-youth movement has not been

(Chauvinism is a form of imperialist ideclogy. It
iz designed to create among the masses contempt for and
hatred of other peoples, races and nations. It advocates
"race theories" which characterize other peoples - those
already under the yoke of imperialism or marked for
conquest - as "inferior," s "inecapable of governing
themselves." Social-Chauvinists are socialists in words,
but chauvinist in deeds, supporting their "own" imper-
ialist bourgeoisie.}

However, revislonism, belng bourgecols ildeclogy, has
an infinite variety of forms - and it is only logical
that, having failed in one form, it would attempt to
succeed in another. This attempt is clearly seen in the
presence of the Puerto Rican Socialist Party, a fraternal
organization of the "CP"USA., Both organizations are
united on the basis of spreading revisionist trash to the
masses in Puerto Rico as well as in the U.3.

As in all things, the process of PSP's degeneration
did not occur overnight. As MFI they did mainly support
work here for their work in Puerto Rico, and were a
progressive force. As the struggle in the U.S5. and Puerto
Rico intensified as to what road genuine revolutionaries
were going to take - Marxism-Leninism-Mao Tse Tung Thought
or opportunism - PSP leadership made the choice (which
for some of them was never even a matter up for question,)
And today, PSP represents most clearly revisionism in the
movement of the oppressed Puerto Rican national minority.
Thizs can be clearly seen in their wviews on the inter-
national situation, the priorities they set for the FPuerto
Rican national minority here in the U.S5. and their stance
on the struggle for a Marxist-Leninist Party in the U,5.,
and numerous other guestions.

INTERNATIONAL SITUATION

The PSP recognizes the Soviet Union as a socialist
country and still claims a "socialist camp" exists. This
is nothing but sheer treachery to the world's people.
Since 1963, when the historic split in the sccialist camp
took place as a result of the rise of the modern
Khrushevite revisionists, the Soviet Union was transformed
from a dictatorship of the proletariat into a dictatorship
of the bourgeoisie. This occured through a process of
"peaceful degeneration” whereby the rotten elements in
the Party took power and instituted a series of changes
in the economic base of Soviet society and succeeded in
gualitatively changing it to a society based on state
monopoly capitalism., (see PREWO pamphlet: Proletarian
Internationalism or Revisionismi Analysis of Oct, 27 Rally)

The Soviet social-imperialists carry out hegemonic
activities all over the world under their "Marxist" cloak -
making trouble in the Middle East, Angola, and Latin
Americe. The PSP, in aiding the social-imperialists show
themselves to be agents of the bourgeoisie and enemles of
the people. That is why they could collaborate with the
social-imperialists in calling the Havana Conference, which
was a clear set-up to place the Puerto Rican liberation
struggle under the wing of the USSR,

The revisionists excluded from the U.S, delegation to
Havana and expelled from the Puerto Rican Solidarity
Committee in Bostm those forces who opposed Soviet social-
imperialism. The Declaration of the Conference itself
endorsed the Soviet Line that the world is in the "process
of international detente." It urged the Third World and
national liberation movements to rely on "Soclalist
countries" like the USSR to defeat imperialism. In
keeping with the goal of bringing the Puerto Rican national
liberation struggle under Soviet revisionist hegemc iy,
the Declaration ignored the revolutionary struggle in
Puerto Rico (a part of the revolutionary trend in the
world), and instead described Puerto Rico as "victimized"
by U.S. imperialism - thereby setting the basis for saylng
that Puerto Rico could not win its struggle without "Soviet
ajd."

The "CP"USA, with PSP's help, used the Conference, as
they used the October 27th rally, to deepen their penetra-
tion into the Puerto Rican national movement 1n this
country. PSP has done this before,

(For many years the "CP" was exposed as a bankrupt
force among the rising Puerto Rican movement here. The
"CP" tried to get a foothold in the Puerto Rican community
through the political prisoners' movement - much the same
way they used the Angela Davis case in the Black communities
and the case of lLos Tres in the Chicano community.)

In New York, PSP struggled that the "CP" be allowed
to enter the United Front for the Defense of Puerto Rican
Political Prisoners (the Frente Unido) which existed from
1971 - 1973). Initially, they were defeated by the oppos-
ition led by honest forces, including the FRRWO. However,
later they set up the National Alliance Against Racist

and Politieal Repression, with the "CP" and PSP rep-
resented in the Mational Steering Committee. As the
Frente Unido collapsed, the revisionisis used this new
coalition to penetrate the various political prisoners'

defense committees and tried to bring them under their ;
hegq;g;{;iing the revisionist line, PSP also holds that i
detente has resulted in a "relaxing of tensions" and a

change in the "aggressive and oppressive policles" of

U.S. imperialism., In viewlng imperialism as a poliey,

as did the renegade Kautsky, the PSP can never truly

1ead the masses of people in Puerto Rico or in the U.5,

against imperialism, which ig the highest stage of

capitalism (not a "policy").

The PSP also lauds the CP of Cuba and upholds the
"Chilean Example”. The CP of Cuba was never firmly
rooted in the ideology of Marxism-leninism-Maoc Tse Tung
Thought. As long ago as the 1930's the CP of CUBA was
advocating the peaceful, parliamentary road to socialism.
Fidel Castro has attacked the concept of "Stalinist"
Parties, been booed at the Algiers Conference of Non-
Aligned nations in 1973 for trying to peddle the Soviet
Union as a "friend" of the Third World, and has recently
attacked the People's Republic of China. The CP of
Cuba is being used as a "front man" for the USSR,
defending the Soviet social-imperialists and attacking
the genuine Marxist-leninists. These events are further
proof of the CP- of Cuba's degeneration inte a "CP"USSH
front; not firmly armed with Marxism-Leninism, it was left
weaponless against the onslaught of internal as well as
external revisionists,

The CP of Chile, which PSP upholds, was largely
responsible for the massacre of thousands of Chilean
patriots, including Salvador Allende. By pushing the
line of "peaceful transitlon to soclalism," the CP of
Chile had as its goal victory through "non-military means"
and even went so far as to unite with the forees ealling
for disarming the workers. This left the door wide open
for the fasecist attack. FSP, in upholding these parties
as revolutionary, only serves to confuse the people and
pave the way for reaction. (See last issue of Palante,
"Lessons of Chile")

DOMESTIC STTUATION

PSP operates under the bankrupt "divided nation theory"
which says that Puerto Ricans are a nation both here and
in Puerto Ricoj and that therefore there must be one
party for Puerto Ricans in the U.S. and Puerto Rico. They
clearly violate Stalin's five eriteria for nationhcod -
"a pation is a historically evolved, stable community of
language, territory, economic life, and psychological
make-up manifested in a community of culture" - another
example of thelir revisionism. In practice, this leads
them to promote narrow nationalism among the Puerto Rican
national minority - to the point of furthering the
divisions already caused by the bourgeocisie among the
working class. They do all their organizing work from
the point of wiew of how 1t will aild the growth of PSP
among the oppressed national minority. For examples,
their line on busing is essentially that busing does not
speak to the needs of Puerto Riecan children. They never
raise firm support for the Black brothers and sisters in
Boston or anywhere else.

In their article, "Busing in Boston,"(Claridad,

August 31, 1975, p.5) they devote two short paragraphs
to the viclous attacks on the Black community and then
go on to say:

“"Perhaps in this column, it would be important to focus
on the Puerto Rican community, a community which has
often been forgotten in this whole conflict: (or, better
said, in the commercial press reporting of the conflict).

"Busing affects the Puerto Rican community just as
much as any other..,

"We can only speak about and for the Puerto Rican

people; that is the duty of the Puerto Rican Socialist
Pﬂﬁ!l“

This is not the work of Marxist-leninists whose task
it is to fight in the interests of the entire class, in
the defense of all oppressed nationalites,

On the campuses, the PSP combines their narrow nation-
alism with economism and social-pacifism, In struggles
at Brooklyn College, they have put forward that we are in
a defensive position (not a flow period) and that the
PREWO has "brought down repression” by taking ultra-left
actions and trying to "create issues" where there were
none. (They are referring to the struggle described in
the article in this issue, "Students Beat Back Repression!)
They underestimate the level of consciousness of the
masses; and at City College, Arturo Rivera, president of
FUSP, their student group, said a coalition there should
invite politicians to speak at a rally because students
don't know that the politicians are bankrupt (Sept. 25,
1975). This is not strange #ince they had bourgeois
politician, Councilman Luis Olmedo, speak at their
Eierneﬂ Socialista on Sept. 19, 1975; his topic was
New York's fiscal crisis and how it affects Puerto Ricans.

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wee. oerur cuss: TESTING GROUND FOR
BOURGEOIS PLANS FOR FASGISM

The possibility of default in N.Y. ecity, that is, of
the city going bankrupt and not being able to pay its bond-
holders, employees, or suppliers, is a real one. Already
there have been delays with city paychecks, and threats of
no paycheck at all. They have spoken about the possibility
of not sending out welfare checks, and are preparing the
National Guard in riot training, knowing that neither city
workers nor people who are forced to depend on welfare for
their very survival will accept this without fighting back,

This is a complicated issue; and in this article we
will try to analyze it from a Marxist-Leninist standpoint
since that is the only way to get behind the smokescreen of
lies thrown up by the bourgeoisie and its agents. We will
go into: 1) default itself, what its effects could be; 2)
the N.Y.C. crisis (this has been discussed more fully in
Palante, No. B, Aug. 10-Sept. 10): 3) how a fundamental
tendency of capitalism, toward greater centralization, is a
key to this situation: and 4) how these recent attacks on
the working class are related to the essence of fascism
itself.

EFFECTS OF DEFAULT

The only large U.S. city to have gone bankrupt up till
now was Detroit, im 1933, in the middle of the Great Depres-
sion. One of the first things that happened in Detroit was
salary reductions of city workers, like those taking place

in N.Y. right now. It took 25 years for Detroit to establish

credit again so they could sell bonds to finance their needed
expenses. (New York Post, 11-3-75) One important difference
between Detroit and New York is the industrial base, which

in New York has been dwindling steadily for many years and
which leaves us in an even worse position here than they

were in Detroit. Another major factor is the difference

in the world situation. Through granting certain reforms

and later going into World War II, the U.S. and other imperi-
alist countries were able to buy themselves some more time to
stay in power. Today, with revolution the main trend in the
world, and with the crumbling of imperialism, they are in no
position to stage a comeback. Of course, there is always the
very real possibility of them using another World War as an
attempt to get out of the present crisis. But, as Chairman
Maoc Tse-Tung says, either revolutions will prevent a third
World War or the war will inevitably give rise to greater
revolutions on & world wide scale and hasten the imperialists'
doom. One thing is for sure, the reforms haven't worked to
"save the system."

Other cities are also in serious financial trouble,
including Yonkers, a suburb of New York. In fact, in the
New York Times, an anonymous economist was quoted as saying,
"No serious person thinks this is just a New York problem,
If we had a sustained recession for another year or two,

half a dozen big cities would be defaulting, maybe more."

emoriAt: REVISIONISM IN THE PUERTO RICAN

NATIONAL MOVEMENT

As Marxist-Leninists, we know that imperialism, the
highest stage of capitalism, sets a firm material base for
revisionlism to flourish., The bribery of the labor
aristocracy and the wealth of the upper petty bourgeoisie
are fertile ground for the growth and spread of class-
collaborationist ideas, The main promoters of these
ideas are the "CP"USA and now the "RCP"USA. But as the
genuine Marxist-Leninist movement to build the Bolshevik
Farty grows, and as more and more advanced elements are
being won over to the side of communism in the heat of
class struggle, the bourgeoisie and their social props
become even more frantic; and opportunism and revisionism
take more varied forms in their mad attempts to sidetrack
the revolutionary upsurge.

An example of this is the growth of revisionism in
the national movements. The enemy realizes that the
national movements, when linked in a revolutionary way
to the working class movement, under the leadership of a
Bolshevik Communist Party, will forge a chain so mighty
that the very foundations of capitalism in this country
will shake, Therefore, revisionism must rear its ugly
head and spread its poisonous ideas in the national
movements as they have done for so long in the labor
movement ,

Before the "CP"USA sold out the interests of the pro-
letariat and oppressed masses, it had influence among the
movements of oppressed natlons and oppressed nationalities,
This eould be seen by the work in the South and ghetto
areas of the North. This included the great work done
around the trial of the Scottsboro Boys (Black youths
framed up on charges of "raping" a white woman), as well
as the Civil Rights Congress and the Negro Labor Counecil,
The "CP"USA also did work among the Puertoc Rican national
minority, as expressed in their formation and work in
the Puerto Rican Workers Organization, through which many
struggles were waged against certain anti-communist lines
held by the Nationalist Party of Puerto Rico.

This work in the national movement was liquidated
as the revolutionary line of the "CP"USA was belng liqui-
dated as the result of the treacherous onslaught of Browder's
revisionism - and the "CP"s direct influence on the
national movements dwindled. In their 1954 report,
"Handbook on Puerto Rican Work", the "CP" noted that.

"The state conference's organizational report of
November, 1952 points to the existent crisis in
Fuerto Rican work and notes the alarming decrease

of Puerto Rican members in our Party. The report
stated that our present Puerto Rican membership
represented a drop of 80% in the past few years,

The loss of Puerto Rican members in the period
between 1948 and 1953 in New York County corresponds
exactly to the state figures.

"The rate of decrease of membership in New York
County, in general, is serious enough. According
to the Harlem region report, the loss of Negro
members registered amounted to 50%. In Lower
Harlem the record shows the catastrophic drop of
90% of the 1948 Puerto Rican membership."

This is logical because one of the main features of
revisionism 1=z social-chauvinism of the Kautskyite type;
and the masses of oppressed nationalities, especially
the advanced, will reject this. This is why revislionist
"CP" fronts such as the Che-Lumumba Club never took firm
roots in the national movement.
