employed Councils. The national de-
mands of the unemploved movement
also ineludes special demands for ex-
gervice men.

It is because of this movement of
ex-soldiers toward a CLASE FIGHT
against capitalism that the boss-con-
trolled Legion must now come forth
with fake eriticism of the “system.”
The Legion pretends to criticize the
systemi only in ordex to decieve ex-
goldiers zo they will not fight against
the system.

Whether or not the Legion iz op-
posed to the “present system” can be
zeen from its long record of strike
breaking activities, itz jim-crowing of
Negro ex-soldiers, its present at-
tempts to drive anemployed workers
from the eities into slavery on the
plantations, This erisis of ecapitalism
is the worst that has ever happened
and exposes in sharp form the whole
reactionary créw and forces them to
uge all their old tricks and to invent
new oneg to fool the workers.

All working class ex-soltliers should
repudiate the Legion and build up a
real fighting organization of world
war veterans by joining the Workers'
Ex-Serviceman's League and by aid-
ing with their special experience the

fight to smash this system of slavery
and establish a workers' and farm-
ers' government.

Farm Wages Lowest
In Past 15 Years

Farm wages on October 1 were the
lowest sinee 1816, aceording to the
bureau of agricultural economics in-
dex, They were 113 percent of the
1910-14 pre-war average on October
1 as compared with 150 on October 1
& year ago which was itself a vear of
severe crisis, The bureau says that
[the' usual upward seasonal average
from January to October has been
reversed this year, and the index of
wagez fell from 129 on January 1,
1831, to 118 on Octeaber 1, 1831.

They give the
lunemployed Negro workers the
j “ehoice’ of poing on the chain gang
or slaving from sun-up to sun-down
for from 30 to 40 ecents a hundred
pounds of cotton picked. The average
pick per worker per|day on the pre-
sent erop is 200 pounds. Out of this
60 to 80 eents a day a worker must
buy his food at the plantation com-
miszaries and the town merchants,
where prices are high.

Advances for food and sometimes
railfare to the plantation place the
worker in ‘debt™ to the planter at
first — and he never gets out of
debt. Attempts to eseape result in
arrest for various “erimes” and the
chain gang again.
