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Introduction.

2__ In our school, books are taught and school finishes
the syllabus in the best possible way, inspectors exasperate
teachers, pupils get the highest marks and obtain the highest
certificates, nevertheless they fail in their practical life,

3— The best way to reform education so as to create a
successful student inside and outside the school benefiting
himself and promoting his occupation and contributing to
the advance of his country is to make use of the school
library that will lead to the university library and thence to
his future career where he may build up his own library which
will enable him to control all the elements constituting life
and exploit them for his use.

There is a fourth fact including the following points.

(b) The index of the English books which follows the
alphabetical order of the subjects contained in the English books.

Both are the clue to what you want to know as soon as
you catch sight of the letters which form the subject of the
science which you look for. When toucking electric switch
which by just touching it the light will flash and provide the
brilliant rays of knowledge that will never die down and the
rays of science which is the dividing line between life and death.

When you have mastered the way of using this switch
that is the index you will acquire knowledge and art easily as
well as culture because the real learned man is he who does
not learn-and learn by heart but he who finds his way to
knowledge... .
